Medical women of the East Kazakhstan region during the
Great Patriotic War: heroism and front daily life

In the historiography of the Great Patriotic War, the main attention was focused on the political events, major
battles, military strategy and tactics, evacuation and militarization of production, and military heroic exploits.
However, the problems of women's participation in the war, their place and role in the military events and in
the rear remained practically undeveloped. After the 1990s, the gender aspects of the history of wars became
relevant. Scientists began to study the experience of women's participation in the war, to explore the models
of women's memory of the war, public policy towards women, especially women's behavior in the war and in
the rear. The article is devoted to the heroism of medical women called to the front from the East Kazakhstan
region, who, at the cost of their lives, not only provided assistance to wounded soldiers, but also fought with
the arms in their hands. The archival documents and memoirs of the front-line doctors reflect the difficulties
and terrible pictures of the military everyday life. The authors conclude that the fate of every woman, filled
with both heroic and tragic pages, is of great value and deserves attention.

The medieval city Syganak
(according to written and archaeological sources)

This article analyzes written and archaeological sources about the etymology of the medieval city of Syganak,
which was the center of civilization, irrigated agriculture and settled economy. Historical sources about the
socio-economic and political development of the city of Syganak, which is the 11th-13th centuries, are also
analyzed. the capital of the Kipchak Khanate, the 14th—15th centuries. center of Ak-Orda, XV-XVI centuries.
Kazakh Khanate. Examination and analysis of the latest results of archaeological excavations included in the
scientific circulation, comparison of the written and ethnographic information in their hands, on the basis of
which - the restoration of historical truth regarding the socio-economic and political situation of medieval cit-
ies. A classification is given for various types of pottery of the late Middle Ages. The influence of the ceramic
industry on the development of cities has been determined; trademarks have been established on ceramic
ware, their origin and structure; Kazakh traditional handicrafts, their level of development in cities, architec-
tural monuments were investigated, characteristics were given, information on irrigation systems was speci-
fied; A scientific forecast is given regarding the factors that influenced the social development of cities,
changes in the interior of residential buildings, and the ethnic structure of urban residents.

Keywords: Syganak city, archaeological sources, written sources.
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The article is dedicated to the issue of participation of women of Central Kazakhstan at the fronts of Great
Patriotic War. An analysis of Kazakhstani historiography shows that there is still no accurate data on the
number of Kazakhstani women mobilized to the front (neither in the republic, nor in the regions of
Kazakhstan). The article notes that in the USSR at the front in different periods of the War from 600 thousand
to 1 million women fought, and the often repeated figure of 5183 of Kazakhstani women called up to the
front requires clarification. Since the beginning of the Great Patriotic War, tens of thousands of women wrote
applications together with men in the military registration and enlistment offices of KazSSR, they accounted
for 40 % of the total number of volunteers. This article on the materials of Kazakhstan archival documents
tells the stories of the participation of women of Kazakhstan on the fronts of the Great Patriotic War.
Fragments of fates and stories of the participation of Kazakhstani women and girls in the war are tracked.

Keywords: the Great Patriotic War, history of Central Kazakhstan, women's histories, Soviet women, women
warriors.

From the first days of the War, the whole country defended their Fatherland and hundreds of thousands
of people of Kazakhstan went to the front. Warriors from Central Kazakhstan defended Moscow, Leningrad,
Stalingrad, participated in the Battle of Kursk, liberated Ukraine, Moldova, Romania, Hungary, Austria,
Czechoslovakia. The 72nd Krasnograd Red Banner Rifle, 387th Perekop Rifle and 310th Novgorod Rifle
Division were formed in the region. The 72nd Krasnograd Red Banner Rifle Division was formed as the
29th Infantry Division from the mobilized residents of Karaganda and Akmola regions at the end of 1941—
1942 and participated in the 64th Army in defensive battles near Stalingrad, in the Battle of Kursk, in the
battles for Kharkov and others. The 387th Perekop Infantry Division was formed in August-September 1941,
also from mobilized Karaganda and Akmola regions and entered the composition of the 61st Army Reserve.
Fought on the Bryansk front, near Moscow, on the Stalingrad direction, liberated Sevastopol, participated in
the capture of Bucharest. Residents of Karaganda, Akmola, Kostanay, Turgai and Dzhezkazgan regions were
called up in the 310th Novgorod Order of Lenin, the Red Banner Rifle Division in the summer
of 1941 [1; 143, 144].

The women of Central Kazakhstan, together with men, children and old men, carried all the burdens of
the Great War on their shoulders; they wrote many glorious pages in the annals of War. But it is rather diffi-
cult to track the exact number of people mobilized to the front from archival materials of Central Kazakh-
stan, since from the first months of the war the number of soldiers mobilized was encoded in the documents
of the military registration and enlistment offices. Let us cite the following data on the published «Book of
Memory: Karaganda Regiony». The preparation of the book began in 1989, and the initiative group created by
professional historians, War and labor veterans worked for almost 5 years. The work was quite complex, as
the archives of the military offices did not save the necessary data. Archivists, the public, and young people
were involved in this work. Six search teams were sent to the western regions of the former USSR, where
battles were fought; 3 search teams worked in the Central Archive of the Ministry of Defense, search teams
worked in the archives of district bureau, collected materials bit by bit in personal conversations with front-
line soldiers and their families, etc. These searches allowed to establish the fate of more than 4,000 soldiers,
to find their place of death and burial, which were previously considered missing. But as the authors of the
book themselves point out, the fate of not all the soldiers was restored [2; 8]. Volume 1 of this 3-volume
work shows that Karaganda region sent about 45,000 people to the front [2; 23]. But in this work, materials
were collected and data about our countrymen were studied within the territorial framework of the Karagan-
da region of the 1994 sample (front-line soldiers of Zhezkazgan region were out of sight). «The Book
of Memory of Kazakhstan: Bozdaktar», as a generalizing work throughout the republic, calls a more accurate
figure — 81568 soldiers were mobilized to the front from Central Kazakhstan, including 44 956 people from
Karaganda region to the front and 36612 soldiers from Zhezkazgan region (figures for this area are given
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on mobilization from January 1, 1938 to January 1, 1946). These data indicate that in Karaganda region
(without the southern regions that were part of Zhezkazgan region) from June 22, 1941, that is, from the be-
ginning of the War until December 31, 1941, 9776 people were mobilized, for 1942 the number of those mo-
bilized was 9294; for 1944 — 5609; 1945 — 2306 people. Thus, the number of mobilized soldiers to the
front from June 22, 1941 to the end of 1945 made up these data of 44 956 people [3; 271].

According to the materials of the encyclopedia «Karaganda. Karaganda region» this figure is again
specified 59 935 people from our region joined to the fighting army [3; 35]. Thus, if we compare the availa-
ble data, then from Central Kazakhstan there were 96547 people at the fronts. Documents from the funds of
the State Archive of Karaganda Region (SAKR) indicate that by the end of 1941 more than 25 thousand of
applications had been filed with the military commissariats of Karaganda Region, 10 thousand of which be-
longed to girls and women [4; 67]. In August 1941, the Lenin City Military Commissariat of Karaganda Re-
gion received applications «to voluntarily serve in the Red Army and send to the front: middle beginning
composition — 6 people; junior early composition — 9 people; ordinary composition — 320; not liable for
military service — 146; female — 125 people» [5; 71].

The heroism of Soviet women surprised not only their contemporaries, it still admires us. In the USSR,
at the front during different periods of the War, from 600 thousand to 1 million women fought, in the Ka-
zakh SSR 5183 of Kazakhstani women were called up to the front [6; 73, 7; 450], this often repeated figure
requires clarification. In the information on the number of military reserve and recruits drafted into the Red
Army from the beginning of the Patriotic War to May 1, 1945, the category of mobilized women-sergeants
and women-soldiers was calculated at 5250 people from the Archives of the President of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan, 112 of them in Karaganda region [8]. We pay attention to the fact that these data include only the
women-sergeants and soldiers, but there were women-officers, whose numbers were not included in
the general data, and these data require clarification and verification. In fact, every third person who submit-
ted an application to the front in Central Kazakhstan region are girls and women. Every fifth person who
submitted an application to the front at the Lenin military registration and enlistment office of Karaganda
is a girl and a woman. In May 1942, 50 girls from Karaganda who fought on different fronts of the Great Pat-
riotic War left for the front. Basically, they were graduates of secondary school No. 1 in Karaganda
who expressed a desire to protect their homeland. At the same time, 30 girl volunteers went to the front from
Balkhash. Not all of them returned from the fronts of the World War II. Unfortunately, there is still no com-
plete data on the deaths of girls and women, both in the republic as a whole and in the regions. Therefore, let
us give general data on the loss of human resources. In the materials of the military registration and enlist-
ment office of SAKR region, as already noted, it is difficult to systematically track the process of mobiliza-
tion in Karaganda region by months or years. The vast majority of statistical materials are encrypted with
special codes, which makes it impossible to read them. However, the available archival documents allow us
to continue to study the Great Patriotic War and the contribution of our countrymen, including women, to the
Great Victory. The data, indicated in various sources, diverge with the clarification of information and lists
of the death toll is increasing. The following figures are given in the encyclopedia on Karaganda region:
1267 people of Karaganda were killed in the battles near Moscow, 1949 — during the defense of Leningrad,
2187 — in Stalingrad, 1405 — in the Battle of Kursk, 6869 — for the liberation of Ukraine, 688 — for Bela-
rus, Baltic — 823, Eastern Europe — 934, in battles for Berlin —375 soldiers, in battles with the Japanese
army —39 people. So, the general data is 16 536 people [9; 36].

According to the materials of the republican «Books of memory. Bozdaktar» the total losses of Central
Kazakhstan amounted to 27,532 soldiers, of whom from Karaganda region —17,240 fighters, in Zhezkazgan
War — 10,292 people [3; 272]. The memory book for Karaganda region (according to information known
before 1998) gives the number of people killed at the fronts of the Great Patriotic War — 17,679 people
(without the former Zhezkazgan region), of which 15 are women [2; 12, 13]. Published in 2015, a new Book
of memory «Yer yesimi — yel yesinde. Yestelik kitaby» with the names of the dead residents of Karaganda,
included the names of 1148 people, based on the new found information [10]. Moreover, in the preface of
this book it is indicated that the above list is not exhaustive, complete and final, as new names appear, the
lists will be supplemented. In total, the death toll according to today's, not yet fully clarified, information
was 28,680 people. In the encyclopedia on Karaganda region for 2008, it is noted that every fourth
Karaganda resident gave his life in battles for the Motherland [8]. These data should be clarified. Based on
the latest available data from 81568 of our countrymen who went to the front, almost 28,680 people died;
this means that every third front-line soldier who left the War from Central Kazakhstan perished.
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Among the front-line soldiers of Central Kazakhstan region there are 34 Heroes of the Soviet Union:
1 — a woman, Vera Zakharovna Khoruzhaya; 9 — full gentlemen of the Order of Glory, more than 6,600
people were awarded orders and medals for courage and heroism shown on the battlefields of the Great
Patriotic War [9; 70].

To analyze the losses in Central Kazakhstan during the Great Patriotic War, let us turn to the most com-
plete and generalizing work — the republican book of memory «Bozdaktar». Despite the fact that this publi-
cation is almost 20 years old, today it is more complete for the participants of the War of 1941-1945 Repub-
lican edition. The irretrievable loss of people from Karaganda region (these data are from the Republican
Book of Memory — 27,532 dead): 16560 were killed in the battle, 1,479 people died in hospitals from
wounds and diseases; 91 people died in captivity or did not return from captivity; 9402 — missing [3; 272].
The irretrievable losses of soldiers of Central Kazakhstan amounted to years: in 1941 — 4966 people;
in 1942 — 7119; in 1943, 7,491; in 1944 — 4623; in 1945 — 3333 warriors [3; 273]. The peak of Karagan-
da’s casualties fell on 1942 (7119 people) and 1943 (7491 people), moreover, despite the fact that the War in
1941 took away from the peaceful life of Soviet people only six months, and the War months were 6 months
and 9 days, the maximum losses (4966 people) fell on these worst six months of War. Only in the first six
months of the War, from June 22 to December 30, 1941, losses accounted for almost one-fifth (18 %) of the
total death toll (more than in 1944), in 1942 — 26 %, and in 1943 — 27 %. It is obvious that the mobilized
fighters and volunteers from Central Kazakhstan found themselves in the thick of the War. The losses are
significant in the remaining years, in 1945, on 9 May, the Patriotic War ended, the losses for 4 months
of 1945 (3333 people) were slightly less than the annual losses in 1944 (4,623 soldiers), which also indicates
the participation of Karaganda in the most «Hot» points of the wartime pores already in the period of the lib-
eration of the USSR and other territories from fascist invaders.

In Table 1, we can track the number of mobilized and losses by nationality in Karaganda region.

According to the data of Table 1, it can be seen that the total number of mobilized soldiers from our re-
gion to the front, the maximum percentage was Tatars and Kazakhs — 22.6 and 20 %, respectively.
However, it is necessary to bear in mind that a certain part of the population of Karaganda region were spe-
cial settlers (mainly Slavic ethnic groups) who were not mobilized to the front. Of those mobilized soldiers
in the region, Ukrainians suffered the most significant losses — 96.7 % of the total number of those mobi-
lized, Kazakhs — 63 % and Russians — 62.7 %. If we compare these data with the data for the USSR as a
whole, then it should be noted that Kazakhs made up 1.5 % of all Soviet soldiers who died and were only
five people away: Russians (5,747.1 thousand died or 66.3 % of the total), Ukrainians (respectively 1 376.5
thousand and 15.4 %), Belarusians (251.4 thousand and 2.9 %), Tatars (183.3 thousand and 2.2 %) and
Jews (138.7 thousand and 1.6 %) [3; 282]. In Central Kazakhstan, the biggest losses are representatives of
exactly three ethnic groups — Ukrainians, Kazakhs and Russians.

The data of the Book of Memory allows to track and loss by age of mobilized soldiers of Karaganda re-
gion (in the territorial boundaries of the war years).

The Tables were based on the reports of the working group of the regional Book of Memory of Kara-
ganda region. An analysis of these data suggests that a total of 38 ages of people from Karaganda were mobi-
lized. 17-27-year-old soldiers prevailed, with the largest number of people mobilized in 1923, then in 1925
and 1922. The maximum number of casualties was in groups of Karaganda warriors, whose age during the
War years was approximately 29-39 years old. So, if among the soldiers of 1890-1894 year of birth, the
death toll was 11.4-14.8 %; 1895-1896 — 16.6-21.2 %; then the losses among younger groups increased
sharply: 1897 — 36.3 %; 1898 — 42 %; 1899 — 25.8 %; 1900 — 39.8 %; 1901 — 47.3 %; 1902 — 64.4 %;
1903 — 45.1 %; 1904 — 56.2 %; 1905 — 48.1 %. The maximum losses fall to groups born in
1902 — 64.5 %; Born in 1907 — 62.5 %; 1908 — 60.4 %; Born in 1910 — 69.2 % and 1912 — losses
amounted to 71.4 %. It was the group of Karaganda military servicemen who were 29 years old in the first
year of the War, in 1941, with the maximum casualties, the next group of casualties is 31-34 year old sol-
diers.

Currently, Karaganda region also includes the territory of the former Zhezkazgan region. Analysis of
the quantitative and qualitative characteristics of the front-line soldiers from Zhezkazgan region was given in
the book by V. Yurk and T. Allaniyazov, consider the data from their work [11]. The total number mobilized
to the front by the military registration and enlistment offices (Zhezdinsky and Ulytau and Zhezkazgan) was
about 12 thousand people. The total number of dead and missing in the region was 3,071 people, which
means that every fourth Zhezkazgan warrior did not return home from the battlefields. The vast majority of
these numbers were Kazakhs, then Russians, Ukrainians, Belarusians, Tatars, and other nationalities [11; 32].
The analysis of the information given by the authors makes it possible to see the dynamics of losses on the
fronts by year: 1941 — 96 people; 1942 — 893 people; 1943 — 876 people; 1944 — 554 people and
1945 — 248 dead soldiers. A total of 2667 people (figures are based on the Book of Memory). The peak of
deaths occurred in 1942-1943 [11; 33].

Total losses are not calculated only by those killed on the war fronts; to these data add indirect
losses — this is a decrease in the birth rate and an increase in the death rate. Decline in the birth rate was typ-
ical for the whole republic, in Karaganda region losses as a result of the decline in the birth rate were 36,836
people; mortality in the republic increased only in two regions: Karaganda — the maximum in the repub-
lic— by 289 people on average per year of war compared to the peaceful 1940 and Mangystau — by
130 people [3; 284].

