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Drumming, Imitating and Rattling;
The «Old Ways» of a Sakha «shaman» of Siberia in Costume and Drum

This essay explores the ‘old ways’ in which the costume and drum were used by a Siberian Sakha ojun
(Sakha shaman), as described by the algus (ritual leader), and draws on the method of visual imagery with
photo images. However, in post-Soviet lives, the ‘old ways’ of shamanism have been consigned to ethnogra-
phy museums comprised of ethnographic materials of drums, costumes and photographs. If ‘shamanizing’
was known, few elders knew of the ojun ways, and if so, it was known with disconnected fragments of mem-
ories. Thus, it is not surprising an existence of ojun could not be proven or demonstrated to be genuine and

true. In post-Soviet or post-socialism, people of the Far North are still finding their way through the changes
and paradoxes in a newer political terrain of a post-shamanistic world.

¢¢ iscalled ‘aitchelaan’, [a Sakha word for blessing of a journey].”A ‘blessing of a journey’ is a
It way to strengthen the spirit and mind, and physically the body through the vast Siberian land
journeyedby foot, horse or reindeer or by car. Before any journey, a person may seek a bless-

ing from an algus, a person who performs blessing rituals. The blessing can take place anywhere and any-
time of the season. When an algus performs an aitchelaan, the ritual comprises of ritual song or chant and
burning of a tree-bark made special by ‘spirits’. In the high northern latitudes of the Siberian taiga (a dense
coniferous forest), particular trees are marked by a distinct physical form, which is taken to be ‘from the spir-
its’. The tree chosen for rituals have tree-barks that are light in colour, lightweight and uniquely curved in
shape. The aitchelaanblessing follows the ‘way of nature’ involving the land, the forest, the spirits.

In an effort to understand roles of ‘shamanism’ in this contemporary world, I sat down with a family
friend who is an a/gus. He is a Yakut/Sakha elder who speaks in Sakha from the Republic of Sakha, of the
given name (either by Russian or Tungus), Yakutia, in Russia’s Far North, Siberia. In a position of elder, the
algus has knowledge of Sakha traditions preserved within him before Soviet rule. The rich cultural traditions
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that the Sakhapeople share are vocal or throat evocations of epic poems, music from the ancient khomus
(vargan or mouth-harp made of metal), and Sakha language. Belief is shamanism is also part of Sakha tradi-
tions. The Sakha word for ‘shaman’ is ojun. However, in post-Soviet lives, the ‘old ways’ of shamanism
have been consigned to ethnography museums comprised of ethnographic materials of drums, costumes and
photographs.

When I sat down in the office of the algus, he began taking out eleven archived photos that were photo-
graphed before 1930s preserved by the algus himself. Although the algus is an elderwho attends to affairs of
the Sakha community, the algus also preserves Sakha tradition bysafekeepingdrums, costumes
andphotographs of ‘shamans’ or gjun. On the wall hung photographs of deceasedojun. As the photo below
shows, the algus is an older man who has lived through Soviet rule. With not so many words, the
algusalluded to a poignant remark that ‘shamanism’ exists in obscurity in the minds of people; most people
would say that no ojun are alive, that ojun have died out, they have never seenojun, and that they are afraid
to talk about ojun. From the remnants of Soviet rule, belief in shamanism is not easily expressed, uncertain,
vague, un-discovered and primarily kept from being known. Piers Vitebsky(1992, p. 244)has noted, with
regard to the Even peoples of Siberia that the peoples of Siberia may well be living in a ‘post-shamanistic
society’ [1].

Vitebsky (1992, p. 244), pointed out that although shamanism died out as an organized public practice,
from the 1930s, socialism had confronted ‘shamanism’ to the point of possible extinction [1]. This is because
during 1930s, ojuncostume, paraphernalia, ceremony rituals, dance performances, the ‘inner’ knowledge of
ojun, ‘shamanic’ practices for trance, conjuring up spirit-helpers that ojun used disappeared or ceased to be
visible. After the 1990s, (post-Soviet rule) people were also seeking other forms of divination (seeking
knowledge of the other worlds). According to Vitebsky, what came after the ‘extinction’ of ojunwere other
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types of ritual leaders. The algus is one such example of a ritual leader. In the revival of Sakha traditions,
post-Soviet times, the attitude towards ‘shamanism’ were unsure, incomprehensible, ambiguous, doubtful,
reluctant, and obscure. If ‘shamanizing’ was known, few elders knew of the ojun ways,and if so, it was
known with disconnected fragments of memories. Thus, it is not surprising an existence of ojun could not be
proven or demonstrated to be genuine and true.

The question whether ‘shamanism’ is still alive is hard to unravel. Yet, one attitude towards ojun is of
prowessof a gift. During the interview, the algus mimicked the powerfulojunNikolai whocut off his head.
With hand gestures, the a/gus moved one hand over his neck and the other over his head in the gesture of
slicing off the head. The head then was placed inside the pocket of the algus black jacket. The algus also
relayed that if someone has a ‘special relation to spirits,” that person would not say so. That is to say, giving
someone the label of ojun can mislead others. In the newly formed Republic of Sakha (1990s), people are
distrustful of labels. This is especially true for giving someone the ojunlabel since a young novice usually
will go through an initiation with an older ojun tutelary to become ojun. Moreover,ojunwent missing or dis-
appeared since during Soviet ruleojun were imprisoned, eventually died in prison, and/or were killed. There
is of course the belief some ojun did escape the KGB during Soviet rule. Nowadays, the surviving relics of
ojun costume and drum are relegated to museums and replicated in theatrical performances.

While pointing to the ojun on the right,
the algus stated: “You can still feel the
energy from these photographs. His
name was Nikolai. He was very power-
ful. In front of people, he would cut his
head off and throw it away. The
Russians did not kill him, he killed
himself.”

Nonetheless, for the algus, the ojun costume and drum survived an earlier time, especially specific to
Sakha history(like all histories, Sakha history has different actors, e.g. the Sakha had ojun and the
Even,Saman). Therefore, to put into perspective the greater potential for applying contemporary needs of
blessings, ceremony, ritual, or even ‘technique’ derived to some extent from ‘old ways’ of ojun, for instance
the aitchelaan journey blessing, or ‘therapeutic healing’, or understanding cultural aspects in mental illness,
from those who know of the ‘old ways’ (certain things can never be revived — a dead ojun); a good place to
start is with the algus, a ritual leader serving the community.In an effort to bring to light the ‘old ways’ in
which the costume and drum were usedby a Sakha ojun, as described by the al/gusin the interview, this essay
draws on the method of visual imagery with photo images. This essay thus adds to the archive in a post-
shamanic world.

The costume and the drum are highly functional in the ‘act of shamanizing.” Therefore, it is important
to notethat this essay focuses on the affect of the costume and drum of the Sakha ojun in the operation or act
of ‘shamanizing,” rather than the affect on the whole ‘belief system’ of ‘shamanism.” This essay acknowl-
edges the complexities and problematic nature of interpreting the ojun costume and drum to reveal the mean-
ing of ‘shamanism’ as a whole system. It is important to note this essay is not an ethnographic study, but an
essay in understanding the descriptive accounts of ethnographic materials in a contemporary context.The
first section contextualizes the use of visual images; the second situates the historical accounts of ‘shamans’
in Siberia; the third section concerns the‘old ways’ ofojun costume and drums described by the algus from
the interview. The photo images are placed throughout giving context to text.

Using Visual Methods

Sakha costume and the Photocontext

With the silent position of ‘shamanism’ in post-Soviet times, the context of what is being described and
accounted for in images — the costume and drum — is therefore significant and problematic. Brian Winston
(1998, p. 64) [2] attested to the “partiality” of image and in referring to Allen Sekula, Winston stated: “pho-
tography offers at best partial evidence despite the richness of the data.” Siberian ‘shamanism’ and the
Sakha ojun are steeped in rich data from a variety of sources complied as “500 years of knowledge” (Narby
& Huxley, 2001) [3], “psychomental” eyewitness accounts (Shirokogoroff, 1935) [4], “archaic techniques of
ecstasy” (Eliade, 1964) [5], constructed and imagined (Hutton, 2001) [6], ethnographic collections (Didszegi
& Hoppal, 1978) [7], and “rite technique”(Siikala, 1978) [8]. Accordingly, ‘photocontext’ is to acknowledge
the context in how the photos came to be part of this essay, which was displayed and informed by the
algus. This photo essay tries to show the relationship between photo images and the context of which the
algus spoke, describing the old ways of ojun costume and drum detailing characteristics relating specifically
to Sakha peoples, from the perspective of Sakha tradition. Therefore, this essay briefly sketches an outline
of the old ways the Sakha ojunused the costume and drum that cannot be generalized for the other inhabit-
ants of Russia’s Far North.

A key component of ‘photocontext’ for Adelman (1998, p. 148) [9] is for the photographer to “give a
reflexive account” which recognizedhow the image was “discovered.”Following Clem Adelman (1998, p.
148), the “context in the making” is just as important as the context in which photos are viewed, if not more.
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The photo context is highly appropriate to understand the photograph. This essay placed the images of inter-
est in context that there is an incomplete picture of ‘shamanism’. A reflective account drawn from the inter-
view is to acknowledge from the images or photos that there is a no whole picture of the belief system of
‘shamanism’. The images of the costume and drums are given context with the written text opposite the im-
ages. All images are photos of the author.Once again, it is important to note, this essay does not suggest
conceiving of ‘shamanism’ as a belief system. Rather, the matter at hand is to give actual visual imagery to
the ojun costume presently preserved today as it is described by the algus. This is in hopes of drawing in-
sights into what other historical archival accounts have described.

Siberia and Shamans

First known image of ‘shaman’

One of the first known images from 1692 is of a Siberian Tungus speaking ‘shaman,’ superficially de-
scribed as “Priest of the Devil” comes from the Dutch traveller Nicholas Witsen (Hutton, 2001, p. 32). The
‘shaman’ is depicted with clawed feet, donning an antler headdress and beating a drum. Witsen’s travel ac-
counts are known to have popularized the term ‘shaman’(Hutton, p. 32). Twenty years before, the word
‘shaman’ is first archived by Russian Priest exiled to Siberia in 1672, Aavukum Petrovich, who drew the
conclusion that ‘shamans’ were devil worshippers defined against his own beliefs (Stone, 2003, pp. 20-23)
[10]. In context, the image in Witsen’s book Noord en QostTataryen (1692) was a precursor to the 18C ac-
counts, which by then ‘shamans’ were fakes and charlatans. Unsympathetic portrayals were taken up and
recorded as written accounts and drawingsby 18C European and Russian scientists to Siberia, that set ‘sham-
anism’ practices against ideas of modern western civilization (Hutton, pp. 29-55). To give definition to
‘shamanism’ is to recognize the social and cultural construct and by default, in the diverse use of the term,
admittedly, there is no general agreed definition [6].

