Problems of the Soviet peasantry in the post-war decade
in modern Russian historiography

The study of the problem of the Soviet peasantry in the post-war decade in modern Russian historiography is
being updated in the context of fundamental changes connected to the opening of access to new archival doc-
uments. Over the past decades there has been an increase in interest in the phenomenon of everyday life of
Soviet people, including the peasantry, in Russian historical science. The presented wide layer of
historiographic material was divided according to the problem principle: research on public sentiment, rela-
tions between the peasantry and the state, the problem of hunger and food supply, political repression against
the peasantry, collective farm life, etc. The author concludes that modern Russian historiography focuses on
the study of various aspects of peasant everyday life.

Manifestation of integration processes in Central Asia compared with ASEAN

of the world due to the collapse of the bipolar system of the world order led to changes in the situation not on-
ly at the international level, but also at the regional level. Currently, there is a change in the importance of the
role of the Central Asian region from a peripheral space to a region that seeks to take a leading place in the
system of integration processes on the continent of Eurasia. The need for regional cooperation results from
modern realities, as well as the close geographical proximity of states, culture, and common political past.
The common mentality of the peoples inhabiting the region and the threats to stability and security are also
common to all of Central Asia. This makes it possible to say that regional cooperation and integration are cur-
rently a priority, both in the political, economic, and social spheres of state life. At the international level, the
Central Asian states have many treaties and agreements with each other, but the influence of external forces
and the disagreement in the views of conducting foreign policy prevent the region from fully developing inte-
gration processes. In addition, this paper will briefly list the main recommendations, observance of which
would ensure the stable development and establishment of relations between the states of the region.

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Some innovative methods of teaching the spiritual heritage of
Alikhan Bokeikhan on the subject of the history of Kazakhstan

The article analyzes the works of the leader of the movement Alash Alikhan Bukeikhan. According to the up-
dated secondary school curriculum, topics related to the history of the Alash movement and the activities of
its leaders are included in the history of Kazakhstan in the beginning of the XX century. On the example of
studying these topics the possibilities of using various techniques and methods of innovative information
technologies are considered. The appeal to the personality of Alikhan Bukeikhan is due to the fact that in his
works, written at the beginning of the XX century, we find the concepts of the development of national histo-
ry that are relevant today from a methodological point of view. His views on the socio-political, economic
development of Kazakhstan in the future continue to remain relevant today. One of the important tasks in the
study of the heritage of the Alash intelligentsia is to explain to students that they fought for the freedom and
independence of the Kazakh people at the beginning of the twentieth century. The main goal was seen in the
preservation of the Kazakh statehood. Analysis of the works of Alikhan Bukeikhan allows us to conclude that
the leaders of Alash were not supporting the violent transformation of traditions, customs, centuries-old expe-
rience of the development of the Kazakh people, on the contrary, they advocated for further progressive de-
velopment, the use of the experience of developed countries, their knowledge and achievements. At the same
time, the analysis of the works of Alikhan Bukeikhan with the use of modern innovative technologies makes
it possible to conclude that the theoretical and practical significance of his works has not lost its value today.

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Internationalization of higher education: case study — China, Turkey

For the past two decades internationalization of higher education institutions has been increasing in terms of
its scope, volume and complexity. It has also been referred to as a worthwhile ‘business’ which involves
gains for students, universities and other stakeholders. The article considers approaches to the interpretation
of the concept of “internationalization” by foreign authors, main forms and elements of internationalization of
higher education institutions, and identifies the features of internationalization of higher education. Taking in-
to account the impact of the globalization process on internationalization of universities, the article analyzes
the current level of internationalization of higher education in the sectors of China and Turkey in a pragmatic
manner. This article provides an empirical model based on data analysis, and also highlights significant as-
pects of internationalization of higher education. We hope that the article will consider these points and pro-
vide long term strategies to pursue a more standardized education system as a model for Central Asian states.

Keywords: internationalization, higher education, China, Turkey, universities, Central Asia, academic mobili-
ty, integration processes.

Introduction

There is no single upon agreed definition on internationalization of education, since this is a complex
phenomenon with a broad concept and evolution of its meanings, approaches and elements. In spite of the
fact that the term internationalization has been used in political science for a long time, it began to gain
widespread use in education only in the 1980s. The concept of internationalization has developed since 1994
when Knight first defined internationalization as “the process of integrating an international dimension into
the teaching, research and service functions of higher education” [1]. In addition, Knight and de Wit high-
light three components of the term: internationalization as the process; internationalization as a response to
globalization; internationalization covering both international and local elements [2]. S6derqvist character-
ized internationalization as a transition process from a higher education institution to an international higher
education resulting in incorporating an international dimension in all facets of its comprehensive manage-
ment in order to improve the quality of education and to accomplish required competencies [3]. In 2003
Knight worked out a renewed definition of internationalization at national, sectoral and institutional levels as
a process of introducing international, intercultural dimensions into goals, functions and the provision of
higher education [4]. The updated definition was extended to national and international levels by taking into
consideration advancements and restrictions of the previous definition. According to Knight, the internation-
alization of higher education has two major fields — internal and external [5]. These two main types of in-
ternationalization can be distinguished further. The process of internal internationalization is aimed at ex-
panding the international activities of a university. This, in turn, means building a global approach into the
curricula of universities, as well as attracting foreign students, scientists and teachers. External international-
ization is characterized by the opening of branches and subsidiary campuses abroad, the promotion of stu-
dent exchange programs and interuniversity education.

The complexity of defining the internationalization process of higher education stems from the fact that
it can take different forms. Knight offers the following classification of internationalization in higher educa-
tion according to the movement of:

— people — mobility of students and teaching staff, including exchanges and studies at border univer-
sities;

— providers — institutions that have access to education;

— programs — mobility of the educational programs between countries;

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— services and projects — various modes of collaboration based on research or teaching curriculum
development, quality management [6].

Among the modes and actions of international cooperation inextricably related to the internationaliza-
tion of higher education there are:

— inclusion of international educational standards into national educational programs;

— construction of inter-institutional collaboration;

— organization of international mobility for students, teachers and faculty by transferring credits;

— engagement of foreign specialists by developing special exchange programs;

— development of common international standards, comparable requirements and methodologies for the
quality assurance of educational programs;

— promotion of institutional partnership and building strategic educational alliances.

The key aims of a country, institution, individual or other stakeholders developing internationalization
process in higher education can be described as follows:

— diversification and growth of financial receivables through bringing in of foreign students paying tui-
tion fees;

— participation in foreign alliances and cross-border networks at a strategic stage;

— increase in accessibility and innovativeness of higher education;

— financial benefits and contribution to the prosperity of the national fund,

— extension of regional higher learning institution network for the efficient use of the resources;

— improvement of quality of research and education;

— achievement of excellence in teaching, research and community service;

— enhancement of the higher education reputation and competitiveness of a country.

Literature Review

In this work attention is paid to the development of issues relating to the prevailing characteristics of es-
tablishing the process of internationalization in higher education in the works of J. Knight, H. de Wit,
I. Wallerstein, A.R. Denisov, M.M Stepanova, V.M. Filippov, A.A.Semchenko, O.V. Saginova,
V.V. Fokina, etc. The works of the above-mentioned authors investigate the course of the transformations
carried out in developing countries' higher education systems in light of the internationalization of education.
The internationalization of education in these works is evaluated as an important tool to foster international
cooperation in the field of education. The problem of internationalization of higher education in China is
considered in the works of L. Xiaoshu, B. Xiang, R. Fedasiuk, L.Chen, D.Huang, I.A.Shvedova,
T.G. Frezghi, R. Yang, etc. These works assess internationalization as a major factor in the development of
higher education in China; explore the concept of internationalization, the role of the Chinese government
and student mobility. The study argues that the government exerts significant influence over higher educa-
tion institutions through legislation, funding, planning and evaluation. In addition, the study notes that the
internationalization of higher education provides China with economic and cultural capital.

In the work of G. Tasci and S. Kenan the internationalization policies in Turkey were examined. Au-
thors state that in Turkey this process has experienced a shift towards implementation activities more related
to the internationalization of global scientists and students. However, is not yet in a position aimed at a level
of internationalization compared to world countries. J. Visakorpi, F. Stankovic, J. Pedrosa, C. Rozsnyai con-
clude that the main limitation to the development of the internationalization in university systems is “lack of
autonomy”. What needs to change, the authors suggest, is the regulatory system, which today is largely im-
plemented by YOK. For that to change it's important to break away from the mindset that drives the current
system.

Experimental

Analysis of the internationalization principle in modern higher education has not yet been implemented
in theoretical literature. At the same time, the use of its analysis will help to form new strategic guidelines for
the higher education system and implement effective educational technologies in pedagogical practice. This
situation formed the epistemological research strategy: to analyze the basic trends in the development of the
modern university as a socio-educational phenomenon.

Scientists Jane Knight and H. de Wit identified the most important stages of internationalization of
higher education and defined the term “internationalization” in their works. According to J. Knight, interna-
tionalization of higher education at the national, sectoral, and institutional levels is understood as a process in
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which the goals, functions, and organization of educational services take on an international dimension. The
same author considers internationalization as the process of integrating the international aspect into the
teaching, research and other functions of the university.

Definition of internationalization according to H. de Wit lies in the fact that it is considered as a set of
processes whose combined impact, planned or unplanned, is aimed at strengthening the international compo-
nent in higher education [7].

This article focuses on the actualization of problems that give rise to problems with understanding the
nature of the process of internationalization of higher education. This actualization is mainly related to the
need to develop a specific conceptual framework. Interest in theoretical and empirical problems of socio-
philosophical cognition of the process of internationalization of higher education has been sharply increasing
in recent decades. Based on these observations, we set ourselves the task of determining the relationship be-
tween equally important components in the process of internationalization of higher education — theoretical
and empirical factors. The methodological and factual framework of this study will limit the dynamics of the
process of internationalization of higher education.

In this article, in regards to the need to develop a methodological strategy, we also assume that the inte-
gration of a number of methods will contribute to the discovery of some insufficiently researched aspects of
the process of internationalization of higher education. In addition, it can help to identify new aspects in this
process. Therefore, we came to the conclusion that the integrative approach is most appropriate for studying
the process of internationalization of higher education. In the published study the formulation of general
methodological questions led to the need to approach the phenomenon of higher education in China and Tur-
key from the standpoint of various research paradigms, including historical, philosophical and sociological.

The article focuses on the epistemological potential of the approach. On the basis of this approach, a
strategy is created for the effective study of the phenomenon of higher education as a system, as well as for
explaining the integrity of higher education and its mechanism. Using the methodology of system analysis
higher education was studied in the context of a set with determined integral properties. Thus, the trend of
development of university education is determined by special system-forming and integrative links of uni-
versity education as an object.

The article also used the methodology of world system analysis, the basis of which can be found in the
works of an American sociologist, professor at Yale University, founder and head of the Fernand Braudel
Center for the Study of Economies, Historical Systems and Civilizations I. Wallerstein. The world-system of
I. Wallerstein is divided in space into the core (rich developed world), semi-periphery (semi-industrial coun-
tries) and periphery (underdeveloped countries) [8].

At the same time, we proceeded from a broad understanding of the world-system approach as a meth-
odology that allows us to analyze the problems of the formation of the modern social world as a system that
unites the human community. In its methodological guidelines, the world-system approach is based on the
globalization model of the modern world and, thereby, reveals the role and significance of globalization as a
basis for the phenomenon of internationalization of modern university education.

Results and discussion

In order to achieve the major goals internationalization of higher education requires international coop-
eration, respect for cultural identity and tolerance in educational activities. Despite today's issues, it also
needs a collective action, rationality, creative mindset, intercultural tolerance, communication abilities, sci-
ence-based approach and acceptance of criticism.

It is highly essential to develop an operational and effective strategy for incorporating international di-
mensions into research, teaching and service functions. Higher education internationalization highlights ac-
tive involvement in educational programs, reforms and challenges as well as research activities. Implementa-
tion of this substantial viewpoint is necessary to design and realize crucial internationalization programs. The
most significant strategies of higher education internationalization based upon the global experience are as
follows:

1. providing an internationally high standard of education;

2. advancement interaction with international society as well as international and regional cooperation;

3. generating a long-term internationalization plan;

4. improvement of research activities by strengthening international networks;

5. enhancement of infrastructure to promote internal internationalization process;
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6. reconsideration of subjects, textbooks or courses pertinent to the content of world community
knowledge and international issues as well as introduction of special textbooks for foreign students;

7. provision of necessary management-level preparation to carry out an international higher education
and cope with the higher education challenges;

8. beneficiation of university environment in accordance with global standards for academic and re-
search activities;

9. human-resource development to fulfill economic, social and cultural consequences of internationali-
zation of education.

In order to assess the achievements in the field of internationalization of education it is important to
choose the right instrument for assessing the results. This evaluation is carried out via:

e accreditation by special international organizations, such as the Association of International Educators
(NAFSA), the Association of Commonwealth Universities (ACU), the European Center for Strategic Man-
agement of Universities (ESMU) and others;

e development by universities of their own system of indicators to enable them to independently evalu-
ate the current achievements in this area [9].

The evaluation of the level of internationalization via accreditation by special international organiza-
tions is focused on the benchmarking of universities in all countries. Universities with the best practice in the
area of internationalization can be identified through these procedures. This approach was developed by the
activities of the Association of Specialists in the Internationalization of Education NAFSA (Association of
International Educators). The Association has looked for the most prominent examples of internationalizing
higher education and categorized them according to the following criteria:

. administrative support and infrastructure;

. research and faculty exchange;

. community service and outreach;

. curricular initiatives;

. student learning and participation;

. faculty commitment;

. support for education abroad;

. institutional commitment;

. support for international students and scholars [9].

The first criterion is directly linked to the practical implementation of the internationalization process.
The funds provided by the university administration to advance internationalization initiatives are of particu-
lar importance in determining this criterion. The Chinese government has always played the role of the main
source of funding, helping Chinese teachers and students gain international experience. With the dramatic
increase in the number of self-funded international students in China and self-funded Chinese students study-
ing abroad, it is easy to conclude that the share of private funding is growing rapidly as a portion of total
spending on the internationalization process of higher education. However, there is a number of government
programs to fund the internationalization process of Chinese higher education. For example, the China
Scholarship Council, established in 1996 under the Ministry of Education, administers various types of
scholarships to fund the training of employees and students of Chinese government institutions abroad and to
support foreigners to study at Chinese government institutions. Government funding is not the only funding
for the internationalization of Chinese public higher education institutions, but it always makes up the bulk.

In an attempt to develop a more standardized and internationalized aspect of higher education, Turkey
became part of the Bologna system in 2001 and since then there have been many legislative regulations with-
in the process. The National Bologna Experts Team, first set up in 2004, had a very important role regarding
the proliferation and implementation of the process in Turkey. Strategies have been adopted at the national
level with established commissions. Moreover, support groups for universities and other higher education
institutions have started activities and provided aid through various meetings and consulting. The state allo-
cates funds from the national budget in order to implement all projects and reforms. Majority of public fund-
ing for education in Turkey (98 % in 2014) comes from the central government. The Council of Higher Edu-
cation and the university concerned with the Ministry of Finance and, in the case of the investment budget,
the State Planning Organization consider the annual budget of each state university.

Education is presently the biggest item on the Turkish government budget, and the Turkish Statistical
Agency reports that direct and indirect expenditures on education increased by 54 % between 2011 and 2014,
from 73.6 billion Turkish liras (USD $20.3 billion) to 113.6 billion liras (USD $31.4 billion). UIS data, like-
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wise, suggests that the percentage of education spending as part of the overall Turkish budget increased by
one third between 2006 and 2013, from 8.5 % to 12.4 % [10].

Investments in research and innovation are growing in Turkey to produce and practice quality research.
According to the statistical data from the “Research and Development Activities Survey, 2017 of the Turk-
ish Statistical Institute (TUIK), gross domestic expenditure on research and development has an increase of
5% in 2017 compared to 2016, which means an amount of 5 billion 214 million TL (USD $1.44 billion) in-
crease was realized leading to 29 billion 855 million TL in 2017 (USD $8.3 billion).

The criterion “Research & Faculty Exchange” is measured through the following indicators:

1) The organization of special programs of foreign internships for young teachers and their training in
the field of intercultural communication, etc.

2) The presence of special units at the university to assist teachers in the management of international
programs.

