State policy on grain and livestock procurement in Kazakhstan
and peasant uprising of 1928-1932

The article examines the mechanisms and consequences of the state campaigns for grain and meat procure-
ment, which was one of the reasons for the peasant uprisings in Kazakhstan in 1929-1932. On the basis of ar-
chival documents, the authors analyze the economic significance of the campaign for grain and meat pro-
curement, their impact on the development of the agrarian sector and the methods of coercion of the peasants
of the Soviet regime. The fact that the economic and political measures of the sedentary, semi-nomadic
regions aroused the discontent of the peasants is considered in detail. On the basis of archival data, the
repressions against peasants by party, Soviet, investigative and judicial bodies in Kazakhstan are analyzed.

Institutions and society

Many works have been written about institutions, social systems and the problem of their transformation.
Most of them are directly or indirectly based on the ideas of economic or technological determinism. Reduc-
tionism as a method of analysis remains the most attractive for the majority of researchers. Authors adhering
to this logic consider institutions and social systems as well as their evolution through the prism of one of the
decisive factors. These factors, depending on the paradigm affiliation of the scientist, include the mode of
production, technological innovation, and geographical conditions. These arguments relieve the authors of
doubts more than they consistently explain the reasons why in some cases these factors had a positive impact
on a limited number of societies, while most countries were not able to turn them to their advantage. Unwill-
ingness to agree with the obvious limitations of the one-factor approach often leads to eclecticism or apology
for the historical case. An alternative to reductionism is the structural approach. Thanks to it, as complex a
phenomenon as society is not reduced to one basis and is considered as a historically formed structure of in-
stitutions. Structural approach allows to explain the differences in the structure of social systems not through
their reduction to a certain material principle, but through the correlation of institutions. The institutional
structure determines the type of social system, the modernization of a traditional society is possible only if its
institutional structure is transformed. The necessary level of theoretical concretization, and as a result, a more
accurate empirical confirmation of their ideas, of the institutional-structural approach was achieved by
cognitivism.

The territory of Kazakhstan and Kazakhs in the works of Russian artists
of the 19th—early 20th centuries, kept in museums and art galleries

This article considers the contribution of pre-revolutionary artists of the Russian Empire to the study of the
local history of Kazakhstan. It is known that the lands and Kazakh population of Western, Northern, Eastern
and Southern Kazakhstan found their worthy reflection in the paintings of famous artists. So, for example, the
sacred monuments of the Mangyshlak Peninsula, the plain of Ustyurt, the northern Aral Sea and the Caspian
Sea were deoicted in the paintings and sketches of the great Ukrainian poet and playwright T.G. Shevchenko
(1814-1864). He was exiled for ten years in Kazakhstan (1847—1857) in the Orenburg steppes, in the fortress
of Orsk, and then in the Novopetrovsk fortification on the Mangyshlak Peninsula, and on the banks of the
Caspian Sea. His participation in the work of two expeditions of Aral (1848-1849) and Karatau facilitated the
creation of several paintings and graphic works of landscapes, which have a direct relation to the study of lo-
cal lore and life of the Kazakhs. Original albums and sketches of the Tomsk artist P.M. Kosharov (1824-
1902) depicting types of architecture, the material culture of Western Siberia and Northern Kazakhstan are al-
so of note. Participating in an expedition of P.P. Semenov-Tyan-Shansky to Zhetysu in 1852—-1857, he man-
aged to issue the early documentary image of Vernyi, mineral source Kapal-Arasan, etc. The Southern Ka-
zakhstan and Zhetysu found the reflection in V.V. Vereshchagin's sketches (1842—-1904), who was the author
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of the pictures «Turkestan Series» (1871-1874), and the illustrated books «Turkestan. The etude from nature»
(1874), «Essays, sketches, memoirs» (1883). A similar contribution to the subject under consideration was
made by the member of the Turkestan circle of lovers of archaeology, founder of the Semirechensky depart-
ment of the Russian Geographical Society N.G. Khludov (1850-1935). He created a set of realistic art paint-
ings devoted to Zhetysu and Zailijsky Alatau. Thus, the article shows the contribution of the above-mentioned
pre-revolutionary artists to the development of the subject posed by us.

Zhamby]l region during the Great Patriotic War

The Great Patriotic War is one of the bloodiest massacres in the history of mankind. Every year, the number
of living witnesses of the war — veterans and home front workers, frontline soldiers — decreases. In order to
preserve the memory about the feat of soldiers who died on the bloody front for future generations, it is
becoming more and more relevant to study the topic of war and give a reliable historical assessment of the
feats of Kazakhstanis shown at the front. Current issues concerning the history of the war require revision,
because so many millions of people died in this war, and on the home front thousands of people worked
selflessly for the benefit of the war. Present times require to rethink the tragic pages of history of the people
of Kazakhstan who survived this tragic period, and to give a true assessment of their heroism. Since
independence, many of the data from the Archive Fund have entered scientific circulation and been
published, but an extensive set of unpublished historical data has been formed. However, the quantitative data
related to the soldiers in the war still needs to be clarified. Zhambyl soldiers also took part in the war, there
are wounded, dead, heroically distinguished, as well as missing. A number of military formations, formed on
the Kazakh land, went to war, and their deeds, on the home front and battle front, and were an integral part of
the history of the war. Therefore, it is necessary to study the history of the war and the fate of people,
including the history of the military life of the Zhambyl people. This article offers a study about their feats
based on data on the participation of Zhambyl residents in military operations during the Great Patriotic War.

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On the uniqueness of the Dongal type sites

To solve a number of problems in the ancient history of not only Kazakhstan, but also the adjacent regions, it
is extremely important to study the sites of the period of transition from the Bronze Age to the Early Iron
Age. The range of such sites includes the settlement of Dongal, located 208 km southeast of the city of Kara-
ganda (Karkaraly district, Karaganda region), which was explored by an archaeological expedition of the
Karagandy University of the name academician E.A. Buketov. Excavations have revealed the preserved low-
er parts of the walls of the dwellings, formed by horizontal laying of flat stones. Due to this, it was estab-
lished that the dwellings had a rectangular shape, the walls were lined with stone slabs from the inside. In the
center of each building was a hearth, which was a pit surrounded by stone blocks along the perimeter. Utility
and pillar pits were located on the floor. The entrances to the dwellings were in the form of an L-shaped cor-
ridor. The discovered inventory includes various stone (pestles, graters, polishers, scrapers), bone (scutchers)
and bronze (rivets, a fragment of a knife) tools. An archacozoological analysis of the found animal bones
showed that horse breeding was the leading branch of the economy of the inhabitants of the settlement. In the
second place was the breeding of cattle, in the third — sheep breeding. Ceramics and the inventory of the set-
tlement have analogies in the settlements of the Sargary-Alekseevsk culture of the Late Bronze Age. At the
same time, the essential distinctive features of housebuilding and the ceramic complex allowed the author to
single out sites like Dongal into a special type related to the common steppe cultures during the transition
from the Final Bronze Age to the Early Iron Age. It is possible that it is on the basis of this community that
the cultures of the Scythian-Saka world develop.

Introduction

With a thorough elaboration of the problems of archeology of the Bronze and Early Iron Ages, the ab-
sence of special studies on the transition period between these eras is a serious obstacle in the study of the
ancient history of Kazakhstan. Meanwhile, the transition from the Bronze Age to the Iron Age was a period
of rapid socio-economic and technological changes — everywhere there is a transition to a nomadic type of
economy, which coincided with the development of a new metal, iron, and was accompanied by an intensifi-
cation of migration processes, frequent conflicts, and a restructuring of the social structure of society, and a
radical change in the worldview system. Progress in the study of this important historical stage is hindered
by an acute shortage of materials. Studies of the sites of the period of transition from the Bronze Age to the
Early Iron Age seem to be extremely important and promising for solving a number of problems in the an-
cient history not only of Kazakhstan, but also adjacent regions. The range of such sites includes the settle-
ment of Dongal, explored by the archaeological expedition of the KarU of the name of academician
E.A. Buketov.

Materials and methods

The site is located 208 km southeast of the city of Karaganda, 1 km southeast of the village of Kent
(Karaganda region, Karkaraly district). The settlement is located on the left bank of the river Kyzylkenysh at
the foot of a rocky hill, at the entrance to the Kyzylkent gorge (Kent mountain range) (Figure 1).

Depressions of about 10 structures were visually recorded on the modern surface. In the early 1980s, an
archaeological expedition of KarSU explored 4 dwellings [1; 453; 2; 507-508; 3].

Dwelling 1 had a rectangular plan and was oriented along the south-west-north-east line. The dimen-
sions of the inner part of the dwelling are 10.2 by 7.2 m. From the side of the western transverse wall the
remains of the entrance were recorded in the form of a laying of massive stone slabs adjacent to it at a right
angle.

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The surviving part of the walls after clearing consisted of stone blockages to 3 m wide, 0.3—0.5 m high.
It was established that the walls were built using masonry from stone slabs. Inside the dwelling, the walls
were lined with slabs placed vertically. An ash layer was added near the walls. The narrow space between
the walls of the dwellings was covered with ash mixed with bones and fragments of ceramics.

On the floor of the dwelling, a hearth, 16 utility pits and 44 pillar pits were recorded. The hearth was lo-
cated at the center of the dwelling and was a round pit with burnt walls. Utility pits are located mainly along
the perimeter of the central part of the dwelling, around the hearth and near the walls. In the filling of half of
the pits, animal bones were noted, in four pits — fragments of ceramics and bones, in pit Ne X fragments of
ceramics, bones, fragments of quartz, rock crystal, fluorite, pieces of ocher were discovered. In pit Ne I there
was a ceramic vessel with several bones lying next to it. The pillar pits are rounded (0.05—0.4 m in diameter)
in plan, in the section — cauldron-like and cone-shaped.

Fragments of pottery were found in the dwelling, as well as a stone fragments of a grater, a hoe, two
polishers, two disc-shaped side-scrapers, two scrapers from animal jaws, and a bronze rivet. To the west and
north of dwelling 1, fragments of various tools were collected, two stone pestles, a disc-shaped scraper, and a
bone scutcher.

Dwelling 2 adjoins dwelling 1 on the eastern side and has a common wall with it, its internal dimen-
sions are 10.2 by 7.8 m. The walls are similar in design to the walls of dwelling 1. The entrance to the dwell-
ing was presumably from the eastern wall.

At the bottom of the pit, the depth of which is 0.4 m, there is a hearth, 13 utility and 50 pillar pits. The
hearth is located in the central part of the dwelling. The hearth pit is lined with stone slabs along the perime-
ter, forming a pentagon in the plan, measuring 1.1 by 1.1 m along the axial lines.

In the filling of ten utility pits, animal bones and fragments of ceramics were noted, burnt walls and ash
were recorded in pits Ne IV, V, in pits Ne X, XI there are no finds, but a burnt filling was discovered. In pit
Ne XIII there was a small ceramic vessel.

Items from dwelling 2 are represented by the following: a ceramic disc, three bone awls, a bone
scutcher, a stone disc-shaped scraper, fragments of indeterminate stone and bone tools. In addition, on the
outer side of the northern wall of the dwelling, there was a ceramic vessel ornamented along the shoulder
with triangles. A fragment of a flint arrowhead and two bone scutchers were found near the dwelling.

Dwelling 3 also has a common wall with dwelling 1, located to the south of it, and partly a common
part of the wall on the east side with dwelling 2. Part of the southern wall has been destroyed. The construc-
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tion of the walls is similar to the construction of the walls of dwellings 1, 2. The internal dimensions of the
dwelling are 11.7 by 5.7 m. The L-shaped entrance opens to the south and adjoins the western wall at an an-
gle. The entrance is formed by vertically dug stone slabs.

On the floor of the dwelling, there is a hearth, 7 utility pits and 53 pillar pits. The hearth is located in the
central part of the dwelling, it is a structure in the form of a pentagon of six stone slabs dug along the edges
of the hearth pit. Utility pits are grouped in the northwestern and northeastern corners of the dwelling. In pits
Ne I, I, located not far from the entrance, there was a ceramic vessel. Animal bones were filling other pits.

The cultural layer of dwelling 3 contained fragments of ceramics, two fragments of stone pestles, a
stone hammer, two polishers, a disc-shaped scraper, fragments of stone and bone objects, including frag-
ments of two stone vessels with handles found at the entrance. Three disc-shaped stone side-scrapers and
fragments of two pestles were found near the dwelling.

Dwelling 4 is located 13 m south-west of dwelling 3. The pit of the dwelling is sub-rectangular in plan,
9.3 by 8.4 m, oriented along the north-south line. The entrance to the dwelling is attached to the northern
wall and is an L-shaped structure of vertically dug-in slabs that form a corridor and a vestibule with an exit
to the east.

On the floor of the dwelling, there is a hearth and 19 pillar pits. The hearth is located in the southern
half of the dwelling. The hearth pit is lined with stone slabs forming a pentagon 0.8—0.9 m in size.

Pillar pits are rounded in plan, with a diameter of 0.1-0.3 m, in the section of a cauldron-like, rectangu-
lar and saucer-shaped, with a depth of 0.04—0.4 m. Seven pits, 0.2—0.3 m in diameter, formed two rows par-
allel to the walls in the central part of the dwelling. Apparently, these pits belonged to the pillars of the roof.

On the eastern side, the dwelling pit is cut by an ashery, on top of which a cultural layer was formed
outside the dwelling, that is, the dwelling was built later than dwellings 1-3.

A stone pestle and a fragment of a grater, fragments of rims from ceramic vessels were found in the
dwelling. Near the southeastern corner of the dwelling, from the outside, five disc-shaped stone side-scrapers
and a fragment of the sixth were found. One similar scraper was found south of the dwelling and another one
was found in an asher to the east of it. In addition, the following items were collected around dwelling 4: a
stone polish, a hammer, a ceramic disc, a fragment of a bronze knife blade, and several stone items of un-
clear purpose.

During the dismantling of the wall between dwellings 1 and 3, two stone side-scrapers, two graters, a
quartzite ball, a bone scutcher and a dice — a ram astragalus with a through hole and a piece of bronze em-
bedded in the surface — were found.

From the surviving stone remains one can imagine the construction of the foundations of the walls of
the settlement's dwellings. It was formed by a two-row masonry of stone slabs with filling the inner space
with earth mixed with small stones.

The pottery of the settlement was ornamented with inclined and intersecting lines, horizontal zigzags,
horizontal lines, triangles, rows of impressions. Ornament technique — tracing, pectinated stamp, smooth
stamp. One of the most common techniques was fingertips. Many vessels had a molded roll. Obliquely seg-
ments of the rolls are located on the body of some vessels.

Pot-shaped vessels with an expanded body and a well-defined neck predominate. Cup vessels were also
found in insignificant quantities. The rims of the vessels are rounded, flattened and pointed. Among them are
rims with cornices, thickened rims, and rims with «collars».

The collection of ceramics of the settlement (Figure 2) was distinguished by the author [4] into the
Dongal type, which has a certain morphological similarity with the ceramics of the Sargary-Alekseevsk cul-
ture, but differs from it in a number of significant features: 1) the placement of the roller in the overwhelm-
ing majority of cases under the very rim of the vessel, whereas the Sargary-Alekseevsk rollers were more
often located at the base of the neck; 2) the presence of rollers with narrow, rectangular or triangular section;
3) decoration of vessels with obliquely supplied rollers; 4) the presence among the decorative elements of a
large number of impressions made with nails or fingertips.

At the same time, the existing analogies with the Sargary-Alekseevsk ceramics in the elements of or-
nament and technological traditions [5; 6], show that the Dongal pottery is the result of the evolution of the
Sargary-Alekseevsk pottery.

A surprising similarity in almost all the features noted is observed with ceramics of the type of the
Obitochnaya-12 settlement, which at one time was identified by O.A. Krivtsova-Grakova in the Azov region
and the North-Western Black Sea region [7], dating it to the 7th century BC. Proceeding from her periodiza-
tion, she pointed out that the Obitochnaya ceramics are closer to those of the Sabatinovo ones. Obitochnaya
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ceramics are associated with Sabatinovo ceramics mainly due to the high located roller. However, the bulk of
Sabatinovo utensils are cup-shaped, but at the settlement of Obitochnaya-12 the majority were pots.
O.A. Krivtsova-Grakova nevertheless made the main emphasis on the differences between Obitochnaya ce-
ramics and Sabatinovo ones, highlighting in it features that were developed in Scythian dishes. As for the
high-located roller, it is found not only on the Sabatinovo, but also on the Scythian ceramics.

It should be noted that the ceramic complex of the Dongal settlement contains fragments of vessels with
ornamental compositions typical of the Irmen ceramics of Western Siberia in the 9th-8th centuries BC. Ves-
sels decorated with inclined rollers are also found in pre-Scythian assemblages. There is a similarity of the
Dongal type with the Nur ceramics of the Lower Volga region, attributed to the period of the transition from
the Bronze Age to the Early Iron Age [8].

The bones of animals found at the settlement were subjected to archaeo-zoological analysis [9], as a re-
sult of which it was found that domestic species in general provided 92.7 % of meat production. The share of
farmed ungulates, traditional suppliers of livestock meat products, was 92.6 %. Among them, the leading
place was occupied by horse meat (48.3 %), the second — beef (32 %), the share of mutton was 9.6 %.

In the group of wild animals, which provided 7.2% of meat food in general, the kulan is clearly domi-
nant. The share of other species does not exceed a fraction of a percent. It is obvious that the economy of the
ancient inhabitants of the Dongal settlement was based on animal husbandry.

Horse breeding was the leading industry. The second place was occupied by cattle breeding, the third
— sheep breeding. With regard to specialized goat breeding, one cannot definitely judge on the basis of the
available materials. Camel breeding was absent, and the slaughtered individuals probably came with cara-
vans.

Hunting prey diversified the food ration, bringing more than 7% of meat food. Hunting was carried out
both for meat species of wild animals, and for fur, but the share of the latter is less significant.

Results

The performed technological analysis of ceramics showed that the cultural traditions of the Sargary-
Alekseevsk and Dongal potters, formed during the selection of raw materials and the compilation of pastes,
did not differ in principle [5; 6]. Thus, the assumption of a genetic link between the one and the other pottery
has received strong evidence in its favor. The hypothesis of the Barnaul archaeologists about the emergence
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of the Dongal type of ceramics as a result of the movement of certain groups of the population from Altai or
from East Kazakhstan to Central Kazakhstan [10; 123], as it seems, does not yet have sufficient grounds.

The time of the existence of sites with Dongal pottery was determined by analogies in ceramics and on
the basis of the stratigraphy of the Kent settlement [13] in the 8th century BC [4; 128], or even VIII — early
VII century BC [12; 66, 14; 102]. Of course, this date should be considered, in general, conditional, since we
have not yet received a single chronologically determining thing.

Sites of the Dongal type have other cultural features in addition to ceramics. So, we can already talk
about the originality of the Dongal house-building in comparison, for example, with the Sargary-Alekseevsk
[15]:

1. the area of the Sargary-Alekseevsk dwellings is 200400 m” Dongal — 60-80 m’;

2. the walls of the first are wooden or lath fence, the second were formed by masonry from stone slabs;

3. Sargary-Alekseevsk hearths are in the form of burnt spots and platforms of clay and stone, in pits or
on the floor, and the Dongal ones are a pentagon of low stone slabs dug into the edge;

4. in contrast to the multi-chamber Sargary-Alekseevsk dwellings, the Dongal ones are isolated from
each other, although they are located very close, at a distance of 0.5-0.8 m.

