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Historical Memory of the Kazakhs in the “Materials on Kyrgyz Land Use”

The statistical survey of the territories of Kazakhstan in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, the results of
which were reflected in the “Materials on Kyrgyz (Kazakh) Land Use”, reflected not only the economic con-
dition of Kazakh society but also the traditional historical memory. Historical legends reflect the time of their
settlement in certain territories. These legends record the earlier settlements of the Kazakhs in the territories
of Northern Kazakhstan — in the 14th—16th centuries. However, a number of written sources contradict the
historical memory of the Kazakhs and point out the appearance of the Kazakhs in this territory only in the
17th-18th centuries. The reason for this is that Kazakh communities which declared their autochthonous
origin were not part of the political system of the Kazakh Khanate until the 17th century and were known un-
der the collective names “Nogai” and “Siberian Tatars”. “Materials” are an important source on the ethnic
and political history of the Kazakh steppes in the 14th—18th centuries.

Introduction

The traditional historical memory of the Kazakhs, reflected in historical legends, is of particular interest
to researchers of Central Asian history. In the conditions of the shortage of written sources, the role of oral
narratives has increased. This has even led to an attempt to introduce the concept of “oral historiology” in
relation to Central Asian realities [1; 176-177]. As one of the important types of sources on the history of the
Kazakhs, the oral legends are considered by the Kazakh researchers [2]. At the same time, oral narratives,
while certainly possessing a certain specificity, are not an independent type of sources, as they acquire the
properties of a historical source only in the process of their written or any other (video, audio) fixation.

Nevertheless, the historical legends of the Kazakhs is virtually the only source by which we can
reconstruct the traditional historical memory, traditional representations of their own history, its key
moments, reflected in the mass consciousness. The specificity of the Kazakh historical memory is the
domination of two types of historical legends — genealogical and toponymic, and often they are closely
intertwined. This is caused by the peculiarities of the social structure of Kazakh society, in which the
hierarchy of economic communities and post-state groups is aligned with genealogical kinship, real or
fictitious. Accordingly, the place of each individual and group in this hierarchy depended on the place in the
system of genealogical kinship, which was legitimized through genealogical traditions. An increase or
decrease of the real status of a group in the hierarchy led to a revision of the genealogies and the emergence
of a new legend. Thus, the legends recorded at different times and in different geographical points of the
Kazakh steppes may differ from each other.

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Most of the historical legends of the Kazakhs were recorded by historians and orientalists in the second
half of the 19th—early 20th centuries, but there is a whole layer of documents, in which the special purpose of
written fixation of the oral heritage of the Kazakhs was not set, so they have been outside the attention of
scientists studying the traditional historical consciousness of the Kazakhs. They include “Materials on the
Kyrgyz Land Use” (hereinafter in the text — “Materials”) — the results of statistical and economic expedi-
tions to survey the Kazakh farms of the Steppe Region and Turkestan in the late 19th—early 20th century.

The fact that during the survey the expedition participants studied the history of settlement of the sur-
veyed area from the words of the Kazakhs themselves, “according to the oral traditions of the inhabitants of
the region” adds special value to this information [3; 87]. In this way, this statistical work contains reminis-
cences of the historical memory of the Kazakhs, a reflection of their ideas about their past, which allows us
to use “Materials” as a source for the reconstruction of historical memory.

Experimental

The empirical basis for this study was the information contained in the “Materials on Kyrgyz Land
Use” published in 1898-1915. This multi-volume publication was the result of a systematic statistical survey
of the territory of Kazakhstan conducted by several specialized expeditions on behalf of the government of
the Russian Empire.

The systematic study of Kazakh land use is associated with the activities of the expedition for the statis-
tical survey of the counties of the Steppe Governorate General under the leadership of F. Scherbina. The
main purpose of this expedition, organized by the Ministry of Agriculture and State Property, was to estab-
lish norms of the Kazakh land use, regulate the flow of settlers, and create a land fund for their accommoda-
tion [4; 48]. The expedition surveyed five counties (Akmola, Petropavlovsk, Atbasar, Kokchetav, Omsk) of
Akmola region, five counties (Semipalatinsk, Pavlodar, Zaisan, Ayaguz, Ust-Kamenogorsk) of Semipala-
tinsk region, and two (Kustanai and Aktyubinsk) of Turgai region [5; 235]. The first solid statistical survey
of a large part of modern Kazakhstan, territorially covering in the five-year period of 1896-1903, was carried
out [5; 235].

These studies were continued in 1903-1912 by the statistical expedition of P.A. Khvorostansky on the
study of the Urals and Turgai regions. In 1906-1913, an expedition led by P.A. Skryplev studied the Syr-
Darya region and P.P. Rumyantsev — the Semirechensk region.

“Materials” were repeatedly attracted as a source, but mainly when analyzing the socio-economic pro-
cesses taking place in the territory of Kazakhstan and in connection with the study of the history of coloniza-
tion of the Steppe Krai. However, the specificity of this source is that when compiling a survey question-
naire, special attention was paid to the history of formation of each economic aul or seniority [6]. In charac-
terizing the economic auls, the authors note the natural process of their emergence due to the disintegration
of clan groups under the influence of demographic factors [7; 4-5].

The “Program for the Description of the General Conditions of the Kyrgyz Economy”, a questionnaire
for the study, included questions designed to “find out what significance clan origin had on the formation
and distribution of winterings (kistau), whether there are any legends about it”, owing to which the final pub-
lications included a large amount of information from oral historical memory, historical legends of Kazakhs
[3; 18].

In this study, we analyzed the published “Materials” on Kokchetav, Petropavlovsk, Akmola, Atbasar,
and Omsk districts of Akmola region and Kustanai district of Turgai region, whose territories belong to the
historical and cultural area of Northern Kazakhstan.

“Materials” as a historical source are considered, first of all, as a carrier of social information. This
means that their creators set for themselves certain pragmatic goals — fixation of collective perceptions of
the Kazakhs about the time of their settlement in certain territories, having a more general goal — to identify
“surplus” lands in the use of the Kazakh communities. The very methodology of compiling the “Materials”,
when the primary data collected by researchers during the population survey were significantly revised and
edited for publication, allows us to acknowledge the repeated subjectivity of the information contained in
them. Historical events were subjectively reflected in the narratives of informants. This information was in-
evitably distorted during translation/recording, and the records were subjectively selected and edited in prep-
aration for publication. We see not two links in the transmission of information — informer/fixer, but at least
three — informer/fixer/interpreter, and often four — informer/translator/fixer/interpreter.

Nevertheless, this information reflected an objective reality — the historical memory of the people, which
we can reconstruct by means of a structural analysis of the text. First, we must separate the text of the actual
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historical legends from the interpretations of the authors of the “Materials”. Second, we separate the legendary
historical legends from memorats — legends based on the personal memories of informants. Each element of
the structure of the text reflects the information corresponding to a particular historical period and features
characteristic of the perception of reality by the informant, fixer and interpreter of the texts of legends.

Reconstruction of the historical memory of the Kazakhs dictates the use of historical-comparative
method when comparing the legends recorded in the “Materials” with the legends recorded in other sources:
In the works of A. Levshin, G. Spasskii, A. Krasovsky, G. Potanin, Ch. Valikhanov, Sh. Kudaiberdyuly,
K. Halid.

Results and Discussion

“Materials were repeatedly attracted as a historical source, but they were mainly used in the study of
social and economic development of Kazakhstan in the late 19th—early 20th century [8-10]. Virtually, all
authors of this period spoke of the poor reliability of these materials, especially in terms of statistical descrip-
tions of Kazakh farms.

“Materials” became the object of study in T. Volkova’s dissertation research in 1982 [5]. She obtained a
number of interesting results. Conducting a source analysis of “Materials” for the first time including the use
of quantitative methods, she concludes about the high degree of reliability of “Materials” as a source.
T. Volkova notes that “in quantitative terms, reliable indicators noticeably prevail over unreliable ones. This
allows us to conclude that the majority of the data in the Materials is reliable” [5; 236].

At present, the same problem has been raised by the Kazakh researcher N. Tasilova, who undertook a
comprehensive study of the “Materials™ as a historical source. She analyzed the general problems of source
study, including the important problem of the reliability of the “Materials” in terms of the reflection of the
tribal structure of the Kazakhs [6; 12]. The main goal of this source was to provide Kazakhs with the infor-
mation about the tribal structure of the Kazakhs and their tribes [6; 12].

The historical legends and reminiscences of the historical memory of the Kazakhs, recorded by the com-
pilers of “Materials” as an independent object of study have not yet been considered in historical science.

All information, given by Kazakhs about their historical past to the authors of the “Materials” can be
divided into the following groups: 1. Information about the time of settlement of the territory, in years or
generations; 2. Information about eponymic ancestors of individual groups of Kazakhs; 3. Information about
historical events associated with the process of development by individual groups of Kazakhs of certain terri-
tories. Third group is included in the “Materials” as an illustration of the overall historical process in the ter-
ritory under study, an explanation of the ethno-confessional situation established by the time of the study.

According to the genre, the historical legends recorded in the “Materials” can be classified as prose epic
works. It should be noted that the historical legends are recorded in a concise form. This is explained by the
fact that the interest was not the legends as such, but only the information contained in them. From all leg-
ends and stories of Kazakhs only information about when this or that territory was occupied was allocated
and recorded. The fact of occupation of the territory the compilers of the “Materials” considered the fact of
the establishment of a permanent winter residence. Thus, describing the process of settlement in the Atbasar
Uyezd based on the oral traditions of the Kazakhs, the authors of the “Materials” point out that “according to
the Kyrgyz legends, settlement of the county occurred relatively recently, not earlier than the early 19th cen-
tury or the last years of the 18th century”, noting further that previously these lands served as “summer pas-
ture for Kyrgyz coming from the south from across the Chu River and for Kyrgyz from the more northern
areas, mainly from the southern part of the current Kokchetav uyezd” [11; 2].

However, when compiling the aul (communal) tables for which the informants reported to the expedi-
tion members the time of existence of winterings, different information were revealed. So, the Kazakhs of
three auls of the 5th administrative aul of the Atbasar volost of the Atbasar uyezd (Khaksal clan) considered
that their ancestors occupied the winterings where they are located 300 years ago, i.e. at the end of the 16th
century [11; 21].

A significant place in the “Materials” takes the retelling of the legends, which recorded the popular per-
ception of the time of settlement of certain territories. Here is a legend recorded by F.Scherbina with the Ka-
zakhs of the Kokchetavskaya volost on June 21-23, 1896 at the summer camps at Balga and Saumal-kum
fields [3; 3-4]:

“The name Kyrghyz is connected with the reference to a person who was captured or joined the Kyrgyz
— “Kazak”, as they call themselves, from a hostile ethnic group. A special clan, named after him, descended
from the Kyrgyz. <...> Sultan Ablai was allegedly a contemporary of Kyrgyz. According to legend, this sul-
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tan did not belong to the Kirghiz ethnicity (Kazakh), but to some other, then he became a Kirghiz sultan be-
cause of his personal valor, and when Kyrgyz learned about it, he came to Ablai and joined him, probably as
a subject. It is also probable that Kyrgyz was dissatisfied with the authorities under which he was ruled by
his tribesmen.

The Kyrgyz of Kokchetav volost say that they have a legend that their ancestors once roamed in Central
Asia, somewhere near Bukhara. The area they occupied was very crowded, there was little grazing land for
the existing population, and there were incessant strife and clashes over land between the fragmented parts
of the entire Kyrgyz nation, which did not have one strong ruler. The ancestors of the present-day Kirghiz at
this time heard that there was a very powerful Russian tsar and that there was much free land belonging to
him in Western Siberia. Dissatisfied with their situation, the Kirghiz decided, therefore, to go to the Russian
tsar to seek peace, land and tranquility. At that time the Kokchetav district was uninhabited and the
Kokchetav Kyrgyz proper were based here under the administration of Ablai, and the first place where the
Kyrgyz who had been displaced from Central Asia settled was the present Kokchetav stanitsa with the lands
belonging to it.

There is a legend about Ablai himself that he was the son of some king who lived in Central Asia and
who allegedly ruled over the Sarts. The king had two wives: the elder, who had two sons, and the younger,
who had only one son, Ablai. In spite of the seniority of the first two sons, the people wished to have Ablai as
king. The older brothers did not like it, and they decided to kill him. Ablai, however, fled to the Kirghiz and
became their khan. Ablai was a powerful ruler and all Kyrgyz, i.e., the Big, Small and Middle Horde, were
subordinate to him. The ancestors of the current Kirghiz population, located in the Kokchetavskaya Volost,
were the only ones who settled near the present Kokchetav volost™.

This legend combines two relatively independent stories — about the coming to power of Ablai Khan
and about the eponymic ancestor of the tribal groups Baikyrgyz and Zhanakyrgyz. The legend of Ablai, rec-
orded by the authors of the “Materials”, has little in common with real historical events known from a num-
ber of written sources and oral Kazakh folklore [12]. The legend of the Kazakhs’ ancestor Alasha Khan is
similar to the legend of a Central Asian (Sartian) ruler, incorporating persecution by his relatives, escape to
the steppe and subsequent rise to prominence. Different variants of this legend were written down by
A.Levshin [13], G.Spasskiy [14], A.Bronevskiy [15], G.Potanin [16], and C.Valikhanov [17]. The informant
of the authors of the “Materials” mixed up the plots of various legends about the rulers of the Kazakhs and
attributed the traditional plots attributed to the biography of Alasha Khan to the later Ablai Khan.

The legend of the Kyrgyz as a part of the Kokchetav Kazakhs indicates the voluntary resettlement of
their ancestor to the borders of Russia due to dissatisfaction with their rulers. However, historical facts
demonstrate the forced nature of these migrations. According to Ch. Valikhanov, Ablai at the next confronta-
tion with the Altai Kyrgyz “took out to his horde several hundred dzheyrs (prisoners); these buruts (Kyrgyz
— auth). These buruys (baikyz — auth.), coaching with the Atygaev clan of the Middle Horde of the Argyn
tribe, gradually merged and now form a division of this clan under the name Yan-Kirgizes and Bay-Kirgizes,
and, to obtain the genealogical rights of the clan brotherhood, derive themselves from one of the 12 sons of
Daut (ancestor of the Atygaevs) [17; 153-154]. The descendants of the Kazakhs of the Baikyrgyz family still
live in this area, in the territory of the modern Zerenda district of Akmola Oblast of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan and retain the memory of their Kyrgyz ancestry [18].

In addition, some details of the legend, particularly toponyms uncharacteristic of the traditional histori-
cal views of the Kazakhs (Western Siberia, Kokchetav stanitsa, Central Asia), suggests that the recorded leg-
end is not authentic, and largely recycled by the fixer or editor of the “Materials”.

It should be noted that these legends go beyond the traditional legends, known from the records of re-
searchers who studied the folklore and oral historical tradition of the Kazakhs. It remains an open question
whether this is a reflection of the fact of presence of some independent legendary tradition among the
Kokchetav Kazakhs or it is a flaw of the fixation procedure, noted by the researchers themselves. In particu-
lar, the authors noted that “... a serious inconvenience, which severely hindered the research, was the need to
interview the Kyrgyz population through interpreters. The lack of knowledge of the language and interview-
ing through a third intermediary required twice as much time as interviewing directly. The so-called Kyrgyz
«postmeny, i.e., messengers-policemen serving as interpreters when moving from place to place, are unrelia-
ble people who can give completely distorted information” [3; 4].

The researchers of the Kokchetav uyezd recorded an interesting legend reflecting not much genealogi-
cal as ethnogenetic and ethnocultural views of the Kazakhs. The Kazakhs of Mizgil volost reported the fol-
lowing: “In the 5th administrative aul, they told that the settlement of the steppes by Kyrgyz began soon after
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the death of Mohammed, i.e., the moment of settlement refers, therefore, to the 7th century. The most distant
ancestors are told that all Kyrgyz descended from Uzbek, who had four sons: Kozak, Kalmyk, Yestek and
Nogai. Nogai gave rise to the Tatars, Kozak gave rise to the Kirghiz” [3; 27].

The Kazakhs, according to this legend, are descendants of the Kazak, the Tatars are descendants of the
Nogai. The descendants of Kalmyk and Yestek are not mentioned in the study, but it is obvious from the
context that they are Kalmyks and Bashkirs. This legend, or rather a concise retelling of the historical legend,
has parallels in the written historiographical tradition of the Kazakhs. In the works published in the late 19th
and early 20th centuries, starting from K. Khalid and Sh. Kudaiberdiuly, the authors link the origin of Ka-
zakhs with the population of the Golden Horde. For example, the author of “Five Histories”, K. Khalid, con-
siders medieval Uzbeks of Ulug Ulus (Golden Horde) as Kazakhs, indicating that “we were made Muslims
by Uzbek khan, our ancestors are Ozbeks, we are from the descendants of Ozbek” [19; 223]. Shakarim also
notes in his “Genealogy” that “all who were in his (Uzbek-khan’s — auth.) ulus and our ancestors were
called Ozbeks” [20; 41].

Thus, we can assume that the Kazakhs had an idea of the unity of the steppe horse breeders of Eurasia,
their connection with the population of the Golden Horde (Uzbek), which is reflected in the legends about
the origin of the Kazakhs and other peoples of the steppe Eurasia from the mythical Uzbek, which existed in
the northern regions of Kazakhstan.

Information about the time of settlement of certain areas by the Kazakh communities in the “Materials”
is contained both in the text itself and in the so-called “aul tables”, which are an appendix to the “Materials”.
Along with the official number of aul, they contained information about the name of aksakal, i.e., the leader
of the community, the last recorded eponymic ancestor, time of foundation/settlement of wintering. The in-
formation about eponymic ancestors of each Kazakh aul was also recorded in the aul tables. For the conven-
ience of orientation in a rather complex clan hierarchy of the Kazakhs, each volume contains genealogical
schemes of Kazakh clans with the inclusion of the main informants.

According to these data, 9 auls of the 4th administrative aul of Kokchetav volost settled on their winter-
ing grounds 250 years ago, i.e., in the middle of the 17th century. They are descendants of Boranbay,
Mailybay, and Baydykol [3; 14—15]. The population of one aul of Koturkulsky volost (Yeltok’s descendants)
and one aul of Airtau volost informed the expedition members that their ancestors occupied their winterings
for 10 generations, i.e. over 250 years [3; 80-81, 159]. Four auls of the 5th administrative aul of Jilandi par-
ish (descendants of Musakul and Taragai) also believed that their ancestors occupied their present pastures
10 generations ago, i.e. approximately in the middle of the 17th century. The 29 auls (descendants of
Dzhanmyrza) of Mizgil volost counted the emergence of winterings, which they occupied approximately
from 1620 (280 years before the time of the informant’s life) [3; 237].

The compilers of the “Materials” paid close attention to drawing up genealogical schemes and fixing
various legends and historical legends telling the circumstances of the appearance of various groups of no-
mads in the places of their settlement at the time of the study. When compiling a volume devoted to the anal-
ysis of the households of Omsk uyezd, from the words of a resident of Omsk volost Bulhair Turlybek-abyz, a
legend about the origin of the Atygay family was recorded. The legend points out a complex composition of
the clan, as Atygay is called an orphan to whom Yesim Khan (late 16—early 17 centuries) gave control over
12 clans: Baba, Bagys, Maily, Balta, Babasan, Kudayberdi-Baimbet, Suyundik-Kara, Akyik, Koylyatygay,
Kulansu, Kadyr, and Atygay [21; 45].

The legend of the Kazakhs of the Kerey tribe that their ancestors went to Turkestan and asked Khan
Tauke for a ruler is also given there. The latter sent them a 10-year-old Zhanibek Sultan. Considering that
Tauke ruled in 1690-1715, this event could take place at the beginning of the 18th century [21; 26].

The informants cited legends about the origin of the Kereys of the Omsk district from the brothers
Esemberdy and Esembakty, grandsons of Aksara. The conflict between the brothers led to the fact that the
older brother migrated from his former places of residence to the Irtysh, to the tract Kentubek, and then to
the area of Lake Ulken Karoi. Having established winter camps here, the Kazakhs of this clan flew north, in
the territory of Tyukalinsky uyezd [21; 24].

According to the historical legends of the Kazakhs of Omsk uyezd, the ancestor of the Argyns —
Meiram lived in the middle of the 16th century, as about 350 years or 13-14 generations passed from the
time of the informants. His pastures occupied the steppes between Irtysh, Ishim, and Nura [21; 87]. The Ka-
zakhs of Cherlakovskaya Volost told the expedition members that their ancestors were brought to the Irtysh
by Koshkarbai Batyr, who served Ablai Khan, in the early 18th century. According to the legend,
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Koshkarbai occupied the southern regions of the Omsk district and expelled the Dzungars and Ostyaks living
there [21; 25].

The study of the “Materials” allows us to trace the ideas of the Kazakhs about the process of settling a
certain territory. For example, the Kazakhs of Akmola region believed that their winter camps were founded
during the 17th—18th centuries, and were founded by both local inhabitants and natives of the more southern
and more northern regions. The communities of the Karpyk and Karakyrgyz tribes reported to the statisti-
cians that their ancestors settled near the Nura River around the first third of the 17th century, 260 years be-
fore the time of the survey [22; 87]. At the end of the 17th century, the communities of the Kuandyk clans
were located along the upper and lower reaches of the Nura River, and in the Yerementau mountains — the
Kanzhygaly [22; 87-88]. In the 18th century, with the occupation of the Irtysh valley by Russia, the Kerey
communities living there partially moved to the southwest, to Akmola uyezd, occupying there “all forested
mountains and forests in general, and rocky banks of the Selety river” [22; 89]. The Kazaks of the
Kanzhigaly tribe migrated to the territory of Akmola uyezd from the territory of Omsk uyezd in the begin-
ning of the 18th century [22; 88].

The Kazakhs of Kustanai Uyezd also told informants about the early foundation of the winter camps
they occupied. 1 aul of Mendygarinskaya volost, 2 auls of Dzhilkuarskaya volost, 7 auls of Kinaralskaya
volost and 12 auls of Saroyskaya volost were founded in 10 generations from informants, i.e., 250 years ago
— in the middle of the 17th century, 5 auls of Saroi volost — 11 generations, i.e., 275 years ago, in the first
third of the 17th century, 2 auls of Kinaral volost — 12 generations, i.e., 300 years ago, in the beginning of
the 17th century [7; 18, 22, 170, 178]. The winter residence Bapansai of Kinaral volost, according to its in-
habitants, was founded 13 generations ago, i.e., 325 years ago, about 1575 years [7; 26]. The Kazakhs of
Mendygarinskaya volost told the informants that they had inhabited these lands no more than 100 years ago
but “once coached near Verkhneuralsk in the area of Kumsoigan karasu” from where they were displaced by
the Kalmyks [7; 48]. Considering that the migration of Kalmyks from Priitryshye to the Trans-Ural steppes
and Western Kazakhstan took place at the beginning of the 17th century, one can assume that the Kazakhs of
Mendygarinskaya volost believed that they migrated from Trans-Ural to Northern Kazakhstan around that
time.

Most of the winter camps, according to the Kazakhs themselves, were founded at a later time, mainly
during the 19th century, but this was largely the result not of migrations, but of the segmentation of earlier
auls.

We see that in the historical memory of the Kazakhs, they are autochthons of the lands of Northern Ka-
zakhstan, occupying the steppes of Northern Kazakhstan inhabited by them. At the same time, we note that
these representations of the Kazakhs somewhat diverge from the data of written sources. Most of the current-
ly available sources indicate the appearance of groups with the name “Cossack” (Cossack Horde) in the terri-
tory of Northern Kazakhstan not earlier than the late 17th century. This point was noted in his time by
G. Katanaev, who wrote: “It is now clear by the historical data which are not subject to any doubt that the
land currently occupied by the Siberian Cossacks on the Irtysh, Gorki and Presnogorki lines at the time of the
arrival of the Russians here in the early 17th and even the first half of the 18th century were not yet occupied
by the Kirghiz. The entire northern part of the present Turgai and Akmola provinces and the entire Semipala-
tinsk province without exception represented at that time either a perfect desert or only partially occu-
pied...by Dzungar Kalmyks” [23].

Besides, the historical legends of the Kazakhs, recorded by other researchers, allow to resolve this con-
tradiction and correlate with the legends recorded in the “Materials”. First, we note G. Spasskii who pub-
lished “The Siberian messenger” from 1818 to 1824. He published an essay “Kirghiz-Kaisaks of the Great,
Middle, and Small Horde” in 1820. Here, G. Spasskii, the first in the Russian historiography, pays attention
to the Kazakh historical legends deducing Kazakhs from the Siberian Tatars. “For a long time they formed
with Alats (Siberian Tatars, possibly “Alash” — auth.) one people, finally by internal disagreements separat-
ed from them and were ruled by sultans, one of whom, named Alasha, received the supreme power over
them...” [14; 74-75].