The general data of the mobilized Karaganda residents do not fix the sex composition of the front-line
soldiers. Unfortunately, to date, it is impossible to give exact figures about women participating in combat
battles, just as it is impossible to cite data on the number of dead women from Central Kazakhstan. During
the years of the Great Patriotic War, 8594 Karaganda residents, including 593 women, were awarded orders
and medals of the Motherland for their courage and bravery. To identify female casualties during the World
War II, we analyzed lists of participants in the War from the «Book of Memory. Bozdaktar Karaganda re-
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gion. Vol.1, 2 and 3» [2, 12, 13]. According to them, it was noted that for the entire period of the War only
17,679 people had died, including 15 women in the battles for the defense of Leningrad, in the battle for
Moscow, for the Dnieper, the liberation of the Soviet Baltic states, the liberation of the countries of south-
eastern Europe. Consider the data in more detail.

In the initial period of the War (1941-1942), 1105 people died from Karaganda: 4 of them are women:
Gryazneva Nadezhda Grigoriyevna, a private soldier born in Manchuria, was called up by the Lenin District
Military Committee of Karaganda. She died in October 1941 [2; 70]. Levina Zinaida Markovna — Senior
Medical Assistant, called up by the Kirov District Military Commissariat. She died on October 13,
1941 [2; 89]. Mokovoz Liliya Mikhailovna is called up by the Telmansky military enlistment office, she was
killed on May 17, 1942 [2; 94]. Pushkar Zinaida Grigorievna — a private, a native of Zharaspay village of
the Nurinsky district of Karaganda region, is called up by the Nurinsky military registration and enlistment
office. She died in December 1941 [2; 103].

In the battles for defense, blockade and breaking the blockade of Leningrad, 1813 people from Kara-
ganda region were killed, including one woman: Ekaterina Ivanovna Nechaeva, senior sergeant, cook, born
in Karaganda region, called up by the Karaganda Regional Military Commissariat. She died from wounds on
January 8, 1945 [8; 231]. In the battle for Moscow, 1,285 people did not return from the Karaganda partici-
pants, 2 of them were women: Konnikova Lyubov Semenovna, a junior doctor of the sanitary company, was
called up by the Telman District Military Commissariat, she died on July 1, 1942 [2; 358]. Smirnova Nina
Nikolaevna — an ordinary, radio operator, called up by Leninsky military enlistment office. She died on
March 20, 1942 [2; 398].

Karaganda people also took part in battles: on the Karelian (Northern) front 102 people died, there were
no women among them; in the Kharkov offensive operation and the battle for the Caucasus — 823 people,
there are no women. In 1943-1944 1542 people died in the battle for the Dnieper and the liberation of the
Donbass, among them one woman: Ivanenko Yanina Ivanovna — an ordinary, a native of the city of No-
vorossiysk, Krasnodar Territory, was called up by the Leninsky military enlistment office. She died from
wounds on October 4, 1943 [12; 443].

In the battles for the liberation of the right-bank Ukraine and the Crimea, 672 soldiers were killed, in-
cluding one woman: Tamara Ivanovna Samoukina, an ordinary soldier in military unit 41603, she was killed
on April 21, 1944 [12; 603]. In the Stalingrad epic 2259 of our countrymen died, in the Oryol-Kursk bat-
tle — 1,483 people, but there were no women among the dead. In the last period of the War (autumn 1944—
1945), in the period of liberation of the territories from fascist invaders, 6595 people died, 6 of them were
women. Of the 812 Karaganda residents who died in the battles of the liberation of the Soviet Baltic, 3 wom-
en are listed: Vlasova Veronika Nikolaevna — a sergeant, air gunner, 694 assault air regiment of 261 mixed
air divisions, is intended by the Lenin District Military Commissariat, she died on October 21, 1944 in the
Baltic States while performing a combat mission [13; 82]; Tatarova Alexandra Vasilyevna — a private tele-
graph operator of the 49th branch of the communications regiment, a native of the city of Karkaralinsk, Ka-
raganda region, was called up on March 23, 1943 by the Stalin military enlistment office, she died on Janu-
ary 16, 1945 [12; 131]; Utkova Iraida Ivanovna — a Private Senior Military Officer 42 OI PDD, a native of
Karaganda region, called up by the Karaganda Regional Military Commissariat, she died from wounds on
April 6, 1945 in SME-356 [12; 135]. One woman out of 908 dead Karaganda residents lost their lives for the
liberation of the countries of southeastern Europe: Makarova Vera Ivanovna — a soldier, called for by Lenin
district military commander, she died on April 26, 1944 [13; 193].

The names of other 3225 people whose dates of death are known are entered in the Book of Memory,
but the burial place is not known, it is not known where and in what battles they died; among them 2 women:
Genina Maria Mikhailovna — a soldier, a native of the village of Alexandrovka, Tambov region, is called up
by the Telmanskoye military enlistment office. She died in October 1942 [13; 319]. Kudrenko Maria
Vladimirovna — a native of Omsk region, called up by the Karaganda Regional Military Commissariat. She
died in September 1945 [13; 370]. In the Belarusian offensive operation (601 Karaganda people were killed),
the Berlin operation (324 soldiers), in the War with Japan (38 dead), Karaganda women were not listed
among these losses. In the additional lists, other 671 names of the dead are noted, but there are no women
among them.

The women who died in the first period of the War were predominantly from 1906—1912 of birth, the
men were from 29 to 35 years old in the year of death; the girls who died in the following years were even
younger. They were between 22 and 25 years old. Unfortunately, this is far from incomplete information that
we have.
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The Great Patriotic War and the participation of Kazakhstan people in it seems to be a sufficiently
studied topic, but the problem of women's participation in the War in Kazakhstan historiography has not yet
been developed. Women's military history, the problems of women's military everyday life was out of sight
of Kazakhstan historians. The phenomenon of women's participation in the War is already complex due to
the peculiarities of female psychology, and therefore, its perception of front-line reality. Investigating the
female theme during the War years, the authors often write that our consciousness calmly perceives a woman
with a telephony operator, radio operator, signalers, doctor or nurse, cook, etc., that is, those professions that
are not related to the need to kill. But a woman — a pilot, sniper, gunner, submachine gunner, anti-aircraft
gunner, tankman, paratrooper — this is something else, unusual for this category. And these are problems
requiring separate and special research. « Women's memory covers the mainland of human feelings in the
War that usually eludes male attention», emphasizes the author S. Aleksievich of the book «The War has a
non-female face»: «A woman felt stronger than the War's overload — physical and moral, she endured more
difficultly» male «life of War» [14].

Before being sent to the front, women were trained, for example, at the initiative of the Komsomol
Central Committee in 1942, Komsomol-youth subdivisions were created in the Vseobuch system, including
girls. They studied the specialty of mortar gunners, machine gunners, archers, snipers, signalers, etc. During
the years of the Patriotic War, more than 222 thousand women fighters-specialists were trained in
Vseobuchuch on-the-job units, including 6097 mortar gunners, 4522 machine gunners, 7796 light machine
gunners, 15,290 gunmen-gunners, 102,333 gunners-snipers, 49,509 communications clerks of all specialties.
A deeper study of military affairs was conducted in military schools, spare parts, courses. Pilots, tank crews,
signalers, scouts, political workers, etc. were trained there. During the War years, 2,484 women and girls
mastered sniper skills only in sniper courses and in schools that were part of Vseobuch. The central women's
school of sniper training gave the front 1061 snipers and 407 sniper training instructors, who in turn prepared
thousands of masters with super-marks [15]. In total, women served in large numbers in the Red Army, both
voluntarily and upon conscription. There was a mass of purely female units and subunits (anti-aircraft, avia-
tion, etc.). Many women and girls served in rifle units and subunits as snipers, machine gunners, mortar gun-
ners, etc. Many of them commanded calculations, squads and platoons, companies and battalions.

Since May 1942, 50 volunteer girls from Karaganda fought on different fronts of the Great Patriotic
War. Basically, they were graduates of Karaganda High School No. 1, who expressed a desire to protect their
homeland. The girls were sent to the Volsk aviation school not far from Saratov, where they trained junior
aviation specialists: engine mechanics and equipment technicians, gunsmiths and radio operators, aircraft
technicians. We worked on an abbreviated program for 12 hours a day and another 2 hours of self-training.
For several months, the girls acquired the necessary skills: they learned how to load the 37-mm Schwak can-
non, machine guns of the Yak fighter, then they were sent to the front in military aviation [16; 105].

Graduates were distributed on fronts, divisions, regiments. All of them were sent to the flight units,
where, at the end of the courses, the junior technical staff worked as motorists and in the repair of weapons.
Among Karaganda volunteer girls trained before being sent to the front were Rakhila Yeralina, Dameli
Zhakeyeva, Lyubov Vasina-Tsaplina, Kseniya Gorbunova, Raisa Kuzmenko-Kutischeva, Taisiya Lytzar,
Nadezhda Borisova-Bolshakova, Agrippina and Yelena Anischyenko, Anna Korniyenko, Yevdokiya
Sadmanova, Mariya Ososkova, Mariya Zuyeva, Valya Zyryenkova, Valya Sviridova, Anna Kliyentova,
Mariya Zhuravlyova, Pelageya Gabich, Anastasiya Sgrabilova, Anna Golubeva, Lyubov Tsybina, Elena
Yakhnova, Nina Ivlyova and others. Their names can be found in the lists of the personnel of the Stalingrad,
Kalinin, North-Western, Belorussian, Ukrainian fronts, and some have ended their service in the liberated
territory of Germany. During the World War II, there were tankers among the girls. For the first time, an
article about the tank crew of the Kazakh girls from Karaganda region appeared in the regional newspaper
«Sovettik Karaganda» on August 22, 1944. In 1944, the fighter Topatay Zhunusov admirely wrote about
them in the regional newspaper, his army post office number was 28054 - O [17]. Zhamal Baitasova, a
female tanker, junior sergeant, distinguished in the battles for the liberation of Soviet Lithuania. Participating
in the breakthrough of the German defense, she destroyed several fascists’ bunkers and pillboxes. The
following female tankers from Karaganda region became a living legend: Zhamal Baytasova, Kulken
Tokbergenova, Kulzhamilya Talkanbayeva and Zhamilya Beysenbayeva. There are a lot of fighting feats
performed by the women, due to the efforts of Kulzhamilya Talkanbayeva only, five enemy’s firing points
were destroyed in one battle. Zhamilya Beysenbayeva, machine gunner and radio operator, distinguished in
the battle of one of the tank units. The female tanker Kulken Tokbergenova [18; p.167] performed heroism in
the battles.
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The unique fate and military biography of the translator Seraphima Grigoryevna Ponomaryova, who
was awarded the Order of the Patriotic War of the I and II degree, with the medals «For the Capture of
Berlin» and «For the Liberation of Berlin». Seraphim, a sophomore at the Moscow Institute of International
Relations, was called to the front in 1944, Soviet troops approached Berlin and urgently needed translators.
Serafima Grigoryevna worked at the headquarters of Marshal Zhukov, translated at the Nurnberg Trials, the
Potsdam Conference. Victory Day met in Frankfurt, and then another eight years worked in Berlin [19; 3].

One of the famous women who lived and worked in Central Kazakhstan is a Hero of the Soviet Union,
Vera Zakharovna Khoruzhaya. Balkhash people consider her their hero. From the first days of the Great Pat-
riotic War and until the day of death, Vera Khoruzhaya fought in a partisan detachment and was transferred
across the front line to Vitebsk. On November 13, 1942, Vera Khoruzhaya was arrested and shot by the Na-
zis in the city of Vitebsk. The title of Hero of the Soviet Union, Vera Khoruzhaya, was posthumously award-
ed on May 17, 1960. The film «Letters to Immortality», the 2nd symphony of the composer Kim Tesakov,
was devoted to life and exploits; her name is immortalized in street names in Minsk, Balkhash, Brest, Kara-
ganda, Bobruisk, Grodno, Bykhovsk, Pinsk, Mogilev, Gomel, Vitebsk and other cities [20; 3].

Many women of Karaganda took part in the partisan movement, in the Resistance movement. Elizaveta
Vasilievna Gelfond was one of the participants in an underground organization in the city of Rovno, where
her apartment served as a partisan room. In the memoirs of E.V. Gelfond, whose manuscript is kept in the
Karaganda Regional Museum of Local Lore, she writes: «The first months of the occupation were very diffi-
cult for me, I had to hide from the persecution of the German authorities and to go to the nearest village to
take on some work in order to feed the children». In 1944, on the instructions of the partisan detachment,
organized an explosion of the fascist dining room. She was awarded government awards: the medals «Parti-
san of the Patriotic War», «For Military Merit», «For Victory over Germany» and commemorative medals.
Vera Maksimovna Moskaleva, a partisan, was captured by the Nazis in 1944. She sat in the Auschwitz camp
on death row, where political prisoners, anti-fascists, partisans, and commanders of the Red Army were held.
On February 27, 1945 awarded medals «Partisan of the Patriotic War» of Il degree, «For courage», «For the
victory over Germany in the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945» were released, as well as medals «Maternal
fame» of I and II degrees. Galina Petrova is a prisoner of the «Grini» concentration camp. She was taken to
Germany in 1943. While trying to escape, she was sent to the concentration camp «Grini» in Norway, a
member of the resistance movement to fascism. After the War, until 1967 she worked as an engineer in Ka-
raganda [21; 244].

The women of Central Kazakhstan went through the entire War from the defense of Moscow through
the blockade of Leningrad, the crucible of the Battle of Stalingrad, and marched through the lands of Eastern
Europe to the walls of the Reichstag in Berlin. Bravely rescuing the wounded, like Maria Malysheva, were
scouts, like Rakhila Yeralina, signalers like Lyubov Nikerova, Galina Egorova and Valentina Tyurina,
gunmen-radio operators Dameli Zhakeyeva, beat Maria Belikova’s machine gun and the anti-aircraft gun of
Evdokia Belova aptly. The lives of Soviet soldiers and officers were rescued by the physicians Rakhima
Koshkumbayeva and Nina Sorokina, the nurses Gaziz Omarbaeva and Gulimzhan Karsybekova. Taisia
Ponomarenko and Vera Sergeeva were always close to the fighters, Evdokia Mukhina brought welcome
letters from home, Elena Minaeva served in aviation, Umit Tolkubekova and other military railway
workers [22; 2]. And those who survived, told and continue to tell us about the War years, share their
memories.

England and Ireland in XIX-XXI centuries.
Historiography of the international interaction

In the article the issues of the historiography of the international interaction of England and Ireland over the
past two centuries are examined. Anglo-Irish relations are extremely complex and unique. The historical fates
of England and Ireland have been intertwined for hundreds of years. The XIX and early XX centuries in the
context of Anglo-Irish relations is the time of colonial dependence, the growth of the national identity of the
Irish, the struggle for national liberation, which took various forms. The author’s focus is on the historiog-
raphy analysis of Anglo-Irish relations over the course of a new and recent era, which will enable to identify
debatable issues and unsolved problems and give a new interpretation to the research. The problems of histo-
riography of serious social, national, and religious-political contradictions that had a significant impact on the
development of Great Britain, Anglo-Irish relations, attracted the attention of political and social circles in
many countries of the world were comprehensively studied by the author. The author argues the thesis that
the active development of research on Anglo-Irish international cooperation makes it imperative to rethink
the development of historiography, to track changes in approaches to issues of Western European integration,
the nature and perspectives within European relations, their impact on European security and integration. The
author concludes that the scientific study of the history and present Anglo-Irish relations is aggravated by na-
tional, religious and political predilections, that the prospects for solving the «Irish issue», the historical fate
of a united Ireland («islands-states»), the policy of Great Britain, Ireland, European Union in new realities re-
quire additional research.