Exiled to Siberia, the Russian Ethnographer and linguist, Vladimir ILich Jochelson in 1908(2001
[1908], p. 58), described the mysterious sounds of drumming and vocals emanating from everywhere [11].
Jochelson compared to other observers was one of the few ethnographers who did not ‘demonize’ ‘shaman-
ism.” In the following, Jochelson describes the sounds of drumming from a ‘shaman’:

“Suddenly he commences to beat the drum softly and to sing a plaintive voice: then the beat-
ing of the drum grew stronger and stronger; and his song — in which could be heard sounds
imitating the howling of the wolf, the groaning of the cargoose, and the voices of other ani-
mals, his guardian spirits — appeared to come sometimes from the corner nearest to my
seat, then from the opposite end, then again from the middle of the house, and then it seemed
to proceed from the ceiling. His drum also seemed to sound, now over my head, now at my
feet, now behind, now in front of me. I could see nothing, [...] All of the sudden the sound of
the drum and the singing ceased (Jochelson, 2001 [1908]).”

‘Cradle of Shamanism’

‘Shamanism’ has had a long relationship with scholars, which produced ethnographies that has been re-
worked to find generalization; universals that apparently connected back to Siberia as some sort of ‘cradle of
shamanism’ (Hutton, 2001); (Eliade, 1964); (Didszegi & Hoppal, 1978). Although the natives and indige-
nous peoples of Russian’s Far North share similar beliefs of ‘shamanism,’ they also hold to diverse defining
‘techniques’ of shamanism. There is however, and argued by Eliade (1964) in the frame of comparative reli-
gious history and Hutton(2001) view of the constructions of Siberia, that Siberian ‘shamanism’ was regarded
to have advantages in understanding a phenomenon of elements that exist independently elsewhere in the
world. The ideas about ‘shamanism’ and ‘Siberia’ are based on the knowledge that scholarship of shamans
has been mentally and culturally constructed from imagination, and from Hutton’s (2001, p. 3)point of view,
a western imagination. The archival material becomes more problematic once we realize why we think we
know of shamans and shamanism.

Drumming, Imitating and Rattling ...

The eminent scholar, Eliade noted that
for the perfect shaman, a Sakha ojun
“must be serious, possess tact, be able to
convince his neighbors, above all, he
must not be presumptuous, proud, ill-
tempered. One must feel an inner force
in him that does not offend yet is con-
scious of his power (1964, p. 29).”

The Republic of Sakha and the Sakha peoples

When an algus performs the ritual blessing,aitchelaan, it is according to the natural movement of na-
ture, the ‘ways of nature’. For instance, when moving from summerhouse to winter house, aitchelaan is for
the journey within the natural land, the natural cycle of seasons and the immediate landscape, whether a
summer horse-breeding camp or a winter village settlement.Known for their vigor, Sakha horses are sought
after for their ability to withstand the extreme weather. Sakha people pasture their cattle in the summer and
horse breed, which connects them to the regional area (u/us) of Yakutsk. A significant detail since the ‘Ya-
kut’ (name given to the Sakha) are considered conquerors (centuries ago) to the region bringing their horses
to Siberia from the south.

The Sakha people’s history is of migration to the Lena River valley before the Russians came to Siberia
in search for fur in the 16C. Besides being identified as horse-breeders, a distinctive character of the Sakha
is their Turkic language. From their Tungus-speaking neighbors, the Sakha were given the name ‘Yakut.’
To a large degree, Sakha peoples would rather identify as being Sakha, not Yakut; as evident in the for-
mation of the Republic of Sakha (in the 1990s) formed after four centuries. Notwithstanding, the Sakha are
considered native to the land (similar to the Buryats), unlike other inhabitants of Siberia who the Rus-
sians(not the inhabitants) have determined as ‘indigenous’ peoples. The Tungus-speaking Eveny (or Even)
and Evenki who were and some still are primarily reindeer-herders, and the Yukaghirs of the upper and low-
er Kolyma river are a few of the categorized ‘indigenous’ peoples.

Making any journey through Siberia’s vastness, as the below map shows, requires knowing the‘ways of
nature’ for one to beware of the extreme climate and navigate the immense landscape. Intertwined with
theuniqueness of the Siberian landscape is the indigenous quality to live in and from the land. From the land,
the peoples of Russia’s Far North continue their survival allowing ideas of ‘personhood’ and revival of eth-
nic identity to flourish. Similar to other natives and indigenous peoples of the North (Vitebsky, 1992, pp.
243 for 'Evenhood' or personhood of the Even reindeer-hearders), the Sakha have an intimate connection to
the land.

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Interview: Ojun initiation, Costume, and Drumming

In the interview, the algus spoke of how ojun becomes ojun. The interview begins with the algus ex-
plaining the initiation or ojun tutelary of a young boy to become ojun. The interview continues with the
symbolism of the drums. Toward the finale of the interview, the algus performs on the drum wearing the
Sakha ojun costume. To give context of the Sakha ojun in the old ways of performing, the following dis-
cusses the ‘act of shamanizing’ as it relates to ojun tutelary in initiation and spirit-helpers or personal guardi-
ans (amagyat). In the old ways, ojun were specialist in a manner through dance performance that captivated
the community by highly being attuned to ‘mysterious forces’ or forces of nature.Once finding the right
rhythm in the method of drumming, ojun moves out of the body or out of one world of appearances into an-
other — the upper and the under world, while the middle world is the lived in world. Interestingly, the algus
performing on the drum highlights a very important point. That is, the drumming appropriated to the ‘every-
day’, rather than the theatrical drumming.Keeping this in mind enables the reader a better perception of the
sounds of drumming that were not of exaggeration of excessiveness.

Ojun initiation

“During those days, the boy would have some
wounds and have some nightmares. During these
dreams, the bad sprits would come and take all
his flesh out. The boy would dream they ate it,
everything, blood, and flesh and all muscles and
everything was taken out. After that, they [bad
sprits] would put in different things: different
blood, different flesh, different muscles. From
that day, he was a different person with different
capacities.”

The algus places special importance on the ‘tutelary’ of the initiation for inner knowledge and the be-
ginnings of the relationship between the ojun and spirit-helpers (amagyaf). Written sources on shamanic
initiation vary tremendously. Hutton’s perspective that the initiation can be thought of three successive ef-
fects relates to the interview. Hutton notes (2001, p. 75): “[The initiation] began with a general, culturally-
induced (illness of the boy), condition: that a shaman was called upon to assist the ill person or condition.
Once the other ojun heals the boy, according to Hutton, there are three successive sequences: 1) the call of
the spirits; 2) the period of ‘training’ or gaining inner knowledge; 3) the process of acceptance. It is once
again noted, the circumstance surrounding the initiation varies across Siberia, and no such ‘tutelary’ form
can be treated as normative for the region. Hence, the algus interview serves only as an illustration.

After the account of ojun initiation, the algus
stands up, and walks to pick up the ojun cos-
tume, which hangs between two modern sport
Jjackets.

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Costume

The algus begins to describe the ojun costume. The analysis of the costume tends to surround symbol-
ism as a common framework. In the interview, the algus described the metal pendants and what they repre-
sent in ideas and qualities. Below, the algus noted the many symbolisms for the metal pendants.

“This one is called mother spirit. Or
mother animal. For shaman, it
comes to his vision twice in life —
when he becomes shaman and when
shaman dies.”

“These are woman's breast to
ward off hostile spirits. Spirits do
not like women.”

“These are to scare away all
those bad spirits.”

Shaman would pierce [him-
self] with a knife [through
the round metal piece].”

“All these metal helps him
travel to the upper world
[represents feathers on arm
and back and winged arms

for soul flight].”

“[Inside] These are for spir-
it-helpers.”
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The ‘Old Ways’ of Ojun in Costume and Drum

According to Mihaly Hoppal (1987, pp. 93-95), ‘shamanism’ can better be thought in terms of a ‘belief
system’ that has a contemporary character socially integrated in everyday beliefs. The algus recognizes that
living with nature integrates aspects of ‘shamanism’ or belief in spirits with everyday beliefs [12]. In the
ritual quality of the aitchelaan in which ‘ways of nature’ are followed, there is an awareness of ‘being’ in the
open land that one must honor the land by making offerings to the fire with vodka or offerings to the land
with cigarettes in a space where one rests. For the algus, offerings to the spirits of the land are given for
people to heed the full worth of the human and nature relationship that there is no divide between nature and
being human. The algus continued: the young living in cities have no contact with nature and are in need of
knowing more about nature and living in the land; the yyasakh, the mid-summer festival is the most im-
portant event for the Sakha peoples; and noted the urgency of teaching the younger generation Sakha tradi-
tions. Thirty minutes into the conversation, he stated: “now I want to talk about ojun.”

According to the algus, for ojun: 1) ojun have inner knowledge known while living and being the vast
taiga lands; 2) ojun have helping spirits; 3) knowledge of ritual texts (songs, legends, myths, stories, epic
poems); 4) possesses technique for trance or performance as in drumming techniques to journey through the
under and upper worldsor technique of ecstasy, rituals, while still present in the lived-in world; 4)in proces-
sion of ojun paraphernalia usually given from ojun tutelary or hand crafted by someone in the community
(costumes, mirror, horse hair, drums, bow from horse hair, khomusor mouth-harp).

Vitebsky (1992, p. 244) makes a more interesting point stating, “I also heard of expectations of the im-
minent reincarnation of deceased shamans, suggesting the persistence of ideas about cyclical time.” This
suggests that there are certainly aspects of shamanism that has survived. However it is also problematic in
the sense that passing down of tradition is not free of external forces. From a perspective of comparative re-
ligious histories, Eliade (1964, pp. 61, 208n) references a ‘shaman’ has been known to have a ‘spiritual role’
with rites of the dead and possessed an inner light similar to Christian mystics.

The algus noted that although Russian Orthodox Christianity in Russian’s colonization process may
have forced a structured role of a shaman in the community, the shaman’s power cannot be held to foreign
standards of ‘religious leader’. And to suggest that the shaman’s role in the community resembled the struc-
ture of the Orthodox Church is to undermine the cultural belief system — shamans’ power could never be ‘in-
stitutionalized’.

Costume and the Consequences

Regarding the characteristic of the costume, Hutton (2001, p. 80) mentioned that the Sakha costume
was a recognizable trait only for a Sakha ojun, and yet not all ojun choose to have one. This would also
mean ‘shaman’ costumes did not have to be worn to achieve ‘soul-flights,” as commonly mistaken. If the
ojun acquired one, it was handmade with metals ornaments, which had symbolisms of animals, body organs,
and ‘spirit’ trappings specifically associated to that one ojun. The algus noted that the ojun drum was made
from a special tree in the Siberian forest. The extreme climate in the summer allows rapid growth and in-
tense heat, which may give the wood an unusual form, and was seen as a sign from the spirits. Since ojun
costumes continue to be accounted for and were primarily preserved, this may suggest some have been repli-
cated. Yet, there was once a time, when there was no confusion if this particular costume and drum be-
longed to that one ojun. Although Eliade contributed to the comparative history of religions in many ways,
Eliade’s (1964, pp. 147-176)generally sided accounts of diverse shaman’s costume and drum are rather pre-
sumptuous. Shaman paraphernalia (costumes, mirror, horse hair, drums, bow, khomus-mouth-harp) cannot
be generalized.