As for criterion “Research & Faculty Exchange”, a number of Chinese higher education laws and regu-
lations have been issued that clearly state that the goal of higher education is to encourage academics to pur-
sue advanced academic research as well as skilled workers to put science and technology into practice rather
than cultivating xianshi (noble officers) and “jungzi” (gentlemen) under the old education system with politi-
cal education in the center.

For teaching staff exchange, Turkey has initiated a program for academic mobility in the framework of
the Erasmus program: Staff Mobility for Teaching Assignments (STA) and Staff Mobility for Staff Training
(STT). The program aims to enable the beneficiaries to gain knowledge and practical skills through the trans-
fer of knowledge and experience. In addition, the program allows them to learn the experiences of a different
institution and to improve the knowledge and skills needed for their work. Training activities involve prac-
tices such as short-term assignment, work training and work visit.

Between the years of 2004-2013 approximately 16 thousand academic staff out of 22.000 has been sent
abroad for lecturing within the scope of Erasmus from the European Union Education and Youth Programs,
and approximately 15.000 more than 10 thousand academic staff have come to Turkey. Within the frame-
work of the Erasmus+period, more than 7 thousand personnel have gone to Program countries in Europe, and
886 personnel have gone to the partner countries in the rest of the world to teach. Within the same scope,
more than 5 thousand personnel came from Europe and 802 personnel came to Turkey from partner countries
[11].

Exchange in the field of research mainly operated through government agency TUBITAK (The Scien-
tific and Technological Research Council of Turkey) the prominent agency responsible for management,
funding and conduct of research in Turkey. The agency was founded in 1963 with a task to improve science
and technology, and also to conduct research and support Turkish researchers. It allocates fellowships quali-
fied PhD students and young post-doctoral researchers from other countries to pursue their research in Tur-
key. The goal of the program is to promote scientific and technological collaboration with countries of the
prospective researchers and encourage researchers to contribute significantly to Turkey’s aim of international
cooperation in scientific and technological development. The Scientific and Technical Research Council of
Turkey supports research projects conducted by universities after assessing proposals submitted by faculty
members. However, such grants are provided directly to faculty members, and are thus not included in uni-
versity income.

The Turkish government also offers scholarships through Turkish Government Research Fellowship
Program aimed to encourage international researchers and academics to work with Turkish academics on
collaborative research in Turkey and contribute to the development of the international scientific interaction
between researchers.

Regarding to the third criterion “Community Service and Outreach”, the most prominent example is
Confucius Institutes. The Confucius Institute is a non-profit educational institution dedicated to teaching the
Chinese language and spreading Chinese culture overseas. China began to create them in 2004, following the
experience of Great Britain, France, Germany and other countries in spreading their languages. At the mo-
ment, 1.87 million people study in the Confucius Institutes or Confucius classrooms established in 162 coun-
tries and regions of the world, 550 and 1172, respectively, and the teaching staff totals 46.7 thousand people
[12]. The tasks of the Institutes include not only teaching Chinese language, but also holding various cultural
and scientific events, providing information about education, culture, and society of China, conducting the
Chinese language proficiency exams and teacher certification, publishing educational literature on the Chi-
nese language, etc.
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In the criteria regarding “Public Relations” for international students, the Turkish Language in higher
education is being promoted through CoHE Tiirkology Scholarship Programme, which grants scholarship to
undergraduate students of Turkish Language and Literature. Most programs at state universities in Turkey
are offered in Turkish, but English programs can also be found. Private universities offer many more pro-
grams taught in English. If the level of knowledge of English or Turkish languages of students is insufficient
for admission, universities will still accept candidates. In this case, universities offer one-year preparatory
programs in English or Turkish before starting the course.

The criterion “Changing curricula to achieve the goals of internationalization™ allows us to identify the
best examples of incorporating international educational programs in the general curriculum. One of the
ways to involve those students who cannot go to study abroad for some reason is to include foreign lan-
guages and disciplines in the curricula of a particular institute. Allocating a semester for study abroad, trans-
ferring subjects to institutions abroad, as well as adding special disciplines and courses to curricula can help
achieve a high degree of internationalization.

In terms of this criterion, those courses and subjects reflecting traditional views and ideas have been
completely removed from the new curriculum in most of the Chinese universities. Many of the courses of-
fered by Peking University in the 1920s were brand new even at prestigious universities in the USA and Eu-
ropean countries [13]. During this period, the entire curriculum system was borrowed from higher education
institutions in the West, and a large number of Chinese universities and technical schools used the original
textbooks of some Western universities. This allowed modern Chinese higher education institutions to close-
ly monitor the curriculum design and educational models of the West, but the other side of the coin was that
it led to the disconnection of what was taught from the realities of China.

The Turkish government has launched a number of reformation processes in the educational system
within the framework of the Bologna system. The system of operation of educational institutions in terms of
evaluation, education system and qualification recognition have been changed. For instance, in 2014 Turkey
signed the Lisbon Recognition Convention (LRC), which aims to ensure that holders of a qualification from
a signatory country can have that qualification recognized in another. The works on establishment of the Eu-
ropean Credit Transfer System (ECTS) and Diploma Supplement also came to the final stage.

In addition, one of the principles of the Bologna process is the implementation of a three cycle educa-
tional system consisting of undergraduate, master and doctorate degrees. Turkey successfully managed to
adopt the three cycles educational system, which did not become a serious problem since this system has
been already implemented there [14].

Turkey’s Tenth Development Plan (2014-18) highlights improving skills as one of three overarching
objectives, placing particular emphasis on the need to better align the education system with the needs of the
labor market. Towards this end, and important for this report, is the emphasis given to developing a curricu-
lum that is less exam-oriented, a transition system that is based on the interests and skills of students and a
standards-based evaluation framework that focuses centrally on student learning.

The curricula also should be updated to meet internationally accepted standards of professional compe-
tence. These curricula should have content that will give both Turkish and foreign students useful and pro-
fessional competence in their own countries. Most Turkish universities have been updating their education
plan accordingly. As an example, a new dimension has been added to higher education with the emergence
of Mass Open Online Courses (MOOC:sS) in internationalization. Online platforms such as Coursera and Edx
host courses and degree programs from world-renowned universities [15].

The “Student participation” criterion is measured in terms of the number of students who are leaving for
studies or internships at universities abroad and who are involved in foreign programs on their campus. Uni-
versities are taking different steps to promote the work of students in foreign educational programs. The
number of Chinese students going abroad to study continues to grow. About 662,100 Chinese students left
China to pursue their studies abroad in 2018. Compared to 2017, this number increased by 11.74 % and
makes China the world's largest country of origin for international students [16]. According to an education
survey conducted by Statista, the United States and the United Kingdom were the most preferred countries to
study abroad for Chinese students in 2019. Students have been more attracted to the UK and Germany in
Europe and some Asian countries while the United States has lost appeal over the past five years [17].

CoHE aims to develop and enhance joint education and training programmes between higher education
institutions from all over the world. Joint education and training programmes can be established in all levels
(associate, undergraduate and graduate) by signing a protocol between the Parties.
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Turkey has been a participant of the Erasmus programme since 2004 and has been one of the most ac-
tive participants, being involved in the Socrates, youth and Leonardo de Vinci programmes.

Bologna Process aims to facilitate lifelong learning activities and, for this purpose, continuous educa-
tion centers, which offer seminars, conferences and refresher courses opened in almost every university in
Turkey.

During these years, Turkey has received the highest number of applications for Erasmus+ among all the
participating countries. Turkey is the 6th sending country and the 15th receiving country in terms of individ-
ual mobility. Since 2014 the Erasmus+Turkish National Agency has contracted almost 8,000 projects for a
total amount of EUR 617 million. As of June 2020, applications for the Erasmus+ program’s mobility ac-
tions had increased from 10,584 in 2018 to 12,816 in 2019, with a budget of nearly EUR 123 million [18].

“Faculty commitment” merely represents the importance of involving teachers in the internationaliza-
tion process, both at the level of development and implementation of the International Educational Programs
(IEP). The need for mandatory participation of teachers in the assessment of the MOP standard and in the
work of foreign programs is also a distinctive feature of this requirement. Accordingly, it should be noted the
types of remuneration for teachers for their contribution to the internationalization process such as grants for
trips to foreign universities in the framework of international educational and research projects, material re-
muneration for participation in the practical implementation of IEP.

“Faculty commitment” criterion is also taken into account in the strategy for the internationalization of
Chinese education. In compliance with the Education Exchange Agreement between China and other coun-
tries, the Ministry of Education of China sends Chinese language teaching advisers and teachers to ministries
of education, universities, secondary and primary schools of foreign countries in order to promote cultural
and educational exchanges with other countries, as well as to assure the quality of teaching Chinese language
and to assist foreigners in education. The most famous program in this direction is created by the Headquar-
ters of the Confucius Institute (Hanban). It is an overseas Chinese teacher training program in China to sub-
sidize overseas Chinese teachers around the world for their professional development. The course mainly
includes professional knowledge of the Chinese language, various teaching skills and methods of the Chinese
language, teaching materials on the Chinese language, as well as comparing the cultures of China and for-
eign countries.

In order to successfully implement the internationalization strategy and achieve the goals set, changes
must be implemented in terms of university-wide administrative structuring. The case of Ataturk University
shows that the university aims to add all its employees to the internationalization processes by reconsidering
its administrative, financial and corporate organizational structure. In order to achieve this, it is planned that
a certain part of the revolving fund income obtained through the ATAYOS (entrance examination) exam will
be allocated and transferred to the “internationalization budget”. New initiatives will be created to enable all
ATAUNI employees to actively participate in internationalization efforts. A new “welcome” orientation pro-
gram will be prepared, covering all international students. This orientation program will be of great im-
portance for the adaptation of international students to Erzurum and the university. In addition, it is planned
to create part- and full-time job opportunities for international students within the framework of YOK rules
[19].

The criterion “Support for Study Abroad” characterizes how much institutions are involved in encour-
aging students to participate in international programs. It is necessary to find out whether there are obliga-
tions for students to spend part of their study time at a foreign university, what benefits are received by the
students participating in this, who fund this trip, what are the tools to support students who go to study
abroad. “Support for study abroad” criterion is developed by The China Scholarship Council. It is a non-
profit organization of the Ministry of Education of China that maintains international academic exchange
with China and is the primary vehicle through which the Government of China awards scholarships. CSC
provides funding to both Chinese citizens and residents to study overseas and international students and
scholars to study in China. The agency mainly provides scholarships to individuals, including portions allo-
cated to specific foreign universities. The CSC funds about 65,000 Chinese students studying abroad in a
given year, and the same number of international students in China. About 26,000 Chinese students in the
United States receive funding from CSC [20]. Among its largest and best-known scholarship programs, CSC
manages the Chinese Government's Award for Outstanding Self-Financing Students Abroad, which funds
nearly five hundred students annually; and fellowships from the National Postgraduate Program of the Uni-
versity of Civil Engineering, to which about 10,000 graduate students are awarded annually [21]. CSC's elite
foreign exchange funding mechanism is the International Cooperative Program for Innovative Talents
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(ICPIT), which funds hundreds of specialized training programs resulting from collaborations between lead-
ing Chinese and international organizations.

There are domestic support programs operating in Turkey. For instance, “100/2000 CoHE Doctoral
Scholarship Project” was designed as a long term project with a participatory approach to increase the num-
ber of PhD-level human resources in the prioritized fields. CoHE TEBIP Scholarship is a unique initiative
both in Turkey and around the world aiming to establish a distinguished class of students at Istanbul Univer-
sity. The students have been selected from the state universities according to their success in ranking (top
three in the order of placement) in the placement for each fundamental sciences program (Physics, Biology,
Chemistry and Mathematics). The aim of CoHE TEBIP Scholarship program is to train successful students
as prospective scientists for the future of Turkey.

The Council of Higher Education launched the “Research Scholarship for Doctoral Studies Abroad for
Research Assistants” (YOK-YUDAB) in order to promote academic staff, who are working as research as-
sistants at state universities and writing their doctoral theses in priority fields determined by CoHE, to do
research abroad for a minimum of six months and a maximum of one year

Domestic Support Program encourages Turkish students to study abroad and support them with ac-
commodation, monthly allowance and additional fees. For instance, CoHE TEBIP Scholarship program pro-
vides accommodation in state dormitories and the monthly stipend of 950 TL.

The criterion “Institutional commitments” makes it possible to evaluate certain forms of practical im-
plementation of internationalization processes such as the presence of a detailed plan. As an example of the
Institutional Commitment, in 2005 the leadership of Wuhan University adopted a resolution “Guidelines for
international exchange and cooperation of the university”, which developed a plan for the internationaliza-
tion of the university in terms of strategic sustainable development [22]. The Guide articulates two strategic
goals for the internationalization of the university, one of which is to foster international student and staff
awareness, international vision, international communication skills and international competitiveness, and
the other is to foster the international influence and competitiveness of the university. In practice, four inte-
grations must be achieved, that is, the university must integrate international cooperation in disciplinary de-
velopment, student education, research and social services. With this leadership in mind, the university is
conducting a series of positive experiments on the following three aspects.

The university has created many opportunities for students to study abroad. Since 2007, the university
has been developing student exchange programs with foreign partner institutions, including Paris 11 in
France, Waseda in Japan, Cambridge in the UK, etc. The university has partnered with foreign partners to
launch a number of international special programs such as the Sino-French Economics Program, Sino-French
Management Program, Sino-French Legal Program, Sino-French Medical Program, Sino-German Legal Pro-
gram, and Sino-British Business Program. The programs are well received by students and have become a
brand name for the university. The university, taking advantage of the China Scholarship Council funding
programs and other sources, offered graduate students more chances to study or research abroad.

Finally, the criterion “Support for foreign students and scholars” indicates the degree of support of for-
eign students and scholars by the institution. It is important to assess the progress of their inclusion in the
educational activities of the host university, organizing different events and orientation programs for foreign
students, assisting them to adapt the host country via student-to-student communication, organizing associa-
tions of foreign students at the host university, developing volunteer organizations to foster their sociol-
cultural adaptation, as well as providing financial support for foreign students and scientists through various
foundations.

As for the ninth criterion, great attention is paid to attracting foreigners to study and work in China.
This initiative was actively supported by students primarily from Asian countries (North Korea, Japan, Vi-
etnam, Indonesia) and the United States. For such students, it is possible to receive various scholarships that
fully or partially cover the costs of tuition, accommodation, medical insurance, office, etc. [23]. Among these
programs are:

e China Government Scholarship;

o Great Wall Fellowship Program (co-sponsored by the PRC government and UNESCO);

e Scholarship for outstanding students;

e HSK Scholarship Program (Chinese Language Proficiency Test);

o China Cultural Studies Scholarships;

o Scholarships for students of Chinese as a foreign language and teachers of the Chinese language.
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In Turkey, the indicators provided by OECD show that in the last decade the number of students from
abroad studying in Turkish universities has increased by 75 % and according to current figures, the country
is on a par with countries with a large number of foreign students, with approximately 120 thousand interna-
tional students. And the country aims to host 200 thousand international students by 2023.

The Turkish universities analyze the views of international students, especially from a cultural point of
view, on issues related to health and nutrition, satisfaction rates will be increased by creating solutions to the
problems they face. Each university in Turkey has different sports clubs (diving, camping, volleyball, bas-
ketball, and football) and interest communities (business, photography, biology, cooking). Every year uni-
versities organize festivals, concerts and sporting events. For example, Bilkent University holds annual
spring festivals and regular symphonic orchestra performances, and the Middle East Technical University
organizes a large number of events, in 2018 there were 863 [18].

In youth and sport, Turkey actively participates in the youth actions of the Erasmus+ program. Turkey
joined the European Solidarity Corps program in 2019, with a budget of EUR 6 million. Turkey became a
leading partner in ten projects under Erasmus+ Sport 2019 call. The National Youth and Sports Policy Paper
continues to be implemented. It includes key topics defined in European Union Work Plan for Sport (2017—
2020) such as anti-doping, good governance, innovation in sport, sport and health, social inclusion and edu-
cation through sport. As an Erasmus+ Program country, Turkey also participated in the European Week of
Sport.

Conclusion

The internationalization of education in a growing number of countries is becoming the object and the
topic of a strategy aimed at solving unique national, political, social and economic problems on the part of
the state. Nowadays internationalization issues are attracting special attention in the world from scholars,
practitioners, the authorities, and the general public. Many governments are starting to establish national
strategies to develop the process of internationalization.