At the same time, some common features should be noted, which may serve as additional evidence in
favor of the origin of the Dongal sites from the Sargary-Alekseev ones: internal facing of the walls with
stone slabs; rectangular shape; corridor-shaped exits (although the Dongal ones also have a vestibule, per-
pendicular to the main corridor).

Conclusion

Apparently, the sites with the Dongal type ceramic, allocated by V.V. Evdokimov [14] to the Dongal
culture, if the date proposed for them is confirmed, were included in the community of cultures of the time
transition from the Late Bronze Age to the Early Iron Age. The western border of this community is marked
by sites with ceramics of the Obitochnaya type (Priazovye), which is almost a complete analogue of the
Dongal one [7:151-154, fig. 37], the eastern part — by some settlements of the Trushnikovo stage [17, tab.
XXX — 17,10, XLI — 15, 16; LVI — 3; LVIIl — 2, 3; LX -3] (East Kazakhstan) and reached the Kulunda
steppe [18; 19]. The southern limits of its own or the limits of the distribution of its connections are marked
by the Kaindy sites in Northern Kyrgyzstan, with the discovery of ceramics [20, tab. XXX, 2, 3, 5; tab.
XXXI, 5, 6; tab. XXXII] similar to Dongal.

This community is most likely the result of the evolution of the community of the Late Bronze Age
Rolled Pottery cultures, and it is possible that it is on its basis some of the cultures of the Scythian-Siberian
world, the area in which the indicated territory was included, developed. Thus, studies of the Dongal settle-
ment seem to be extremely important and promising for solving a number of problems in the ancient history
of not only Kazakhstan, but also adjacent regions. Its materials will help to clarify the origins of the subse-
quent Scythian-Saka civilization.

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Environmental Consequences of Virgin Land Development
in Kazakhstan (based on Nur-Sultan City Archive)

This paper discusses issues related to environmental problems that arose as a result of the virgin and fallow
lands development in Kazakhstan in the second half of the twentieth century. The authors emphasize that the
level of agricultural production in the post-war years failed to meet the needs of Soviet citizens. Under these
conditions the massive plowing of land had to solve a whole range of tasks, first of all, to solve the problem
of food hunger by means of a huge increase in the area for sowing grain crops. According to the authors, solid
tracts of plowed soil, having a dark color, became very hot, provoking drought, which, with chronic manifes-
tation, caused aridization of the entire steppe zone, causing significant drying up of rivers and lakes. The au-
thors believe that large works on the virgin lands development have made serious changes in the nature of the
region. Stocks of valuable hunting and game species of animals were undermined, and in some places com-
pletely destroyed. Taking advantage of the lack of control, the new settlers along with the local residents mer-
cilessly consumed the gifts of the environment, which gave rise to massive poaching. The methodological ba-
sis of the study was the complex use of various approaches, methods and assessments used in interdiscipli-
nary research.

Keywords: history of Kazakhstan, XX century, ecological problems, virgin land campaign, N.S. Khrushchev,
ecology, environment.

Introduction

In the very first years after the end of the Great Patriotic War, the problems of the impending food crisis
in the country began to become relevant in the agriculture of the USSR. Therefore, «in 1949—-1953 the aver-
age annual grain harvest amounted to only 80.3 million tons with an average yield of 7.7 centners per hec-
tare, which was slightly more than in 1910-1914 (72.1 million tons and 7 centners). In 1953, in the USSR as
a whole, only a little more than 31 million tons of grain were procured for the needs of the food supply of the
population, and the actual consumption exceeded 32 million tons» [1; 8]. Thus, the level of agricultural pro-
duction could not meet the growing needs of Soviet citizens in the face of a constant increase in the popula-
tion in the post-war years. In addition, given that the food basket of Soviet people traditionally consisted of
livestock and agricultural products (e.g., bread, potatoes, meat, etc.), solving the food problem was one of the
main priorities of the domestic policy of the Soviet state. Theoretically, the solution to this issue could be in
two versions, i.e., first, by intensifying the entire economy, which implied its transfer to market mechanisms
of functioning; second, there is extensive version, which assumed the solution of food hunger by significant-
ly increasing the area for sowing grain crops. To solve the problem in the short term, the second option was
the most acceptable. In addition, the intensive path of economic development was quite long-term, which
meant that the result from it was clear in the future. Furthermore, and most importantly, it contradicted the
fundamental principles of Soviet ideology.

Therefore, it is no coincidence that the development of virgin and fallow lands in Kazakhstan, Siberia,
the Volga region and the Urals became a priority task for the state in the 1950s. The gigantic plowing of vir-
gin lands after the February-March plenum of the Central Committee of the CPSU in 1954 (it was supposed
to allocate more than 40 million hectares of land for virgin lands) required the mobilization of a huge mass of
labor force and material resources. The urgency of solving the problem was also due to the fact that «as a
result of the post-war beggarly and half-starved existence, the collective farm peasantry fled in droves to the
cities, rapidly replenishing their population (disbelief in the collective farm perspective was reinforced by the
impressions of the demobilized soldiers, who, while liberating Eastern Europe from fascism, could simulta-
neously witness the «cultural» and prosperous life of the local peasantry in comfortable rural settlements)»
[2; 94]. Soviet experience of agrarian policy and agricultural development in the second half of the twentieth
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century is useful and is of undoubted interest for choosing a rational way of further reforming agriculture in
the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as solving modern environmental problems that have arisen largely as a
result of the virgin campaign by N.S. Khrushchev.

The virgin campaign was of an extraordinary nature, excluding any possibility of a preparatory stage.
This large-scale project was not worked out either economically or technologically, as well as it did not take
into account the environmental consequences for the Kazakh SSR. The virgin lands consisted of five huge
administrative regions, and their area was equal to France, Belgium and Denmark combined. Major econom-
ic transformations took place here over the past virgin years. In the once deserted steppe, comfortable settle-
ments of new state farms (sovkhozs) have grown, the composition of farmland has radically changed, over
the past period in the Tselinny Krai (formed on December 26, 1960 by the Decree of the Presidium of the
Supreme Soviet of the Kazakh SSR (hereinafter — KazSSR) the Tselinny Krai was formed as part of the
Kazakh Republic with the inclusion of territories of Akmola, Kokshetau, Kostanay, Pavlodar and North Ka-
zakhstan regions with the administrative center in Akmolinsk) about 20 million hectares of virgin lands were
developed, 85 % of which were spring lands [3; 31]. In fruitful years, virgin lands provided one fourth of all
grain supplies to the USSR [4; 1]. The growth of arable land alone on state and collective farms amounted to
340 % (Table 1).

Undoubtedly, the role of virgin lands in the economic and socio-cultural development of modern Ka-
zakhstan is great. At the same time, virgin lands gave rise to a complex of problems, primarily environmen-
tal, the solution of which is still a topical issue of the state today.

Materials and Methods

The methodological basis of this study is the classical concept of the scientific method as a theoretically
grounded normative means of cognizing objective reality. The work is based on the principles of methodo-
logical pluralism, historicism, consistency and objectivity. The research considers the modern world trends
in the theory of historical science, including the postmodern paradigm and its criticism, the latest research in
the field of historical discourse. The theoretical and methodological basis of the paper is the complex use of
various approaches, methods and assessments used in interdisciplinary research.

Results

According to the natural and climatic classification, the territory of Northern Kazakhstan (the main vir-
gin area) belongs to the steppe zone, where the average annual precipitation is 250—-400 mm, the moisture
coefficient is 0.45—-0.70 (a coefficient lower than 1 is considered as insufficient moisture). The harsh conti-
nental climate of the Tselinny Krai with a low amount of precipitation (200-350 mm per year) and a short
growing season (100—145 days), often repeated late-spring and early-autumn frosts, with a large deficit of
June moisture, and large flat areas leads to an active wind regime with dust storms recurring annually. On
Kazakhstani lands late frosts in May or premature rain in August can turn abundance into chaos in one day.

The state farms that emerged on the virgin lands were large diversified farms. On average, one state
farm accounts for 70.0 thousand hectares of all land, including 30.0 thousand hectares of arable land, 2800
head of cattle, including 813 cows, 5 468 sheep, 522 pigs and 1 579 poultry [3; 32].

Despite the higher degree of intensification of agricultural production in comparison with the southern
regions of Kazakhstan, the territory of the five northern regions turned out to be very poorly equipped with a

good-quality, large-scale typographic basis, and had very little research in soil, botanical-fodder, water rec-
lamation and hydrogeological terms.

Thus, the Tselinny Krai was a rather complex region for the development of agriculture, both in terms
of its characteristic climate and the structure of soils, i.e., signs of aridity and semiaridity were strongly pre-
sent here. Naturally, all this was taken into consideration by scientists and specialists, land surveyors, who
were preparing the front for the «virgin offensive». It should be noted that in the early years of the develop-
ment of virgin and fallow lands, the land management service of the region, with the help of land surveyors
and soil scientists who arrived from other republics of the country, in a relatively short time performed a
huge amount of work on the selection of arable land [3; 34]. 69 complex expeditions (almost 1,000 people)
worked directly in the Steppe. Soil surveys were carried out on an area of 100 million hectares of land. So, in
the information about the work of the expeditions of the Kazakh branch of VASHNIL (All-Union Academy
of Agricultural Sciences named after Lenin) on the development of virgin and fallow lands in the Akmola
region for the period July-August, 1954, it was said: «Together with the specialists of the Regional Depart-
ment of Agriculture, the expedition developed measures for the further use of virgin and fallow lands in the
collective farms of the Akmola region for 1955-1960. All material in the form of a memo was sent to the
Minister of Agriculture of the Kazakh SSR comrade Melnik G.A» [5; 6]. During the same period the expedi-
tions working in the Kostanay region reported: «A survey of the state of coulisse-strip fallows has been car-
ried out in the collective farms of the Taranovsky and Uritsky districts, areas have been allocated to take into
account their influence on increasing yields. From the beginning of the harvest, the members of the expedi-
tion carry out accounting of harvests from the sites of production experiments» [5; 4].

Such multi-land districts of the Tselinny Krai as Bayan-Aulsky, Ermakovsky, Pavlodar and
Krasnokutsky in Pavlodar region; Yermentau, Atbasar, Derzhavinsky, Yesilsky and Kurgaldzhinsky in Tse-
linograd region; Kyzyltusky, Leningradsky and Yenbekshildersky in Kokshetau region, as well as
Amangeldinsky, Arkalyksky, Kamyshinsky, Semiozerny and Oktyabrsky in Kostanay region, the area of
which is 50 % of the entire the Krai’s territory, received a topographic basis on a scale of 1: 25000 for the
first time only in 1961-1962.

The lack of a topographic basis of the required scale and poor knowledge of the soils of the Tselinny
Krai greatly complicated the work on the virgin lands selection in 1954—1956, which led to undesirable re-
sults in some cases. The land management service at that time was forced to undertake small-scale recon-
naissance soil surveys, which were carried out in accordance with the temporary methodological instructions
of the Ministry of Agriculture of the KazSSR and the Institute of Soil Science of the Academy of Sciences of
the KazSSR on a topographic basis on a scale of 1:100000 [3; 33].

The poor quality of the topographic base, the tight deadlines for implementing work, the imperfection
of instructions and guidance for conducting soil surveys led to the fact that the state farms and collective
farms of the region, having developed 21.8 million hectares of virgin lands for the period 1954-1963, were
again forced to throw those lands into the fallow since significant areas of strongly solonetzic and the highly
erosive non-arable soils had been erroneously plowed.

The extraordinary nature of the work of scientific expeditions led to the fact that, as a result, significant
tracts of both suitable and non-arable lands, soils with a light texture (sandy and sub-sandy), solonetzic and
semi-solonetzic soils fell under virgin plowing, i.e., 8 million out of 25 million hectares of plowed land were
solonetz and sandy soils. These lands could never give either high yields, or preserve cultivated land for a
long time [6; 42].

Since that time, a permanent process of desertification and land degradation has begun in Kazakhstan. It
posed a real internal threat to Kazakhstan, over time gradually developed into a transboundary problem as a
result of dust storms and the transfer of pollutants by air over long distances. The patterned application of
agricultural machinery and tillage tools recommended for the Krai, as a whole, led to the development of
wind erosion of soils and the devastation of almost one million hectares of arable land, the restoration of the
fertility of which required the most serious measures. Due to soil erosion and other forms of degradation,
from 1960 to 1998 about half of the virgin lands were abandoned. The total area of desertification in Ka-
zakhstan is about 179.9 million hectares, or 66 % of its territory. According to preliminary calculations by
specialists, the damage from pasture degradation, lost income from erosion of arable land, secondary salini-
zation and other causes is about 300 billion tenge [6; 42]. More than 50 % of all arable land in the region was
subjected to varying degrees of wind erosion. The number and intensity of dust storms increases especially
during dry periods and years. The harm caused by wind erosion is limited not only to a decrease in yield and
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death of crops, but also to a loss of soil fertility [3; 35]. This fact, in turn, became one of the main reasons for
the decline in grain production in the Krai.

Only in 1963, 2000.0 thousand hectares were exposed to wind erosion in state and collective farms of
Pavlodar region, including 750.0 thousand hectares which were exposed to a strong degree of wind erosion.
The soil of grain crops completely damaged from erosion on an area of 254.0 thousand hectares. Irrational
use of land was sometimes subjective. Often, all the tasks in the fight against wind erosion of state farm di-
rectors began to became confined to the requests to write off the areas that had lost their fertility from the
arable land. Thus, it was noted in the report of the head of the Soil Protection and Land Management De-
partment of the Regional Public Inspectorate V.S. Negovsky «On the protection and rational use of land»:
«You cannot really confine all tasks in the fight against wind erosion to the requests to write off the areas
that have lost their fertility from the arable land, as it was in 1963 in the Pavlodar region. At the end of 1963,
the Kostanay and North Kazakhstan regional executive committees made a decision to write off 104.5 thou-
sand hectares of land from arable land. And what was discovered when examining these fields? A significant
part of them can continue to be used for sowing agricultural crops, you only need to apply certain
agrotechnical measures» [3; 31].

Most of the area, plowed in the 1950s, was so susceptible to wind erosion that it was transferred to
sheep grazing, which often took excessive forms and worsened the state of land resources, which also led to
desertification [3; 37].

Despite the measures taken in the state and collective farms of the Pavlodar region in recent years, the
harvest of grain crops and the level of grain procurement have sharply decreased (Table 2).

The soil-consuming nature of agriculture led to the loss of a large volume of the upper layer of the
ground, in which organic matter is concentrated. It is known that organic matter as a component of soil fertil-
ity is the most important factor in the efficiency of agriculture, which has a strong positive effect on the
complex of agronomically important properties. The energetic, soil protective and ecological role of organic
matter is of particular importance. Studies show that over the past 3040 years in the chernozems of Kazakh-
stan the humus content had decreased by 20-30 %. Calculations show that from 1960 to 1995 chernozems of
Northern Kazakhstan alone lost more than 20 million tons of humus [7; 83]. The average annual loss of hu-
mus is 0.8—1.0 t/ha. The research results indicate that the plowing of chernozems and their long-term use
without the systematic use of fertilizers, together with a decrease in the total reserves of humus, led to a dete-
rioration in its group composition, in particular, to a decrease in the amount of the most mobile fractions of
organic matter.

Unfortunately, in most virgin areas a farming system has developed with a negative humus balance.
Crop rotations, soil cultivation and chemicalization are not subject to the main thing, namely, the provision
of soil with organic matter. Not even half of the organic matter, which was consumed annually with the har-
vest, was returned to the soil, which created a negative humus balance.

In the Tselinny Krai, despite the huge size of arable land and other agricultural lands, with their com-
plex soil composition, there was basically no special service for protection, soil improvement and land man-
agement. Formally, in the regional administration of production and procurement of agricultural products,
one could find an office with such a sign. However, there was no a single soil scientist, no agrochemist, no
agronomist. The entire staff consisted of five land surveyors. Paradoxically, the country had a service for the
protection of mineral resources, ponds and reservoirs, fisheries, forests, but there was no service for the pro-
tection and improvement of soils [3; 42].
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As a result of the impact of anthropogenic factors within the context of natural, irrational man’s attitude
to the environment, desertification, as mentioned above, had grown to alarming proportions. The conse-
quences of desertification are especially great in the agro-industrial complex. This is primarily due to the
deterioration of the drainage and irrigation systems, insufficient use of fertilizers and pesticides, and disturb-
ance of crop rotation.

The economic and social consequences of desertification are a decrease in yields and gross harvest of
crop production, a decrease in livestock and livestock productivity, as a result, a decrease in the export po-
tential of agriculture and problems in the development of related industries, as well as an outflow of popula-
tion from areas prone to desertification.

The issue of water resources was the urgent task in the virgin land years. The development of virgin
lands required a huge workforce, which annually arrived from all over the Soviet Union to the state farms of
the Tselinny Krai. It should be noted that more than 4 million demobilized soldiers and students, settlers and
seasonal workers came to the development of virgin lands, often with their furniture and belongings, and
sometimes even with their own livestock. That huge live mass, coupled with the created state farms, rapid
housing construction, mechanization and technical equipment of enterprises, etc. constantly increased water
consumption.

It was clear that the success of the development of new lands largely depended on the organization of
water supply to the machine-tractor stations, collective and state farms. Each new state farm was allocated an
average of 25-30 thousand hectares of virgin and fallow lands. These land tracts were usually located in un-
inhabited areas, often far from settlements [8; 191].

A significant amount of good water was required to meet the needs of the new farms. The water had to
be clear, colorless, odorless, with a pleasant refreshing taste. According to State standard GOST, the follow-
ing salt content in a liter of water was allowed: chlorides — 300, sulfates — 100 milligrams. The allowable
dry residue was 500 milligrams (half a gram).

However, in the areas of virgin and fallow lands development in Kazakhstan, there was almost no
ground and artesian waters with such a low salt content. The results of chemical analyses carried out in the
summer of 1954 when examining the central estates of 26 new state farms in Akmola and Kokshetau re-
gions, showed that in the available water sources the dry residue ranges from 1 to 3 grams per liter of water.

To improve the water supply of new farms it was necessary, first of all, to maximize the use of all fresh
water resources (surface runoff, fresh upper water, deep fresh groundwater). If those resources did not cover
the need for fresh water, then it was a necessity to try to get it with the help of a water supply system or a
canal from a distant water source. However, such events were not carried out massively [8; 192].

It would have been possible to fully satisfy all the needs of the economy in water when the central es-
tates were located on large rivers, fresh, non-drying lakes and large ponds and pond-digs of long-term regu-
lation. The main tracts of virgin lands and new settlements located on them, farm buildings were usually lo-
cated at a considerable distance from rivers. In a number of cases, the water resources available here could
only meet the needs of drinking and household water supply, but did not allow to irrigate vegetable crops
(Table 3).

Lakes have always been sources of agricultural water supply. Small lakes were used for watering live-
stock, larger ones were used to supply rural settlements and sometimes for irrigation. However, the lakes in
their natural state were not reliable water sources. Having a significant area and shallow depth, they lost a lot
of water to evaporation. By the middle of summer, as a result of the decomposition of plant and animal or-
ganisms, the water deteriorated and became unusable.
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There are a number of examples of the difficult situation in which settlements and livestock farms
found themselves, using water from lakes in their natural state. Almost every year, due to the fall of water
quality in the Kurzhun-Kul and Indy-Kul lakes, the newly created Baumansky, Kurzhunkulsky and
Krasnoznamenny grain farms had to supply drinking water tens of kilometers from July 1, 1954. The same
situation took place in other northern regions of Kazakhstan.