N. Krasovskii, based on the historical legends of the Kazakhs, considered the population of the northern
districts of the Siberian Kazakhs as descendants of the Siberian Tatars. He notes that in the Kokchetav dis-
trict and “in general in the northern areas of the Siberian Kirghiz region, which included a considerable
number of Siberian Tatars,... the tale of the origin of the Kirghiz-Kaisaks... changes: here Alasha—Khan is
called one of the Sultans of the Siberian Tatars™ [24; 332].

Let us assume that, in the written sources recording the later (not earlier than the end of the 17th centu-
ry) appearance of Kazakhs in the territory of Northern Kazakhstan, we discuss about the polytonim “Cos-
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sack”, nomads who were part of the Kazakh Khanate system, whose borders extended to the Siberian limits
of the Moscow State in the last quarter of the 17th century. However, the local Turkic-speaking population,
which was part of other political associations and labeled by sources as “Nogai” and “Tatars”, mostly re-
mained in the same places and became part of the Kazakhs, preserving the historical memory, formalized in
historical legends and recorded in the 19th—early 20th centuries by Russian researchers, including the com-
pilers of “Materials on the Kyrgyz Land Use”.

Conclusions

A number of features of the historical legends records of the Kazakhs recorded in the “Materials” do not
allow us to fully analyze them as an independent work of folklore. Firstly, records of texts of historical leg-
ends are not authentic. They were recorded through the translators; information contained in them was re-
duced and edited. Second, when recording historical legends, researchers who are not philologists or histori-
ans tried to interpret the information by relating it to the historical knowledge known at the time.

The historical legends of the Kazakhs, recorded by the authors of the “Materials”, correlate with the
legends recorded in the works of A. Levshin, G. Spasskii, A. Krasovskii, G. Potanin, Ch. Valikhanov, Sh.
Kudaiberdyuly, K. Halid and indicate the early settlements of some Kazakh communities of the territory of
Northern Kazakhstan — from 14 to 16 centuries. However, these historical legends contradict some written
sources, noting that the appearance of the Kazakhs on the borders of the Russian possessions in Western Si-
beria not earlier than the end of the 17th century. This contradiction is resolvable if one considers that the
Northern Kazakh communities, which declared their autochthonous origin in the 15-16 centuries, were not
part of the Kazakh Khanate, and consequently, did not appear in the sources under the polytonym “Cossack”.
They appeared under other collective names — “Nogai”, “Siberian Tatars”, etc. and became part of the “Ka-
zakhs” during the 17th century.

In general, “Materials on the Kyrgyz Land Use”, is an important and informative source not only on the
socio-economic history of Kazakh society at the turn of the 19th—20th centuries but also contains interesting
data on the traditional historical memory of the Kazakhs, allowing us to create models of ethnic and political
history of steppe Eurasia in the 15th—19th centuries.

The program “Madeni mura” (“Cultural Heritage”) in realizing
the potential of Russian archives for studying National History
(on the example of the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts)

The article analyzes one of the large-scale initiatives of the First President of the Republic of Kazakhstan
N.A. Nazarbayev “Madeni mura”, which had a key influence on the development of historical science. The
study examines the works of a prominent political figure, in which great attention is paid to the development
of national history. To strengthen contacts, we consider the direction of analysis of common points of contact
with Russia. Also, we provide an overview review of the President’s historical concepts and programmatic ar-
ticles, which have become a kind of engine for the formation of projects to enhance the study of national his-
tory. The main focus is on studying the results of the “Madeni Mura” (“Cultural Heritage”) Program, which
played an important role in the formation of scientific works and collections of documents, the release of
which contributed to the identification of new materials on the history of Kazakhstan. The novelty of the
work is the analysis of a number of volumes of the ten-volume “History of Kazakhstan in Russian Sources”,
published within the framework of the Program, which used documents found in the Russian State Archive of
Ancient Acts (RGADA). The basic issues of Kazakh-Russian relations and the history of Kazakhstan were
considered, according to which the published documents were selected: Geographical and territorial aspects,
socio-economic and military-political cooperation. The collections of documents were studied where some of
the previously identified sources were also published. The main result of the work was the study of the little-
studied aspects of the Kazakh-Russian contacts and the degree of influence of the “Madeni mura” program on
enhancing the research and identification of archival documents on the example of the Russian State Archive
of Ancient Acts.

The contribution of the National Archives of the Republic of Kazakhstan
to the implementation of the ideas in the program article “Spiritual Revival”

The article provides the analyses of the work of the National Archives of the Republic of Kazakhstan aimed
at reviving the history of the country. The contribution of the country’s archives to the issues raised in the
program article by President Nursultan Nazarbayev, “Focus on the Future: Spiritual Revival”, is studied. The
implementation of programs adopted by the state in connection with the modernization of archives is de-
scribed. The authors analyze the activities of the archives of Kazakhstan over the years of independence and
classify them step by step. For example, between 1990 and 2000, the storage units in the republican archives
focused on the status of received cases, during the celebration of these dates, a description of the work done
by the collected country’s archives, exhibitions, documents. To consider the “white patches” of the history of
Kazakhstan, the regional archives collected documents on Kazakhs who went abroad in the twentieth century,
the tragedy of famine and repression, and submitted them to the General Archives. In 1995, the International
Conference dedicated to the 200th anniversary of the country’s archives was examined. The conference was
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attended by representatives of archival departments of the CIS countries. In addition, on the eve of the 50th
anniversary of the Great Victory, a large-scale event was held, which included a list of citizens from different
regions of Kazakhstan who went to the front in search of soldiers killed and missing in the Great Patriotic
War. As a result, The Book of Remembrance of each region was published. The authors tried to dwell on the
issues of research work of archives in this direction. In 1997, in the “Year of National Reconciliation and
Remembrance of Victims of Political Repressions”, the country’s archives contributed significantly to this
noble cause by raising documents on the dusty shelves of archives to justify innocent people who were shot
during the political repressions of the 1930s. The adoption of the Law on the National Archives in 1998 made
this year special for the country’s archivists. Since this year was declared the Year of Unity of Peoples and
National History, scientific and theoretical conferences, fundamental works on the history of the country,
scientific articles based on archival materials have been widely published. The authors tried to study the
results of comprehensive research conducted based on state programs adopted in 2000, such as “Cultural
Heritage”, “People in the flow of history”, “Archive-2025".

Valery Antsyshkin and his role in the development of sports
ballroom dance in Kazakhstan

The article is a fragment of the Master’s thesis “Historical and analytical aspects of the formation and devel-
opment of ballroom dance pedagogy in Kazakhstan”. It is devoted to the consideration of the creative person-
ality of Valery Valentinovich Antsyshkin (1952-2013). He was one of the initiators of the creation of a sports
ballroom dance school in Karaganda in the 70s of the last century. A new genre of dance culture that has been
existing for little more than half a century in Kazakhstan has passed from an amateur association of sports
dance (AASD) to a special university discipline “Pedagogy of sports ballroom dancing”. The contribution of
V. Antsyshkin, who stuck at the origins of this path and outlined the main directions of its development, has
not yet been studied. For the first time, the article presents unexplored facts of V. Antsyshkin’s biography,
analyzes the personal qualities that determined his organizational, performing and pedagogical activities. The
concept of Valery Valentinovich’s creative personality is based on archival documents, exclusive memories
of relatives, friends, colleagues, students.

Views of national leaders on the policy of delimiting nation states in Central Asia

The article examines the views of the Kazakh intelligentsia in connection with the policy of the national-state
demarcation of Central Asia, pursued by the Soviet government in the 20s of the last century. During the
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1

political campaign of demarcation, perspectives of M. Shokai, who opposed to the Soviet policy, were
indicated, along with Bolshevik national intellectuals’ viewpoints. Soviet government totally controlled the
process of demarcation of the national borders; it opposed to the unification of the fraternal nations of Central
Asia and created a separate republic for each nation. However, some Bolsheviks were against this political
campaign of demarcation. For instance, S. Kozhanov, who opposed to the government’s unilateral decision,
supported the idea of creating “federal state formation” in this region and T. Ryskulov favored the idea of
preserving Turkestan ASSR. Their perspectives were also reviewed in this article. The Soviet authorities did
not support the views of national intellectuals who were in favor of including Tashkent city, which was the
political and economic center of Central Asia, to the territory of the Kazakh ASSR. The policy of
demarcation was decided unilaterally by the Soviets, without considering the views of the Kazakh
intelligentsia. The USSR authorities quickly abolished the Turkestan ASSR by dividing it into nation states
and completed entirely this division campaign in 1924.

The role and activities of the Muslim faction in the I and II State Dumas

The creation and activities of the Muslim faction in the State Duma have become an important indicator of
the development of the political consciousness of Muslims. The Muslim faction in the 1st and 2nd State Du-
mas focused on three main issues: Agrarian issues, the problems of democratization of political life, and the
problem of national-religious relations. Thus, the Muslim faction played a significant role in the activities of
the First and Second Dumas. The article discusses the views of the deputies of the Muslim faction, their role
and activities in the I-11 State Dumas in relation to the agrarian policy of the tsarist empire, including the re-
settlement policy. The deputies of the Muslim faction were the real defenders of the interests of the indige-
nous population of the Steppe Territory, and sought to legally resolve the land issue, with the indispensable
participation of all interested parties in its discussion. The authors analyze the legislative activity and the
work of Muslim deputies in the Duma commissions. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the position
of the deputies of the Muslims of the Steppe Territory, Sh. Kosshygulov and T. Norokonev.

Antireligious Propaganda Organization Activities
in Soviet Kazakhstan (1929-1941)

When it comes to the Soviet government religion policy one can think of the Soviet atheist policy and anti-
religious attack. Even if the atheism was one of the main ideologies of the communists throughout the Soviet
history, the policy of the state in relation to religion, including Islam, was different at each stage. The attack
by the Soviet authorities on Islam, which took place between 1929 and 1941, was the most severe. It was the
unprecedented Soviet attack against Islam. Along with a direct attack on Islam, the Soviet government
intensified its massive anti-religious propaganda during this period. There was an anti-religious agitation
organization called the League of Militant Atheists. This research is devoted to the history of the anti-
religious organization that existed at that time. The work of the League of Militant Atheists is revealed based
on propaganda activities carried out in Kazakhstan. Therefore, this topic is relevant. The article reveals the
original policy, the principles of Soviet power regarding religion and the reasons for its softness towards
Islam in the initial period. The laws of the Soviet state concerning religion, the main positions of the
communist party, and consequences of anti-Islamic attack and propaganda regarding religion have also been
discussed in this work.

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Religious policy of Kazakhstan in the years of restriction (1985-1991)

The State’s religious policy was part of a policy of restructuring during the period under review. However,
the early years of restructuring ideological inertia were still strong, and preserved inductions into the increas-
ing atheistic educational work. Authorities considered ideological rival in the religion not an ally. It was due
to the inadequate dissemination of democratic processes in the public life of the Republic. Another reason for
the stability of the state policy towards religious organizations and believers, especially Muslims, was the for-
eign policy factor. The meeting between N. Nazarbaev and representatives of religions was an important
event which had a great importance in implementing new approaches. Special emphasis was placed on the
need for clergymen to do more to disseminate and observe universal human moral and ethical principles,
mercy, charity, protection of motherhood and childhood, and help the disabled and the elderly people. There
was adopted the Law of the USSR “On freedom of conscience and religious organizations”. The document
changed the situation of religious organizations in the country, proclaiming democratic principles and norms.
The new law reflected a new balanced and objective approach to religion and religious organizations. The
rights of religious organizations have been considerably expanded and many unjustified restrictions have
been removed from their activities in public life. The law enshrines respect for believers and religious organi-
zations. The role of religion and religious organizations in society is being redefined and it grows the signifi-
cance of confessions in the history and culture of the people. The religious policy of the state during the years
of reconstruction served as a basis for the creation of a modern model of interfaith harmony in the country
and contributed to the process of religious revival which is connected with the interest to religion as part of
culture.

Introduction

In modern conditions there is a need for rethinking and through study of the confessional association
history while relations between the state and religions are facing a new qualitative stage. It is extremely dif-
ficult to carry out the right balanced state policy regarding religion and believers without studying and ana-
lysing the experience of the functioning of religious organizations and the nature of state-religious relations
during the Soviet period, including the period of reconstruction.

It will contribute to a better understanding of the modern processes which is going on in society and
setting the guidance in this issue.

Kazakh scholars Prikhodko L.E. [1] and Luparev G.P. [2] devoted their works on the problem of chang-
ing the position of religious organizations and the clergy in the context of perestroika (restructuring) period,
democratization of public life and their influence on the religious believers.

The national researcher Sultangalieva A.K. in her work “Islam in Kazakhstan: history, ethnicity and so-
ciety” [3] studied the specifics of the relationship between Islam, ethnicity and society in the territory of Ka-
zakhstan in the historical past and at the present stage.

Since April of 1985 in the country had started the period of tremendous change which had been taking
place under the slogans of publicity and democratization of all sides of public life, which was named recon-
struction.

Discussions

Topical issues, which had a forbidden character in the coming period as formation of the rule of law,
new political thinking, the relationship of general and class values, and others, were considered within the
framework of new policy.

Political processes were deviated from previous ideological stereotypes, a rethinking of the spiritual
values of society. The concepts of “democracy”, “pluralism”, “human rights”, “multi-party system”, “public-
ity”, “consensus” became acceptable.
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The process of recovery, renewal of society, moral cleansing from gross deformations of the past began.
Radical changes in the country revealed a multitude of acute socio-economic, political and psychological
problems. Besides, many aspects of society life had not been subjected a serious review and rethinking:
State-religious relations, politics of power structures regarding religions and believers.

It is necessary to immediately mention that the process of reconstruction received approval and full
support from the sides of religious figures and believers of all denominations from the very beginning. Much
of this was connected with the hopes of religious leaders on the general spiritual revival of the people, on the
restoration of the fullness of the activity of confessional associations and the creation of normal conditions
for their functioning. In addition, the need for renewal was particularly pressing in the background of the
stagnant years and the early period of personality cult.

It is important to note that in the beginning of the process of reconstruction the leadership of the country
normalized relations with believing citizens of the country. The number of believers in the country, including
Kazakhstan, comprised a significant part of the population and had been gradually increasing in humbers
despite the anti-religious policies of the state. There was accepted the fateful decision on the celebration of
the 1000th anniversary of the christening of Russia by the request of the patriarch and the Synod in 1983.

The inertia of the previous years has been still preserved in religious policy despite the democratic pro-
cesses that have taken place in the country. It manifested itself in a gross violation of the rights and freedoms
of believers, in the interference of local authorities to the affairs of religious organizations, in the denial and
removal of the registration of active communities, in the problems with construction, repair and reconstruc-
tion of cult buildings, etc.

So, the actual situation within the country was not considered. Participation of believers and religious
associations as a specific form of public organization in socio-political, cultural and social life was ignored.

Ideological inertia was still strong and preserved inductions in the increasing atheistic educational work.
Authorities considered ideological rival in the religion not an ally. There were raised the issues of strengthen-
ing atheist propaganda and expansion and implementation of new forms of struggle with religion as in the
mass media, and in the activities of party structures. Also, the picture of religious person was propagated and
introduced to the conscience of the population as a man alien.

The policy of state-party structures has been still preserved in relation to religions and believers in Ka-
zakhstan. Thus, speaking at the XVI Congress of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan, which was taken
place in February 1986, Z.K. Kamalidenov, Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of
the Republic, noted: ““...we are concerned about deep-rooted “peaceful co-existence” with religion. Things
went so far in Kyzyl-Orda region, in other regions you could not find who had upper-hand: ideological
workers headed by the secretaries of the district committees of the party or self-proclaimed mullahs” [1; 22].
The need to strengthen the atheistic work by preservation, in some areas by growth, the high degree of relig-
iosity of the population was emphasized at the convention. This was due to the insufficiently active prolifera-
tion of democratic processes in the public life of the republic. Another reason that contributed to the stability
of the state course in relation to religious organizations and believers, especially Muslims, was the foreign
policy factor: The Islamic revolution in Iran and the events in Afghanistan. As a result of this, a powerful
anti-Islamic company developed in the country.

The Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan (CCCP) accepts a number of resolutions
which has an open anti-Islamic orientation within the framework of this policy. So, on 4 December 1985,
CCCP of Kazakhstan adopted a resolution on the implementation of the special resolution of the CPSU Cen-
tral Committee “On additional activities in connection with the activation in the countries of Asia and Africa
as the so-called “militant Islam”. According to this document, the regional executive committees provided
measures for its implementation.

The next step of authorities was Resolution of the politburo of the Central Committee of the CPSU “On
the strengthening of the struggle with the influence of Islam” on 18 August 1986.

It stated that party and public organizations of the republics of Central Asia, Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan,
the autonomous republics and regions of the North Caucasus had neglected the importance of struggle
against the religious prejudices and many young people, women and intellectuals were being held captive by
Islamic traditions.

The religious rhetoric continued to be on the rise, which requires the strengthening of atheistic work,
but in 1989, the resolution was taken out of the control of the Council on Religion [2; 1].

The reconstruction proclaimed the ideology of “new thinking” which involves priority of public values
in the foreign policy of the state. However, the “new thinking” inside the country also meant peaceful
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coexistence and cooperation with representatives of different worldviews and attraction of them in the public
life of the country. The leadership of the country understood that the success of reconstruction to a
significant degree would depend on the degree of activity and involvement of people and those who believe
in it and in the process of change.

However, the situation in the religious sphere began to change only since the late 80s. Real changes in
state-religious relations begin after the famous meeting of Gorbachev with the leadership of the RPC on 29
April 1988 on the eve of the 1000th anniversary of the christening of Russia. As Gorbachev noted, “the
church cannot separate itself from those complex problems that concern people, from those processes that
occur in society because of the basic religious functions. So we have points of convergence and | hope that
we will also have the fruitful dialogue. We have a common history, one Fatherland and one future” [3; 22].

This meeting became only an external sign of transformation. The fundamental changes that had taken
place. In the internal life of religious organizations, namely the abolition of any form of dependence on the
state, were more important. Under the established policy of the country’s leaders on the establishment of a
state governed by the rule of law and the protection of the constitutional rights and freedoms of citizens, they
adopted amendments to the Constitution of the USSR and the New law on the election of people’s deputies
of the USSR (Art. 2) in 1988. They indicate that “any direct or indirect restriction of the electoral rights of
citizens of the USSR on the basis of origin, social and property status, race, nationality, sex, education and
language attitude to religion, time of residence in a given area, type and nature of occupation are prohibited”
[4; 22].

However, it should be noted that the process of reconstruction was actively developing in the center of
the country, in many union republics, the pace of democratization and the nature of change in different areas
of society were slower. This was explained by the caution and inertia of the local party and soviet authorities,
who feared that everything could return to the previous position. This can be fully attributed to Kazakhstan.

The meeting between N. Nazarbaev and representatives of religions had a great importance in imple-
menting new approaches.

On September 25, 1989, the country’s leadership was adopted by Kazakhstan’s Kadi of Muslims
Nysanbayev, Head of the Alma-Ata and Kazakhstan dioceses of the ROC, bishop Eusebius, Senior—Pastor of
the All-Union Council of evangelical Christian-Baptists in Kazakhstan V.V. Gorelov, Senior-Adventist of
the Seventh-day Adventist Church I.1. Velgosha, and others.

At the meeting, Nazarbayev noted the importance of restoring the “Leninist principles of attitude to re-
ligion” in recent years. He assessed the contribution of believers and religious organizations to the democrat-
ic processes taking place in the republic. Special emphasis was placed on the need for clergymen to do more
to disseminate and observe universal human moral and ethical principles, mercy, charity, protection of moth-
erhood and childhood, and help the disabled and the elderly.

This official course was confirmed by the statements of the leading party workers at the XVII Plenum
of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan in December 1989: “We should move from
a simple denial of religion to cooperation with the clergy, where our common interests are in contact, distin-
guishing between extremist elements and ordinary believers, without forgetting not for a moment about the
need to form a scientifically materialistic worldview among the younger generation” [5; 46-47].

On October 1, 1990, there was adopted the Law of the USSR “On freedom of conscience and religious
organizations”. This document radically changed the position of religious organizations in the country, pro-
claiming democratic principles and norms. The basic provisions of the law differed in principle from that
which had prevailed in soviet legislation. The new law reflected a new weighted and objective approach to
religion and religious organizations. It significantly expanded the rights of religious organizations, eliminat-
ed many unjustified restrictions from their activities in public life. The new law has established a respectful
attitude towards believers, religious organizations. Finally, it guaranteed freedom of conscience. The adop-
tion of the law was an indicator of the new course of the country and the readiness of politicians to include
religion in the mass public consciousness.

They requested a return of the temple, mosque, church, during this period. Mainly inquiry about their
disclosures came from ordinary believers, many things were organized by the initiative of the Council of
Religions.

The Council on Religion Affairs was organized by the reception of believers from all over the Soviet
Union once a month, on Saturdays. They all made one request: To open a church, a mole house, a mosque.
At the same time, there were practically no offers from the hierarchs and priests about opening churches,
mosques, madrasas or temples. For a long time, it was connected with the previously preserved fear of the
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authorities and close ties dependence on state bodies. The pace of registration of new religious associations is
accelerating with the passage of time.

Conclusions

Thus, there were occurring the changes of religious policy priorities as at the all-union and Republican
level during the reporting period. There was reconsideration of the role of religion and religious organiza-
tions in society and increasing the significance of denominations in the history and culture of the people. The
religious policy of the state in the years of reconstruction served as the basis for the creation of a modern
model of interfaith harmony in the country facilitated the process of religious rebirth which was related to the
interest in religion as a part of culture.

Migration processes and the problem of preserving ethnic culture
(on the example of the Dungan ethnic group)

This article examines the features of modern migration processes and their impact on the ethnic culture of
Dungans. In the conditions of political instability and economic crisis, the ethnic Dungans of the region are
forced to leave their homes in search of a better life in a foreign cultural environment. Movements are primar-
ily directed to the internal territories of the former USSR states, but there are also trends for emigration from
the region to the countries of Europe and America. Compact residence of a small Dungan ethnic group slows
the process of cultural assimilation, while dispersed residence in a foreign-ethnic environment leads not only
to the development of new cultural attributes, professional achievements, and material well-being in the new
environment but also to transformation and then to assimilation. The authors mainly relied on interviews as a
special method of research in oral history when studying ethnic history and the history of interethnic contacts.
Recent studies in places where Dungans live compactly demonstrate a high increase in migration trends,
among them in Kyrgyzstan and Kazakhstan, which may accelerate the loss of specific cultural features in the
future, including the loss of language as one of the main distinguishing features of ethno-cultural identity.

SCO and regional security issues

The article considers the place and role of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) in the modern sys-
tem of international relations. It analyzes the Organization’s role in regional security, its expansion process,
as well as the SCO’s political and legal basis and structural subdivisions. It is noted that regional security re-
mains the priority of the SCO member countries and the Organization itself; the focus of the Organization is
on the fight against international terrorism and extremism. The SCO groundworks were set within the frame-
work of the Shanghai Five Group. The main reason for the rapprochement of the five states was the need to
settle mutual claims borders. Cooperation within the SCO allowed Kazakhstan to settle several disputed terri-
torial issues, and the systematic and transparent reduction of the armed forces in the border areas contributed
to the mitigation of military-political tension. An important moment in the Organization’s formation was the
admission of India and Pakistan as full members that occurred during the Astana Summit. That expansion re-
sulted in making the SCO one of the largest international organizations and the largest regional association in
the world today. The paper presents the main provisions of the Declarations signed in Bishkek and Qingdao.
The role of Kazakhstan in the SCO and the activities of the Shanghai Organization during the COVID-19
pandemic are presented as separate aspects of the article.

Illustrative materials in history textbooks: their characteristics and analysis

The article notes that one of the most pressing problems in modern society is the formation of historical
memory, to what extent historical places become “places of memory”. The emphasis is made on the analysis
of the used illustrative materials in the textbooks “History” from the middle of the XX century and the
beginning of the XXI century. A general overview of the use of visual aids in the educational process at
school is presented. The article examines the practice of teaching the subject “History” in the 40s of the
twentieth century based on archival documents. Besides, the study analyzes the illustrative materials used in
textbooks on the history of the middle of the 20th century and the 21st century, reveals their similarities and
differences. The author examines examples of the use of the visual method in the presentation of illustrative
materials and draws attention to the difference between illustrative materials in textbooks on the subject of
“History” of the mid-twentieth century and the twenty-first century.