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Social Transformation of Kazakhstan Society in the System of Higher Education

The objective of this research is to study the attitude of students to social and cultural values of modern edu-
cation system. The following tasks were determined: attitude of students to commercialization of the educa-
tion system and its consequences; definition of the main social and cultural values of modern education; study
of student identification grounds. Academic mobility was monitored among Bachelor students. According to
the research results, we made the following conclusions: Currently, trends of westernization and commercial-
ization of education are emerging. Students focus on pragmatic aspects of their education. The principles of
individual freedom and self-realization dominate the principles of collectivism, ideological conviction and
consciousness in the training process. The authors came to the conclusion that in modern conditions, updating
of education content implies theoretically and practically justified transition to a humanitarian paradigm of
education development, the measure and center of which is a person. The humanitarian paradigm of educa-
tion development implies its humanitarization and humanization. The basis of this process integrity is spiritu-
al component of education that presupposes a philosophical understanding of human being and problems of
educating spirituality as the highest degree of human development. Thus, the education and educational pro-
grams quality must be assessed, first of all, by the depth of disclosing abilities of a human as a creative per-
son.

In modern conditions of social development, education is seen as a major factor of social and economic
development. The reason for such attention is that the main value and capital of the society is a person capa-
ble of finding and mastering new knowledge, making non-standard decisions. No one doubts that further de-
velopment due to exclusively economic growth and increasing technical power is impossible in the modern
world. The future development will be largely determined by the level of spiritual culture of a particular civi-
lization.

Intellectualization and information explosion of the late XX and early XXI century have not only
changed the state of the society but also caused backlog of educational content from the level of advanced
science, thereby causing the «education crisis». Discordance occurred between the needs of a person and the
society in knowledge and opportunities of the existing education system.

The main factors that gave rise to the «education crisis» are firstly contradictions between education de-
signed for a relatively stable situation and rapidly changing and complicating social world, and secondly
contradiction between the orientation of education on assimilating as much knowledge as possible and an
avalanche-like increase in information produced, and thirdly contradiction between the installation of a nar-
row specialization and need for a holistic, systemic vision of the world, fourthly contradictions between the
national specifics of education and the need of the modern world in uniform standards of education, and
fifthly domination of values of pragmatism, individualism over the ideals of humanism education.

As known, education system is a basic social institution determining the level of scientific technical,
economic and cultural progress of the society. For the purpose of facilitating this progress, this institution
must not only comply with the needs of time, but also have ability for advanced development [1]. In modern
conditions education as social institute is imposed new requirements that relate to the features, goals and
methods of the educational process, status of the education in the social institutes system. They generated
new approaches to solving traditionals problems related to globalization, becoming of a new informational
space, new educational technologies. Such problems as education modernization, self-education, continuing
education, decentralization, commercialization and prestige of education, education and mobility, education
and career, new conflicts in education, social justice and education, use of intellectual potential in the coun-
try, interactive training problems and other become more and more urgent [2; 7].

Thus, today education system faces the necessity of a new self-determination. Previous arguments in
many respects cease to be effective or cannot compete in comparison to the arguments adduced on behalf of
other spheres of life activities, and claiming for a place in the system of social priorities. At the same time we
have to reach out not only to the State, but to the society itself that needs convincing and in detail worked out
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justification of that why exactly in this quality, and with these expenses, for solving exactly which task, it is
necessary to develop and inprove education system.

Kazakhstan like many other countries performs various in depth and scale reforms of the national edu-
cation system. Considering social significance of these reforms, as well as huge funds invested by the State
in education, the need for developing scientifically based, methodologically verified strategy of education
development is more and more evident.

In this regard, the State Program for Education Development of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2011-
2020 provides for measures in achieving high level of the higher education quality meeting the needs of the
labor market, tasks of industrial and innovative development of the country, personality and complying with
the best global educationa; practices.

For the purpose of improving universities competitiveness, Kazakhstan higher education institutions are
classified by their profile and number considering requirements of the «State industrial and innovative de-
velopment of Kazakhstan up to 2020».

In the modern world, education is the foundation of a democratic way of life and culture. Therefore,
modern and democratic society needs modern level of education. Education is one of the main conditions for
active participation people in political, economic, social and spiritual life of society. Among numerous inno-
vations in the education system of the post-Soviet period, commercialization of this system is specially dis-
tinguished. In our opinion, the commercialization of education and upbringing is in conflict with the ideal of
humanism affirming self-worth of a human, prescribing to restore even chances for everyone to be exposed
to common welfare that without any doubt include also knowledge, intellectual skills, abilities, standards of
decency, social studies. Commercialization, momentary pragmatism, from our position as the antithesis of
humanization, in essence, undermines education as a civil institution.

It is this problematic situation in the education system that we have analyzed in a sociological study.
Its goal is to study the attitude of students to the social and cultural values of the modern education system.
The survey covered 207 students of the 1-4* years of different ethnicity trained on budget and commercial
basis. The sampling is quota target. Quantitative and qualitative composition allows considering this sam-
pling as representative.

In our study, we studied the attitude of students to the commercialization of the education system and
its consequences; determined the main social and cultural values of the modern education; studied identifica-
tion base of students.

High degree of identification with universal, civil, and professional criteria is fairly stable indicator as
they allow forming social norms and values, structure social order.

Students identified themselves as follows: «I am a studenty — 24.7 %; «I am a human» — 9.2 % of an-
swers. But it is remarkable that the second most often response was «I am a person» — 10.2 % from the total
number of answers; this characterized significantly high indicator of the individualism peculiar to young
people. Subsequently, it can be foreseen that this indicator of individualism will somewhat decrease, and
human, civil and professional positions will be represented to a greater degree. Thus, according to the results
of a sociological study conducted in 2011 by the Kazakhstan Institute of Strategic Studies of the President of
the Republic of Kazakhstan (KISS), among respondents (the study was conducted by national sampling),
universal and civil identification criteria dominate, 94 % and 83.5 %, respectively [3].

Besides, answering the question «with whom they identify themselves?», respondents named their per-
sonal characteristics: responsible, neat, caring, etc.; this also, in our opinion, shows the desire for personal
self-affirmation.

When distributing answers to a question: «Do you agree that students need to be involved in community
service?», none of the respondents agreed fully on this need. Joint, collective work and useful social activi-
ties are not among the significant social values of the student, and most of the students (46.2 %) would not
like to voluntarily participate in such activities.

“Gender of the respondents: men — 129 people (62.3 %), women — 78 people (37.7 %).

Ethnicity of the respondents: 58.1 % (104 people) Kazakhs, 28.5 % (59 people) Russians, 4.3 % (9 people) Ukrainians, 1.9 %
(4 people) Koreans, 2.4 % (4 people) Tatars, 1.8 % (3 people) Belarusians, 1.2 % (2 people) Germans, 1.2 % (2 peoples) Chinese,
0.6 % (1 person) Azerbaijanis.

Respondents’ year of study: 1 year — 24.6 % (51 people), 2 year — 28.1 % (58 people), 3 year — 22.7 % (47 people), 4 year
— 24.6 % (51 people).

Mode of study: grant — 59.9 % (124 people); paid — 40.1 % (83 people).
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According to the study, the main reason for students’ participation in public activities for the majority of
respondents is pressure from the administration of their university (50.4 %) that characterizes reluctance to
or disinterest in social activities. The principles of collectivism, which are supported only by 12.5 % of the
respondents, these are the ones who chose the answer option «I want to be useful to other people», are not
dominant among the student population.

That is, the existing collective activity is compulsion by the administration or leadership skills of the
students themselves (I want to be aware of the latest events, I like to be in the center of attention, etc.) —
87.5 % of all answers.

Identification by personality is correlated with unwillingness to participate in community work, x> — cri-
terion = 5.948, value «— criterion = 9.488. We can say that there is a statistically significant relationship
and accept the hypothesis about the dominance of individualistic values.

Questions aimed at determining their level of knowledge, showed initially inflated self-esteem of stu-
dents. The answers were distributed as follows.

The high level of student self-esteem does not correlate with statistical data on the demand for students
of our university in the international community and low rates of academic mobility.

Thus, the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan has monitored the academic
mobility of Bachelor students. Their indicator of mobility was 0.7 % of the total number of students in the
Republic of Kazakhstan [4].

The students' responses clearly show a pragmatic tendency in choosing profession, thus, the majority
believe that their profession provides an opportunity to earn well, and it is prestigious in the society — the
total amount of the answers was 45.8 % of the respondents.

When considering whether the attitude of students to the chosen program changed after admission, it
turned out that for 47.3 % of respondents it improved, remained unchanged for 24.6 %, worsened for 11.1 %
of respondents, and 17 % found it difficult to answer.

The main reasons for the negative attitude to the chosen program according to respondents are a lot of
unnecessary subjects — 15.9 %, poor organization of the educational process — 13.5 %, unfair assessment
of knowledge — 5.3 %, low level of teaching — 3.4 %, disappointment in the profession — 2.8 %, extortion
by teachers — 1.4 %.

After graduating from university, 50.7 % of respondents are going to work in the profession they study
(for the 4th year this figure is the highest — 90.35), only 8.6 % are not going to work in the profession in the
future.

When calculating correlation indices correlating the desire to work in a given profession and a con-
scious, pragmatic choice, we obtained the following values: y* = 1,792; ¥* w = 3,841, v . y%, which indi-
cates the existence of a statistically significant relationship. This fact is confirmed by the coefficients of
Kramer and Kendall, K=0.133; T=0.112.

Students are quite loyal to the reforms of the education system in Kazakhstan, which is understandable
because they themselves are participants of this process and perceive it as a given, without being able to
compare. Mostly positive changes were noted in the improvement of the material and technical base of edu-
cation — 28.9 %, the four-year study period — 20.7 %, but the commercialization of the higher education
and the westernization of the education system, as a positive change, are noted by a minority - 8.6 % of re-
spondents.
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According to the results of a sociological survey, 49.2 % of students believe that higher education
should be free for everyone, 42.9 % are satisfied with the current system of state funding of the higher educa-
tion by provision of educational grants, only 2.4 % of respondents agreed that higher education should be
paid only.

If there was an opportunity to change their future profession, the majority of respondents (57.7 %) an-
swered that they would not change their program, which indicates satisfaction with the chosen program.

Many have indicated that they would change their profession and become lawyers (9.7 %), experts in
the field of economics (7.8 %), oil industry workers (4.8 %), architects (4.8 %), civil engineers (2.9 %), log-
isticians (2.9 %), cosmonauts (2,9 %), gynecologists (2.9 %), art historians (1,2 %), journalists (1,2 %), dep-
uties (1,2 %).

According to the study results, we made the following conclusions:

1. Currently, trends of westernization and the commercialization of education have become apparent.

2. Students focus on the pragmatic aspect of education.

3. The principles of individual freedom, self-realization dominate the principles of collectivism, ideo-
logical conviction and consciousness in the training process.

L.Ya. Gurevich notes that «today, higher education in Kazakhstan has acquired its own face, however,
there are contradictions. The main contradiction is between liberalism in education expressed in a larger
share of the private sector, declaration of broad rights of educational institutions, the principles of university
autonomy and strict state regulation in the field of the structure and content of education. The essential point
is that American model, which served as the main model for Kazakhstan, has not even a hint of any standard-
ization of the education content. The activities of the Ministry of Education are limited here exclusively by
financial and distribution functions. In most European countries, there is a substantial basis for severe gov-
ernment intervention in the livelihoods of educational institutions. This is belonging of the overwhelming
majority of universities to the State. Here the education content is regulated gently and unobtrusively. Ka-
zakhstan have to take into account its past, improving its market today. Most universities are not ready for
broad autonomy, including the matters of education content, so development of state educational standards
justifies itself. State standards to a certain extent contribute to inter-university and international mobility.
Nevertheless, the practice of developing standards and model programs does not take into account the partic-
ularities of programs and disciplines» [5; 106].

A characteristic feature of the development of higher education in Kazakhstan «was the rejection of the
State monopoly on education, the abolition of centralized management of education and strict regulation of
activities of higher educational institutions. As a result, the non-state sector of higher education began to de-
velop on equal terms indicating the creation of educational services market, which, like any market, develops
according to the law of competition. State higher education institutions received a right to admit and train for
a fee, thereby to diversify the sources of funding for higher education» [6; 56].

Changes in the structure of higher education were associated with the shift in the role of the State in
higher education, which was determined by adoption of such laws as the laws «On Education» and «On
Higher Education» in 1992 and 1993, and the Law «On Education» in 1999 and 2007. State programs of ed-
ucation development in Kazakhstan for 2005-2010 and for 2011-2020. These legislative acts introduced
new organizational principles of the State administration in higher education. They can be formulated as
granting greater autonomy to universities, i.e. the ability to manage their own financial assets and property;
find additional sources of funding, determine the directions of research and teaching activities; increased de-
centralization of the State administration; control over the quality of education; introduction of competition
principles for budget financing.

We believe that in modern conditions update of the education content supposes for theoretically and
practically justified approach to humanitarian paradigm of education development, the measure and center of
which is human. The humanitarian paradigm of education development implies its humanitarization and hu-
manization.

From the point of view of the content of humanitarian education, it is necessary to talk about the follow-
ing areas that should be represented in it: philosophical, historical, cultural, economic, social and political,
environmental, and physical.

To humanize and humanitarize education means to determine the main task of education as free devel-
opment of personal abilities in all spheres of its activity by approaching the achievements of global and na-
tional culture.
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Improving the quality of higher and professional education, training graduates at the level of leading
educational institutions of industrial developed countries is impossible without strengthening the spiritual
component of the training and educational process [7].

The basis of this process integrity is the spiritual component of education that presupposes a philosoph-
ical understanding of human existence and the problem of educating spirituality as the highest degree of hu-
man development. Thus, assessment of the quality of education and educational programs is necessary, first
of all, according to the depth of disclosing abilities of a human as a creative person.

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The main activities of the national cultural centers of the Central Kazakhstan
at a boundary of XX-of the 21st centuries

The main fundamental principle of the state cultural policy in Kazakhstan is recognition of equality of cul-
tures of all people and also strengthening of integrity of culture, by means of creation of different conditions
for their preservation and development. It gave the chance to transfer a part of functions on ethnic and cultur-
al self-determination of the people in hands of nationalities and ethnoses. In optimization of the national rela-
tions an important role is played by the national cultural centers and associations. The problem of activity of
the national cultural centers acquires special relevance today. Article is devoted to the main activities of the
national cultural centers of the Central Kazakhstan at a boundary of the XX—XXI centuries. Authors made an
attempt of the analysis and systematization of material about activity of the national cultural centers of the
Central Kazakhstan from the moment of their creation till today. In the course of work features of formation
of the national cultural centers were studied and their role in formation of cultural processes and interethnic
consent in modern Kazakhstan societies is shown. Priorities of development of the national cultural centers of
the Central Kazakhstan are defined. Authors come to a conclusion that the main activities of the national cul-
tural centers are - cultural and leisure, language, information and education, club, local history, communica-
tive work.

Keywords: Kazakhstan, Central Kazakhstan, ethnos, structure of the population, diaspora, ethnocultural cen-
ters, culture.

Introduction

Since the Republic of Kazakhstan has gained the independence, the head of state and the government
have faced the tasks of independently determining ways and building internal and foreign policies of the
state. One of the basic principles of building an independent Kazakhstan was the principle of the formation
of ethnocultural policies based on the preservation of inter-ethnic harmony, the prevention of potential and
regulation of real ethno-conflicts, the conduct of ethnocultural policies within the concept of ethnic diversity,
the promotion of civic identity and the formation of Kazakhstan's patriotism. This position of the head of
state and government was of great importance for the population of the republic also due to the fact that in
the first years of the sovereignty of Kazakhstan the overwhelming majority of the Slav population had fears
that the republic would follow the path of building an ethnocratic monocultural state [1].

In the early 1990s state programs, the Program of development of the Kazakh language and other na-
tional languages in KazSSR for the period of 1990-2000 was ready [2]. On April 14, 1993 the Law «On the
Rehabilitation of Victims of Mass Political Repressions in the Republic of Kazakhstan» was adopted in the
republic [3].

On the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan, there is the Law «On the Assembly of the People of Ka-
zakhstan» dated October 20, 2008 No. 70-IV. This Law determines the status, the procedure for the for-
mation and organization of the work of the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan, for implementing the
state national policy, ensuring social and political stability in the Republic of Kazakhstan, and enhancing the
effectiveness of interaction between state and civil society institutions in the sphere of inter-ethnic rela-
tions [4]. Article 3 of the law states that the Assembly's goal is to make sure interethnic harmony in the Re-
public of Kazakhstan in the process of forming a Kazakhstan's civil identity and a competitive nation on the
basis of Kazakhstani patriotism, civil and spiritual and cultural community of the people of Kazakhstan, with
the consolidating role of the Kazakh people [3]. According to Article 4, the main tasks of the Assembly are
to ensure effective interaction of state bodies and civil society institutions in the field of inter-ethnic rela-
tions, create favorable conditions for further strengthening inter-ethnic harmony and tolerance in society,
strengthening the unity of the people, forming a politico-legal culture of citizens based on democratic norms,
Ensuring the integration of the efforts of ethnocultural and other public associations to make the goals and
aims of the Assembly, and that revival, preservation and development of national cultures, languages and
traditions of the people of Kazakhstan. According to this law (Article 15), the composition of the Assembly
and the Assemblies of the Regions (the city of the republican significance, the capital) is formed from the
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number of citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan - representatives of ethnocultural and other public associa-
tions, representatives of state bodies and other persons, taking into account their authority in the society.
Candidatures for membership of the Assembly are nominated by:

1) the decision of the sessions of the regions' assemblies (cities of republican significance, the capital)
on the basis of proposals of ethnocultural and other public associations of the regions;

2) the decision of the highest bodies of republican, regional ethnocultural and other public associations.