Although thoroughly fascinating, the algus refers to descriptionsthat can be found in ethnographic ac-
counts from Eliade, Shirokogoroff, and Hutton. This introduces a complication. I would like to think the
algus and by extension other Sakha peoples who also teach about the Sakha ojun history have lived experi-
ences and can account for them, however, it is certainly possible that the descriptive symbolism accounted
by the algus may have come from already produced ethnographic accounts. For instance, Hutton is not easi-
ly convinces of ojun evidence, accounts, histories and particularly Eliade’s analysis. Hutton(2001, p.
156)makes a valid acknowledgement of the problems in post-Soviet Siberianwith regard to revival, re-
creation, and re-imagining in the reversal of ideas about ‘shamanism.” Whether this revival takes place in
the space of museums or ‘heritage’ conferences, knowledge of the old ways must come from somewhere,
and this one consequence ofojun costume is the re-creation of such costume for performances, teaching, or
even the museum.
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Hence, it is not the case where ‘shamanism,’ like the costume, and the drums were the symbolism,
which discloses a microcosm of shaman beliefs. Eliade (1964, pp. 145-176) so eagerly generalized this
viewpoint even though Eliade refers to S.V. Ivanov’s comprehensive study of Siberian Shamans. The word
itself shaman or Saman is a Tungusic word. Siikala (1978, pp. 14 citing Dioszegi, V., 1947) refers to the
Tungus-Manchurian verb sa orsacould mean ‘to know.” Much of the taiga and tundra of central and eastern
Siberia, roamed by reindeer herders like the Even and Evenki peoples speak Tungus. The Sakha ojun dis-
tinctly differs from Saman in word and in origins. Yet, the accounts by the algus can be associated to both
the Evenki and Sakha ojun. Again this is consequence of diluted known accounts, simplification, over-
generalization, and sadly, loss of knowledge. In the very first photo image of ojun with drum, ojun wears an
elaborate headdress, however headdress in the Sakha ojun are rarely mentioned. Ojun costume illustrates the
consequences in the post-shamanistic society.

It is no surprise ojun costumes are problematic since costumes spawned numerous studies.
Shirokogoroft’s (1935, p. 288) extensive record of the Tungus costume considers details and would admit
not one was absolutely like another observed of the southern Evenkis. Since the uses for costume (rattling of
the ornaments) in dance performances helped in the improvisation, this also affected the ‘shamanizing’ to
enter a state of ecstasy (Zornickaja, 1978, p. 305) [13]. Shirokogoroff (1935, p. 287) viewed that without the
paraphernalia the effectiveness to produce “self-excitement, self-hypnosis, and hypnotic influence of the au-
dience” would dramatically decrease. Both of these ethnographic accounts constitute another problem; the
conclusion they arrive at become self-fastening to a particular group and leaves little room for diverse ojun
practices.

Shirokogoroff (1935, p. 332) observed that the shamanizing was a form of hypnotherapy: illusions pro-
duced by the performer could succeed because the audience was to some degree in an altered state of con-
sciousness themselves, yet so was the shaman performing. Shirokogoroff stated that a shaman’s spirits were
created in the mind as reality, which made the performance into a condition relating to faculties that are ap-
parently unexplainable or in ones own mind or soul. Zornickaja (1978, p. 301) doubts the validity of the
informants citing that they were “extremely old,” accordingly, the notation points out her concerns. At a
closer look, both seem to record, investigate, examine, question significant aspects that relate to the
ethnographers themselves — not the Evenkis or Sakha peoples. This may be a product of their time noting
that they were writing for a European and Russian audience.

Adding to another western account, Eliade’s (1964, p. 6) set of defining characteristics were: besides
the ‘shamanic’ special relations with the ‘spirits,” ecstatic capacities of soul flight, and ascents to the sky,
descents to the underworld, mastery over fire, and so on, Siberian (Eliade also includes central Asian)
‘shamanism’ validated specific techniques. The problem with this is that Eliade took the set and applied to
whole regions, for instance to include of Central Asia, ignores the complexities of Siberian ‘shamanism’
which is widely diverse within each family of ‘shamans.” Eliade (1964, pp. 146n, 147) would state that there
is a certain sense that the costume is ‘where spirits reside’ referring to Shirokogoroff’s study of the Tungus.
Shirokogoroff (1935, p. 301) refers to the Tungus costume as “a dress with spirits” that compels the same
respect for the ‘spirits.” Although Hutton (2001, p. 81) finds Eliade’s analysis of the symbolism of shaman
costume and drum to be ‘guesswork’ at best, Eliade (1964, pp. 145-176) refers to the symbolism as a key
component of how a shaman ascends and descends the other worlds (ecstatic journey) when indeed the Even
and the Sakha are not from the say group and practices cannot offer any generalizations.

Drumming

The photo images below ascribe to the sound descriptions. In the sound recording, when the algus be-
gins to perform by drumming, he yawns, which means he is drawing in the helping-spirits (amagyat). He
then imitates animal sounds. One distinct sound is of the raven. This relates to Hoppal’s inclusion of ‘sham-
anism’ in the ‘sphere’ of the everyday. By the ‘everyday,” ‘shamanism’ was found to involve aspects of
sleep (unconscious), initiation (tutelary), performance of dance, drumming, gestures in yawning that was
symbolic of the taking the helping-spirits through the mouth, dreaming, altered states of consciousness
(ASC), and so on. Below are images depicting dance performance with drumming and rattling of iron
metals.
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“In the forest, the have a tree
this shape [of drum].”

“The metal represents the sun
rays and the four directions.
The drum also is made from
cow horns and hide. Through
the hole, shaman can see
illnesses.

The algus begins to drum
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The above pictures show the movement going down to the under world with drumming loud and louder,
and louder, moving downwards with the one foot moved forward. Towards the end of the sound recording,
the sound grows louder, and louder, and louder ending with harsh beats moving towards the underworld.
The feet moves down and back to steadily move down and down, pounding the drum louder and louder.
Even though thesound recordingof the interview wasbrief, in the continuous drumming, one can get an idea
that the ojun must find an appropriate rhythm method of drumming,as noted by Siikala.

The sound recording highlights one element of how the shaman’s drum is the symbol of the ecstatic
journey in which the body can be transmitted to the upper, middle (lived-in) or under world. The drumming
reverberations, imitating of animals, and rattling capture the spirits and ‘shuts them in’ encapsulated in the
cone-shaped metal pendants is the ecstatic journey implicit in Eliade’s (1964, p. 173) portrayal of a “break-
through in plane and hence a ‘Center of the World’. As Rodney Needham (1967, p. 613) [14] would have us
ask, how can we think of the connection between percussion and transition?” It is important to note the
sound recording did not attempt to ethnographically describe the potential of sounds to formulate and ana-
lyze the ‘transition’ of one territory to another, as Van Gennep showed by territorial passage in percussion
drumming. Yet, Needham states the general sounds of percussions to accompany a transition tended to be
more unhelpful without the social context (Needham, 1967, p. 612). Rather, the sound recording paid closer
attention to the percussion of distinctive sounds. The sound recording tried to capture the distinctive sounds
of the rattling, banging, drumming, yawning, and imitating of animals.

‘Old ways’ of Sakha ojun Dance as Performance: ‘act of shamanizing’

In considering the ‘old ways’of the costume and the drum, this essay further examines the consequences
of old ethnographic accounts. There are descriptions of Russian ethnography that specifically accounted for
a Sakha ojun such as in Shamanism in Siberia(Diészegi & Hoppél, 1978). From this, I refer to Zornickaja’s
descriptions of a Sakha ojundance performance. Zornickaja essentially describes the dance performance as
spontaneous improvisation from the ethnographic accounts in the 1950s and 1960s (during a time of persecu-
tion). This Russian ethnographic source particularly mentioned the problematic accounts of informants that
were mainly due to their old age and reliable memories. From this perspective, Zornickaja draws attention to
the un-reliability in reviving and re-creating the old ways in post-Soviet Siberia. And, although polemic,
Zornickaja gives a partial view of an old Sakha ojundance performance exemplifying costume and drum in
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which Zornickaja compares to what can be ‘collected” in Soviet times. Thus, the following explores the ‘act
of shamanizing’ to give background on the uses of shaman costume and drum — captivating the community
as audience, duty of ojun, etc.

During the time of Zornickaja’s efforts, there were ongoing radical transformations in people’s lives
under Soviet rule (shamans were prohibited to practice and imprisoned) and therefore, the information and
informants were extremely old and could only produce fragmentary details. Zornickaja’s study accounted
for the dramatic and semi-public nature that ‘shamanizing’ was to call on the help of spirits for the communi-
ty. The performance also is an indication into why an audience was needed. Siikala (1978, p. 15) character-
ized reasons why the community called upon shamans. One ‘duty’ was to solve serious situations that may
bring the problem back to a normal state, and this required the summoning of spirits since the spirits were
regarded as causing the crisis in the first place (Siikala, 1978, p. 15); (Hutton, 2001, p. 51).

The ‘act of shamanizing’ necessitates a representative who can appease spirits and influence the world
beyond, and that representative, ojun, must have an effective relation with the world of spirits. This bridging
of worlds is essentially shamanizing. The ojun must first make contact with the spirits and this process is
reciprocal where the spirits select their recruit (Siikala, 1978, p. 16). As noted in the interview, the algus
elaborated on an ojun recruitment, which admitted a novice boy to the rank of ojun.

The ethnographic document from Zornickaja (1978, p. 299)dated 1768-69 revealed an: “interesting de-
scription of a shamanistic séance with dance as an inseparable part.”

“And so shamanism is carried on by the ojun, that is a [Sakha] shaman, beating the drum and jumping
about on his legs as much as he can and emitting unusual shouts; at the same time, jerking his head and call-
ing on believers and worshippers, chasing demons and confusing the people [...]

Another source from 1785 noted:

“he [shaman] having donned a robe of dressed hide with several iron rattles specially for shamanizing,
and having tousled his hair, runs about the yurta, shaking his head, and delivering loud talks unintelligible
to the Yakuts themselves [...] (Zornickaja, p. 299).”

These 18C accounts from archives collected from Zornickaja were considered part of a time when ojun
performance required their own sacred space and captivating the community as audience. To understand
ojun dance performances from archive sources dating back to the 18C, Zornickaja (pp. 299, 305) noted the
close feature of dance with the “act of shamanizing.” From the comparison of the ethnographic accounts
(observed in 1950, 51, 59, 60) with the 18C archived material, Zornickaja’s analysis concluded thatojun
“dance was a matter of entering trance and on the other hand, improvised with a ‘clear’ rhythm where an ab-
rupt drumbeat corresponded to high jumps(pp. 299, 305)”. Interestingly, in recognizing spontaneous move-
ments, Zornickaja does leave some room for individuality.

Zornickaja’s(1978) descriptions of ojundance performances were of banging metal pendants from the
costume and each drumbeat accompanied with wild gesticulations. Ojun dance performance, although im-
provised, did ‘clearly’ have a rhythm. The emphasis on ‘clearly’ extends to Siikala’s analysis on the effect
on the nervous system. For Siikala (1978, p. 45) it is possible to prove experimentally that rhythmic drum-
ming caused “a) change in the electric activity of the brain; b) unusual observations, as quoted by the test
persons, and ¢) muscle jerks in some of the test persons.” What is rather interesting is that Zornickaja points
of ‘spontaneity’ of dance in preparing the whole body and mind to enter a trance-like, whereas Siikala points
to the controlled method for the shaman to find the right rhythm ‘method.” Siikala’s study on drumming is a
notable contribution. Siikala (p. 45) brings to light, referring to a study done by Neher, “it should be possible
to transmit more energy to the brain with a drum than with a stimulus of higher frequency.” The sounds of
the drumming are a practical exhibition that demonstrates the drum’s low frequency level [14].