It is currently possible to evaluate the results of a particular strategy pursued by higher educational in-
stitutions in the field of internationalization of education through using the above-mentioned criteria. It is
also important to note that these standards are not universally accepted and mandatory, as there is a wide va-
riety of criteria system in the field of internationalization of education to assess the achievement of universi-
ties in this area.

Taking into consideration the interest and operation of regional universities in developing international
activities as a factor and condition for the effectiveness of their activities in general, the study of related ex-
periences of Turkey and China, where internationalization has become one of the core tasks of higher educa-
tion in recent decades, seems interesting and useful. Since Central Asian states have auspicious educational,
scientific and cultural relations with China and Turkey, it was important to research their experiences in de-
veloping and promoting international education as a model for fostering the process of internationalization of
higher education in the region.

The countries of the region possess the capacity to develop their own strategies to increase the availabil-
ity of higher education, the emergence of international quality standards and the development of the creative
nature of higher education, as well as the globalization and expansion of knowledge by researching policy of
foreign countries in the field of promoting international education. Thus, it seems expedient for Central
Asian states to take a set of measures according to the listed criteria in order to strengthen the framework of
strategic management of the internationalization processes of universities.

History of the Kazakhs and semiotics

The main goal of this article is to clarity a relationship between history and semiotics. The authors come to
conclusions that, firstly, the history is a semiotic system. The historical narrative is compiled of the most im-
portant significant events that can be revised over time. Secondly, semiotic methods allow for a more com-
plete understanding of historical texts and solving many problems of history. Based on this, the traditional
three-part structure of the Kazakhs was considered. Comparison of this structure with organizations known in
the history of the Scythians and other Indo-Iranian peoples shows that the idea of a three-part organization
dates back to ancient times. The zhuz system associated with the territorial and economic division also has a
mythical and cosmological foundation, when three parts of the common Kazakh territory are understood as
zones of the universe that form the Sociocosmos of the Kazakhs.

New European Union Strategy for Central Asia:
from normative power to resilience

The new strategy emphasizes the promotion of stability, prosperity and regional cooperation. Resilience has
become a key message in this strategy. It is defined as the ability of states and societies to reform, the ability
to withstand internal and external crises. Resilience means switching from a top-down discourse of building
liberal institutions to supporting bottom-up capacity building measures. Instead of ready-made solutions, it is
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proposed to redirect local resources and expertise in the right direction, thereby laying a new basis for
cooperation. This article presents a new cooperation model proposed by the European Union for Central Asia.
The adoption of the new EU Strategy for Central Asia shows that the EU is trying to strengthen its presence
in Central Asia. In addition to active articulation of value-based norms, the EU intends to advance its main
political, economic and security interests in Central Asia by proposing concrete measures. The EU links the
achievement of this ultimate goal with the democratic and economic development of Central Asia.
Democracy, human rights and the rule of law are seen as key components in achieving long-term stability and
security, which testifies to the continuity of the normative nature of EU foreign policy.

Kazakhstan’s chairmanship in the Organization of Islamic cooperation:
main results of activies

In this article the authors analyze the results of Kazakhstan's chairmanship of the Council of Foreign Minis-
ters of the Organization of Islamic Cooperation (OIC). The chairmanship of our state in the OIC, which is the
second largest intergovernmental organization after the United Nations, is an outstanding achievement of Ka-
zakhstan's foreign policy. The chairmanship gave Kazakhstan the opportunity to promote its strategic inter-
ests in the Islamic world and the development of economic and cultural dialogue. The election of Kazakhstan
as chairman of the OIC Council of Foreign Ministers (CFM) by the Islamic community at the 38th meetings
of the OIC Ministerial Council testifies to the recognition of the international authority of our country. Ka-
zakhstan became the head of the OIC CFM at a time when violent events were taking place in the region, and
diplomatic flexibility was required from Kazakhstan. But despite this we can say that our country has suc-
cessfully implemented the outlined priorities.

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Cooperation between India and Central Asia and its importance for the region

The article examines the main aspects of cooperation between India and Central Asian states, their strategic
foundations, the main sectoral areas of relations with the region, the dynamics of the development of bilateral
and regional relations. Modern relations between countries such as India and the Central Asian region are
characterized by dynamic global processes that significantly affect the world order. India has shown an inter-
est in strengthening its diverse relations with the Central Asian region. In this context the authors examined
the foreign policy of India on official statements, speeches, comments and joint statements, as well as pro-
grams such as “Look East”, “Gujral Doctrine”, “Extended Neighborhood” and “Connect Central Asia” strate-
gies that prove India's growing interest in the region. An analysis was also made of the agreements signed
during official high-level visits to the republics of Central Asia and India. Statistical work was carried out on
the trade turnover of India with the countries of Central Asia, and their indicators were compared in the form
of a table. The article discusses cooperation that covers various areas, such as security, energy, technology,
education, transport, and others. Nowadays, relations are developing both on a bilateral basis and within the
framework of various organizations in the field of economy and security. An analysis of India's policy in the
Central Asian region is made, and the existing risks and benefits of this cooperation are listed.

Introduction

This article is concerned with the heart of Eurasia, a vast area rich with natural resources and geopoliti-
cally important, connecting growing powers such as Russia, China and India with five Central Asian coun-
tries. The role of Russia and China for Central Asia is undoubtedly high. However, India’s tendency of eco-
nomic growth is worth noticing and the country endeavors to play a greater role in the Central Asian region.
The cooperation between India and the Central Asian states is to be widely considered herein. It is multidi-
mensional and covers different aspects of ways of coordination. The article will consider current economic
and trade relations, transport links of the states, roles of regional organizations in development of the cooper-
ation, benefits and problems of the cooperation as well as it will try to answer to the question why it is im-
portant for the region to be in good relationship with a new emerging power of India.

The links between India and Central Asia have deep historical roots. The Great Silk Road linked India
and Central Asia for hundreds of years. Trade and cultural ties had a big impact on both Central and South
Asia. With the help of these connections, Central Asia became the place of transmission of India’s medical
and scientific knowledge (also including our system of counting, wrongly denominated in the West as Ara-
bic) between India, the Middle East and Europe. Thus, it is not by chance that even in current days pharma-
ceuticals are one of India‘s largest exports to the Central Asian region [2: 7].

Methodology and research methods

The theoretical and methodological basis of the study was the work of domestic and foreign political
scientists, international experts, economists, exploring the issue of cooperation between India and Central
Asia, developing mutual beneficial relations and its importance for the region of Central Asia.

The issues of cooperation between India and Central Asia in various spheres are considered in the
works of P. Stobdan, G. Kumar, N.R. Khan, A. Wani, S. Aveek, M. Ahmar, N.B. Bhatia, M. Konorovsky,
I. Yakubov, V.I. Baronov, G.M. Kostiunina, E.U. Baidarov etc.

To verify the development prospects of the cooperation between India and Central Asia and forecast the
certain aspects of its further development the methods of system analysis, structural and functional analysis,
content-analysis and event-analysis, the method of expert assessment and prognostic method were used.

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Discussion

Geopolitics. India places two principal spheres of interest in regard to Central Asia: one is resources of
the region and the second is a gateway to Eurasia. Therefore, the Central Asian region is a connecting way
for India’s strategic purposes to various geographical regions. At this point, India’s interests are in potential
competition with Russian and especially Chinese impact on the region, particularly regarding the Belt and
Road Initiative (BRI) of China. Whereas Central Asia becomes a significant part of BRI, India has brought
its reservations about the project particularly after the China Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC), a rival to
BRI that passes through Kashmir, administered by Pakistan. Taking this into account, India has refused to be
part of BRI, and competition from China is an important challenge for India in the Central Asian region [1].
Therefore, India has to come up with its own connectivity projects to develop economic and strategic coop-
eration with Central Asia.

The collapse of the USSR in the 1990s laid the foundation for the formation of the modern geopolitical
configuration in the world. Economic reforms that occurred during this period in India's domestic policy al-
lowed it to formulate a new geostrategic concept of “Extended neighborhood”. This concept was based on
historical and cultural traditions, considering the Central Asian region as a neighboring region and natural
interaction partner was intended to determine the attitude of India to the newly independent states of Central
Asia.

Currently the significance of the Central Asian countries for India is not only in the civilizational, cul-
tural and historical aspect. More and more attention is paid to the geopolitical and economic context of coop-
eration.

Even if there is no official foreign policy concept, it is not hard to define India’s multi vector foreign
policy. With an aim of strengthening its position in the region and to better indicate its intentions the gov-
ernment of the country from time to time takes separate doctrines on specific issues that are announced with-
out special disclosure of their essence. Therefore the foreign policy course of the country can be judged by
official statements, speeches, comments and joint statements, as well as slogans such as “Look East”, “Gujral
Doctrine”, “Extended Neighborhood” and “Connect Central Asia” [3] strategies.

Officially conceptual India's program towards the countries of Central Asia — “Connect Central Asia
Policy” was announced in June 2012 in Bishkek by the Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic
of India Edappakat Ahamed during the “First India-Central Asia Dialogue”. The main message of this pro-
gram is that India considers Central Asia through the prism of politics, which involves its proactive participa-
tion in the affairs of the region in the political, economic sphere, in the field of public exchanges and com-
munications both individually with each country in the region, and collectively [3].

For India, the development of relations with the countries of Central Asia is associated with the need of
making decisions in its own political, strategic, economic tasks such as peace and stability in the “Expanded
neighborhood”; joint fight against terrorism and solving the problem of Afghanistan; strengthening its energy
security, development of trade and economic ties. The geostrategic concept of “Extended Neighborhood” is
based on historical and cultural traditions and considers the Central Asian region as a neighboring region and
a partner for interaction.

In turn, understanding the need for the Central Asian countries to develop economic and human poten-
tial, transport infrastructure, and deal with radical currents, India thereby has defined its niche at the intersec-
tion of mutually beneficial interests that resulted in the occurrence of the program “Connect Central Asia
Policy”.

The relationship with the outside world of the new government of India is mainly determined by the
“6 highest priorities”, adopted by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of India in May 2014. It
includes states such as the USA, China, Japan, Russia, SAARC and Central Asia [4]. From this statement we
see the significan role of the Central Asian states that are seen as a priority.

Security interests. India’s security is closely tied to the instability in the region between Afghanistan
and Pakistan. India‘s role in Afghanistan is an asset not solely in the country itself but among Afghanistan‘s
Central Asian neighbors. In September, 2019, the International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) command-
er, General Stanley McChrystal, stated in a leaked assessment that Indian policy in Afghanistan is immensely
beneficial for the Afghan people. Even if this statement receives a hostile response from Islamabad, it is ad-
mitted with approval in all the Central Asian capitals.

Threats to the security emerging in the neighborhood concern India. The dangers coming from non-
traditional threats may create serious obstacles both to the coordination of India and the states of Central
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Asia and to the democratic regime and open societies. Such powers are well embedded in the shared neigh-
borhood, the Afghan-Pakistan borderlands. The barbaric act of murdering innocent people at Mumbai (2008)
reveals the risk and the attackers’ barbarism. By forming Joint Working Groups on counterterrorism India
has formalized its security relations and has concluded agreements for defense cooperation with some of the
states of Central Asia. The compatibility of India-Kazakhstan security interests was evident when the two
nations signed a Declaration of Strategic Partnership in 2009. Unlike in the past, when it was reactive, the
policy of India regarding Central Asia is becoming energized and proactive. The problem of peace and sta-
bility in Afghanistan is critical for the region. Critical issues such as drug trafficking, spread of small arms,
the fate of Afghan refugees, the settlement of the Afghanistan-Pakistan border, the arms culture, and the
moderate level of economic activity all have an impact on the security and stability of Afghanistan.

The situation in the border areas between Afghanistan and Pakistan is extremely precarious. The rugged
mountains in eastern Tajikistan and the proximity of that area to the borderlands of Afghanistan and Pakistan
make it a great hiding place for extremists and terrorist. Such a prospect would only lead to the weakness of
Tajikistan and, by extension, of the Fergana Valley, the center of Central Asia. It also means relocation of
terrorist and extremist bases from the borders of Afghanistan and Pakistan to Central Asia. Ethnic tensions,
unsettled boundaries the Fergana Valley, illegal migration, and bad economic conditions could escalate into
a conflagration, undermining the desire to create a democratic, modern, and secular political system.

India also demonstrated its interest in strengthening the diverse relations during a six-day integrated
tour of Central Asia by Prime Minister Narendra Modi in July 2015 covering all five states — Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan and Tajikistan. The first such visits by an Indian head of government
to the region proved not only a symbolic feat for Indian diplomacy but also a smart strategic move that paved
the way for overcoming predicaments that have so far stymied India’s outreach to an important region lying
in its strategic vicinity [6]. Clearly, this has marked the mutual desire of India and the Central Asian
states to strengthen their bilateral and trilateral arrangements.

Political cooperation between India and Central Asian countries has developed much since the creation
of diplomatic relations between them. High level visits of officials have laid solid foundation for improve-
ment of cooperation in different spheres and for conclusion of many important documents.

In 2019, Delhi initiated the creation of a new format of dialogue with the countries of the Central Asian
region: the Council of Foreign Ministers of the countries participating in the Central Asia-India Dialogue. On
January 1213, the first meeting of the new format was held in the city of Samarkand (Republic of Uzbeki-
stan) [7]. During this event the issues of strengthening economic and humanitarian contacts between the
states of Central Asia and India as well as the implementation of regional projects with the participation of
Afghanistan were discussed.

Trade and economic relations between the states are growing. Economy is the main driving factor in
India’s interests towards Central Asia. India is in a good position to assist the Central Asian states to develop
in the spheres of information technology, science and technology, knowledge industries and soft power.
Conversely, Central Asia’s rich energy resources can help satisfy the energy needs of India. The leader
among the Central Asia states in trade is Kazakhstan, its trade with India counts more than $1 billion [8]. The
rest of the states of the Central Asian region are significantly lagging behind, the numbers vary from tens of
millions of dollars in the case of Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan to almost 300 million dollars in the case of Uz-
bekistan. These numbers are considerably lower than the trade indicators with China or Russia, or even than
intra regional trade between Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan.

From 2015 India has invested in different projects. One of them is the International North—South
Transport Corridor (INSTC). This project made substantial progress after India joined the Customs
Convention on International Transport of Goods under the cover of TIR Carnets (TIR Convention). The
cargo transported through INSTC has increased to 287,000 tonnes in 2018 from 27,000 tonnes in 2017, an
increase of 963 %. Trade figures of the first two months of 2019 suggest that the volume of cargo will be
600,000 tonnes in the year [9]. In February 2019 Kazakhstan’s ambassador to India, Bulat Sarsenbayev, said,
“Our trade is growing but the potential is much more. Chabahar and Bandar Abbas are part of one project in
reality. Chabahar will be completed, they (Kazakhstan) will construct a railway from Chabahar to the Iranian
railway network; it will later go to Turkmenistan and Kazakhstan” [10]. The opening of Chabahar port and
agreements signed between Central Asian countries and India showed positive results in trade.

India's desire to provide grants and loans for the Central Asian states shows India's intentions and rising
capabilities. Specifically a $1 billion soft loan for infrastructure development was proposed to Uzbekistan.
Agreement on provision of credit line in the amount of $200 million to Uzbekistan came into force in Janu-
ary 2019 [12].

“New Central Asia” [13] of five Central Asian states after its political changes sees India as a rapidly
growing economy, a potential investor and a increasingly influential actor in the region, as shown by the new
format of the India-Central Asia ministerial dialogue. The first meeting of the ministerial dialogue took place
in Samarkand in January 2019. The second ministerial meeting was initially supposed to take place in New
Delhi on October 28, 2020. But, because of the COVID-19 pandemic and the lockdown restrictions, the
meeting was held online [14]. This dialogue mechanism has given a boost to the India-Central Asia strategic
partnership.

Transport is another main aspect of cooperation between India and the Central Asian states. A number
of transport corridors connecting India with Central Asia will be given below. Currently, India is interested
in an access to Afghanistan and Central Asia, and is actively developing a transport project.