The contamination of the lakes was greatly facilitated by the construction of livestock farms near them.
Livestock were allowed to drink directly from the reservoir without the use of water distribution devices [8;
199]. Many state farms such as «Krasnoyarsk», «October», «40 years of Kazakhstan», «Akmolinsky»
«Chelkarsky» of the Tselinograd administration; Kenbadaiksky, «Arykta», «Kurgaldzhinsky» and named
after Amangeldy of the Kurgaldzhinsky administration and others allowed pollution of fishery reservoirs,
dumped manure, sheep bathing, transported pig farms for the summer to the banks of rivers and lakes, even
to the resting places of virgin lands [9; 81]. Thus, at the suggestion of the Tselinograd City Public Inspec-
torate to the Tselinograd Meat Processing Plant to bring all solid waste and sewage to a certain dump site,
«they pushed them with a tractor into the floodplain of the Ishim River. If measures are not taken in a timely
manner, then these sewages will fall into the Ishim River and will spread the infection. They are already de-
composing, and once they get into the water, they will infect it and infect fish and cattle with foot and mouth
disease» [3; 2].

The plowing of gigantic areas of virgin lands has given rise to a new problem, i.e., a sharp reduction in
hayfields and pasture lands in Kazakhstan. Millions of hectares of land were taken for plowing and infra-
structure development for virgin lands. As a result, the traditional type of economic activity of the local pop-
ulation, i.e., animal husbandry, began to experience a deep crisis, which, in turn, led to a shortage of meat
and dairy/fermented milk products. The local authorities saw a way out of this situation also in the opening
of the saiga antelope and game birds hunting. So, in the decision of the executive committee of the Tselinny
Krai and regional Soviets of workers’ deputies related to the activities of the regional branch of the society
for 1964, it was prescribed: «In order to additionally attract meat products to supply the population of cities
and workers’ settlements, taking into account the short-term stay of the saiga antelope on the territory of the
region, the executive committee of the Tselinny Regional Soviet of Working People’s Deputies decided to
oblige the executive committees of the rural Tselinograd and Kustanay Regional Soviets of Working Peo-
ple’s Deputies to procure 20 thousand heads of saiga antelope and game birds in the 1964 season» [9; 88]. In
addition, it was proposed to organize «...wide trade in bushmeat, co-products and game birds in cities, work-
ers’ settlements and state farms» [9; 89] as well as to increase additional market funds for meat at the ex-
pense of saiga antelope and game birds in cities according to Table 4 [9; 98].

Serious damage to animals and birds was inflicted in the first years of the development of virgin lands.
Taking advantage of the lack of control, the new settlers, and with them the locals, mercilessly destroyed the
fauna of the virgin steppes. As a result of mass poaching, such valuable birds as bustard, little bustard were
on the verge of disappearance, the number of black grouses, gray and white partridges, marmots, the hunting
of which was completely prohibited, has significantly decreased. Both ordinary residents and officials were
violators of ecological culture. Thus, «the workers of the Kostanay fish factory Mishukov, Fomkin, Bobrik,
Tunkalov, Zhelyantsev, headed by their director Gennady Nikolaevich Svechnikov, who, by the nature of
their work, must protect and increase natural resources, have become ardent poachers. Using public
transport, during the entire autumn of last year they exterminated saiga and wild boars with the aim of profit.
Moreover, despite the fact that they were caught red-handed, they still remain unpunished» [5;16].

In spite of the fact that the annual stocking of fish with more productive fish species was carried out in
new reservoirs, the number of fish did not increase in many rivers and lakes, but, on the contrary, decreased.
There are several reasons for this. Firstly, as a result of unfavorable meteorological conditions in recent
years, the surface runoff of flood and rainwater has sharply decreased, which has led to the shallowing and
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drying up of a number of lakes of great national economic importance, abounding in the recent past with rich
reserves. Secondly, some of them dried up or turned into swamps as a result of systematic pollution and the
construction of blind dams on flowing water bodies. Thus, «due to inept management and indifference to the
natural resources of the leaders of the Tainchinsky and Krasnoarmeisky districts of the Kokshetau region,
Lake Chagly, with an area of 80 thousand hectares, has now been turned into a swamp. The same fate, if
timely measures are not taken, awaits Lake Kopa, on the shore of which Kokchetav city is located» [3; 18].
Thirdly, sewage from most industrial enterprises in cities was discharged into the lakes.

The most important water sources of the region, i.e., the Tobol, Ishim, Irtysh and Nura rivers, were
heavily polluted with chemical and mechanical impurities, which was not surprising. In the region there were
about 200 industrial enterprises working without treatment facilities, of which 130 were enterprises of the
Tselinny Council of National Economy. Industrial enterprises daily dumped 150 thousand cubic meters of
water polluted with various industrial waste into rivers and lakes, many of which, with certain processing,
could be widely used in the national economy.

As aresult of intensive and systematic pollution, water in the Tobol river, which was below the town of
Rudny, Ishim river — in the area of the city of Petropavlovsk, where untreated wastewater from dozens of
enterprises of the North Kazakhstan region was discharged, became almost unusable for economic purposes.

In 1960, a researcher N. Lobacheva wrote in her brochure «The harmful effect of wastewater on the fish
population of reservoirs»: «Recently, the Irtysh River has been heavily polluted. In August 1955, the Omsk
Oil Refinery was put into operation. The treatment facilities on it were completely ready, but were poorly
exploited. As a result, oil from the overfilled emergency barn went to the Irtysh. Consequently, 30—40 % of
oil got into the river. Due to water pollution with oil and other wastes, sterlet and other fish acquired a spe-
cific smell and taste. This water could not be used for drinking, for watering livestock and even for watering
fruit and vegetable gardens» [3; 18].

In the 1960s, newly built enterprises and those that previously existed in Pavlodar and Semipalatinsk
regions began to additionally discharge 250 million cubic meters of untreated wastewater into the Irtysh. The
magnitude of this disaster was not always quantifiable and fully understood by people. For example, the pol-
lution of the Volga-Caspian basin caused a loss to the country’s fisheries. It was reflected in a huge amount
of 230 million rubles per year [3; 19].

The restoration of a destroyed species of plants and animals, for the creation of which nature has spent
hundreds of thousands of years, cannot be done by human labor, i.e., no science can create a species identical
to the disappeared one. Nature in the process of its creation, even with human intervention, does not go
backwards.

The ever-increasing economic activity of man on the virgin lands and the impending danger of the dis-
appearance of rare and valuable species of animals and plants, and, finally, hasty and sometimes not thought-
ful exploitation of natural resources forced people to raise issues of nature protection with greater persis-
tence, and especially in preservation areas.

For a long time, elementary rules of the reserve regime were systematically violated on the territory of
the Naurzum State Reserve. As a result, striking qualitative and quantitative changes took place in the natural
complex, i.e., many species of animals and plants disappeared, while the number of others fell catastrophi-
cally. If bustards and little bustards were in considerable quantities in the reserve before the beginning of the
virgin lands development, in the 1960s there was no bustard at all, and little bustards were very rare, there
was not even a trace of snow hare and white partridge.

In 1940, there were about three thousand black grouses in the Naurzum pine forest, whilst in the 1960s
there were no more than 200 of them. During the war years, hundreds of tons of fish were caught from the
lakes of the reserve; since the development of virgin lands, such lakes as Aksuat and Sary-Muin had been
completely deprived of fish [3; 23].

On the territory of the reserve, which had all-Union significance for its uniqueness and scientific and
economic value, cattle were grazed, reeds were mowed, the steppe rivers Kara-Su, feeding Lake Aksuat,
Sary-Muin and Zharkul, were systematically overwhelmed. As a result, in 1961 the Bolshoy Aksuat lake
completely dried up, which had never happened in the history of the Naurzum Lakes. Moreover, the water
that the protected lakes lost was used irrationally by the state farms, since it was discharged mainly on barren
salt marshes and solonetz. The dams on the rivers were blind, without bottom outlets [3, 1. 24]. Irreparable
damage to faunal wealth was caused by the construction of blind dams on rivers that supply water to lake
systems. The latter dried up, fish disappeared, birds and animals disappeared, dammed rivers were spilling
over the steppe, forming swamps and salt marshes.
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The growth of material well-being and the improvement of the working conditions of virgin lands
caused an even greater attraction of the general public to hunting sport. In the Tselinny Krai, as in many re-
gions of the country, over the past decade there was a general decrease in the number of many species of
game and hunting animals. That phenomenon was explained mainly by human influence. The rapid devel-
opment of agriculture, the development of tens of millions of hectares of virgin lands, the intensive devel-
opment of fisheries, the development of industry — all this radically changed the conditions for the existence
of animals, and in a number of places led to their direct displacement from their original habitats.

With the growth of the population the number of hunters rapidly increased, their armament and equip-
ment with various types of transport improved, which allowed hunters to enter into the most remote, once
isolated lands.

If, in the 1950s, in the Bayan-Aul district of the Pavlodar region, there were 1500-2000 argali heads,
then in the early 1960s there were only 1000-1200 of them due to poaching [3; 40]. Mass and large-scale
poaching took place in the south of the region during the period of extermination of the saiga antelope there.
At the regional meeting on nature conservation, Deputy Chairman of the Tselinny Regional Branch of the
Kazakh Society for Nature Conservation M.I. Naryshkova noted in her speech: «Last year, herds of saigas
did not appear at all on the territory of the Tselinograd region. Saiga perishes in places of lambingy [10; 4].
During the haymaking period in the Turgai, Amangeldinsky districts of the Kostanay region and the
Kurgaldzhinsky district of the Tselinograd region, there were thousands of vehicles from all regions of the
Krai for the procurement of forage [10; 60]. Every third car was armed, despite the fact that at this time it
was a closed season. The extermination of animals caused great damage to the state natural resources, cut off
transport from the main work, breaking it and putting it out of action.

Thus, by the beginning of the harvesting campaign, half of the 500 vehicles in the Amangeldy motor
depot were disabled exclusively during the saiga chase. During this period in the Saryuzen state farm from a
vehicle fleet of 96 cars, only 10 were working, the rest, mostly new cars, were incapacitated. The same situa-
tion was in the state farm of the XXII Party Congress, i.e., 88 out of 100 cars were broken.

At the time of solving the crime, 23 saiga carcasses, 444 legs, 8 barrels of salted meat, many heads and
skins were found on the public transport of the director of the Kostanay fish factory Svechnikov and his ac-
complices [10; 61]. The wild boar population was destroyed very quickly. Due to the introduction of a large
number of equipment, high-speed tractors, poachers fired at them directly from the tractor even at a small
first frost [11; 65].

973 violations of the total number were revealed by employees of the State Hunting Inspection, 320
cases were discovered by public hunting inspectors, 64 by forest guards, 15 by the police. 21 thousand rubles
of fines and claims were recovered from violators, 487 shotguns and 64 small-bore rifles were seized.

In general, the problem of the environmental consequences of the virgin campaign by N.S. Khrushchev
is topical for Kazakhstan, since it requires huge financial costs and efforts of scholars from different scien-
tific fields for its solution.

Conclusion

It is well known that Virgin Lands Campaign did not solve the rather difficult task set before it, i.e., to
solve the food problem in the USSR. At the same time, assessing the social and economic results, it should
be emphasized that, in general, positive aspects prevailed for the Kazakh SSR in the process of developing
virgin lands. Indeed, Virgin Lands Campaign turned Kazakhstan into a region with an extensive social and
industrial infrastructure, became a place for the emergence of new cities and settlements, an extensive infra-
structure. However, at the same time it led to a deterioration of the state of the environment, generated a lot
of environmental problems in the region, having become an area of environmental crisis. Solid tracts of
plowed soil, having a dark color, became very hot and provoked drought, which, with chronic manifestation,
caused aridization of the entire steppe zone, causing significant drying up of rivers and lakes, and, conse-
quently, the entire global desertification. Mass plowing also affected the state of the fauna of the steppe zone.
Stocks of valuable hunting and game species of animals were undermined, and in some places completely
destroyed. The totality of the environmental and socio-economic consequences of the virgin lands develop-
ment shows that the modern structure of land use needs fundamental changes. As a result, the steppe land-
scape was completely destroyed and replaced with an agricultural one, with all the ensuing consequences.
The steppe type of vegetation on zonal soils has become the rarest in the country [10]. Some survived popu-
lations of steppe plants, which once dominated over vast areas, degraded not only under the influence of
overgrazing, which was the result of a chronic shortage of pastures, but also as a result of permanent anthro-
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pogenic impact. Unfortunately, during the virgin land epic not a single new reserve was created, meanwhile
the acting ones were forced to survive.

The study of ethno-cultural tolerance as a component
of the students’ information culture

This article discusses the issues of ethnocultural tolerance as a component of the students’ information cul-
ture. Based on the material of applied sociological research, the authors show the values of student youth, the
representation of tolerance in them. The influence of the Kazakh model of the development of a multicultural
society on the values and behavioral strategies of respondents is shown. Based on the conducted research, the
authors conclude that the values of ethnocultural tolerance of students are sufficiently developed as a compo-
nent of their general information culture. The results of the study indicate that the majority of the surveyed
students have a developed ethnic identification; a satisfactory level of ethnocultural tolerance, high level of
ethnocultural tolerance is manifested in issues related to the positioning of Kazakhstan in the world communi-
ty. The main algorithms of intercultural communication and the values of the ethnocultural nature of the re-
spondents are formed mainly under the influence of the direct social environment in the family and school.
Indicators of religiosity among students indicate a satisfactory level of tolerance development and the absence
of religious extremism. The majority of the surveyed students have developed patriotic values, identify them-
selves as patriots of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The significant role of the educational process is noted in the
formation of patriotic values of students. The satisfaction of the majority of students with the conditions for
the development of languages provided by universities is high.

Ancient and medieval authors about the fortifications
of the cities of Azerbaijan

The city is distinguished by a special way of life, the specifics of political, economic, socio-cultural and intel-
lectual activities, worldview of various segments of the population. Questions about the emergence of cities,
the formation of urban culture, the city-forming role of economic, socio-political, cultural processes in society
are topical issues of historical science. When researching most of the questions on the history of ancient cit-
ies, the method of analyzing written sources is of particular importance. The reports of ancient and medieval
authors contain valuable information about the country's natural resources, routes of communication, trade re-
lations, political events, as well as about cities and the distance between them, about their social structure,
planning, fortifications, etc. The available written sources in different languages testify that Azerbaijan has
long been the center of a highly developed urban culture. They contain important information about the forti-
fied Azerbaijan cities, which were mainly located on the main trade routes, in strategically reliable areas, cli-
matically favorable regions of the country. The defense of cities was a permanent and decisive factor. The
fortifications of the cities met all the necessary requirements of their time. The powerful defensive system of
cities, including several belts of fortress walls with towers of various shapes, detached observation and signal
towers and castles, reliably resisted massive attacks, throwing weapons and battering machines, both during a
swift assault and a long siege, as evidenced by written sources. The article briefly analyzes the reports of an-
cient and medieval authors about fortifications in the system of protection of the historical cities of Azerbai-
jan.

Climate of the Golden Horde’s Ural region

The 21st century is a century of dynamic development of the global technology industry. Now, there are more
and more new technological discoveries that make a huge contribution to science. The development of
climate and soil science through scientific technologies allows us to make many scientific discoveries today.
The results of palynological work in the laboratory, obtained from the excavated remains of buried plants in
ancient soils, give science a lot of novelty. Currently, this field of soil science, which is widely used in
archaeology, can use plant samples preserved in graves of the Bronze, Iron and the Middle Ages to identify
the natural conditions of that time, changes in them, and the phenomena of water levels. Such studies do not
leave aside the monuments of the Golden Horde time, samples of burial mounds and urban remains help to
determine how favorable urban life was, as well as the movement of peoples. Based on this, the article
attempts to find out in what natural conditions the inhabitants of settlements of the Urals in the Caspian
Depression of the Jochi Ulus lived. Describing the soil formation of the Caspian Basin, the locations of
monuments in it are especially noted. In addition, the results of a palynological study of the spore-pollen tests
of L.L. Galkin from Saraychik and Aktobe, which were discussed as a result of other studies conducted in this
region, were considered. As a result, the natural state of the Ural region in those times is determined.

Materials of the CSA of the RK as sources for the research
of the missionary activity of orthodox preachers (XIX-early XX centuries)

The article presents the materials of the Central State Archives of the RK revealing the missionary activities
of preachers of Orthodoxy in the territory of Kazakhstan in the 19th and early 20th centuries. Documents
from funds of religious institutions, colonial administration, statistical and judicial bodies, etc., are presented
and analyzed. Information is given about the ongoing work to attract Kazakhs to the new faith of Orthodoxy
and to reject their Muslim religion. Scientists studying the activities of Orthodox missionaries in the national
regions of the Russian Empire have identified numerous methods used by them. These include the provision
of benefits to baptized foreigners, assistance from high-ranking Russian officials, as well as employees of the
local administration, the inclusion in the school curriculum of books and textbooks published by the Ortho-
dox missionary society according to the N.I. Ilminsky system, visits to prisons and the recruitment of prison-
ers, the publication of anti-Islamic literature and its distribution in settlements with Muslim populations.
Many of these methods were used in working with Kazakhs, who for a long time were considered indifferent,
pagan or «bad Muslims». The article draws attention to the fact that the initial stage of the baptism of the Ka-
zakhs is almost not related to the activities of preachers of Orthodoxy, since at first, that is, before the for-
mation of the Missionary Orthodox Society, the work to increase the number of Orthodox from among the
indigenous inhabitants was carried out by local government officials, church ministers, representatives of dif-
ferent classes.

Prospects for Turkish-American relations under a Biden presidency

The last November’s presidential election in the United States of America have traditionally aroused great
interest from the entire world community.

The history of urbanization processes in the single-industry towns
of Lisakovsk and Arkalyk of Kostanay region: similarities and differences,
prospects for further development

The article considers the urbanization processes in two single-industry towns of Kostanay region: Lisakovsk
and Arkalyk. Both cities were created during the Soviet period for the development of mining. Lisakovsk has
always been a regional city, while Arkalyk has been the center of the Turgay region for a long time. Howev-
er, Arkalyk has been steadily losing its population since 1991, when the decline was up to 40 % percent, and
until now. The closure of the leading enterprise of the city, a branch of JSC «Aluminum of Kazakhstany
TBOM may lead to a further increase in the outflow of population, which in the long run may lead to the loss
of the city status. In contrast, the population of Lisakovsk continued to grow even during the period of eco-
nomic instability after the collapse of the Soviet Union. The city had a special economic zone status, which
contributed to the momentum of food development. The article also traces the development of cities from
their foundation to their current situation. The differences in the goals and methods used by the Soviet leader-
ship for the formation of future single-industry towns are shown. The critical problem stages in the transition
period of the 90s of the XX century are described.

Introduction

There are 27 single-industry towns in Kazakhstan in this period, 16 of which are administrative centers,
and the other 11 are cities of regional subordination. According to the development program of single-
industry towns of Kazakhstan, it is required to optimize single-industry towns, with an emphasis on constant-
ly operating industrial capacities. It is necessary in order to develop those areas that are already resilient. In
addition, it is necessary to diversify the economy of single-industry towns, i.e., to increase the share of the
contribution of small and medium-sized businesses to the budget and employment of citizens. Create condi-
tions for remote employment to maintain infrastructure within the actual population [1].