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Cartographic materials on the history of Kazakhstan
of the XVIl-early XX centuries: consolidated catalog

The article is devoted to the analysis, cataloging of cartographic material of the consolidated catalog of “old”
maps on the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl-early XX centuries. The funds for storage of cartographic ma-
terials in archives and libraries of Moscow and Orenburg are characterized. The functional values of the de-
veloped consolidated catalog of “old” maps have been substantiated. The consolidated catalog of cartographic
materials can be considered as a kind of “guide” for potential users, with the help of which the user can get
answers to the following questions: What archives, libraries, museums have the necessary cartographic mate-
rial for the user and view cartographic bibliographies of “old” maps on the history of Kazakhstan. Based on
the intermediate result of the research, a consolidated catalog of cartographic materials was prepared, com-
prising 282 cartographic sources of the XVIl-early XX centuries on the history of Kazakhstan, which are of
high scientific and social significance. Most of the cartographic materials on the early period of the history of
Kazakhstan at the beginning of the XVII century are mainly of foreign origin. To fill with additional possibil-
ities, the consolidated catalog of “old” maps for potential readers is enriched with photo files of cartographic
materials accompanying the cartobibliographic record of “old” maps from the consolidated catalog. The iden-
tified cartographic materials are subjected to source analysis, assessment, and description. It has been estab-
lished that cartographic materials on the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl-early XX centuries should not be
studied in isolation but as part of the cartography of a certain era in all its interconnections and interdepend-
encies with the development of related areas of knowledge (history, geography, geodesy, etc.).

Introduction

As part of the research project, work was carried out to identify, analyze and compile
cartobibliographies of handwritten and printed maps of the XVIl-early XX centuries in the history of Ka-
zakhstan. Revealing “old” maps on the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl-early XX centuries was held in the
following funds: State Military — Historical Archive (SMHA, Moscow), Russian State Archive of Ancient
Acts (RSAAA, Moscow), State Historical Museum (SHM, Moscow), Russian State Library (RSL, Moscow),
State Public Historical Library (SPHL, Moscow); State Archives of the Orenburg Region (SAOR, Oren-
burg), Orenburg Regional Universal Scientific Library named after N.K. Krupskaya (ORUSL named after
N.K. Krupskaya, Orenburg).

As a basis for the systematization of cartographic materials during their cataloging, we use the territori-
al and chronological approaches. The studied maps are different not only in time of creation but also in top-
ics. During the preparation of the consolidated catalog of “old”” maps on the history of Kazakhstan in modern
times, the following types of cartographic works were identified: Administrative maps, as separate counties,
regions, in general, the entire territory of Kazakhstan; Military maps; Fortress plans, Fortified line diagrams;
Boundary (maps for private land ownership); Road (maps of military, cattle driving, horse-drawn, railways);
Historical; City plans; Separate issues of maps in highly specialized areas (engineering, geological and hy-
drogeological, etc.); Foreign maps compiled by travelers, scientists — researchers.

When creating the consolidated catalog, a unified catalog description of cartographic materials was de-
veloped based on the structure, which is primarily associated with the purpose and objectives of the study.
When compiling the cartobibliographic information in the consolidated catalog, we used the following struc-
ture: Dating the map; Title of the map; Authorship; The originality of the map; Scale; Place of publication;
Volume in sheets; Size of the map; The material on which the image is applied; Technique of drawing an
image; Contents of the map; Text notes; Additional Information; Decor; Safety of the map. At the end of the
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Cartographic materials on the history ...

bibliographic description, the address of the storage of the copy is indicated. A unified sample of cartograph-
ic bibliography for the consolidated catalog has been developed.

The prepared consolidated catalog of cartographic materials of the XVIl-early XX centuries is a the-
matic catalog, while events occurring in the history of Kazakhstan during this period are considered the main
topic. Nevertheless, regardless of the profile, the consolidated catalog is considered an integral object of the
past. When preparing a consolidated catalog, cartographic materials on the history of Kazakhstan are divided
chronologically according to the XVII, XVI1II, XIX, XX centuries (until 1917).

The main problems in identifying cartographic materials were their scattering over the archives, muse-
ums and libraries; the impossibility of scanning and photographing some rare, handwritten maps before
1830, which are in a single copy; closedness of some funds, repair of the archive of the SAOR. Despite the
existing difficulties, as a result of a scientific search, it was possible to scan cartographic material for a con-
solidated catalog of the history of Kazakhstan in modern times — 134 maps, different in thematic direction
and visually reflecting the development of the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl—early XX centuries.

The proposed analysis of the preparation of a consolidated catalog of cartographic materials on the his-
tory of Kazakhstan of the XVIl-early XX centuries and their solutions are based on foreign experience, sci-
entific principles and ideas in creating consolidated catalogs, as well as classical works devoted to “old”
maps. The conducted research is of an intermediate nature.

Experimental

The consolidated catalog of “old” maps is examined through methods aimed at identifying, analyzing,
comparing, compiling a map bibliography, scientific description, and cataloging of maps. The results of the-
se methods allow for a scientific reconstruction of the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl—early XX centuries.

Implementing the set research objectives based on the methodology on an interdisciplinary approach.

The basis of the research methodology is a systematic method that facilitates to establish cause-and-
effect relationships between historical phenomena in the general historical movement, to trace the historical
development within the framework of the general processes occurring in this period and to effectively review
and analyze the consolidated catalog of cartographic materials on the history of Kazakhstan XVIl-early XX
centuries. The research is based on the basic principles of historical science — historicism and objectivity.
As a special research method, the cartographic method is used, which makes it possible to trace the evolution
of ideas and methods of cartography, aimed at obtaining information on the qualitative and quantitative char-
acteristics of maps, studying the dynamics of historical events of their relationships and the ability to classify
cartographic material. Various techniques of the cartographic method (comparison, description) are used to
study phenomena by their images on maps. Comparative analysis contributes to compare maps of different
times and effectively assess the historical events of Kazakhstan. The method of describing cartographic ma-
terial allows for a systematic, logical and orderly search for interesting historical facts. The general geo-
graphic method contributes to an objective analysis and assessment of the physical and geographical data of
cartographic materials of modern times, to localize certain historical events, trace the geography of the de-
velopment of historical phenomena and determine the classification of maps by topic and purpose. All of the
above methods were used in combination.

The materials for the study were cartographic materials of the XVIl-early XX centuries from archives,
libraries and museums in Moscow and Orenburg cities.

Discussion

In modern historiography, the issue of preparing a consolidated catalog and describing cartographic ma-
terials on the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl-early XX centuries has practically not been studied. Never-
theless, the comprehension of certain aspects of the study was carried out within the framework of the study
of the history of cartography and the use of “old” maps in a number of pre-revolutionary, Soviet, Russian,
foreign, and Kazakh scientists.

Pre-revolutionary historiography tends to study the history of cartography and use “old” maps. A num-
ber of studies are valuable today. M.O. Bender, whose authorship belongs to the unique catalog of the Mili-
tary—Scientific Archive (Russian State Military—Historical Archive), which still bears the unofficial name
“Bender’s Catalog” in archival circles [1].

Foreign historiography tends to study the history of cartography, strategies, and research terminology
for “old” maps. The study of the American Professor, Dr. Mark Bassin, is devoted to the problems of Rus-
sian cartography and historical geography [2]. Contemporary American scientist V. Kivelson examines the
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maps of the XVII century. The author notes that the cartographic materials of this period have a certain de-
gree of standardization of technical and artistic methods: The same color palette and similar signs are used to
designate villages, forests, roads, rivers, and fields [3]. The German researcher D. Dalman fragmentarily ana-
lyzes the “old” maps, notes that changing scales were used in the preparation of maps as early as the XVIII
century, even if they were made in the workshop of such a cartographer and engraver as Johann Baptist
Homann in Niirnberg. He notes in a historical study that territorial delimitations in Asia were formed as a
result of the struggle for power and hegemony between the British and Russian Empires [4].

Work on the study of source studies and the methodology of old cartographic material, the specific fea-
tures of cartographic documents, prevailed in Soviet historical science. In this regard, the works of such au-
thors as L.A. Goldenberg [5] and S.1. Sotnikova [6] are of the greatest interest.

In modern Russian historiography, considerable attention is paid to the systematization and analysis of
“old” maps and cartobibliography. The works of the Soviet, Russian historian-cartographer, researcher of old
Russian drawings, who laid the foundation for many scientific directions, including the description of maps
in the consolidated catalog of cartographic materials, covering the period only up to the XVIII century, are
significant for the research of V.S. Kusov [7; 22]. The closest to our problems and ways of solving them are
studies of Russian Novosibirsk scientists under the guidance of Doctor of Historical Sciences, Professor
O.N. Kationov, who studied the historiography and problems of consolidated catalogs of cartographic mate-
rials of the Urals, Siberia, and the Far East [8]. The experience of Russian scientists, N.l. Smirnov,
R.K. Abdullina, Yu.A. Kashaev, and P.S. Foteev developed the information web resource “Heritage of the
Urals cartographers in the mid-XVIll-early XX centuries” [9].

The work of Kazakhstani historians Zh.B. Abylkhozhin, K.Sh. Alimgazinova, I.V. Erofeeva,
S.A. Zhakisheva, S.F. Mazhitova, and B.M. Suzhikova “Essays on the historiography and methodology of
the history of Kazakhstan” raises theoretical and methodological problems related to the methods of histori-
cal and geographical research [10]. The scientific article of the Russian historian 1.V. Erofeeva “Geographic
maps of the XVIII century: as a source on the history, ethnology and historical toponymy of Kazakhstan” is
of serious interest for the study, which provides a description of cartographic materials and highlights the
problem of poor study of cartographic sources on the history of Kazakhstan [11].

Archival materials are a significant part among literature. The study of the discussion of the preparation
of a consolidated catalog of “old” maps was carried out at the junction of several interrelated disciplines. The
interdisciplinarity of the research, due to its “openness”, makes it possible to include in its source arsenal the
achievements of the entire spectrum of knowledge, to look for samples and opportunities for the effective
preparation of a consolidated catalog in sciences distant from each other.

Results

Based on the results of the first year of research, a consolidated catalog of cartographic materials was
prepared, consisting of 282 cartographic sources of the XVIl-early XX centuries on the history of Kazakh-
stan. The identification and scanning of cartographic materials of the XVIl—early XX centuries on the history
of Kazakhstan into the consolidated catalog was carried out in the fund of the State Historical Museum
(SHM, Moscow), which has a specialized department for storing and working with cartographic works. The
collection of the “Department of Manuscripts and Early Printed Books” was created in 1919, has over 42,000
storage units and includes various types of cartographic materials of the XVI-XVII centuries, represented
mainly by engraved Western European maps and atlases. Unfortunately, there is no cataloging and descrip-
tions of the stored maps in the department of the museum due to the renovation of the premises, and not all
maps are available in the electronic version. Nevertheless, handwritten maps of the history of Kazakhstan of
the XVI — XVII centuries were revealed mainly by foreign authors — 11 items. The State Historical Muse-
um has a map compiled by the XVI century English ambassador, Anthony Jenkinson. This map was pub-
lished in 1562 and was reprinted several times. It was compiled according to new sources of that period, ac-
cording to Jenkinson’s own observations and inquiries. Jenkinson was one of the first Western European
travelers to describe the coast of the Caspian Sea and Central Asia during his expedition to Bukhara in 1558—
1560. The result of these observations was not only official reports but also the most detailed map of the
Caspian Sea and Central Asia at that time, published in London. Particularly noteworthy is the image of the
Caspian Sea and the rivers flowing into it. However, there are many vague, unclear indications on the map,
in particular, the hydrography of the Aral Sea Basin.

According to the developed unified catalog description of the “old” maps, the consolidated catalog on
the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl-early XX centuries begins with the map: “Russiae, Moscoviae et
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Tartariae Descriptio. Auctore Antonio Jenkensono Anglo, edita Londini Anno 1562. & dedicata Illustruf3:
D. Henrico Sydneo Wallie presidi” /Compiled by Anthony Jenkinson. — [England, London], [1588-1612].
— 1 I. multicolor; 42.2x54. Paper, engraving, watercolor. From Atlas A. Ortelius Theatrum Orbis Terrarum.
Scale: 1: 5,000,000. Shown: The coast of the Caspian Sea and Central Asia during their expedition to Bukha-
ra in 1558-1560.

Of interest for research and preparation of the consolidated catalog is the map of F.I. Stralenberg, found
in the State Historical Museum, where there is important information on the geography of the area and the
boundaries of the settlement of the Kazakh people of the XVIII century: “Nova deseriptio geographica
Tartariae Magnae” /Compiled by Strallenberg. — [Sweden, Stogkolm], [1730]. — 1 sheet: b/w. The en-
graved map is in Latin. Shown: An extensive river network and large lakes, forests, large mountain ranges.
Coast of the Caspian Sea, Aral Sea. Central Asia. A large number of cities and towns are given. There are
images of roads without names. The boundaries drawn on the map are conditional and do not correspond to a
strict administrative or political division: in the European part of Russia, the author singled out six parts, Si-
beria was divided into thirteen provinces. Great Tartary, which occupies the lower half of the map, is divided
into Great and Little Tartary, includes Bukhara, Mongolia, Tibet, and the lands of individual peoples. The
advantage of the map is the many explanatory inscriptions of a historical, geographical, political and eco-
nomic nature. State of preservation: satisfactory. Storage cipher — SHM. GO 6094/1 [13].

Research to identify cartographic materials on the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl-early XX centu-
ries was carried out in the Russian State Military-Historical Archives of the Russian Federation (RSMHA,
Moscow) in fund 846 (formerly the Military-Scientific Archive), which contains documents on the state of
the lands of Asian Russia. 12 handwritten and printed maps were identified, work was carried out to compile
a map bibliography and describe the maps. For example: “A map representing a part of Siberia and a touch
to it of the Chinese state, the former Zengor Kalmyks, the possession and the entire steppe, the nomadic
Kirghiz — Kaisaks, and to it the adjacent Aral and Karakalpatskago with a part of the Khiva possessions and
parts of Big and Small Bukhara” / Compiled by not specified. — [Russia], [k. XVIII century]. — 1 sheet:
color. The map is handwritten, general geographic. Scale: None. There is a degree grid (marked north
latitude 30 © — 55 °; east longitude 60 °© — 160 °). Shown: Branched hydrography is marked on the map.
Cities: Orenburg, lletsky town, Turkestan, Khiva, Otrar, Yassy, Inar, Sauran. Fortresses: Orsk,
Zverinogolovskaya, St. Peter and Paul, Omsk, Zhelezinskaya, Koryakovskaya, Yamyshevskaya,
Semipalatinskaya, Ust-Kamenogorsk, Aralskaya upper fortress.

On the handwritten map Ne 203000, prepared in 1821 and identified in the RSMHA F. 846, a rich his-
torical material was found on burial sites, archaeological sites and winter quarters of Kazakhs: “Map of a
part of the steppe Kirgiz-Kaisatskaya and Turkestan, compiled by inquiries and reconnaissance” / Compiled
by Captain Baron Meyendorf, 1st Lieutenant Volkhovsky, Captain Timofeev. — [Russia], [1821]. — 1
sheet: color. Handwritten. Scale: 100 versts per inch. Shown: Geographical objects, lakes, fresh traces of
fresh rivers, roads, forts, fortifications, settlements, fortifications, mountain ranges, mountains, wells, sands,
the grave of Khoja Kashtan of the Aral Sea to the northeast, the grave of “Koip Khan” near the Kara-Yar
tract and the ruins of Dzharkent, wintering grounds, ancient ruins, the Ayban grave, Buigin’s grave, coal de-
posits east of the Iletsk defense, the Khan’s grave near the Iletsk defense. The path from the lletsk defense
and the eastern side of the Aral Sea and Turkestan, as well as the fortification line from the Guryev town to
Bukhtarminskaya, is best shown.

The search for cartographic materials was carried out in the State Archive of Ancient Acts (RSAAA,
Moscow), which stores military-historical cartographic documents from the XI to the beginning of the XX
centuries. The archive’s funds include materials from institutions of higher, central and local government of
the Russian Empire, funds of the central boundary institutions of Russia in the XVIlI—early XIX centuries,
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documents of state and public figures, early printed and rare editions of the XV-early XIX centuries. The
research was carried out in fund 192 “Cartographic department”, fund 248 “Senate and its institutions” and
fund 1354 “Plans for dachas of the General and Special Land Survey, 1746—-1917”. It was revealed 28 hand-
written and printed rare maps on the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl-early XX centuries. When compiling
the map bibliography, all information located on the map and having historical value for a particular region
was considered. For example: “Map of the road by the engineer topographer Lieutenant lvan Gelman to the
Kyrgyz Horde from Orenburg to the Temir River and back”. / No compiler specified. — [Russia], [1750]. —
1 sheet; color. The map is handwritten, color, general geographic. No author. Scale: 60 versts per inch. Ori-
ented to the north. There is a degree grid. Shown: On a handwritten and color landmap, a detailed hydraulic
network of the “Kyrgyz Horde” is depicted with the names of rivers and tributaries, mountains, settlements,
names of tracts and wintering grounds of Kazakhs are indicated. Rivers are marked: llek, Uil, Temir,
Karacha, Tersakan. The dotted line shows the path of Lieutenant Ivan Gelman to the “Kyrgyz Horde” from
Orenburg to the Temir River and back. The following settlements are marked on the map: Orenburg and
lletskaya salt. The following tracts are marked: On the river Malaya Khobda (Korsanbasha); on the Tersakan
River (Tersakan Basha); on the river Bolshaya Khobda (Bashtau). The land map contains the location data of
two rates at the mouth of the Karasu River with the names “Astana” and “Astana Batak Yanta”, which are
absent on other maps of the XVIII century. A fragment of the Orenburg fortification line was marked. State
of preservation: satisfactory. Restored. Storage cipher — RSAAA. F. 192. — Op. 1. - D. 7-1 [16].

Of interest to historians is the first thematic map from the fund 192 of the Russian State Archive of Ar-
chitecture under No. 11, which was one of the first to have the term “Historical Map” in its title. It displays
historical phenomena and events regarding geographic factors. Scientific information related to the history of
Kazakhstan is displayed in the comments under item VI, located at the edges of the map: “Historical Map of
the Russian Empire” / Compiler not specified. — [Russia], [September 2, 1793]. — 1 sheet: color. Handwrit-
ten historical map. Scale: none. The map is oriented to the north. There is a degree grid in 5 degrees in lati-
tude and longitude (marked north latitude 40° — 75°; east longitude 80° — 175°). Shown: Caspian Sea, Aral
Sea. Rivers: Ural, Emba, Tobol, Irtysh. Cities: Guryev, Orenburg, Omsk, Orsk, Turkestan. Fortresses: Ust —
Uiskaya, Zverinogolovskaya, St. Peter, Zhelezenskaya, Chernoyarskaya, Yamyshevskaya, Semiyarskaya,
Semipalatinskaya and Ust-Kamenogorskaya. Uluk Tan ridge (Tien Shan). The location of the Younger,
Middle and Senior zhuzes of the Kazakhs is noted (“The steppe of homadic Kirghiz kaisaks of the mensha
horde”, “The steppe of nomadic Kirghiz Kaisaks among the horde”, “The Great Kirghiz Kaisak horde”). The
location of “Karakalpaki lower” (to the east of the Aral Sea) is marked. Light purple paint shows the borders
of the Russian Empire at the beginning of the XVIII century. (Caspian Sea, Emba River, Gorkaya Line, Ir-
tysh), light yellow paint shows the areas acquired during the reign of Peter | (the eastern end of the Caspian
Sea, the Aral Sea, the territory up to the Elder Zhuz). Text: “After the Russians took possession of Siberia
with the Chinese Empire alone, a border was established, starting from the Eastern Ocean and ending in the
Sayan Mountains. From this place to the west to the Caspian Sea, due to the circumstances of neighboring
peoples, the borders changed many times at different times for security from raids from the Omsk fortress
down the Irtysh, and westward along the Tobol, and along the Uy river to the Urals, and along the Urals to
Guryev fortresses built then formed the Russian border. But then the small and medium Kyrgyz Horde came
under the auspices of the Russian Scepter, and the latter, after the destruction of the Zhungar villages by the
Chinese, spread to the Irtysh River and the Ulun-tan ridge. That is, their nomad camps and uluses are now
reckoned with the Russian Empire, and from the Sayan mountains through the mountains to the Ulun-tan
ridge, and to the Caspian Sea, the border has been established, which is marked with orange paint”. Decor:
available. State of preservation: good. Storage cipher — RSAAA. F. 192. — Op.1. — D. 11 [17].

Research in F. 1354 RSAAA “Plans for dachas of the General and Special Land Survey, 1746-1917”
(collection) were complicated by the fact that the boundary plans have a large format. In this regard, scan-
ning them is not possible, and photographing is prohibited. Nevertheless, several plans were identified and
scanned: “Land-plan of the Turgai region of the Irgiz district and the city of Irgiz and its pasture lands” /
Compiled by the surveyor of the 1st category of the land-survey office, adviser Ukhvatov. — [Russia],
[1891]. — 1 sheet: color. Shown: The plan shows the town of Irgiz with its surroundings. Text: “Under the
estates of Irgiz there were — 1080 fathoms, under the city garden — 3 tithes 840 fathoms, under the gardens
— 5 acres, under the pasture — 423 tithes, 1800 fathoms; under hay mowing — 120 sazhens, 10 acres of
2280 sazhens were allocated for livestock feed. In the city of Irgiz there is the following number of souls:
hereditary nobles — 108, clergy — 1, hereditary honorary citizens — 4, Kyrgyz and bourgeois — 54, villag-
ers and Cossacks — 83, military estates — 166, reserve and retired lower ranks with their families — 43,
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foreign nationals — 94, temporarily residing Tatars, peasants, Bashkirs and Kirghiz — 66, spare Cossacks
— 11, and there are 547 souls in total”. The boundary plan was certified “from the Kirghiz of the Kizilyar
volost of the first aul Amen Theshkanbaev, who, due to illiteracy, attached his tamga, from the Kirghiz of the
2 aul Berden Taibeshtbekbaev, from the Kirghiz of the Amankul volost of the fourth aul Kungbai
Baimuratov, etc. Completed by the specialist Konkov dated June 21, 1891, No. 3799. The work was carried
out by the land surveyor of the 1st category of the land survey office, advisor Ukhvatov”. State of preserva-
tion: good. Storage cipher — RSAAA. F. 1354. - Op. 1. - D.1 [18].