Activities for ensuring inter-ethnic harmony in Kazakhstan, organized by the Assembly, by the assem-
blies of the regions (cities of national importance, the capital), by ethnocultural public associations that are
members of the Assembly, are financed by the procedure established by the legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan [3]. Thus, the law «On the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan» is a kind of indirect legal ba-
sis for the activities of national cultural centers.

Interaction of the Assembly with ethnocultural public associations, other institutions of civil society,
similar structures of foreign countries, as well as international organizations to strengthen national unity and
keep the cultural and linguistic diversity of Kazakhstan, inter-ethnic and interfaith harmony and protect the
rights of ethnic groups is provided by the Secretariat within the framework of the legislation of the Republic
of Kazakhstan [4].

Thus, created in the mid-1990s. The Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan, by its activities, was given
to the development of practical recommendations that would make sure the consolidation of society, and to
aid the President of Kazakhstan in his activities as a guarantor of observance of the rights and freedoms of
citizens regardless of their racial, national, social affiliation, religion or belief [5].

In 1995, the Assembly consisted of 7 to 24 delegates from the region, 16 representatives of national cul-
tural centers and 12 representatives of the government. About 290 people. The Assembly included the Advi-
sory Council (24 representatives of national cultural centers and 20 heads of administrations) and the Execu-
tive Secretariat (the head, his deputy and 5 members of the secretariat). From the Karaganda and
Dzhezkazgan regions, 27 members were elected to the Assembly, of which 2 are German nationals [5].
On the local level, in the regions, the bodies of the Minor Assembly of the people of Kazakhstan were estab-
lished. The Assembly was allocated a special 10% quota, which enabled representatives of different national-
ities to enter and study in higher educational institutions of the republic. In 1997, 215 people, representatives
of small people and nationalities of the Karaganda region, were given the opportunity to study in the higher
educational institutions of the region (mainly Karaganda State Technical University and academician
Ye.A. Buketov Karaganda State University).

Methods of research

The theoretical and methodological basis of the research in this field the degree of knowledge of the
problem. Great importance for writing the article work is the work of foreign and domestic scientists, dedi-
cated to the problems of relations between ethnic groups and the state. For this period, a huge amount
of scientific material has been accumulated, reflecting the study of various nationalities and ethnic groups.
But the appeal to this literature shows that the issues related to the history of the formation of national cultur-
al centers in Kazakhstan are reflected in the general context of the literature on interethnic relations, national
policy, state and social programs on issues of interethnic harmony and materials of the Assembly of the Peo-
ple of Kazakhstan. The regional aspect, in this case, the region of Central Kazakhstan, is also represented in
the general literature on interethnic relations. Therefore, it represents advisable to systematize the historiog-
raphy of the problem under consideration and to present the degree of its study in two main areas: editions
of the Soviet period of time and publications of the modern era. In this study, we mainly relied on Soviet and
modern literature, despite the fact that foreign authors have a lot of work on our topic.

Literature review

Here, the work can be systematized in two stages. The first stage — the beginning of independence, that
is, from 1991 to 1999. Among such works are «Koreans of Kazakhstan», author G.V. Kan [6]; «Cultural
construction in villages and villages of Kazakhstan (1946-1960)», author of A.B. Muritova [7]; «Socio-
demographic processes in Kazakhstan (1917-1980)», the authors M.Kh. Asylbekov and A.B. Galiev [8];
«Ethnopolitics of Kazakhstan: state and prospects», author K.E. Kusherbayev [9]; «Interethnic harmony in
Kazakhstan: problems, contradictions, perspectives», author G.V. Malinin [10].

The second stage, from 2000 to the present. For this period, numerous works have been written, among
them: «Interethnic relations in Kazakhstan», authors B.K. Sultanov, N.I. Larin [11]; «Eurasian Idea in the
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Context of Interethnic Harmony and Tolerance», by E.L. Tugzhanov [12]; «Social interaction of ethnoses
in the modern world. Kazakhstan's experience of inter-ethnic and inter-religious harmony: proposals for
the OSCEp», author Z.K. Shaukenova [13].

Main part

National cultural centers in Kazakhstan works on the basis of the law «On public associations». Article
5 of this law reads: «Public associations are set up and operate to realize and protect political, economic, so-
cial and cultural rights and freedoms, develop the activity and initiative of citizens; satisfaction of profes-
sional and amateur interests; development of scientific, technical and artistic creativity, protection of life and
health of people, protection of the natural environment; participation in charitable activities; conducting cul-
tural and educational, sports and recreational work; protection of historical and cultural monuments; patriot-
ic, legal and humanistic education; expansion and strengthening of international cooperation; carrying out
other activities not prohibited by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan. It is prohibited to show and
operate public associations that pursue extremist goals, as well as the creation of paramilitary groups not
provided for by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

In 18th article of laws show that public associations may have their own symbols (flag, anthem, em-
blem, pendants, badges) that do not contradict the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The full and abbreviated name of the public association and its symbols should not duplicate in full or
in real part the name and symbols of the Republic of Kazakhstan and other states, state bodies, public associ-
ations registered in the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as public associations liquidated in connection with
the violation of the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Description and sketches of the symbols of the
public association are fixed in the charter. The charter of a public association, according to Article 12 of the
Law «On Public Associations», should give the name, subject and purpose of the activities of the public as-
sociation, the conditions and procedure for acquiring and losing membership, the rights and duties of mem-
bers. The Charter should specify the territory within which the center operates. Public association should
have its own structure and legal status of its structural units.

Furthermore, the order of formation, competence, and terms of office of the governing bodies, the place
of the permanent governing body of the public association must be determined. The sources of the formation
of money and other assets of the public association, the rights of the public association and its structural divi-
sions (branches and representative offices) for property management, the procedure for introducing changes
and amendments to the charter of the public association, the procedure for reorganization and liquidation of
the public association, in case of liquidation.

The charter may give for other provisions on the activities of the public association, which do not con-
tradict the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The adoption of the charter, the introduction of changes
and additions to it are the exclusive competence of the supreme body of the public association - the congress
(conference, assembly).

On the territory of our state, there is a Culture Act that regulates social relations in the sphere of crea-
tion, revival, preservation, development, dissemination and use of culture in the Republic of Kazakhstan and
determines the legal, economic, social and organizational bases of state policy in the field of culture.

National cultural centers have a systematized list of names of cases with a sign of the timing of their
implementation and storage of information. Initially, an approximate nomenclature of cases is preparing.
When preparing an approximate nomenclature of cases, the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On the As-
sembly of the People of Kazakhstan» dated October 20, 2008 No. 70-IV, the activities of national cultural
centers that are sources of the Archive of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, analyzes a set of doc-
uments formed in the course of their activities. This nomenclature of cases is designed to create the basis for
the rational organization of office work, the examination of value, accounting and make sure the preservation
of documents in the national cultural center. An exemplary nomenclature of cases is a methodical tool and
has a recommendatory character.

The approximate nomenclature of cases is constructed according to a functional principle, i.e. the names
of sections correspond to the main activities of the national cultural center of this profile:

— organizational and legal support of activities;

— organizational and mass work;

— accounting and reporting.

Within the sections of the nomenclature, cases are systematized according to the degree of importance
and interconnection.
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The sample nomenclature of cases does not include personal documents (orders of the head of staff,
employment contracts with staff, work books, personal files, payroll sheets for salaries, each cards, etc.), be-
cause work in public associations is conducted on a voluntary basis, documents on personal are not formed.
However, some national cultural centers make contracts with people to do temporary jobs and give out bo-
nuses to members of the organization; therefore, cases of temporary (75 years) storage are included in the
nomenclature of cases (02-09, 02-14, 03-09, 03-13).

The Concept of Ethno-Cultural Education of the Republic of Kazakhstan states that «the specificity of
Kazakhstan is determined by the multiethnic and multi-confessional composition of the population. Repre-
sentatives of many nations and nationalities live in the republic. Some of them are compact, which strength-
ens the ethnocultural diversity and features of the Republic of Kazakhstan. In terms of cultural and linguistic
differences, the country's population as a whole is divided according to the main orientation into one of two
languages - state and Russian, whose communicative significance and prevalence are not equal. In addition,
representatives of several national groups do not have their own ethnic statechood, which increases the re-
sponsibility of the country for preserving the inherent distinctive culture. In these conditions, it is important
to create opportunities for the restoration and development of ethnic cultures, an interaction between them in
the interests of national unity [14].

Modern national cultural centers can have different legal forms: association, movement, committee,
club, national cultural center, society, association, organization, etc., although often the organizational form
of the national cultural center is not important, since it is much more important for the representatives of that
or another ethnos simply to unite with like-minded people and start work on preserving the national culture.

Thus, the activities of national cultural centers in the Republic of Kazakhstan are regulated by the fol-
lowing legislative acts: the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Law on the Assembly of the
People of Kazakhstan, the Law on Public Associations, the Law on Languages in the Republic of Kazakh-
stan, the Law on Elections in the Republic of Kazakhstan Republic of Kazakhstan», the Decree of the Presi-
dent of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On the Strategy of the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan».

About 55 national and cultural centers work in the Karaganda region. There are Sunday schools in
20 centers. The number of students in each school is 25 people on average. The most active national cultural
centers of the Karaganda are Zhezkazgan, Satpaev, Temirtau, Bukhar-Zhyrau district. In the two decades of
independence, the success of the Kazakhstan project of building a nation-state has received a well-deserved
recognition in the international community. Our President Nursultan Nazarbayev has sensitively caught the
movement of the national lower classes, and the present Assembly of the people of Kazakhstan has appeared.
She solved many inter-ethnic issues and problems, extinguished people's distrust of each other, instilled in
representatives of non-nationality the belief that they also have all the rights. Throughout the world, the
uniqueness of the Assembly of the people of Kazakhstan and the effectiveness of its activities in interethnic
issues have long been recognized. The Assembly demonstrates the equality of all the people of our republic,
and the common Motherland of Kazakhstan brings people of all nationalities closer together on the basis of
common interests.

Since 1989, the first national cultural centers began to be formed. Moreover, the initiative of their for-
mation came from the people themselves, who felt the need to revive their national culture, the need to know
their language, customs, and traditions. Then the ethnocultural centers were small groups of enterprising
people who acted in isolation, huddling where they would have to. And only since 1998 all the national and
cultural centers were provided with cabinets, the necessary tools, beautiful concert suits were made and that,
most importantly, budgetary support was provided [15; 154]. So began a kind, the second stage in the life of
national cultural centers. From the beginning of its activity, the national cultural centers worked in two direc-
tions: educational and cultural. Everyone who wants to study the native language, traditions, customs, rich
culture of his people could learn. In each center, there were formed original, bright collectives of amateur
performances that did not stop their activities because they are known and loved not only in the city of Kara-
ganda, but also far beyond its borders.

Now, without a national cultural center, there is not a single cultural and mass event. Constant partici-
pants of traditional regional festivals of culture and art of the people of Kazakhstan, in which these collec-
tives become undoubted winners and diplomats.

At the annual regional festivals of ethnic cultures of the people of Kazakhstan, ethnocultural associa-
tions takes top places.

Age of participants of amateur collectives of national cultural centers from 12 to 75 years! Native
speakers of language and culture, of course, are representatives of the older generation. Their indefatigable
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energy, love of the folk song and folk art can be envied. In cultural and recreational work, much attention is
paid to the search for new forms of organization of leisure. Ethnocultural centers try to cover all segments of
the population - children, adolescents, youth, people of retirement age. And this is an important phenomenon
for the inter-ethnic consent of the ethnic groups living in the territory of Central Kazakhstan.

A centuries-old history united representatives of various ethnic groups on the territory of Kazakhstan.
Surely, that is why, in the early 1990s, the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan expressed the idea of
uniting all national cultural centers in a single organization — the Assembly of Peoples of Kazakhstan. It is
this organization that has become the mechanism for harmonizing inter-ethnic relations. The idea of creating
the Assembly came from the depths of Kazakhstan society. The creation of such a new, unique structure be-
gan with small assemblies in the regions. On February 16, 1995, President of the Republic of Kazakhstan
Nursultan Nazarbayev met with representatives of national cultural centers. At this meeting, he noted that the
need to create a new public institution - the Assembly of the Peoples of Kazakhstan — as an advisory and
advisory body under the President was needed to keep and further strengthen inter-ethnic harmony in the
country. After this meeting, small assemblies were established in all region, 260 delegates were elected to the
session. On 24 March 1995, a session was held in Almaty, where representatives of 40 national cultural cen-
ters took part. Thus, the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan became the coordinator of the activities of
the national cultural centers. And the initiative, coming from the Assembly and national cultural centers, gets
support at the state level, which is important for the successful operation of the centers.

The Assembly unites ethnocultural organizations, their leaders are members of the Assembly of Peoples
of Kazakhstan, as well as small assemblies. In 2008, the Law «On the Assembly of Peoples of Kazakhstany»
was adopted, which has no analogs in the world. Chronicle of modern history, indicates that the President of
the Republic of Kazakhstan in his daily work pays great attention to the Assembly of the people of Kazakh-
stan. And in the Assembly, in turn, lies a huge responsibility for the future of each ethnic group and the en-
tire Kazakh people.

Today there are ethnicities in the Republic: the Germans — 49, the Kazakhs — 40, the Koreans — 36,
the Tatars — 29, the Slavs — 27, Chechens and Ingushes — 27, Azerbaijanis — 23, Uighurs — 21, Rus-
sians — 20, Ukrainians — 19, Jews — 18, Poles — 16, Turks — 14, Greeks — 12, Armenians — 11,
Belorussians — 10, etc. Four national and 15 regional national newspapers are published in Kazakhstan,
there are 6 national theaters, 100 national schools, 170 Sunday schools, where 23 native languages are stud-
ied. In three schools of national revival, there are 29 departments for the study of 12 native languages [16].

The creation of the Assembly of the people of Kazakhstan, as well as of the Small Assemblies in the re-
gions, contributed to the activation of the activities of ethno-cultural associations (ECO) and the spiritual and
cultural development of ethnic groups. During the XVII session of the Assembly of the People of Kazakh-
stan on 18.04.2011 the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan N.A. Nazarbayev stated that «ethno-cultural
associations should actively participate in» nationwide projects». The whole complex of events held by the
Assembly is for studying ethnic languages, developing cultures, native languages, traditions, integrating the
efforts of ethno-cultural associations in ensuring harmonious inter-ethnic relations, preventing politicization
of the ethnic factor, expanding relations with civil society institutions. The consultative and advisory body of
the region akim includes 95 people: representatives of ethnocultural associations, scientific and creative in-
telligentsia, a council of veterans, state structures. As part of the Republican Assembly of the Peoples of Ka-
zakhstan - 20 Karaganda residents - chairmen of regional ethno-cultural associations, representatives of the
national elite, the clergy.

Today, new ethnocultural associations appear in the region. Their appearance serves as an essential
proof of the growing civil interest in the history and culture of their people. In recent years, the number of
urban and regional branches of ethnocultural associations has doubled. This was facilitated by the material
support provided by local executive bodies, their help in the daily activities of public associations. Ethno-
cultural associations of the region enjoy the constant support of local executive bodies.

A resource center has been opened in Karaganda to support the activities of ethnocultural associations,
where representatives of ethnocultural associations study the state language and native languages. The ideas
and programs for preserving and developing the native culture and language conducted by ethnocultural as-
sociations are fully supported. So, with wide support of the public, the Karaganda branch of the Association
of Koreans of Kazakhstan and the regional society «German Center «Wiedergeburt» celebrated their 20th
anniversary. One of the priorities of the regional Assembly is the study of the state language. For the fourth
consecutive year, representatives of 20 regional, 36 regional ethnocultural associations study the state lan-
guage during the academic year. The project is funded by a grant from the region akim, the amount of which
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has been increased almost 10 times since last year. One of the important activities of ethnocultural associa-
tions was work with young people. The youth wing of the Assembly functions, youth sections are created in
all associations. This shows that there is someone to transfer the accumulated experience of the work of the
Assembly.