Siikala goes as far as to suggest drums may well serve to be a central symbol in shamanism (p. 45).
Shaman drums of Siberia play a vital role in shamanistic rituals (Potapov, 1978). However, shaman drums
are not simply cultural relic. L.P. Potapov (1978, p. 169) [15] argues that shaman drums of Siberia are pow-
erful symbolic relics, precisely because they encapsulate a vital part of a larger understanding of the shaman-
ic journey. For Potapov (1978, p. 177), drums provide resources for rich ethnographic history in their con-
nection to “establishing the ancient genetic links between Altaians, Uigurs, Kirghizes, and Yakuts,” people
who share regional links between North and Central Asian and also Siberia since the Sakha moved upward to
settle around the Lena River. This becomes more fascinating knowing that ojun drums have a distinction in
how the Sakhaojun journeys through the multi-tiered world — that is, through the ‘shaman’s horse’- the sha-
manic journey.Likewise, the symbol of horses is also known within Buryat circles. In giving detailed varia-
tions in symbolism known to vary from group to group depending on wood material, re-animating of ani-
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mals, application of drawings, which constitute complex details, Potapov indicates that there was no com-
mon agreement of what such representation symbolized.

The algus stated: “The drum is the ojun horse.” For the Sakha, the combined imagery of horse and in
this case of the sound recording, the raven (although the horse is also imitated, besides other animals), the
soul takes flight. The costume depicts the animals with tipped feathers and wings, attached to the shoulders;
ojun may fly to the sky. Thus, the Sakha relate to the horse in a far deeper relationship than mere riding or
breeding. Ojun, during initiation may have visions of the horse, and through the drumbeats is guided by spir-
its. The drum in itself is culturally pattern made from cowhide stretched across a board and protruding horns,
the metal hand distinguishing the four directions and the small opening to see illnesses. Like the horse itself,
the drum comes to life capable of pulling up in air ojun with its pounding beat to nine heavens high. Ojun
costume in the long tresses resembles the horsehair. This is one of cultural ‘form’ in which the Sakha pattern
their ‘act of shamanizing.’

The significance in understanding the complex distinctions of ‘cultural’ formbetween the diverse peo-
ples of the Far North is indeed to allow imagery of representation in how drums are used for what Eliade
would call the ‘ecstatic journey.’For instance, Eliade (1964, p. 172) noted of how the shaman of the Tungus
of the Trans Baikal uses his drum as a boat to cross the sea, thus indicating waters. When summoning up
spirits, at the start of the ‘ecstatic journey’ there is an implied ‘breakthrough’ into another plane, and hence
the ‘Center of the World’ (Eliade, 1964, p. 173). The drumbeats in the sound recording and images occupy
the upper world, middle world (lived-in world) and underworld. Thus, drums not only constitute the prepa-
ration into the ‘ecstatic journey,” drumming is a receptacle that encourages for some kind of ‘breakthrough’
where a steed, like a Sakha horse carries them through.

Duly noted by Eliade (1964, p. 5), any ecstatic cannot be a shaman; the shaman is considered a shaman
through “specializing in a trance during which his soul is believed to leave the body and ascend to the sky or
descend to the underworld.” In this out-of-body-like experience, drumming and imitation in sounds domi-
nate the representation of this ecstatic journey into another worldly dimension. Nonetheless, Eliade (p. 180)
also acknowledged the use of drums and other sounds were not confined to summoning of spirits or the ec-
static journey, but many shamans also drummed and chanted for their own pleasure and performance. How-
ever, Eliade (p. 180) stressed the implications of these actions remaining the same; that is, ascending to the
sky or descending to the underworld to visit the dead. In this respect, drums and sounds have an autonomy
not strictly assigned to symbolism or a role in the ‘ecstatic journey.’

Ending: 500 years to re-shamanizing?

Intended in their compilation of “500 years on the path to knowledge,” for Narby and Huxley (2001),
the apparent complexity of ‘shamanism’ is constituted by an attempt to unravel the previous knowledge of
shamanism since the 17C beginnings of Russian colonization to the end of the Soviet Union and to the con-
temporary aspects which include, as Vitebsky (1992, p. 244) stated, “an element of re-shamanizing.” Alt-
hough Narby and Huxley confine ‘shamanism’ to elements of ‘mystery,” the above hoped to throw light on
the problems and consequences of re-accounting aspects of something that cannot be defined or captured or
fully known. The imagery of the Sakha ojun through symbolism of costume and drum, and relating the inter-
view with the algus to the archived material of Hoppal, Siikala, Zornickaja, Hutton and Eliade, although po-
lemic, shows the consequences of a post-shamanistic society. The effort to bring out lived experiences of the
algus rather seemed to hover over other ethnographic sources.

In post-Soviet or post-socialism, people of the Far North are still finding their way through the changes
and paradoxes in a newer political terrain which has allowed nationalist movements for native and indige-
nous peoples of Siberia all vying for land rights, local autonomy, revival of their ‘traditional culture’ specifi-
cally native and indigenous languages. There is an upside; scholars have published studies relating to ‘heal-
ing powers’ of ‘shamanism’ such as Jean Achterberg (1985) [16], Mihaly Hoppal in Hungarian (1992), and
Anna-Leena Siikala (1978) from a phenomenological approach touching on the neurophysiology and psy-
chology of shamanism in Siberia, which may well bring cross-cultural and more sympathetic views towards
medical anthropology.

Mechanisms, technologies and strategy of overcoming
the separatist tendencies in the light of world experience

In this article the special features of the solution separatist problems in a number of the world countries both
in the past, and in the present are analyzed, and also a number of alternative options of settlement and preven-
tion the separatist conflicts is offered. In turn the special attention is paid to a place and a role of UN as the
only institute capable to realize the peacekeeping potential of military and power methods of settlement the
separatist conflicts on a legal basis.
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Analysis of gender politics

The process of Islamization of the former Soviet Union affect the scope of gender relations. How to change
family relationships, what are the main priorities of family life - these issues were the subject of our study. As
a theoretical basis we examined the historical policy of gender relations. Based on this analysis, we assume
that gender differences reflect the views of the sacred. We have the ability to trace the mechanism of the ef-
fect of gender on the vector of social development.

Kews word: Gender, religion, history, kinship, society, social relations, family, social develop, customs.

Over the past ten we do issue of gender relations. Our paper consists of two parts. The first empirical
summarized reports the results of an interview, a conversation with a young woman, a few years ago to ac-
cept Islam. Should be made clear that to be a Muslim for many Kazakhs actually means to be Kazakh. It is
more than a sign of the national set of rules and laws, and is not a denomination.

The second part consists of a comparison of historical and linguistic texts. We were interested to find
out how religious beliefs reflected the ancient peoples of the position of men and women in the society. For
comparison, we used the information about the ancient Egypt, China and the prehistoric period.

One of the last lessons of philosophy we had to explain to the students, by the way are the future artists
and designers what philosophy is. Through Aeschylus we found it seems to me a very good comparison. We
described the whole spiritual culture like a ripe fruit. The role of the philosopher to taste the fruit. It looks
like a worm in the apple pick.

We are talking about a particular philosophical vision of history. Self-reflection is preceded by a histor-
ical reflection. Self-reflection is closely linked with the concept of philosophy as the identification. One of
the most painful sensations associated with loss of identity. Identity is the search itself, the search for the
lost homeland, find their roots. We are convinced that the processes which are experienced Kazakh society
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reflects the search for identity. In the past, we are looking for the one only true in our view the way in which
you want to go in the future.

Varnishing generally accepted democratic norms circles the main institutions of the modern Kazakh so-
ciety is based on the ambiguity of its underlying fundamentals. Especially clearly manifested in the sphere of
gender relations. Brought up in the Soviet ideals of equality of women were able to not only survive, but also
to build the very small business sector. On the image of a strong woman a whole generation. What is his
choice? It's hard to call it a logical and expected. To the victorious march of the declared gender policy as
imperceptibly joined «quiet» voice of Islamization.

To some extent it is possible to determine the translational motion as a search for a national identity, an
attempt of self-rooted vices. But among the converts to Islam, people of different nationalities, or a mixed
marriage. A quick look at the city's mosques regular visitors (in the countryside they are usually not a lot,
and often does not), easily distinguishes them from the educated youth is quite affluent, well-off families.
Whatever it was, the question of the emancipation of women has acquired a completely different shape. It is
necessary to make a preliminary remark about the uniqueness of the Kazakh mentality.

It lies in the fact that, despite the atheism, materialism and all sorts of demonstration fanatical commit-
ment to communist ideals, Kazakhs made the rite of circumcision, artificially creating ambiguity in educa-
tion. In Kazakh family girls were given an excellent education, but do not forget to enjoy the birth of a boy
anymore. For example, the newly created Department of Religious Studies is taught former chronicles the
history of the Communist Party of scientific communism and atheism, etc. It is necessary to remember that
we are talking about nurtured in the Soviet period "Opportunistic" behaviors rejected subsequently thinking
mass of immigrants and dissidents.

Among the many reasons why young people take Islam, and educated girls and young women are will-
ing to wear the hijab, it seems to us, is of considerable importance attractive gender politics of Islam. First of
all, Islam allows a man to redeem, to find a worthy status of head of household with no bad habits, lost in the
years of unemployment, when the working man is either a doctor or a teacher. Is it possible to regard the
willingness of modern urban women wear a headscarf as a real opportunity to save or start a family? What is
the true cause of this ideological change? With these questions, we turned to a young woman (30 years), a
former law student, it is currently the private notary, a mother of three children. If we talk about its social
status, then the general background of the average industrial city it is quite successful, from quite wealthy,
happy family.

On the question of how to change the relationships in the family after her husband was not just go to the
mosque, but he tries to follow the canons of Shariah, she said that now their relationship has changed dra-
matically, it's just completely different. Their family life can be divided into before and after. All that is con-
nected with up - a band of dark, disrespect in all its manifestations, traditional distrust. After — this is pri-
marily a respectful attitude to his wife as an individual, awareness of the woman as a value.

And most importantly, the husband began to treat children differently. In it, in spite of a fairly young
age (they were married when he was 22, she 21, he accepted Islam closer to 25), show a sense of fatherhood
as a profound responsibility for their spiritual education. Islam is not only a sober lifestyle, which in itself is
a guarantee of the safety of future family. This is a clear gender roles. Therefore appeal to Islam can be seen
as a natural reaction of the society in the process of spontaneous transformation, often worn chaotic form,
lost principles of masculine and feminine at the same time.

Change of religious consciousness and behavior in the first place is reflected in the gender relations.
They become a litmus test of deep changes in the society. Talk about equal rights for women inevitably shifts
to the plane of historical study of gender relations. In this sense, the prospects of the gender approach can be
most fruitful, especially across disciplines. We did a small survey of the literature on the history of ancient
civilizations, where there is extensive use of gender differences.