The Agreement on the Establishment of the International North-South Transport Corridor (INSTC) was
first signed by Russia, India and Iran on May16, 2002. Azerbaijan, Armenia, Kazakhstan and Belarus are
other members of the Agreement who signed later. This agreement is aimed at the provision of goods from
the ports of India to the port Bender Abbas of Iran which is in the Persian Gulf, then from the Caspian port of
Bender-i-Azali to Astrakhan and finally with Russian railways to the city of St. Petersburg. Mumbai and
Chabahar were chosen as the main ports in India an Iran respectively.

The lifting of international sanctions from Iran in 2016 rapidly increased the realization of this project.
The abovementioned international transport corridor from Mumbai to St. Petersburg allowed to decrease the
time of cargo delivery from 45 to 25 days [15].

Proposing an idea alternative to the Chinese “One Belt and One Road” project India is accelerating the
development of its ground-based rail and road network to ASAN countries. At this point, it is worth mention-
ing that the network of ground-based roads from Southeast Asia to India could get a natural extension
through the territory of Pakistan and Afghanistan and further to Central Asia. The same ideas also exist in
rehabilitation projects for pre-existing Afghanistan-Pakistan-India-Bangladesh-Myanmar and Pakistan-India-
Nepal transport routes.

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) is the main tool of the deepened cooperation between
Central Asia and India. The observer status was given to India in 2005. In 2015, there was a decision about
the start of the joining process of India and Pakistan to the SCO. In 2016, at the SCO summit held in Tash-
kent, both states signed commitment memorandum with an aim of achieving the status of a SCO member
state. And later in 2017, they received the status of full members of SCO.

It seems that as it became a full member of the SCO, India had more chances to be heard. According to
some publications, India’s voice has became louder, its interests and positions are clearer. India sometimes
expresses a particular opinion, refusing to support as well as positions that are not in its interests, while at the
same time not being to provide an alternative vision.

Finally, SCO is also influenced by the inconsistencies between India and China. Specifically, all states,
excepting India, endorsed the PRC’s “Belt and Road” initiative, following the results of the Qingdao summit
in 2018[16]. Refusing to endorse China’s project, India informed that this initiative will not compromise on
its basic interests [17].

Energy cooperation. Regarding the energy cooperation between India and Central Asia both are im-
portant participants in the energy market. Central Asia’s energy resources are highly demanded in the mar-
kets of India. However, as of now, cooperation is carried out to a greater extent on the supply of uranium
from Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan to India.

To that point, on July 2015, during the official visit of the India’s Prime Minister Narendra Modi to Ka-
zakhstan, a major contract for a renewed long-term supply of 5,000 metric tonnes (MT) of uranium to India
was signed . The contract was achieved between Kazakh uranium mining company KazAtomProm and In-
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dia's Department of Atomic Energy (DAE). It was the most significant takeaway of the Prime Minister’s visit
[18].

During his visit to Uzbekistan, Modi sought to operationalize the deal for supplying 2,000 MT of urani-
um signed between the two countries in 2014. The contract with Uzbekistan is highly significant as Tashkent
has put the least number of riders allowing the access to its nuclear material.

India's focus on developing relations with Central Asian countries is directly related to solving the prob-
lem of the country's energy security. The largest oil and gas corporation in India, ONGC, has been increas-
ingly investing Kazakhstan’s oil fields over the past decade [19].

One of the largest energy projects to link Central and South Asia is the TAPI project, with the length of
1680 km. Turkmenistan, Afghanistan, Pakistan and India signed an intergovernmental agreement in 2010.
Turkmenistan plans to export 33 billion cubic meters of gas per year, 14 billion (42 %) of which will be de-
livered to Pakistan and India, 5.11 billion (16 %) to Afghanistan, which will also be capable to receive pay-
ment for transit through its territory approximately in the amount of 400 million US dollars every year. The
cost of this project is estimated in $ 7.5 billion [20].

It is hoped that TAPI will enable the neighboring states, namely Afghanistan, Pakistan and India, to be
jointly seen as a “peace pipeline” and also to serve as a great example for development of other joint pro-
jects. However, some hindering factors to the project’s realization, such as security issues, geopolitical fac-
tors and economic challenges, still put doubt on its implementation or at minimum in the planned period.

Another one is the CASA-1000 project, currently at the construction stage, will provide infrastructure to
export summer excess electricity from Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan to Pakistan through Afghanistan. In winter
months the facilities will provide open access to other interested countries. In the long term India can con-
nect to the system as buyer of power. Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan demonstrate their willingness to sell elec-
tricity.

The CASA-1000 project approved the P145054 Project on March 27, 2014 with the total project cost
$997.00 million. The project’s closing date is March 23, 2023. It covers the themes of Private Sector Devel-
opment, Urban and Rural Development, Environment and Natural Resource Management [21].

Conclusion

India’s interests in Central Asia are very different from the interests of two big powers neighboring the
region — China and Russia. Being authoritarian states, both China and Russia have an intention to develop
their policies regarding Central Asia as part of big initiatives and widely promoted programs. Develop the
West and Strike Hard Maximum Pressure campaigns of China and Collective Security Treaty Organization
(CSTO) of Russia and its common market, the Eurasian Economic Union that consists of five members, play
a great role in defining the role of Russia in the Central Asian region. To the contrast, as a democratic state,
India has no intention to take up or develop such unions based on central administration. Instead, India pro-
poses to develop the projects with more democratic pursuance of supporting private sector development, and
other activities in the pursuit of economic raise of the states.

One of the main points considered in this article is the importance of India for Central Asia. There are
several advantages of the cooperation between Central Asia and India. Firstly, it is the proximity of India to
the Central Asia. To compare, it takes eight hours by air from Astana to Beijing, and it is about five hours
from Dushanbe to Moscow. Conversely, it takes only two hours from Delhi to Bishkek by plane. Honey-
mooners from India already fly from Amritsar to the shores of Issyk-Kul.

Secondly, trade, education sphere, healthcare, technology, and transport play a greater role in Indian
policy than other activities such as anti-terrorism or use of natural resources of Central Asia which have be-
come important for some other states. In other words, India tries to connect its policy more with ordinary
people in Central Asia and Afghanistan, not only with official members of the government.

Thirdly, India does not pose any security, economic or demographic threat to the region. Democratical-
ly developed Indian government does not intend to pose any threat to the land and people of Central Asia,
rather it endeavors to build friendly relations with the region as well as to have a positive impact on further
development of democratic ties in the region.

Fourthly, the level of knowledge of India about Central Asia and its cultural literacy regarding the re-
gion far outweigh that of other nations’, including Russia, Europe, or America. Indian journals issued in
Delhi, Calcutta, Srinagar and Chandigarh mention Central Asia more accurately than many other states. It is
solid that the knowledge of India about the region is still growing.
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Thus, the defining mechanisms for promoting Indian geopolitical projects in Central Asia are the tools
of “soft power”, the use of which is determined by the regional and international situation, but so far the Re-
public of India has not shown itself to be a strong player in the region due to the serious competition with
such players as Russia and China.

Nevertheless, as the analysis of India’s policy in the Central Asian region has shown above, the devel-
opment of cooperation in various areas will greatly contribute to deepening cooperation between the Repub-
lic of India and the countries of Central Asia through the expansion of mutual trade and investment, joint
projects in various fields, especially in the field of software development, provision and information technol-
ogy, pharmaceuticals, strengthening stability and security in the region in the context of the joint fight
against terrorism and religious extremism.

Kazakhstan experience in the development of information literacy of youth

The article analyzes Kazakhstan experience in the development of information literacy of modern Kazakhstan
youth. The authors analyzed the results of the participation of Kazakhstan students in international studies
PISA and ICILS. According to the results, the experts concluded that Kazakhstan students are very poorly
prepared for digital life and show low results in comparison with their peers from other participating coun-
tries. It also provides information on the results by language of instruction and place of residence. In addition,
the authors provide the legal framework of the Republic of Kazakhstan regulating the infrastructural devel-
opment of the information environment of society. However, the issues of insecurity from cyber threats, in-
formation attacks, a low level of information and media literacy not only among children and youth, but also
the adult population remain unresolved, which leads to manipulation of public opinion and provocations. The
authors draw conclusions about the processes of digitalization and informatization in the Republic lagging
behind, which is reflected both in the content of the political and legal regulation of the information space,
and at the level of knowledge of the population. The article was prepared within the framework of a scientific
project under the grant “Formation of information culture of Kazakhstan youth as a factor in the growth of the
intellectual potential of society” (2020-2022) (Science Committee of the Ministry of Education and Science
of the Republic of Kazakhstan).

“Asharshylyk — Great Jute” 1931-1933
in Central Kazakhstan: to the problem statement

The purpose of this article is to pose the problem of famine of 1931-1933 in Central Kazakhstan. The com-
parison of the general patterns of hunger in the XX century is carried out and the specificity of the Kazakh
“Great Jute” is highlighted. The object of the analysis was the research of foreign and domestic authors iden-
tifying the causes of the outbreak of famine in 1931-1933 in the Kazakh steppe. On the basis of unpublished
archival materials of the Statistical Department of the Karaganda region and published data, the loss of live-

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stock in the republic as a whole and in Kazakh cattle-breeding farms in Central Kazakhstan was tracked. The
analysis of the presented materials demonstrates that the peak of the decrease in the number of livestock in
the republic occured in 1931, 1932 and 1933, when the number of livestock, which had already decreased in
the previous years (1929-1930), sharply decreased. Moreover, the main trends in the reduction of the herd
population for various types of livestock are shown. The author analyzes the consequences of the famine
called “Asharshylyk” by the Kazakhs in Central Kazakhstan. The dynamics of the number and ethnic compo-
sition of the population of the Central Kazakhstan region in 1926-1939 is considered, and the estimated de-
mographic losses in the region during this period are indicated.

In 2017 a
study conducted by AST Kazakhstan found that the share of women in social media in the country is 55 %,
and 45 % for men [1]. This information proves the relevance of the chosen topic. The aim of the study is to
list the most popular social media and to find out how much time people spend on them, what topics and
posts are of interest, and most importantly, how they affect the daily lives of women.

D. Bell, O. Toffler, A. Turen, M. Kstels study the theory of information society, and S. Andreev,
E. Dyakova, A. Trachtenberg, V.Emelin study the culture of the information society. U. Aleshina,
A. Volovich, A.Zhichkipa, A. Voiskunsky, 1. Sidorskaya, K. Afanasyeva, L. Karatayeva, G. Alimbekova
focused on gender features of communication in social networks.

Research methods

The research uses the methods of analysis, sociological survey, questionnaires and content analysis
(visual aids).

Results and discussion

During the years of independence women's magazines were the best friend of any girl or woman. Each
issue was like treasure trove of wisdom and an encyclopedia of women's lives. What kind of books must be
read, what kind of movies must be seen, what kind of clothes are needed to find a job, what kind of perfume
is preferred to be given to boyfriend, what kind of pants fit a yellow blouse, what kind of curtains should be
hung on the new kitchen, articles in magazines answered thousands of such questions. Also, some of the
articles focused on psychological and motivational topics such as the methods of becoming an independent
individual, the ways of raising a salary, the secrets of attracting men and prestige among colleagues. “To
become a real woman is the dream of all women. It is there, in magazines and their Internet counterparts, that
the female half can find clear indications that allow one to approach the shining ideal, and indications for all
occasions”, said scientist E.M. Sherman, describing the “glossy magazine phenomenon” of the 1990s. [2]

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Also, TV programs such as “Zhenskaya dol’ka”, “Zheltyi salon”, “Akzhunis”, “Na shpilke” are still
actual and interesting. The guests of the program comforted the audience, entertained, expanded their
knowledge, taught them to consume, but forbade thinking, doubts, frustration. They became a woman's best
friend, mentor, reliable partner, sold the goods of their sponsors, led to their goals.

The development of cyber technologies has led to the creation of a virtual space and an effective
platform for advertisers, which is ideal for social interaction, replacing both glossy magazines and TV
programs. As a result, a new social phenomenon of the network has emerged. According to the Center for
Public Opinion Research (CIOM), “78 % of the population uses the Internet: daily or almost daily —
54.3 %; several times a week, not every day — 18.1 %; several times a month — 5.4 %; The share of those
who do not use the Internet at all — 22 %” [3].

People use the Internet for services that include activities such as e-mail correspondence, e-government
transactions, banking, and e-journaling. And outside of work in their free time most people surf social
networks. According to “BrandAnalitiks”, 2.5 million people have Facebook accounts in Kazakhstan, but
only 390,000 of them are active users. Twitter covers only 28,600 people. VKontakte (BkonTakte), which is
popular among consumers under the age of 20, has 2 million users, and the leader among adults is Instagram
with 1.5 million people [4].

We are interested in Instagram, where 55 % of 1.5 million users are women, because through social
media modern norms, images, value systems, certain rules are propagated and established, brands and trends
are formed. So “Instagram is a social network with 1 billion subscribers and was launched on October
6 2010, created by Kevin Systrom and Mike Krieger, where people communicate each other by exchanging
photos and videos” [5]. At first glance, it is a very fun world: beautiful, bright pictures, eye-catching images,
slender sculptures, the most interesting places in the world. Are young girls interested in life like on
Instagram? Do they dream of dressing beautifully and spending summer in Turkey and winter in Dubai
without leaving the beauty salon and fitness center, cosmetology and shopping center boutiques? Or do they
want to become an active blogger and write posts that motivate the community? To attract people’s attention
by sharing unique photos? We conducted a social survey to answer these and other questions. Questionnaires
were distributed online, through the WhatsApp network and in person. 200 people took part in the survey.
Their ages are as follows (Figure 1):

There were 8 questions asked, including 3 questions about oneself and 5 open questions:
. Your name and surname.

. Your age.

. Your profession

. Why did you sign up for Instagram?

. Which celebrities do you read on Instagram and why?

. Are they your idols?

. What is your purpose in using Instagram?

. How does Instagram affect you?
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One of the interesting things noted during the analysis of the answers was that the older the respondent,
the longer the answer. If the majority of girls under the age of 20 are limited to 1-2 sentences, women over
the age of 30 convey their opinion in a meaningful and comprehensive way. So, how do we explain the
activity of women in social networks, especially on Instagram?

First, all the current news are spread through social networks and discussed everywhere, so they use
social media in order not to be left out.

Second, people's style, status, material status become known through social networks.

Third, all the interesting information about celebrities is available in Instagram (everything that pop
stars, actors, athletes, bloggers, poets, writers, journalists, presenters, in short, popular persons do).

Fourth, social networks give an opportunity to keep up with the latest news in the world of beauty
industry and fashion.

Fifth, Instagram creates a sense of psychological relaxation, that is, watching an interesting picture of
someone's beautiful life one experiences such feelings like jealousy, curiosity, pity, pride, admiration,
amazement.

Sixth, it gives a motivation. By looking at the different persons on social networks, one seeks to be
good shape, to bring up the child properly, to dress well, to do makeup, to travel, to cook delicious food, to
earn money.

Seventh, it allows quickly and accurately learn about the lives of loved ones, relatives, friends,
classmates, etc., as well as to share news about own life, and sometimes to evoke feelings of pride or care
and compassion.

This is the first open question in the survey.

As for the second open question, every respondent, in addition to her acquaintances, reads at least 1-10
(13 %), 15-30 (49 %), and more than 30 (38 %) celebrities, who are is trendsetters. “Trendsetter is the
person, whose style, features, behavior and attitudes form the preconditions for new cultural trends” [6]. For
our respondents trendsetters are singers, actresses, TV presenters, aitskers (poets), models and, in part,
bloggers. Let’s take a look at the most common answers of women who wrote about why these people are
interesting and what qualities they like in them:

* Alaguzova Bayan Maksatkyzy: for courage, life principles, honesty, achievements, beauty;

* Super mamasita (Aliya Baitukaeva): life hacks, for showing her daily life without any adjustments, for
constantly being active and motivating other people;

* Karakat Abildina: for her family and work, beauty, art, excellent upbringing of 5 children;

» Tamara Asar: for perseverance, passion for life, intelligence, scientific research;

* Dinara Satzhan: for versatility, diligence, fashionable dress, business acumen, compassion for
children;

* Leila Sultankyzy: for eloquence, gentleness, kindness, diligence and having a time for family, work
and writing books;

*» Erke Esmakhan: for fashionable clothes, femininity, hit songs, sincerity and taking care of her son;

» Ainur Tursynbayeva: for diligence, intelligence, excellent cooking, psychological advice, business
acumen;

» Asha Matai: for her delicacy, beauty, being a good TV host, femininity.