Two single-industry towns Lisakovsk and Arkalyk are cities of regional subordination of the Kostanay
region. These cities have approximately the same population and formation period. The history of urbaniza-
tion of these single-industry towns during the Soviet period, the adaptation of industrial enterprises and citi-
zens to changes in the socio-economic agenda after the independence of the Republic of Kazakhstan led
them to diametrically opposite results. Currently, the city of Lisakovsk is included in the list of single-
industry towns with a favorable economic situation, the city of Arkalyk has an unfavorable situation.

Thus, the study of cities’ history and their population is closely connected to the solution of modern so-
cio-economic, demographic, cultural, and other problems of Kazakhstan as a whole due to the scientific-
theoretical and practically applied tasks of the development of Kazakhstan's society in the conditions of ac-
celerated modernization.

Research methodology and methods

The article uses the materials of theoretical and practical studies of domestic and foreign scientists in
urbanization. When considering approaches to the study and assessment of demographic development,
methods of retrospective analysis of literary sources are used. Based on inductive, deductive, and statistical
conclusions, theoretical synthesis and generalization were used.

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Discussion

In the 20th century, new cities appeared on the territory of Kazakhstan, such as Shu (1928), Alga
(1939), Abay (1949), Arkalyk (1956), Derzhavinsk (1956), Karatau (1963), Zhanatas (1964), and many oth-
ers, which until the specified date of foundation practically did not exist or there were minor settlements in
their place, where residents were engaged, as a rule, in underdeveloped agriculture [2].

In 1956, Arkalyk became the site of the All-Union Komsomol shock construction. The city was built in
less than a decade, from 1956 to 1965, on an empty site, next to the Torgai Bauxite Department [3]. In those
years it produced about a fifth of all bauxite ore in the Union

According to the first all-Union census data in the history of Arkalyk in 1959, its population was 3.6
thousand [4].

However, mistakes were already made in the design. There was no natural, reliable water supply, the
main goal was the city's location closer to the bauxite deposits. The energy was provided at the expense of
oil fuel, which brought quite a few inconveniences. During the city’s construction quarries with the devel-
opment of mines and rock dumps were located almost in a circle [5].

In November, 1970, Arkalyk became the regional center of the Turgai region, and its population
reached the mark of 15 thousand people. It is worth noting that these figures relate directly to the city of
Arkalyk, but do not take into account the 19 rural localities that are part of the city: 15 villages (Akkoshkar,
Alua, Angarsky, Ashutasty, Vostochnoye, Ekidin, Zhanakala, Zhalgyztal, Koktau, Matrosovo, Mirnoye,
Molodezhnoye, Ushtobe, Furmanovo, Tselinnoye), and two rural districts: Kayyndinsky (Kayyndy village,
Kzylzhulduz village) and Rodinsky (Rodina village, Kzylzhulduz village).

This feature of Arkalyk, i.e., inclusion of 19 rural settlements, makes it the largest city in Kazakhstan.
Its territory is 15.5 thousand square kilometers. For comparison, the largest city in Kazakhstan — Almaty, is
about 0.6 thousand square kilometers. The nascent single-industry industrial city was located in the center of
the agricultural region. This complex combination has played a prominent role in the region's inability to
develop at the expense of its budget and resources. The region became subsidized [5].

The transport issue was not resolved initially and in the future. According to the plans, the city was
supposed to become the region's industrial center, but the problem was that the transport infrastructure was
not ready for this. There was no connection to the cities of other regions, except for Yesil. The city was at a
dead-end of the railway line from Yesil to Arkalyk, a dead-end of the asphalt road from Kustanai, through
Yesil to Arkalyk. There were unpaved dirt roads, which could be used to get from the administrative center
to other regions at own risk and peril, but the roads were in the open steppe and were impassable in autumn
through spring. In addition, no transport lines were thought out [5].

In 1978, the former head of the Kokshetau region E.N. Auelbekov was sent to the Turgai region. He
immediately organized a house-building plant, which handed over a residential five-story building for seven-
ty apartments in every three months. Thanks to his proven system for introducing innovative agricultural
methods in the Kokshetau region, the head of Turgai increased the level of animal husbandry and created a
crop rotation system with a scientific approach of 2 million hectares. What is even more surprising, advanced
technologies were introduced, namely the use of satellite communication by livestock breeders [6].

However, in 1988, due to economic disadvantage, the Turgai region was disbanded. Although in two
years the region was recreated again, still in 1997 it was abolished again due to economic inefficiency.

The history of the planning of the city of Lisakovsk began in 1949 when geologists discovered a deposit
of oolitic brown limestone ores near the future city. However, the construction of Lisakovsk on the bank of
the Tobol River dates back to 1963, with the only difference that the original settlement, formerly called
Lysakovka, was laid in the 1910s.

Lisakovsk and the processing plant were laid simultaneously without any infrastructure — everything
was built from scratch. On June 27, 1967, by the decision of the Supreme Soviet of the Kazakh SSR, the ur-
ban settlement changed its former name «Lysakovkay, in honor of the land distributor named Lysakov, to a
more sonorous name — Lisakovsk. Since 1969, the construction of the Lisakovsky GOK has been declared a
shock construction site throughout the USSR. Lisakovsk was built entirely from scratch, i.e., all residential,
administrative, municipal, and infrastructure structures were built in the complex, which initially allowed the
builders to coordinate all the nuances of the location and terrain features.

In 1971, by the Decree of the Presidium of the Kazakh SSR Supreme Soviet, the urban-type settlement
of Lisakovsk was assigned the category of a city of regional subordination [7].
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Until the mid-70s, industrial construction and the city's construction were carried out based on the re-
quests and capabilities of the Lisakovsky GOK. Since the beginning of the settlement of miners, a character-
istic problem of all cities with one specialized industrial enterprise has arisen — a catastrophic lack of jobs
for the rest of the family members. Therefore, to avoid such a problem in the future, along with the city's
construction and the MPP, the city dairy, bakery, reinforced concrete products factories, house-building, and
expanded clay workshops were built simultaneously.

The territory of the city of Lisakovsk is not only the city itself but also two settlements located at a rela-
tively close distance to the city: the village of Oktyabrsky and the village of Krasnogorskoye. The total area
of the city with the surrounding villages is about 100 km”. Roads, together with the highway from Zhitikar to
Kostanay, are about 60 km. The regional center is located at a distance of 120 km from Lisakovsk. Accord-
ing to statistics, as of April 2019 the city has a population of 40,709 people [8].

The beginning of economic and social problems occurs with the collapse of the socialist social order in
the countries of the former Soviet Union, including the Republic of Kazakhstan. There is an increase in mi-
gration processes. Emigration has had a powerful impact on the country's demographics and population
growth. First, Russian, Ukrainian, Belarusian, and German ethnic groups returned to their historical home-
land. Secondly, the active processes of intra- and inter-regional migration of the population, associated pri-
marily with the search for work of the able-bodied population due to the economic and industrial crisis that
engulfed most enterprises of the Soviet planned system. Third, the freedom to change one's residence, which
was partially restricted during the Soviet era. Fourth, the availability of paid education stimulated the in-
creased movement of young people to the cities, the so-called «educational migration» [9].

For Arkalyk, these two factors led to a 40 % loss of the population, and subsidy reduction in the 90s hit
the social sphere hard. The city’s remoteness from key transport lines made it difficult for small businesses
to develop. Arkalyk has become a depressed single-industry town with unresolved infrastructure prob-
lems [5].

Along with the decline in the birth rate and socio-economic conditions, the average life expectancy has
also decreased. In 1999, life expectancy was almost 65 years, but 30 years earlier, this figure was five years
higher (70 years). Men's life expectancy has decreased by almost six years, women's by four years.

The significance of migration processes in Arkalyk in the first decade of independence can be traced by
the number of individual ethnic groups living there in the inter-census period. From 1989 to 1999, the Ka-
zakh population decreased by 4.5 thousand people (from 40 thousand to 36 thousand people). Out of 29
thousand Russians, by the year of the first sovereign census, the number decreased to 11.5 thousand, i.e., by
2.5 times. Similarly, the population of Ukrainians (from 7.7 thousand to 3 thousand people), Belarusians
(from 2.5 thousand to 1 thousand people), Tatars (from 3.6 thousand to 1.5 thousand people), Germans (from
2 thousand to 0.7 thousand people), Bashkirs (from 2 thousand up to 0.5 thousand people) decreased signifi-
cantly [9].

According to the 1999 census, the population of the city of Arkalyk was 61 thousand people [10]. The
change in the population of the city of Arkalyk from 1999 to 2006 was from 61 thousand to 42 thousand
people. The change in the population of the city of Arkalyk itself without adjacent settlements from 2000 to
2006 was from 42 thousand to 26 thousand people [11].

The collapse of the economic system of the USSR also affected the city of Lisakovsk. In 1990,
Lisakovsk was home to 11 industrial enterprises in the electric power industry, ferrous and non-ferrous met-
allurgy, mechanical engineering and metalworking, building materials production, and light and food indus-
try products. External transport consisted of road and rail transport related to the Lisakovsky motor Transport
Enterprise, passenger motor transport enterprise, motor transport enterprise of the Ministry of Heavy Con-
struction of the Kazakh SSR (the so-called «Autobase Ne 3»), the railway station «Mailino» and the station
«Lisakovsk-kontainernayi».

Due to a sharp drop in demand for iron concentrate in the industrial centers of Kazakhstan and Russia,
which was the main product of the city's largest enterprise, Lisakovsky MPP was in a crisis.

In 1992, the Parliament of the Republic of Kazakhstan decided to assign the city the status of a free
economic zone. An active search for new directions of development in the conditions of the free trade market
begins. During this period, foreign capital, which had not yet understood the country's political situation and
doubted the prospects for further stable development, was wary of investing in such projects, so the state it-
self decided to direct limited funds to the nascent local business structures.

By a special decree of the President of Kazakhstan in 1996, the city was transferred from the free eco-
nomic zone to the status of the Lisakov Special Economic Zone, in which a special economic regime operat-
ed until April 1999 [7].

It is worth noting that the mayor of the city from 1995 to 2004, Albert Pavlovich Rau, made a consider-
able contribution to the city's construction, formation, and development. The key achievement of the period
of operation of the Lisakovskaya free economic zone is overcoming the negative trends in the urban econo-
my due to the fall in MPP production. During this period, several new production facilities were successfully
created and gaining momentum, also with the participation of foreign investors. New firms and individual
entrepreneurs have established the production of more than 400 items of consumer goods. Since 1999, the
international metallurgical company «Ispat-Karmet» has become the Lisakovsky Mining and Processing
Plant owner. The budget of Lisakovsk from 1999 to 2003 increased ten times and is replenished by 80 %
with taxes from new private enterprises [7].

Despite the clear benefits from the results of the city’s work under the Lisakovskaya SSP, the govern-
ment of Kazakhstan decided to suspend this state experiment.

According to the 1999 census, the population of Lisakovsk was 39 thousand people [10]. The change in
the population of the city of Lisakovsk from 1999 to 2006 was from 39 thousand to 41 thousand people. The
change in the population of the city of Lisakovsk itself without adjacent settlements from 2000 to 2006 was
from 37 thousand to 40 thousand people [11]. The population growth is visible due to rural labor migration.

Based on the data of the beginning of 2019, the number continued to decline and amounted to the fol-
lowing indicators: Kazakhs — 33 thousand people, Russians — 5 thousand people, Ukrainians — 800 peo-
ple, Tatars — 600 people, Belarusians — 250 people, Germans — 196 people, other ethnic groups — 1.1
thousand people. 41 thousand people in total, which means that the city has shrunk by 65 % in 30 years. As
of 2020, the population of the city itself was 27 thousand people [12].

The leading industrial and infrastructure enterprises of the city are a branch of JSC «Aluminum of Ka-
zakhstan» TBOM, GUS «Arkalykskaya TEK», MUS «Kostanayuzhelectroservis». The company «Alumi-
num Kazakhstan» accounts for almost 60 % of the city's total production, and all three enterprises employ
1372 people [13]. In 2017, the management of TBRU announced the closure of the Arkalyk branch. Within
four years, the issue of employment of about 600 employees was resolved.

It is worth noting that according to the classification of single-industry towns of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan, the city of Arkalyk in the Kostanay region and the city of Zhanatas, an almost disappeared small
town in Zhambyl region, belong to the category of cities with «low potential» [14].

In Lisakovsk, the situation is reversed. According to 2018 data, there are 450 enterprises in the city, of
which four are marked as «large», 36 enterprises are created jointly with foreigners, and the rest are small
and medium-sized businesses. The city at that time provided 5 % of the entire industry of the Kostanay re-
gion and produced products worth 38 billion tenge, giving jobs for 6 thousand people. Such enterprises as the
branch of JSC «Aluminum of Kazakhstan» KBOM (bauxite), Lisakovsky branch of LLP «Orkeny (iron ore
concentrate), LLP «Shaimerden» (zinc ore) are the primary mining industries of the city [8].

Conclusion

Single-industry towns of the Kostanay region were initially in a different strategic situation. The city of
Lisakovsk was located in the busy economic corridor of the northern part of the region, on the line of
Kostanay, Rudny, Lisakovsk lasting 100 km. Additionally, in the northern part of the region 90 % of its pop-
ulation lives, while in the southern part, where Arkalyk is located, only 10 %. The cities on the line were
built on the bank of the Tobol River, while Arkalyk does not have its adequate water resource. The remote-
ness and inaccessibility of connection to power lines led to a compromise solution for installing low-
efficiency technologies.

Despite the status of the administrative center during the existence of the Turgai region, Arkalyk re-
mained a subsidized region with complex transport infrastructure surrounded by rural areas. Lisakovsk, on
the contrary, had contact with the industrial centers of the region. Its proximity to the Russian-Kazakh border
contributed to the development of a wide range of products during independence. This restrained the growth
of unemployment and population outflow, which can not be said about Arkalyk, where the outflow of the
population was estimated in the figure of ten percent.

After the closure of the city-forming enterprise of the Turgai bauxite ore management of JSC «Alumi-
num of Kazakhstany» in 2021, the city is waiting for a new wave of population outflow provision of work
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within the company in other regions of the country. Mass migration is unlikely due to the employment of
most citizens in other enterprises, the public sector, and the service sector.

Social and political role of women in the era of the Kazakh Khanate
(XV-XIX centuries)

The Kazakh Khanate is the source of national statehood. The study of the history of Kazakhstani society
should cover a wide range of issues, including social, political, economic, spiritual culture and national
ideology. Analysis of the history of various social groups in the public life of the Kazakh community,
including the analysis of the historical role of women in society, is relevant. From a historical point of view, it
was believed that the social and cultural life of Kazakhstan was largely patriarchal, but upon further study of
the topic it can be seen that in public relations, the patriarchal and matriarchal character went in parallel. The
fact that the burden of social responsibility in Kazakh society is borne by both men and women can be seen in
the foundations of customary law in the steppe laws. The very stability of the family in Kazakh society is also
the result of the narrative of national values. A man protects the earth, a woman protects the nation, because
the role of a woman as a mother has a special influence on the formation of a child's language skills,
worldview values, and life principles. The purity of the nation's blood is directly related to the strong national
principles and family traditions of the Kazakh people. It is important to recognize and appreciate the
phenomenon of women in social history, since, on the one hand, it concerns issues of the nationality code, on
the other, it depends on the national spiritual nature and foundations of civilization. This article presents a
study of the social and political life of women on historical examples of the public life of the Kazakh
Khanate.

Logical teachings of Ibn Sina and features of syllogisms

It is well known that Greek philosophy was at the center of attention of medieval thinkers, including Mus-
lims. The latter were particularly interested in the teachings of Plato and Aristotle. Science in the Caliphate
from the very beginning of its emergence and development was associated with the translation of the scien-
tific heritage of other peoples into Arabic. One of these sciences was logic. It satisfied the urgent need for a
rationalistic methodology that organizes scientific thought, and was applied in a wide variety of areas of Arab
culture. For the majority of Muslim scholars who have worked in various fields of science, logic has become
one of the means of rational thinking: it was used by linguists, philosophers, theologians and even Islamic ju-
rists. Some of them used it secretly and anonymously, because they feared criticism of the opponents of
Greek logic from the Islamic apologists. The history of the development of Arab-Muslim logic can be subdi-
vided in several stages. The first of them is the stage of translations of the ancient heritage. The second stage
is associated with serious logical research. It starts with al-Farabi and ends with Ibn Sina. The logical research
carried out during this period influenced the development of a number of other sciences, including linguistics,
kalam and the foundations of legal theology (figh). At this stage, very large works combining various logical
theories gleaned from antique era or from other sources were written. In an effort to bring logic closer to real-
ities of Muslim life, Muslims have significantly updated logical science. Undoubtedly, with his works Ibn
Sina gave a new impetus to the study of logic. This article considers the logical system, syllogistic of the sci-
entist. That is, comparing some aspects of the logical systems of Ibn Sina and Aristotle, the differences of
Sheikh ur Rice are emphasized. Ibn Sina also focused on the types of conditionally separating syllogisms in
syllogistics. According to academic Dinorshoev, no one had studied this kind of syllogism so thoroughly be-
fore Ibn Sina.

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Problems of defining legal reality in philosophy and legal science

The article considers the problems of determining the legal reality category in the law philosophy. The aim of
the research is to generalize scientific knowledge and theories that reveal the category of legal reality. With
the help of general and special research methods, analysis and generalization of scientific material is carried
out, consideration of various approaches to legal reality in order to identify the main features and constituent
elements of this category. The points of view and scientific positions of philosophers and legal theorists in the
field of researching the legal reality problems, are analyzed and compared. The categories of «legal reality»,
«legal life», «legal system» as phenomena of social reality interacting with each other and constituting the
broadest philosophical and legal category of «legal reality» are considered. The result of the research is the
consideration of legal reality as the most general category, which includes the entire spectrum of legal phe-
nomena occurring in social life. The legal reality research is considered to be the basic requirement of modern
humanitarian science, which aims to ensure the most complete the human personality development in harmo-
ny with public interests and needs, the most important of which are mediated through law and legislation. The
main determining the right reality problems are highlighted, which are due to a wide range of the phenome-
non under consideration, a large constituent elements number, a different law understanding and the elements
included in this category. Legal reality is a complex category, it is the real existence of legal matter as a type
of social reality, which is characterized by universal existence forms of matter: space, time, movement.

Introduction

In modern conditions there are different schools and scientific directions in philosophy and legal sci-
ence, which are trying to formulate the most general (generalizing) legal reality definition, which is designed
to cover all legal life aspects. Accordingly, the concept of legal reality includes all the phenomena of legal
reality that can have both subjective properties and be objective categories and phenomena. The phenomena
included in the category of legal reality are considered within the framework of various scientific approach-
es, theories and directions of philosophical, sociological and legal research, while the category of «legal real-
ity» is recognized to show the main trends in the development and improvement of basic social and legal
institutions, showing the social and legal relationships complexity in modern society. Being the broadest cat-
egory, legal reality includes not only positive, but also negative aspects of legal relations (crimes and mis-
conduct), positive manifestations of lawful behavior (socially active behavior), as well as neutral behavior in
society, which is expressed through the categories of «inaction» or «conformist behavior», «lawful behav-
iom». Legal reality covers all social life aspects, including the historical aspect. Modernity is understood not
only as a chronological concept, but also as an ideological one, that is, something that opposes the worldview
of traditional society.