The research was conducted in the Russian State Library (RSL, Moscow) in the department of carto-
graphic publications. The reading room of the department of cartographic publications contains 250 thousand
items from the XVI century until now. The main fund includes atlases, plans, schematic maps, maps. The
collection contains cards on sheets and fabrics, wall cards, in rolls, on cardboard, relief, in the form of post-
cards and calendars. A large volume of handwritten, printed cartographic publications of the XIX—early XX
centuries, reflecting the history of Kazakhstan, was found in the funds of this department. There are many
maps with the same name, but with some corrections and therefore having different storage units. Despite the
difficulties and limitations of work in the department of cartography (scanning and photographing rare maps
made earlier than 1830 is prohibited). Revealed — 125 storage units on the history of Kazakhstan XVII-
early XX centuries and cataloging of maps were carried out. In the course of the identification in the cartog-
raphy department of the RSL, there were maps already identified in the RSAA. Therefore, when preparing
the map bibliography, all found storage ciphers were indicated. For example: “Map of the Russian State.
Map of a part of Central Asia, the Land of the Kirghiz-Kaisaks, Karakalpaks, Trukhmen and Bukharians” /
Compiled by the Depot of maps. — [Russia], [1816]. — 1 sheet: color. The map is handwritten, general geo-
graphic. The image of the terrain is presented in perspective, strokes and hillshade. Scale: English inch 100
versts. There is a degree grid (marked north latitude 45° — 55°; east longitude 45° — 86°). Shown: The map
shows detailed hydrography of all rivers with tributaries, the names of lakes, seas, springs, fords, etc. The
mountain range and hills of Kazakhstan are depicted. Roads. Towns and fortresses: Guryev, Uralsk, lletsk
town, Orsk, Petropavlovsk, Omsk, Semipalatinsk and Ust-Kamenogorsk. An extensive network of urban set-
tlements is noted in the south: Turkestan, Savran, Yassu, Shald, Egestan, Tashanak, Suzak, Tugustan,
Saganak, Otrar (Farab), Vassa, Savran, Tunkat, Sairam, Chigiment, Bolak (Borakat) Birkent, Danbu, Zhity
Kent, Tashkent, Khojent, Pishket, Uzkent, Aush, Bukand, Etzam. Kzan, Koba, Kukan, Margelan,
Khovakand, Kukan, Kazhan, etc. Socio-economic objects are indicated: Copper mine in the interfluve of
Malaya Nura and the Karasu river; Copper mine Kambau on the left bank of the Irtysh, opposite the
Lebyazhy redoubt; Copper and lead mine in the Kayan Tau mountains, near the Karaga river; Iron ore mine
east of Lake Zerenda; Copper mine near the river. Kunarzdy (Ak Tau mountains); Dwelling of Sabakty
(Babatu) to the south — west of Lake Sikirlik and Lake Karakol; Copper mine north of Tugustan; Copper
mine between the Malaya Nura and the Karasu river. Additional information: The legend contains conven-
tional signs: soil, forest types, roads, fortresses, redoubts, borders. An inventory of places is given, the posi-
tion of which is determined by astronomical observations. An explanation of the abbreviations is given.
Symbols of the fortress, outposts of the Chinese military guards, cities, mines, ruins. State of preservation:

An administrative large-scale map of Asian Russia -1893 on 13 sheets is of interest for the study. Due
to its large scale, the map contains detailed information on the location of geographic objects and the admin-
istrative-territorial division of Kazakhstan of the new era: “Administrative large-scale map of Asian Russia”
/ Compiled by court adviser A.N. Petrovsky. — [Russia, St. Petersburg.], [1893]. — 13 sheets: col. Large
scale. Ilyin’s cartographic establishment. General geographic map. Scale: 15 versts in English inch. There is
a degree grid. Shown: Geographic objects are marked on the map: hydroscheme, mountains, ferries, passes;
Roads: postal, caravan, pack, nomadic; Settlements: cities, farms, fords. Roads: military, caravan, nomadic,
telegraph, etc. The map shows the administrative boundaries between regions, counties, volosts, the bounda-
ries of cities, settlements, the distribution of Kazakhs, graves, wells, former fortifications, pickets, telegraph
lines, post stations, iron smelters, gold deposits, copper and silver mines; Mineral deposits: iron, copper, sil-
ver, coal. Archaeological sites. Socio-economic objects: Place of the Tainchikul fair; Wintering near Lake
Tarankul; Silver deposit Sergievskoe near the Akchavsky ridge; The Popov Copper Mine to the west of
Karasorsky Peak; Alkasorsky copper mine north of Lake Espe — tuz; Popov’s plant (copper smelter, near
Lake Telemes-sor); Botovskaya fair near Kuyandinsky peak; Deposits of copper ores near the Siirlinsky
peak; The Bogoslovsky mine north of Tleu-tana mountain; Borders are shown on the map.

A certain difficulty in the preparation of the consolidated catalog was caused by cartographic material
without publication dates. It was necessary to carry out additional source analysis, which made it possible to
establish an approximate dating, relying mainly on the administrative division, the image of fortification
lines, fortresses, etc. The RSL has a large number of foreign maps, including those on the history of Kazakh-
stan. For example: “Sibirien, Turkestan und das jetzige Europaische Russland” / “Red. Von prof. Dr.
J.I. Kettler”. — [Germany: 2-te Aufl.Berlin-Glogau, Flemming], [early. XX century]. — 1 sheet: c.v. Print-
ing, paper. Grid, longitude from Greenwich. Scale: 100 km in 1 cm. Shown: Rivers, drying up rivers, dry
river beds, elevation and depth marks, sands, swamps, centers of provinces, borders (state and provincial),
railways, roadways, telegraph lines; relief shading.

Of interest for scientists studying the socio-economic history of Kazakhstan in modern times is the map
under the code Ko 15/ I-1. A detailed large-format map shows all livestock routes and locations of veteri-
nary points: “Map of Asian Russia with the designation of railways, livestock routes, veterinary points and
quarantines, cattle fairs and routes of veterinary expeditions to Mongolia” / Compiled by V.D. Goryunova,
P.G. Kobensky. — [Russia, SPb], [1915]. — 1 sheet: multicolor. Printed copy. There is a legend. Scale: in
eng. inch 100 versts. Shown: Railways open, under construction, post roads, main directions of movement of
livestock, cattle driving, veterinary points, quarantines, fairs indicating the number of sales of heads of cattle,
veterinary expeditions, administrative boundaries between regions, settlements, geographical objects, lakes,
rivers, mountains.

The identification of cartographic materials of the XVIl—early XX centuries on the history of Kazakh-
stan in the consolidated catalog was carried out in the State Archives of the Orenburg region (SAOR, Oren-
burg). The main difficulty in working in this archive was the renovation of the building. Therefore, many of
the archive’s funds were not available. Nevertheless, as a result of the professional work of the archive’s em-
ployees, the cataloging of “old” maps and their scanning was conducted in the archive, which allows effi-
ciently and quickly revealing all the cartographic material on the history of Kazakhstan. Recorded on disk —
66 storage units of cartographic material from fund 124 “Cartographic documents of permanent storage
1759-1918. Orenburg boundary commission of the city of Orenburg, Orenburg province”. The description of
cartographic material on the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIlI-early XIX centuries was carried out. For
example: “Plan of the new Orenburg border line” / Compiled by Pnevsky. — [Russia], [1852]. — 1 sheet.
color: 137x90. (140x93). Typographic copy. Scale: 25 versts per inch. Shown: Border line, fortresses, out-
posts, settlements. Hydrography. State of preservation: good. The storage code is SAOO. Form 124. Op. 2.

Of interest are the maps of the formation of administrative-territorial boundaries: “Outline of the border
separating the possession of the Cossacks of the Alabuga detachment of the Orenburg Cossack army from
the territory of Western Siberia” /Compiled by Shorokhov.

Book maps and cartographic materials were found in the Orenburg Regional Universal Scientific Li-
brary named after N.K. Krupskaya (ORUSL named after N.K. Krupskaya, Orenburg). The library contains a
large number of rare editions, over 13 thousand documents. The collection of local history publications,
numbering 16 thousand documents, is of great value. These editions contain book cards that are of great val-
ue in the study of the history of Kazakhstan in modern times. Revealed — 40 storage units of book cards on
the history of Kazakhstan of the XVII — early XX centuries. The library contains a rare edition “Atlas of the
All-Russian Empire: Collection of maps by I.K. Kirilov” (1722—1737), maps from this edition: “Part of the
Astrakhan possession and the Kalmyk of the Russian and their tributaries and with them the bordering Bu-
khara, Khiva and other provinces, even to the Persian and Mongolian possessions and a lake called the Aral
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Sea and noble rivers and it flowing into and out of it, where in former times the river flowed into the Caspian
Sea” / Compiled by I.K. Kirilov. — [Russia, SPb], [1731]. — P. 14. — 1 sheet: b/w; 41x50. Etching, cutter.
Graduated by Alexey Zubov. Scale 1:5600000. Shown: The outlines of the Aral Sea do not correspond to
reality. At the upper reaches of the river. Syr-Darya depicts sands and next to the inscription “Here they take
gold from the sand”. The double dashed line depicts the dry channel of the Amu Darya in the swampy flood-
plain between the Aral and the Caspian seas. The text “The position of the river, which in the old days
flowed, along which to this day the trees stand and in places water” has been added.

Shown: Orenburg province with administrative boundaries and corresponding hydrogra-
phy. Additional information: From the book “Antiquities of the Orenburg province”: “Along the lletsky tract
on the right side, 60 versts from Orenburg, in a space of ' verst, there are up to 30 mounds at a distance of
74 —134 sazhens with sandy and loamy soils of embankments. All these mounds are very small, from 15 to
27 fathoms in circumference and from 1 % arshin to 1 % fathoms in height”.

An important condition for the successful preparation of a consolidated catalog of cartographic materi-
als on the history of Kazakhstan of the XVIl-early XX centuries is the compilation of a general list of maps.
Research is of an intermediate nature. The study continues.

Conclusions

Consolidated catalog of cartographic materials of the XVIl-early XX centuries on the history of Ka-
zakhstan provides a capacious and visual material on the evolution of the political and administrative struc-
ture, the settlement of the Kazakh population, the dynamics of the formation of settlements, the resettlement
movement, the socio-economic situation, etc.

Regularities in the preparation of the consolidated catalog are noted that the cartographic material until
the first half of the XIX century is largely comprised documents — military reconnaissance of the region’s
territory, and later, at the end of the XIX century, the results of research expeditions. The volume of carto-
graphic materials increases in the second half of the XIX century, which is naturally associated with the ev-
er-growing geopolitical significance and economic development of the territory of Kazakhstan.

The research recommendations are as follows: When using cartographic materials on the history of Ka-
zakhstan in the XVIl-early XX centuries of the consolidated catalog, they should be subjected to source crit-
ical analysis; do not treat them as simple illustrations, which is often the case. Due to the fact that they were
mainly created by cartographers of the Russian Empire, which pursued a colonial policy in relation to Ka-
zakhstan; The consolidated catalog of cartographic materials can serve as a fundamental scientific tool for
research in various areas of the history of Kazakhstan, provide information support for research; Methodo-
logical support of the research can be used for cataloging cartographic material in archives and libraries of
Kazakhstan; The consolidated catalog and scientific description of cartographic sources and their more active
inclusion in local history studies seems to be a promising direction in the process of studying the historical
past of Kazakhstan; Scientific research results are of a general nature and can be applied to the analysis of
“old” maps for all classifications and directions; The cartographic material accumulated as a result of the
research can become a solid basis for creating interactive maps, modeling the processes of the historical past
of Kazakhstan, which will make it possible to discover and use information that is not contained in other

types of sources; Cartographic materials make it possible to identify the preconditions of the formations, the
system of settlement and development of settlements that operated in modern times on the territory of Ka-
zakhstan; So that cartographic works are not lost in the mass of books and periodicals of the library, to in-
crease the demand of readers for atlases and maps available in each library, thereby increasing the return of
these publications, it is advisable to single out cartographic works in the unified alphabetical catalog of the
library as a special type of print in a separate row of the catalog behind the separator “Cartographic works”.

Thus, the consolidated catalog of cartographic materials on the history of Kazakhstan in the XVIl-early
XX centuries, prepared as a result of research and scientific search in foreign archives, museums and librar-
ies, will help to generate and use knowledge resources both in the education system and in further research of
the scientific community of Kazakhstan.

Role of the merchant class in forming the urban space of Petropavlovsk
on the cusp of the XIX-XX centuries

The article indicates the peculiarities of the development of Petropavlovsk city in the late XIX—early XX cen-
turies, its transformation from a military-strategic fortress into a major trade centre in the north-eastern part of
Kazakhstan due to its location on the transit route from Western China, Central Asia to the European part of
Russia and further to Europe. The paper presents materials illustrating the development of what had once
been a Cossack stanitsa into a large trade centre with trade shops, industrial enterprises for processing live-
stock raw products, shopping houses, a cinema, a Botanical garden. Founding educational institutions, open-
ing libraries, publishing newspapers show the interest in education in the city. The period in question was
characterized by the rapid development of capitalist relations in Russia, which contributed not only to the
strengthening and development of economic ties between the metropolis and the Kazakh steppe but also to
the inclusion of the region in the unified all-Russian capitalist market. The article considers the evolution of
the trade process from barter to money resulting in the emergence of banking in the region. The author uses
materials archives and local historians dealing with the development of Petropavlovsk city in the period under
study. The data on the contribution of merchants to the construction of buildings and structures that changed
the architectural look, as well as to the social and cultural life of the city, are given. The work may serve for
further study of the formation of the cultural environment of historical cities and understanding of the features
and differences of their development.

Evolutionary development of the Kazakh national idea of statehood

The article discusses the issues of the features of the evolutionary development of the Kazakh national idea of
statehood. The relevance of the research topic in the modern realities of the interpretation of the history of the
Kazakh people is presented. The current interest in the research topic is dictated by the vector concern of the
revision of modern studies on the evolution of the national idea of statehood of the Kazakh people. The role
of the evolutionary theory in substantiating the events of the formation of the Kazakh idea of statehood is
substantiated and disclosed. Methodological approaches to the coverage of the research topic are defined. The
importance of phenomenology and hermeneutics in the assessment of the vector of evolution of the Kazakh
statehood is revealed. A review of the positions of modern historians of Kazakhstan on the assessment of the
transformation of the idea of Kazakh statehood is carried out. Modern approaches to the interpretation of the
history of the formation of the Kazakh national statehood are considered. The paper provides conclusions that
contribute to formulating an objective assessment of the historical process of the Kazakh idea of statehood.

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Some aspects of the EAEU digital trade
in the foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan

The paper presents the main factors of the development of digital integration in the field of trade and eco-
nomic relations in the foreign policy of Kazakhstan within the framework of the Eurasian Economic Union
(EAEU). The authors discuss the importance of developing international relations with partner countries
and key documents for establishing relations. Paper highlights the reasons for the low dynamics of pro-
cesses for building ways of developing digital trade in the EAEU. The authors provide a review of the reg-
ulatory framework for the development of digital trading platforms, as well as an analysis of current trends
in the framework of this issue. An important aspect of the study was the problem of digitalization in the
field of regulation of conditions for the EAEU member countries as players in the digital trading ecosys-
tem; analysis of transnational interactions between participants in the integration process. The paper dis-
cusses the promising directions of development of trade and economic relations in the digital economy,
identifies the key problems that are important for their further solution to improve the effectiveness of re-
lations between Kazakhstan and the participants of the integration union.

Introduction

The first President of Kazakhstan, N.A. Nazarbayev, first initiated an idea in 1994 about the need to
form a single market for trade and economic relations within the framework of Eurasian integration. How-
ever, the real process of implementing this idea began only at the end of 2009, when a group of countries
of the former USSR and now the EAEU partners (Kazakhstan, Russia, Belarus, Kyrgyzstan and Armenia)
reached a new level of international relations by signing an agreement on the establishment of the Eurasian
Economic Union on 29 May 2014.

The Eurasian Union can be described as a model of classical integration, aimed at the process of ex-
panding trade and economic relations starting with the free movement of goods and services, leading to
the mobility of labor resources, the development of the labor market and the intensification of internation-
al relations, which are directly related to the formation of new forms of EAEU integration partnership. The
goal of the creation of the EAEU is comprehensive modernization, development of cooperation and in-
creasing the competitiveness of the national economies of the Member States of the Eurasian Union.

At present, the presidents of the post-Soviet countries that are members of the Eurasian Economic
Union — Armenia, Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Russia — have not yet adopted development strate-
gies that are oriented for the next five years. The Prime Minister of Armenia Nikol Pashinyan, the Presi-
dents of Belarus Alexander Lukashenko, Kazakhstan — Kassym-Jomart Tokayev, Kyrgyzstan —
Sooronbai Jeenbekov, Moldova — Igor Dodon, and Russia — Vladimir Putin, as well as the chairman of
the Eurasian Collegium and of the Economic Commission Mikhail Myasnikovich took part in the meeting
of the Supreme Eurasian Economic Council through a video-conference.

The key issue on the agenda of the meeting was the discussion of the strategic development of Eura-
sian economic integration until 2025. The leaders also considered priority areas of cooperation within the
framework of the Eurasian Economic Union. Supporting the idea of adopting the strategy as a whole,
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev said that some of its provisions require additional study: “Given the particular
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importance of this document, which lays down the main contours of integration for years to come, it seems
appropriate to discuss it additionally and adopt it in the course of an in-person meeting”.

Kassym-Jomart Tokayev made a number of proposals aimed at strengthening mutual trade, support-
ing business and interaction in the areas of digitalization and transport logistics. In particular, he proposed
developing a plan for phasing out all the restrictions and barriers that arose during the pandemic, intensify-
ing work on launching the EAEU integrated information system and developing transport and logistics
services [1].

Ever since the creation of the Customs Union, the creation of a common market has begun as a key
area for integration in the field of trade. However, there are problems in this area, one of which, according
to experts, was the almost complete duplication of the commodity structure of mutual trade of Kazakhstan
with partners in the EAEU with the commodity structure of foreign trade as a whole [2].

In turn, Doctor of Economics Professor A. Migranyan, who is an expert in the field of trade and eco-
nomic relations of the Russian Federation, believes that at the time of the creation of the Customs Union
(CU) Kazakhstan mainly relied on using the potential of the promising market of Russia, as well as the
transit potential for the implementation of ambitious programs for the modernization and industrialization
of their economies — the raw materials, financial and technological capabilities of partner countries [3;
135].

I. Chernykh, Scientific Chief Researcher, stated: “At the same time, starting in 2018, significant di-

versification of commodity positions in exports to the EAEU countries has been recorded. An important
achievement of Kazakhstani exports to the EAEU in 2019 was the increase in the share of products with a
high degree of processing. Thus, despite the predominance of raw materials in Kazakhstan’s export to the
EAEU countries, one can ascertain the growth of non-primary exports. This circumstance creates the nec-
essary conditions for the development of the competitive potential of the real sector of the national econ-
omy”.
According to experts, the most problematic areas are technical regulation, customs regulation, and
transport policy. It becomes logical and understandable that in order to form a common market for goods
with common requirements and, accordingly, create conditions for the unhindered movement of goods,
coordinated and focused work on the part of all EAEU members is necessary [2].

Without criticism, the digital trade agenda remains, the problems and challenges of which are faced
by Eurasian participants both in the domestic market and when entering the markets of third countries.
These problems relate to issues, which require harmonization of regulation, revision of administrative pro-
cedures or lowering barriers, as well as problems of a systemic nature related to the maturity and competi-
tiveness of processes implemented in the EAEU space.

International forum “Digital Almaty”, which was held on January 31, 2020 [4], showed the need to
implement a set of solutions aimed at creating digital assets, digital cross-border services, digital trade
channels between the EAEU member states, as well as services, digitization and stimulation of export of
goods and services, development of digital trade infrastructure and digital technology as part of an interna-
tional association.

Literature review

Experts analyze various aspects of the EAEU’s activities since its inception, including the current
stage of its development. It should be noted that based on the positions of numerous studies and conclu-
sions of political scientists, politicians, historians, international economists, logisticians and ecologists, it
is important to consider and prioritize the development of the EAEU integration activities in practice.

Numerous studies have been devoted to the development of foreign economic relations of the mem-
ber countries of the Eurasian Union, among which are representatives of various partner states and organi-
zations — the EEC Collegium on Domestic Markets, Informatization, Information and Communication
Technologies, Trade, Departments of Trade and Financial Policies, Customs Law and Law Enforcement
Practice, customs and tariff and non-tariff regulation, the functioning of domestic markets, technical regu-
lation and accreditation of the EEC, etc.

The team of experts and project coordinators — K. Minasyan, V. Nikishina, A. Petrov, M. Zhivykh,
V. Shinkarev, S. Georgievsky, I. Kabanov, E.Bocharova, L. Karlash,, Y. Pleshakova, D. Nekrasov,
V. Kozayev, A. Nistyuk, N. Samoilova, N.Lyakhova, D.Popov, D. Yesayan, A.Khachatryan,
A. Abarbekova, M. Mukanov, D. Zaitsev, P. Tkach — on the topic of the development of digital trade in
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Eurasian of the Union devoted a fundamental work entitled “Report on the Development of the Digital
(Internet) Trade of the EAEU” regarding current trends, problem nodes and prospects for the functioning
of the integration union — the EAEU. This Report is the result of many years of work by a team of au-
thors representing various international structures and units specializing in the study of various aspects of
the activities of the Eurasian Union.

The primary tasks at the present stage of the foreign policy and economic activity of the integration
union are, as the Russian expert S.A. Dyatlov concludes, the problems of developing and implementing a
policy coordinated with the Union countries in the development of the Internet economy, and the for-
mation of general rules for digital trade. Regarding the priorities in the interstate activities of the EAEU
participants, the Russian expert especially emphasized the importance of developing logistics platforms,
which is associated with the digitization of the economic activities of the partner countries of the Eurasian
Union [5; 5].

One of the representatives of the Kazakhstan organization (Kazakhstan Institute for Strategic Studies
under the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan) V. Dodonov expressed an expert opinion that the de-
velopment of trade relations within the EAEU is certainly promising, especially considering the fact that
many enterprises of these countries were previously united by production cooperation ties within the
framework of a single economic complex. Kazakhstani expert believes that, nevertheless, the interdepend-
ence of the tasks of developing trade relations and the system of logistic interactions is clear, and at the
same time emphasizes that a number of industries and regions still have a mutually complementary struc-
ture of production, which forms a significant part of the turnover. Even without considering these rela-
tions, trade between neighboring states has obvious advantages due to the factors of logistics and transport
accessibility, which make it more efficient [2].

According to another Russian expert E. Kinyakina, now in the EAEU member states the transport and
logistics component in the final cost of goods reaches 30 %, and in the European Union — 10 %. Large
logistics companies usually have their own information systems, while small and medium-sized enterpris-
es rely mainly on external commercial logistics platforms. These systems are not interconnected, and the
lack of coordination affects the cost of logistics operations upward. The formation of a single digital eco-
system is designed to solve this problem [6].

Without consideration of the importance of documents based on authoritative opinion and legal as-
sessment, the analysis of literary sources would not be complete. The issues of the effectiveness of the de-
velopment of the public procurement system directly affect the state of trade and economic relations with-
in the EAEU member countries; therefore, the center of almost all research is precisely this area of
interstate cooperation.

Thus, the President of Kazakhstan emphasized that bilateral cooperation between the countries of the
Union is multifaceted and affects almost the entire spectrum of economic, social, humanitarian relations.
In his speech, the President of Kazakhstan called the EAEU cooperation a priority and a key element of
economic recovery, while he emphasized the importance of digitization and transport logistics.

President of Kazakhstan, Kassym-Jomart Tokayev, made a number of proposals aimed at strengthen-
ing mutual trade, supporting business, and interaction in the areas of digitization and transport logistics. In
particular, he proposed developing a plan for phasing out all the restrictions and barriers that arose during
the pandemic, intensifying work on launching the EAEU integrated information system and developing
transport and logistics services.

The point of view of the Minister for Trade of the EEC, A. Slepnev, regarding the current situation in
the EAEU is as follows: “The situation is far from rosy. The fall in foreign trade is accelerating. At the end
of the year, trade with third countries decreased by 2.7 %, in | quarter of 2020, the decline was 8.8 %.
Domestic trade also went negative, however, trade in non-primary non-energy goods, on the contrary,
showed a positive trend (+ 2.8 %)” [7]. As the multilateral trading system is in crisis today, according to
the Minister, more energetic work is required in regional and bilateral agreements. Negotiations are un-
derway with Egypt and Israel, are intensifying with India, new negotiations are being discussed with
ASEAN countries. “But here, of course, the key is that we need to build a direct dialogue with business”,
says Andrey Slepnev, “We are actively discussing anti-crisis measures and technical regulation, infrastruc-
ture connectivity, customs, and the environment. It seems to us that it’s very important right now to imme-
diately take the course that we need to get out of this crisis together with our main trading partners — first
of all, with China and Europe”.
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As a result of numerous discussions and analysis of the EAEU foreign economic activity, the devel-
opment of the digital trade infrastructure, and the promotion of the use of technologies that will enhance
the competitiveness of Member States relative to global digital trade ecosystems are a priority. It is noted
that the EAEU member states need to develop a digital trade infrastructure based on their own technologi-
cal solutions [8].

Experimental

A regular meeting of the EAEU Intergovernmental Council was held in Almaty on January 31, 2020.
One of the main topics of the Eurasian Union Intergovernmental Council in Almaty was the development
of trade and digital integration of the participating countries [9]. In the EAEU core document — the Treaty
on the Establishment of the EAEU (Article 103, paragraph 2), the following is noted: “Member states, af-
ter completing the harmonization of legislation in the field of financial markets, will decide on the powers
and functions of the supranational body for regulating the financial market and establish it with its location
in the city of Almaty in 2025”.

The idea of the readiness of the EAEU member states to ensure four fundamental freedoms in the
EAEU space — freedom of movement of goods, services, capital, and labor — passes through the Agree-
ment as a red thread. The same document reflects the obligations of the participating countries in sectoral
areas of integration of industries, including:

—single trade policy and policy in the field of technical regulation;

— coordinated macroeconomic and monetary policies;

— coordinated transport and energy policies;

— coordinated policy in the agricultural sector;

— cooperation in the field of industry;

— an agreed policy in the field of consumer protection [2; 6].