Thus, the formation and development of national cultural centers took place in several stages. The trans-
formation of national cultural centers into ethnocultural associations testifies to the implementation of many
scientific and educational, political-economic and historical-cultural projects in which ethnic groups living in
the region actively participate.

National cultural centers are creating with the aim of preserving and developing culture, language, cus-
toms, rituals, help in meeting the national and cultural and other spiritual needs, carrying out charity and oth-
er useful activities for the prosperity of the Republic of Kazakhstan and strengthening international relations.

National cultural centers were initially created with the aim:

— to promote the development of cultural activities of representatives of small people, national diaspora
living in the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

— ensuring dialogue, the organization of inter-ethnic cultural interaction;

— preservation of cultural heritage, language, a way of life, traditions and their propaganda;

— Ensuring equal rights and freedoms in the field of culture guaranteed by the Constitution of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan.

The tasks that faced the national cultural centers:

— the unification of small nations in the protection of their economic and national-cultural rights, the
development of national identity;

— help in the establishment of public consent, mutual trust and friendship among all people living on the
territory of the republic;

— preservation and development of cultural and national identity, protection, restoration and preserva-
tion of the original cultural-historical and natural environment of ethnoses by international legal acts.

The main areas of activity of the national cultural centers are cultural-leisure, language, information-
educational, circle, historical-local lore, communicative work.

To fulfill the set goals and tasks to national cultural centers, to some extent help a certain tendency,
which associated with the growth of the value of leisure as a social value. This phenomenon scientists call a
«leisure shock». One of the leading trends of modern civilization was the strengthening of the role of leisure
in the spiritual life of society and the preservation of the health of its members, and leisure along with educa-
tional and labor activity also became an important sphere of personality formation [17; 77].

According to the authors A.F. Volovik and V.A. Volovik, the inclusion of families in the leisure struc-
ture of the center has a great socio-cultural significance. As an interesting and informative leisure is not only
a means of comprehensive development of family members, but personal and group cultural development in
the leisure structure (visiting museums, exhibitions, theaters, entertainment events) is of great importance.
All this, accordingto the authors, expands the educational level members of diaspora families. It is worth
agreeing with the authors that the formation of family traditions in the center of the national culture, the free
time, the satisfaction of ethnocultural needs, the inclusion in the system of interaction and communication
with other family groups - all this is the key to the emergence of a happy and friendly family [18; 155].

National cultural centers, as a place of leisure, have a huge personal developmental and educational po-
tential, which consists in the use and development of national cultural traditions and universal values. Devel-
oping the spiritual and moral side of the person's personality, they give to the formation of value orientations
in the process of preserving and developing national and cultural traditions.

In any polyethnic state, there is a need to develop national cultures, which is the main reason for the re-
vival of the ethnos. Author E.G. Buyankina believes that overcoming the cultural crisis, lack of spirituality
and the degradation of people are the primary tasks of national associations seeking, in the author's opinion,
to switch spontaneous energy into a constructive, creative channel [15; 134]. That is, the national cultural
centers set themselves certain tasks to give impetus to the emergence of a sense of national unity. This con-
solidates ethnic groups and strengthens domestic and international ties.

The main activities of the national cultural centers are:

— strengthening of public stability as the basis for the consolidation of society;

— improving the implementation of national public policies and enhancing its role in the democratiza-
tion of the political system;
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— the formation of civic identity through the consolidation and unity of all ethnic groups in the core role
of the state language and culture of the Kazakh people;

— comprehensive development of cultures, languages and traditions of all ethnic groups of Kazakhstan;

— development of the system of education of Kazakhstan patriotism and work with youth;

— effective interaction of state bodies and civil society institutions in the sphere of inter-ethnic relations;

— formation of a system of pre-emptive mechanisms to prevent negative trends in the field of interethnic
relations and neutralize possible threats, avoid politicization of the ethnic reason;

— support of compatriots living in foreign countries in matters of preserving and developing their native
language, culture and traditions;

— expansion of integration relations with international organizations and institutions of civil society of
foreign countries;

— assistance and consolidation of civil consent and friendship between representatives of different peo-
ple and nationalities living in the Republic;

— development and strengthening of interethnic relations, promoting mutual cooperation and mutual en-
richment of national cultures;

— cooperation with various cultural centers and societies, institutions and organizations of culture and
education, creative unions that carry out their activities both in the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan
and abroad,

— patriotic education of youth and the younger generation;

— study of various aspects of interaction and mutual understanding of national cultures;

— the study of language, literature, art, folklore and ethnographic genre;

— to promote the development of democratic reforms in the country, the growth of public activity of cit-
izens, the strengthening of peace and interethnic harmony in the country;

— preservation and development of the national culture, language, customs, rituals, assistance in meet-
ing the national and cultural and other spiritual needs of the national diaspora, carrying out charitable and
other socially useful activities for the prosperity of Kazakhstan, strengthening interethnic harmony.

The principles of the work of national cultural centers are voluntary and equal rights of participants, le-
gality, publicity, freedom of conscience and self-government. To carry out their activities, the centers have
their own budget, stamp, stamps, forms and other necessary requisites. Some centers such us the German
center «Wiedergeburt» has its own emblem and other symbols. Symbols are registered in the Ministry of the
Republic of Kazakhstan by the established procedure. The National Cultural Center acquires the rights of a
legal entity from the moment of its state registration by the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan. These cultural institutions carry out their activities in the territory of Kazakhstan directly or through
their structural units.

The National Cultural Centers are working to satisfy the requests of the members of the center for the
revival, study, preservation and development of the national historical and cultural heritage: language, tradi-
tion and customs, as well as comprehensive propaganda of its best achievements. Representatives of the cen-
ters advocate and protect the rights and legitimate interests of their members and participants in state bodies
and public organizations, and start initiatives on various issues of public life, make proposals to the bodies of
state power and administration, if necessary. Thus, the national cultural centers located and operating in Ka-
raganda contribute to the development and strengthening of inter-ethnic communication by their activities.
They actively cooperate with other centers and associations of other ethnic groups, contribute to the process
of mutual enrichment and mutual influence of cultures. They develop cooperation and cultural exchange with
their historical homeland, as well as with foreign countries to expand cultural exchange and strengthen ties.
It is important to recall that the activities of almost all national cultural centers are connected with education-
al and cultural institutions.

The types and forms of activity of national-cultural associations are diverse and solve the main task —
the reproduction of ethnic culture, which involves its study, preservation and broadcasting at the internal lev-
el. The most common types and forms of activities of associations is the organization and conduct of cultural
seminars and conferences; the creation of all possible amateur art groups; organization of events aimed
at raising the educational level of children, youth and adults; organization of study groups on the history
of national culture, including language, folk art, applied art, as well as national sports, national cuisine, na-
tional holidays and ceremonies; help to interested citizens of Kazakhstan in studying a certain language and
culture; organization and holding of festivals, creative competitions, lectures on topical issues of national
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culture, language, history, as well as art exhibitions, meetings with figures in the field of science and culture;
issue of its printed publications in accordance with the legislation of Kazakhstan on the press; cooperation
with other public organizations and participation in their activities that meet the goals and objectives of na-
tional cultural centers; charitable actions, rendering all-round assistance to large families, pensioners, inva-
lids and other categories of those in need.

N.A. Nazarbayev in his speeches has repeatedly said that «there is the only force that will overcome all
difficulties, this is our unity». Therefore, the complex of events held by national cultural centers is for the
comprehensive development of the unity of national cultures, languages, traditions, thereby creating harmo-
nious inter-ethnic relations.

Representatives of 115 nationalities live in the Karaganda region. The desire for historical roots, the de-
velopment of national culture and language encourages people to open national cultural centers. Their num-
ber is constantly growing. Each national-cultural association has its own directions in the work. So, the Ko-
rean and Ukrainian centers are successfully engaged in questions of the revival of customs and traditions.
Polish and Tatar-Bashkir have accumulated experience of working together with schools. The regional Ger-
man society is the founder of a number of educational projects within the framework of the Kazakh-German
agreement, is engaged in charitable activities. Relations are well established with the state and public organi-
zations of Lithuanian, Armenian, Romanian centers.

Chairman of the Karaganda Jewish Cultural Center Vilen Molotov-Luchansky draws attention to the
powerful social message contained in the ideas of the Head of State. And he suggested using non-standard
approaches in working with young people and adults, so that they felt themselves in demand in the state's
want to maintain stability. Support and effective help to citizens in explaining the policy of national harmo-
ny, the formation of a realistic doctrine of national unity - that, in his opinion, are the issues that the leaders
of national-cultural associations should deal with.

For their work, national cultural centers receive gratitude and rewards. For example, for the contribution
to the strengthening of friendship, inter-ethnic harmony and the development of the culture of people, the
honorary diplomas of the akim of the region were awarded to the head of the ethno-theater and ethnomusic
of the Karaganda Economic University Baldyrgan Imanbaeva, the chairman of the Karaganda Jewish Cultur-
al Center, Vilen Molotov-Luchansky, artistic director of the exemplary ensemble of folk and modern dance
«Sparkling» Galina Sevostyanova, the chairman of the Russian national cultural center of Satpaev Tatyana
Khmilyarchuk. Arthur Navasardyan, chairman of the regional Armenian center «Erebuni» was awarded with
the Certificate of Honor of the Assembly of the people of Kazakhstan. Since 2006, the regional national cul-
tural centers receive a grant from the oblast akim. Thanks to the allocated funds, the centers have replenished
their own book fund, updated the wardrobes of dance groups with new costumes. This time they became
owners of modern TVs and DVD with karaoke.

Conclusion

Chairman of the Satpaev Russian National Cultural Center Tatyana Khmilyarchuk, who works as a
school director, read out the words of her student Artem Tropakov, who talks about happiness: «Happiness is
when you are understood and accepted. To understand and accept the person — this is the civic responsibil-
ity of every Kazakhstan citizen who is capable of mutual respect and acceptance of the cultures and tradi-
tions of other people living on the territory of our large country». Certainly, only, in this case, the residence
of different ethnic groups in the same territory, will become problem-free.

The role of the family institution in the formation

The authors of the article focus on the analysis of the role of the family institution in the formation of the his-
torical knowledge of the younger generation. The article points out the important unifying principle of gene-
alogy as a science about the origin of the family and tribe, contributing to the strengthening of family values
and traditions, preservation of continuity of generations. In turn, the study and popularization of the family’s
and tribe’s heritage are important for preserving the national memory of the people, which reflects the fate
and participation of ancestors in state events, for maintaining communication between the family and the col-
lective historical memory.The study of the biography of their ancestors, where a person becomes a mediator
between the past and the future and reproduces the microhistory of his small homeland, stimulates interest in
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history and fosters sense of patriotism. The article notes the peculiarity of the Kazakh genealogical culture,
represented by the practice of drafting shezhire, knowledge of their own bloodline - jetyata, which lies in its
philosophical and spiritual content, oral fixation in people's memory. There is a great potential of genealogi-
cal (family) tourism for the development of the historical knowledge of the young generation as one of the
tools for preserving the tribal memory associated with sacred places.

Formation and activity of the National Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan:
problems of modernization of historical consciousness

To achieve the goals, the authors were
acquainted with the lists of documents of the national archives of the Republic of Kazakhstan, gave a
description.

The authors came to the conclusion that the documents of the National archive are
an indispensable source in the study of the history of independence of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in this
regard, it is necessary to publish more archival materials in an accessible form for the General public.

SCO policy and new members: 2018 and its perspective

The article expresses doubt in the development of the «Shanghai Spirit» in the context of the admission
to this organization (SCO) of two new members — India and Pakistan. This doubt is substantiated by
a number of historical facts that are updated in the article for 2017-2018. The perspective of these events
continued in 2019, when the conflict between India and Pakistan broke out due to Jammu and Kashmir,
in which dozens of people were killed. The Shanghai Cooperation Organization is built primarily
to overcome terrorist threats in the relevant region. The conflict between India and Pakistan indicated that the
«Shanghai spirit» was called in question precisely because of the terrorist structure located in Pakistan.
The policy of the SCO, from our point of view, requires either returning to the forgotten traditions of the
«Shanghai Five», when the troops were unconditionally withdrawn from the conflict lines by 50 km.
On the other hand, the SCO leadership structures should, taking into account the current aggravation, develop
a new roadmap that is consistent with the presence of the conflicting parties in the SCO. The authors of this
article give a of recommendations of a private nature regarding the streamlining of the activities of the SCO
until 2025.

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Epistemological dissonance: from classic to non-classic

The article raises the problem of contradictory development of social - philosophical discourse, from classical
social paradigms to non-classical ones. The prerequisites of classical social theories are contained in the
methodological guidelines of antiquity related to the onto-theological understanding of being, of being in re-
lation to the supreme, transcendental essence. This essence is invariable, identical with itself, while the earth-
ly being is mobile and different. But this difference was understood as a difference in relation to identity. As a
result, the classical social paradigm strictly correlated with the natural science, tying the studied objects under
study in a common, absolute basis, thereby eliminating the individual person. Therefore, in the non-classical
social paradigm, brought about by the further development of society, the emphasis shifts to the subject of
knowledge, to the relativity of truth. But the evolution of the socio-philosophical discourse does not end
there.

The evolution of social research paradigms reflects the complex, counter-dictatorial development of so-
cio-philosophical discourse, the starting point of which was undoubtedly the classical socio-philosophical
paradigm. The formation and development of the classical social paradigm, in turn, took place in a tight cor-
relation with the classical natural science, from which it drew naturalistic research programs congruent to the
spirit of the New Age, when in secularized Europe, despite the scholasticism and mysticism, an active spirit
of scientific rationalism, hard natural determinism, reductionism and epistemological absolutism. As a result,
the mechanics-reductionist installations of Newton-Laplace physics were infiltrated into the field of social
philosophy.

It was in the epoch of New Time that a cardinal breakthrough in epistemological problems took place,
which set the epistemological optimism in all fields of knowledge, to which the great Newton made unprece-
dented efforts, who «tore off the veil» of mysticism from the surrounding world permeated by the great scho-
lastic mystery and introduced nature as a huge mechanism instituted by the Divine Absolute. In place of a
heavy knowledge of God, optimistic scientific knowledge has come, forming at first an ambivalent relation-
ship between them. The golden mean in the difficulties of the cognitive process, it seemed, was found:
through the discovery of the laws of nature, man will certainly come to the solution of the Divine Truth.

New time, therefore, teaches the history of philosophy, first of all, the deistic lesson of the original syn-
cretism of religion, philosophy and science, and, secondly, the scientist - the philosopher - spiritual (one per-
son) firmly believes that science is called (Absolute) describe and explain the world according to the laws of
its own existence. The basis of this model is a systematic and holistic explanation of the world, which is
based on a deep sense of the natural orderliness of the world order, the presence of harmony and order in it
(accessible to rational comprehension). The natural order prevails in the world, determined by determination
chains, the knowledge of which a person should be engaged in. Moreover, tremendous progress in the devel-
opment of natural science is increasingly contributing to the legitimization of the idea of a universal order
and steadfast rationalism.
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The prerequisites for such epistemological intentions were laid in the ancient tradition when metaphys-
ics arose, and, appealing to the term, it was metaphysics that began to think about being «from the point of
view of reality and in relation to existing: being is thought of as another being - the highest being or super-
existing» [1; 5]. And it was precisely this transcendental being that was viewed as providing and determining
the natural order. «It is precisely because being is thought of as super-existent, philosophy from the very be-
ginning is established as onto-theology, or metaphysics» [1; 5].

Any ontological difference was understood in relation to identity. So, the first Ionian philosophers were
looking for common beginnings of the world, the primary elements of nature, from which the whole is born.
Plato, creating the dichotomy of the world of Eidos (the intelligible) and the world of material things (sensual),
subjected the changeable, imperfect phenomena of sensual reality to the unchanging, indestructible, ideal,
speculative world, thereby establishing philosophy as a science of Ideas, as metaphysics neutralizing physics.