Despite the fact that the proposed authors do not use the concept of gender, they are directly affected by
the issue of gender relations. Generally used adopted in the historical and anthropological literature, the
terms matriarchy and patriarchy. Subjective factor can be of considerable value. It concerns the manner in
which a particular author decides to «gender issue», which gained for us the status of the basic question of
philosophy. Classic postulate of historical materialism sees history through the prism of a given matrix of
objective development and business of the historian to find evidence of this. It is a question of the philosophy
of history.

We want to mention one striking fact - the philosophical and religious ideas are experienced and lived
through the artistic images in a special way they were experienced. Take the book known researcher of Indi-
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an philosophy A.Pimenov [1]. There are so many references to poems by Russian poets N.Gumilev, Mandel-
stam O., German poets Goethe, Heine. Renowned historian Lev Gumilev came to history through poetry and
it was biographical fact of his life.

As an example we want to consider the linguistic theory O. Suleimenov. Great popularity received his
book «Az and A» [2]. It was a shock to many scientists and ordinary readers. He suggested that the history
of language as a witness of historical events. This approach has helped in the past to see a lot of interesting.
It concerns the relationship between the Slavs and Turks and more ancient period Schumer. Over time,
people have passed their way through the different. Language learning brings us closer to the origins of this
pathway. Just search for the origins of history led to the writing of the «Language Letters» and the creation
of specific linguistic theory. It responds to our interest in the question of the religious basis of gender rela-
tions. Male and female deities have different signs. So we can talk about religion vector genders relations.

A close study of ancient texts removes the curtain insurmountable contradiction between the formation-
al stages of development. As an example, we refer to the works of A. Azimov «The Egyptians», R. Kruger
«Chinay and O.Suleimenov «Language letters». These works are united by one thing — they are not aimed
at the study of gender relations. Question of the relationship of male and female social status, religious in
nature, as it arose spontaneously.

Describing the tradition of the Egyptian pharaohs to marry his sister (more consolidated), Isaac Asimov
gives the following options for explaining: «Maybe the inheritance of power in the country initially occurred
through his daughters, the procedure, which originated in the primitive period, before the established idea of
patriarchy. Or was it in those days, when women ruled the agricultural work and therefore owned the coun-
try» [3; 92]. Thus, the king had no right to the throne, if he is not married to the king's daughter. It is a famil-
iar fairy story about the good man [4].

Indicative of the recognition of the initial division of labor by gender. Although the historical literature
stereotype emergence of agriculture as a labor-intensive and therefore demanded the male participation and
the first form of exploitation was just women's work. Man grower had all rights to land, households because
of their biological characteristics, is the formula of the agrarian society. Azimov A. position boils down to
what is basically the culture of ancient Egypt was feminine. As for the style and manner of writing Azimov,
it certainly distinguishes a living language. From the pen of this amazing science fiction writer distant history
comes alive, shaking off a complex historical terminology.

The author does not prevail over the usual for us craft the principles of conformity of base and super-
structure, as necessary for an understanding of the historical process. History is presented in detail the rela-
tionship between men and women. The theme of Ancient Egypt, it is believed, is not accidental in the works
of A. Azimov. It is another example of how contact, artistic imagination and talent historian.

His sense of the feminine in this culture are supported by a special mood «Egyptian Book of the Dead».
In the chapter on how to protect your heart in the other realm of abduction, victorious Osiris Auf-ankh-born
of Sheretov Amsu utters the words magic spell: «My heart, my mother! My heart, my mother! The heart of
my life on earth. Let no one and nothing can stand against me during the trial» [5; 238]. Relations in the pan-
theon of Egyptian gods and goddesses is quite peaceful and does not have the passions, which comes from
the family of the Olympian gods. None of the tragedy in choosing between the power of father and mother,
which asks the mouth of Apollo Aeschylus. Similar in their willingness to accept the feminine, we see the
Rhine Kruger [6].

In their descriptions of religious beliefs of the Shang Dynasty, he indicates the presence of the female
spirit of the earth, from which originates all life on earth. Next Zhou Dynasty against women spends quite a
strict policy of subordination. If during the time of Shang dynasty practice of sacrifice could produce as
priests or shamans, and head of the family, it can be assumed that in the subsequent dynasties rituals acquire
masculine character.

The position of women is an alternative to the level of development of tools and may indicate a change
in religious practices surrounding the cause or become a new social organization. This period in the history
of mankind L. Mumford termed the «myth machine» [7; 80]. Former rural community and the family is in
the process of psycho-social transformation. L. Mumford does not point to the gendered nature of this trans-
formation, but it can be assumed that the establishment of the cult of the king could not happen without
changing the clan and tribal cults. Our assumption is based on the historical fact that some of its actors,
namely the nomads did not create a new social organization, and remained with his former shamanic cults,
which can be called singular. Shaman-nomad is a single priest, for his followers to practice is not required,
and thus the respective organization.
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According turkic shamanic costume was exclusively female. Suppose that a new social organization
arose where the resistance of the village community and women's cults were broken. This is the scenario of
"Oedipus Rex." In our opinion this is a sure sign that the fundamental difference between shamanism from
other sacred practices is its feminine nature. Thus, gender differences have much deeper roots than the nor-
mal position of women and men in the family or the state. Division of labor, apparently, was of a sacred
character. The first shaman-man is a blacksmith (blacksmith Gogol - the character is not random). And its
sphere of activities is strictly limited.

A gender perspective is found in the story written by science fiction. This is no coincidence. Story as a
genre is much closer to the utopian than we can imagine. They both (re) created reality (re) produced.
Among them is the work Suleimenov on historical linguistics «Language lettersy». In her ancient signs also
have gender marking. We are talking about a causal binary nature inherent in both language and culture
throughout. And the Word, and God were the result of the negation. Studying the origin of proto-language, it
makes a stunning conclusion. «In an era of matriarchy woman is» man. «If not then there is a basis
protoroman uman — «people», from which humanus — a human, humane (lat.)» [8; 70].

According Suleimenov O. the binary language engenders opposition male — female. This opinion does
arguable, but in this case the search for the author of gender-based culture is not a priority. It is more im-
portant to show the possibilities of linguistics in the task of the historian and cultural studies. However, we
have experienced a tremendous sense of gratitude and satisfaction for the fact that he found it possible to re-
flect the drama of gender relations at the marginal level of the sacred.

Developing the theme of the binary basis of culture, you must specify a known idea Eliade M. about
the two types of the sacred masculine and feminine. Analyzing the list of «forms a binary antagonism», such
as the earth — the sky, the light — the darkness, and so he concludes that it is not just about the antagonism
secular — sacred, but about «the antagonism of the two types of sacredness - sacredness, intended for men,
on the one hand, and the inherent women, on the other hand» [9; 167].

Special attention is given ancient Greek literature. Known, achievements of the Alexandrian school pre-
ceded the flowering of Hellenic literature. We present an excerpt of Aeschylus. I n his Oresteia is asked
about the maternal and paternal law. If we turn to the Book of Songs of Ancient China first lines dedicated to
all the same gender relationships.

Recognition of gender predetermination culture can be carried out in such independent directions of so-
cial knowledge such as history, linguistics, religious studies. Thus, the relations between the sexes are related
to forms of social. In connection with the recognition of same-sex marriage and the practice of surrogate
motherhood sound like the words of Aeschylus never topically:

Not the mother child, born from her,

Parent: No, it's nurse perceived seed.

Sown - Direct parent. Her mother,

like a gift, a pledge Another guest

to deposit — raise up conceived,

since not ruin God [10; 147].

Certainly when we talk about women in the early religious beliefs we could not ignore the Vedic texts.
In India there was a cult of the feminine so they inspired the all things. Most famous female deity Goddess is
Shakti and her incarnation Kali. Shakti as the Women's impersonal absolute rules the world. Also female
deities is not enough known. They worship and perform various rituals. The main purpose of the ritual to
open the inner strength of each person.

A more detailed study can see the fundamental difference between the ancient Indian teachings and
Christian theology, between Western and Eastern world view as a whole. The first to have this distinction
were the ancient Greeks. Today the world is experiencing this opposition in own way. It is not always peace-
ful and do not know when it will end. As far as our country it is located in the center of Eurasia.

This means that we are in contradiction of East and West most strongly. We are closer to the east of
their social order but in their outlook are committed to the west. Do not forget that the great thinker Al Farabi
was a pupil of Aristotle and thus to some extent conductor ideas of Hellenism. We know that Aristotle has
given women a well-defined role and important position in the society takes a man.

Develops an idea that Kazakhs are quick to accept new ideas and just as quickly to part with them —
it may be not so, we hope for the best.

Perhaps wearing a headscarf Muslim tries in his own way to express their ancestral rights. Though not
in quite the usual way for him.

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A literature review on Islamic fundamentalism

The article investigates the existing knowledge of Islamic fundamentalism. A literature review on the phe-
nomena of Islamic fundamentalism includes the debate over the term and three main theoretical frameworks
(Middle Eastern and Islamic studies, conflict analysis and resolution, social movement theory) and problem
areas within these concepts.

Introduction

Islamic fundamentalism is a growing threat across the world. The spread of globalization and open bor-
ders have made countries vulnerable to religious radicals who are trying to get revenge for their failures in
dealing with modernity. Started as a resistance against colonialism and Western cultural domination in the
Middle East, nowadays Islamic fundamentalism is gradually taking an offensive form being able to destabi-
lize any state and trying to establish an alternative global order. In this regardlslamic fundamentalism is per-
ceived as an absolutist universalism.The politicization of Islam as a new global phenomenon had been rec-
ognized by scholars long before the end of the Cold War [1]. However, it has been put into the core of schol-
arly debate after the breakdown of Soviet Union because the West needed a new enemy to replace com-
munism, and Islamic fundamentalism seemed to have all qualifications [2]. Barber’s [3] “Jihad vs.
McWorld”, widely shared by journalists and commentators, is one of many other works proposed to view
Islamic fundamentalism as the next major threat to Western civilization. Despite the fact that a lot of works
have been published about Islamic fundamentalism over the last three decades, there exists no systematic
overview of research on Islamic fundamentalism.The goals of this paper are to present a systematic review of
Islamic fundamentalism research and provide suggestions for future research efforts. The investigation of the
existing knowledge of Islamic fundamentalism includes the debate over the term and three main theoretical
frameworks (Middle Eastern and Islamic studies, conflict analysis and resolution, social movement theory)
and problem areas within these concepts.

The debate over the definition

Initially, the term fundamentalism coined in the USA in 1920s and was used in the Christian context to
refer to certain Protestant churches and organizations opposed to “modernism” [4]. Only fifty years later,
after the 1979 Iranian Revolution, Islamic fundamentalism came into widespread usage by American mass
media. The term spread rapidly, and by 1990s Concise Oxford Dictionary of Current English defined it not
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only as “the strict maintenance of traditional Protestant beliefs,” but also as "the strict maintenance of ancient
or fundamental doctrines of any religion, especially Islam” [5]. However, there is considerable disagreement
among scholars with regard to the use of the term Islamic fundamentalism. While some scholars oppose that
the term is less explanatory, others argue that every Muslim believes in the fundamentals of Islam, so it has
positive implication in the Islamic context [6, 7].