56 % of respondents said that their idol is a famous person. For example, 20 year old Tazhenova Moldir
said the following: “I like Karakat Abildina because I see her as a person with a special love for family. She
is very respectful and kind woman. She is very beautiful, has a unique style and stands out for keeping
Kazakh traditions”. 18 year old Bota Bizak: “I like Bayan Maksatovna, she has a lot of successful works and
projects, she is a strong and successful woman”. 20 year old Almira Kydyrnazarova: “My idol is Erke,
because she is a very fashionable, beautiful and a modern singer”. 16 year old Aruzhan Kairatova: “Aidana
Medenova is my idol because she captivates people with her soul, external and internal beauty”.

Another common answer was “my idol is my mother” (also among them there were variations of
“parents”, “mother and mother-in-law”). This opinion is found in 32 % of respondents, which means that 1/3
of women in the country want to look like their mother.

“My first idol is my mother and second is Bayan Maksatovna. Because these two women are role
models for me. When I grow up, [ want to be like them”, said 16 year old Mahabbat Ediginova. “My parents
were together in bad and good days. They brought up their sons and daughters-in-law very well, and I am
proud of that”, said 27 year old Perizat Duisenbaykizi.
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There were also answers such as “No one is an idol to me”, “I am an idol to myself”, “I follow the path
given by God”. 12 % of respondents do not follow anyone's example, they want to find their own way.

It should be noted that the above-mentioned Instagram stars contribute to the formation of the image of
a woman not only through social networks, but also through books. According to the chain of stores
Meloman, Laila Sultanovna's “My second book” («MeHniH ekinii kiTabsiMm» 2016), and Bayan Maksatkyzy's
“Bayan. About me and not only” («basH. O60 MHe 1 He ToabKO», 2017) became the bestsellers of domestic
bookshelves [7]. These books are so popular among women because of the following:

1. Women are more active readers than men;

2. Our delicate contemporaries are interested in Bayan and Leila, who are well-known, self-made, have
their own opinions and civic principles;

3. A simple language, light style of an autobiographical novel is more interesting than philosophical,
historical, journalistic works with deep meaning;

4. Authors of books — well-known people with their own audiences. Some women imitate them, some
like and some don’t, but most importantly they are not indifferent.

Both celebrities mentioned above don’t use other sources of advertising than their Instagram pages,
such as audio, video, banners, etc. This is probably a factor that demonstrates the marketing potential of the
social media.

And now let's ask why women use Instagram. “The overwhelming majority of Kazakhstani users use
the Internet for their leisure time. Communication with friends via social networks, skype and e-mail, music,
culinary recipes, e-shopping, humor and games — this is what attracts the Internet for most of
Kazakhstanis”, concludes domestic researchers [8]. Respondents to our survey gave one or more reasons.
The most common answers are:

. To monitor the lives of relatives, friends and acquaintances;

. To keep abreast of news in the lives of celebrities;

. To keep abreast of world news;

. To participate in various competitions and win something;

. To the purchase goods, products;

. To learn recipes, beauty secrets, various life hacks related to the household;

. To see changes and innovations in the world of fashion;

. To participate in online marathons (weight loss, learning language) and seminars (happy family, child
rearing, psychology of spouses, etc.);

9. To entertain themselves by watching funny videos;

10. To advertise and promote business or earn extra income;

11. To take a picture of beautiful places or new things and upload them in Instagram and brag about
that.

12. T use it in my free time.

As we have seen from these answers, women consider Instagram to be a source of news, a form of
education, an encyclopedic collection, a catalog of goods and services, a source of income, a hobby, a way of
self-presentation.

The last question of great interest to us was “How does Instagram affect you?” The analysis of the
questionnaires showed that the majority of respondents (81 %) visit the social network several times a day.
In general, 55 % of participants said that Instagram was useful (finding acquaintances, building relationships,
developing business, finding the right things quickly, acquiring new knowledge and skills, self-development,
striving to dress well and be slim), 25.5 % said that Instagram did not affect them, and 19.5 % of women
have a lot of negative effects (spending time inefficiently, addictive, being dissatisfied with their own life
and appearance, buying something they don’t need or that does not fit, becoming jealous, getting negative
emotions etc.).

Conclusion

While many movie and pop stars see Instagram as a hobby, an advertising space, and a source of extra
income, for ordinary women their accounts serve as a role model. Trendsetters' actions, speech, demeanor,
dress code are an example for others and even the salons, cafes, and shops they visit will not be left without
attention. So, today there is every reason to say that Instagram is a socio-cultural phenomenon that has a
profound effect on women's lifestyles, clothing, travel, food and sports, that is, their lives as a whole. Social
media are gradually replacing verbal communication and becoming both a hobby and a means of
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communication. Undoubtedly, Instagram has its advantages, such as saving time, access to audio and video,
quick finding and sharing of information. However, it should be noted that it encourages women to over-
consume goods and services, causes the emergence of flaw complexes, lookism and body centrism. In other
words, social networks, including Instagram, are distorting the value system, making consumption the main
value and making a significant contribution to changing the image of modern women.

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Results and discussion

For centuries Islam has been concerned with women. It seems that the clear truth about equality be-
tween men and women in terms of rights and responsibilities should be repeated and clarified. This begs the
question: why? This is because the Holy Quran says: “O people! And fear your Lord, who created you from
a single soul, and from soul made its mate, and from them spread out many men and women...” (Quran, 4: 1)
[1: 64].

But nowhere is there an oral or written appeal to women and men; often a man comes forward as the
object of attention. As a rule, the unity and contradictions of the “male-female” paradigm are often
understood together with people's descendants. Does the role and place of women decrease here? We are not
sure. The Quran goes on to say: “...He created for you a woman, and made for you love and compassion.
Indeed, that is a sign for a people”. (Quran, 30:20) [1: 345]. Thus, the Quran is a clear proof that a woman is
completely equal to a man in front of a God in her rights and responsibilities. The creation of woman after
man and from his body (Adam's spine) does not change the value of both, or the responsibility of man and
woman in front of Him.

If we look at the hadiths (hadith (arabic) — a story about the actions and words of Muhammad and his
companions, included in the isnad (chain of communication with the narrators)), we can see that the attitude
towards a muslim woman is very deep and respectful: “If a man believes in Allah and the Last Day, when
you see an action, talk to a kind person, or he will be silent, and consider women as a commandment for you
and have a good relationship with them. The woman is made of spine, and the spine is curved at the top. If
you want to fix it, you break it, and if you leave it alone, it will twist. Treat women well” [2: 17]; “Helping to
the wife is a charity” [2: 15]; “A woman is the other half of a man” [2: 19]; “The best of you is a man who,
like me, is an example to his family (wife)” [2: 13]; “Women of this world are seventy thousand times
stronger than choir girls” [2: 12];

Undoubtedly, the prophet spoke of great care and concern for women. These hadiths are specific
instructions and teachings for men regarding women. The hadiths clearly testify to the tenderness and
gentleness of women, which obliges men to take them into account when dealing with them. Therefore,
Islam commands women to be treated well and gives women a more important place than other religions.

Everyone, man or woman, is equally responsible for their actions. According to the Quran, a woman is
not to blame for man’s first mistake. Together they were guilty of disobedience to God, both repented and
were forgiven. However, the Holy Quran places a great responsibility on Adam (man).

The responsibilities of a woman are no different from those of a man in performing religious rites such
as daily prayers, fasting, almsgiving for the poor, and pilgrimage. In some cases, women have advantages
over men. For example, a woman is exempted from daily prayer and fasting for forty days during
menstruation and after childbirth. She is also exempted from fasting when she is breastfeeding and during
pregnancy if her or her child's health is endangered. If a missed fast is obligatory (for example, in the month
of Ramadan), then the woman must make up for the days she missed at any time. In the time of the Prophet,
women could go to the mosque, for them it is voluntary to go to the mosque during Friday prayers, and for
men it is obligatory. Islam takes into account the physiological and psychological features associated with
the natural functions of the female body and simplifies the tasks [3: §].

Islamic norms for the protection of life, honor and property of women, written in the VII century, are
twelve centuries ahead of Europe. For example, the famous Napoleonic Bonaparte Code, which symbolized
a new bourgeois era of freedom, equality and entrepreneurship, completely ignored the rights of women.
Proud to bring enlightenment and civilization to the colonies of the East, Britain decided to grant partial civil
rights to their women only in the 1880s, and it was not until 1928 that they received them in full.

The Ambassador of God and his discreet, wise, and God-fearing followers left many vivid examples of
respect for parents, especially mothers. The Prophet treated his baby nurse, Halima Sadiya, very well. He
spread his cover in front of him and invited her to sit down. He stood up and treated other nurses with respect
when they came in or out [4: 7].

In Islam a woman symbolizes love, joy and happiness, which hastens the eternity of future life. It is
mothers who are considered to be the basis and source of the birth of new life, because they have the main
task to continue the human race. When a child is formed in the womb, it undergoes its own spiritual
formation.

Our religion, which honors the mother, dedicates to her every day of the year, not just one. Our women
should know their values and try to prove their worth by their good deeds. Since they play an important role
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in the upbringing of children, they should be given enough attention and deserve the best treatment. So they
should feel praise and gratitude.

In all verses of the Holy Quran, which commands obedience to parents, the mother is mentioned first. It
is narrated that one day a man came to the Prophet and asked, “Which of the people deserves to be respected
and listened to more than anyone else?” “Your mother!” The prophet answered. “Who's behind her?” “Your
mother!” the Prophet repeated. “Who's behind her?” The man kept asking. “Your mother!” the Prophet
repeated. “Who's next?” The man asked. “Your father!” replied the ambassador of Allah [2: 11]. It is clear
from the hadith that a mother is three times more likely to educate a child than a father. In an Islamic family,
a woman is first and foremost the rightful wife of her husband and the keeper of the house. Marriage is a
special area of human relations that includes specific characteristics of the responsibilities and rights of the
couple, where the husband is the head of the family and the wife is the helper and counselor.

The image of a muslim women, daughters and wives of Muhammad attracted the attention of Russian
and foreign poets. Alexander Pushkin's famous “Imitations of the Quran” is dedicated to Prophet’s wives.
“Oh, pure wives of the Prophet, you are different from all women: you are a shadow of fear and impurity.
Live a simple life in the sweet shade of silence: the veil of a single girl suits you. Keep honest hearts for
lawful actions, Yes, the evil eye of the wicked will not see your face” [5: 321].

Marriage is one of the oldest social institutions in all known traditions of history. For Islam marriage is
not in heaven and is not a secret; marriage is a social agreement that imposes certain rights and
responsibilities on men and women [6: 200]. Marriage is a social duty from the point of view of society,
aimed at the preservation of the human race, and for the individual it is a means of expressing compassion
between a man and a woman [7: 198]. Quran gives a wonderful description of the natural relationship
between a man and a woman: “...Your wives are a garment for you, and you are not a garment for them ...”
(Quran, 183) [1: 24]. From the earliest days of Islam, the Quran has said that marriage is a source of love,
kindness and understanding. In particular, men are encouraged to treat their wives with care and kindness, as
stated in the words of the Prophet Muhammad. The Quran warns couples that men and women need each
other and that they will complement each other in their lives. To a man: a woman is the flesh of your flesh,
without which you cannot live. To a woman: you come from a man, he is your origin, and you can't live
without a head. Quran also emphasizes that normal family relationships involve agreement between husband
and wife. Although they are two halves, they are in fact, all the same; emotionally and physically. According
to Islamic law, a married woman cannot be a servant in her husband's house, just as her husband should not
be her employer. However, a muslim woman should take care of the needs and comfort of her family
members, love and keep housework. Therefore, a wife should not shy away from doing the necessary
housework, helping her husband, and making him happy at the same time. A Muslim woman's home and
family are the joy and happiness of her life. She feels responsible for the household, treats it as her own, and
tries to do it in the best way possible.

However, in his spare time, a husband should help his wife. In his spare time, the Prophet helps his
wives, repairs their clothes and shoes, and takes care of their pets.

True Islam calls for justice and respect for a woman, showing that even if something about her is
unpleasant to a man, he should still have a good relationship with her. A woman had never known such a
thing before Islam. Quran says: “... Be honorable with them. If you hate them, it is abhorrent to you, and
Allah has bestowed a great favor on you” (Quran, 4:23) [1: 67]. Indeed, this noble poem touches the heart of
a true muslim, quenches his anger and resentment against his wife. Islam prevents the breakdown of marital
ties, and protects the sacred bonds caused by the instability of feelings and inclinations under the influence of
certain whims.

“... Decent women are honorable, keepers of the secrets of Allah...” (Quran, 4:38) [1: 69]. Husbands
and wives should keep everything in their private life a secret. Their personal lives and family secrets should
not be discussed at meetings of men and women, conversations with friends and girls.

Muslims must overcome the inevitable difficulties of living together on a solid foundation of the
principles of love and justice, for which the couple must be submissive to each other, preserving the delicate
seeds of family unity, and be able to resolve disputes wisely. This is the only way out of a tense situation that
could cause a divorce. They should have deep respect for each other and be very attentive to each other.

The Prophet called on men not to offend their wives and explained to them that if a couple lives for
themselves and not for each other, they will not be able to experience everything unless they understand that
family happiness is due to their relationship. He repeatedly told his partners: “The best of you are the ones
who take good care of their families (wives), but I will have the best relationship with my wives” [2: 13]. He

really was the best family man among muslims because the prophet was married. He also left us a wonderful
example of family life, and when asked about Muhammad's character, his wife, Aisha, usually replied, “His
character is the Quran”.

However, it cannot be concluded that the role of a Muslim woman is limited to her home and family. It
is a natural element of the use of her innate abilities and a manifestation of female nature. It is good if a
woman has not only the desire, but also the opportunity to combine family life, motherhood and house keep-
ing with a job, studying or other useful activity. If they wish, Muslim women can run their own businesses or
participate in the social and political life of society, work for the benefit of the muslim ummah (community)
in convenient fields such as medicine, education, fashion and clothing, cooking. Hadith, the wife of the
Prophet Muhammad, ran a successful business, and provided the Prophet with reliable material and spiritual
support during the most difficult times to help him achieve his goal. Thus, Islam does not allow a woman to
be forced to stay at home or to be discriminated against, but instead considers her daily housework and child-
rearing to be a difficult and responsible profession, which is more important than a lucrative male job.

Much attention is paid to education and training of others. It can be said that education is more of a task
than a right. The first duty of a woman in the family, as mentioned above, is to bring up a good child. It is
well-known that children learn good habits at an early age. This was most beautifully conveyed by our
ancestors in the words: “A tree bends when it is young”. It is important that the woman who raises the
children is pious and educated. Husbands are more likely to love educated, godly, and virtuous women.
Indeed, during the heyday of Islam, the Ambassador of God strongly advised women to learn to read and
write, as well as to know what they needed in everyday life: “Learn from the cradle to the grave and seek
knowledge! If you need to go to China, look for knowledge! The search for knowledge is the duty of every
muslim — men and women” [4: 51].

During the Prophet's lifetime, Aisha was one of the woman eager to learn. She tried to learn as much as
she could, and when she heard something new, she asked several times until she got used to it. It was Aisha
who was the most educated in islamic jurisprudence, and later many educated people asked for her opinion
on many issues related to Islamic law. Aisha's narration of more than 2 210 hadiths from the Prophet shows
how extensive her knowledge was.

If we look deeper into the history of Muslim nations, we see that Muslim women have played an
important role in public life. Islamic scholar G.F. Nurullina rightly points out that in the days when the wives
of the Prophet Hadisha and Aisha took the first steps in proclaiming new religious principles, they rendered
invaluable services to Islam. And to this day, the daughter of the Prophet Fatima is an example of modesty,
upbringing and Muslim virtue [3: 16].

Harun al-Rashid's wife, the religious Zubeida, had many charities. At her expense and under her
leadership water was delivered from Baghdad to Medina.

Conclusion

From all of the above, a Muslim woman is not only the most active participant in the socio-political life
of her country, but also a support to a man who is always in a difficult situation, an indispensable helper in
the household and a wise counselor. For centuries, women in Islam have acted in the public consciousness
not only as a symbol of the inviolability and security of the family, but also as a keeper of tradition. In the
Islamic tradition the maternal type of woman, which is always within the framework of natural order, obeys
the laws and duties of the genes, and represents the growth of life. Therefore, in the Islamic tradition, the
principle of femininity (mother, wife, sister, daughter) is respected.