Legal reality covers the categories of things and what should be in the field of law, legal policy, legal
anthropology, legal culture and other areas designed to reveal the trends in the improvement of legal institu-
tions, legal categories, legal culture and other elements of legal reality.

Legal reality as a complex philosophical, sociological, legal category is designed to show and unite all
the variety of legal relationships and legal phenomena in modern science. It should be noted that the materi-
alistic understanding of legal reality combines objective and subjective reality, while in the cognizing legal
reality process, it is necessary to link the ideal and the material together. All human life is associated with the
rights and obligations implementation, which are determined by a variety of social and legal ties that gener-
ate abstract and concrete legal ties that are intertwined with abstract and concrete social relations that deter-
mine the existence and functioning of the individual as a social and legal relations subject. All these relations
are simultaneously objective and subjective, since they exist in reality, as legal relations, and on the other

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hand, in the public consciousness and find their expression in human activities. Thus, the law (legal concepts
and categories) awareness makes it real and allows us to state that it is legal consciousness that is a prerequi-
site and basic condition for the existence of law as an objective reality. The legal reality is closely related to
the state. This is due to the fact that it is the state that legitimizes legal relations (it legitimizes previously
existing ones, or establish new legal relations by creating legal norms and enshrining them in legislation),
making them binding. At the same time, it should be noted that the formation of law as a phenomenon
through the establishment of generally binding behavior rules can be carried out in addition to the state in the
mandatory customs and traditions form, which, from the formal point of view, does not allow attributing the-
se relations to legal relations. On the other hand, binding rules of conduct can be found in the legal realm as
legitimate interests, business customs and other legal categories that include the category of «legal lifey. Cur-
rently, legal institutions are being modernized by the state, which is trying to analyze and generalize the
modern society requirement, taking into account the assumed and projected social needs. At the same time, it
should be noted that this process is not proceeding as consistently and scientifically as modern society ex-
pects. For example, T. Luckman and P. Berger, developing the topic of legal institutionalization, note that
«...institutionalization is at the heart of habitualization, that is, the process of creating stable ties in society,
which, in the course of constant, repeated repetition, become obligatory for everyone in general, and a spe-
cific individual, in particular». It should be noted that the socio-legal institution, formed as a mandatory
standard of behavior and established in the legal culture, begins to perform the function of not only legal, but
also a social regulator of social relations, including the function of controlling the behavior of a particular
individual. At the same time, the obligation of this institution is ensured not only through legal sanctions, but
also by moral and ethical impact measures [1; 237]. These norms form the algorithm of lawful behavior, de-
viation from which presupposes legal responsibility measures as a social responsibility type. The institution-
alization level of law depends on the historical social relations development, legal culture and the character-
istics of the legal institutions of various legal families. Developing from the initial forms of law (taboos and
simple prohibitions) and reaching advanced forms (rights and obligations enshrined in legislation), legal real-
ity reflects the level of social development (including the legal, economic, political sphere and other aspects
of social reality). The category of legal reality includes the most significant and important social relations for
society, which are the results of institutionalization. Institutionalization in the law field is considered in vari-
ous aspects, while some authors reduce legal institutionalization to the legal education process [2; 44], de-
spite the fact that the processes of institutionalization also take place in the field of legal relations, legal cul-
ture and philosophy of law. The formation of new social and legal institutions, the formulation of new, con-
ceptual directions in the sphere of the existence of law necessitates a philosophical understanding of the for-
mation of legal reality in modern conditions.

Methodology and research methods

During the research general scientific and special research methods were used. The dialectical method
of cognition is used as the main method, induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis, the systemic meth-
od, the structural-functional method, and the anthropological method are used as general scientific methods.
In developing the conclusions particular methods of cognition of legal phenomena were used, such as the
comparative legal method, formal legal and other scientific knowledge methods.

During the research of legal reality, the method of historicism was applied, through which the historical
patterns of the law development as a social phenomenon were identified. By means of comparative analysis
and synthesis of the main and secondary features of the main social and legal categories, the philosophical,
legal concepts correlation and categories by their volume has been revealed. Through induction and deduc-
tion, the essential purpose of the broadest legal categories of «right system», «system of law», «legal cul-
turey, «legal life» have been revealed. With the help of the systemic and structural-functional method, the
categories of «social reality», «legal reality», «legal life» are considered. Through the comparative legal
method and the formal legal method, the interaction and all elements of systemic category «legal reality»
relationship in Kazakhstan are revealed, taking into account the understanding of the broader «legal reality»
category of the modern world, which includes legal families, international law, legal policy and philosophy
rights.

Results
Legal reality as the broadest legal category, which includes all legal phenomena, essentially covers all

social life aspects. Since the law concept is quite broad in nature and is defined by different authors in differ-
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ent ways, while highlighting different signs, then the legal reality concept can be very broad. The social de-
velopment level predetermines the development degree of legal relations, which can penetrate into all public
life spheres. This level reflects the results of the development the state, law, legal relations, legal conscious-
ness, legal culture and other elements from which legal reality is formed. The legal reality reflection is the
manifestation of objects in the material world, and ideal objects (ideas, theories, scientific positions and other
theoretical and practical research results) that affect the behavior of an individual in society. The legal reality
understanding is designed to reflect the entire legal phenomena set at the present time, while all phenomena
in one way or another related to law can be attributed to legal phenomena. This understanding is offered by
Y.A. Zhilina, who emphasizes that «legal reality is the law existence in the material aspect and in the ideal
aspect. This being includes all existing legal phenomenay. As this author notes, «... from the problem of de-
fining legal reality, the question of its structure and its correlation with other philosophical and legal con-
cepts and categories, such as legal ideals, legal opportunities, legal consciousness» [3; 640] and other legal
phenomena covering all legal life aspects. It should be noted that all these categories are included in the con-
cept of legal reality, since legal reality is the broadest category designed to characterize social reality in the
legal sphere. Professor S.L. Slobodnyuk notes: «... the legal reality understanding is conditioned by the type
of legal understanding that this or that author adheres to. At the same time, legal reality is characterized, as a
rule, either from a formally defined side, or in a certain metaphysical aspect» [4]. This is due to the fact that
the understanding of law in different historical epochs, as well as at the present time, in different societies is
different. For example, law in the religious and traditional law family and law in the Romano-Germanic sys-
tem have not only different forms of expression, but also the very idea of law as a social value and the main
legal social relations regulator.

Discussion

The legal thinking peculiarities in various legal families predetermine the peculiarities of understanding
legal reality. For example, O.G. Danilyan considers the legal reality category in two senses: «... A) In a broad
sense, as a legal phenomena set of society, B) In a narrow sense, understanding by legal reality either legal
norms, or legal relations, or legal emotions» [5; 215]. This is partly true, since, indeed, the law life can be
viewed in the applied aspect as a regulator of social relations and in the theoretical aspect as a historical and
cultural phenomenon reflecting the values and goals of a concrete historical society. In his research,
0.V. Kret notes that: «... legal reality is an autonomous, normative, imperative, formally defined reflection of
social reality, which unites all currently existing legal phenomenay [6; 9]. At the same time, legal reality in a
broad sense is adequate to social reality, since all social relations can be viewed through the abstract prism of
legal relations linking all legal relations subjects.

The understanding legal reality issue is determined by the goals and its corresponding concrete histori-
cal society principles, which should be considered as an obligatory relationship between the development
level of social and legal relations. S.I. Maksimov considers legal reality through the prism of legal relations
as: «... a multilevel legal phenomena systemy, «... an autonomous metasocial reality, the semantic expression
of which is mutual obligation in the subject’s interaction» [7; 45]. This approach characterizes what is due in
law, as a legal standard of behavior in modern society. At the same time, many authors, proceeding from the
integration approach, offer a synthesized understanding of legal reality. For example, G.I. Ikonnikova de-
fines the legal reality essence by highlighting three main approaches: «A) the phenomenological approach;
B) elemental approach; C) a systematic approach. The first approach allows us to consider «legal reality» as
«... the society interaction, the systemic world and everyday reality» [8; 120]. Other approaches are designed
to show the consistency of «legal reality» by generalizing all the constituent elements, and analyzing their
characteristics separately. A.K. Rozhkova, proceeding from the general phenomenological traditions, focuses
on the perception of the law existence as being, that is, a phenomenon that does not depend on the will and
the subject desires. In her opinion, «... reality can be objective or subjective, while the most important thing
is that the legal relations subject cannot ignore this (legal) reality, he takes it for granted, that is, as an obvi-
ous phenomenon that exists a priori» [9]. Another approach to understanding legal reality emphasizes this
category relationship of with public consciousness and legal society culture, considering legal reality as a
superstructure, which includes legal consciousness, legal relations and other factors derived from the free
will of people [10; 122]. This approach, which is characterized as positivist, was the main one in Soviet legal
science, today it is actually rejected by the scientific community, since it largely deprives the legal reality of
its content, ignoring its ideal side [3; 640]. All these approaches reflect a philosophical legal reality under-
standing, which exists as an independent and separate entity from other phenomena, which reflects law in its
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relationship with the state and other social phenomena of a legal nature (that is, one way or another involved
in law).

On the other hand, there is a large number of legal scholars who consider legal reality from the law
standpoint as a phenomenon that has a regulatory impact on social relations, which is necessary for modern
society as the main interests and needs regulator of the various subjects of legal relations. Often, legal schol-
ars include in the concept of legal system an unreasonably large number of elements related to law, «identi-
fying legal reality» and «legal system». For example, N.I. Matuzov, who adheres to this approach, defines
«... the legal system as a category that reflects all legal phenomena and all legal reality existing in society»
[11; 19]. A.V. Malko claims that «... the legal system includes all legal phenomena and, accordingly, ex-
presses a comprehensive assessment of the legal sphere of life of a particular society» [12; 244], the same
approach is followed by S.V. Polenina [13; 4]. One cannot agree with such an approach to the legal reality
consideration, since the inclusion of all legal phenomena in the concept of «legal system» unjustifiably ex-
pands this category. When considering the relationship between the categories of «legal reality» and «legal
systemy, it should be noted that legal reality is broader than legal system. Legal reality includes the legal sys-
tem, but besides this, other elements reflecting the existence of law are also included. According to
E.V. Popov, «... the authors desire in a cases number to include in the legal system the maximum possible
heterogeneous elements number, leads to the loss of the scientific and practical value legal system concept,
as well as the erasure of distinctions between the categories ‘legal system’ and ‘legal reality’» [14; 69]. We
must agree with the opinion of T.V. Kukharuk, who notes that «the legal system of society exists in legal
reality (‘legal reality’, ‘legal life’), the legal system does not cover in general all legal phenomena that are
characteristic of a given society» [15; 69]. The legal system more characterizes the law system in conjunc-
tion with the legislation system, which is considered as content and form, while an important role is given to
the implementing legal norms practice. Professor O.F. Skakun defines the concept of the legal system as: «...
an interrelated and coordinated complex of means that are designed to regulate social relations, as well as a
legal phenomena set that have arisen as a legal regulation result. These are: legal norms; legal principles;
legal consciousness; legal relations; legal institutions; legal technique; legal culture; the legality and its de-
formation state; the rule of law and other phenomena considered as elements of the legal system» [16; 87].
All these elements are considered through the prism of the effectiveness of the regulatory impact of legal
norms on public relations. As V.A. Karpichkov correctly notes: «In the legal literature, such categories as
‘legal system’ and ‘legal reality’ are often identified. However, when studying the legal system, researchers
often focus on such fundamental legal reality elements, such as objective law, legal ideology and legal prac-
tice. At the same time, negative legal phenomena, offenses, do not belong to the elements of the legal sys-
tem, but are included in the legal reality». We can agree with this author’s opinion, who argues that legal
reality is a complex phenomenon of social reality, which is a unity of the subjective (internal) and objective
(external) aspects of the law existence, while the legal system determines only the objective (external) aspect
of the legal life of society [17]. In our opinion, the external aspect is reflected in legislation and law en-
forcement practice, while the internal aspect shows the subjective (subjective) perception of law and its re-
flection in public and individual consciousness. At the same time, the understanding of law as a value (axio-
logical) category often conflicts with the perception of law as the main regulator of social relations. Consid-
ering various approaches to the institutionalization of law and the formation of legal reality, Y.A. Zhilina
notes «the integration of subjective and objective, material and spiritual processes. The institutionalization of
law makes it possible to single out two sides of legal reality, the border between which is the opposition ‘ma-
terial-spiritual’, ‘objective-subjective’, ‘primary-secondary’. The social subject, being also the subject of le-
gal reality, considers the norm, the law to be the ‘primary’ legal reality, and considers their implementation
in social forms as ‘secondary’ reality. However, this is an illusion. ‘Primary’ reality does not arise and can-
not be understood from itself or from the ‘human spirit’; in fact, it is ‘secondary’ and is a reflection and fixa-
tion of material relations» [3; 642]. O.T. Abbasov, considering the diversity of views on the concept of legal
system, and carrying out a comparative analysis of various legal categories, comes to the conclusion that «...
legal reality is a law category, designed to reflect the completeness of the world of legal phenomena, to pre-
sent the law existence in a ‘pure’ form in a specific historical time and space. Legal reality characterizes the
real existence of legal matter, the existing reality of all legal phenomena existing in space and time, both of a
material and an ideal order, since both thought and matter are real (that is, they exist). That is, legal reality is
the totality of all legal phenomena in a specific period of time and in a specific political and legal space» [18;
121]. Thus, in contrast to the legal system, which includes a fairly large number of legal phenomena that
characterize the legal system and the system of legislation in their dynamics of development and implemen-
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tation of legal norms, as well as other legal phenomena, legal reality should be considered as the broadest
category. Legal reality covers all legal phenomena that exist at the present time, including antisocial manifes-
tations (crimes, offenses), which, as a rule, are not included in the concept of a legal system and are not con-
sidered as its characterizing factors. In the modern world the understanding of law depends on which legal
family this or that legal system belongs to. It should be noted that, unlike other legal systems, the national
system of law of the Republic of Kazakhstan belongs to the Romano-Germanic legal family, which deter-
mines a certain type of legal thinking, due to the reception of Roman law, codification and sector division of
law.

Conclusions

The scientific category «legal reality» reflects the essential life of law (its being) at the present time,
taking into account the legal previous historical development experience in a concrete historical period in a
concrete historical society. The category of «legal reality» includes essential law aspects, its systemic rela-
tionships, ideal and material legal phenomena aspects, subjective and objective essence, dynamic and static
characteristics of law, as well as other aspects of the existence of legal phenomena. Right reality reflects one
of the forms of motion of matter: a social form, which is inherent in the universal properties of matter: eter-
nal motion and change, self-development, transformation of one state of matter into another, determinism,
causality, reflection and its highest form — thinking. Accordingly, legal reality, being a part of a broader
category of social reality, reflects the essence of social everyday life associated with law — legal everyday
life. At the same time, the legal life of the whole society, various social groups, as well as individual individ-
uals is included in the category of legal everyday life. Accordingly, the basic categories of legal reality are
the law idea, legal system, legal reality, legal everyday life, legal matter, legal life of society and also other
legal phenomena that characterize the existence of law. Based on the conducted research, it is possible to
identify the main problems of determining the legal reality:

e A large number of different points of view based on various criteria and fundamental phenomenon
under research principles, which allows us to characterize the «legal reality» category as a scientific category
in development.

e The consideration of legal reality as the broadest philosophical and legal category, which includes all
legal phenomena that require systematization and generalization.

e The selection by the wide range authors of phenomena related to legal phenomena, with a different
law understanding as a legal, social, philosophical, economic phenomenon.

e The legal reality consideration as part of a broader category of social reality, consideration, on the
other hand, legal reality as a legal form of social reality existence.

e Different understanding of law in countries belonging to different legal systems, which in turn be-
long to different legal families.

Legal reality is a complex category that includes all legal phenomena, it is the currently existing real ex-
istence of legal matter as an objective, social reality, which is characterized by universal forms of the exist-
ence of matter: space, time, movement. At the same time, there are various approaches to the definition of
legal reality, depending on the understanding of law, the range of phenomena included in this category and
other factors that determine this phenomenon in philosophy.

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The image of a woman in the Kazakh worldview:

Attention to the study of the role of women and their image in philosophy is of constant interest, since this is-
sue has both worldview and practical significance. Today, interest in studying the understanding of the image
of a woman in the national tradition is acquiring special significance. In the context of constant transfor-
mation of the structure of modern society under pressure from various aspects the image of a woman, her
function and role in society undergoes changes. First of all, the reasons for the change in the image of a wom-
an are the pragmatization of human relations, a change in value orientations, the complication of the process
of gender and national self-identification. The purpose of the research is to identify the specifics of under-
standing the image of a woman in the Kazakh traditional philosophical worldview. The methodological basis
of the research was the systemic and socio-cultural approaches, which made it possible to comprehend the
role of the image of a woman in the system of worldview in general and the worldview of the era of poets-
improvisers in particular. The scientific significance of the work lies in the development of the concept of the
image of a woman, in the identification of its semantic aspects, philosophical foundations and connections in
the worldview of the Kazakhs. The practical significance of the work lies in the possibility of its use in the
educational process within the framework of courses on the history of philosophy, cultural studies, religious
studies, in a special course on Kazakh philosophy.

Introduction

Discussions about the role and place of women in society originate from antiquity and continue to this
day, since gender studies remain one of the most pressing and acute topics of our time. The masculine and
feminine principles are the source of the development of life, remaining a vivid personification of the unity
and struggle of opposites.

In connection with globalization, which «blurs» the boundaries of national cultures, as well as with the
spread of Western values, lifestyles, stereotypes of thinking, the image of a woman in the public
consciousness is evolving. Deep transformations in Kazakhstan have led to a breakdown of the old marriage
and family foundations and stereotypes — the transformation and practical crisis of the patriarchal family, a
change in its traditional functions of reproduction, preservation and transmission of cultural values, a radical
transformation of the marriage strategy and the way of family life. Traditional ideas about the distinctive
features of a man and a woman are practically broken; the smoothing of the male-female dichotomy in the
mind is fraught with a certain threat of loss of social identity. In the 21st century one of the most important
and aggravated problems is the identification of a person by gender.

It should be noted that in the 90s in connection with the crisis processes in Kazakhstan and a change in
the ideological course society plunges into a state of cultural and value uncertainty, there is a loss of value
orientations and ideals. Such a situation of «spiritual vacuum» forces us to rethink the origins of national
culture, ethical and philosophical traditions of the past. In this regard, it seems necessary to turn to the
cultural heritage of past centuries, when the study of the problem of gender reached a special depth at the
intellectual and artistic level.

The study of the philosophical and artistic tradition of past centuries in the characterization and
assessment of the image of a woman provides the most important experience for understanding modern
gender, anthropological and existential problems.

The image of a woman is an important element of the worldview and cultural identity, expressing the
peculiarity of the feminine principle, its essence and mission. The image of a woman is understood in work
as a socio-cultural phenomenon, a transpersonal, symbolic representation of a woman, the quintessence of
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her substantial qualities and abilities, prevailing in a particular culture and bearing its characteristics. The
content of the image of a woman concept in the context of the Kazakh worldview is revealed through the
unity of metaphysical, anthropological, aesthetic, socio-cultural aspects that take their origins in
mythological and religious consciousness and receive conceptual and theoretical understanding in
philosophy.