The review of such regulatory documents to trace the decision-making process within the framework
of building cooperation in the digital trade integration of the EAEU member countries was made:

— Decision No. 12 “On the main directions of the implementation of the digital agenda of the Eura-
sian Economic Union until 2025” dated October 11, 2017, Sochi, the Supreme Eurasian Economic Council
[10].

— Order No. 6 “On creating conditions for the development of a digital ecosystem of trade in the Eur-
asian Economic Union” of April 30, 2019, Yerevan, Eurasian Intergovernmental Council [11].

— Decision No. 4 “On the draft decision of the Eurasian Intergovernmental Council” On the mecha-
nisms for implementing projects within the digital agenda of the Eurasian Economic Union of January 18,
2019, Moscow, Council of the Eurasian Economic Commission http://docs.cntd.ru/document / 553853914
etal. [12].

The institutional and legislative basis for the implementation of the EAEU Digital Agenda was the
adoption of the Document “Key Directions for the Implementation of the Digital Agenda of the Eurasian
Economic Union until 2025”, which was approved by the Presidents of the EAEU at a meeting of the
EAEU Supreme Eurasian Economic Council in October 2017 in Sochi. As the main task, the development
and implementation of a policy agreed upon with the Union countries in the field of the development of
the Internet economy, the formation of general rules of digital commerce, common standards for the ex-
change of information and ensuring its protection were identified.

The EAEU Digital Agenda is a comprehensive digital transformation program. It means increasing
the competitiveness of the EAEU based on end-to-end digital technologies and digital platforms, which is
a new cooperation, only in the digital dimension. A total of six initiatives have been approved: Digital
trade, digital transport corridors, digital industrial cooperation, data turnover agreement, a system of regu-
latory “sandboxes”. The Eurasian Economic Commission has created the EAEU Digital Project Office,
which will evaluate and promote the proposed EAEU integration projects in the field of the digital econo-
my [5; 1-2].

The EAEU Report on the Development of Digital (Internet) Trade presents an analysis of measures to
regulate interaction processes, which has become a qualitative basis for author analytics on measures to
support participants in the digital trade ecosystem.

The authors of the article attempted a comparative analysis based on the development data of the in-
ternational practice of digitalization of the economy using the information provided in Global Digital
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Trade 1, which provides a brief overview of the indicators and parameters of the development of digital

trade in the countries of the world [13].

The source for up-to-date information on the state of affairs in the development of integration in the
EAEU space and the position of the participating countries was scientific and experimental articles and
project materials specializing in this field of research, most of which were used from such digital portals

as http:// www.eurasiancommission.org.

The research activities that analyze the development of digital trade within the EAEU are accompa-
nied by the need to process and analyze information on digitalization, which is associated with a descrip-
tion of the content regarding the conceptual apparatus, which provides the following information with ref-
erence to the source (“The main directions of the implementation of the digital agenda...”, 2017) (Table 1).

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It should be noted that in the concept of digital (electronic) trade, we invest in the production, distri-
bution, marketing, sale/delivery of goods and services through electronic channels. Trading on the digital
field includes interaction through information and communication and social networks based on a wide
range of business models. The term “digital trading” is interpreted more broadly than “online trading”,
which means only selling through the Internet. Based on the analysis of numerous examples of electronic
trading platforms, platforms, many components of the landscape of the digital trading ecosystem, broad
functional groups related to digital goods and services can be distinguished, the idea of which is formed in
different contexts and even at different stages of the development of trade relations [14].

The article used the methods of universal and special (industry) analysis — logical, comparative,
marketing and statistical, as well as methods of scientific forecasting and assessment.

Results and Discussion

There are various parties (negative ones as well) regarding the creation and development of an inte-
gration union, including our country as a member of the EAEU. Over the past five years, Kazakhstan’s
cooperation has proved the failure of concerns about the viability and effectiveness of the EAEU for par-
ticipating countries. This is evidenced by the fact that, according to the estimates of the Eurasian Econom-
ic Commission (EEC), the EAEU functions as the second-largest integration association in the world after
the European Union.

Each country has its own advantages through integration. In modern conditions, for Kazakhstan, an
important vector of economic development is the maintenance of stable economic relations with external
partners, which in this context opens up the prospect of cooperation within the EAEU.

For Kazakhstan, it means export facilitation based on common customs standards, duty-free trade, in-
tegration into global transport hubs with access to other macroeconomic regions of the world. A profitable
partnership is associated with wide opportunities and promising areas of growth in export potential, which
ultimately affects the welfare of Kazakhstanis.

“Today, we can confidently say that the EAEU creates a positive synergy effect for the economies of
the participating countries. The formation of supranational legislation, the removal of customs posts and
the reduction of non-tariff barriers have become an important factor for the growth of mutual trade” the
political scientist emphasized.

It would be appropriate to quote a foreign expert on the development of Eurasian integration, in par-
ticular the position of Russia in relation to other EAEU member countries. He emphasizes that the EAEU
is the organization where no country has a decisive vote. If even one country opposes, then the decision
will not work. Therefore, Russia will continue to build humanitarian and scientific cooperation on a bilat-
eral basis with each ally separately [15].

The integration union of the participating states characterizes the responsibility that the leaders of the
EAEU have assumed — this is a combination of interests and a willingness to regulate relations within the
legal framework. In this context, there is a positive fact of integration of the partner countries united in the
EAEU for the development of their own digital economies.

So, we must admit that the global agenda of digital integration processes (political, social and eco-
nomic) will affect all states united in the EAEU, which becomes an inevitable factor. The sooner the
transnational cooperation in digital format is regulated and put on the legal basis, the easier it will be to
still not fully developed and accumulated experience in digitalization to transfer and adapt it within the
framework of the international association, which is the EAEU.

As for Kazakhstan’s readiness for digital integration, the answer here is only positive. According to
the expert, in terms of quality and pace of development of the digital economy, Kazakhstan, along with
Russia, occupies a leading position in the entire CIS. “We are not only ready to join the processes of digi-
tal integration in the EAEU, but we ourselves are also generators of ideas and developers of initiatives. So,
the list of Kazakhstani initiatives includes the introduction of digital technologies for the development of
the agro-industrial complex and the creation of electronic labor exchange. Kazakhstan presented the
mechanism of electronic licensing, which allows not only to automate the processes of licensing, issuing
permits, but also to ensure transparency of the mechanism of information interaction between government
bodies and the business community. Another initiative of Kazakhstan was the launch of an “Open digital
platform for small and medium-sized businesses” 1. Chernykh explained [2].
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In accordance with the Guidelines for the Implementation of the Digital Agenda of the Eurasian Eco-
nomic Union until 2025 [16], digital trade is one of the priorities for the development and implementation
of digital initiatives and projects of the Eurasian Economic Union. Following the results of the meeting of
the Eurasian Intergovernmental Council, held on July 27, 2018, the Commission, together with the Mem-
ber States, was entrusted with working out and submitting for consideration at the meeting of the Eurasian
Intergovernmental Council proposals for the development of Internet commerce in the EAEU. The Com-
mission organized an expert platform on digital commerce.

With the demand for time and market needs, digital images and doubles of goods appear with a set of
characteristics characterizing them. Goods are increasingly sold with a mandatory set of services, which
are the main object of trade. We are moving from the consumption of goods and services to the acquisition
of those technologies that determine the value of services that ensure the use of goods.

In addition, radical changes are taking place in the value chain: The transformation of the internal
processes of the participants in the supply and supply chain platforms reduces the number of intermediar-
ies between the end consumer and the manufacturer, which means it compresses the value creation pro-
cess. The development of digital trade channels between the Member States and the services providing
digital trade within the EAEU, based on digital platforms, is another necessary measure to stimulate digital
trade in the EAEU. New trading models mean shrinking the value chain in the field of trade, reducing the
number of intermediary links between the consumer and the manufacturer, transforming the internal pro-
cesses of all participants in the supply chain and trading floors. It is also necessary to stimulate the export
of goods and services from member states to third countries [17; 52-53].

At the moment, in shaping the rules of the game that determine the relationship between producer and
consumer, global ecosystems are beginning to play a key role.

The digital trading ecosystem comprises the needs of consumers, the capabilities of manufacturers,
and many other participants based on the processes of related services collected on digital platforms. Re-
lated services include logistics and financial platforms, marketing companies, insurance companies, big
data operators and cloud services.

The ecosystem will integrate all types of transportation, but it will be the most useful for road
transport. According to the EEC, road transport provides 82 % of traffic in the EAEU (without pipeline
transport). Digital corridors will allow starting from 2022 to increase the useful annual mileage in terms of
a vehicle by 23 % by reducing non-production downtime; The annual revenue of logistics companies
should increase proportionally.

Digital trade corridors will contribute to the development of trade within the EAEU, which at the
same time can make the territory of the EAEU a more competitive route for the transit of goods between
China and the EU. This could potentially solve one of the problems — the relative isolation of the domes-
tic market for international trade.

It should be noted that elements of the digital trade ecosystem in Member States are at different stag-
es of maturity, which is the root cause of the lack of active progress in involving market players in the dig-
ital trading agenda. Joint actions of the participating countries should ensure the process integration of
global players. Only by accepting the fact that each of the participating countries should increase the ma-
turity of market players and show willingness to develop and adopt harmonizing measures and processes,
we can achieve the expected effect of digital trading in the following interrelated directions:

— increase in mutual trade through digital trade channels;

— increase the export of products and services of national producers to target markets;

— increase in the share of created added value in the space of the Union;

— growth of digital assets (Figure 1).

The prime ministers of all five countries participating in the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU: Ar-
menia, Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Russia) signed an agreement on a unified ecosystem of digital
transport corridors. By that we mean new digital customs, logistics, insurance and financial services, and
about the completion and integration of existing ones into the common ecosystem. Total project costs —
10 billion rubles.

The Eurasian Economic Commission (EEC, the EAEU body responsible for deepening integration,
etc.) estimates the economic effect of the future ecosystem at 50-150 billion rubles. By 2025, the ecosys-
tem will have a side effect — an analysis of the data flows coming from it will allow building a transport
and economic balance, identifying bottlenecks, predicting traffic flows, and so on [6].

Problems of digital trade development. In consultations with representatives of business, the Eurasian
Economic Commission (EEC) and state authorities of the EAEU Member States, problems and challenges
that Eurasian digital trade participants face in the domestic market and when entering third-country markets
were identified. These problems are manifested both of a point-like nature, requiring harmonization of regu-
lation, reduction of barriers, or simplification of administrative procedures, as well as systemic issues related
to the global competitiveness of systems and processes implemented in the EAEU, with the risk of an in-
creased overflow of value-added in the process of trade in third countries. Let us get acquainted with some of
them:

1) The complexity of the development of digital commerce is aggravated by an insufficient level of dig-
itization of products — many manufacturers are not ready for the material costs that are required to ensure
the process and the acquisition of competence for the description of goods and services and their immersion
in the digital environment. In addition, the vast majority of manufacturers do not feel the need and do not
know how to describe their goods — they know their customers are used to buying from trusted suppliers
[18].

2) The list of other reasons for such a slow pace of development of digital commerce in the EAEU
space can also include the lack of technical regulation, the lack of control over the safety of goods during
cross-border trade, the lack of harmonized approaches to the classification of digital services and their taxa-
tion, the lack of harmonization of regulation of the distribution of personal data, and the lack of statistics. A
digital trade accounting methodology is still being developed, while quality statistics are the basis for regula-
tory decisions.

3) If we touch on the issue of entering global markets through digital channels of trade, then we will en-
counter such shortcomings as:

— insufficient mechanisms to support access to global digital markets;

— delay in the process of transition of the business of the EAEU countries to new business models that
could provide contact with foreign buyers;

— lack of a stable reputation and positive perception of goods from the EAEU in the global market;

— the lack of effective mechanisms for protecting national producers in the foreign market;

— burdensome administrative formalities, lack of electronic document management (confirmation of a
zero VAT rate, bureaucracy);

— a ban on the shipment of certain goods during export (in international mail);

— gaps in the system of registries and ontologies, in the classification system for inclusion in the pro-
cesses of the global digital market;
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— Poor integration into the multilingual digital space (Report on the development of the digital (Internet)
trade of the EAEU (draft), 2019).

4) The next problem is the practice of restrictions on the types of goods passing through the digital
channels of the Union. For example, there are a number of groups of goods that are prohibited, restricted or
do not have a legal status for digital sales. A direct ban applies to alcohol products, tobacco products, and
drugs remotely within individual EAEU member states. There are restrictions on the transportation of certain
groups of goods, for example, there are special requirements for the protection of jewelry during transporta-
tion.

5) On the territory of the Union, the level of development of logistics systems varies depending on the
region — there is no system of hubs conducive to the development of digital services, the infrastructure of
logistics centers is poorly developed, the price of deliveries to dead ends is not worked out, there is a short-
age of distribution warehouses in hard-to-reach areas and geographically remote locations. Many logistics
processes still use paperwork, and this applies to both air transportation and cargo transportation.

6) The pool of problems is replenished by the insufficient maturity of critical digital infrastructure —
regional digital trading floors do not use technologies enough due to a lack of understanding of market trends
and the high cost of technological investments. The largest share of the sites is limited to a showcase with
primitive functionality since it cannot afford high-quality tools for processing and analyzing data, not to
mention the cloud infrastructure. Four US companies: Microsoft, Google, IBM, and Amazon, are global
cloud service providers. The largest investments in cloud services are directed from the USA, EU and China
[13].

7) Lack of a qualitative analysis of the market, experienced by electronic sites operating on the EAEU
market. The low level of maturity of Eurasian players in the data and analytical information markets has led
to the fact that it is cheaper to buy analytics abroad than in the Eurasian space. The dishonesty of some play-
ers, that have accumulated a critical mass of data and violated competitive conditions, has negative effects.
In a global context, there is debate about whether competition exists in big data ownership. Analysis of tar-
geted marketing strategies helps to create attractive recommendations for customers [14].

Conclusions

In conclusion, we consider it necessary to briefly outline the main provisions in the presented study,
which allowed us to formulate the following conclusions:

1. Without considering the state importance of documents based on authoritative opinion and legal as-
sessment, the analysis of literary sources would not be complete. The issues of the effectiveness of the de-
velopment of the public procurement system directly affect the state of trade and economic relations within
the EAEU member countries, therefore, the center of almost all research is precisely this area of interstate
cooperation.

2. Experts analyze various aspects of the EAEU’s activities from the moment of its foundation and in-
cluding the current stage of its development. It should be noted that based on the positions of numerous stud-
ies and conclusions of political scientists, politicians, historians, international economists, logisticians and
ecologists, it is important to consider and prioritize the development of the EAEU integration activities in
practice.

3. The article analyzes the key problems of digitalization in the context of modern challenges, dictating
the need for the development of ecosystems of the digital market, including logistic interactions as an infra-
structural factor in the development of digital trade, and also shows directions for solving problems with a
view to the effectiveness of the Eurasian Union and Kazakhstan’s foreign policy in it.

4. At the moment, in shaping the rules of the game that determine the relationship between producer
and consumer, global ecosystems play a key role. The components of the digital trade ecosystem in the
EAEU member states are at different stages of maturity, which is the root cause of the lack of active progress
in involving market players in the digital trade agenda. Joint actions of the participating countries should en-
sure the process integration of global players. Achieving the expected effect of digital trade is possible only
if the maturity of market players is increased and there is a willingness to develop and make effective deci-
sions for each of the EAEU member countries.

5. The authors note that in 2019, an important achievement of Kazakhstani exports to the EAEU was
the increase in the share of products with a high degree of processing. Despite the predominance of raw ma-
terials in Kazakhstan’s export to the EAEU countries, one can ascertain the growth of non-primary exports.
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This circumstance creates the necessary conditions for the development of the competitive potential of the
real sector of the national economy.

As for Kazakhstan’s readiness for digital integration, it is positive. In terms of quality and pace of de-
velopment of the digital economy, Kazakhstan, along with Russia, occupies a leading position in the entire
CIS.

6. The Eurasian Union should build its own infrastructure for digital commerce and integration with
ecosystems through a long-term development strategy. Along with this, it is necessary to focus on achieving
the strategic goals of building, on the international legal basis, digital trade and economic interaction with the
European and Asian-Pacific regions.

All of the above measures, by increasing the maturity of their own digital ecosystem, will enable the
EAEU member states to increase mutual trade in the digital format, and thereby increase the effectiveness of
international cooperation with access to world markets.

From the History of State-Church Relations in Imperial Russia

The article studies aspects of the relationship between State and Church in Russia during the era of imperial
rule. A comprehensive and in-depth study of this problem has theoretical importance for a society that today
recognizes itself as secular. In the course of the development of a secular state, the regulation of relations be-
tween state and religion, the choosing of the necessary model of state-confessional relations can serve as a
guarantee of stability or, conversely, destabilization of society. In this regard, the issue of theoretical general-
ization of historical experience is particularly relevant. The study and analysis of the materials show that dur-
ing the reign of Peter I, the nature of the relations between State and Church was changed. The Church, which
has retained the signs of autonomy, as a result of the transformations, was deprived of full independence. The
next two centuries after Peter’s reforms are known in the history of the Russian Church as the Synodal period.

GULAG camps in Kazakhstan:
about the stages of the history of creation and functioning

The article aims to formulate the problem of the stages in the history of the GULAG camps in the Kazakh
SSR. The existing versions of Russian and Kazakh researchers are compared according to the variants of the
stages of the camp system in the USSR and the KazSSR. The author of the article proposes her own version
of periodization in the history of Kazakhstani camps (4 periods), the most characteristic features of each peri-
od are noted. The object of the analysis is data on Kazakhstani camps from published and unpublished
sources. Based on the used materials, data on the number and location of camps of the GULAG system in the
Kazakh SSR are presented. The author briefly traces the facts of the creation and functioning of 22 camps and
independent camp departments of the GULAG located in the KazSSR. The article presents a table where the
Kazakh GULAG camps in the period 1930-1959 are systematized in alphabetical order. A brief description
of the forced labor camps is given and there is information about the location of the archives of the liquidated
camps and construction sites of the USPA-PCIA-MIA of the USSR in 1930-1959.

Cultural and economic relations of the Turks
with the Sogdians in the Middle Ages (VI-VIII centuries)

The Great Silk Road is one of the most significant achievements in the history of world civilization. An ex-
tensive system of caravan routes crossed Europe and Asia from the Mediterranean to China and in Ancient
times and in the middle Ages, served as an important means of trade and communication between Western
and Eastern cultures. The longest route passed through Kazakhstan and Central Asia. Since the appearance of
the Great Silk Road trade caravans passing through the modern land of the Kazakh people have had a great
impact on the development of urban culture. One of the points of view is that these cities arose based on cara-
vanserais, while another point of view is based on the fact that they arose from the settlements of peoples who
migrated from Central Asia during the existence of the Turkic States and established their own settlements.
Historically, the road received the name “Silk Road” in connection with the silk trade, and later the word
“Great” was added to this name because the road connected the vast Eastern and Western regions. Thus, this
article attempts to answer the question of which mixed cultures arose as a result of the emergence of the larg-
est urban cultures in the trading system, which went down in history as the “Great Silk Road”. Recently, his-
torians have paid more attention to the modern history of Kazakhstan, while some issues of the medieval, in
particular, the early medieval history of the Kazakh people have remained poorly studied. To fill this gap, the
authors of the article focus on the analysis of the history of large cities of the early Middle Ages in
Semirechye and Southern Kazakhstan, the main trade and economic centers and direct relations of Sogdian
peoples with the Turks. The article provides a lot of information for students and doctoral students studying
the medieval period.

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Impact of global and local urbanization
and social trends on the future of Kazakhstan

The article examines global and local trends in the urbanization process in Kazakhstan and the world and
their impact on the future of the country. In 2007, a turning point in the urbanization of the entire world came
— the milestone of 50 % was overcome, and by 2050 66 % is expected. It describes forecasts for an increase
in women’s economic influence at the expense of third world countries, influence on the development of sci-
entific and technological progress through the activities of special scientific zones or cities with a high densi-
ty of technical companies, as well as the change of the global consumer base from Europe and America to the
countries of Asia and Tropical Africa, the beginning of economic growth on the African continent. At the end
of the XXI century, the three largest cities in the world will be in Tropical Africa — Lagos, Kinshasa, Dar es
Salaam. It provides statistics on the development of urbanization in Kazakhstan, approaching the indicators of
population ageing, the dangers of too rapid growth of megacities without adequate medical and educational
provision. The article concerns state measures to prevent the formation of “marginal rings”, due to the growth
of protest potential in the event of a social crisis, as well as the desire to reduce the outflow of population
from rural areas. It reveals the prospects for the formation of agglomerations in Kazakhstan and the similarity
of local trends in Kazakhstan and Russia in terms of population reduction in small and medium-sized cities
and the growth in the number of large cities and megacities. Analysis of the studied material is provided.

Introduction

The relevance of the research topic lies in the global urbanization trend, which brings with it changes in
social relations, new rules of life, including for the Republic of Kazakhstan. Some of the global urbanization
trends will be reflected in Kazakhstani society, some, due to local characteristics and level of development,
will be modified or become authentic. A feature of the study of the prospects for the impact of urbanization
on the country is a clear example of its influence on the northern and southern capitals of Kazakhstan, which
became the main centers of attraction for internal migration for 2 decades.

The study aims to reveal the impact of global and local urbanization and social trends on the future of
Kazakhstan. The research objectives are a) to trace the main global urbanization and social trends in Kazakh-
stan; b) to identify local trends in urbanization; ¢) to analyze the prospects for the development of urbaniza-
tion in Kazakhstan.

The main conflict in the theory of urbanization development in the country is the contradiction in the
position of the state and the expert community regarding its further course. Urbanization is a challenge to a
wide range of spheres of life, associated with the possibility of social tension in cities overloaded with migra-
tion flows. This challenge requires an equally wide range of actions in the most diverse areas of public ad-
ministration, designed for the long term.

Much of the research on this topic does not raise the issue of the political impact of urbanization on so-
ciety and the political consequences of an untimely and inappropriate response to this complex phenomenon.

A review of the literature showed sufficient knowledge of this topic, revealed the ongoing process from
different sides, and showed a close relationship with other social trends.

Experimental

The article uses materials from theoretical and practical research of domestic and foreign scientists in
the field of urbanization. Based on inductive, deductive and statistical conclusions, the method of theoretical
synthesis and generalization was applied.
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Results

During theoretical study of the given problem, tendencies were identified, directly or indirectly related
to urbanization. The rapid growth in the population of the metropolises of Kazakhstan will lead to an in-
crease in the number of unemployed and non-studying youth, which threatens high protest potential in times
of crisis crises.

The novelty of the study lies in the fact that both the influence of global and local trends in urbanization
is considered.

The study revealed the following results:

a) The global trend of increased activity of the female population in the economic sphere is apparent at
the present time. Kazakhstan has approached the beginning of population aging (if the share of citizens over
65 years old is above 7 %, then society is considered ageing).

b) The reasons for controlling internal migration, in addition to containing social tension in the two cap-
itals, may be due to the local feature of urbanization when huge agricultural areas remain without any im-
pact. This already creates strategic problems.

c) Urbanization and urban growth alone do not bring economic benefits, unless the new townspeople
change their way of life to the city, which in this case means “more efficient”. The growth of education and a
change in mindset leads to greater self-actualization of former rural residents, which causes greater produc-
tivity and involvement in higher cultural mass and commodity-money relations.

The concept of urbanization as a mental transition from traditional thinking to urban—modernistic is in-
teresting.

Discussions

In 2007, for the first time in human history, 50 % of the world’s population began to live in cities, and
according to forecasts, by the middle of the 21st century, it will increase to 66 % [1]. The assessment was
complicated by the differences in the classification of settlements in different countries. For example, in
Scandinavia, where a small population is dispersed over a large area, a city is considered to be a settlement
with a population of 200 inhabitants or more. In Japan, the situation is diametrically opposite — a large pop-
ulation and a disproportionately small area, and a city — from 50 thousand inhabitants [2].

During these years, the growth of urbanization will be driven by an increase in the urban population in
the traditionally rural countries of Africa and Asia. Kazakhstan will contribute to this process, but not as sig-
nificantly as India, China, Indonesia, Nigeria, Pakistan, and Bangladesh.

Economic growth will directly depend on innovation and scientific and technological progress, which
will take place in specially oriented metropolises or special zones like American “Silicon Valley”, Israeli
“Silicon Wadi”, Indian Bangalore, etc. In this trend, our country is still acting as a consumer of innovations,
but not their creator.