Aristotle contrasted Plato’s transcendence philosophy with the philosophy of integrity, according to
which various states of nature are considered as a transition to realization, teleologically, and the essence of a
thing is known through substantial signs. If Plato is trying to tame the ontological distinction «by taming by
means of a transcendent Unified, serving as a cause and reason, then Aristotle assigns the distinction to the
role of specification within integrity» [1; 19].

Thus, ontology with the coherent term «metaphysics» initially thought of being as a materiality and es-
sence, which are self-identical and unchanged with all their empirical differences. The substance is substan-
tial. At the same time, it distinguishes itself in its identity. In other words, such a distinction indicates a pre-
liminary identity, to which it is subordinated and which determines what exists in being. Therefore, first the
identity, and then the difference. This is a difference in relation to identity.

However, the difference in relation to identity is the difference between the things established by man,
this difference is not ontological. But since ancient philosophers believed in the cosmic order, any ontologi-
cal change and distinction threatened to undermine it. Hence their desire to «tame» the empirical difference.

In Hegel's philosophy, the formal Aristotelian distinction, brought to its logical end, contradiction, from
a subordinate position is identified with the beginning of being as a substance and with the formation of a
subject, which leads to the completion of Aristotelian metaphysics of substance and subject. In «The Science
of Logic» (as indicated by the name of the work) Hegel thinks being as thinking and the basis of being.

According to M. Heidegger, a fair remark, all metaphysics thinks of being as a foundation, existing as
founded, and the difference between being and existing as the difference between basis and based. Meta-
physics goes back to God, to onto-theology.

The reductionist study of sociality in classical metaphysics was accompanied by a link to some supreme
organized and organizing order (Cosmos, God, Nature). The ideal of sociality was association. Happiness in
the union — the state as a family in Confucius, the state as a city in Plato, the state as an organism in Al-
Farabi, etc. This sociality is around something common and unified.

T.H. Kerimov identifies two reasons for this:

1) highlighting the natural causes of sociality;

2) objectivity of the natural sciences.

As a result, a type of theoretical consciousness arises in social cognition, based not on tradition or faith,
but on research results that are not foreign to criticality. True, this criticality in the sociology of Comte,
Durkheim, and Weber is within the cognitive procedure, and does not affect the characteristics of the subject
of knowledge. After all, the main principle of sociology of Kont is to get to know society in a naturalistic,
objective way. On the one hand, such a gnoseological approach allowed one to free oneself from metaphysi-
cal distortions and simplifications, but, on the other hand, this ambivalent gives rise to even more restriction
caused by excessive objectification of society. Comte uses the expression «the natural laws of society»,
Simmel speaks of «social formsy», and Durkheim speaks of «social facts». «In a strange way, precisely when
sociology is distinguished as a private and autonomous (from metaphysics) discipline with its subject (with
its truth and essence of this subject) and corresponding methods, it turns out to be in the power of metaphys-
ics» [2; 10]. True, now sociology refers not to the supreme transcendental order, but to the social Cosmos, to
the order that is invisibly present in society itself (by the way, the word «cosmos» in Greek means «order»).
And all variants of human existence in society are only particular cases of the social cosmos. Thus, we are
talking about the self-sufficiency of the social, as, indeed, in the metaphysical (ontological) concept it was
about the self-sufficiency of metaphysics.

In all the theories of classical social discourse, as already noted, there is an idea of the priority of the
general over the private, of society over individual social reality, up to its elimination. Congruently, this sub-
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ject of research is viewed as a social system that has a strict social structure, represented in the form of social
institutions and realized through social facts. We are also talking about common methods and methods of
social research, and the role of the social theorist was reduced to the role of a missionary to humanity: «An
essential feature of classical philosophy is its enlightenment pathos. Each thinker, putting forward this or that
system of rational, ethical or aesthetic norms, did not speak on his own behalf, but, as it were, on behalf of
reason as such, into whose secrets he managed to penetrate. Their author felt himself the monopoly owner of
the true evidences that he had to convey to an undeveloped, limited mass, immersed in worldly anxieties and
concerns» [3; 74].

According to the classical paradigm, social structures dominate in front of lively communication. The
classical paradigm seeks to «theoretically embrace all aspects of social life in a single logically consistent
system, which is considered as a kind of cast from the objective relations of reality itself» [4; 97].

The concepts of «social system», «social structure» exist in absolute isolation from their carriers. Am-
bivalent, as it turned out, the classical paradigm asserts the identity of the subjects of social sciences with the
objects of nature. E. Durkheim proposes to consider social facts as things. Sociology declares itself the sci-
ence of social facts.

Marx formulates the materialistic understanding of history, thereby simplifying the historical process
and reduces it only to the economic factor acting as a natural one, legitimizing the iron order of social devel-
opment. «The paradigm of Marxism, which links it with a religious world outlook, is the recognition of the
existence of the ultimate goal of development, a global historical perspective, a kind of absolute truth, poten-
tially contained in the very objective reality, in its laws. Knowledge of these objective laws, according to
Marxists, allows us to make history predictable» [5; 549]. (However, it is worth noting that the understand-
ing of Marxist sociology is twofold. This interpretation deals with dogmatically understood Marxism. As for
non-dogmatic Marxism, it also requires special consideration and discussion).

It does not change the classical tradition and structural functionalism, which extrapolates natural con-
nections and relations to social ones. The isomorphism of the structural and functional properties of natural
and social objects is affirmed. Man is a «code» of the natural mechanism, an element of the natural environ-
ment, abstract and faceless.

There is a clear disposition of the subject and object of knowledge. Own social position of the research-
er is eliminated due to its undeniable limitations. Such an owner of an objective view, a scientist, has a mo-
nopoly on truth by virtue of the absoluteness of his position.

In order to achieve and as a necessary condition for achieving a firm objectivity of social cognition, var-
ious factors of a spiritual, subjective order are also subject to elimination. Religious, political, and psycho-
logical factors are eliminated from the process of the formation of social theories. Moreover, the
contextuality of any knowledge that represents the main value of the research is excluded.

The categorical apparatus of the classical social paradigm and the methodology of knowledge are strict,
unambiguous and universal, which gives the right to speak about methodological monism. From the stand-
point of modern epistemology, idealism is evident in the striving of classical social theory for objectivity as
compliance with the facts and exclusion of any external conditions for their appearance and formation.

«Social» was identified as a strict order of interaction between people, as a special force affecting socie-
ty and at the same time existing independently of people, transcendental and transcendental. «A philosopher,
having such a «social» at hand, could plunge any individual phenomenon of human life into some large
structure and generalize it, measure and weigh there, and then also present this generalization as an explana-
tion, for example, of a human person» [6; 15].

Thus, the classical social paradigm could in no way position itself as a socio-philosophical discourse
with its claim to absolute truth. But the most «interestingy is that it was not focused on changing the studied
social reality, surprisingly trying to achieve a good final historical goal.

The cognitive paradox of classical social cognition was discovered by Max Weber, who changed the
perspective of research, making a bet in social life not on an abstract social individual, but on a meaningful
acting, sharpened on his own spirit, manifested in social actions. Therefore, it is not society that defines indi-
viduals, but, on the contrary, an individual; his action forms society. Social actions are meaningful, motivat-
ed actions of people to achieve certain goals. Weber attempts to classify social actions by distinguishing:

— purposeful, i.e. aimed at achieving a firmly defined goal;

— value-rational, i.e. carried out in the mode of spiritual values;

— affective, i.e. based on feelings, emotions, affects;

— traditional, i.e. actions out of habit, according to established traditions.
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According to the philosopher-sociologist, in social development the tendency of purpose-rational action
intensifies, a vivid example of which is the emergence of a capitalist society in Europe in the 16th and 17th
centuries with its panrationalism in all spheres of social life, both economic and spiritual, including religious
(Protestantism - rational religion). Weber stresses that it is the spirit of rationalism that generates new socio-
economic relations. The philosopher creates a so-called understanding sociology, aimed at the study of socie-
ty from their actions, focused on other people. So, society as an abstraction does not exist, it is always con-
crete. And this concreteness concerns, in particular, their soul-spirit-mental states, which is explicitly present
in the philosophy of existentialism.

M. Weber, one of the first social thinkers, began to understand that traditional philosophy looked at
human existence as if from above, from a bird's-eye view, which, undoubtedly, allows to outline the contours
of human life, but, alas, only contours. Traditional philosophy artificially tore up, scattered human existence,
then to «sew» it in a harmonious «pattern of order», but «it was not sewn where it was torn, treated not
where it was broken, looked for where it was lost» [6; 22].

This was the impetus for the emergence of another type of socio-philosophical discourse - non-classical
social paradigm. The reasons for the formation of a non-classical social paradigm are associated both with
intrascientific changes and with the influence of the context, first of all, the context of the philosophy of sci-
ence. These reasons include a new vision of social reality as unstable and variable, a change in the ideals and
norms of science, a pressing need to consider the development of science as the embodiment of the active
activity of a socio-historical subject. The development of non-classical paradigm was also influenced by sci-
entific achievements, for example, the change of the classical deterministic picture of the world with the
probabilistic-statistical picture, the development of general and particular scientific information theories.
Within the framework of the non-classical social paradigm, such theories emerged as social phenomenology,
symbolic interactionism, ethnomethodology, exchange theory, and a number of other theories.

Non-classical social paradigm «understands» society as a set of individual actions. The norms of func-
tioning and development of society are divided. In the study of society takes into account its variability, non-
linear development, disequilibrium. The values of society do not correspond to the socialization of existing
social actors.

The social theorist should be aware that he is part of the society being studied, his position is not abso-
lute, the field of study is limited to the research interests themselves. At the same time, reflection of the
means and methods of cognition is necessary, and also, in the words of P. Bourdieu, «objectification of the
subject of objectification ... The process of objectification is aimed at explicating everything that is con-
tained, remaining unnoticed, in integrating the researcher, first, into the common social space ; secondly, in
the field of specific production; and, thirdly, in the scholastic universes ...» [7; 10, 11].

It should be noted that in the non-classical social paradigm the idea of multiplicity, complementarity of
descriptions of reality and research methods arises. According to this idea, social reality can be thought of in
numerous ways, each of which has its own «observer».

Social theory is no longer seen as a one-to-one reflection of social reality, as a simple description of ex-
perimental data; it is understood as simplification, idealization, rationalization. Social theories in the frame-
work of the non-classical paradigm create a system of concepts through which social theorists look at the
world and, in fact, create this world. The interpretation of events proposed by social theorists transforms both
their own self-awareness and changes the script in the course of the action.

The main goal and value of social cognition is to achieve relative truth. The classical paradigm focuses
on the moment of social stability, on social statics, and the non-classical paradigm emphasizes the relativity
of any social institutions, schemes of social activity, considering social processes from the standpoint of dy-
namics. The understanding comes that the study of society and human interactions is an endless process that
does not fit into the settings of classical epistemology.

Thus, between the classical and non-classical social paradigms there is a cognitive dissonance caused
by the complexity of social reality and prepared, in turn, the post-non-classical social paradigm based on the
understanding of society as a complex unpredictable system based on orderly chaos. In society, there is a
qualitative increase in the uncertainty of many human and social realities. In the «elusive society», there are
reflexive actors. There is a complication of the structure of social reality, increasing its integration. Homoge-
neous social space is transformed into a polystructural one, in which there are many local centers of activity.
The national-state organization of social life is being eroded under the influence of the global processes of
modern times.

Thinkers of the Twentieth Century: Society, a Democratic
State and the Ways of their Formation

The article discusses the general principles of society, a democratic state and the ways of their formation. The
twentieth century can be defined as scientific progress, a time of humanism, democracy, and a period of
human prosperity. But already at the beginning of the 20th century, many thinkers said that technical progress
would bring humanity not only good, but also evil, moral principles would be replaced by material values and
material principles, which, in turn, would lead to contradictions in society. Most often, the beginning of the
20th century is associated with the culmination of the values of Western spiritual culture. Concepts such as
freedom, equality, law, which came in exchange for feudal relations, laid the foundation of European views.
But there were philosophical schools that strongly criticized the society of the time: marxists, representatives
of psychoanalysis, pragmatists and positivists. The reason for this was the lack of a common opinion about
democracy and a dubious attitude to the changes taking place in society. The author emphasizes that society
is a complex material world of nature, since it is the social environment in which people live together. Many
thinkers from Aristotle to Hegel tried to determine what society is. This question was asked not only by
individual thinkers, but also later formed scientific fields and schools, which were looking for answers to the
following questions: based on what patterns the society develops, what is its structure, etc. For T. Hobbes and
J.-G. Rousseau society is an agreement on social consent; for Hegel, who views society through the prism of
civil society, it is a complex system of social relations; for O. Comte, society is a special form of human
consciousness; for M. Weber, society is a relationship of people based on social action, where everyone is for
everyone; for T. Parsons himself, society is a relationship of people based on norms and values.

Model of Kazakhstan’s religious tolerance and interfaith
dialogue: social philosophical analyze

The article analyzes from a philosophical point of view the ontological, axiological, sociocultural aspects of
the formation of a unique Kazakhstan model of religious tolerance and interfaith dialogue. The role and sig-
nificance of spiritual values of a secular and religious nature as a necessary condition for constructive social
transformations are argued. It is proposed to consider the experience of Kazakhstan society on the formation
of spiritual harmony as a fundamental condition for sustainable civilizational development. It is noted that at
the moment there is a process of searching for ways of mutual understanding and mutual agreement. Thus, it
is carried out in a dialogue, and in it - real cognition and understanding. Due to the complexity of the modern
multi-polar world, a detailed review of the Kazakhstan model of religious tolerance and interfaith dialogue is
proposed through the characterization of the Kazakhstani people. The dialogue itself should be built taking
into account the binding conditions leading to understanding and agreement, organically developing into a
close and mutually beneficial cooperation in achieving common goals. The dialogue of cultures as a complex
sociocultural phenomenon has its own specific nature, its existence implies the mutual interest of the partici-
pants in the dialogue. The interdependence of the ideological content, the semantic field of dialogical interac-
tion and the real factors of life. Religion, as a carrier of spiritual and moral ideals and a keeper of cultural tra-
ditions, has a high value in the eyes of many modern Kazakhstan people. There is no doubt that compulsory
changes in the ideological matrix, the paradigm of consciousness, the categorical system and the methods of
reflexive thinking are indisputable. The article notes that in the social life of Kazakhstan spiritual consensus
in the public life of Kazakhstan takes place in a historical context. Genuine secularism is defined as a product
of civil identity, social creativity of citizens, recognition of religion as a positive component of the social
world order.

Keywords: religious tolerance, interfaith dialogue, spiritual harmony, dialogue of secular and religious, ka-
zakhstani experience.

Over the years of its independence, the Republic of Kazakhstan has formed its own, in many ways
unique, secular model of state-confessional relations based on the principles of equality of all citizens before
the law and respectful attitude to personal convictions of everyone, regardless of language and attitude to
religion. The state created all the necessary political, legal and socio-economic conditions for the develop-
ment of spiritual culture and traditional religious values of the Kazakh people. This allowed Kazakhstani so-
ciety to obtain the necessary experience of successfully organizing interfaith and interfaith dialogue and
harmony, to maintain stability in the religious sphere, to form the spiritual immunity of the population in re-
lation to any form of manifestation of the ideology of religious radicalism and extremism.

Today, Kazakhstan vividly demonstrates to the world that religion is capable of playing a crucial role in
preserving spiritual harmony in society, strengthening national unity based on universal moral values, and
various religious faiths can peacefully coexist and develop, achieving complete mutual understanding and
mutual respect [1].

In modern Kazakhstan, special relations are established between the state and religions, in which no re-
ligion can be recognized as state or obligatory, and state policy is based not on the principles of any dogma, but
on the basis of the specific interests of life support and the safety of citizens, society and the state generally.

In Kazakhstan, as a democratic, secular, legal and social state, government decisions are made solely on
the basis of the interests of the whole society, and not based on the interests of any religion or its individual
followers.

At the same time, Kazakh legislation recognizes the value of the most resolutely and ensures the free-
dom of conscience of every citizen. Citizens of the country have the right, independently and without coer-
cion, to determine their attitude towards religion or not to associate themselves with a particular religion and
live without resorting to religious institutions. The state represented by state bodies and civil servants cannot
force citizens to profess or not to practice this or that religion, but it helps to establish mutual consent and
respect between citizens practicing religion and not professing it, as well as between different religious asso-
ciations [2].
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Accordingly, facing the phenomena of a destructive nature, arising from the grounds of religious radi-
calism and damaging the health, mental and material well-being of citizens, the state should take all neces-
sary measures to eliminate the real threat to the calm and peaceful development of Kazakhstan’s society.