The difference between Islamic fundamentalism and Islamism is another problem area disputed by
scholars. According to Martin Kramer “to all intents and purposes, Islamic fundamentalism and Islamism
have become synonyms in contemporary American usage” [4]. Graham Fuller [8] and Olivier Roy [9] dis-
tinguish between Islamic fundamentalism and Islamism in describing fundamentalism as a strict return to
early Islamic state while implications of Islamism ideology are thoroughly modern. John Esposito prefers to
use Islamic revivalism and Islamic activism instead of Islamic fundamentalism for its association with “polit-
ical activism, extremism, fanaticism, terrorism, and anti-Americanism” [7; 8]. Whereas a few scholars de-
fended the term fundamentalism, “the use of this term is established and must be accepted” [6; 117]. As we
see, different authors have different points of view regarding the usage of the term Islamic fundamentalism.
However, what they do agree about is that Islamic fundamentalism or Islamism as a political phenomenon is
an aggressive politicization of Islam for political ends.

Middle Eastern and Islamic studies on Islamic fundamentalism

The debate about Islamic fundamentalism has developed generally within Middle Eastern studies and
Islamic studies in the U.S., and most scholarly work have coincided with current U.S. policy and its strategic
interests in the Middle East. In the early years, the rise of Islamic fundamentalism was associated with such
names as Khomeini, Quaddafi, Hizballah, and Muslim Brotherhood. The emergence of Islamic fundamental-
ism was explained as the crisis of Islam[10], and scholars like Ernest Gellner [11] did not make distinction
between Islam and Islamic fundamentalism. Along similar lines, Barber calls all Islam as Jihad when it is
Islam that “nurtures conditions favorable to parochialism, anti-modernism, exclusiveness and hostility to
“others” — the characteristics that constitute what I have called Jihad” [3; 205].

Said argues thatsome scholars tend to explain the violent actions of Islamists by a long and abstract ac-
count of Islamic history until the Middle Ages rather than analyzing current debate between nationalists and
followers of Islamic tendencies, or between different groups within Islamic tendency itself[12]. In his opin-
ion, government’s incapability to provide basic human needs is the main cause of the rise of Islamic funda-
mentalism in most Middle Eastern states. Said suggests that “Islamic fundamentalism begins as a protest and
then takes on a life of its own” [12; 275].

Barber’s view on Islam and Islamic fundamentalism is fundamentally mistaken although it is widely
shared by journalists and commentators. Many scholars [9, 13], [2] argue that equating Islam with Islamic
fundamentalism is intellectually imprudent and historically misguided. Olivier Roy purposesthat Islamic
fundamentalism (as he calls “Islamism”) is the contemporary movement that perceives Islam as a political
ideology [9;IX]. Moreover, Tibi and Royagree that Islamic fundamentalism is a new global phenomenon in
world politics [2, 9]. It is widely considered that the rise of Islamic fundamentalism is closely linked to the
spread of globalization. Islamic fundamentalism is seen as a consequence of globalization rather than the
cause of current crisis of our world [2, 13]. Tibi points out that “we are witnessing simultaneity of structural
globalization and national and international cultural fragmentation,” and “the net effects of these simultane-
ous processes underlie the rise of religious fundamentalisms worldwide” [2; 3].

Globalization has accelerated processes already at work at the economic, social, political, cultural, and
therefore also religious, levels[14].Traditional dominant structures were not prepared to meet rapid changes
brought by modernization and then by globalization. Fear and defensiveness needed fixed reference points to
be overcome, and only a religious sphere has met all expectations of disoriented people. In such conditions,
despotic regimes use Islam to legitimize their rule, just as opposition movements solicit it to justify their
struggle against so-called “un-Islamic” order. People see changes that modernity and globalization have pre-
sented as having been imposed by the West. As a result, “Islam plays the role of bulwark against western
hegemony in general and American hegemony in particular”[14; 298]. This notion is sensibly used and ac-
celerated by Islamic radicals to achieve their particular political goals.

The literature on Islamic fundamentalism suggest that the revolt against West begins as a revolt against
the domestic nation-state [2, 15]. In the Middle East the nation-state was not a consequence of the internal
processes, but was externally established. The revolt of Islamic fundamentalists against the nation-state re-
sults in a process of de-legitimization of domestic regimes. However, as scholars point out, the crisis of legit-
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imacy in the Islamic World has not been caused by religious fundamentalism. There is another reason: the
legitimacy crisis derives from the failure of the nation-state to discover origins in an alien civilization, and
Islamic fundamentalism is simply seen as the political expression of this crisis. It should be stressed out that
these developments are not restricted to Muslim countries; scholars have described nation-states in the Third
World as “quasi states” [16]. However, Charfi argues that Islamic movements do not take into account that
the modern nation-state is an organization which has imposed itself everywhere in the world[14; 306]. He
does not acknowledge the fact that a majority of Third World countries, including Muslim countries, are col-
lapsed nation-states which can no longer deliver political goods to their people.

Scholars emphasize the fact that The Middle East is the most unstable and as well as the geopolitically
most important region in the Islamic World, and intensifying the instability of the region is considered to be
the prevailing source for the rise of Islamic fundamentalism. The despotic character of regimes which fun-
damentalists are beginning to replace is the powerful instrument by itself. Nonetheless, in de-legitimizing
regimes fundamentalists are creating chaos and causing a further intensification of the ongoing global frag-
mentation [2]). As Horsman and Marshal suggest, “this fragmentation makes the task of making political
systems work harder, not easier” [17]. Some scholars argue that Islamist movements are weak, but their abil-
ity to create disorder within their own countries sufficient in the long run to lead to a combined regional and
global disorder makes them one of the most dangerous actors in contemporary world politics.

Conflict analysis and resolution

Another theoretical framework which can be applied to comprehend and analyse Islamic fundamental-
ism is conflict analysis and resolution. The field of conflict analysis and resolution brings a deeper under-
standing of the nature of religious fundamentalism by seeing it as a religious conflict. On the other hand, re-
ligious conflicts are a particular case of conflicts of identity[18]. The role of identity in conflict is vital, and it
is crucial how individuals and groups see and understand themselves in conflict. Defining of who is “us” and
who is “them” through identities mobilize individuals and groups and bring legitimacy for individual and
collective aspirations. On the other hand, identities are formed and changed in processes of conflict. It is es-
sential to understand how identities impact conflict and the ways they are created within struggles for the
reason that it tells us about the emergence, escalation, and possible transformation of identity-based conflicts.

There is a large number of work in search of understanding human behavior in groups, both its positive
potential for social change and its capacity for destruction. Ethnocentrism, attribution error, selective percep-
tion, the use of collective identities to justify discrimination, polarization, enemy imaging, and genocide are
at the core of this analysis. Conflict theorists want to improve our understanding of intergroup conflicts by
understanding group efforts to create, define, foster, and defend basic social identities and fulfil identity
needs [19, 20]. However, it should be stressed that many conflicts are mixture of the sources rather than pure
types. Although scholars argueidentity-based conflict is not based on competition around economic and po-
litical power, they agree that interrelations between social identities and interests are complex. The develop-
ment and mobilization of collective identity as well as the formation of political goals of autonomy, seces-
sion, and access to power and resources affect the dynamics of identity-based conflicts. As Rothman points
out, “all identity conflicts contain interest conflicts; not all interest conflicts contain identity conflicts” [21].
Moreover, many unresolved or ignored interest conflicts can develop into identity-based conflicts, and com-
prise the various issues of identity, pride, group loyalty, and dignity. Identity-based conflict theories offer
insights into the roots of the rise of Islamic fundamentalism, but their importance cannot be overstated.

Some scholars try to understand Islamic fundamentalism by offering sustainable models for conflict
resolution in the contemporary world. One of the models is Habermas’s discourse ethics. This model for con-
flict resolution resolvesconflict through discursive processes of deliberation, where all groups involved will
have opportunities to be heard and social norms that coordinate actions would form a consensus [22]. In
Habermas’s view the cause of Islamic fundamentalism is economic misery brought by modernizing process-
es, so Islamic fundamentalism must be seen as a problem of distorted communication. As he points out, con-
flicts “arise from distortion in communication, from misunderstanding and incomprehension, from insinceri-
ty and deception” [23; 35]. All parties involved in the conflict (in this case Islamic fundamentalists and Bush
administration) are only interested in the strategic success of their actions. It results in a complete collapse of
communication, and this is a starting point of all violence. To bring clarity to communication Habermas of-
fers the strengthening of communicative and legal relations on an international level, and the reinforcing of
the UN is the key option. Despite the fact he understands the underlying cause and the nature of conflict, his
suggestions are abstract. As Boon argues Habermas’s recommendations “neither discuss the complexities of
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UN institutions nor provide details about how to achieve such reforms” [24; 160]. However, Islamic funda-
mentalists’ rejection of Western modernity, deliberation, human sovereignty and rationalist epistemology is
the main challenge to Habermas’s discourse ethics to accommodate.

Social movement theory

9/11 attacks and the following effects of terrorist acts have inspired the surge of interest in Islamic ac-
tivism within social activism studies.Although the scholarly discussion about Islamic activismhas advanced
more or less in isolation from social movement theory, the number of students of Islamic activism engaging
with this body of theory is growing [25, 26]. As Olesen suggests, “a central concern in social movement re-
search over the last 40 years has been to explain why some people choose to participate in activism while
others — the majority — do not” [26; 7]. In terms of social movement theory Islamic fundamentalism can be
defined as activism where violent interpretation of Islam and Islamic texts forms the ideological basis of an
organization. In such organizations, Islam is instrumentalized for diagnosis and critique of society and to le-
gitimize violence against “infidels”.

Wiktorowicz has offered a systematic framework of Islamic activism within social movement theory.
As he points out, the definition of Islamic activism is purposefully broad, and “it accommodates the variety
of contention that frequently emerges under the banner of “Islam”, including propagation movements, terror-
ist groups, collective action rooted in Islamic symbols and identities, explicitly political movements that seek
to establish Islamic state, and inward-looking groups that promote Islamic spirituality through collective ef-
forts” [25; 2]. Wiktorowicz criticizes Islamic activism research for its descriptive analysis of ideology, struc-
ture, and goals of various Islamic actors or histories of specific movements, and he also points out that disci-
plinary fragmentation has not developed models and frameworks which give a systematic understanding of
Islamic activism. To move forward he proposes social movement theory “as a unifying framework and agen-
da that can provide effective modes of enquiry to further the boundaries of research on Islamic activism” [25;
4]. In his view while the majority of studies on Islamic activism consider that mobilization is provoked by a
particular set of grievances, social movement theory suggests other factors such as resource availability,
framing resonance, and shifts in opportunity structures being linked to mobilization processes. However, the-
se considerations does not make social movement theory more important in comparison to other studies, so
this body of theory on Islamic activism has to be accepted as one of many other theoretical frameworks.

Wiktorowicz also offers insights into the nature of radical Islam. He argues that “Al Qaeda and the radical
Islamists that constitute the new “global jihadi movement” are not theological outliers”, and “they are part of
broader community of Islamists known as Salafis” (commonly called “Wahhabis”) [27]. The term “salaf” is
used to identify those who follow the example of the companions (salaf) of the Prophet Mohammed. Salafis
call strictly follow the Qur’an, Sunna (path of the Prophet Mohammed), and the consensus of the companions.
While there is a general agreement among Salafi factions on this understanding of Islam, the debate arises over
the use of violence. Wiktorowicz argues that “the development of jihadi thought is characterized by erosion of
critical constraints used to limit warfare and violence in classical Islam” [27; 75]. He points out that this erosion
can be shownthrough the development of jihadi arguments linked to the issues such as apostasy, conducting
jihad at home, global jihad, killing civilians, and suicide bombings.