This
makes it possible to systematize and classify the entire dialectical materialist system of knowledge, because it
derives the characteristics of the dialectical method of knowledge.

The article substantiates the necessity of post-non-classical, heterogeneous approach to the problem of con-
ceptualization of modern social cognition, the essence of which is discursivity. Modern society is represented
by a decentered, multidimensional reality composed of singular units. Post-non-classical social paradigms are
necessary in order to come closer to understanding modern social processes, the main carriers of which are
people driven by unique characteristics and qualities; and to develop humanistic, human-dimensional tactics
and strategies for the future development of mankind. Being is given as co-being. An event is a given being,
which is not the basis of this being. Thus, essence rests on difference. Essence is not a model of a thing, but a
process, not of creation, but of becoming. Social being appears as an event that precedes essence. Being un-
folds as an implicit, virtual process of becoming. Self-organizing, being retreats into uncertainty. The
heterological dimension of being is a radical cognitive inversion in socio-philosophical discourse, associated
with the rejection of stability of social being and the transition to its living processuality and discursivity.

Introduction

During the period of the emergence of non-classical science (the end of the XIX—60s of the XX centu-
ry), when classical natural science revealed its limitations in cognition, the American theoretical physicist
John Wheeler noted that “the most difficult in modern thinking is to get used to seeing the world not as
ready... for understanding” [1]. This difficulty is due to the need for a person's ontological certainty, which
closely borders on the anthropic vision of the world, which classical science guaranteed him. In this regard,
Merab Mamardashvili rightly noted that “the evolution of philosophy occurs when something is really per-
turbed in this conquered bliss, in this ontological rootedness of man. And as a result, a person begins to feel
that he is dealing with a world that almost excludes the very possibility of understanding it. And the question
arises (or at least, in the course of this question, there is a rethinking): if there is really a ready-made world of
laws and predetermined entities?” [1].

It is this question that has become acute in the transition period from the classical worldview to the non-
classical, and further to the post-non-classical, and the understanding of the place and role of man in the on-
tological and cognitive space has changed contemporary to this epistemological transformation. Now this
place looks different still, and we have to re-conquer it.

Research methods

The research uses methods of fractal analysis, theoretical generalization, heuristic synthesis, methods of
social synergy and social heterology in the study of modern social processes.

Results and Discussion

If in the classical paradigm, indeed, it was a question of a pre-set world of laws and entities ready-made
for the subject, and in the non-classical one scientific truth was understood as the result of the cognitive ac-
tivity of the subject, then the modern, post-non-classical paradigm, refuses the basic attitudes of metaphysics,
essential for classical and non-classical science. “Modern science overcomes the ontological project of meta-
physics, the substantialist-essentialistic worldview” [2]. This is demonstrated, for example, by string theory
in quantum physics, the theory of dynamical systems, and synergetics. In general, the science of the twenti-
eth century, which focuses on the study of infinitesimal objects, does not so much refute the substantialist
interpretation of the world, according to which nature was represented as absolute, unchangeable and homo-
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geneous, as it legitimizes the possibility of a heterological horizon unthinkable by science. In other words,
the current relationship between philosophy and science is fundamentally new: philosophy does not play the
usual role of the methodology of the sciences, but, on the contrary, philosophy grows out of the results of
scientific research.

Just as the relationship between science and philosophy has changed, the relationship between scientific
and social philosophy has always changed in the history of the development of philosophical ideas. Thus, if
classical social philosophy closely correlated with natural science, drawing from its naturalistic research pro-
grams, then non-classical philosophy makes an inversion from naturalism, objectivism to a subjectivist inter-
pretation of truth. This is already stated by the social thinkers of the XIX century, offering a new, special
methodology of the sciences of “spirit”, reflecting the specificity and disequilibrium, the specific logic of
social processes, rather, its absence.

As a reverse reaction to pan-scientism, the “philosophy of life”” awakened and in the person of Wilhelm
Dilthey proposed the idea of dividing, demarcating the natural sciences and the spiritual sciences, under-
standing the inability and fundamental impossibility of the tools of classical natural science to explain the
complex mechanisms of social processes. Therefore, neither reductionism nor blind extrapolation as methods
of cognition are able to adequately study society, which meant that it was necessary to develop a new, spe-
cial methodology for the analysis of social processes in the human sciences, focused not so much on their
explanation (as happened in the natural sciences), but on their understanding. And this naturally predeter-
mined the subsequent cognitive turn from theory to discourse.

The importance of setting and solving the problem of the methodology of social cognition in the mid-
XIX—early XX centuries was stated by the thinkers of the Baden (Freiburg) school of neo-Kantianism-
Wilhelm Windelband and Heinrich Rickert. Expressing anti-positivist philosophical sentiments, they firmly
called for a return to the transcendental method of 1. Kant, reviving the main Kantian ideas in the field of
epistemology, according to which in the cognitive act the subject deals not with the objective world itself,
but with the human attitude to it, with the content of human consciousness. Therefore it is necessary to create
an appropriate cognitive methodology that follows from this philosophical position. The leitmotif of the new
social methodology, the Badenians put forward an axiological component, which led to their interest in the
humanitarian sphere, in which value imperatives are especially important.

W. Windelband was not a supporter of the traditional classification of scientific knowledge, which
differentiates the sciences according to the criterion of the difference between their subject areas — natural
and humanitarian. He offers as such a criterion not the subject, but the methods and goals of the sciences,
which are specific to them. According to W. Windelband, there are two types of sciences — nomotetic and
idiographic:

1. Science that reveals the general laws of phenomena uses the nomotetic method of studying.

2. Science that is aimed at detecting singular, unique phenomena uses an idiographic method of
research.

At first glance, the first type of science is characteristic of natural science, and the second — for social
science. In fact, the division of sciences, according to this classification, occurs both in the field of natural
science and in the humanities. Thus, for example, the historical sciences of nature may be idiographic, and
the social sciences nomothetic, since otherwise social science would not be possible as a science, but would
represent a type of art whose determining value is the singularity.

According to H. Rickert, who grasped the complex dialectic of scientific methodology, cognition
depends on research interest. Therefore, the philosopher deduces individualizing and generalizing methods
of cognition, which differ in their interest in the particular or the general. In this sense, scientific and
humanitarian knowledge are connected, but differ by the subjective understanding of the scientist, as a result
of the analysis that deduces conditional lines “which the geographer thinks of himself in order to orient
himself on the globe with lines that similarly do not correspond to anything real” [3].

Thus, according to a retrospective analysis, since the XIX century a discourse has been brewing in the
field of social and philosophical knowledge, pointing to the complexity, the singularity of human existence.
And what happens in natural science?

As already mentioned, in the late XIX—early XX centuries, new trends were discovered in the natural-
scientific picture of the world, indicating a more complex structure and functioning of the natural world, the
presence of factors of relativity, subjectivism, irrationalism, randomness, and even uncertainty. For example,
in 1927 the German physicist Werner Heisenberg discovered the uncertainty principle in the field of quan-
tum physics. In the 1950s the discovery of the antiproton occurred in quantum physics, proving the sensa-
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tional fact that matter exists in two forms — as a particle and an antiparticle. These and other discoveries led
to fundamental, turning changes in the natural-scientific picture of the world, up to the conclusions about
reaching the limits of the cognizability of nature.

The new scientific picture of the world, dismantling the attitudes of classical science, thus began to cor-
relate again with the social one, confirming their coherence and congruence. In the combination of “social
cognition — natural science” the first element turned out to be more mobile, explicitly indicating the
fractality and singularity of human existence. Natural science came to the idea of fractality and relativity
much later, when studying the processes of the microcosm. “If earlier, in the XIX century, the basis for the
formation of general philosophical epistemology was cognitive processes in the natural sciences, now we can
say that at first the social and humanitarian sciences offer many innovative epistemological and methodolog-
ical approaches, which are then included in general philosophical epistemology. The ideas, images, methods,
and concepts proposed by the social sciences are actively borrowed by the natural sciences. The very stand-
ards of post-non-classical science were most clearly defined earlier in the social sciences, and only then were
they used in natural science cognition” [4].

The post-non-classical social paradigm, which declares the rejection of ontological constructions and
establishes the “principle of non-foundation™ of being, emerged in the last third of the twentieth century on
the basis of a number of objective and subjective reasons, historical and theoretical prerequisites.

Thus, under the pressure of civilization, the object of social research has radically changed — a society
that becomes non-equilibrium, unpredictable, ambivalent, multidimensional, and nonlinear in its develop-
ment.

The society of today is pluralistic, polyphonic, represented in a variety of multi-vector processes, views,
ideas, life positions, ideological aspirations, including polar, reactionary, constituted from various centers
that are not responsible for society as a whole. Society ceases to be monolithic, and its main attributes be-
come narrowness of goals, fragmentary and superficial relations, instability of ties, the strengthening of the
factor of irrationalization, uncertainty of social development, which casts great doubt on the possibility of
harmonious human coexistence. And the extremely tense political situation of our time, connected with the
gaps in social life and consciousness, puts the very existence of humanity in danger.

Despite the processes of world globalization, modern society cannot be correlated with the main provi-
sions of classical social paradigms, focused on the search for a single system-forming principle of social life,
on total metaphysics, which defines all social processes as a single higher, superhuman principle of existence
and development. T.Kh. Kerimov, referring to Heidegger, calls such metaphysics ontology [5]. An eloquent
critique of ontotheological thinking is firmly set forth by the hero of “Crime and Punishment”
F.M. Dostoevsky: “if society is organized normally, then all crimes will disappear at once, since there will be
nothing to protest for, and everyone will become righteous in an instant. Nature is not taken into account,
nature is banished, nature is not allowed! With them, it is not humanity, having developed in a historical,
living way to the end, that will eventually turn into a normal society by itself, but, on the contrary, the social
system, coming out of some mathematical head, will immediately arrange all of humanity and in an instant
make it righteous and sinless, before any living process, without any historical and living way!” [6].

Conclusions

Contrary to traditional metaphysics, modern society is not reduced to a common ground as a criterion of
certainty. This is already another naturalness, “another sociality”, another “humanity”. Modern society is
divided into many parts that are difficult to call composite, they are different in relation to each other.

Therefore, the post-non-classical social paradigm is, first of all, a reflection on the ontological, episte-
mological, methodological, axiological foundations of previous social theories, in which the categorical and
conceptual apparatus and methodology of research do not meet the demands and needs of modern society.

As a result, fundamentally new approaches to cognition (informational, system, activity based, evolu-
tionary, synergetic) emerged.

Researchers are increasingly claiming interdisciplinarity in its various variants as a key direction for the
further development of knowledge. But to a greater extent than about interdisciplinarity, modern social re-
searchers speak about the pluralism of theories of social and humanitarian knowledge and
multiparadigmality. We are talking about the unity of classical, non-classical and post-non-classical para-
digms.

The post-non-classical social paradigm in the field of ontological and epistemological intentions states
the need for a heterological dimension of a modern turbulent society. We are talking about the rejection of
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ontological constructions that connect society with an absolute foundation, and the legitimization of the
“principle of non-foundation”, according to which being is co-being: “From now on, the question “what is
being?” is meaningless. Being is not just “is”, being is given. But how is the being given? The nature of the
question has changed: being is given as event” [2].

The concept of “worldview” inherent in classical philosophy is replaced by the concept of “film of the
world” as a living process of changing the scenery. Processuality is characterized by infinite variety, incom-
pleteness and uncertainty. Even between the living and the inanimate, the line is blurred. This is not the
world of the become, but the world of eternal becoming, which requires a heterogeneous dimension.

The post-non-classical paradigm of social research, of course, calls for the heterogeneity of language,
the transition from theory to discourse. In our opinion, the discursivity of post-non-classical social-
philosophical research is semantically close to its postmodern understanding.

For postmodernism, discourse is a self-sufficient processuality: “Discourse... has the form of a structure
of interpretations. Each sentence, which in itself has an interpretative nature, can be interpreted in another
sentence”. In reality, there is not an interpretative activity of the subject, but “moments of self-interpretation
of thought” (J. Derrida) [7]. According to R. Barth, “the subject... is not extraterritorial in relation to its dis-
course” [8]. Moreover, it is in the space of the processuality of discursive intentions that a person “turns him-
self into a subject” (M. Foucault) [9]. Therefore, the postmodern theory of discourse is semantically close to
narratology.

The world is a process, man is a process, cognition is a process. “Ontogenesis is heterogenesis, the pro-
cess of actualization is the production of new differences, thanks to which multiplicity is actualized” [2]. Be-
ing is a difference, a discourse.

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Motherhood with many children in Kazakhstan:
combining work and care

The article examines the phenomenon of motherhood with many children in modern Kazakhstan, which is
studied from completely different theoretical and empirical positions by representatives of socio-humanitarian
sciences — philosophy, demography, sociology, psychology, anthropology, etc. Modern studies state a wide
variety of maternal practices and social perceptions of motherhood in different cultures. However, as a rule,
the problematization of motherhood is carried out in essentialist terms related to the issues of fertility, mar-
riage, mortality, and population reproduction. Researchers ignore such features of motherhood with many
children as the subjective perception of the role of the mother, building relationships with relatives, with
managers at work, the influence of place of residence, ethnicity, and the education of mothers. The purpose of
this article is to present the ideas of motherhood from the point of view of mothers with many children them-
selves and the resources that allow them to combine the role of a mother and a worker. In particular, we will
describe how educated urban Kazakh women and mothers with many children combine their professional
employment and childcare. The scientific significance of the work lies in the problematization of the perfor-
mance of the maternal role by women with many children and the possibilities of combining professional
employment and motherhood with many children. The value of this study lies in the presentation of mother-
hood, taking into account the ethnicity, class and level of education of mothers with many children, as well as
attention to the practice of combining motherhood with many children and professional employment.

Keywords: motherhood, many children, professional employment, care, children, state, social policy.

Introduction

On February 22, 2021, dozens of Kazakhstani women came to the building of the Ministry of Labor and
Social Protection of the Population of the Republic of Kazakhstan in Nur-Sultan and demanded that the head
of the ministry provide them with social housing and grant an allowance for each child under 18 years of
age. Women insist that insufficient government support leads to tragedy. The last tragedy was the death of
five children from the same family in a fire in February 2021, which occurred in the town of Zhanatas,
Zhambyl region of Kazakhstan. The protests of mothers with many children in Kazakhstan intensified after
the tragedy in the Siter family in February 2019 in Nur-Sultan, when five sisters were burned alive in a fire
in a temporary house. The fire in the house started around three o'clock in the morning, when the children
were sleeping in the house alone. The father of the family works as a rigger and was called in to a service
station to work. The mother also took a shift job as a packer at a plastic goods factory. The large family
needed money: the authorities did not put them in line for social housing, and they lived in a temporary
house with an area of about thirty square meters. The house was heated by a stove and caught fire almost
instantly. Despite the fact that a team of firefighters arrived at the fire scene within seven minutes, they were
unable to save the children. A few minutes after the arrival of the fire brigade, the roof collapsed, and all the
girls were burned to death. They were twelve, eleven, six, three and one years old [1].

In most post-Soviet states, the reforms of the early 1990s were accompanied by serious changes in the
official ideology of the family and in family policy. As demographers V. Agadjanian, P. Dommaraju and
L. Nedoluzhko note: “Declining marriage and fertility rates following the collapse of state socialism have
been the subject of numerous studies in Central and Eastern Europe. More recent literature has focused on
marriage and fertility dynamics in the period of post-crisis political stabilization and economic growth. How-
ever, relatively little research on marriage and fertility has dealt with the Central Asian part of the post-
socialist world”. The authors used survey and published data from Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, two multi-
ethnic countries with differing paths of post-crisis recovery, to examine overall and ethnic-specific trends in
entry into marriage and fertility. They found that in both countries rates of entry into marriage continued to
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decline throughout post-crisis years. By contrast, fertility rose, and this rise was greater in the more prosper-
ous Kazakhstan. The authors also detected considerable ethnic variations in fertility trends [2].

At the same time, post-Soviet experts for the first time publicly raised the issue of the excessive over-
load of women who combine the family role with the production role, and the need to provide women with
the freedom to choose between a professional career and family. One of the ways to ensure this freedom was
seen as the transition from a two-income family to a single-income one, i.¢., raising a man's wages so that he
could fulfill the role of “breadwinner”. These changes were not just a reaction to the official ideology of
egalitarianism and a manifestation of the latent tendencies of the “renaissance of patriarchy”, which was pre-
viously present at the level of mass consciousness. They reflected the crisis of the socialist “welfare state”, a
veiled recognition of the social ineffectiveness of its family policy and the desire to return economic powers
and responsibility for raising children back to the family [3].