The object and subject of the study is the image of a woman in the Kazakh philosophical worldview.

The results of the work can be used in subsequent studies devoted to the issue of gender in Kazakhstan,
including those related to the analysis of the understanding of the role of women in the culture of different
eras and the present.

Research methods

The methodological basis of the research was the systemic and socio-cultural approaches, which made
it possible to comprehend the role of the image of a woman in the system of worldview in general and the
worldview of the era of poets-improvisers in particular. The historical and philosophical method made it pos-
sible to systematize and reconstruct the history of the development of Kazakh philosophy. The comparative
approach was applied in an analysis of Western European and domestic philosophical traditions of under-
standing the essence and purpose of women. Interpretation methods, hermeneutics were used to identify
philosophical ideas in works of art. The axiological method was applied in the study of the value of a wom-
an, which was substantiated in Kazakh philosophy.

Results and discussion

The attitude of society towards women has never been unequivocal. If we turn to ancient sources, we
will notice that sometimes questions arose about whether a woman could be considered a human being. Even
such representatives of the famous Greek philosophy, where the foundations of humanism were born, as Pla-
to and Aristotle believed that in the social hierarchy, a woman occupies the lower step after a man. For ex-
ample, Aristotle argued that in the matter of giving birth to a child, a woman plays only a material role, and a
man is able to give a child a soul, therefore a man is higher than a woman. In his opinion, a woman also has a
soul capable of growth and movement. It is also characterized by rationality, but this rationality is not valid.
Reasoning in this vein, Aristotle concludes that a woman lacks the entelechy that gives a soul to a child,
therefore a woman's body is only a box where new life is temporarily stored. He is sure that the soul, spirit is
an active force, and only the spirit, the masculine principle gives rise to life, so a woman is not able to influ-
ence the formation of positive qualities and abilities of a child. This initial imperfection limits the child's op-
portunities for improvement, and the real level of perfection depends on the child's father and is transmitted
to him only from the male parent. According to Aristotle, a woman is a temporary haven for a child on the
way of his birth and the predominance of the material in a woman is the reason for his future moral imper-
fection. Therefore, a woman must obey a man and clearly follow all his instructions. Aristotle does not con-
sider this position of men and women in society to be social inequality, on the contrary, it is a normal state
[1; 340].

Even the wise Socrates expounded his understanding of the role of women as follows: «Three things
can be considered happiness: that you are not a wild animal, that you are a Greek, not a barbarian, and that
you are a man and not a womany. Thus, he demonstrates his dismissive attitude towards women. Such rea-
soning of ancient philosophers, especially Aristotle, about the role of women in society had a significant im-
pact on the formation of ideas about women in medieval religious philosophers, who viewed women as an
imperfect being, as an object of low lust.

René Descartes, the largest representative of the philosophy of modern times, distinguished by ad-
vanced views in considering the problem of freedom, putting forward the method of pure thinking, openly
noted that this method is also suitable for women (in the sense that women will also understand it). His
method consists in the movement of thinking from general to particular universals and is based on pure rea-
son, without the influence of the physical body. Descartes does not deny that a woman has not only a body,
but also a mind. But he draws attention to the fact that there are no women among philosophers and con-
cludes that a real philosopher is a person who completely devoted his life to philosophy, such as Socrates,
and a woman is not capable of such an act.

A world-class classic who created beautiful female characters in his works, Leo Tolstoy views women
as biological beings. In his opinion, civilization has perverted divine truth and human nature, and the meta-
physical beginning of such a fall in the world is the vengeful activity of a woman who has become the object
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of slavery and pleasure. The fact that men use women as a means of pleasure, Tolstoy considers the main
reason for female slavery [2; 129].

A woman seeks to take revenge on men for such an attitude towards herself and tries to enchant them
with her sensual nature. Tolstoy considers such sexual love as a sign of human imperfection and believes that
it is an obstacle to the development of mankind and its unification on the basis of goodness and love, there-
fore it must be destroyed. There is no doubt that this idea of Tolstoy pushes to understand the woman and her
sensual nature as a certain evil. He writes that millions of men, slaves plow in factories, are victims of mon-
strous labor only in order to satisfy the whim of women, who, like queens, keep nine-tenths of the human
race captive in slavery and hard labor [2, 17].

Modern Europe, considered a symbol of freedom, is also characterized by discrimination against
women. Even in the 21st century, one can observe such a paradox: in world political processes they try to do
without the active participation of women. In fact, both in terms of physical potential and intellectual
development, a woman is in no way inferior to a man, she has every right to engage in intellectual and
physical labor. No law of any country should restrict the freedom of women.

Many states of the world have achieved positive results in this area. In countries such as America,
Germany, France, Spain, women take an active part in government, the same trend can be observed in
Kazakhstan. The traditions of famous women of the Kazakh steppe like Tomiris, Aisha Bibi, Domalak Ana,
Aiganym find an excellent continuation in the activities of modern Kazakh women, which is confirmed by
vivid examples from all spheres of our society. It is enough to recall the 90s, when the main burden of taking
care of the family in the conditions of the economic crisis fell on the fragile shoulders of Kazakh women and
they coped with such an unusually difficult and difficult task with dignity.

But we must admit that the women's problem has not found its complete solution both at the level of
humanity as a whole and in our country; it remains an actual object of philosophical and anthropological
analysis. Questions regarding gender studies are still being raised in both Western and domestic philosophy.
There are scientists who agree that a woman is an object of philosophy, but do not in any way support the
idea of turning her into a subject of philosophy. At a scientific conference in Almaty, a philosopher sounded
the thought that the number of women philosophers has sharply increased in our country and this is an
absurd phenomenon. In our opinion, such statements, as well as other incorrect reasoning about the role of
women in society, are completely unfounded and incorrect. We decided to prove our opinion by studying the
image of a woman in the oral folk art of the Kazakh people.

When discussing the role of women in society, we recall the words of Marx that the general culture of a
person can be judged on the basis of their ideas about women. Engels echoes him, asserting that the level of
woman's emancipation in society is a natural indicator of emancipation in general.

The ideas of the famous Kazakh writer-philosopher Mukhtar Auezov complement the thoughts of the
founders of Marxism. Defining the role of men in society, he writes that in any era, for any nation, the most
necessary condition for achieving a high level of development on the path to knowledge is the presence of
brave husbands. They lead their people along the path of development and without them movement towards
the goal is impossible. But he assesses the role of women in the life of the people even higher.

Mukhtar Auezov distinguishes two types of human activity. The first is Salahiyat, an activity to achieve
profit and praise, the second is insaniyat, the path of humanity. A person who has chosen the second path
strives only for good, tries to be a source of good. The goal of such a person is to help, if possible, all of
humanity. According to Auezov, if you do not take this path, all good will turn into evil. Only a woman will
teach a child to choose the path of humanity, only a woman is able to transform him from an animal into a
man [3; 327]. Because the upbringing of the child is mainly not for the father, no matter how scientist he is,
but the mother, even if she is engaged in simple household chores and the upbringing that she gives to her
child will be as solid and strong as a stone.

The role of women in society and the equality of women were among the main social themes that were
reflected in the pages of the «Aikap» and «Kazakh» editions, created by the progressive Kazakh
intelligentsia. Along with the discussion of issues related to the state, economy, science and education,
healthcare and culture they were among the first to raise the problem of the position of Kazakh women. It
should be emphasized that such a sensitive topic found a warm response among the people, as evidenced by
the flow of letters from readers.

Reading these informative messages, one can once again be convinced that the women's topic was of
concern not only to the educated Kazakh intelligentsia. For example, one reader writes: «You teach only
boys, claiming that education spoils girls. Can education spoil a person? In fact, it is the girls who need to be
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trained, since they will become the mothers of the family in the future. If a mother is uneducated, she will not
be able to give a good upbringing» [4; 33].

Famous Kazakh poets-zhyrau in their works considered a woman precisely as a social being. The
woman, sung by them, is, first of all, a beautiful woman. Undoubtedly, beauty is a natural property of a
woman. As the modern Kazakh philosopher Garifolla Yesim wrote: «The existence of a woman lies in her
essential difference from a man. If we talk about where this difference is reflected, we find that it is in the
beauty of a woman and in her endless striving to be beautiful. In this she is like a child. A woman who does
not strive for beauty is against her nature. There are no ugly women» [5; 76].

This understanding is consonant with the naturalist or biological interpretation of the essence of a
woman, which originates in the ancient world. This direction considers a person as a being consisting only of
material content and, based on this understanding, claims that the laws of nature apply to everything that
exists on earth, therefore, the level of humanity is determined by them. In their opinion, the spiritual qualities
of a person depend on sensual qualities, therefore, a woman is primarily an object of beauty, passion and
pleasure, and only for this reason a man pays attention to a woman.

Let's pay attention to similar views in Kazakh poetry. Almost all Kazakh zhyrau poets glorify female
beauty, including such zhyrau as Murat Monkeuly, who sharply raised social issues related to the colonial
policy of Russia in his works, Dospambet, Aktamberdy and other zhyrau, who discussed the topic of
protecting the country from external threats. There are many examples in the history of Kazakhs when batyrs
and khans chose the wives of their enemies as life companions, without thinking about the consequences of
such actions. This testifies to the understanding of a woman as a biological being.

But the Kazakh zhyrau were not limited to singing only the beauty of a woman, explained by a purely
masculine interest in a woman as an object of pleasure. Zhyrau poets perceived a woman not only as the
ideal of beauty and perfection, but also as the keeper of the family hearth, the educator of the future
generation of the nation. «In a nomadic society, Kazakh women have had a larger say in family matters than
women in traditional sedentary societies, where they were often relegated to enclosed compounds and are
rarely seen even outside the home». [6; 24]. The Kazakh people especially appreciated the above-mentioned
functions of a woman, perfectly understanding that the future of the nation, mutual understanding between
relatives, the unity of the country as a whole depends on their activities. Zhyrau argued that, in essence,
women should be dominated by social content, a woman should be an active citizen of society, so her social
activities are especially important. «Women were important social and economic partners with their hus-
bands in Kazakh society» [7; 33].

In the understanding of the Kazakhs a woman is primarily a faithful wife and keeper of the hearth. The
choice of a life partner, the creation of a family union is a special area of human relations and the Kazakh
people attached great importance to this events. That is why the Kazakh zhyrau in their works gave men
detailed advice on choosing a future wife. They suggest, first of all, to pay attention to the character of a
woman («minezdi» — in Kazakh). In the Kazakh family the responsibilities of the wife and husband are
strictly distributed. A man is the head of the family, and a woman is his wise assistant, who supports him
with her advice in difficult life twists and turns. A woman with a good character, «minezdi ayel», is just such
a wife who understands her place in the family and society. She is a well-mannered, cultured, wise person
and tries not to get involved in men's affairs. «Revealing the essence of the concept of happiness, which oc-
cupies an important place in the epic heritage of the Kazakh Zhyrau, Kazakh thinkers associate happiness
with married life, it is a part of happiness... characteristic of all thinkers of the period» [8, 93].

A Kazakh woman of this type is sung in the works of the successor of the zhyrau traditions, the famous
poet Shal akyn. Even the titles of his creations («On Girls», «Characteristics of a Womany», «An Old Man
and a Girl», «Two Daughters-in-law») speak for themselves. If you think about the reason for the
predominance of female images in his works, then you can understand that this is no coincidence and natural.
Shal akyn, born in 1748 in the Kokshetau steppe, lived his life poor. Recalling the well-known Kazakh
proverb: «A good wife will ensure honor for her husband, and a bad wife will bring him to the grave», we
can assume that the reason for his failures in life was the absence of a good wife, and therefore, dreaming of
such a wife, he tried to sing her image in his poems. In our opinion, he perfectly revealed the essence of the
Kazakh woman. He uses various methods: this is a calm edification, somewhere bitter irony, but his ultimate
goal is to convey to the listener that the choice of a spouse is an extremely responsible step in the life of
every person, since the future of each of us and the nation as a whole is in the hands of women.

He perfectly understood that the adornment of the family and the nation is the daughter-in-law, the wife
of the son. For Kazakhs, where representatives of several generations live together in the same family, it was
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important to bring up a good daughter, someone's future daughter-in-law. In the work «On a Womany, he
distinguishes several types of women: «sensitive woman», «woman-craftswoman», «woman-lazy womany
and notes that the unhappy man who united his destiny with a woman from the latter category.

To characterize the qualities of a person, he used the concepts of «good» and «evil». We meet the same
concepts when describing the essence of a woman. In his opinion, a good, kind woman is like the earth, just
as fertile, solid and strong. She is as fast as her beloved horse, a loyal companion of a Kazakh. A good wife
will increase your wealth, greet your guests with a friendly and unforgettable attitude. And the wicked wife
constantly interferes in men's affairs, she is like a barking dog, her carriage is constantly at the end of the
caravan [9; 126].

The well-known zhyrau Mailykozha correctly emphasizes that the economic state of the family
primarily depends on the keeper of the hearth, «she will also keep last year's needle that you gave her,» he
says figuratively [10; 38]. «The Kazakhs consider that it is the woman whom the future of the family and the
solvency of the spouse depends on» [11; 10].

It should be emphasized that the Kazakhs have a special, reverent attitude towards their daughters. «Ka-
zakh people treated girls with great care and love. Girls in auls (villages) were under the protection of the
young men, who were forbidden from insulting or o fending them. Girls were also taught self respect, how
not to get lost, and how to stand up for themselves» [12; 17]. Observing the principles of strict upbringing of
a daughter («Forty prohibitions for a girl,» says a Kazakh proverb), Kazakhs at the same time showed great
honors to their daughters both before marriage and after she becomes a member of another family. For
example, the Kazakhs have a custom «turkindep kelu». This is the name of the custom when a girl who has
crossed the threshold of another house comes home specially. Both sides are carefully preparing for this
important event. The girl, already a young daughter-in-law of a different kind and her new relatives are
preparing valuable gifts, and the girl's parents and relatives will do everything to make the girl feel great in
the circle of her loved ones, literally carry her in her arms, so that she will again remember her wonderful
and carefree childhood.

The reverent attitude towards a woman is also expressed in one of the best wishes for any Kazakh —
«So that you grow old together with your wife». In difficult times, the zhyrau warriors, first of all, grieved
for their wives, for their lonely fate in the event of the death of their husbands. The famous warrior
Dospambet, the loyal adviser of Tauke-khan Bukhar-zhyrau, in his works argues that life and death with his
beloved wife is one of the highest meanings of human life.

Conclusions

In the process of colonization, both the Kazakh society itself and the social role of the Kazakh woman
changed. Of course, it would be a mistake to argue that the negative traits of the Kazakh women appeared in
them only as a result of the colonial policy of Russia. Still, it cannot be denied that they have intensified with
changes in the way of life and the way of economy.

In the Kazakh worldview the main functions of a woman: creativity, procreation, guardian of the tribe,
etc. The book of the Russian ethnographer 1.V. Stasevich «The social status of women from Kazakhs: tradi-
tions and modernity» is devoted to the study of the position of the Kazakh woman in traditional and modern
culture. The attention of the author is focused on changes in the social status of the Kazakh woman that have
occurred over the past 200 years and are associated with the cardinal transformation of the traditional no-
madic society. His conclusions about the specifics of the social status of women confirm the arguments about
the role of women in the rituals of the life cycle. I.V. Stasevich believes that «traditionally Kazakh women
are the guardians of the family traditions and values of Kazakh ethnos... Respect for a woman is present in
each Kazakh national tradition or ceremony» [13; 2409].

The research scientist A.K. Gaines (1897) writes: «A Kyrgyz woman plays an important role not only
as a complete mistress of the family but also as a member of society. At the meetings of the kurgyz, women
voice on a par with men, especially on matters relating to public needs. Sometimes even the opinion of
women has some advantage over the opinion of a man» [14; 87].

Russian missionaries who were active in the Kazakh steppe in the 19th century drew attention to the
fact that the Kazakh woman plays a special, sometimes even decisive role in the family. Given all these
circumstances, they promoted a policy of creating mixed marriages. Their foresight was that a child raised by
a Russian wife would forget their language, Kazakh customs and traditions, and a different mentality would
be formed in them. In order to preserve the integrity of the nation the Kazakh zhyrau during this period of
development of the Kazakh society sharply discussed the women's issues.
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It is safe to say that the study of women's themes in the work of Kazakh poets-zhyrau is of great
importance for modern Kazakh society. The works of zhyrau clearly reflect the high social status of the
Kazakh woman as a keeper of the hearth, a model of upbringing, a wise adviser to the head of the family and
an invaluable property of the nation and country. The last definition is not accidental. If we turn to the
history of mankind, we can see that the society is happy when the woman is happy. This truth is well
understood by our people. He always guarded his fair half and managed to turn this humanistic
understanding of the role of women in society into an unshakable element of national identity. A Kazakh
woman is worthy of all praise. She does not require special labor to provide her with freedom and rights, she
herself is able to master them. It is enough to strengthen support from the state and it is possible achieve the
triumph of democratic values in society as a whole.

Unfortunately, in modern literature and art a tendency gradually prevails characterizing a Kazakh
woman as weak, stupid, uneducated, inhuman, pursuing only material values. There is no need to prove that
we have already reached the samples of universal debauchery. But we can safely oppose the
misinterpretations of the essence of a Kazakh woman with wonderful examples of her best images, sung in
the works of Kazakh poets-zhyrau, and these examples find their continuation in the modern real life of
Kazakh society.

Representation of motherhood in Kazakh culture:
traditional practices of socialization of children

The article examines the status and role of the mother in Kazakh culture and the influence of traditions on its
functioning. Social sciences ascertain a wide variety of maternal practices and characteristics of the socializa-
tion of children in different cultures. In this article, we will consider the attitude of modern Kazakh women-
mothers, representatives of the urban middle class to the observance of such traditional practices of socializa-
tion of children as «at koyu», «shildekhanay, «besikke salu», «kyrkynan shykaru», «tusau kesuy», « toy «,»
tilashar «,» togym kaqar «. The main directions of the Kazakh folk system of upbringing are: respect for el-
ders, reverence for ancestors, care for representatives of the older generation, manifestation of love and care
in a reasonable combination with exactingness towards children (family traditions associated with various
stages in a child's life). Many customs, traditions, rituals of the Kazakh people are the unwritten laws of up-
bringing, a kind of moral code of the family, they crystallized the centuries-old experience of raising children
in a family. Customs and traditions, rituals, proverbs, sayings, fairy tales do not have an educational effect on
their own, but on condition that the parents by personal example in the family observe and support the princi-
ples and ideas expressed in them. Cultural traditions, rituals, customs in the Kazakh family are reproduced
from generation to generation and are the moral framework of socialization. The purpose of this article is to
analyze the use of traditional practices of socialization of children by Kazakh women-mothers, representa-
tives of the urban middle class. The scientific significance of the work lies in the problematization of the use
of traditional practices, when the conditions of urban life often do not allow the use of these practices and this
causes the assessment of these practices by women-mothers as important / not important, necessary / unnec-
essary. The value of this study lies in the analysis of the traditions and rituals of raising children that have
been preserved and reproduced in urban Kazakh families. Some rituals have changed, lost their former mean-
ing, but have still survived to this day. In our study, we wanted to reveal the issue of preserving traditions and
customs in matters of raising a child and implementing motherhood in an urban Kazakh family. The study
showed that there is a tendency to preserve the national identity and identity of the Kazakh people in urban
families through the reproduction of the traditions and customs of the socialization of children.