Metropolises will be the engines of the world economy and this process will only intensify. Perception
of megalopolises will change (that is, urban agglomerations with a population of over 10 million people and
a GDP of over $100 billion) as part of a certain state to be perceived as a semi-independent subject with its
own interests. An example is Moscow and Russia, Greater Tokyo and Japan, London and Great Britain [3].
The largest city in Kazakhstan is Almaty, capable of reaching 3.5 million people in the next 10 years, but in
the foreseeable future, the achievement of the status of a megalopolis is not expected [4].

By 2030, about 1 billion women will be economically active. Therefore, the role of women in the cities
of developing countries will increase, due to the fact that this will be facilitated by an increased standard of
living and differentiated ways of earning. This process is especially noticeable in our country on the example
of the “beauty sphere”, which in a few years has formed a large block of business areas, in one form or an-
other, affecting a significant percentage of the female population of the country.

In general, the economy of the 21st century will be heavily dependent on the growth of the middle class
in East and Southeast Asia and Tropical Africa, and for the same reason, by the end of the century, the larg-
est cities in the world will be African megalopolises (Lagos, Kinshasa, Dar es Salaam) [5].

As for local trends, since the middle of the twentieth century, Kazakhstan continues to be the country
with the largest urban population in Central Asia [6]. Kazakhstan corresponds to 4 stages of development
according to the Gibbs concept — the growth of suburbs from which agglomerations are then formed.

By 2021, the level of urbanization in Kazakhstan reached 58 % and at this stage 5 agglomerations are
being formed: Nur-Sultan, Almaty, Aktyubinsk, Shymkent, Karaganda [7].
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Three Kazakhstani metropolises (Almaty, Nur-Sultan and Shymkent) account for about 21 % of the
population and up to 33 % of the country’s GDP, which indicates the increased efficiency of these adminis-
trative entities.

Living in one of these 3 cities in itself increases life expectancy by up to 5 years over the national aver-
age. However, the increased rate of urbanization in the capital and Almaty leads to an increase in the level of
citizens without financial savings, without the possibility of meeting additional needs, except for the basic
ones, regardless of the availability of their own housing. This group of people occupies up to 50 % of the
population of these cities [1].

Three large cities with their inherent social problems become centers of criminal life, which increases
the percentage of crimes than the national average (up to 36 % of all crimes). Uneven development of urban
transport, social, educational infrastructure leads to the formation of different economic zones of residence.
City districts deprived of infrastructure are becoming the focus of the population with an unstable financial
situation and a marginal outlook, so-called disadvantaged areas.

Increasingly, the country’s top officials are making statements about the uncontrolled growth of meg-
acities and the problems of providing all newcomers with medicine and education. This is due to the actual
freedom to change the place of residence within the country, without additional restrictions, such as in Uz-
bekistan. According to the Address of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan on September 1, 2021,
mechanisms for regulating internal migration will be envisaged in this matter [8].

The increase in the share of the urban population is a worldwide process. For several centuries, this
phenomenon has been going through an active phase and so far no special reasons are visible that can pre-
vent this. Without the availability of alternative places of residence with a high standard of living, similar to
those in megacities, the measures will be artificial and ineffective.

Without the necessary attention to social and infrastructural spheres, urbanization contributes to the
formation of “marginal rings” — those poor areas near large cities. To combat this phenomenon, the state
apparatus has postponed its previous priority of creating megacities in Kazakhstan. This was also facilitated
by the fact, that over the past 10 years, about 1.2 million people have left the country’s agricultural sector
creating a strong staff deficit, which is difficult to fill in the shortest possible time. Besides, Kazakhstan has
the 9th largest territory in the world and the outflow of the population from the developed rural lands, espe-
cially the borderlands, can lead to unexpected strategic consequences for the state as a whole [9].

At the moment, our country is inferior to the developed economies of the world in the efficiency and
productivity of the agricultural sector by 10-12 times [10].

Problems of public transport and the entire infrastructure in general, as well as the problem of housing
are the two pillars of future urban instability. Citizens choose private transport, due to their reluctance to use
an underdeveloped system of public mobility, which in turn overloads the streets, leading to rush hour traffic
jams. The expansion of the types of transport, accessibility and quality of mobility by the user of urban
transport infrastructure leads to the refusal of frequent use of personal cars, and in the future forms the self-
sufficiency of public transport, instead of private one. However, in Kazakhstan, they still continue to solve
this issue by expanding roads to the detriment of other road users, giving priority to car drivers. Although an
illustrative experiment in which several dozen drivers of private cars are housed in one shuttle bus, thereby
colossally unloading road traffic, it remains in the field of theoretical knowledge, not practical applications.
In European countries, the public transport user has a key advantage over the driver, and the road policy of
states makes the absence of a car more advantageous and convenient.

A new trend that has not yet been encountered in history is ageing of the world’s population. The
growth in the level of life safety, the availability of medicine and education, the absence of world wars con-
tributes to an increase in life expectancy and a decrease in fertility.

Kazakhstan is entering the initial stage of demographic ageing of the population. The demographic situ-
ation in Kazakhstan is characterized by an increase in the proportion of older people in the age structure of
the country’s population (citizens aged 65 and over — 7.5 %, and by 2050 may reach 14 %). This will create
an additional burden on the socio-economic sphere, because the ratio of older people to people of working
age will grow from 20 % in 2019 to 38 % in 2050. The number of young specialists will decrease, while the
number of pensioners will increase [11].

Certain concerns are inspired by the obsolescence of the communal infrastructure, which is currently
worn by 57 %. In addition, in the housing stock of 78 thousand apartment buildings, over 18 thousand need
repair, which indicates the moral obsolescence of every fourth apartment building in the country [12].
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There are two distinct trends in Russian cities that are identical to the urbanization processes in Kazakh-
stan. The population of small and medium-sized cities is declining, and large cities are being transformed
into agglomerations [13].

There are several dozen depressed small and medium-sized cities in the country, the main problems of
which lie in the ecological situation, requiring immediate, costly and radical solutions, a change in the ap-
proach of the authorities to the problem of small towns and unfavorable phenomena in industry and social
sphere, unfortunate location of the city bypassing transport, resource and infrastructure corridors [14].

The era of renewable energy sources has shown that the city should become not just a metropolis, but,
first of all, an “ecopolis” [15]. On the example of Almaty, Kazakhstan already has the experience in urban
space greening. Planting a “green belt” around Nur-Sultan suggests a long-term development of this tech-
nique.

Conclusions

Urbanization is a global trend that each country goes through with its own individual characteristics:
Cultural, social, demographic, and others. Most likely, the process of urbanization will continue at the ex-
pense of those regions of the planet that have still retained a high level of rural population. For 70 years, Ka-
zakhstan was the most urbanized region of the USSR among the Central Asian republics. This is also reflect-
ed in the level of the elderly population, when north and east of the country is comparable in terms of per-
formance with some European countries, and south and west with Central Asia.

Urbanization requiring solid multi-stage long-term policies to prevent social tension due to the exces-
sive migration flow to the country’s megacities, most likely to be met by restrictive measures on internal mi-
gration, which will not remove the issue from the agenda, but only postpone it.

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Deportation of the Caucasian peoples in Kazakhstan:
history and problems of rehabilitation

This article is one of the results of the author’s work as a member of the Republican Commission for the Re-
habilitation of Non-rehabilitated Victims of Political Repression that took place in the Soviet Union in the
first half of the twentieth century. Among the victims during the years of repression were not only individuals
but also entire peoples of the former Soviet Union, including the peoples of the Caucasus. The article exam-
ines the history of the deportation of the peoples of the Caucasus to Kazakhstan in the 1940s, the rehabilita-
tion process that covered the period 1950s-2000s. The numerical composition of the peoples deported from
the territory of the Caucasus, their placement on the territory of Kazakhstan is traced. Among the problems of
rehabilitation, attention is drawn to the difficulty of identifying the exact number of people repressed on a na-
tional basis. Special attention is paid to the value of archival materials, which contain also a number of prob-
lematic points concerning the processes of deportation of peoples to Kazakhstan and their subsequent rehabil-
itation. The main range of issues that need to be addressed during implementing the tasks assigned to the Re-
publican Commission for the Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repression is determined. Among them,
the compilation of accurate lists of representatives of the peoples of the Caucasus forcibly resettled in Ka-
zakhstan, their resettlement by region, the identification of the rehabilitated by name today and the identifica-
tion of persons who should be rehabilitated.

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Legal culture as a factor of legal reality (socio-philosophical analysis)

The article examines the defining legal culture problem as one of the main legal reality factors, considered in
philosophy and in the law theory. The purpose of the investigation is to generalize scientific knowledge and
theories that reveal the relationship between legal culture and legal reality. By applying general and special
research methods, analysis and scientific material generalization, consideration of various approaches to legal
culture and legal reality to identify these categories relationship of their constituent elements are carried out.
The authors analyze and compare the perspectives and scientific positions of philosophers and legal theorists
in the researching field of the legal culture development in modern society in the legal reality formation. The
categories “legal reality”, “legal validity”, “legal culture” as phenomena of social reality interacting with each
other and constituting the broadest philosophical and legal category “legal reality” are considered. The result
of the research is the legal culture consideration as a factor that determines legal reality, which includes the
entire spectrum of legal phenomena encountered in legal life. The legal culture research and legal reality are
considered as the basic modern humanitarian science necessity, which aims to ensure the most complete de-
velopment of the human personality in harmony with public interests and needs, the most important are medi-
ated through law. We highlight the main problems of the legal culture and legal reality definition, which are
due to a wide range of considered categories, a large number of constituent elements, different understanding
of a law and legal life. Legal culture defines legal reality as the real existence of legal matter as one of the
types of social reality.

Introduction

Currently, an intensive search for new law development paradigms is being carried out because of the
continuously developing social conditions, in which the legal state acts as the main reference point in the
political and legal sphere, as a generally recognized ideal of public life and the relationship between the state
and the individual. The legal state is based on democratic principles of management and human rights as the
main goal and criterion for the management methods correct application. At the same time, legal culture has
a significant role in whole society considered as the legal culture of various social groups and the individual
legal culture. Modern legal researchers note that the general legal culture level of Kazakhstan society is low,
while there is a significant gap between the proclaimed constitutional norms and real legal relations [1; 4].
This is due to the fact that in modern conditions a new legal culture is being formed, which is trying to com-
bine liberal-democratic principles and traditional religious culture. This process is accompanied by various
deviations and experiments that are designed to show the phenomena compatibility. Besides, legal culture is
the result of this compromise, and legal education and law-making process are of a great importance for the
legal culture development, which form each individual and society as a whole legal consciousness. This de-
termines the law existence in the legal culture form and has a huge impact on the legal culture formation,
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considered as an integral part of the society general culture. The abstract phenomena investigation, such as
“legal culture” and ““legal reality”, is necessary to understand these phenomena’s existence and development.
“Legal reality” concept includes all legal reality phenomena that have subjective and objective properties.
Legal reality is contained in public consciousness and is the human activity result consciousness, which is
mediated through legal culture. The phenomena included in the category of legal reality are considered with-
in the framework of various scientific approaches, philosophical theories and directions, sociological and
legal research, while the category “legal reality” is recognized to show the main trends in the development
and basic social and legal institutions improvement, showing the social and legal relationships complexity in
modern society. Being the broadest category, legal reality includes not only positive, but also legal relations
(crimes and misconduct) negative aspects, lawful behavior positive manifestations, as well as neutral behav-
ior in society, which is expressed through the categories of “inaction”, “lawful behavior”, “misconduct”. In
this case, there is an understanding of the legal culture problem, which can be considered as a positive activi-
ty under legal norms, and illegal. Behavior that does not comply (contradict) legal norms, that is, unlawful
(unlawful) behavior may be a sign low legal culture, or it may go beyond the legal culture. Legal reality co-
vers the things categories and what should be in the law field, legal culture (legal psychology and legal psy-
chology as constituent legal culture elements) and other areas that are legal reality factors. All human life is
associated with the rights and obligations implementation, which are due to a variety of social and legal ties
that generate abstract and concrete legal ties that are intertwined with abstract and concrete social relation-
ships that determine the existence and functioning of the individual as a social and legal relations subject. All
these relations are simultaneously objective and subjective, since they exist in reality as legal relations, and
on the other hand, in the public consciousness and find their expression in human activity. Thus, the law
awareness (legal concepts and categories) makes it real and allows us to state that it is legal consciousness
that is the prerequisite and basic condition for the law existence as an objective reality and legal culture re-
sulting from the implementation of legal ideology and legal psychology.

Experimental

The application of general scientific and private scientific research methods made it possible to reveal
the relationship between legal culture and legal reality as a dichotomy that is in continuous development.
During the research, general philosophical and special legal research methods were used. The dialectical
method of cognition was used as the main method, and the following were used as general scientific meth-
ods: Induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis, systemic method, structural-functional method, anthro-
pological method. When developing the conclusions of political cognition, legal methods and legal phenom-
ena were used — this is a comparative legal method, formal legal, and other scientific knowledge methods.
In the research course, the historicism method was applied, through which the historical patterns of the legal
culture development as a social phenomenon were identified. By means of comparative analysis and synthe-
sis of the main and secondary social and legal categories main features, philosophical and legal concepts “le-
gal culture” and “legal reality” correlation in terms of their volume were revealed. Through induction and
deduction, the essential purpose of the broadest legal categories “legal culture”, “legal reality” were identi-
fied. By applying the systemic and structural-functional methods, the categories “social reality”, “legal con-
sciousness”, “legal culture” correlation were considered. Via the comparative legal and the formal legal
methods, the interaction and relationship of all legal culture elements with the systemic category of “legal
reality” were examined.

Results

Currently, a new legal culture is being formed, both globally and nationally, which is due to the dynam-
ic law development, the legal systems and legal norms convergence, the universal values and cultural relativ-
ism elaboration. Through legal culture, law is realized, which is essentially the existence of legal reality (le-
gal life). At the same time, the legal reality is designed to comprehensively reflect the legal norms (conduct
enshrined rules in law), legal behavior and legal consciousness, which form the legal culture in practice. The
right implementation is also greatly influenced by moral and ethical standards determined by the post-Soviet
history, various religions and certain social groups’ cultures. Accordingly, legal culture is the result of the
society development in specific historical conditions; however, historical results are assessed by society, as a
rule, after some time, while the legal reality category should include not only the legal culture that exists at
present, but also the legal culture that exists in the past, while being reflected by modern public conscious-
ness. This emphasizes the continuity of social and legal development from the past to the future, which al-
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lows us to consider legal reality as a factor set that make up a dialectically developing phenomenon. On the
other hand, legal reality is contained in the consciousness that exists at the present time, in which, as
knowledge, there are ideas about legal reality, legal life and legal culture existing in the past. The legal litera-
ture notes the relativity and diversity of legal culture assessments as a philosophical and legal phenomenon.
People Communities, political parties, various social institutions, persons in power, and oppositionists may
evaluate cultural achievements in the legal sphere in different ways. There may be different opinions and
attitudes towards legal norms and their application practice by state bodies. However, in the law theory and
state, it is noted that history has already developed some general civilization criteria in determining the cul-
ture level in general and legal culture in particular. Based on this an opportunity is created to determine the
main criteria for understanding legal culture and directions for its improvement. These are the following fac-
tors: The formation of law and legality sense; Mastering the logical and legal thinking achievements; Legis-
lation improvement; Legislative work raising level; An increase in the volume and qualitative improvement
of law-abiding behavior; Jurisdictional improvement and other law enforcement activities; Power into legis-
lative division, executive and judicial branches (institutions); Research law monuments and law enforcement
practice as the legal education basis [2; 441-442]. All these directions of legal culture improvement are de-
signed to characterize legal reality as a contradictory philosophical and legal category, reflecting the contra-
dictoriness of the current legal state culture and general culture in general. In modern conditions, in our opin-
ion, the legal culture should be based not only on the law and legal categories norms but also on moral, ethi-
cal principles that are designed to play the role as an individual’s limiter in his own rights and freedoms ex-
ercise. In any national legal system, legal norms must have their own moral meaning, every law and by-law
every legal principle must have not only legal but also a certain moral value. It should be noted that law
without morality is powerless, since legal norms are social horms part, accordingly, the right culture exist-
ence is impossible without a general society culture. The social development level predetermines the degree
of legal relations development, which can penetrate into all public life spheres. This level reflects develop-
ment results of the state, law, legal relations, legal consciousness, legal culture, and other elements from
which legal reality is formed. The legal reality reflection is the concepts manifestation and categories in the
subjective world in the legal life process, and ideal objects (ideas, theories, scientific positions and other the-
oretical and practical research results) that affect the behavior of an individual in society. In general, the legal
reality understanding is intended to reflect the entire legal phenomena set at the present time, while all phe-
nomena in one way or another related to law can be attributed to legal phenomena. For instance,
Yu.A. Zhilina emphasizes that legal reality is the law existence in the material aspect and in the ideal aspect.
This being includes all existing legal phenomena and phenomena. The author notes: “... from the defining
legal reality problem, its structure and its relationship question with other philosophical and legal concepts
and categories, such as legal ideals, legal opportunities, legal consciousness” [3; 640] and other legal phe-
nomena covering all legal life aspects. All of these categories are included in the legal reality concept, since
legal reality is the broadest category designed to characterize social reality in the legal sphere. It should be
noted that the very legal reality is a human consciousness product, trying to comprehend itself in the devel-
opment process and the search for patterns of this development. Professor S.L. Slobodniuk states: ... the
legal reality understanding is conditioned by the legal understanding type or that author adheres to. At the
same time, legal reality is characterized, as a rule, either from a formally defined side, or in a certain meta-
physical aspect” [4; 345-347]. This is due to the fact that the law understanding in different historical
epochs, as well as at the present time, in different societies is different, which is due to the legal conscious-
ness and legal culture of a specific historical society. For example, law in the religious and traditional law
family and law in the Romano-Germanic system have not only different forms of expression but also the
very idea of law as a social value and the main legal social relations regulator, which is due to different legal
consciousness and legal culture. Accordingly, it is rather difficult to determine the phenomena range includ-
ed in the category of “legal reality”, since there are many approaches and phenomenon definitions to the
“law” concept, which are adopted in different social groups in different ways, forming an appropriate legal
culture. At the heart of modern legal culture is (should be) liberal-democratic principles, which should be
guided by society as a whole and each individual in particular. The public relations formation based on liber-
al-democratic ideas is the most important step towards the legal statehood formation as a legal reality. It
should be noted that the category “legal state” acts as both legal reality and political reality element, forming
an inseparable phenomena set as political and legal nature. Accordingly, as a broader social reality category,
one can single out political and legal reality, subsequently trying to separate legal reality from political and
legal reality as a set of exclusively legal phenomena and categories, which seems impossible, since many
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phenomena and categories are both political and legal at the same time. Law and politics can be correlated as
the form and content of the same phenomenon, while in certain cases changing their purpose, acting in legal
relations as a form, and in political relations as content, and vice versa. Accordingly, legal reality and politi-
cal reality are different forms of social reality that differ from each other in main criterion terms: Law is a
social relations regulator, through generally binding rules of behavior; politics is a methodology for manag-
ing and developing society. Thus, in a modern state, political activity is limited by a legal framework, and
the law development and its implementation is carried out both by legal and political methods. It is possible
to separate these phenomena from each other only conditionally, abstracting from certain qualities and phe-
nomena characteristics under study.

Discussion

Legal reality reflects discussions in the law field, since through these disputes and discussions, a gener-
ally recognized human behavior model in society is formed, as well as the social institutions necessary for
the management and development of this society are created. Various authors consider legal reality through
the legal reality category. For instance, A.V. Petrov notes that legal reality is a universal theoretical jurispru-
dence object, more precisely, legal reality, which theoretical jurisprudence is trying to understand as reality,
defining the essential and natural in its content and forms [5; 150-158]. At the same time, in the analyzing
monographic publications process, the author notes that when defining legal culture, a rather elements arbi-
trary list is included in this concept, while an exhaustive concepts list is not always included in the concept
under study. An example is the author L.A. Petruchak’s opinion, who in his monograph made an attempt to
analyze the legal modern society culture [6; 246—-249]. The authors in legal studies, without delving into phi-
losophy, are limited to a general approach to legal reality and legal culture. According to Hegel, reality dif-
fers from immediate being as the beginning of theoretical thinking. “Being is not yet real: it is the first im-
mediacy; his reflection is therefore becoming and transition into another” [7; 186]. A similar approach is typ-
ical for modern philosophy. For example, P.V. Alekseev and Panin A.V. note that in a broad sense, reality is
taken as the entire objectively existing world, objective reality in all its concreteness, the entire totality of
existing phenomena taken in unity with their essence [8; 509]. Of interest is the approach of A.V. Petrov,
who tries to determine legal reality by means of legal will. The formation of legal will is conditioned by spe-
cific social needs and the bearer of legal will is society as a whole, and the exponent is the dominant social
groups in it. The legal will has special objective goals — the social relations forms consolidation, which al-
lows ordering to ensure the social ties stability to achieve interests of the main social groups balance, and
ultimately the public interests harmony [9; 254-257]. This author indicates that the legal reality is revealed
from different angles. From the outside, it is a stable legal phenomena sequence and their necessary connec-
tions with each other. From the inside, legal reality is a way of expressing and objectifying legal will, a way
of existence of the essence of legal phenomena. Legal reality is the unity of internal and external, essence
and its manifestations, legal force and its expression in the essential content of individual legal phenomena
and their natural combination order. In this capacity, legal reality should be distinguished from legal reality,
which is a cut of the immediate legal phenomena existence. Immediate being or legal reality is a mixed
stream of essential and inessential, necessary and accidental, natural and natural, which must be distin-
guished by highlighting the real [5; 157]. V.V. Kozhevnikov adheres to the same approach, who believes that
legal reality is understood as legal reality that does not fully reflect objective laws. As a criterion that distin-
guishes legal reality from legal reality, this author considers through legal possibilities. Legal opportunities
arise from legal reality, since it is the reality that demonstrates the process of the emergence and implementa-
tion of law [10; 9]. Legal reality reflects not only regular connections and tendencies but also random phe-
nomena that conflict with legal reality because of the free will of an individual person and many options for
his behavior, which is due to legal culture. Legal reality is a realized reality, incorporating not only realized
things but also ideas and ideals. Accordingly, it is the legal culture of society as the implementation of law in
one form or another that predetermines the legal reality and legal reality.

The relationship issue in general, personality and law is one of the fundamental philosophical and legal
and socio-legal issues. Currently, the formation process of a legal personality has just begun. A legal person-
ality is a substructure of a social personality with special typological and behavioral characteristics, adequate
to civil society and the rule of law. A legal personality differs from other personality types in the degree of
lawfulness and behavior activity. Conscious legal prescriptions fulfillment, active protection of both one’s
own rights and the rights of third parties, active participation in law-making state bodies activities, participa-
tion in legal educational activities determine the content of a legal personality. Different levels of loyalty to
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legal consciousness inherent in people make it possible, along with a legal person, to single out a group that
comes into contact with it and ensures the legal state stability as a system — these are individuals with loyal-
ty to legal consciousness, which is at the level of passive or conformal positivism [11; 4-8]. The key figure
in this case is a socially active person who measures his activities with the theory of human rights and the
legal culture of its implementation in the lawful behavior form. From the point of view of jurisprudence, the
basic concept for truly legitimate behavior of a socially active person is legal culture. Legal culture acts as
the basis for the law implementation, being defined as the basic component of the entire law theory. In the
scientific literature, it is noted that legal culture is a certain legal education level and society legal education.
Its main indicators are the development level of the legal space, the legal acts perfection and legislation in
general; the legislative and law enforcement quality practice in the country; the level of rights awareness,
duties and mutual responsibility of the state and the citizen; the effectiveness of the law enforcement system
[12; 124-127]. In the literature, scientific views on culture are reduced to three groups: 1) anthropological; 2)
sociological; 3) philosophical. In anthropological analysis, culture is understood as the totality of all goods
created by man, in contrast to natural goods. The sociological approach interprets it as a spiritual values sum:
Here culture acts as a social life component. From a philosophical perspective, culture is considered among
the phenomena that are singled out purely analytically, not related to social development. The positive side
of the anthropological approach lies in the breadth of analysis, since culture is seen as a manifestation of the
most diverse social life spheres [13; 571]. We should adhere to the conclusion of V.P. Salnikov, that to un-
derstand legal culture, considering the existing differences in the views of scientists studying culture, to de-
termine that all of them are united by the analysis of culture from the standpoint of the historically active
creative activity of a person and his development as a subject of this activity. With this approach, the pro-
gress of culture coincides with the personality development in any social life sphere [13; 573]. Accordingly,
the person activity and the need to regulate his behavior characterizes legal reality as an objective phenome-
non, on the one hand, and on the otherhand, a human activity result, his actions and awareness of the results
of his activities in the law field as an subjective phenomenon.