Therefore, one of the main tasks of religious studies is to obtain objective and reliable knowledge about
the content of various religious views, helping an educated person to realize free and conscious self-
determination in the world outlook, spiritual interests and values, learn how to competently conduct the
world view dialogue, master the art of understanding other people.

The modern model of social development built in Kazakhstan society determines the daily meeting of
different cultures and intercultural communications on a global scale, therefore the issue of the dialogue of
cultures becomes especially relevant. A new cultural-temporal epoch is predestined to be the age of dialogue.
Extremist challenges on a religious basis put humanity in the need to find an adequate response to terror and
violence, learning not only to listen, but also to hear the voices of a foreign culture, another conscience, an-
other religion. The contact of religious and secular culture has been one of the most important «practical»
problems of world history for thousands of years. In this regard, the analysis of the dialogue of secular and
religious cultures is becoming urgent. But to solve this problem today is not possible without studying the
specifics of the various options and models of their dialogue.

The scientific community of Kazakhstan is set a very specific research goal - the analysis of social and
cultural features of the dialogue between secular and religious culture in a historical context and contempo-
rary realities, taking into account the unique experience of the formation of spiritual harmony in public life in
Kazakhstan.

To achieve this goal it was necessary to solve the following tasks. First, to understand the nature and es-
sence of the dialogue of cultures and the culture of dialogue in the religious aspect. Secondly, to analyze the
process of the genesis of the dialogue of secular and religious in culture. Thirdly, to explore the most signifi-
cant models of the dialogue of secular and religious culture in Eastern and Western civilizations. Fourth,
study the modern Kazakhstan model of religious tolerance and interfaith harmony.

The theoretical and methodological basis of such research can be the concept of the dialogue of cultures
of such scientists as M.M. Bakhtin, V.S. Bibler, A.N. Nysanbayev, according to which dialogue as a univer-
sal phenomenon fixes the constructive side of cultural interaction, is an integrator of cultural integrity, shows
the impossibility of the existence of culture outside the dialogue. In the context of globalization, character-
ized by trends towards cultural unification and cultural exclusion, the dialogue of cultures with its value ori-
entation towards ensuring world order and stability is an important factor in preserving cultural integrity.
This is most characteristic of the Eurasian multicultural space, in which ethnic cultures develop models of
dialogue, including both universal foundations and their own cultural characteristics.

The dialogue of cultures as a complex sociocultural phenomenon has its own specific nature, its exist-
ence implies the mutual interest of the participants in the dialogue. The interdependence of the ideological
content, the semantic field of dialogical interaction and the real factors of life are the fundamental character-
istics of the dialogue of cultures.

Under conditions of cultural plurality, dialogue with its inner idea of equality of partners becomes the
main balancing force that creates the integrity of the perception of the world, in which any culture should be
heard and understood.

The history of mankind itself is a history of communication of people with each other. «The very exist-
ence of man ... is the deepest communication. To be is to communicate», M.M. Bakhtin [3; 312].

V.S. Bibler warned against a primitive understanding of dialogue as different types of dialogue found in
human speech that are not related to the idea of dialogue in the framework of the dialogue concept of culture.
«In the» dialogue of cultures «it is about the dialogical nature of the truth itself (... beauty, goodness ...),
that understanding another person implies mutual understanding of» I-You «as ontologically different per-
sonalities possessing - actual or potentially - different cultures, logic of thinking, different meanings of truth,
beauty, good ... A dialogue understood in the idea of culture is not a dialogue of different opinions or ideas,
it is always a dialogue of different cultures ...» [4; 299].

Kazakh philosopher A.N. Nysanbayev noted that in the context of globalization, the dialogue becomes
a problem, «not a topic, but a complex and vital problem that, in an interconnected and conflicting world,
permeates all spheres of modern life» [5; 3].

In the historical process of the existence of the object under study, periods of formation of certain stable
structures and periods of their reproduction on their own basis should be distinguished, which, along with the
functioning of these systems, also imply processes of their development. This logical component of the study
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should be included in a wider historical context of consideration, which involves not only the reproduction of
the system in the present, but also its sources and possible future prospects. The historicism of theoretical
thought, ultimately, acts as a necessary condition for the understanding of the multivariance of the historical-
ly developing reality [6].

Today, secularism cannot be reduced to anti-religiousness, it is linked to the formation of universal mo-
rality, the development of rational ideas, knowledge and their dissemination through diverse social institu-
tions, including religious ones. Secularism suggests that civil society organically includes, along with other
institutions, and diverse religious organizations and movements. But at the same time, it also implies a rejec-
tion of claims of religious organizations of any type for the approval of their monopoly on morality, educa-
tion, upbringing, not to mention the claims to power. An ideologically neutral understanding of secularism
means the recognition as a value and actual presence in public relations of freedom of belief, freedom of
conscience, belief and thought.

Genuine secularism is one of the most important social values, a product of civil self-consciousness, so-
cial creativity of citizens. Such an understanding of secularism means the recognition of religion as a positive
component of a social world pattern, enabling it to help strengthen the spiritual foundations of social well-
being and peaceful prosperity in our society.

Many researchers state that modern humanity is in a rather deep spiritual and moral crisis, one of the
reasons for which was the secularization of culture, the split of culture into two relatively independent
spheres - secular and religious, which often oppose each other. Therefore, one of the most important social,
cultural, and political problems facing any modern society striving for sustainable development is the ability
to organize a dialogue of these cultures [7].

Religion, as a carrier of spiritual and moral ideals and a keeper of cultural traditions, has a high value in
the eyes of many modern Kazakhstan people. In this regard, the power of religious ethics is increasingly be-
ing used to form the moral and spiritual world of the younger generation. Religious principles of traditional
religions influence how many generations of people raised their children, buried the dead, worked, wrote
books, and created great works of art. In other words, traditional religions have become an integral part of
culture and public life.

President N.A. Nazarbayev, in his speech at the II Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional Reli-
gions, noted that for thousands of years cultures based on faith had preserved their living word in history,
and in a certain sense, preserving their religious spirit is the key to preserving the history of entire nations. It
is not by chance that it was Kazakhstan that became an example of interfaith harmony for the whole world.
The centuries-old experience of peaceful coexistence of Islam and Christianity, first of all, Orthodoxy, be-
came evidence of the brotherhood of the Kazakh, Russian and other peoples inhabiting our republic. Each
religion in its own language brings to people human values, establishes the norms of behavior in society, acts
as a custodian of the centuries-old spiritual values of peoples [§].

Today, Kazakhstan is undoubtedly a leader in promoting the ideas of the dialogue of secular and reli-
gious culture. The experience of this dialogue in our country has received recognition and support from polit-
ical and religious leaders around the world. By its practical deeds, the Republic demonstrates that agreement
between peoples and religions, between secular and religious ideological positions is quite achievable.
Thanks to the policy of President Nursultan Nazarbayev, the state has managed to build its own model of
peaceful residence of various ethnic groups and denominations.

Muslims and Orthodox, Catholics and Protestants, Buddhists and Jews - all respect each other. After all,
every person has the right to choose their religious views, while not infringing upon the rights of other citi-
zens. That is why Kazakhstan already held five congresses of leaders of world and traditional religions (the
sixth is scheduled for October 2018), during which spiritual hierarchs of various countries and peoples reaf-
firmed their desire for a unified civilization that would be based on generally accepted values of tolerance
and freedom, for dialogue different cultures and religions.

The secularism of the Kazakh state is the guarantor of the further development and modernization of
these relations. The spread of spiritlessness and the radicalization of religious beliefs should not be allowed
in Kazakhstan. The secular state implies respect and tolerance for the diversity of religions, encourages the
creation of a secular type of humanism in society, forms a secular citizen, a patriot of his country who loves
his homeland and does not exclude the position of strengthening the national culture and religions traditional
for the state. The formation of a secular type of humanism will in turn influence the formation of a new type
of religious culture that does not exclude interreligious tolerance and at the same time preserves the national
identity of the country.
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The model of relations between the state and religious associations in our republic is based on demo-
cratic principles of respect for human rights and freedoms, a balance of public and religious interests, part-
nership relations and the desire for mutual understanding.

Kazakhstan is a good example of how people of different faiths live in peace and harmony. Such diver-
sity testifies to the respectful attitude of the state towards religious freedom, the preservation of the atmos-
phere of tolerance and tolerance in society. The republic as a multi-confessional and multi-ethnic state will
continue to use the humanitarian and moral potential of world and traditional religions, and to maintain inter-
faith harmony and dialogue between secular and spiritual leaders. Today, thanks to tireless work and pa-
tience over the years of independence, Kazakhstan has created its own unique model of a society of inter-
ethnic and interfaith harmony, known and recognized throughout the world as the «Kazakhstani Way».

The world, the dialogue of cultures and religions in Kazakhstan is rightly recognized as a world stand-
ard. Our formula of interethnic and interfaith harmony is also recognized by all progressive humanity, while
the «Kazakhstan model» itself has become a model for example and imitation not only for its closest neigh-
bors, but also for many foreign countries, the subject of scientific study for experts, scientists and politicians
worldwide.

The phenomenon of Kazakhstan's success lies in the peculiarities of the history of our Motherland and
its people, and the development of interfaith harmony is directly related to the processes of centuries-old in-
terpenetration of various types of civilizations and cultures in the middle part of Great Eurasia.

Over the past years, an unshakable foundation of the unity of the people has been created thanks to
respect, mutual understanding, tolerance and harmony. In many ways, it was these spiritual bonds that be-
came the basis for the formation of an independent Kazakhstan.

In his Message to the people of Kazakhstan «Strategy «Kazakhstan—2050». New political course of the
established state «in the section» Religion in Kazakhstan in the 21st Century «President of Kazakhstan
N.A. Nazarbayev noted that the Constitution guarantees everyone the freedom of religion. Everyone has a
choice. However, the choice of religious preferences must be treated very responsibly, because it affects the
way of life, life, often the whole life of a person. Today, in the age of the Internet and high technology, when
the information flow is colossal, the «filter» must be inside a person. It is required to form a religious con-
sciousness that corresponds to the traditions and cultural norms of the country. Sincere faith should not be
allowed to be replaced by aggressive and destructive fanaticism and extremism, when pseudo-religious rhet-
oric often hides criminal activity that undermines the foundations of society and encroaches on peace and
stability in our country. Therefore, it is necessary to form new reliable mechanisms for overcoming social,
ethnic and religious tensions and conflicts, strictly adhering to the principle of freedom of conscience, tradi-
tions of tolerance and religious tolerance [9].

Reducing the negative impact of religious radicalism is achievable, from our point of view, by develop-
ing critical thinking of people, widely informing the population about practices and methods of engaging in
such organizations, working out protective mechanisms to counteract aggressive religious propaganda within
the framework of specialized trainings in various educational formats. The main way to counter religious
radicalism, and, accordingly, the formation of sociocultural cognitions of religious tolerance in society, is the
ability of a person to choose the most reasonable way to achieve their individual and social well-being, op-
posing all sorts of destructive challenges of modern civilization.

To create conditions that help develop this skill at all levels of social practice, we must, in our view,
strive to fully implement the principle of democratization of education, recognizing for each member of so-
ciety the ability to independently master the universal, activity-based way of interconnecting with the outside
world and allowing each person become an active participant in modern social transformations.

In other words, one of the main tasks of upbringing and education is the formation of a more complex
type of individual and universal culture, which allows a person to go beyond the framework of simplified
perception and understanding of the world, since it is a complex cultural picture of the world that is associat-
ed with a certain maturity with respect to the perception of ideas, spiritual symbols and diversity of human
interests. Thus, an educated person acquires a kind of spiritual immunity in relation to the aggressive-one-
sided methods of his particular activity imposed on him in a given situation, goes to a higher level of person-
al development, where the principle of toleration becomes an organic lifestyle.
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Today, the education system is faced with the need to solve problems related to finding ways and means
to form a new activity culture, the most important condition of which is mastering reflexive ability in think-
ing. Since, first of all, this ability allows any of the participants of a socially significant activity to connect to
it at various stages, starting with the process of determining the motives and goals of the activity itself,
thereby objectively depriving it of the possibility of being «doomed» to the role of a passive performer of
someone else's will. It is upbringing and education that should lay in man the foundation of abilities for self-
realization, self-development, self-regulation, necessary not only for his free civil and professional orienta-
tion, but also, mainly, for the ability to develop his inner spiritual potential, to choose and build his own
world of values, master creative ways of solving scientific and life problems, discover the reflexive world of
your own «I» and learn how to manage it.

The backbone of this process in our society is N.A. Nazarbayev considers the change in the appearance
of Kazakhstanis, the characteristics of which should be the following features: «Firstly, this is a creative per-
son, competitive in the global world. Secondly, it is a pragmatist and realist, focused on achieving specific
goals. Thirdly, it is a person who has strengthened the national identity and abandoned everything that hin-
ders the development of the nation. Fourthly, it is a man at the peak of global knowledge, for whom the cult
of education is of paramount importance. Fifth, it is a conscious citizen who clearly understands that only
evolutionary development gives the people a chance for prosperity. Sixth, it is a person with an open mind, a
multilingual intellectual, ready for changes and perception of the best world experience» [10].

Modern Kazakhstan has chosen the path of modernization of the most important areas of not only social
life, but also social consciousness as an adequate to the challenges of modernity of its civilizational devel-
opment strategy. At the same time, it was stated that the modernization of public consciousness should not
only accompany large-scale transformations in economics and politics, not just complement them, but should
act as their core, ahead of them in their striving to determine the correct, appropriate time challenges, guide-
lines for further development. The fundamental requirement of the proposed modernization is the need to
change the «model of consciousness and thinkingy, taking the best of what the era carries. The model of reli-
gious tolerance and interfaith dialogue formed in Kazakhstan fully meets these requirements.

Mediation as a new factor in the development of modernization
of public consciousness

In this article the issue of mediation as one of the spiritual processes of modernization of public
consciousness of modern Kazakhstan society is discussed. Nowadays conflicts of all kinds in our society are
inevitable, conflicts accompany people everywhere. Kazakhstan, like other post-soviet states, in contrast to
the stable social systems of Western countries, is undergoing socio-cultural changes, therefore, it is important
that these changes did not entail protest moods, tensions in society, which can be a result of an open conflict.
The main task of Kazakhstan is to apply the experience of modern Western mediation, taking into account the
specifics of their own traditions and customs. In order to do this, Kazakhstan has all the conditions for
resolving conflicts peacefully. And the most importantl is that the Law on mediation was adopted. Mediation,
historically for Kazakhstan is not a novelty, however, the authors consider the features of the introduction of
mediation in Kazakhstan, as well as arising with it problems. The authors consider meditation as a cognitive
knowledge, as a new type of communication. Today, as a result of intercultural dialogues, new types of
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communication are born. The authors concluded that mediation in Kazakhstan should be developed as a
culture of peaceful conflict resolution. Special role is played by the development of mediation as a new kind
of modernization of public consciousness in Kazakhstan. With the help of mediation, a new society should be
formed, where people will turn to mediators to find a compromise and conduct an equal dialogue.

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Study of the relationship between anxiety level and
coping strategies among students

Modern social psychology is increasingly paying attention to behavioral strategies in conflict, stressful, anx-
ious situations. First of all, it is due to the fact that the person is inextricably linked with social conditions;
almost all face crisis situations and develop a specific strategy to overcome it. Interest in such strategies ap-
peared relatively recently. Therefore, one of the most important problems that a modern student has to solve
is the development of an adequate coping behavior to level the level of anxiety. To identify the relationship
between the level of anxiety and coping strategy, a study was conducted among 2nd year students, in the
amount of 31 people, in the specialty psychology of Karaganda State Unversity named after Ye.A. Buketov.
The average age of the subjects from 19 to 20 years. The article analyzes the concept of anxiety, situational
anxiety and personal anxiety; conditions and signs of anxiety development in students; factors affecting the
development of anxiety. Analysis of the research results shows that students with different levels of anxiety
have different types of coping strategies. Respondents who showed a low level of personal anxiety chose
«distancing» and «positive reappraisal» coping, respondents who showed an average level chose «distanc-
ing», «positive reappraisaly», «escape-avoidance», «acceptance of responsibility» and «problem solving plan-
ning» coping, and those who showed a high level chose escape-avoidance coping. The results of the study can
help identify problem areas in the organization of psychological assistance to students.