Olesen [26] also considers that social movement theory can contribute to the analysis of radical Islamic
activism. His main focus is on radicalization processes which are typically referred to as homegrown, and
individuals born and raised in the West are involved by “homegrown radicalization”. He proposes four types
of explanations of recruitment and radicalization: 1) individual and socio-psychological explanations (identi-
ty pressure and transformation at the individual and group level); 2) organization and network explanations
(the importance of personal networks in recruitment and the role played by existing institutions and organiza-
tions (e.g. mosques and prisons) in recruitment processes); 3) structural and political environment explana-
tion (how radical activism is shaped through its interaction with authorities and by the public debate cli-
mate); and 4) media and communication explanations (the use of symbols in radical activist communication
and importance of communication technologies (the Internet) and a new and more complex global media
infrastructure) [26; 29]. His four types of explanations for recruitment and radicalization in Islamic activism
provide a coherent theoretical toolbox for future studies, and implications of social movement research for
the study of recruitment and radicalization in Islamic activism are strong.

The contemporary scholarly debate on Islamic fundamentalism has shifted from its political dimension
to cultural one, and it is dueto changesthat has developed within Islamic radical movements. It is associated
with the spread of salafism which is not a translation of original Muslim cultures and traditions but a recon-
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structing of new identities by violent interpretation of Islam [28-31]. Roy suggests that “the neo-
fundamentalist view reduces Islam to a literalist and normative reading of the Koran,” and “it rejects cultural
dimensions of religion and replaces them with a code of Islamic conduct to suit any situation, from Afghan
deserts to US school campuses” [29]. For example, in the case of the Taliban, their first target was not the
West, but traditional Afghan culture. Consequently, scholars consider salafism as a tool for displacing tradi-
tional cultures, and the spread of salafism is perceived as a “Saudi-ization” [32]. There is an ongoing conflict
between Radical Islamic movements seeking to create “authentic” Islamic way of life and local Muslims
who try to keep their “traditional” Islamic way of life.

Conclusion

The aim of this literature review was to explore the existing knowledge of Islamic fundamentalism.The
phenomenon of Islamic fundamentalism has generated a big debate within scholars from various fields of
study over the last three decades. Different types of theoretical frameworks have been applied to comprehend
and analyze the emergence of Islamic fundamentalism across the world. The Iranian Revolution of 1979, the
breakdown of Soviet Union, and 9/11 attacks were major events which have raised a big interest in radical
Islamic movements within Islamic scholarship, public officials, commentators, and journalists. As an over-
view of existing literature on Islamic fundamentalism has illustrated, the nature of radical Islamism is multi-
faceted, and there exists no consensus even over the term of Islamic fundamentalism, although the use of this
term has been established.

The motivation for this literature review has been to offer a general analysis of research on Islamic fun-
damentalism, and major works and conceptual frameworks were examined as well as problem areas were
illustrated. As this paper suggested, Middle Eastern (or area studies) and Islamic studies, conflict analysis
and resolution, and social movement theory are models that have been applied by the majority of researchers
to understand the nature of Islamic fundamentalism and conflicts linked to radical Islamic movements.
Whereas each theory pretends to offer unifying explanation for understanding Islamic fundamentalism, the
combined use of these frameworks should form the base of future studies.

The literature review also proposed that the initial source for the rise of Islamic radical movements was
the struggle against colonialism and Western cultural supremacy, and the despotic character of regimes (or
collapsed states) and the spread of globalization have accelerated radicalization processes. Moreover, most
publications are focused on Middle East, and it gives a false image of unified Islamic fundamentalism. How-
ever, Islamic fundamentalism is very different in different places. Finally, the new forms of Islamic funda-
mentalism or salafism are challenging traditional cultures, and there is a need for the conceptual research on
these new forms of radical Islamic movements.

Investigation of relations between the meanings of professional
employment and levels of preparedness professional choice of school-leavers

The article analyzes the factors affecting the success of professional formation of choice for school-leavers. A
meaning of life aspects of personality considered as a key factor. The study aimed to test the hypothesis that
the meaningfulness of the future, focus on the essential characteristics of a profession, training and develop-
ment will be connected with a higher degree of preparedness to professional choice.
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Some aspects of mediation as social and psychological phenomenon

In article such phenomenon as mediation is considered actual today. Mediation is one of optimum ways of the
solution of a conflict situation. Mediation is a well-structured process of group interaction between two or
more people, in which one of the participants facilitates communication between two (or more) other people
who are found in an emotional confrontation with each other and fail to make rational thoughtful conversa-
tions themselves. In this article social and psychological aspect of this phenomenon is considered, namely the
interrelation with psychological training is traced. Also in this article is considered: the mediation purpose,
factors of success of the solution of a conflict situation, a mediation stage, advantage of mediation, etc. In
permission of a conflict situation the mediator is of great importance, the role of a mediator and quality which
it has to possess here is described.

Key words: mediation, conflict situation, conflict, way of a resolution, training, mediator, communication,
experience; personal qualities, skills.

Today in our society as mediation widely proved such social-psychological phenomenon in the world.
It is possible to tell that mediation is «new communicative practice in a resolution of conflicts.

Gradually there is «revolution» in methods of settlement of conflict situations, and leading positions in
a resolution of conflicts in various spheres of activity are taken by mediation.

This system of alternative settlement of disputes actively develops today and finds more and more sup-
porters in many civilized countries and the states seeking to create modern legal infrastructure.

This method, since 70th years of the last century, is widely used abroad (in the USA, Italy, Denmark,
Poland, Germany, England, Sweden and other countries). Mediation, first of all, is used for permission of
intra family problems (the relation between spouses or the relations between parents and children), the con-
flicts between neighbors and school problems (between teachers, parents and pupils), etc. The conflicts in
connection with divorce (the property section, guardianship, financial support of children, etc.) are especially
widely presented in mediatsionny practice. However mediation proved the success and at the solution of any
other conflicts — production, ethnic and even interstate.

At the state level mediation gets the legalized status. Since August 5, 2011 in Kazakhstan the law of the
Republic of Kazakhstan «about mediation» works.

In the territory of Kazakhstan a several of the centers of mediation is created. In the territory of Kazakh-
stan a number of the centers of mediation is created. According to the Confederation non-governmental or-
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ganizations of Kazakhstan (CNOK), in the republic the Center of development of negotiation process and
peaceful strategy in a resolution of conflicts works. For example In Astana, Almaty, Karaganda, Shymkent
there are mediators which received certificates on assignment of qualification of a mediator.

Mediation is a special social and psychological process that involves a neutral party, called a mediator
who plays the leading role in negotiation process.

Mediation is a well-structured process of group interaction between two or more people, in which one
of the participants facilitates communication between two (or more) other people who are found in an emo-
tional confrontation with each other and fail to make rational thoughtful conversations themselves.

Mediation is similar to group training technologies, but mediation has essential and considerable differ-
ences from training and psychological consultation. After all in itself procedure of mediation is directed not
on permission of psychological problems of participants, how many on settlement of problems of interaction
in which interests of participants are infringed really or estimated.

Group psychological training, as we know, is directed or on permission of the intra personal conflicts
that as shows experiment, facilitates communication of people with others in life. Or training is directed on
formation of any skills and abilities, for example, «social and psychological training — model for studying
and practical laboratory for formation of communicative abilities, the means of psychological influence
aimed at the development of knowledge, social installations, skills and experience in area of interpersonal
communication and professional activity.

But in mediation there is more important event for participants. Each of participants of the conflict real-
ly satisfies the interests and requirements which couldn't be satisfied earlier.

Moreover mediations as process of negotiations and as the situation of psychological interaction is re-
ality of human life, being in the conflict. Mediation is a significant part of the life of the people who are in a
condition of opposition, fight and negative attitude to each other (that seldom happens in training, only if the
trainer specially doesn't create such game situation of opposition).

One of the greatest benefits of mediation is that it allows people to resolve the charge in a friendly way
and in ways that meet their own unique needs. Thus, mediation is a communication, which leads to both
emotional and cognitive stress reduction of parties, which enjoy and meet their spiritual, psychological and
material needs as well. Moreover mediation as a process of negotiation and psychological interaction consid-
ers being a part of human life faced with the certain conflict.

Mediation plays a significant role in human lives that are full of conflicts, struggles, and negative attitudes
to each other (which is rarely occur, if only the coach creates a special conflict situation in the training himself).

Mediation is developed on the basis of a resolution of conflict. In social psychology the problem con-
nected with studying of the conflicts, is represented fundamental [1]. Modern scientists in the field of
conflictology note "a crucial role of the conflicts" as in life of the certain person, and society as a whole [2].
Numerous researches of problems of emergence and effective resolution of conflicts are defined by it.

The goal of mediation is to help parties to develop mutually acceptable agreement or solution, to squash
all negative attitudes, to establish constructive communication between parties, to make people realize their
interests, to remove the psychological barriers and treat other people as friends or partners for a joint-search
for mutually acceptable solutions, agreements to resolve the conflict situation.

Success of permission of a conflict situation in case of use of procedure of mediation depends on a
number of factors which can be schematically presented in three blocks [3]:

1) professionalism and personal qualities of a mediator;

2) specifics of the conflict;

3) features of warring parties.

Mediation simply offers beneficial and streamlined approach to complicated situations and it is a se-
quence of procedural steps that guarantees the success in the whole process. Typically, mediation involves
the following steps [2; 65p.]:

Mediation Procedure establishment;

Statement of the Problem by the Parties

The discussion and development of options that might satisfy the respective interests of the parties;
Caucus — private meeting between the mediator and one party

Bargaining and Generating Options

The preparation of a draft summarizing the tentative agreements.

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Each stage of mediation has its own specific goals and objectives. The shift to the next stages requires
the accomplishment of all goals set before. Therefore, the mediator should always check himself/herself over
and over whether the challenges put at this stage have been completed and the goal has been reached. Only
with full confidence that all problems have been solved, you can proceed to the next step.

The mediator must ensure effective communication between the parties. At a first glance it seems that
there are no any complications. People often aid others to understand the various problems by evaluating the
opinions and attitudes of other people. The mediator’s primary role is to mediate from a impartial stance hav-
ing no vested interest in the outcome of a dispute between parties. The mediator has no legal or ethic rights
to give any estimation. The mediator must adopt the neutral stance: the parties of the conflict have a problem
that prevents them to interact in a constructive and non-confrontational way. The individuals involved in
mediation often come with a history of relationship, respect, and hope having been transformed into mistrust,
rejection, and betrayal. Mediators must be trained to manage the venting process, so that it does not derail the
mediation. For example, mediators sometimes use separate “caucus” sessions to create a safe place for vent-
ing, thereby avoiding a situation in which the other party’s reactions to the venting escalate the conflict.

Another pivotal role of the mediator is to listen and help the parties identify the underlying causes of the
conflict and how they would like to resolve or manage it. The agreements and outcome are decided by the par-
ties. Of course, the success in this trade may be guaranteed with a special education and vocational training.