At present, if we consider the main statistical indicators related to the birth rate and ethnicity of Ka-
zakhstani women, we can see that:

— the total population of Kazakhstan as of March 9, 2021 is 18,877,100 people. Kazakhstan today ranks
74th in the list of countries by population. The average density is just over 6.71 people per km? (184th place
in the list of countries by population density). This indicates that Kazakhstan, ranking 9th in the world by
territory, is a sparsely populated territory and this requires an effective demographic policy aimed at increas-
ing the birth rate;

— according to the data of the Bureau of National Statistics of the Agency for Strategic Planning and
Reforms of the Republic of Kazakhstan, at the beginning of 2017 Kazakhs constitute the majority of the
population of the republic (67.47 %). The next in number are Russians (19.76 %), Uzbeks (3.18 %),
Ukrainians (1.53 %), Uyghurs (1.46 %), Tatars (1.11 %) and representatives of other ethnic groups;

— in Kazakhstan in 2020 civil registry offices registered 419,582 births, including 239,496 in urban are-
as, 162,814 in rural areas. As we can see, the birth rate in urban areas has become higher than in rural areas,
which indirectly indicates an increase in the proportion of women of reproductive age living in urban areas
and, conversely, a decrease in those in rural areas. But at the same time, the total fertility rate (TFR) — that
is, the number of children born on average by one woman during the entire reproductive age (from 15 to 49
years) — is 2.74. That is, on average, a Kazakhstani woman gives birth to 2 to 3 children. However, the TFR
is 2.57 in cities and 3.18 in rural areas. In terms of TFR, the leaders are Mangystau region — 3.78, and South
Kazakhstan region — 3.62. The lowest results are in the city of Almaty — 1.67, and Kostanay region —
1.73;

— if we analyze the fertility trends according to the ethnicity of women, then we see that most often
children are born to Kazakh women (231,016) and to Russian women (28,354), which corresponds to the
overall representation of these ethnic groups in Kazakhstan. Summarizing the statistical data related to ethnic
factors of fertility, we can conclude that the main population growth in the republic is provided by Kazakh
women living in rural areas.

Studying the situation of mothers with many children, we should turn to official documents and, accord-
ing to the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, mothers with many children are women who have given
birth to and are raising four or more children. In 2019 more than 340 thousand large families were registered
in the state. The leaders in this indicator are Almaty, Turkestan, Zhambyl regions. Large families in Kazakh-
stan receive state support: cash allowance and a set of benefits. The amount of payments depends on the
number of children, income level, having an honorary order, place of residence. In Kazakhstan these honor-
ary titles are held by 237 thousand mothers. Mothers with many children, awarded with “Altyn alqa” and
“Kiimis alqa” pendants, are also exempt from paying taxes on transport and land, state duties when perform-
ing notarial and legally significant actions when registering a place of residence, issuing passports and identi-
ty cards, etc. Large families belong to the category of socially vulnerable segments of the population and
have the right to be registered as in need of housing. They, like other candidates, are provided with housing
on a lease basis [4].

The text of the National Report “Kazakhstan Families—2020” provides data that, according to the Bu-
reau of National Statistics of the Agency for Strategic Planning and Reforms of the Republic of Kazakhstan
regarding large families with 4 or more minor children living together for the period of 2017-2020, the larg-
est number of such families was 399,855 families in 2020, 265,605 in 2019, 284, 367 in 2018, 309, 844 in
2017 [5]. Also, the text of the national report points to the fact that the republic is implementing state
measures to support large families. One of them is the possibility of obtaining housing from the public hous-
ing stock or support in the form of concessional loans. But for this it is necessary to sign up for the waiting
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list of people in need of housing. Housing is provided on the basis of Article 67 of the Law of the Republic
of Kazakhstan “On Housing Relations” dated 04.16.1997 (59). In 2018 12,000 large families were provided
with housing. As of 2019, there were 28,000 large families in the queue for housing in Kazakhstan. Housing
is provided in two ways. The first one is passing the queue in a standard way to allocate an apartment from
the state fund. In the second case, an apartment is provided under the state program of housing and commu-
nal development “Nirly jer” for 2020-2025. To support low-income families, including large families, under
the “Nurly jer” program, the “Lending to low-income families from the waiting list of the local executive
body by House Construction Savings Bank” (“Baqytty otbasy”) mechanism is being implemented, whose
participants are provided with loans at a rate of 2 % per annum for up to 20 years from an initial payment of
10 % of the loan amount. This is the lowest interest rate in the country to date.

At the beginning of 2020 the amended Tax Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan entered into force, ac-
cording to which a tax deduction will apply for large families. Both parents will be taken into account when
determining the amount of the deduction. The amount cannot exceed 282 MCI (about 712,000 tenge as of
today). There are no additional tax deductions for single mothers. However, according to the norms of the
current tax legislation, exemption from payment of land tax and property tax is provided only for mothers
with many children who have been awarded the title “Mother Heroine”, as well as for those awarded with the
“Altyn alqa” pendant. Property tax exemption for them is provided within 1,000 times the MCI (about 2.5
million tenge). According to the Ministry of Industry and Infrastructure Development of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan as part of the State Program for Housing Construction from 2018 to 2019 housing was mainly re-
ceived in the cities of republican significance — Almaty, Nur-Sultan, Shymkent [5].

The text of the national report for 2020 also provides subjective assessments of the material well-being
of large families. To measure the effectiveness of the implemented state programs, researchers refer to the
results of sociological studies conducted by the Kazakhstan Institute of Social Development “Rukhani
Zhangyru” on “Family and Demographic Policy” for 2019 and 2020. Thus, almost half of the surveyed large
families (46.8 %) answered that they hardly have enough money for the most basic necessities. Also, 35.5 %
of the respondents indicated that they earn enough money to pay for the most necessary things, but it is prob-
lematic to buy some household appliances. 15.9 % of the respondents indicated that they earn enough, but it
is difficult to save money for an expensive item (fur coat, car). 1.7 % of the surveyed large families have no
financial problems, they can buy a house or a car if they want. The authors of the national report come to the
conclusion that the main problems for the majority of large families are material problems and low income.
This opinion is confirmed by the respondents, 61.9 % of whom believe that the main problems in their fami-
lies are material problems. 39.4 % of the respondents indicated domestic problems as the main ones in their
families. 14.2 % of the respondents answered that for them the problems of raising children are the most ur-
gent. The lack of opportunities for joint recreation is a problem for 11.7 % of the respondents. 7.9 % of the
respondents indicated the absence of children's classes and clubs as the main problem in their families. The
presented data indicates that economic and domestic problems are the main ones for the majority of respond-
ents. More than half (59.8 %) of large families need financial assistance from the state. The second most im-
portant need for families is to improve their living conditions — 30.3 % [5].

But in our opinion, not a single government, research, or publicistic document indicates the fact that, as
a rule, women are engaged in raising children in large families, and it is they who bear the burden of daily
nursing and care for children. At the same time, it is important to take into account the fact that the low mate-
rial and financial well-being of large families forces mothers to work as well. Unfortunately, at the moment
there is no data, no survey results that could show us how the strategy of adaptation of a Kazakhstani mother
with many children to the fulfillment of the “working mother” gender contract is being built. Therefore in
this article we will try to describe how a working mother with many children living in the city has the oppor-
tunity to combine motherhood and work, how she carries out the function of caring for and raising children,
whether she is able to devote time to herself and receive additional education.

The purpose of the article was to study the possibilities of combining motherhood with many children
and professional employment of Kazakh mothers with many children living in cities.

The main research methods are interdisciplinary, comparative and systematic approaches, the method of
sociological survey. The method of interdisciplinary approach makes it possible to determine the socio-
cultural boundaries of the study of motherhood as an object and subject of socio-humanitarian knowledge.
The comparative method provides a scientific and theoretical basis for identifying the essence of motherhood
in socio-humanitarian thought.
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Research methods

In the period from January to May 2020 a survey was conducted among Kazakh women aged 25 to 45
years with higher education from Karaganda, who are mothers of four or more children. The research meth-
od was a questionnaire survey, the toolkit was a questionnaire. A total of 360 people were interviewed. The
purpose of the research was to obtain information on how motherhood with many children is arranged in Ka-
zakh urban families. The objectives of the research were formulated as follows: 1. Study how women with
many children perceive the role of mother; 2. Analyze whether mothers with many children have profession-
al employment opportunities; 3. Find out how much time a mother of many children devotes to herself;
4. Find out if a mother with many children has the opportunity to get additional education; 5. Consider how
other family members are involved in nursing and caring for children.

The object of the research was Kazakh women with many children, mothers of 4 or more children, liv-
ing in the city of Karaganda at the age of 25 to 45 with higher education. Subject of research: the possibilities
of professional self-realization of Kazakh mothers with many children. The study sample was quota, strati-
fied. As a hypothesis of the study, it was suggested that there are many restrictions on combining the role of
a mother with many children and professional activity (long maternity leave, the ideology of “intensive
motherhood”, limited access to kindergartens, gender stereotypes). This is especially true for mothers who
have four or more children, ethnic Kazakh women, because traditional cultural beliefs prescribe them to be,
first of all, mothers and not professionals. But at the same time women with many children poorly reflect on
the problems of performing domestic work as care functions, which is associated with the idea of mother-
hood as a woman's “natural destiny”.

Results and Discussion

Motherhood as an institution and as a practice began to be actively studied by Western philosophers,
psychologists and sociologists in the 1960—70s, during the period of activation of the second wave of femi-
nism and scientific fashion for such theoretical paradigms as social constructivism, poststructuralism, post-
modernism. It was they who raised the question of the social nature of the human reproduction system in
modern society, overcoming the essentialist discourse characteristic of the structural functionalism of
T. Parsons and psychoanalysis of S. Freud, who believed that giving birth and upbringing of children is a
natural, instinctive and objective purpose of women [6]. In her work “The Feminine Mystique” B. Friedan
voiced that motherhood remains largely a space of uncertainty, tension, vulnerability, and frustration [7] and
can no longer be seen as a timeless biologically determined practice. American feminist A. Rich wrote in
1976, “Motherhood — unmentioned in the histories of conquest and serfdom, wars and treaties, exploration
and imperialism — has a history, it has an ideology, it is more fundamental than tribalism or nationalism”
[8].

But significant changes are also taking place in the urban environment, among middle-class Kazakh
women. With the advent of capitalism, a new urban middle class is formed in Kazakhstan, which is a cultural
hegemon in a capitalist society, i.e., setting cultural standards and the main implementers of child-centric
ideology, when a child is an investment project in which resources must be invested and then he or she will
grow up smart and successful. The concept of early development contains normative conventions about
when parents need to consult psychologists, speech therapists, therapists, defectologists, teachers; what
books to read to the child, what music to listen to, what toys to play with, what clothes to buy, what methods
of education and training to use; what standards of hygienic care to use [9]. In her article, Russian researcher
O. Isupova writes that ... the ideology of intensive motherhood, which is popular today, asserts that the ideal
of maternal behavior includes a family and educational strategy, the center of which is the child (“child-
centeredness”); a tendency to follow the advice of parenting experts; emotional sensitivity to the needs of
children; a large amount of work and time devoted to children, with significant financial costs for their up-
bringing”. The ideology of intensive motherhood and its impact on the well-being of both mothers and chil-
dren are currently the objects of attention of many specialists. For example, I. Gimenez-Nadal and A. Sevilla
studied the impact of modern maternal practices on the well-being of mothers and the variation of this indi-
cator in relation to the level of education. By monitoring a wide range of personal characteristics these au-
thors found that mothers with higher levels of education showed lower levels of happiness and life satisfac-
tion, as well as higher levels of fatigue due to involvement in various parenting and childcare activities. Alt-
hough less educated mothers also reproduce some patterns of intense motherhood, the time spent with their
children has increased in recent decades, especially among more educated mothers. At the same time, wom-
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en with a high level of education are haunted with the feeling that they still do not do enough for the well-
being of their children [10]. Some questions arise: how do young Kazakh women with 4 or more children
with higher education, representatives of the middle class, implement the ideology of intensive motherhood ?
How do they manage to do this? Does someone help them? How do they explain to themselves why they
need many children? What is the role of the state in ensuring the social conditions for the implementation of
the functions of motherhood?

An example of the importance the symbolic role of women in national relations is the works of several
post-Soviet and foreign researchers. For example, Ukrainian researcher T. Zhurzhenko in her work “Gen-
dered Markets of Ukraine: Political Economy of Nation Building” writes that post-Soviet traditionalism has
formed in the post-Soviet space, and it has become the dominant form of gender ideology in a transitional
society. And it has a number of essential characteristics, including the fact that post-Soviet traditionalism
characterizes the actual reduction of the family to the reproductive function, to the tasks of procreation and
socialization of children. Relationships between spouses are viewed as a derivative of their parenting func-
tion; a family without children is not even considered as a family by some sociologists (but only as a “family
group”). Naturally, the widespread small (and especially one-child) family is seen as an extremely negative
phenomenon both at the macro and micro levels. From the point of view of society, this means an alarming
trend towards a decrease in the birth rate and depopulation... Accordingly, the proposed measures to get the
family out of the crisis come down if not to promoting large families, then to measures aimed at “increasing
the need for children”. As a social ideal, traditionalists propose only one type of family: with two parents and
at least three or four children...” [3].

D. Kandiyoti believes that “Post-Soviet gender ideologies do not represent a simple return to national
traditions interrupted by Soviet politics, but they represent a strategic redistribution of the notions of cultural
identity to serve new ideological goals. Thus, gender politics play a crucial role in signaling both leaving the
Soviet past and the creation of new imaginary nations that enhance social solidarity in increasingly frag-
mented post-Soviet societies” [11].

Belarusian researcher A. Pershai in his work “Perspectives of History: On Everyday Life, Gender and
Nation in Post-Soviet Belarus” says that “... the relationship between the national and everyday life lies at the
intersection of at least three conceptually complex aspects: the nation state, gender stratification and the fact
that men and women have different everyday life, as well as different involvement in national projects” [12].

Another Belarusian researcher T. Shchurko notes that “... it is believed that the process of nation-
building includes all the inhabitants of a territory, but since the national discourse puts a person in its center,
then in the androcentric system this means the male norm, point of view, privilege and identity. On the other
hand, men are the real spokesmen for the will of the Belarusian nation. Women usually become visible in the
Belarusian national discourse when it comes to the demographic crisis and the extinction of the nation,
which, in fact, represents a woman as a machine for biological reproduction” [13].

E. Gapova in her work “On Gender, Nation, and Class in Post-communism” analyzes the formation of
the “gender rhetoric” of the leaders of the nationally oriented Belarusian opposition, and finds that this rheto-
ric is not only deeply patriarchal (women's bodies, women's destinies are the property of the nation and the
arena of political struggle), but also mediated by class interests. “The possession of women and their con-
sumption is a class marker that performs the function of endowing masculinity as an attribute of the “West-
erny, that is, the capitalist — in the sense of possessing resources, the possibilities of earning income and
methods of consumption — class™ [14].

We can see that researchers consider gender relations as a complex structure, which is differentiated
depending on belonging to a particular class, ethnicity, religious denomination and other social groups and is
associated with socioeconomic reforms in post-Soviet societies. It is also important to consider how the con-
cept of gender relates to such concepts as ethnicity, class and education. This approach is based on the
recognition of the close intertwining of national/ethnic and gender relations, which cannot be understood
through a simple summation of gender theory and theories of nation/ethnicity. Its representatives are
F. Anthias and N. Yuval-Davis, S. Inloi. The relationship of these fundamental social categories can only be
clarified through a thorough analysis of the causal relationships between various forms of gender and nation-
al/ethnic differentiation and inequality [15].

In this study we adhere to the above position and consider how ethnic identity is formed by constructing
women as the boundaries of the nation, and how, in turn, boundaries are created by women performing the
biological and cultural reproduction roles. In this case, the biological role is understood as the reproductive
role of a woman, a woman-mother. The cultural role is understood as her role as an agent of transmission of
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traditions and normative behavior patterns. To create a gender-sensitive analytical model of “production”
and “reproduction” of collective identity in Kazakhstani society, the N. Yuval-Davis’s concept of women's
roles in national projects is used.