The existential reflection in Kazakhstan society
during the Great Patriotic War

The article analyzes the existential experience of a person on the home front and internal states of a person,
which lead to the deepest emotional experiences of death, pain, fear. The tragedy experienced in the
life and consciousness of the Kazakh people is an existential experience. The focus of this article is the analy-
sis of existential reflection in Kazakhstan society during the Great Patriotic War. The authors come to the
conclusion that during this period the citizens of Kazakhstan developed existential experiences. It was estab-
lished that during this period the inhabitants of Kazakhstan felt all the fragility of their existence, which they
must overcome by making great moral, moral and physical efforts. In the course of the authors’ scientific
analysis it was established that the citizens of Kazakhstan made a significant contribution to the defeat of the
enemy. The article analyzes the role of existential reflection in resolving the subject of such problems as re-
flections on the meaning of life, anxiety, responsibility to the family, compassion, death, feelings, freedom,
conscience. Since all these fillings are existential categories, the main pivot of the article is expressed by the-
se concepts. It not only tells about existential unrest in the minds of people of the war period, but also sets out
examples that determine the inner state of human existence. The experience of Kazakhstan society analyzed
in the article showed that in many respects the terrible and unfair situation of war requires overcoming, that
is, purification, and there is an opportunity to show moral strength, that is, to show a worthy way out of a per-
son’s life tragedy.

Keywords: existential reflection, internal states of a person, compassion, the essence of human existence, ex-
periences, the meaning of life, responsibility to the family, anxiety, conscience, death.

Introduction

The Great Patriotic War was the most difficult of the wars that the people of Kazakhstan had to endure
in their centuries-old history. The war was the greatest test of the strength of the people, and the people of
Kazakhstan passed it with honor. The life principles of those who lived in Kazakhstani society and worked
on the home front during the Great Patriotic War became the subject of philosophy. It is necessary to trace,
what existential experiences our heroic defenders of the Fatherland had to go through. The very first difficult
test is separation from home and loved ones. It's not just a long separation. A soldier in the war does not
know whether he will have to see his home and, most importantly, his family and friends again. War destroys
the entire system of ideas about good and bad, right and wrong developed in peacetime, and, most important-
ly, pushes a person against himself. During the war, he learns about himself and about life that which he did
not see or did not want to notice in a peaceful life. His consciousness begins to work on creating a new pic-
ture of the world. One of the tests for the soldier is the realization that he himself will have to kill or be
killed. In dangerous moments in a war, many personality traits are revealed from an unexpected side. A con-
tinuous series of borderline situations, being on the verge of life and death form a special type of philosophy
of a combatant. Enduring all sorts of hardships, experiencing various types of danger or anticipating its on-
set, loss of personal freedom and the coercive nature of behavior — all these factors of war and battle affect
the fighter. Acting constantly and ceaselessly, they gradually modify the character of the fighter's reaction to
the universe around them, create a number of conditioned reflexes, in a word, produce a number of changes
that, ultimately, give a delineation of the existential reflection inherent in the fighter in comparison with the
layman. In war, the danger of battle and everyday life are closely linked. The humans at the front do not only
fight. There comes a lull, and during these hours he is busy with work, on which success in a new battle
largely depends.

Materials and research methods are determined by the topic and specifics of the tasks set, the solution
of which requires an integrated approach.

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The methodological basis of the study is the phenomenological principle, including intentional in phe-
nomenology. In addition, the following methodological approaches and methods were used in the study:

1. Methods of philosophical and anthropological analysis, as well as general scientific methods and
principles of cognition. In addition, a systematic approach, a method of comparative analysis were used in
the work.

2. The method of comparative analysis of different theoretical constructions, which allows to identify
changes in the content of the subject by researching the comparison of the basic concepts of existentialism
and analytical philosophy.

3. The first plan was to discuss the problems of research with non-political, moral postulates, from a
moral point of view.

The concept of existential reflection in a period of instability

The philosophy of existentialism emerged at the beginning of the 20th century, but it is still relevant to-
day. Its relevance is determined by the surviving features of the world that gave birth to this philosophy:
technical progress, wars, alienation of the individual from society, an isolated person, etc., which lead hu-
manity to thinking about the meaning of life [1: 166].

Thinkers of different eras condemned wars, passionately dreamed of eternal peace and considered vari-
ous aspects of the issues of general peace. Some of them paid attention mainly to its the technical side. They
believed that aggressive war was birthed of immorality and that peace can only be achieved as a result of
moral re-education of people in the spirit of mutual understanding, tolerance for different religions, elimina-
tion nationalist vestiges, educating people in the spirit of Noah «all people are brothers» [2: 165].

One of the most powerful aspects of war is existential reflection. In order to resist this world an individ-
ual must first of all deal with their own inner world, assess their capabilities and abilities [3: 670].

People often realize the cruelty and violence of the war itself, which leads to existential reflection, cer-
tain experiences, changes in meaning and life guidelines. War and its horrors reduce the morale and attitudes
of numerous soldiers.

The basis of existential reflection is morality. Based on a personal understanding of morality and ethics,
each person who finds themselves in the harsh conditions of war individually adapts to the new conditions of
life. This applies not only to the soldiers directly participating in the battles, but also to those people who
remained in the rear to provide for the needs of the front. Such people also have vivid patterns of existential
reflection against the background of ongoing events [4: 86].

Morality is a value-normative way of regulating human conduct in society, based on moral principles
and obligation. According to A.A. Huseynov, «the key... question of morality... is how to reconcile the sub-
jectively asked moral purpose of actions with their objective content?... What should be done so that the in-
dividual’s striving for happiness does not turn into a great misfortune.» The latter is characteristic precisely
for situations associated with manifestations of alienation in morality. Therefore, there is every reason to say
that «morality continues to function in all its ‘falsehood’, ‘alienation’, ‘hypocrisy’, etc., just as it functioned
earlier [5: 16].

The moral aspect is one of the most important among many other components of the multifaceted phe-
nomenon of global alienation of the individual. It is the experience of alienation (that is, the recognition and
emotional sensation of something alien and hostile in an entity enslaving a person) that gives the category of
alienation a complete meaning [6: 137].

If people lose the moral foundations of their existence, then no expected material well-being is able to
save society from destruction. The separation of people is generally an inalienable property of private prop-
erty, since it predetermines the mutual antagonism of interests and aspirations, adapting the course of all
moral life to market relations. It is quite obvious that the moral, precisely human, essential basis of the per-
son suffers from various manifestations of alienation. Since the peculiarity of human activity lies in objectiv-
ity, and the subject in his own «activity objectifies his essence, the meaning of the phenomenon of alienation
consists in the enslavement of man by the forces he himself created, in the destruction of the human essence,
in the dehumanization of man. The quintessence of alienation is self-affirmation, the product of a man de-
vouring monsters.»

An individual commits morally approved acts not because of their inner convictions they are unable to
do otherwise, but because this is required by the prescriptions of the society in which they have to live. Thus,
one of the most significant aspects of the complex multidimensional process of moral alienation is a person’s
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assessment of the imperativeness of a moral rule as some kind of external compulsion, as an encroachment
on their personal freedom [7: 206].

So, norms, principles, sanctions and requirements of morality are perceived by people as imposed on a
person from the outside, exogenous. Consequently, a person follows moral rules just formally, for show.
This hypocritical attitude of a person in relation to the moral norm is a clear manifestation of alienation in the
area we are investigating. It is a consequence and indicator of moral insufficiency, immaturity of the person-
ality, «which is supported by the crisis state of modern society, characterized by the transformation of the
fundamental value orientations.»

The permanent renewal of the conditions of existence generated by the scientific and technological rev-
olution leads to the unattainability of a stable system of moral meanings and values that constitute the moral
and ideological basis, an invariable set of principles and norms on which one could rely.

Existential reflection during the Great Patriotic War

The power of existential reflection lies in the inability to protect oneself from its effects. Existential re-
flection focuses on insecurities and desires.

The use of propaganda against the enemy's weaknesses leads to a new concept of existential reflection,
known as the fourth kind of war, requiring its own component of exploration, strategy and action against the
enemy. War is often viewed as a mechanical approach to human affairs based on the creation of a powerful
and effective war machine.

Emotions, such as fear, hate, deception, pain, humiliation and loneliness, which are often considered the
worst and most vulnerable parts of human nature, are systematically exploited by the enemy so the person
becomes too demoralized to continue fighting. The Great Patriotic War brought with it the beginning of a
new style of war. War was no longer a test of superior weapons and military forces. It suddenly turned into a
struggle for the minds and souls of citizens and soldiers [8: 32].

Many philosophers argue that the Great Patriotic War influenced the emergence of social philosophy to
the greatest extent. Before the war, most aspects of social philosophy were purely philosophical.

So there are two main questions of philosophical inquiry here. First is how individual fears can be man-
aged. And second, how can the military tension be systematically increased. Philosophy studies the impact of
war on humans. Currently, there are five enemies of individual survival.

The first is pain. Then cold, hunger and thirst. Fourth, fatigue. And then boredom and loneliness. Using
these factors, existential reflection tries to focus on suffering rather than death. The typical reaction pattern in
combat is as follows. First, a person has this unsettling enthusiasm. The troops are very happy to join the bat-
tle, they are delighted. There is a small concern about joining the fight, but in general, they are very eager to
join the battle.

They are now experiencing what we call «humility» as they engage in battle. This is a chronic depres-
sive condition. The experience of combat and combat begins to tire, become depressed, but can still carry out
routine warfare effectively. But as battle fatigue and daily fighting continue, they become part of what we
call «worrying concernsy». This is where they are most vulnerable in their morale.

Anxiety is characterized by feelings of depression and loneliness. Imagine you are there in the field, in
battle, far from your friends and your family, and everything that is familiar is nowhere to be found.

Combined with this suppressed feeling of loneliness, loss of appetite, and guilt, we also see a decrease
in group identification. Having lost themselves in the conflict and battle that the soldiers are going through,
troops often begin to question and doubt the purpose of military action [9: 52].

During the Great Patriotic War existential reflection was divided into three interdependent classes: stra-
tegic, tactical, and what we call consolidation. Strategic propaganda was directed against the enemy in ene-
my-occupied countries and had a dual purpose: not only to undermine the enemy's will to resist, but also to
maintain the morale of those who support the allies in the long term. Tactical or combat propaganda was
conducted against enemy forces at the front and pursued strategic short-term goals. Consolidation propagan-
da was directed at the civilian population on the home front, in areas recently occupied by the Allied forces,
in order to ensure their further cooperation.

Kazakhstan in the Great Patriotic War: economy and losses

Kazakhstan entered the Great Patriotic War as a constituent part of the USSR, having a significant
number of the population, rather developed production capacities and enormous natural resources.
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By the middle of 1942, the restructuring of the national economy on a war footing was basically com-
pleted. During the war years, the direction of capital investments changed abruptly: 6174.5 million rubles
were invested in the national economy of Kazakhstan (in prices as of July 1, 1955), including 4035.6 million
rubles in industry, mainly for the development of the main branches of heavy industry: fuel, metallurgical,
machine-building, energy, etc. work of power plants, industrial enterprises and transport not only within the
republic, but also in the South Urals, in a number of western regions and in the Volga region [10: 12].

The oil industry of Kazakhstan played a significant role in supplying the front and rear with oil prod-
ucts, especially in 1942, when the front line approached the Volga and the Caucasus and the direct outlet of
Baku oil in the central part of the country was temporarily cut off. In the summer of 1942, the railway con-
nection between Baku and Grozny with the active army was paralyzed. The lower reaches of the Volga were
also under threat.

In these difficult conditions, the Caucasian oil products had to be delivered to the front by a long round-
about route: Baku—Krasnovodsk—Ashgabat (by sea)-Tashkent—Uralsk—Stalingrad (by rail). The situation was
aggravated by the fact that the Ashgabat railway line had a low capacity of the mass transportation of oil
products. The stock of oil products in the army in the south was extremely insignificant. The State Defense
Committee demanded to organize the fastest delivery of oil products across the Caspian Sea. A more optimal
decision was made to deliver fuel to the front-line bases from Baku to Guryev by sea, and then by rail and
the Guryev-Orsk oil pipeline [11: 17].

Enterprises of the light, food, local and cooperative industries of the republic played a significant role in
supplying the soldiers of the Red (Soviet) Army with uniforms and food. The total number of light industry
enterprises has tripled to 65, of which 29 were evacuated from the western regions of the country. The work-
ers and engineering and technical workers of these enterprises, having mastered the production of new types
of products, produced a large number of uniforms, clothing, equipment, army shoes, transport harnesses,
carts for army carts, cavalry saddles, etc. during the war years [12: 21].

More than one sixth of the population was drafted from Kazakhstan in the war, up to 1 million 366
thousand. Of these, Kazakhstan lost 410 thousand people. The heroic efforts of women and children, who
was involved in the logistical support of the troops, as well as food, were a significant contribution to the
Victory.

It is also necessary to consider how the image of death influenced the inhabitants of Kazakhstan during
the Great Patriotic War. The emergence of the image of violent death marks the heightened taboo on the top-
ic of death, which is characterized by the massive spread of the fear of death. It becomes «unconditional
evily, accompanied by senseless violence, ceases to carry any ethical message and meaning. A person com-
pletely belongs to a totalitarian system that suppresses their freedom, any of their social and existential pos-
sibilities [13: 73].

In everyday life, not burdened with the hardships and violence of war, people tend to forget about their
mortality. Death appears as a distant and almost unreal perspective, an abstract consequence of life. The fi-
niteness of life is an unavoidable fact that is in the shadow of consciousness. Every time a person finds an
explanation that allows them to reduce the consciousness of the inevitability of death to an accident. And the
type of this accident does not matter, it could be illness, accident, injury. But there is also something that rad-
ically changes the attitude of people towards death. When the death of the otherworldly, abstract and not
having a direct relation to the life of a product of fantasy becomes this-sided, that is, it begins to be present in
the world, then it is no longer accidental. In this situation, a person constantly comes into contact with it, sees
its traces in the world.

Existential Reflection in Kazakhstani Society during the Great Patriotic War

What opinions did the residents of Kazakhstan held when they learned about the beginning of the Great
Patriotic War? This is definitely a feeling of «horror». Despite significant cultural variability, an important
feature of «horrory is that it is invariant in nature, accompanying all known human history. «Horror and fate
have walked around the world at all times.» A tragic human situation can be described from different angles,
including a terrible one. And there is no demonization and angle of horror here; indeed, in any epoch, human
existence is exposed to the action of irrational and inherently infernal forces that violate human plans and
interrupt positive life-building [14: 221].

Horror is inherently ambivalent. Quite an everyday idea of the «horrors of war» is widespread, but the
mystical aspect of horror is also important, demonizing the evil fate and misfortunes of human life. The mys-
tical aspect of horror, multiplied by the relentlessness of fate, leads to an ethical understanding of the misery
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of human life. The fusion of horror and fate is equal to the tragedy in its classical sense. This is somewhat
schematic, but the destructive effect of fate is terrible in its essence, and it constitutes the main collision of
the tragedy of the population of Kazakhstan, which finds the strength and courage to resist the inevitable
fate. Here, the horror is not an absolutely self-contained entity, but rather acts as a «side effect», as a conse-
quence, caused by the action of fate.

The terrible is a category close to the tragic, but deeply opposite to it. If the tragic always has its resolu-
tion in the future, then the terrible is hopeless. This is death, which does not carry anything enlightening in
itself, does not promise people the coming liberation from misfortunes, disasters, not controlled by people,
not subject to them, dominating over them. In tragic misfortune is majestic, it nevertheless elevates a person,
since the latter remains the master of circumstances and, even dying, asserts his power over the world. In the
terrible, on the contrary, man is a slave to circumstances, he does not own the world [15: 187].

Thus, tragedy as an aesthetic category carries a deep ethical meaning: the ability to enlighten and trans-
form existing reality, while horror is evidence of a spiritual and semantic dead end. The tragic appeals to a
moral action that depends entirely on a person, while horror manifests the helplessness and paralysis of a
person’s moral will, since its nature is beyond the limits of human power. Already in its original form, horror
contains those properties that later become defining and autonomous from the tragic beginning.

In the classical version, horror is a kind of intensifier of evil doom, in order to emphasize the tragedy of
the human situation, in which the hero’s actions acquire a uniquely morally encouraged character, worthy of
imitation and perpetuation. In this sense, the terrible is immanently tragic as its ethical component. The hor-
rible is not a self-contained aesthetic essence, but is the necessary context for ethically justified actions. Alt-
hough, it is obvious that the terrible in itself initially has no ethical content.

Life's tragedy supplanted aesthetic tragedy, which was replaced by horror in all forms and forms. A
fundamental ethical-aesthetic inversion has taken place, which determines the essence of the spiritual situa-
tion.

In a situation of war, great problems awaited people. These problems suddenly burst into life, disrupting
its normal order and rhythm. In them, the insecurity of a person becomes convex, the fragility of their being,
which he must overcome by making great moral efforts. Therefore, they are great; the greatness of man is
manifested in them.

Tragedy arises and is formed as a special aesthetic practice, most suitable for raising questions that will
later be called «damned». In this regard, the aesthetic aspect, for all its significance, did not have an absolute
self-sufficient meaning, since the «great problems of human life» were brought to their philosophical resolu-
tion, in which there was a minimum of aesthetics, but a maximum of ethics. The initial mystification and
aestheticization inherent in tragedy gives way to a philosophical clarification of the fundamental issues of
human existence. Much of this is accomplished through the idea of «catharsis» [16: 17].

The tragic death of the hero acts as an ethical standard of life in general for all people who, in the inevi-
table confrontation with death, must maintain their human dignity in order to remain human.

This is the amazing ability to live, not adapting to the imperfection of the world, but proceeding from
the idea of life as it should be. Such a disagreement with the environment is fraught with disastrous conse-
quences for the individual: «thunderclouds hang over it, from which the lightning of death eventually
strikes.» But this is the path leading to a more perfect (above all ethically) state of being, which is achieved
by the fact that the hero, at the cost of his suffering and death, helps to improve the world.

It is important to note the complex structure of tragic feelings as a combination of compassion and fear,
which ultimately leads to a cathartic effect. Note that fear is present as a basic element in the tragedy of war,
which is its essence [17: 223].

In the tragic cleansing, the enlightenment of consciousness is given not only about the semantic rela-
tionships of things, but also about the things themselves. After all, tragedy just begins when the given sub-
stance of the mind rushes into the material infinity of otherness and comes to self-splitting and self-
fragmentation. And here it is no longer just aesthetics, but also life’s peace, when we feel that here, in the
tragedy, the very foundations of our existence were seriously affected, and now they are unharmed.

The hero, therefore, is a «hostage» of the highest decrees of fate, as if «guilty without guilty. But it is
precisely this in many respects terrible and unfair situation that requires overcoming, that is, cleansing, and
there is an opportunity to show moral strength, that is, to show a way out of life tragedy worthy of a person.

A new sensation of life comes, in which tragedy is not the result of some special «tragic» events, but
life itself. There is something in life itself that makes it essentially tragic without regard to tragic events.
From a philosophical point of view, tragedy is an empirical hopeless. Tragedy shows that life as an empirical
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cohesion of phenomena is meaningless, but it is a tragedy that forces us to raise the question of the meaning
and purpose of life with particular force [18: 121].