According to the analysis of scientific literature, culture includes four most important elements: 1) Con-
cepts (categories) are the generalization result and (isolation) of objects or phenomena of a particular class
according to more or less essential characteristics [14; 268]. 2) Relationships. Culture not only conceptually
defines certain elements of relations but also reveals how they are interconnected — in space and time, se-
mantically (“black” is opposite to “white”) and within the framework of causality. 3) Values are generally
accepted criteria that form the basis of moral principles. The problem of the value system today becomes the
central all human thought problem, all sociology, all politics and all philosophy. 4) Rules are norms that reg-
ulate people’s behavior under the values of a particular culture [15; 14-15]. All these elements also reveal
the legal culture concept, considered as part of the society culture. Accordingly, the following should be con-
sidered as the legal culture basic elements: 1) Concepts; 2) Relationships; 3) Values; 4) Rules. All these cat-
egories can be considered as the main legal reality components. Legal reality as a philosophical and legal
category, as well as legal culture, it is built from concepts, relationships, values and rules. Moreover, the
concepts, relationships, values and rules are determined by the nature of the category in question. According-
ly, in the philosophical and sociological aspect, legal reality and legal culture are separated from the concep-
tual system with the help of specific definitions designed to reflect their essence and main features in this
system of concepts. In the philosophical science field, legal reality is distinguished by defining the main fea-
tures of the concepts under consideration in the categories system of law philosophy. In our opinion, legal
culture emphasizes the connection with the general culture, and regulates individual and social relations be-
havior on the legal norms basis as legal reality phenomena. Legal reality is a category wider than the legal
culture category, while legal culture, considered in the context of the law philosophy, sets the limits of an
individual’s possible behavior using the same social norms, but reasoned and proven in each category in dif-
ferent ways. From the legal reality point of view, the individual freedom degree is determined by the com-
mon culture development, reflected in law, and motivation is primarily socio-cultural in nature and reflects
the relationship between society and the individual needs. At the same time, the productive forces develop-
ment and production relations, considered at the basis of the formation approach, is also a great importance.
Accordingly, the degree of individual freedom is a unifying category for civilization and formational ap-
proaches to understanding legal reality. This aspect (the degree of individual freedom) unites the legal state
and legal culture.
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Conclusions

Legal culture is an important factor in the law existence, considered as a driving force in the process of
law realization (life of law in legal relations) and determining legal reality. At the same time, legal culture is
one of the main legal reality elements, defining it as a legal and philosophical category that objectively exists
in the subjective world in its positive and negative manifestations. Legal culture is part of a broader category
of “culture of society”, which are inextricably linked and conditioned on each other. At present, it is neces-
sary to develop not only the legal culture but also the general society culture, to develop basic moral and eth-
ical standards that determine the limits of individual freedom in society. These limits should be reflected
both in legal norms and in moral norms and agreed in modern society. This ratio also applies to the catego-
ries “legal reality” and “‘social reality”. Legal reality is a social reality form. It reflects not only regular con-
nections and tendencies but also random phenomena that conflict with legal reality, because of the free will
of an individual person and many options for his behavior, which is due to legal culture. Legal reality is a
realized reality including realized things and ideas and ideals. Accordingly, it is the legal culture of society
that is a factor in legal reality, since, in addition to legal reality; it includes legal ideas, legal ideals, legal
knowledge, legal opportunities, legal incidents (accidents), as well as illegal behavior. Thus, through legal
culture, legal reality as a dynamic phenomenon reveals the process of implementing the law. Legal reality
covers all stages: From awareness of one’s own needs to a legal act (action or inaction). Phenomena that
have not been sufficiently studied in legal and philosophical science are also included in legal reality: The
ratio of legal culture and illegal (criminal) behavior, legal culture and criminal culture in all its manifesta-
tions. Criminal culture in all its varieties is included in legal reality, despite the fact that it has an illegal
character and illegal psychology and illegal ideology. Thus, beside entire legal phenomena set the legal reali-
ty concept includes also anti-legal phenomena aimed at destroying legal relations, including criminal psy-
chology and ideology, which has not yet been implemented in illegal behavior. Accordingly, legal reality
reflects the entire legal phenomena set, which include legal categories, anti-legal categories, as well as legal
ideology and legal psychology that determine legal culture as a legal consciousness set and the law imple-
mentation.

What is the essence of life? To serve others and to do good.
Aristotle

Currently, volunteering covers innovative and important issues. It had developed in the world of civili-
zation since ancient times as a form of charity and now it has taken its place on the practical horizon. Volun-
teerism is one of the constituents of human act. Volunteerism was formed based on such values as humanity,
humanism, and generosity in its historical development. The value and significance of this topic should be
noted separately. After all, the historical development of volunteerism is directly related to the works of phi-
losophers, laws and canonical rules formed by World Culture. The object of research is humanistic ideas
formed in World Civilizations, which are the basis of volunteerism; the subject of research is the process of
historical and axiological analysis of volunteerism.

The scientific hypothesis is that human history has shown that there is no society that is indifferent to
the ideas of voluntary and selfless help. Volunteerism is a feature of human civilization that persists despite
the cruel times, the era of injustice and violence. Volunteering is based on the human capacity and desire to
volunteer for the sake of high human ideals, without the goal of personal gain through material rewards. The
idea of volunteerism, as a common human value, is one in all civilisations of the world which are shown by
philosophical works of thinkers of various civilisations in mankind history.

In this article, we reviewed and examined the features of the concept of volunteerism in world philoso-
phy. Based on the results of the conducted scientific research, we studied the historical development of the
concept of voluntariness.

The general purpose of the work is to analyze volunteerism in a historical and axiological context.

To achieve this purpose, we have set ourselves the following tasks:

1. To study the concept of “volunteerism” in the philosophical and humanitarian sciences.

2. To characterize the influence of volunteerism in charity as a new term in historical and philosophical
science.

3. To study the significance of volunteerism as a social phenomenon in the Kazakh steppe.
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Experimental

In the scientific research of volunteerism as an ethical problem in the system of general worldview, the
authors gave an overview of the theoretical analysis of philosophical works. This method allowed us to de-
termine the nature of the values of virtue, altruism and charity.

Also, the methodological basis of the work is the dialectical-materialistic method of cognition. In the
course of describing and studying the topic of the work, other general scientific and private scientific meth-
ods were also used: Analysis and synthesis, comparative-historical, formal-logical, system, classification.

Results

As a result of the study of volunteerism as a socio-cultural phenomenon, an important condition for its
historical assessment and study was determined. Through the review of foreign and domestic historiography
of the problem of volunteerism, the need for a comprehensive study of the ethical problem was revealed. The
issues of volunteerism in the Kazakh culture and in the world as a whole were considered. The work ana-
lyzed the concepts of volunteerism as a whole historical process associated with the culture and tradition of a
certain time.

Discussion

Voluntary aid, provided by a person or group of people to society as a whole or to individuals, is based
on the ideas of selfless service to the humane ideals of humanity and is not intended for profit, payment or
career advancement. It can take many forms: From traditional forms of mutual aid to the joint efforts of
thousands of people to overcome the consequences of a natural disaster, to resolve conflict situations, to
eradicate poverty [1; 267]. Thus, volunteerism is an important element of the social sphere and requires care-
ful research to raise its importance.

Recently, there have been changes in the pattern of volunteering across the developed world. Changes
in lifestyle, in the numbers of women entering the workforce, and in working patterns have impacted both on
the nature of volunteer activity and on the demographic characteristics of typical volunteers. These observa-
tions aside, there are few truly global trends in volunteering since the propensity to volunteer and individual
volunteer behaviour seems to be a function of the nature of the society in which this takes place [2; 431].

The concept of acting of one’s own free will, and in modern Western sociology, “volunteerism” is used
to refer to freely offer to do something as an activity carried out by people voluntarily on a gratuitous basis
and aimed at achieving socially significant goals, solving community problems.

The historical methodological tradition in the study of volunteerism focuses on the formation of the
phenomenon of volunteer labor, its rootedness in religious values and patterns of development of society.

The category of freedom is a key to understanding the essence of volunteer work. The formation of its
nature and specificity is closely related to the release of labor from all types of coercion: Social, economic,
administrative, and legal. In a slave-owning society, the labor of socially free citizens who participated in the
government was considered free, in contrast to the labor of slaves, which was essentially valued as domestic
labour.

The first ideas of volunteerism in ancient Eastern philosophy

Ancient China was not deprived of humane ideas even though it was a slave-owning society, volunteer
work was an integral part of social relations. The ideas of virtue and selfless assistance were among the first
to be expressed by the philosophers of ancient China. The peculiarity of the ancient Chinese philosophy of
virtuous work is its inalienable connection with tradition. The basic ideas of virtue and unselfish work in
China were reflected in the writings and views of Confucius since ancient times.

Charity and philanthropy have a special place in the history of development of Chinese philosophy. For
Confucianism and Buddhism, virtue was the main value. Traditionally, “helping and caring for others” was
highly valued by the Chinese. The value of charity goes back to thousands of years to Chinese culture.
Among them, a special representative of Chinese philosophy is the ancient philosopher Confucius.

The meaning of human existence, according to Confucius, the concrete embodiment of Tao in each in-
dividual being and phenomenon is “grace/virtue” (de). The hierarchized harmony of all individual de forms
the universal Tao. We see that the teacher (Confucius) was worried about the correct behavior of each person
[3; 14].
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Teacher Kuhn suggested 5 principles of good living. They are

— jen “good intentions”;

— Xin “goodness, duty”;

—yi “truth, justice”;

— i “ritual, custom”;

— zhi “wisdom”.

Confucius’ philosophy is based on behavior showing high moral standards. It is the path to virtue ac-
cording to Confucius. A virtuous person, a noble person (jun-zi/chun tzu) is the origin of Confucianism. As
stated by Confucius, a person goes on the road by virtue and sticking to rituals. On this journey, a person
changes himself, perceives wisdom by changing himself, and his soul is purified [4; 58].

Confucius is undoubtedly the initiator of goodness. Based on these ethical theories, Confucius devel-
oped and further substantiated his political views. The philosophical and ethical worldview of the great mor-
alist Confucius was based on high morality, right action and ethical norms.

Some of the ancient philosophical views on virtue and volunteer labor are contained in ancient Indian
sources. For over two hundred years there has been a scientific study of the history of Indian philosophy, and
such concepts as “Hindu values”, “Indian axiology”, etc. became an integral part of the science of philoso-
phy. Many eminent philosophers have devoted their research to “Indian Axiology”, among them are the pub-
lications of the classics of this issue — M. Hiriyanna, Nagaraja Rao, T.MP. Mahadevan, W. Goodwin, the
famous Indian philosopher G. Malkani, W. Tetinen, and others [3; 114].

One of the main values that Buddhists attribute to moral perfection was generosity. Generosity is count-
ed by Buddhists to be the most important state for the promotion of any business. The praise had been seen
from the earliest monuments of Indian culture. For example, one of the hymns of the Rigveda, as a warning
for rich people, asks them to separate their wealth, because the wealth does not last forever and must be used
wisely. In the Brihadaranyaka Upanishad, the God of lightning, states that people should behave themselves
appropriately and do charity, including distribution of alms. In the Chhandogya Upanishad, generosity is ac-
cepted as a readiness to do or give something, which goes along with asceticism, truthfulness, and justice.
Generosity is on the amnesty list of Dharmashastra and is also highly presented in the didactic texts of the
Mahabharata [3; 146]. Generosity in Buddhism is the most important aspect in both culture and religion. It is
regarded as a gift from God.

In the texts of the Pali Canon, charity, along with minimal moral behavior and meditation, is considered
as an act of forgiveness which is highly rewarding. These texts indicate at least three ways to differentiate the
statements about charity: Eight objects of gift, eight methods of giving charity and five “symbols” of gener-
osity: Charity should be done faithfully, carefully, promptly and neither having regrets nor harms to anyone.
According to the Abhidharmists, the highest gift, however, is not material thing, but the gift of dharma, while
the five “great gifts” are five periods of life, considered as a gift to others. Among the Mahayana texts, the
“soteriological” treatise “Bodhisattvabhumi” should be highlighted, in which nine types of charity are distin-
guished:

1) free will to give everything asked,

2) willingness to sacrifice any property (even the one’s body);

3) readiness to offer the most expensive belongings;

4) non-discrimination of persons who are beneficiaries;

5) giving a gift accompanied by reverence and awe for the giver;

6) non-discrimination of the gifted,;

7) donation in order to alleviate real needs;

8) endowment for the benefit of the person accepting a gift both in this life and in the next;

9) immediate donation. Other variations of the virtuous gift include: Giving without swings, giving up
the habit of “accumulating” for another time, granting with total unselfishness; sacrifice with joy; sharing the
best; act of giving not to build up “merit” [3; 147].

Despite the constant declaration of altruistic attitudes, the diverse ways of overcoming the personal
principle in Indian worldviews, Indian ethics is “selfishness”. This explains the lack of justice as a social vir-
tue in all numerous aretological lists of Indian texts, while for ancient aretology justice was the focus of all
virtue. The basis of Indian ethics was an orientation toward a goal rather than a benefit, the opposite situation
was in ancient ethics.
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Aretology in Europe

Antique ethics was preceded by a moral canon that was actually contained in the prephilosophical forms
of culture. It was a reflection on this canon and, at the same time, entered this canon itself as a conceptually
formalised conclusion. Moral refers to the ideal vision of a perfect (dignified, virtuous) person and a perfect
(dignified, happy) life. It was set in the first (and by time of origin meaning) texts of ancient Greek culture.

Aretology, a branch of ethical science, is derived from the Greek word aréte, which is translated as
“morality”. The word “aréte” referring to a person means “virtuous”. In a broad sense, it means “morality” as
a characteristic of a worthy person. Hard work is required to correspond to this quality. Hesiod, the first poet
of ancient Greece, described the “arete” as follows: “Hooliganism is easy to achieve, but difficult to have”
[5; 32].

According to Socrates, the meaning of life, its goal is in truth, in goodness. The very activity of the hu-
man mind has therefore an ethical content; the doing of reason is a practical doing, and idle speculation that
has no practical purpose is condemned as false and fruitless, as empty sophistry. Socrates: Virtue does not
come from money, but from virtue money and all good things come to human beings in both private and
public life [6; 215].

Socrates contribution to philosophy was well-illustrated by his pupil Aristotle, who said that “Socrates
was one of the pioneers who were dealing with the question of moral virtues and tried to determine the gen-
eral understanding of it”.

Aristotle, as the founder of ethics, criticized Pythagoras in his “Great Ethics” for equating ethics to
numbers, Socrates for comparing ethics with knowledge, and Plato for equating ethics to abstract higher
well-being. He believed that the condition for disclosing the essence of “ethical problems” was the definition
of what ethics is a part of. Aristotle considered ethics as a part of politics, because in his opinion, in public
life, it is possible to act only with certain “ethical characteristics”, which means to be a respectable person [7;
296]. Therefore, ethics as a science of moral behavior is not only part of politics but also the beginning. The
first subject of ethics is the highest good, but not an abstract human good, good in public life.

Avristotle says that the volunteerism is what we hold people morally responsible for.

In his work “Nicomachean Ethics”, Aristotle, reflecting on virtue, says the following:

“Indeed, the property of virtue consists more in doing good (eu poiein) than in accepting it (eu
paskhein), and in doing fine deeds more than in not doing shameful ones. Meanwhile, it is quite clear that
giving implies good deeds and fine acts, while acquiring implies accepting good, if not committing shameful
acts, and finally, gratitude is due to the one who gives, not the one who does not take. And the first one, ra-
ther, deserves praise. It is easier not to take than to give, because people are even less inclined to squander
their (good) than not to take, even more, someone else’s. And those who give are called generous, and those
who do not take are not praised for generosity, but praised nevertheless for justice; those who take do not
deserve praise at all. Among those with whom friendship is made because of their virtue, perhaps most
friendship is with the generous, they are helpers, since help consists in giving” [8]. Virtue according to
Avistotle, a person who does good, to whom bad deeds and sins are alien. This topic is always relevant in his
writings.

In the Middle Ages, “toil by the sweat of your brow” was considered the curse of man for his original
sin. T. Aquinas argued that by his labor a person can provide only his biological existence and is not able to
achieve high goals, unlike volunteer labor [9; 28].

There is reason to believe that the ethical readings of Thomas Aquinas, a representative of philosophy
in the Middle Ages, were formed on the basis of biblical morality and the philosophical views of Aristotle.
Thomas Aquinas: “In order to do the most important good in moral life, a person must strive not only with
intelligence, but with all his soul. This should be the most important thing for a compassionate person” [3;
539]. T. Aquinas, as a true religious philosopher, considered ethical norms in a society with religion and spir-
ituality.

The emergence of a social free worker in modern times became the most important condition for the
formation of an economic free person, whose personal structure and behavior were influenced by ancient
ethics (the Renaissance) [10; 54].

A critical mass of such individuals, who preserved the religious spirit of Protestantism and managed to
combine it with the spirit of freedom, laid the foundations of civil society in the United States, which, ac-
cording to A. de Tocqueville, was based on the ability of the early settlers to organise themselves, voluntarily
building schools, roads, houses and solving community problems together. Religious values (work as a path
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to salvation; a high level of social organization of life as a duty to serve God, good deeds as a sign of being
chosen; willingness to learn and accept new things), combined with civil liberties, have become the basis of
modern volunteerism. Thus, the phenomenon of voluntary work lies in its freedom from social, economic
and political coercion and its disinterested focus on solving community problems. At the same time, it would
be excessive to consider it entirely altruistic. History confirms that the motives of volunteers, at least some of
them, are not always altruistic [11; 203].

In New Age philosophy in Europe, man, his sovereignty as only responsible to himself, was paramount.
Consider the views of some modern thinkers regarding virtue and virtuous work.

Martin Luther’s ethical views are inseparable from his work aimed at reforming the Church and reviv-
ing the true Christian faith. Luther’s ethical views were expressed in a series of letters — small treatises and
the essay “On the bondage of the will”. According to Luther: “Kindness and good deeds never make a good
and kind man, but a good and kind man does good and kind deeds. Not good deeds show person’s rightness
but his faith. Through faith in God, people become pious and have the opportunity to do good deeds”. Martin
Luther divides human acts into two groups: the first is actions towards one’s own body, and the second is to
one’s “more important” actions towards other people.

According to the ethical ideas of Pierre Gassendi, the main virtue is prudence, in which reason leads the
will. Prudence means the need to be content with a certain minimum, because “... to a man who is not satis-
fied with little, everything is always little...” [12; 314].

According to I. Kant, “the fulfillment of duty by everyone does bring good to all, but this good should
be the goal of social duty, not the pursuit of personal gain. Everyone should make the ultimate goal the high-
est possible good in the world. And yet the question arises: why is this so? Because everything must be done
in the name of Man” [13; 126].

For Kant, it is not only the form of the act that is important, but its certain correlation with the content.
According to Kant, people should be judged not only by their actions, but also by the motives that guided
them in performing these actions. Kant's distrust of fine-minded promises of «making everybody happy» is
not groundless, nor is his reliance on a general moral interest which is intended to rise above the motley di-
versity of private empirical aspirations. However, he does not take into account the fact that actions are still
no less important than their motives, and accustoming to the right actions is one of the means of educating
moral feelings. After all, “in the beginning was the deed”. Neither should the chasm between duty and hap-
piness be ripped out. It is wrong to turn a person into a servant of duty as such; on the contrary, duty must be
such that it serves the happiness of people. On the other hand, the consciousness of fulfilled duty does not
make people happy? Humanistic aspirations never weaken a correctly understood duty, but, on the contrary,
contribute to its fulfillment. From all motives of moral action Kant chooses the extremely general and there-
fore inevitably the most formally understood motive, as far from sensuality as possible, but he is mistaken,
because “no morality exists without sensuality, i.e., as pure morality. In other words, as a clean conscience
refers to a conscience that has never been in use” [14; 67]. A true conscience is the most important element
of conscientiousness, and a good conscience is the pledge of volunteerism.

Duty practiced, colliding with sensual reality, penetrating into it, cannot remain by duty locked in its
“pure” self-sufficiency. Kant nevertheless hoped that duty could retain its purity. In “On the proverb 'It may
be true in theory, but it is not fit for practice” he develops the apologia of duty in a spirit of extreme
rigorism. Not showing the slightest hesitation even in the most artificial situations, he is of the opinion that
even the slightest, by way of exception, breach of duty would be extremely destructive for moral practice.
After all, “duty is the necessity of (doing) an act out of respect for the law” [15; 236].

The formation of voluntariness as a certain activity in Europe lasted from the beginning of the XIX
century to the 1920s. The work of volunteers at this stage is characterized by the predominance of their zeal
for religious principles. The charitable practice of the people is developing in all European countries.
According to history, the logic of the emergence and development of volunteer prototypes within the
European space at this stage is similar. At this stage, the community of European volunteers has signs of
religious or ideological unity, but not associations. Researchers note that in many European countries, since
the 19th century, the church has promoted volunteerism and mutual assistance within the local community.
In some countries, secular forms of mutual assistance have also developed.

In ideas of the above-mentioned European humanist philosophers, first of all, human existence was im-
portant in all aspects. At the same time, humanists did not deviate from their religious views, gods, and
Christian religious teachings. The main focus of humanists was on man and his soul. The influence of Chris-
tianity on human social problems and good deeds became clear.
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Volunteering in the Arab-Muslim culture

A characteristic feature of Islamic culture is the absence of division into secular and religious, as was
the case in Christian civilization during the Middle Ages.

In Islam, charity is divided by four areas. The first type of charity includes various gifts, charity acts,
and voluntary donations in the form of deities. Voluntary interest — free lending to people in need is the se-
cond direction. The third direction of charity is the obligation to pay zakat (a certain part of the annual in-
come in certain cases), and the fourth direction, which is eternal charity, the wagf, which is the best form of
charity because the donated property is used regularly and for a long time.

While obligatory prayers indicate the spirituality of the Muslim in building a direct connection with the
Supreme Lord, charity reflects spiritual maturity in the context of building relationships with the creatures of
the Supreme. Its importance is mentioned in the Holy Quran: “Perform namaz, pay zakat and bow together
with those who bow down”.

Charity is so important before the Almighty that the Quran says the following about it: “You will never
achieve righteousness until you donate some of what you cherish. And whatever you give is certainly well
known to Allah”.

Ideally, the act of donation in Islam should be seen not only as a moral obligation towards society, but
in reality it is a sincere desire to attain the grace of the Lord of the Worlds.

Humanity is one of the fundamental principles of Islam. Making a donation or helping someone who
has been injured are actions that the believer cannot do on his own, they are as obligatory for him as prayer,
fasting during Ramadan and pilgrimage to Mecca. Performing an act of humanity for a Muslim is thus one of
the main components of religious practice, whether it is a donation of money or in kind, or acts of a more
practical nature, such as gratuitous work, supporting one’s neighbour and distributing help [15; 121].

Donation or charity, as an economic basis, is considered significant in religious, social and commercial
exchange, since it emphasizes the importance of giving action rather than acquiring oneself, which serves
more public and public interests (maslakha) rather than the individual.

The importance of charity and helping people is noted in many hadiths. It must be remembered that
everything that is done unselfishly comes back with the gifts of the Almighty. Engaging in charity, a person
not only helps those in need, but also protects himself from bad things and earns sawab.

In classical Arab—Muslim literature, he operates with the concept of good (khair). The good deeds of
people will be rewarded and they will be seen on the Day of Judgment without fear: “Whoever brings a good
deed will have a better reward. And they will be saved from the fear of the Day of Judgment” (Quran 27:89),
On that day, not only the good deeds of a person, but also all the bad deeds will be shown to him: “On that
day people will go in scattered crowds to see their deeds. It’s a mercy from Allah that none of our good
deeds will be forgotten, even if they weigh the equivalent of a speck of dust. On the scales of Judgment Day,
good deeds and good intentions, no matter how small they seem in human terms, have the heaviest weight”
[16, 123]. And those who believe in the Day of Judgment always do good deeds, even with noble words and
intentions. This is called “thawab” (meaning “reward””)for Muslims.