The development of higher education, today, is connected not only with the provision of educational
services, but also with the fact that a young man who has acquired a profession must be competitive and in
demand in the professions market. To this end, a modern university tries to provide its services in such a way
that a student receives and assimilates as much information as possible. Higher education is associated with
the development of a certain number of credits, and if a student fails, the student tries for the summer semes-
ter or for the second year. The volumes and complexity of the material that students need to learn in order to
fully master their profession are significantly increasing. At the same time, an important factor in the learn-
ing process is various examinations, designed to evaluate the quality of teaching on the one hand and the
quality of students' learning of the study material on the other. Intensification of the learning process; the
complexity of the curriculum, increasing responsibility for the results of their training activities, leads to in-
creased neuro-psychological stress of students. And this in this situation can lead to the formation of a stu-
dent of various manifestations of personal or situational anxiety, which do not contribute to effective learn-
ing. Therefore, the study of the manifestations of anxiety and the ability to overcome this condition is prob-
lematic.

Personal anxiety interacting with increased situational anxiety caused by various stressors leads to in-
creased stress, the development of distress and various psychosomatic diseases. In order to train highly quali-
fied specialists it is necessary to reduce the level of anxiety and help develop effective coping strategies.
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Anxiety is a situational property of a person, associated with the premonition of any danger or failure,
as well as with the expectation of trouble. As a rule, anxiety is an individual personality trait, in which a per-
son is inclined to experience, sufficiently, strong anxiety on relatively minor grounds. The anxiety of a per-
son is manifested in the lack of confidence in himself, in his helplessness, in exaggerating the situation and
feeling weak in front of it [1].

Until recently, everything that related to the phenomena of anxiety and fear was denoted by one concept
- «fear», that is, the concepts «anxiety» and «fear» correlated with each other. It was only at the beginning of
the 19th century that their distinction occurred and was connected with the name of Soren Kierkegaard. To-
day, fear means reaction to a certain danger, and anxiety is, experiencing emotional discomfort, threats of a
predominantly imaginary character [2].

Anxiety is considered as one of the main parameters of individual differences. As a rule, it is elevated in
neuropsychiatric and chronic somatic diseases, as well as in healthy people experiencing the effects of men-
tal trauma in people with deviant behavior.

Anxiety in the structure of integral individuality refers to the level of personality traits and is under-
stood as the expectation of an unfavorable outcome in relatively neutral situations that do not contain a real
threat (V.R. Kislovskaya, 1971).

Distinguish anxiety as:

— personality trait;

— personal — related to the disorganization of the work of internal organs and systems in which a per-
son, as a rule, is always present;

— situational — in which a person regards a number of situations as threatening [3].

F.B. Berezin identified 6 levels of anxiety:

Level 1 — anxiety of the lowest intensity, expressed in the experiences of alertness, discomfort, without
carrying a sign of threat.

Level 2 — increasing anxiety, in which irritability appears, neutral stimuli become significant.

Level 3 — proper anxiety, manifested in a sense of uncertain danger.

Level 4 — the fear that occurs when anxiety increases and manifests itself in objectification.

Level 5 — a sense of the inevitability of an approaching catastrophe, expressed in a sense of horror with
gradually increasing anxiety.

Level 6 — anxious and fearful excitement, expressed in a panic search for help, where a completely dis-
turbed human behavior reaches its maximum.

Modern social psychology is increasingly paying attention to behavioral strategies in conflict, stressful,
anxious situations. First of all, it is due to the fact that the person is inextricably linked with social condi-
tions; almost all face crisis situations and develop a specific strategy to overcome it. Interest in such strate-
gies appeared relatively recently. Despite this, a scientific approach has already been formed with regard to
coping strategies. There are various classifications of coping strategies. L.I. Antsyferova developed a classi-
fication based on the characteristics of the cognitive and behavioral level of regulation of this process and the
uniqueness of difficult life situations. Transformative strategies are highlighted; methods of adapting to diffi-
cult situations; auxiliary methods of self-preservation; «Meta strategic techniques» of life; methods for im-
proving the moral beginnings of life [4].

Coping behavior is a form of behavior that reflects an individual's willingness to solve life problems.
This behavior is aimed at adapting to the circumstances and implying a formed ability to use certain means
to overcome emotional stress [5].

The theory of coping with difficult life situations (coping) arose in psychology in the second half of the
20th century. The term was introduced by the American psychologist Abraham Maslow (Maslow, 1987).

R. Lazarus and S. Folkman defined coping behavior in this way: «Continuously changing cognitive and
behavioral attempts to cope with specific external and / or internal requirements that are assessed as exces-
sive or exceeding human resourcesy.

«Copingy» (from English to cope, cope) means constantly changing cognitive and behavioral attempts to
cope with specific external or / and internal requirements that are rated as stress or exceed a person's ability
to cope with them (Neal, 1998).

Classification of coping strategies according to the emotional and problem focusing (S. Folkman and
R. Lazarus):
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— problem-focused coping involves finding additional information and support, taking action to resolve
the problem and, therefore, predicting outcome options;

— emotionally-focused coping includes effective management of one’s own emotions and feelings, emo-
tional relief and submissive acceptance. Thus, the authors identified cognitive, behavioral, and emotional
copings, and said that to successfully cope with a stressful situation, an equal ratio of each of them is neces-
sary.

R. Lazarus and S. Folkman distinguish eight basic coping strategies:

1) planning the solution of the problem, involving efforts to change the situation, including an analyti-
cal approach to solving the problem;

2) confrontational coping (aggressive efforts to change the situation, a certain degree of hostility and
readiness to take risks);

3) acceptance of responsibility (recognition of their role in the occurrence of the problem and attempts
to solve it);

4) self-control (efforts to regulate their emotions and actions);

5) positive reappraisal (efforts to find the merits of the existing state of affairs);

6) search for social support (appeal to the help of others);

7) distancing (cognitive efforts to separate from the situation and reduce its significance);

8) escape-avoidance (the desire and effort to escape from the problem).

According to the classification proposed by E. Freidenberg, 18 strategies are grouped into three catego-
ries:

— productive coping (working to overcome the problem of maintaining optimism and interaction with
others);

—unproductive coping (isolation due to inability to withstand the problem);

— appeal to others (for support in solving the problem).

Variants of coping behavior by the method of E. Heim:

A. Cognitive coping strategies - ignoring, humility, dissimulation, preservation, self-control, problem
analysis, relativity, religiosity, confusion, giving meaning, setting one’s own value.

B. Emotional coping strategies - protest, emotional discharge, suppression of emotions, optimism, pas-
sive cooperation, submission, self-incrimination, aggressiveness.

C. Behavioral coping strategies - distraction, altruism, active avoidance, compensation, constructive ac-
tivity, retreat, cooperation, appeal.

It is known that coping behavior includes all deliberate attempts of an individual to cope with stress, to
change the situation for the better, and not only successful efforts. The two main functions of coping are as
follows:

1) solving a problem that creates stress or attempts to change a stressor, for example, searching for in-
formation (problem-focused coping);

2) regulation of emotions, first of all negative, caused by a stressor, for example, distancing or self-
control (emotionally-focused coping).

Therefore, one of the most important problems that a modern student has to solve is the development of
an adequate coping behavior to level the level of anxiety.

To identify the relationship between the level of anxiety and coping strategy, a study was conducted
among 2nd year students, in the amount of 31 people, in the specialty psychology of Karaganda State Uni-
versity named after E. A. Buketov. The average age of the subjects from 19 to 20 years.

The study was conducted in 2 stages and in the process of research 2 methods were used:

1. Methodology «Determining the level of anxiety» by Ch.D. Spielberg and Yu.L. Khanina. The meth-
od of «determining the level of anxiety» by C.D. Spielberg and Yu.L. Khanina is a reliable and informative
method of self-assessment of the level of anxiety at the moment (reactive anxiety as a state) and personal
anxiety (as a stable characteristic of a person). Personal anxiety characterizes a steady tendency to perceive a
large range of situations as threatening, to respond to such situations with anxiety. Reactive anxiety is char-
acterized by tension, anxiety, nervousness. Very high reactive anxiety causes impaired attention, sometimes
a violation of fine coordination. Very high personal anxiety directly correlates with the presence of a neurotic
conflict, with emotional and neurotic breakdowns and psychosomatic diseases [6].

2. The «Coping Test» technique of R. Lazarus. The technique is designed to determine the coping
mechanisms, ways to overcome difficulties in various spheres of mental activity.
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This questionnaire is considered the first standard method in the field of measuring coping. The tech-
nique was developed by R. Lazarus and S. Folkman in 1988, adapted by T.L. Kryukova, E.V. Kuftyak,
M.S. Zamyshlyaeva in 2004.

So, at the first stage, the technique of «Determining the Level of Anxiety» was used by C.D. Spielberg
and Yu.L. Khanina.

The results of the study, obtained using the method of determining the level of anxiety, are presented in
Figure 1.

Figure 1. Levels of situational and personal anxiety in students

From Figure 1 it is clear that the levels of situational and personal anxiety are as follows: a low level of
situational anxiety in 23.03 % of the subjects; low level of personal anxiety — 16,12 % of subjects; average
level of situational anxiety in 67.74 %,; the average level of personal anxiety was 80.64 %; a high level of
situational anxiety in 3.22 % of subjects; high level of personal anxiety — 3.22 %.

The results of the study show that most of the subjects have an average level of anxiety, while personal
anxiety is much higher than situational anxiety.

It is known that a certain level of anxiety is a natural and indispensable feature of an active and active
personality. Each person has his own optimum, or desired, level of anxiety — this is the so-called useful anx-
iety. Man’s assessment of his condition in this respect is for him an essential component of self-control and
self-education.

Personal anxiety, in psychology, is understood as a stable individual characteristic, reflecting a person's
predisposition to anxiety and suggesting that he has a tendency to perceive a fairly wide range of situations
as threatening, responding to each of them with a specific reaction. As a predisposition, personal anxiety is
activated by the perception of certain stimuli, regarded by a person as dangerous for self-esteem, self-esteem.

Very high anxiety can be associated with the presence of a neurotic conflict, emotional breakdowns
and psychosomatic diseases.

Low anxiety characterizes the condition as depressive, inactive, with a low level of motivation. Some-
times the very low anxiety in the test scores is the result of the active elimination of high anxiety by a person
in order to show himself in a «best light».

Persons with high anxiety assessment should generate confidence and success. They need to shift the
focus from the external demands, categorical, a high significance in the formulation of objectives for a mean-
ingful understanding of the activities and learn to break big tasks into smaller.

For people with low levels of anxiety, on the contrary, it requires the active awakening, underline the
motivational components of activity, interest excitement, forming a sense of responsibility in dealing with
various problems.

Thus, from the results of the study indicates that most of the subjects had a median level of anxiety
symptoms and extreme value, namely, high and low anxiety levels found in the sample at the test.

The next stage of the study was the use of methods of «Coping - test» R. Lazarus, which is designed to
determine the coping mechanisms, ways of overcoming difficulties in various areas of mental activity.

Results of the study subjects coping mechanisms are shown in Figure 2. From Figure 2 it can be seen
that the levels of the coping strategy were as follows: low — 16.53 %, medium — 20.96 %, and high —
62.5 %.

The next step of the study was to determine the types of coping — strategy (confrontational, distancing,
self-control, search for social support, acceptance of responsibility, escape-avoidance, problem-solving plan-
ning, positive reappraisal) and identification of the leading types of co-controlling behavior.

Analysis of the research results shows that the most used coping strategy is «distancing» (23.5 %),
which means that overcoming negative experiences in connection with the problem by subjectively reducing
its significance and the degree of emotional involvement in it. For such behavior is typical: the use of intel-
lectual methods of rationalization, switching attention, suspension, humor, depreciation, etc.

Next, in terms of its significance, the coping strategy is a «positive reappraisal» of 19.23 % of the sub-
jects. This means overcoming negative experiences in connection with the problem due to its positive re-
thinking, considering it as an incentive for personal growth. This behavior is characterized by a focus on the
transpersonal, philosophical understanding of the problem situation, its inclusion in the wider context of the
work of the individual on self-development.

17.3 % of the subjects choose «escape-avoidance», which means that they are characterized by over-
coming their negative experiences due to difficulties due to the evasion response: denial of the problem, fan-
tasy, unjustified expectations, distraction, etc. With a clear preference for avoidance strategies, infantile be-
haviors can be observed in stressful situations.

11.53 % of the subjects choose the strategy of «problem solving planning». Overcoming the problem in
this category of subjects takes place through a focused analysis of the situation and possible behaviors, de-
veloping a problem-solving strategy, planning one’s own actions, taking into account objective conditions,
past experience and available resources.

9.61 % choose a behavioral strategy associated with «confrontation», which means resolving the prob-
lem at the expense of not always targeted behavioral activity, or taking concrete actions. Often, the strategy
of confrontation is considered as non-adaptive, but with moderate use, it provides the individual with the
ability to resist difficulties, energy and enterprise in resolving problem situations, the ability to defend their
own interests.
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The following subjects, namely 9.61 %, choose a behavior strategy associated with «taking responsibil-
ity», which means that the subject recognizes its role in causing the problem and responsibility for solving it,
in some cases with a distinct component of self-criticism and self-accusation. The severity of this behavior
strategy can lead to unjustified self-criticism and self-blame, experiencing feelings of guilt and chronic dis-
satisfaction with themselves.

5.76 % of the subjects showed the following behavior — this is «self-control», which means overcom-
ing negative experiences in connection with the problem due to targeted suppression and restraint of emo-
tions, minimizing their influence on the perception of the situation and the choice of strategy of behavior,
high control of behavior, desire for self-control.

The least used coping strategy among our subjects is the «search for social supporty», it is used by
3.84 % of the subjects. This means that the problem is solved by the subjects by attracting external (social)
resources, searching for information, emotional and effective support. They are characterized by a focus on
interaction with other people, the expectation of support, attention, advice, sympathy, concrete, effective as-
sistance.

The next step in the analysis of our work was to compare the level of anxiety and coping mechanisms in
our subjects.

Respondents who showed a low level of situational anxiety chose «distancing» and «positive reapprais-
al» copings, respondents who showed an average level chose «distancing», «positive revaluation» and «es-
cape-avoidancey» copings, and those who showed a high level chose «escape-avoidance» coping.

Respondents who showed a low level of personal anxiety chose «distancing» and «positive reappraisal»
coping, respondents who showed an average level chose «distancing», «positive reappraisal», «escape-
avoidance», «acceptance of responsibility» and «problem solving planning» coping, and those who showed
a high level chose escape-avoidance coping.

To determine the relationship between the level of anxiety and coping strategy, in our subjects, the
Pearson correlation coefficient was used, which showed the reliability of the research results (p<0.05).

In this way, according to the results of the study, we can draw the following conclusions:

— Most of the subjects chose coping — the strategy of «distancing», overcome negative experiences in
connection with the problem by subjectively reducing its significance and the degree of emotional involve-
ment in it. Characterized by the use of intellectual techniques rationalization, switching attention, removal,
humor, depreciation, etc.

— Another part of the subjects, choosing coping — the strategy of «positive reappraisaly», overcomes
negative experiences in connection with the problem due to its positive rethinking, considering it as an incen-
tive for personal growth. Characteristic is the focus on the transpersonal, philosophical understanding of the
problem situation, its inclusion in the wider context of the work of the individual on self-development.

Summing up the results in terms of average personal anxiety:

— Part of the subjects choosing coping is a strategy of «acceptance responsibility», recognizing as a sub-
ject of his role in causing a problem and responsibility for solving it, in some cases with a distinct component
of self-criticism and self-accusation. The severity of this strategy in behavior can lead to unjustified self-
criticism and self-flagellation, experiencing feelings of guilt and chronic dissatisfaction with oneself;

— Some test subjects choosing coping strategy «problem solving planning» overcome problems by
means of a focused analysis of the situation and possible behaviors, developing a problem solving strategy,
planning their own actions, taking into account objective conditions, past experience and available resources;

Summing up the results in terms of high situational and personal anxiety:

— Subjects choosing coping as escape-avoidance strategy overcome negative experiences due to diffi-
culties due to evasion response: denying the problem, fantasizing, unjustified expectations, distraction, etc.
With a clear preference for the avoidance strategy, infantile behaviors can be observed in stressful situations;

— If the subjects have a high rate of personal and situational anxiety, then they don’t choose coping at
all — the start-up strategy is «the search for social support».

The results of the study of the subjects can be attributed to life skills that require the use of rational cop-
ing strategies.