Respected mediators can contribute expertise and experience in all models and styles of negotiation so
that the parties are able to negotiate more constructively, efficiently and productively.

Throughout the negotiation process the mediator set the ground rules in the first meeting with parties;
the parties and mediator signs an agreement to mediate; the mediator guides the parties’ discussion, assuring
that they can rationally respond to each other’s views and feelings non-aggressive manner; the mediator
helps to reach a final agreement that is satisfactory to both parties.

The mediator may at any time suspend the work, take a break for a caucus or rest. He is a neutral part who
sets the tone for the entire process. Mediators act to maintain a positive emotional climate by controlling or diffus-
ing negative emotions or attacks, enforcing behavioral ground rules, and keeping parties focused on the issues. He
monitors the rules and alerts hand, if they violate the negotiation rules. The mediator can even completely stop the
mediation if the parties are unable to stay aggressive and he clearly sees that the parties are not willing to negotiate
or one of the parties mentally unsound for the process. This is usually determined before the mediation session
starts. Obviously, the mediator accomplishes his function through all stages and in between.

The mediator should have and always practice good listening skills. (This feature of the mediator is so
popular amid psychologists). The mediator should be able to grasp a meaningful and emotional content of a
party’s statements. In this way he tentatively identifies the interest expressed, and then expresses that interest
back to the party for further feedback.

Parties may try to bluff, or misrepresent their interests. Mediators must be alert for such bluffs, and try
to call them. Mediators may use persuasion or rationalization to induce a party to abandon their bluff and
present a more accurate picture of their interests. Finally the mediator should incorporate both parties’ inter-
ests into a joint problem statement. A joint problem statement enables negotiators to commit to work on a
common problem because they believe that their needs will be respected, if not met by, the solutions that will
be developed.

In this case, the mediator should raise the issue (or issues), give an assessment to the conflict, parties’
feelings about the issue raised. It should be borne in mind that most people can not distinguish facts from
interpretations and evaluations, which often leads to a misunderstanding.

The mediator should perceive emotions of the parties as a fact (they may cry or laugh, be angry or
pleased) and he is expected to consider them just as an emotional coloring of their statements. Therefore, the
mediator may inform the parties about his attitude towards their emotional state.

To be an active listener and the capacity to remember all the important facts of parties’ statements is
crucial. Thus, the mediator will be able to demonstrate his awareness, frame the issues in ways which enable
effective problem-solving. There is another thing; parties are very rarely able to give a clear or complete
statement of their interests. Hence one of the mediator's tasks is to uncover and clarify the parties’ hidden
interests. Mediators should help to cultivate a positive attitude toward interest discovery in the parties. In
order to streamline his functions mediator can record the essential ideas in statements of the parties on paper,
but it is also important not to lose contact and process control [4].

The empathic listening is a core skill of the mediator which is significant at all stages of the process:
parties’ presentation, discussions and caucus.
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The mediator is a third party who analyzes the conflict and aids the parties to realize significant aspects
of their issue for the perspective conflict resolution. The mediator performs his function is mainly to make
the parties themselves understand the situation and carefully examine what may be possible ways out [5].

Neutrality and impartiality are other important qualities of a respected mediator. The mediator must
display so called ‘indifferent’ reaction and attend equally to the needs and interests of all parties with equal
respect, without discrimination and without taking sides’. The mediator should come to the mediation as ‘an
empty vessel’! These qualities and terms are often seemed in mediators’ codes of ethics. The ability to tune
away from prejudice, past experience, similar matters is vital to gain the respect in your job. Conflict analy-
sis is always a very delicate thing. Mediator may feel that he understands the parties’ interests and is willing
to drive them to a collaborative work. But you never know in advance what kind of conflict resolution will
be suitable for these particular parties. Only the parties themselves are the masters and judges of the conflict
situation and know the most favorable ways out of the situation! As for the mediator, he should expand the
information to the parties, so that they can vision the situation from a single angle and understand why their
views are so contradictive. The mediator should assist the parties to understand what their true interests, and
what steps can take parties to resolve their dispute [6].

The parties are now ready to begin generating settlement options. Having generated a range of settle-
ment options, the parties must next evaluate those options to seek the solution which provides maximum mu-
tual benefits. When the parties' settlement ranges have no overlap, there are no mutually acceptable settle-
ment options. The mediators’ objective in the conflict analysis is to identify and clarify the disputed issues,
discover what interests hidden in their personal stance. In this role, the mediator asks the parties to state their
views and deal with the facts they have on the dispute subject, identify the most important points in their ar-
gumentations. All details of parties’ statements sufficient for coming in to a consensus in the dispute. For this
analysis, the mediator, firstly, listens to each party and then ask effective questions to clarify the dispute.

The mediator mainly can function as a conflict analyzer on the stage of issue discussions and meeting in
caucus, but partially in the process of generating settlement options.

Any conflict situation is accompanied by emotional experiences. The conflicts can trigger even strong
emotions. If you faced with a prolonged conflict, you can hardly avoid a burst of negative interpretations. In
such circumstances, a person may not be entirely accurate in his speech and adequate both in his/her vision
of the conflict situation and in their expectations about possible ways to resolve it. In conflict resolution,
there is such a term as "narrowing of consciousness". In most cases we are only aware of information from a
limited part of the environment and more or less unconscious of information that happens to be outside our
focus. People, involved in the conflict, tend to ‘turn over’ the situation. Attention and consciousness of the
people are focused on the fight. In this case, our decisions may not be available and secure; the parties fail to
meet the objective possibilities in problem-solving process. Consciously or unconsciously, but the parties
will make the negotiation process unproductive: facing with a non-realistic agreement [4; 36p.].

Another important role of the mediator in mediation process is the role of a supervisor; he conducts a
careful examination over the parties’ statements, whether they are true or false: considers the feasibility of
their proposals and agreements, and availability of their resources.

The construction of mutually accepted agreement implies as a symbolic end to the conflict and increas-
es the parties' commitment to the agreement. The mediator must ensure that the parties better-understanding
of all the terms of the settlement agreement and their interaction. Once the “solution “has been arrived at by
each party, the mediator would need to get each side to “sign off” on the specific behavioral changes they
have agreed to perform. The mediator ensures that the agreement committed is secure and arrangements are
robust and long-term.

It is always preferable when the mediator encourages the parties to make such an analysis on his own.
But in cases where the party or parties impassionate, emotionally overexcited or careless, the mediator can
himself draw a hypothetical situation and offer to study what negative effects it brings and how it can devel-
op for the parties. In this regard the mediator should indicate to all the possible negative consequences of
actions/omissions or the results of the proposals of one of the parties of the dispute. To motivate parties for a
mutual analysis of possible adverse events in the future is significant. Otherwise, the mediator will never be
aware of the conditions and know the history of the problem better than the parties of the conflict. Only par-
ties are able to conduct an objective examination of the potential problems arising in the future.

To find options for resolving the conflict is not easy. If the parties fail to display creativeness or capacity to
explore the alternatives in conflict resolution, they may get confused and feel stuck. The mediator, in this case,
usually bases on his personal experience and suggests his options for the parties’ consideration. But the mediator
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can not suggest a solution, but only encourage the parties to find a solution by performing new ideas in conflict
resolution. As an objective third-party, mediators can often see possibilities that disputants cannot [7].

The abilities to mediate as an idea-generator are helpful on the caucus and a draft development stages.

The mediator must also have the ability to expand the resources on the dispute issue.

In this role, the mediator provides the disputants with the necessary information equally. However, he
must be very accurate in giving any explanations, clarifications or suggestions. Contamination by back-
ground information can impact a mediator through many sources. All information provided should include
only the actual facts and not depend on any kind of side.

The mediator teaches how to conduct an ultimate negotiation. In the role of the teacher, the mediator
teaches to think, act and negotiate for establishing a cooperative work. Most of the disputants hardly know
how to negotiate and attempt to use prohibited techniques ("negotiating ploys"), sometimes they show a
"fake emotions", perform false information, put forward excessive demands in the hope of getting what they
really want by intimidating his opponent [8].

The parties shall apply such manipulative techniques which will force the opponent side to take their
stance and position. Most often, when they do not think of that cheating could bring some success only for a
very short time, until the other party would understand that they were tricked. In managing the flow of in-
formation the mediator must be able to recognize the fraud given by one of the parties. A false representation
of the matter only exacerbates conflict. It is important to prevent such situation in mediation session. Typi-
cally, during the caucus the mediator discusses the form and content of the proposals submitted to the joint
session and carefully prepares parties for it. Separating the parties allows more open communication between
the party in caucus and the mediator. This helps the mediator understand the party's point of view more fully
and keep the process moving forward. One of the advantages of conducting the caucus, without the presence
of the other party, the party in caucus is likely to be less tense, angry, and defensive, and more flexible and
creative. In addition, strict adherence to the procedure given in the beginning, the parties also shows how
important it is to follow these arrangements [9].

Thus, the mediator aids the parties to reach a mutual agreement. The essence of this function can be
seen in keeping track on correctness and completeness of the content of the agreement. When the disputants
find a mutually agreeable resolution to their conflict, the mediator should then insist that they clearly detail
how that resolution will be implemented in a written action plan. Mediation fails if disputants think they
have identified a resolution but the resolution is so vague that they have differing perceptions of it. These
differing perceptions are a seed for future conflict. To avoid this, managers should present an action plan and
follow up to ensure that the plan has been executed.

Sometimes the disputants like the solutions that they come up with, they begin to hurry and find there is
no use in further detail recording. But the mediator must be patient in order effectively terminate the agree-
ment. Drawing up an agreement, to the astonishment of the participants can not take less time than the rest of
the negotiation process. To make a final agreement is hard work and time consuming. Consequently, manag-
ers have often intervened with hybrid strategies, such as allowing mediation to proceed until a deadline at
which the mediator will become an arbitrator and impose a resolution.

There are no doubts that mediators’ actions must be aimed to maintain a positive emotional climate.
This role of the mediator is closely related to the function of a process organizer. It is not about creating an
idyll or a soft relaxing atmosphere. During mediation it is possible to perform rigid behavior and harsh words
of anger and confrontation. But all negotiation strategies must be in constructive way. The role of the media-
tor is to keep even tough but constructive cooperation between the parties, avoiding mutual insults and hu-
miliation of one of the parties. Procedural agreement adopted during the opening remarks of the mediator, is
a good tool for managing the psychological climate. The professional mediator always can make the tension
and stiffness of the talks to fade away before long. Then the parties discuss and generate mutual commit-
ments in a peaceful manner. Of course, the mediator should perform the function of emotional climate crea-
tor throughout the whole mediation [9; 25].

The mediation helps the parties to shift from conflict confrontation and negative attitudes to a construc-
tive interaction. It is possible to reach conflict resolution when the parties will be able to remove negative
emotions. From this moment the parties begin to make private negotiations. In this situation the mediator
may be involved in the negotiations only for avoid any difficulties from the part of the disputants. Only the
parties are in charge of actual result of the agreement set.

Mediation — is consequent and purposeful creation of a situation in which human’s mentality and be-
havior experiences some changes and corrections. It is defined as special type of psychological behavior of
parties in the mediation, specific from the behavior of people in the course of the arbitral tribunal or psycho-
logical training.