Yuval-Davis argues that women create the “boundaries” of the nation, thus forming a collective ethnic
identity “... A woman's belonging to a national or ethnic community is of a dual nature. On the one hand,
women, like men, are members of a community. On the other hand, there are always certain rules and regula-
tions that treat women as women... The gender and sexuality of the body play a major role as “territories”,
“markers” and reproducers of the narratives of a nation and other communities. Gender relations are at the
very center of the cultural formation of social identities/communities and at the center of most cultural con-
flict and controversial situations” [16].

Following Yuval-Davis, we believe that Kazakh women construct and reproduce the collective identity
of an ethnic community through giving birth to a large number of children and indirectly participating in the
national revival of independent Kazakhstan. Yuval-Davis identifies five areas linking women and national
projects: 1. Women are responsible for the biological reproduction of members of ethnic groups; 2. They
reproduce the boundaries of ethnic/national groups; 3. Women play a central role in the ideological repro-
duction of the collective and the transmission of its culture; 4. Women are carriers of ethnic/national differ-
ences — and, therefore, an object of attention and a symbol of ideological discourses, with the help of which
ethnic/national categories are created, reproduced and transformed; 5. Women are involved in national, eco-
nomic, political and military struggles. Also N. Yuval-Davis identifies three main discourses within the
framework of which women are manipulated as potential mothers: 1. The “human resources” or “people as
power” discourse, which sees the increase in the size of the nation as a vital means of realizing national in-
terests; 2. The Malthusian discourse, which, on the contrary, seeks to reduce demographic pressure” as a
means of avoiding a future “national” catastrophe; 3. The eugenic discourse that aims to “improve the quali-
ty” of the national community by encouraging the increase in birth rate among the “best” population groups
in terms of biological or class origin and limiting the birth rate among the “unsuitable” groups [16].

Each discourse corresponds to a certain state and social policy. In our opinion, the discourse that Yuval-
Davis called “people as power” is dominant in Kazakhstan as well. The decline in birth rate and depopula-
tion are seen as the most important problems determining the future of the nation. The economic and social
consequences of depopulation are the worsening of the situation on the labor market, population aging and
an increase in the burden on the pension system. Some experts point out that the main goal of policy in this
area should not be to stimulate the birth rate and increase its level. However in Kazakhstan the “people as
power” discourse has another side. It is not just about a decrease in the population, but about a more serious
threat — “national degeneration”, “erosion” of the Kazakh ethnos. In modern demographic literature, the
reproductive function of women belonging to both the “indigenous” nationality and ethnic and linguistic mi-
norities is considered not only from the point of view of population growth, but also as a factor in the nation-
al consolidation of Kazakhstani society on an ethnic basis.

Manifestations of the eugenic discourse can also be found in the program documents of the Government
of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The problem of “preserving the gene pool” of the nation is associated, first of
all, with the decline in the health indicators of the population. The pseudoscientific eugenic discourse, trans-
ferring the patterns of development of a biological population to human society, is part of the ideology of
nationalism. Apparently, the nationalist discourse, which sees the nation as a single organism, whose
“health” causes concern, assumes its “treatment”. Therefore, measures dictated by concern for the health of
future generations (development of medical genetic services and a genetic monitoring system) are by no
means politically neutral, and can be used by the authorities as a means of controlling the “quality” of the
nation [16].

All the types of political discourses described above have a pronounced gender character: their address-
ees are mainly women, potential mothers, and not potential fathers. It is their reproductive behavior that is
controlled. Many of these policies are centered on the concern for the genetic makeup of the population.
Those national projects that attach critical importance to genealogy and descent as the main principles of or-
ganizing a national community imply the exclusion of members of the community that do not meet these
criteria. This entails control over marriage, fertility and sexuality, i.e., violent regulation of gender relations.
Yuval-Davis believes that genetic commonality is only one of the possible reasons for the unification of na-
tion/ethnicity. In any national project, a significant role is assigned to the common culture and traditions with
a special role played by religion and/or language. Common culture is often considered a more important trait
than biological origin. The mythical unity of national “imaginary communities” that divides the world into
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“us” and “them” is strengthened and reproduced at the expense of symbolic “boundaries”. These boundaries
are closely related to the cultural codes embodied in the style of dress and behavior, as well as in more de-
veloped systems of customs, religious practices, artistic production and, of course, the national language
[16].

In all of these areas gender symbols and ways of constructing masculinity and femininity, as well as
sexuality and the distribution of power between the sexes, are particularly important. The most important
role in this belongs to women as symbols of cultural boundaries and the embodiment of national values, at
the same time being a key link in the reproduction of culture. It can be said that women bear the “burden of
representation”, thanks to which they are constructed as symbolic carriers of the identity and honor of their
nation. The position of women within the national community is usually ambivalent. On the one hand, they
symbolize national honor and unity, moreover, they are the final argument in the justification of any national
or ethnic project. At the same time, they are often excluded from real national politics and are rather its ob-
ject than its subject. Strict cultural codes that dictate what it means to be a “worthy woman” often mean that
she is in a subordinate position.

Thus, the “women's question”, gender roles and the lingering tension between motherhood and women's
participation in professional careers continued to resonate. In many cases, the Central Asian Soviet Socialist
Republics were the stage at which various experiments were carried out to identify female identity and the
difficulties of reconciling traditional and modern roles of women. Likewise, it is these experiments that have
created the basis for contemporary debate about women's rights to social services and their access to social
resources.

The questionnaire completed by the respondents contained questions about the role of the mother, up-
bringing of children, relations with relatives, free time of Kazakh mothers with many children, father's par-
ticipation in the process of caring for children, influence of relatives, etc. So, when asked whether the re-
spondents are in a registered marriage, 90 % of women answered “yes”. 6.7 % of women indicated that they
are “in a civil marriage” and 3.3 % answered that they were “officially divorced”. Thus, the majority of the
surveyed Kazakh women with many children are in an officially registered marriage.

When asking the respondents about their income level, we saw that 33.3 % of women with many chil-
dren have income of 110 to 160 thousand tenge, 25 % — 50 to 100 thousand tenge, 18.3 % — 170 to 220
thousand tenge, 10 % — 230 to 280 thousand tenge, 10 % — 290 to 340 thousand tenge, 3.3 % — 390 to
440 thousand tenge. Thus, most of the women we interviewed have an income in the range of 50,000 to
160,000 tenge, which allows to attribute them to the representatives of the lower middle class.

When asked how they would define who a mother is, the majority of women described her as loving
(81.7 %), attentive (51.7 %) and caring (50 %). The respondents also noted that a mother is kind (35 %), con-
trolling (35 %), patient (31.7 %), understanding everything (30 %), responsible (28.3 %), forgiving (18.3 %),
responsive (15 %), tired (5 %), strict (13.3 %), resentful (1.7 %), irritable (1.7 %). None of the mothers de-
scribed the mother as nervous and angry. The responses were distributed in such a way that we see that the
mother is associated primarily with positive characteristics such as love, attentiveness and caring.

The distribution of answers to the question on how many children women consider optimal, showed
that most respondents — 61.7 % of women — answered “three”, 25 % answered “four or more”, and 11.7 %
answered “two”. Only 1.7 % answered “one”. Such opinions demonstrate the focus of Kazakh women on the
medium number of children, which is determined by the reproductive attitudes of the spouses, but also by
external circumstances that can facilitate or hinder the birth of children. Everything related to fertility is very
individual and depends on many factors: the age of the woman, her health, genetic characteristics, financial
condition of the family, etc. While one woman can give birth to five or six children without harm to her
health, the other can have to recover all her life after giving birth to one child. Doctors say the optimal num-
ber of pregnancies and childbirth for a modern woman is three or four, and it is better to give birth after 20
and before 40 years. The women we interviewed for the most part adhere to these recommendations. Modern
Kazakh families, regardless of their wealth, do not refuse to have many children. Although there is a tenden-
cy to have many children in low-income, rural families.

When asked what responsibilities are the most important for a mother, 83.3 % of mothers answered “to
love the child”, 45 % answered “to devote time and attention”, 43.3 % — “to cook food and teach the rules
of behavior”. This is how the answers were distributed, since in Kazakh culture it is believed that a woman is
successful only when she spends all her energy and care on children. It is believed that the more successful a
child is, the more successful his parents, and his mother in particular. When asking respondents a question
about what they like in the role of a mother, 85 % indicated that they like hugging and caressing a child,
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73.3 % — talking, communicating with a child, 38.3 % — walking with a child, 38.3 % — explaining some-
thing complicated. It follows that it is important for the mother to feel an emotional connection with the child
and it is important to spend and devote a lot of time to the child. When women were asked what they dislike
about being a mother, 63.3 % answered that they did not like children’s tantrums, 53.3 % — visiting hospi-
tals and clinics, 50 % — interrupted sleep, 31.7 % — doing homework with children.

From the answers to the questions about who cares more about the children in the family, we received
the data that 51.7 % of mothers believe that both mother and father care for the children equally. Those who
believe that mother and father care for children unequally made 30 %. 18.3 % indicated that the mother and
father sometimes care equally. Based on the answers to this question, we can conclude that women position
father as an active participant in the process of upbringing and caring for children. Although in the clarifying
question of the questionnaire, we asked if they would like their husband to be more involved in the process
of raising and caring for children, and 73 % of women indicated that they would.

In the block “motherhood and professional self-realization”, when asked whether the mothers with
many children we interviewed work, 90 % answered that they do and only 10 % answered that they do not
(see Figure 1). This confirms the existence and dominance of the “working mother” contract. This contract
implies that a woman combines professional employment and motherhood, which puts her under a double
burden.

When asked why they combine work and motherhood, 43.6 % of mothers with many children answered
“I don’t want to stay at home”, 41.8 % — “I want to help my husband financially”, 32.7 % — “I like my
job”, 23.6 % — “I don’t want to lose my job”, 21.8 % — “I can afford it because...”, 18.2 % — “It is expen-
sive to support a child”, 7.3 % — “I am a highly qualified specialist”, 1.8 % — “I support my child/children
myself”, 1.8 % — “I do not work”. Based on the answers, we see that the reason for combining the roles of
mother/wife and worker is the unwillingness to stay at home and the desire to contribute to the family budg-
et, as well as the fact that women enjoy working.

To the question “Do you work full-time?” 70 % of the respondents answered positively, 23.3 % an-
swered “no” and 6.7 % chose the option “I do not work™. Thus, the major part of Kazakh women with four
or more children work full-time (see Figure 2).

38.3 % of Kazakh mothers with many children answered to the question “How much time per day do
you devote to work?” that they work 8-10 hours, 28.3 % spend 6—7 hours at work, 13.3 % — 3—4 hours,
10 % — 5-6 hours, 1.7 % — 1-2 hours. Thus, we see that most of the mothers with many children we inter-
viewed work more than 8—10 hours or full-time (see Figure 3).

When asked in the questionnaire whether mothers with many children take work home, 61.7 % an-
swered positively and 38.3 % negatively. This lets us know that the majority of mothers with many children
continue to work at home. To the question “How long do you work at home?”” 75.8 % chose the option “1-2
hours”, 12.1 % — “3—4 hours”. It should be noted that while continuing to work at home, most of the re-
spondents devote 1 to 2 hours to it.

To the question “How do you relax?”, where women could choose several answers, 43.3 % answered “I
do my hobby”, 36.7 % — “I sleep”, 36.7 % — “I watch a movie”, 31.7 % — “I read”, 28.3 % — “I go to see
someone”, 23.3 % — “I communicate in social networks”, 21.7 % — “I watch TV”, 20 % — “I go to the
gym”, 16.7 % — “I play with children”, 1.7 % — “I go to a cafe”. Based on the answers, we can conclude
that mothers with many children prefer passive rather than active types of recreation.

To the question “How much time, approximately, during the day, do you devote to yourself?”” 80 % an-
swered “1-2 hours”, 18.3 % — “3—4 hours”, 1.7 % — “5-6 hours”. According to the survey results, we saw
that the majority of women can devote no more than 1-2 hours a day to themselves (see Figure 4).

When answering the question “How do you decide who to leave your family with when you need to
leave home on personal matters?” 40 % answered that they ask grandparents to stay with their children,
28.3 % — “T ask my husband to stay at home with the children”, 25 % — “I ask older children to look after
each other”, 3.3 % — “I hire a babysitter” 3.3 % — “I let everything run its course”.

We were also interested in whether Kazakh mothers with many children receive additional education.
85 % chose the answer “no”, 15 % — “yes” (see Figure 5). So we see that most women do not have the op-
portunity to receive additional education, which has a negative impact on their career growth and self-
development.

To our question about how women are compensated for their constant care for children, 36.7 % of
women answered that taking care of family members is their direct responsibility, 31.7 % expect gratitude
from family members, 23.3 % of women compensate it with gifts. 21.7 % answered that this is not accepted
in their family, and 8.3 % answered that they have the “last word”. Such a distribution of opinions may be
due to the fact that mothers with many children believe that caring for family members is their “natural” du-
ty, a direct responsibility, and they do not even think about the possibility of compensating for their emotion-
al labor. But we clarified the question and asked how women would like to be compensated for their care.
Thus, 66.7 % of mothers want family members to understand the importance of their work, 43.3 % would
like to have more personal free time, and 40 % would like help with housekeeping. The answers were dis-
tributed in such a way that mothers with many children indirectly indicated that other family members do not
understand the importance and severity of the housework of mothers with many children, that they do not
have enough personal time and want to be helped more.

According to the results of the answer to the question whether the state should help mothers take care of
children, 40 % of women answered that the state should help, 40 % did not think about it and 20 % believe
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that the state should not help mothers with many children. Here we can conclude that mothers with many
children have little understanding of the degree of state participation in the process of raising children and
perceive state care only in the form of various material payments and benefits, although there are so-called
indirect payments that can provide significant support to families with many children (for example, public
nanny, free travel on public transport, free classes or clubs for children, coupons for the purchase of clothes,
etc.).

Conclusion

Based on the theoretical analysis and survey results, we can conclude that Kazakh mothers with many
children have traditional attitudes towards motherhood: to love children, give them time and attention, teach
them the rules of behavior, take care of them. They believe that the child primarily needs their love, care and
attention. The status of a Kazakh woman in society and family depends on the success of motherhood, as a
result of which they believe that love and attention are basic emotions in the process of raising children, and
it is they who should share them with children. Mothers with many children also note the special role of edu-
cation for their children, which is associated with the dominance of the ideology of intensive motherhood,
which prescribes the regular involvement of mothers in the life of their children and the focus of mothers
themselves on achieving success for their children. In addition, Kazakh mothers consider education and de-
velopment not only a concern, but also their direct responsibility towards their children. Kazakh mothers
with many children prefer to work, as they do not want to stay at home and want to help their husbands fi-
nancially, and they also like their jobs. We also saw from the survey data that most women work full-time, at
least 6-8 hours. Due to the combination of the role of a mother with many children and a working mother,
women, as a rule, cannot afford to receive additional education. At the same time, Kazakh mothers devote
one to two hours a day to themselves, they rarely devote time to going to the cinema, visiting beauty salons,
they also rarely visit sports clubs and can afford to sleep 5 to 7 hours. If it is necessary to leave home for per-
sonal matters, mothers leave their children and household to their grandmothers, husbands and/or older chil-
dren. Mothers with many children believe that caring for family members is their duty, a direct responsibil-
ity, and they do not even think about the possibility of compensating for their emotional labor. Mothers be-
lieve that other family members do not understand the importance and severity of housework, do not have
enough personal time and they want more help. Women with many children have little understanding of the
degree of state participation in the process of raising children and perceive state care only in the form of var-
ious material payments and benefits.

Such altruism and focus on motherhood among Kazakh women with many children are associated, in
our opinion, with the situation of building a new national state that tries to control the reproductive behavior
of women, considers mothers as a symbolic embodiment of national values and constructs them as symbolic
carriers of the identity and honor of the nation.

We would like to express the hope that studies of motherhood, taking into account such factors as the
number of children, class, ethnicity, place of residence, education, subjective interpretation of the role of the
mother, etc. will significantly intensify in Kazakhstani socio-humanitarian sciences, and academic interest
will contribute to the revision and change of the state's social policy in relation to motherhood, childhood,
parenting.