«Empirical hopelessness» as the basis of tragedy suggests that the tragic is becoming a category of eve-
ryday existence. There is an everyday tragedy that is much more real, and deeper, and more suited to exist-
ence in a period of war than the tragedy of great adventures. «Is it frivolous to assert that the real tragedy of
life, an ordinary deep and universal tragedy, begins only when what is called adventures, sorrows and dan-
gers has passed?» [19: 67].

The life of every person, if we consider it as a whole and in general terms, emphasizing only significant
moments, in essence is always a tragedy... unfulfilled desires, the vain striving, hopes mercilessly trampled
by fate, fatal mistakes of all life with its increasing suffering and death at the end — always a tragedy.

So the historical becomes tragic; this is the most significant axiological cultural shift that occurred as a
result of the discovery of existence. The paradox of this situation is that a deeper penetration through exist-
ence into the personal plane of being, into the tragedy of personal existence reveals the universal laws of this
being, enshrined in historical experience, which by definition is impersonal. This allows you to understand
the philosophical approach to the human situation, in contrast to the scientific and religious, which can make
tragedy a special case of life. For science in general, the ethical dimension does not have a special meaning,
and for religion, life is primarily sinful, and not tragic.

Tragedy, thus, can be defined as the discrepancy between the individual will of the subject and the ob-
jective dictates of fate, which is in the position of aloofness and indifference to an individual representative
of the human race. If the individual will of the subject coincides with the objective course of things, then
they speak of luck, luck, or even happiness. But most of the time they don't match. Therefore, the tragedy is
to some extent inherent in all people, and it characterizes the general human situation, and not a special
extraordinary situation of unhappiness [20: 65].

But at the same time, it is worth emphasizing, despite the indifference of fate to the life of an individual
person, that its «indifference» is incomparable with that icy emptiness of the absolutely inhuman, which
carries horror.

This is a kind of phenomenology of tragic experience that is revealed in everyday life, on the very basis
of life. There is a fundamental reassessment of values, as a result of which the focus of philosophical atten-
tion is a person in the face of inevitable fate. The tragedy is not individual «great» and great events of life,
but life itself, which has revealed its absolute defenselessness in the face of death.

The feeling of hopelessness appears in the apocalyptic times of the Second World War, when deadlock
and meaninglessness merge into one, giving rise to this hopelessness. This is no longer just a tragic feeling,
but a tragic one, drifting to the absurd, passing through a terrible one. In a sense, the apocalypse of culture
can be read as a fusion of the tragic, the terrible and the absurd.

The peculiarity of the war period is that horror penetrates into everyday life, practically merging and
dissolving in it. The horror of everyday life has been already a fundamental new turn; not only is there horror
in life, but existence itself is pure horror. At least it could be. The concept of «pure horror» can be considered
a certain metaphysical enzyme, with the help of which the philosophical situation of the moral and psycho-
logical state of the peoples of Kazakhstan during the Great Patriotic War is described most radically.

Now the human situation is described not in terms of «hero» and «tragedy», but in completely different
terms: «transformation», «processy, «sentence». In the diaries of the inhabitants of Kazakhstan, one can find
evidence of the phenomenology of the birth and existence of horror at the «cellular» level of his imagination
and consciousness. Here, for example, are the records of 1942: «My auricle is fresh to the touch, rough, cool,
juicy — like a leaf. I most definitely write this out of despair for my body, for the future of this body.» Des-
pair over the future of your body is some kind of previously unthinkable ethical and anthropological attitude,
which, obviously, is not a shocking statement, but a reflection of the author's real inner state [21: 120].

Here are some more examples of unusual states of consciousness, its visions of the world, which shed
light on this so unusual creativity: «My state is not a state of ‘unhappiness’, but it is not happiness, not indif-
ference, not weakness, not fatigue, not interest in anything — then — then what is it? ... All the things that
arise in my head do not grow from their roots, but from somewhere in the middle. Try to hold them, try to
hold the grass and hold on to it yourself, if it begins to grow only from the middle of the stem»; «I’m like a
stone, I’'m like a tombstone to myself.»

These descriptions represent some kind of manifestation of horror that has become living flesh, entered
into the mind, soul and body. No doubt, no faith, that is, no philosophy, no religion, nothing at all for the
advanced Nothing that is associated with horror. These are very remarkable surreal states of consciousness,
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in which the extreme states of fear, absurdity, unreality, insecurity, guilt and despair are mixed, which
together seem to be possible to diagnose in terms of horror [22: 113].

Indeed, there is much in common in describing such states with what they write in the next note: «I
don't want anything. I do not want to go: the movement is too fast; I don't want to go: it's too tiring; and you
don't want to go to bed, because then you either need to lie down, but you don’t want to, or get up again, but
you don’t want to either. I don't want anything at all... This is how I live now, as in a besieged fortress, but in
order not to suffer damage from excessive inaction, I usually cry until I get tired... My life is like an eternal
night... My life is completely meaningless... How, however, a terrible boredom — terribly boring!.. That's
how I lie, but the only thing that opens to my gaze is emptiness; the only thing I live in is emptiness; the only
thing I move in is emptiness. I don't even feel pain.»

Reason is no longer a salvation from the horrors of life, it no longer acts as a guarantor of meaning and
being, as it was at the time preceding the war. These words contain the ideological principles of the new pic-
ture of the world. The ugly, the creepy, the low, the terrible are increasingly entering the fabric of life as full
subjects. The difference between the era of war and previous eras is that the previously ugly and terrible
were localized, they burst into life, of course, were present in it, but never occupied a defining place in it.
The horror of war for the peoples of Kazakhstan has become ubiquitous.

Conclusion

War exposes being, removes a layer of idealism from it. Therefore the 20th century was, in a sense, a
flourishing in philosophy. A wide variety of schools and trends emerged, and their source was the world
wars, which showed the poverty of those values that were previously chosen as leaders. One of the main
values is the mind, which has been radically revised. The bearers of elite views on death are scientists who
view death as a natural phenomenon of life, seemingly unnatural in its manifestations, but only because of
unnatural political goals. Here we mean the growth of totalitarianism with the absolutization of power, which
has a violent nature; the spread of the cult of strength and submission. Even modern «developed
democracies» use forceful methods of imposing liberal democratic values with sufficient ease, without
patience for dissent.

We must not forget history, we must talk about it with an open mind, see the emerging centers of vio-
lence in the present, and prevent terror in the future.

No matter how difficult a person’s situation is, their hope for survival should not fade away, and their
desire to «live» should not stop!

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Theories of information societies in the context of network identity

In the modern social philosophy the problem of determining the ontology of the social reality that followed
the industrial society is topical as never before. Topicality and variability of the problem resulted in creating
an abundance of theoretical concept of society, which often oppose. The article uses the notions of «infor-
mationy», «moderny, «network» societies as equal, since having different methodological and research base,
these categories come from the analysis of one and the same social phenomenon: formation and development
of the new type society that is different from the industrial and post-industrial societies. Such a society fea-
tures the increasing role of information, knowledge and information technologies, increase in the number of
people engaged in information technologies, communications and manufacture of information products and
services, creation of global information space ensuring the effective informational interaction between indi-
viduals via the access to global information resources, informational products and services, which in its turn
brings up the problem of personality adaptation to the altered social and cultural environments. The article
discusses the theories of M. McLuhan, A. Toffler and M. Castells as theorists of post-industrial society, who
consider the communication technology as a decisive factor of the process of forming this or that social eco-
nomic system. The authors analyze problems of network communities existence, their influence on a human
and his identity in the context of these theories.

Keywords: post-industrial society, information society, communication, Internet, network societies, computer
technologies, identity, civilization development.

Introduction

As electronic mass media and information technologies develop and computer technology improve, in
communication and social studies discussion grows about the functions of communication media, role of
information in life of the society and tendencies in building the information society.

Thus, for example, new communication forms that are called intertextual emerge on the Internet. This,
what goes on between symbols and texts in the network generates further symbolic sequence and symbolism
development on the Internet.

Methods and Materials

Research of the information society is a multi-discipline research sphere, and social and cultural analy-
sis allows solving the principal problems: in which direction and what for current social situation is develop-
ing and what axiological component of this process is. Synthesizing character of the social and cultural anal-
ysis of the information society sets out the direction of forecasting its further development, search for new
reference concepts. Potential of the social and cultural methodology allows for accumulating information
about the social and cultural reality, studying the personality social adaptation process. The phenomenon of
information society can be considered as a specific modification of social and cultural paradigm requiring
adequate analysis in terms of determining the importance of the information and communication factor as a
dominant one in the coordinates of the modern social processes.

Results and Discussion

In this regard interest is drawn to three names: M. McLuhan, A. Toffler and M. Castells as theorists of
post-industrial society, who consider the communication technology as a decisive factor of the process of
forming this or that social economic system.

McLuhan shows that development of both economic and social political infrastructure of the industrial
society would have been impossible without cardinal change in communicative strategies that caused inven-
tion of the lithographic press. Concept of «electronic society» can be identified as a leading concept of his
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theory. Attention of McLuhan in general is focused on television and other media, and on information tech-
nology development. Important aspects of the information technology, in his opinion, are:

— mosaic of television image structure representing the whole world as a set of messages that are not
joint by unambiguous logical relation (when, for example, in a short period of time a news program shows
various-scale information at various shooting angle from all sorts of regions and epochs);

— resonance (mutual effect) of these messages in the consciousness perceiving them, which overcomes
the mosaic fragmentation and combines them into a holistic semantic unity established by perception.

At the same time, the most appropriate means for the retention of the integrity of perceiving a rapidly
updating mosaic and resonant reality appears to be the myth. «We actually live according to the myth laws
and integrally, as once before, but we continue to think with the formulas of the former discrete space and
time of the pre-electricity century» [1].

Continuing his research, McLuhan detects that in the modern age not only television perception, but all
the vital activity of the modern society have become to be performed more and more in accordance with the
principle of mosaic resonance: via telecommunications, mass media and computers electricity in some sort
extends the central nervous system to the form of «global hugy, where everything turns out to be interrelated,
and as a result, the so-called «global village» is formed. «The globe associated with electricity is no larger
than a village», writes McLuhan [2].

Today all social networks from Odnoklassniki to Twitter can be called «global village». In many chats,
there is a tendency to build virtual extended families, where chat participants «play» in a family accepting
«virtual roles» of father, mother, children, aunts and uncles of various kinship degrees, brothers and sisters,
therefore on a gaming basis creating a certain prototype of the extended family lost during the urbanization.
Such virtual families are quite stable in time, and such a «game» can last throughout the entire time of the
chat's existence as a virtual community, and new chat visitors can eagerly accept the rules of this «game»
entering this virtual family as its members.

Talking about the mass media influence on the society, McLuhan noted entering the adulthood by
«generations, who with a TV of their mother have imbibed all the global times and spaces via advertise-
ment», according to which «Democratic freedoms are largely expressed in the fact that people are not con-
cerned with politics, but with dandruff in their heads, hair on their legs, the sluggish work of their intestine,
poorly attractive breast form, unhealthy gums, excess weight and blood circulation congestive phenomenay
[3]. In his last works, McLuhan showed that under the conditions of new information environment and im-
pact of electronic networks, business and culture appear to be equal and interchangeable concepts [4]. At the
same time, anticipating the situation of the 1990s, he noted that «if there are telecommunications with their
global coverage, the relevant groups and organizations should use them» [5].

So in accordance with his theory, the modern stage of the society development is some «global village»
reviving natural aural and visual multidimensional perception of the world and collectivity, but on the new
electronic basis via the replacement of written and printed languages of communication by radio and televi-
sion and network media communications.

Equally significant contribution to the post-industrialism ideas development was made by the concept
of Alvin Toffler, which was set forth in his book «The Third Wave» [6]. In the introduction, the author em-
phasizes that his book is «not an objective forecast, and it does not pretend to be scientifically grounded» [7],
and then he determines the basis for his work as a semi-system model of civilization and our relationship
with it. Toffler describes the process of disappearance of the industrial civilization in terms of
«technosphere», «sociospheres», «information» and «power sphere», shows which revolutionary changes
each of these areas undergoes in today's world. Special attention is paid to showing the relationship between
these spheres, and between the «biosphere» and «psychosphere». The «psychosphere» for Toffler is the
structure of psychological and personal relationships, due to which the changes occurring in the outer world
effect our private life. Changes influence both adaptive and identification mechanisms of an individual.

The main metaphor used by Toffler is a collision of waves leading to change. According to the author,
the idea of waves is not only a way to arrange huge amounts of very controversial information, but it helps to
see what is under its «raging surface of changes» [8].

Applying the new approach, Toffler analyzes the technical and economic, and information and commu-
nicative factors of the social development [9]. At the same time he notes that the offered by him approach to
analyzing the social processes «focuses our attention not so much on historical continuity, however im-
portant it is, but on the discreteness in history, moments of continuity interruption, innovations and interrup-
tion points. He detects basic changes at the time of their occurrence and allows to influence on them» [10].
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Surviving a deep crisis, the Second Wave is replaced by the Third Wave bringing new world views and
new scientific and technological advances in computer science, electronics, molecular biology, which allow
going beyond the limited life and philosophical concepts of the industrial period and creating conditions for
eliminating its main contradiction between production and consumption. The civilization of the Third Wave
contradicts the old traditional industrial civilization, since it is both high-tech, and anti-industrial. It brings a
new way of life based on renewable energy sources, on production methods that exclude factory assembly
lines, on new non-nuclear family, on new structure that Toffler calls the «electronic cottage», on radically
changed schools and associations of the future. The emerging civilization leads us beyond the limits of
standardization, synchronization and centralization.

The development of computer equipment and communications will lead, according to Toffler, to the
change in the employment structure, and in combination with increasing labor intellectualization to the
emergence of so-called «electronic cottages» that will allow moving of work from the office to employee's
home. In addition to saving time and reducing transportation costs, expenses for providing centralized jobs,
introduction of «electronic cottages» will lead, according to Torch, to strengthening of family and the ten-
dency to revive the attractiveness of small towns and rural life style [11]. Toffler predicts that «struggle for
«electronic cottage» will obviously unite not only technologists and corporations seeking to use new tech-
nical capabilities, but also a wide range of other forces: environmentalists, labor reformers in a new style, a
wide coalition of organizations, from conservative churches to radical feminists, and major political groups
to support that what can be considered as a new, more satisfactory future of the family» [12].

Toffler, in addition to purely technological aspects, notes trends in creating new intellectual medium
based on computer networks.

Today, a lot of publications have emerged, which analyze the features of modern society addiction to
global computer networks and emerging hazardous trends [13] of the prospects for democracy under the
condition of cyberspace [14], and they also predict the processes of Internet self-organization as a system
independent of humans. In particular, V.V. Vitkovskiy in his report at the Second All-Russian Conference
«Internet and Modern Society» argued that the Internet as a self-organizing system actively counteracts the
attempts of individual persons and organizations to take themselves under the administrative control and puts
forward the thesis about the Internet having its own goal of ensuring its own viability regardless of global,
regional economic, political and other conditions. Ultimately, according to V.V. Vitkovskiy, it can be stated
that now existence and development of the Internet does not depend on the will of the humans, its creators.

Toffler shows the tendencies of the introduction of computer technologies into everyday administrative
work giving examples of implementing the first demonstration electronic offices and computer data trans-
mission systems. At the same time, he draws our attention to social, psychological and economic conse-
quences of this process, which, in his opinion, will lead to restructuring social roles and changing the em-
ployment structure.

In his work «The Rise of the Network Society» Castells carries out a detailed analysis of modern trends
leading to formation of the base for the society, which he calls «<network society». Reasoning from the postu-
late that in its nature information is such a resource that can easier than others penetrate all sorts of barriers
and borders he considers the information era as the era of globalization. At the same time, network structures
are both the means and the result of the society’s globalization. Castells writes that «it is the network that
make up a new social morphology of our societies, and the spread of ‘network’ logic largely effects the
course and result of processes related to production, everyday life, culture and power» [15]. Thus, the power
of the structure turns out to be stronger than the power structure, and belonging to this or that network, along
with the dynamics of some networks development in relation to others acts, according to Castells, as the es-
sential source of power.

Castells does not talk about the decline of capitalism, and even on the contrary, argues that the network
society is a bourgeois society. However, this kind of capitalism significantly differs from its predecessors by
two main features: its global character (which comes after the collapse of the Soviet block) and its basis on
the financial flows network. Modern financial flows do not know borders and nationalities, financial opera-
tions occur within a fraction of a second and in this «Universal Casino», which is managed by computers,
capital circulation determines the fate of corporations, family savings, national currencies and even regional
economies [16].

Castells emphasizes the decisive meaning of knowledge for the new economy that relies on the «capi-
talist form of production» and has «information development form». Transformation processes in the econ-
omy cause major changes in the labor market. Individualization of the employment conditions actually di-
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vides labor force into two categories: those who are highly qualified specialists and/or have learning abilities,
and those who can perform only certain operations. Thus, labor is broken down on a global scale: capital and
labor turn out to be placed into different space and time. «They live apart from each other, but they are not
related to each other, because the life of the global capital is less and less dependent on a specific labor, but
more and more on the accumulated volume of labor as such, which is managed by a small brain center resid-
ing in virtual palaces of global networks,» notes Castells.

Transformation processes significantly change political processes. Leadership is becoming increasingly
personified, and the path to power lies through creating an image; political figures appear to be involved in
the game that is performed via mass media and by mass media themselves. Castells emphasizes that «the
dependence on the language of mass media, which has an electronic basis, leads to far-reaching consequenc-
es for the characteristics, organization and goals of political processes, political figures and political institu-
tions. Ultimately, the power belonging to the mass media networks ranks second after the power of streams
embodied in the structure and language of these networksy.

The sign of these communities’ compliance to the new architecture of the network society is their net-
work, decentralized form of organization and self-organizing information circulation systems within the
community. Castells make a conclusion that it is this decentralized, elusive nature of the network structures
of social change complicates the perception and identification of new identity, as the one directed into the
future, which is being developed today» [17].

Analyzing works of Castells and others, K. Young defines virtual communities as «social aggregations
emerging in the Network, when a sufficient number of people within a long period take part in public discus-
sions, experience the necessary human emotions to form a web of personal relationship in the cyberspace»
[18]. And these social aggregations provide possibilities for social design of an individual in the virtual
space, formation of network identity.

Conclusions

Thus, A. Toffler along with M. McLuhan and M. Castells can be credited to be the first theorists who
have formed a general premonition of the Internet technologies dominance, both in the field of production
and in the cultural and social sphere; who was first to denote the problems of the network communities exist-
ence, their influence on humans and their identity.

Emergence of a new society organization form — information stage of development — casts doubts
over the possibility of univocal interpretation of the human problem. Thus, it can be noted that personality
transformation at the information stage of society development is indissolubly related to space virtualisation
and broad-scale influence of the Internet. This leads to the interactive character of individual changes, insta-
bility of the content-related component of the individuality and impossibility to explicit constants of individ-
ual being.

Research of the information society is a multi-discipline research sphere, and social and cultural analy-
sis is meant to solve the principal problems: in which direction and what for current social situation is devel-
oping and what axiological component of this process is. Synthesizing character of the social and cultural
analysis of the information society sets out the direction of forecasting its further development, search for
new reference concepts that suppose for possibility of localizing this process within the socially desired di-
rection, at the same time avoiding both excessive optimism and extreme pessimism.