An analysis of the texts of the Quran and the sayings of the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be
upon him) show how strongly Islam encouraged humanitarian activity, giving it a duty and a formal charac-
ter. By doing good deeds, a Muslim first of all worships Allah and becomes closer to Him. He will also be
rewarded for good deeds both in this life and in the next. A person cannot consider himself as a Muslim if he
does not give a hand to his relatives.

Volunteerism ideas in the Kazakh steppe

The Kazakh community has a tradition of volunteer labour in the Kazakh steppe, which has been the
most important characteristic of the national history.

The great thinker of the Turkic world, the eminent philosopher Abu Nasir Al-Farabi studied the sacred
in man as a value.

Al-Farabi’s ideological legacy is vast and diverse. This is evidenced by numerous works that are widely
known not only in the countries of the Muslim east, but also throughout the world. In his works, the main
place is occupied by the problems of morality, humanism, and human relations that lead a person to
happiness. His contemporaries called him “Muallimus Soni” — “The Second Teacher” after Aristotle, as
well as “The Aristotle of the East”.
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In his works, the issues of human relations occupy a central place. The great poet, thinker and philoso-
pher Khoja Ahmed Yasawi and Al-Farabi warn that only a society in which people help each other to
achieve happiness is a good society. He wants a good city to be ruled by a good man.

Al-Farabi's main and deepest work is “The ideas of the citizens of the virtuous city”, which reveals the
essence, structure, development and prosperity of the most perfect form of society “good city”. An integral
part of Farabi’s problem of the “ideal city” is the question of the upbringing of different categories of morali-
ty and perfection. Speaking of a perfect man, Farabi means the head of state. According to him, such ruler
should lead to the existence of a good state, the formation of the necessary qualities of its citizens [17; 309].

Khoja Ahmed Yasawi in his works “Diwani Hikmet”, “Risala” defines the basic principles of his doc-
trine. He calls people to personality, goodness, morality, charity, brotherhood, and criticizes insatiability and
rudeness, cruelty and ignorance.

Yusup Balasaguni, on the other hand, is famous for his charitable deeds in the famous epic “Kutty
Bilik” about charitable deeds for the poor, the elderly, the widows and the sick.

Kydyrgali bi Kosymuly Zhalairi, one of the most educated people in the Kazakh steppes, called the
work “Zhami at tavarikh” a historical record of the XVI-XVII centuries and a valuable cultural work. At the
same time, this work can be considered as a work that glorified the glory of Oraz Muhammad. The author
describes in detail the moment of Oraz-Muhammad’s accession to the throne: “Everyone, old and young,
mullahs and kalkhuds, all Muslims took part. Prayers were offered. Ordinary people and leaders were scat-
tering over the High Khan. Mullahs and hafiz, orphans and widows, the poor and the needy were rewarded
with alms”. The image of Oraz Muhammad in this work: “He showed kindness and goodness to the home-
less and the poor. With his right hand he ruled according to the Shari‘a, and with his left hand the thief pun-
ished the old and unworthy”. Indeed, it is a magnificent monument of glorification [18; 576]. The main focus
of poems and the words of the great Abai is the Man. According to Abai, “the believer of the believers”, the
reaching point is called “generosity” (charity). According to Abai, the improvement of the social situation,
the establishment of justice in society depends on the mercy, kindness and compassion of the people.

To sympathize with the country, to be a “guardian of the Kazakhs™ and to love “all mankind as a broth-
er”, first of all, one needs true faith. It was the mission of the “Truth-Confirmation” to convey man to the
path of perfect faith [19; 54]. Abai’s main idea is that any state or person will achieve great success if he is
guided by the three qualities of Abai — justice, science, kindness; where everyone’s rights are preserved,
science and technology are advanced, poor and needy are cared. Being the Man was important for Abai.

Conclusions

Summing up, we conclude that for a deeper understanding of volunteerism, we believe it would be
worthwhile to scientifically reflect on the phenomenon in question in philosophy. We note that by foreign
and domestic philosophers, volunteerism is not distinguished as a separate moral category, as a special form
of human cognition of socio-cultural activity. Within the framework of our research, we focused on moral
categories such as altruism, virtue, kindness, compassion, unselfishness, etc. Having complex social and
moral values of activity and human existence, they form the foundation of volunteerism. Overall, we would
like to conclude with the words of the UN Secretary General (January 1, 1997 — December 31, 2006) Kofi
Annan, “At the heart of volunteerism are the ideals of service and solidarity and the belief that together we
can make the world better”.

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The study of a socio-cultural phenomenon of capital

The article is devoted the study of a socio-cultural phenomenon — Nur-Sultan. Its content reflects the views
of focus group participants on important aspects of the study of the role of Nur-Sultan in the cultural and civi-
lizational process: The socio-cultural features of the capital, the perception of the urban space of Nur-Sultan,
intercultural communication. Nur-Sultan as a phenomenon becomes a subject of knowledge of the humanities
where domestic scientists attach special significance to judgment of a role of the capital in public conscious-
ness, to formation of patriotism and civil feelings and studied socio-cultural features of the capital, factors
and mechanisms of the organization of cross-cultural communications. The new capital is represented the
center which has to give an impetus to the economic growth of the country, overcome uneven placement of
the population, fasten multiethnic structure of Kazakhstan, to become the city cosmopolitan. As a result of
discussion, the impact of the capital on the political culture of youth and its social activity, young people’s
views about the prospects and cultural significance of Nur-Sultan, the understanding of the interaction of sci-
entific-technical, educational, political, artistic and aesthetic spheres of the organization of cultural process
were identified.

Keywords: city, capital, urbanization, culture, civilization, intercultural communication, Nur-Sultan.

Introduction

The city, gradually losing the narrow industrial specialization that determined the face of the city in the
XIX century, in the XX century usurps the functions of the cultural center, thus it becomes into the space, in
which the uniqueness political will of the state confronts with plural attempts of development of the city. In
other words, we can no longer distinguish the dominant style of the city or the dominant function of the city.
We have to divide the space of the city on zones, sectors, districts. The body of the city becomes too large to
remember about the ideal destination of the city. There is no more of that integrity in modern city, which
could be defined by the fortress wall, as there is no patronage from the unified government. This difficulty in
determining the boundaries of the nature and destination city is the basis of modern urban studies. Each new
generation, reared in new and old towns, seeking a more accurate way of explaining the phenomenal strength
of the city.

Experimental

The research methodology is determined by the purpose of the study. The work uses such principles as
the principle of development, the principle of concreteness, the method of ascent from the abstract to the
concrete, general scientific methodological approaches — systemic, structural-functional, comparative,
activity, method of cultural relativism, cultural-analytical method, hermeneutic methods. In particular, focus
group and SSPS methods were used in the study. The article shows interpretation of the socio-cultural
phenomenon of capital, using the urbanization concepts of Richard Florida, John Rennie Short, etc.

Results and Discussion

The urban population has sharply increased in the history of the world. In 2010, almost the half of the
world’s population, it is 3.5 billion people live in the city, to 2030 is expected the population growth in the
city up to 5 billion [1; 420]. This situation causes considerable interest of representatives of various branches
of scientific knowledge to the phenomenon of the city.

We agree with the opinion of E.N. Mastenitsa, that “to understand “the soul of the city”, “log” in its cul-
tural space and interact with him is possible only through a deep and comprehensive study” [2; 127].

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The study of a socio-cultural phenomenon of capital

The process of grand transformations of urban cultures is happening in a global world space. An Amer-
ican researcher, Richard Florida, considers the modern city as a center of creativity, mobilization, develop-
ment center for energetic people. According to his opinion, the creative rule ensures regional economic
growth and these people prefer innovative, diverse and tolerant place [3; 35].

An urbanization expert John Rennie Short indicates the variety of parameters of the cities: The Authori-
tarian City, The City of Difference, The Cosmic City, The Collective City, The Postindustrial City, The
Postmodern City, The Postcolonial City, The Immigrant City, The Economic City, The Competitive, The
Gendered City, The Erotic City, The Political City, The City Designed [4]. Each parameter affects on fun-
damental changes in the spatial organization of society and social organization of space. Each process (glob-
alization, differentiation of life and postmodernism) is closely associated with the functional structure of the
city.

The modern city is a rather difficult place to live. The growth of industrial production, the deterioration
of the environment, the transport problems, overcrowding, high cost of living, the marginalization and state
of neglect of some regions, high levels of crime — is not a complete list of problems faced daily by the in-
habitants of modern cities. Jean Baudrillard in his lecture “City and hatred”, read at the French University
College at Moscow State University named after M.V. Lomonosov, notes that the city has lost its integrity,
the wholeness, became disintegrated and disorganized, turned into a “Museum Perfect Deconstruction” [5].

R. Park is a researcher of the Chicago school of urban sociology of the twentieth century, exploring the
urban lifestyle, connected a general biological (the law of evolution, struggle for existence) and social pat-
terns (social cooperation, competition, balance, and order in society) [6]. The main differences between “so-
cial ecology” from biological ecology by Park, due to the nature of human existence, and the communities
formed by people; nature is changed, influenced to the ecology of the social division of labor. People, unlike
animals, can radically change their environment and nature. Anthropogenic changes in the environment — a
characteristic feature of human existence. The language and human culture allow you to create more com-
plex systems of coexistence species in comparison with the biological environment. Thereby, R. Park in his
theory laid the differences between the two groups of factors, affecting on urban environment: Biotic and
cultural.

It is considered by many researchers of the city as the socio-cultural phenomenon of historical process.
According to the Russian scientist Glazychev V.L., the city “is the phenomenon objectively necessary in the
organization, functioning and development determined by the contents and the socio-cultural characteristic
of society at all complexity and variety of its historical change. Interwoven into social fabric of society, the
city reflects and expresses its development, bears in itself all its main features and at the same time provides
the last. And as the specific effective organism it from the most emergence is accurately fixed and allocated
in consciousness of the person” [7; 3]. Here the city defined as a special cultural phenomenon and as center
of difficult structures of human knowledge. During each historical period cultural achievements of society
are provided with functional properties of the cities.

The world famous Japanese architect K. Tange considers that growth of capital cities is stimulated by
various escalating non-productive functions. In this regard, the capital role considerably becomes stronger,
becomes complicated and defines further development of all nations [8]. In our opinion, this situation is key
at research of a cultural phenomenon — Nur-Sultan.

Nur-Sultan became the capital of independent Kazakhstan in 1998. Transfer of the capital from Almaty
is connected with a number of decisive advantages: An extensive urban area, a successful geographical site
— proximity to the main economic centers of the country, considerable demographic potential, well-
developed transport infrastructure and rather favorable environment.

New name — Nur-Sultan (from Kazakh “capital”) had to become a symbol of transformations from a
position of administrative and political functions and an architectural image of the city. At the heart of the
architectural and art solution of the new center of the capital proposed by the Japanese architect
K. Kurokava, the principle of a metabolism (from Greek Metabole — change, transformation) which concept
consists in development of a strong viable framework of any architectural form and easily updated elements
lies.

He takes a basis of the given concept when developing the Master plan of development of Nur-Sultan
not only symbiosis of the static base and dynamic ensemble of architectural elements but also symbiosis of
the Soviet architectural heritage and the new city, natural and city elements, east and western philosophies.
The similar situation is that matrix which reproduces itself throughout the millennia in all cities finding the
status of the world capital.
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There are different parameters of Nur-Sultan as the city and the capital. Nur-Sultan — the communica-
tion center of Eurasia; administrative center of the state, center of the central power; geopolitical education
which defines a vector of development of all state and allows to structure society according to global world
tendencies.

According to the modern domestic culture specialist K. Medeuova, Nur-Sultan — in the intension of
novelty comprises will to that in its structure it was reflected not only the world of the nomad of a nomad,
but also the global world transliterated by economy of desires in structures of nomadic consciousness
[9; 170]. Reflecting on civilization traditions and mentality of the Kazakh nomadic people, the intrinsic na-
ture of the city and traditional forms of broadcast of culture, we, thereby, create a condition for comprehen-
sion of the world in general. Ambivalence of city and traditional modes of life is considered here not only as
a current state of the Kazakhstan culture, but also as a condition of an exit from local isolation in a condition
of openness to the world.

The research of the domestic sociologist, Zabirova Aygul, shows that in Kazakhstan the tendency to
“metropolization” — a further urbanization of one or two large cities having magnetism of an attraction of
the capital. It is about increase in internal migratory streams to Almaty and Nur-Sultan. In the last some
years, mass internal migration to Nur-Sultan — is caused by socio-political factors (transfer of the capital
from one area of the country to another) and a demographic situation (narrowness and a lack of land in the
south of the republic) [10].

The researcher Syrgakbayeva A. in the book applies cultural and philosophical approach to the study on
Nur-Sultan: “... in seventeen years since the beginning of the setting up, Nur-Sultan became a symbol of new
Kazakhstan, the city “not stopping in the growth”, the city of infinite potential opportunities for creative
growth, the city of “cultural and semiotics contrasts” that served as the soil for exclusively intensive intellec-
tual reflection of the city. In Kazakhstan, there was a coincidence of processes of formation of new state-
hood, the new capital and growth of national consciousness of Kazakhstan citizens that staticized a problem
of cultural and political identity. “The similar situation is that matrix which reproduces itself throughout mil-
lenniums in all cities finding the status of the world capital” [11; 210].

According to the President of Kazakhstan N.A. Nazarbayev, “within the time Nur-Sultan will become
one of the powerful communication centers of Eurasia. Through our new capital economic, technological,
information streams of the developing Eurasian space will proceed in new century. Besides, the city has al-
most infinite resources for further development — it is surrounded by steppes” [12; 107].

In empirical research of a role of Nur-Sultan in cultural and civilization process, we used a method fo-
cus group, allowing to collect qualitative information on the matter in the course of interaction of partici-
pants. The discussion purpose — to reveal the youth relation to Nur-Sultan as a socio-cultural phenomenon.
The concept focus of group was based on system approach, considering the city as a result of communication
and interaction of all elements of culture [13-15]. The scenario included the questions directed on identifica-
tion of a role and understanding of Nur-Sultan in culturological, sociological, semiotics aspects. Focus of
group respondents — student’s youth of the Karaganda Economic University.

The first block of research included the questions directed on an assessment of general idea of student’s
youth about Nur-Sultan as about the capital of Kazakhstan.

Discussion of the declared subject began with a question: “What do you know about Nur-Sultan?”. Dur-
ing discussion respondents showed knowledge of history of Nur-Sultan, connected its future with a name of
the President N. Nazarbayev, noted considerable changes in development of Nur-Sultan. Most of participants
regard Nur-Sultan as the center of business activity and science, the student's city, emphasize an arrange-
ment, favorable from the economic and cultural point of view, and the developed infrastructure. Thus, re-
spondents provided their answers as follows: “Nur-Sultan is the young, quickly developing capital”, “Nur-
Sultan is a modern megalopolis”, “hardly any capital develops at such prompt speed”, “an administrative
center of the country”, “transfer of the capital from Almaty is a right decision of the President”, “very beauti-
ful city, with beautiful buildings”, “Nur-Sultan increases image of our country in the world”, “Nur-Sultan is
the city for business”.

Many respondents would like to live in the capital, connect the future professional activity with it: “It is
prestigious — to live in the capital”, “I want to live together with the family in Nur-Sultan”, “Practically all
well-known scientists and cultural figures live in Nur-Sultan”, “My profession is demanded in Nur-Sultan”.

The part of respondents notes: “Nur-Sultan has high standards of life”, “The most important problem is
lack of housing”, “It is necessary to work much to provide the financial position up to standard, life in all
capitals very expensive”, “I love the city, and I go to Nur-Sultan for rest, entertainments, as the tourist”.
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We will generalize results of discussion with questions: “With what does Nur-Sultan attract and with
what does not?”. It is indicative fact that the most part of respondents noted architecture of buildings as ex-
amples of appeal of Nur-Sultan: The presidential residence, the Presidential center of culture, the Central
state museum of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Palace of Peace and Reconciliation, Nur-Sultan Opera and
ballet theater, Khan Shatyr shopping mall, the Monument “Nur-Sultan — Bayterek™ and others.

We will give the most popular opinions of participants on a question “With what points Nur-Sultan

doesn’t attract?”: “bad climate”, “the cardinal difference between “the left coast” and old part of the city”,
“narrow roads”, “environmental problems”, “continuous vanity, and “people are inattentive to each other”,
“it is necessary to refuse habitual life in the city”, “fear not to find friends”. Theses of participants and super-
vision over them show that respondents paid special attention to communications of people in the capital, on
loneliness problems in the big city, complexity of adaptation to new speed and a format of life.

Participants of focus group repeatedly emphasized that the population of the capital differs in multina-
tional structure, and in this regard on a question of what role of Nur-Sultan in ensuring tolerance and dia-
logue of cultures, respondents unambiguously noted: “Nur-Sultan — the face of poly-confessional Kazakh-
stan”, “Nur-Sultan — the capital of consent and the world”, “our capital was awarded with awards of
UNESCO “City of the world”, “irrespective of a nationality, to the citizen of Nur-Sultan identify themselves
Kazakhstan citizens”. We noted a role of Assembly of the people of Kazakhstan which sessions take place in
the capital — Congress of leaders of world and traditional religions, existence at capital inhabitants of feel-
ing of a community, close cultural values, norms and ideals.

Respondents consider that the history of Nur-Sultan confirms a community of history of destiny of
many people, recent in the capital. The city built in the steppe and on bogs is the general merit of the people
of Kazakhstan; participants of group are convinced of it.

During discussion of the first block of questions participants of focus group showed their understand-
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ings of concepts: “the public relations”, “system of values”, “religious tolerance”, “interfaith consent”, “na-
tional and territorial identity”, “unity of interest”, “poly-level of culture of society”.

The second block of questions is directed on identification of opinions on Nur-Sultan as the cultural
phenomenon and prospects of youth connected with the capital.

The thesis “Nur-Sultan — a cultural brand of the country” caused discussion in participants of group.

Some participants do not consider Nur-Sultan the cultural center, generally referring to the insufficient
level of capital culture at inhabitants, lack of historical monuments.

At the same time, opinion that in the capital is enough objects of culture, which kept national traditions
combining the western tendencies of town planning, was expressed. The respondents considering the capital
the cultural center note identity of cultures of the multinational population, development of trinity of lan-
guages, special dynamism of life, fashion, style and character people of Nur-Sultan. Most the opinion was
with deep arguments proved that Nur-Sultan has a unique culturological image, long-term history, architec-
ture. Carrying out the most significant cultural actions in Nur-Sultan acquaints the population of the capital
and guests with art. One of the participants of focus group hoped that Nur-Sultan can become the key center
of culture and art in global scales.

Respondents showed understanding of the phenomenon «a cultural brand» as follows: “uniqueness of
the Kazakh traditions”, “system of norms and values of residents of the multinational city”, “in the city is
opportunity for self-realization”, “the center of original constructions and quarters which aren't present in
other cities and the countries”.

Is it indicative that respondents support the fact that participants consider modern architectural appear-
ance of Nur-Sultan harmonious and the Master plan of construction and development of the capital in a gen-
eral view? Opinions are as follows: “Nur-Sultan is the East city”, “in architecture of Nur-Sultan east and
western cultures are integrated”, “the capital is still experimental base for architects”, “in the built buildings
the modern design and national color are combined”, “architectural style of Nur-Sultan symbolizes the trans-
formations happening in Kazakhstan”.

The analysis of answers testifies that respondents showed high criticality. Part of respondents consider
that the architecture of Nur-Sultan imitates the western models, gradually losing national color; high migra-
tion to the capital leads to decline of other cities in the economic and cultural plan, to decrease in number of
country people.

In representation of Nur-Sultan’s youth — the city is full of great opportunities for implementation of
professional and personal plans. It is confirmed by opinions of participants on questions: “What educational
projects exists in Nur-Sultan?”” and “The city space influences social activity of young people? How?”.
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Respondents were named a large number of universities of Nur-Sultan, thus the special status and a role
of Nazarbayev University, high intellectual potential of the capital is underlined. Participants consider that
“there are majority of students who are educated in the state educational grant in the higher education institu-
tions Nur-Sultan™, “university graduates of Nur-Sultan are more competitive, than graduates of provincial
higher education institutions” and they “have more chances to find good work in the capital”, “the educa-
tional environment at universities of Nur-Sultan is interactive”. According to most of respondents, students
and youth of Nur-Sultan more often go to theaters, the museums, to concerts, sporting events, are more so-
ciable, their life is eventful cultural and public life, they are active and advanced in the social plan.

It is referred to mobility, cross-cultural communications, and education to the powerful factors influenc-
ing social activity of young people in Nur-Sultan participants of group, technologies, and innovations in all
spheres of public life.

Focus group participants was offered to discuss the phenomena of integration, migration, a segregation,
assimilation, which cause a state and development of the welfare environment of Nur-Sultan. Thus, for most
of participants these phenomena either are unknown, or are understood by them superficially. Only two of
participants of focus group could explain essence of these concepts, pointed to their dual nature as factors of
development of the personality in city space.

Respondents touched on issues of marginalization, unemployment, participation of youth in nonconven-
tional religious associations, considering them negative factors of psychological influence. Young people
become more susceptible to unknown, forbidden through active promotion, the developed social network of
communication. The following theses were noted: “capital life can corrupt the young man”, “the weak men-
tality, psychological instability and emotionality become the basis for search of new feelings”, “lack of social
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control in the big city dulls perception”, “the wrong impression about permissiveness among unfamiliar peo-
ple”, “the megalopolis — an excellent place for a freedom of action and thoughts is made”. Repeatedly re-
spondents marked out that many students arrived to Nur-Sultan from the different cities and the villages of
Kazakhstan, began independent life, felt freedom, lack of parental guardianship that is not always positively
reflected in development of the personality.

It should be noted, what not all respondents clearly represent psychological impact of city life on youth.
The researcher of an urban environment G. Zimmel in the work “Big Cities and Spiritual Life” carries the
intensification of “nervous stimulus” understood by it as psychological impact on the person to number of
unique achievements of the city of Zimmel. In his opinion, the city bombards the individual various signs,
sounds and smells, and all this accustoms the individual to a bigger susceptibility and, along with it, to obtru-
sion of perception [16].

One of participants of group admitted that up to this point he could not formulate why he does not live
in Nur-Sultan. At the end of discussion of the matter the true reason, a barrier to undertakings in the capital,
he called fear of negative influence of space of the big city.

All participants of the discussed question of a subject recognized need of studying for higher education
institution of psychological and culturological aspects of influence of space of the city on consciousness of
the person, his mentality and spirituality.

The considerable events influencing cultural development of the capital, respondents called Nur-Sultan
economic forum, EXPO-2017. Upon termination of discussion of the second block of questions respondents
formulated a socio-cultural phenomenon — Nur-Sultan in the following statements: “a symbol of independ-
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ence of the state”, “a basis for providing a sustainable development of the Republic of Kazakhstan”, “a heart

of Eurasia”, “the city with competitive economy, attractive to citizens of the country and tourists, business-
men”.

Conclusions

As a result of the application of focus group method by authors of the article, following conclusions
were drawn.

The city is considered today as the political, administrative, economic center in which there are global
social and cultural changes. The city space unites various communities of people and various subcultures. As
the culture embodiment, the carrier of a set of functions, habitat, a place of concentration of socio-cultural
transformations, the city is an object of impact on public consciousness. These characteristics take place to
be in study and definition of a socio-cultural phenomenon — Nur-Sultan. From a capital position, Nur-Sultan
symbolizes independence of the state, its prosperity, Kazakhstan citizens connect with the future of the coun-

try.
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The city space of Nur-Sultan is a source of social activity for youth. The youth connects prospects of
professional and personal formation with Nur-Sultan. Young people consider that the capital has sufficient
intellectual potential for creative growth and the human resources capable of providing intensive develop-
ment in production and spiritual spheres.

Cross-cultural communications, poly-confessional, dynamism of the international relations and consent
became intrinsic lines of the capital of Kazakhstan. They give stable and steady nature of human activity,
positively influence cultural and civilization process.

Focus of group is an important result of work updating of a number of problems: Housing, psychologi-
cal, transport communications, organization of the architectural and art environment of the city, town plan-
ning, political and cultural identity of Kazakhstan citizens.

The modern youth has sufficient knowledge of history of the capital, has idea of modernization of infra-
structure of the city, and represents a role of significant commercial, cultural and leisure and housing objects
of Nur-Sultan, understanding of a cultural phenomenon of Nur-Sultan.

Focus of group is result of discussion of participants’ recognition of the fact of coincidence of processes
of formation of new statehood, the new capital and growth of national consciousness.

The meaning of the concepts of “conscience and shame” in English texts
