Legal foundations of the activity of public associations
on the territory of pre-revolutionary Kazakhstan

The problems of forming a legal basis for regulating the activities of public associations of citizens in the se-
cond half of the XIX - early XX centuries are considered in this article on the territory of pre-revolutionary
Kazakhstan. The main evolutionary stages of lawmaking are analyzed, preceding the appearance on March 4,
1906 of the first in the history of the Russian Empire of a general law on public organizations - the «Provi-
sional Rules on Societies and Associations». It is shown that public organizations were a kind of democratic
cells, formed in the Russian empire of civil and national consciousness, thereby contributing to the emergence
of a nascent civil society. The reasons that prevent the appearance of the law on public associations in the ini-
tial period of their emergence have been identified and justified. Based on the conducted research, the authors
concluded that the problem is urgent for modern participants of the social movement and civil servants, who
are called upon to build relationships between the state and civil society.

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Archaeological study of Kazakhstan in the works of the researchers
of the XVII century — the first half of the XIX century

The first information about the archeological monuments of Kazakhstan belongs to the medieval European,
Chinese, Arabic, Persian historians, geographers and travelers. From the middle of the XVI century Russian
servicemen began the active development of Siberia and neighboring territories. This led to the emergence of
a new block of sources about archaeological antiquities. Peter I decrees played an important role. They were
pointed at the search of rarities and respect for them, and were instrumental in organizing the first scientific
expeditions (G.F. Miller, P.S. Pallas, I.P. Falk, P.I. Rychkov, I.P. Shangin and others). The routes of the ex-
peditions ran through the territory of Kazakhstan. A significant contribution to the study of the region was
made by G.I. Spassky, A.L. Shrenk, S.B. Broniewski and others. Thus, by the middle of the XIX century the
first notes on archaeological monuments of Central, Northern and Eastern Kazakhstan were collected. They
were rather fragmentary and were not obtained as a result of purposeful research, but in large part in passing.
The first excavations carried out were intended to the search for valuable objects. In general, in this era the
focus of archaeological study was on things and objects found without serious analytical research. There was
no method of excavation, and the level of documentation was quite low.

The first information about the archaeological monuments of Kazakhstan belongs to medieval Europe-
an, Chinese, Arabian, Persian historians, geographers, travelers. In their works, they mentioned the things
that they saw personally or became known to them through the stories, namely ancient buildings, unusual
objects and images. The information presented in the works of Al-Idrisi, M. Kashgarsky, D. Pizigani, as well
as in the Catalan map of the world of 1375 and the map of Fra Mauro of 1459, is in many ways fragmentary
and reflects the information of that time about the antiquities of Kazakhstan [1-5].

In the middle of the XVI century the active development of Russian servicemen of Siberia and adjacent
territories began. New sources of information are the Siberian chronicles, traveler's notes and bureaucratic
correspondence. Indirect material on the antiquities of Kazakhstan can be found in the Novgorod legend of
the early 16th century. «About the people unknown in the eastern country and different languages», the
chronicle of S. Yesipov (1636) [6].

The accumulation of knowledge about the region is inextricably linked with the excavation of ancient
burials for the purpose of profit. In 1669, Moscow received one of the first reports on «digging gold and sil-
ver items out of Tatar graves or cemeteries» [7].

Some information about the archaeological monuments of Kazakhstan can be found in the work of the
Russian envoy to China N.G. Spafary (1675) [8], who traveled from Tobolsk to Yamishev and further,
through Siberia, to China. Upon his return to Moscow he presented a vast geographical work, in which there
was a description of the banks of the river Irtysh, the peoples who lived on it, as well as «mosques», where
«silver, copper and wooden idols stand» [9, 10]. The historical and geographical essay «Descriptions of the
New Lands of the Siberian State» by N.Venyukov [11], who visited China as part of the embassy of
N.G. Spafary, is noteworthy.

The travel notes of some European travelers (I. Mass, Yu. Krizhanich, 1. Ides, N. Witsen) across Siberia
in the XVII century, which mention ancient monuments of Northeast Kazakhstan should also be noted
[12; 13].

Yu. Krizhanich on the return from the exile to Tobolsk (1661-1676) composed the work «Historia de
Sibiria» (1680—1681). In 1822 it was published by G.I. Spassky, and in 1890 by A.A. Titov. Yu. Krizhanich
wrote that «... in Siberia there are unknown tombs of ancient peoples everywhere. Treasure hunters, engaged
in robbery, found such tombs, sometimes dig up a few silver. I myself saw the silver vessels thus dug out».

Large material on archeology is available in the books of the Dutch geographer and lawyer N. Witsen.
In the early 90-ies of the XVII century, living in Moscow, he collected a rich archacological material and in
1692 published his work «North-Eastern Tatariya». N. Witsen wrote: «Not far from the Tobol river, a very
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special kind of very ancient grave is found under the mountains, in which metal utensils of silver, copper and
iron were found ... In some localities one can see the old walls and ruins of apparently existed there cities,
and there we find different monumentsy [14].

An important role in the study of archaeological monuments of Kazakhstan was played by the decrees
of Peter I, prescribing a careful attitude to the ancient rarities, their description and collection, as well as the
measures taken at his initiative to study Siberia and the territories adjacent to Russia [15]. As a result of these
decrees, in 1701 the «Draft Book of Siberia» prepared by S. Remezov was published, which contained «a
drawing of the land of the whole waterless and low-flowing stone steppe» [16], compiled on the basis of in-
terrogation materials received from F. Skibin and M. Troshin, who visited Taukehan's inset in Turkestan in
1698. This atlas shows many ancient inscriptions and structures in the valley of the Ishim river, where along
with geographic data, there is information about archaeological sites [15].

According to the orders of Peter the Great, several expeditions were organized under the leadership of
A. Bekovich-Cherkassky to Khiva (1714-1717), F. Beneveni to Bukhara (1719-1725), 1.D. Buchholz
(1715-1716) and .M. Likharev (1720) to the upper Irtysh, [.S. Unkovsky to the Dzungarian Alatau (1723)
and others.In addition to searching for gold deposits and acquaintance with the economy of the region, great
importance was attached to the study and collection of antiquities. After Peter 1 was informed (1714) of
sandy gold and treasures in the steppe, he ordered the collection of ancient treasures on the ground, acquire
archaeological artifacts and send them to the Berg College or to the Moscow and St. Petersburg pharma-
cies [17].

In January 1716 the first collection of gold objects was received from M.P. Gagarin: two plaques with
images of lions, four small plates with the image of wild animals, etc. In December of the same year, the se-
cond batch of the Siberian collection was sent from Tobolsk. 19 Many things made of precious metals came
from A.N. Demidov, director of the Ural and Siberian plants, and his successor, V.I. Gennin. By decree of
1727, V.I. Gennin was told «to have diligence in search of all sorts of underground things ... in search and
purchase of Ostyak, Tungus and Tatar idols and other Chud’ old and all sorts of underground things: gold,
silver, copper, stone and bone ... as well as stones: carnelian, crystal and other colours ... and buy them on the
local factory money» [17].

In 1719, in order to find all sorts of rarities, Dr. D.G. Messerschmidt, who traveled across Western and
Eastern Siberia and sailed the Irtysh to Zhelezinsk, visited the headwaters of Tobol and the South Urals. He
conducted a series of archaeological excavations and sent the material to the Kunstkamera. During these
works, the scientist conducted field diaries and compiled a memo on archaeological monuments of Siberia
with maps, drawings, an index of drawings, assisted in the compilation of which was provided by an em-
ployee of the expedition F.I. Stralenberg.

During his stay in Tobolsk in 1711-1721 F.I. Stratenberg collected materials on the history, geography,
historical topography and archeology of Northern and Central Kazakhstan. In 1723, returning to his home-
land, to Sweden, he published them in his monograph «Historical and geographical description of the north-
ern and eastern parts of Europe and Asia» (1730).In this work there is information about the location of ar-
chaeological complexes and pisanitsy (ancient images on the walls and ceilings of caves, on rocks and
stones) in the mountains of Ityk (Ulutau), rock carvings in Central Kazakhstan, Altai, and Siberia. The book
by F.I. Stratenberg, despite its shortcomings and inaccuracies, is of interest to scientists involved in the study
of historical topography and the ancient culture of the population of Siberia and Kazakhstan [18].

Of particular value are references of F.I. Stratenberg about stone sculptures and settlements in North-
eastern Kazakhstan, discovered by the expedition of general Likharov. The researcher writes: «They found
on the Irtysh not only many antiquities and old pagan temples, but further from this river, to the west, south
and southwest from Tobolsk, between the headwaters of the rivers Tobol and Ishim (where few people walk)
met , as the Tobolsk Tatars and Russians told me, a lot of images of people and animals carved of the stone.
In the same steppes there are the ruins of various cities» [19].

In 1733 the First academic expedition under the direction of G.F. Miller was sent to Siberia. It included
outstanding scientists of the time: professors I. Gmelin, L. Delacroer, geodesists A. Krasilnikov, A. Ivanov,
N. Chekin, M. Ushakov. Later, 1. Fisher, a well-known historian of Siberia, joined them. The expedition
route ran through Tver, Kazan, Yekaterinburg. The researchers left Tobolsk and went through Tara,
Zhelezinskaya, Yamishevskaya, Semipalatinsk fortresses to Ust-Kamenogorsk, and from there -to Siberia
through Barnaul, Kuznetsk . The materials of the expedition contained interesting data on the archeology of
Siberia and Kazakhstan.
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In 1740 I. Gmelin visited Northern Kazakhstan and reached the upper reaches of Yaik (the Urals). Due
to the works of I. Gmelin it is clear that he collected a considerable material on the archeology of Kazakh-
stan, gave a description and sketches of a number of monuments.

The reconnaissance along the Irtysh was conducted by G.F. Miller, who excavated in the areas of the
Yamyshev fortress and near Ust-Kamenogorsk on Ulba, and also measured and sketched the ancient build-
ings in the Irtysh valley: the Kalbasun Tower, Seven Chambers, the Ablai Kita Castle.

In 1768-1774 the study of Kazakhstan was continued by the second academic expedition organized to
obtain materials on the history, geography and ethnography of the peoples of the Urals, the Volga region,
Kazakhstan and Siberia.The expedition included P.S. Pallas, I.P. Falk, I.G. Georgi, P.I. Rychkov,
H. Bardanes. P.S. Pallas made a more detailed description and conducted a historical and cultural analysis of
the same monuments, which previously were described by 1. Gmelin and G. F. Miller.

I.P. Falk was involved in the survey of Northern and Central Kazakhstan. His archive contains a con-
siderable amount of material on historical topography, archeology and the history of architecture.
Kh. Bardanes was an active participant of the expedition of I.P. Falk, this is the first scientist who crossed
Central Kazakhstan from Petropavlovsk to Ayaguz. In the course of this expedition he noted the antiquities
that he had met along the way [20].

A significant contribution to the study of geography, historical topography and archeology of Kazakh-
stan was made by P.I. Rychkov. Problems of archeology were reflected in a number of his works, and above
all in the «Topography of Orenburg». He was one of the first to describe the «ruins of ancient cities and
structures», known as «Tatagay, Zhuban-Ana, Belyan Ana» and the scientific assessment of Bayanaul caves.
P.I. Rychkov was interested in ancient workings, extraction and smelting of copper, lead and tin ores [21].

A very interesting archacological material is contained in the diary of captain N.P. Rychkov, who trav-
eled on the Turgai and Ishim steppes in 1771. He described the monuments of the Ulutau and Atbasar re-
gions, mentioned the huge ramparts on the Ishim river and was struck by the sight of mounds in the valley of
the Kara-Turgai river: «... A huge cemetery of ancient peoples is sprinkled with just land and raised to the
height of more than 15, his entourage is 135 fathoms». The researcher was perplexed by the manner in which
these embankments were built and admired: «What a great number of people should be the builders of this
mass» [22].

An expedition of the mining engineer Strizhkov, organized by the Loktevsky and Kolyvan factories in
1798, contributed to the study of the ancient excavations of the eastern part of the Karkaralinsk and Bayanaul
steppes. In the expedition, the Kazakh ore specialists participated, namely A. Zaripov and A. Berdykulov,
who showed in the mountains Aygyrzhal, Akbota and Degelen a number of places associated with the an-
cient development of copper ore. Strizhkov wrote in his field diary: «Here on the hill there is a pine forest
and quite a fewChud’hillocks (dumps of ancient excavations), which are often found in these moun-
tains».The metallurgical engineer of the same plant, Beznosikov, who visited the Karkaralinsk steppe in
1796, made the following entry in his diary: «There is a rich copper mine in this place under Karkaraly ...
Two versts from the lake (Botakara, near Ulyanovskoye village near Karaganda) to the northeast at a small
hillock there is a copper mine, where the Chud’development is visible. The Malaya Nura River flows on the
right side of the above-mentioned mountain» [23].

Since the end of the XVIII century. researchers and travelers began to visit Central Kazakhstan more of-
ten. The routes of captain I.G. Andreev are known, as well as of the mountain officials M. Pospelov and
T.S. Burnashev (1800), F. Nazarov (1813), N.I. Potanin (1829), etc. In their notes, they explicated the arche-
ology of Kazakhstan to one or another degree. The works of captain I.G. Andreev, in addition to information
on ethnography, geography, history of Kazakhstan, contains significant material on archeology and historical
topography of the Semipalatinsk, Chingiz and Karkaraly districts, including Semirechye.

In 1800 mountain officials M. Pospelov and N. Burnashev went from the Yamyshev fortress to Tash-
kent through the Karkaraly, Sarysu steppes and lower reaches of the Chu. «In many places of the Kaisatsky
steppe», they reported, «especially near the Nura River, there are mounds of ancient peoples ... According to
the Kaisaks, in some of them there are also metallic thingsy.

Some data on the archeology of the Turgai steppe and the Northern Aral Sea are contained in the obser-
vations of Ya.P. Gaverdovsky recorded by him during his trip to Bukhara khanate (1803-1804). The transla-
tor of the Separate Siberian Corps F. Nazarov who accompanied the Kokand envoys informed on the archae-
ological complexes of Central and Southern Kazakhstan. He described the monuments of the Karatau Moun-
tains, as well as the city of Shymkent [20].
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Of great interest are the observations of N.I. Potanin, who traveled from Semipalatinsk to Suzak
through the Karkaralinsk steppes and the Eastern Betpakdala. In the Kokchetav, Temirchin and Kzyl-Ara
mountains he inspected the monuments of the Bronze Age, including cyclopean stone fences such as
Begazy [24].

In the first half of the 19th century the interest in the antiquities of the outskirts of the Russian Empire,
in particular, in the territory of Kazakhstan, increased in the connection with the new political situation, the
formation of administrative districts.

In the works of mining engineers and geologists such as B.F. Herman, I.P. Shangin, G. Rose,
V. Ledebour, A. Humboldt, Vlangali and later in the works of Tatarinov, A.l. Gabriel, D.M. Bogoslovsky,
K.I. Grigorovich, G.D. Romanovsky, N.A. Davidovich-Nishchensky and others, one can find significant ma-
terial on the archeology of Kazakhstan. Geologists were more interested in ancient mines, dumps of copper
and lead mine workings, ancient quarries, caves, rock paintings, ancient irrigation systems, etc. Later, the
academicians K.M. Baer and L. Gelmersen took part in the development of these issues.

The descriptions of the monuments of Central Kazakhstan by the mining engineer I.P. Shangin are of
interest. His route ran from Petropavlovsk and crossed the Kokchetav, Atbasar, Akmola and Karkaralinsk
steppes strictly along the meridian, to North Balkhash. I.P. Shangin first reported on a kind of monument in
Central Kazakhstan, composed of large granite slabs. «The Kaisaks revere this grave», he wrote, «as the
remnant after the people, who lived here long before the coming of the Mongols and known to them from the
legends under the name» Myk. «They do not know anything about the origin of these Myks, nor about their
migration or enslavement by any people, nor about the name that follows from this change. «As a result,
I.P. Shangin concluded that «this people, it seems, is the same as one that once inhabited the vast expanse of
the land between the Irtysh, the Ob and the Yenisei and which is called the Chud».

A large number of monuments of the Bronze Age I.P. Shangin discovered in the present Kokchetav re-
gion, in the mountains of Baikoshkar, near the lake Joldybai, etc. In the mountains of Imantau he found the
«vast Chud’ mines produced in clay-shale low mountain ...Huge dumps, containing many different types of
copper and silver ores, show that this mine was a rich source of industry for the people working on its devel-
opment». A significant Chud’ mine of copper ore was discovered in the Ulutau district, in the upper reaches
of the Tersakkan River, in the mountains of Aulietau, three versts from the Yanteli-Su spring, with 120 and
6-15 fathoms in size. Quite a few ancient workings of copper and lead ores were discovered in the
Karkaralinsk steppe, particularly in the Korpetai Mountains, Beschoki, where the ore pieces contained silver,
copper and lead. In Beschoki ancient swilling was discovered. I.P. Shangin came across huge miner dumps
in the valley of Altynsu [25].

A number of ancient excavations were surveyed in 1815 by mining surveyor B. Herman in the Ulytau
steppe, the most famous among them is the Korgasyn mine (Lead Mountain), located to the north of the
Ulytau mountains. According to his description, the most powerful in this series was the «Mystau mine
(Copper Mountain), belonging to the system of the Chud’ mines. It is located 21 versts from the lead mine at
the Kanchalbulgan river (Kanshabybulgan). «1.5 km to the north of the right bank of the Kanshabybul river,
B.German examined another copper mine with characteristic pits for the» Chud’ time» in the form of a» pan-
like depression, surrounded by ore mounds (heaps) of more than two fathoms (about 4 m ), one of which was
filled with clay, pieces of sandstone and coarse-grained porphyry, impregnated with copper greens, azure,
copper niello, red copper ore and sparkles of native copper [26].

G.I. Spasskiy published articles on the archeology of Siberia and Kazakhstan, in which he expressed his
opinion on the culture of the steppe tribes and tried to determine the types of the monuments and give their
scientific classification. The scientist distinguished the burials, «Chud’» mines, ancient settlements, remains
of stone structures, and payed particular attention to rock paintings, considering them to be the most im-
portant historical source in studying the initial stage of the development of artistic creativity [27]. In his
works the researcher put the archaeological heritage preserving at the head of the problem, considering
spoilage of the monuments of rock art as the height of ignorance. In addition to destruction from the hands of
man, he drew attention to the destruction of rocks with rock paintings under the influence of natural factors.
Describing the drawings that he discovered in Bukhtarma cave in 1805, he wrote: «... apart from the destruc-
tion of the human hand, they are exposed in a cave of more dampness from the air and from the water flow-
ing into the cracks from the surface of the water, they could not have remained as long as those under protec-
tion hanging stones» [27]. Emphasizing the methodological aspects, the scientist proposed some solution in
preserving individual petroglyphs: «To preserve this memorable inscription from the rain and snow it would
be very good to make a roof over them» [28]. In fact, G.I. Spasskiy is the first of the researchers who on the
pages of the press raised the issue of the protection and effective preservation of the monuments of rock art.
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G.IL. Spasskiy is the author of the first publications devoted to the monuments of rock art of East Ka-
zakhstan: «On ancient Siberian inscriptions», «Journey through Siberia», «Notes on Siberian antiquities,
«On the most notable monuments of Siberian antiquities and the similarity of some of them to the Great Rus-
sians onesy», «Notes on antiquities in the Kirghiz-Kaisatsky steppe». He also devoted several works to the
monuments of the Irtysh valley and Central Kazakhstan. In the article «Antiquities of Siberia» he analyzes
the question of the historical and cultural significance of large mounds and stone fences: «It is impossible to
look without surprise at these high embankments, like the hills towering above the tombs, and on huge stones
of granite, porphyry, jasper and other rocks, set near them. «He noted that, for sure, the stone slabs had been
delivered from remote places, because in the surrounding mountainsthere was no property of stones of the
same type with them» [28].

Valuable material on the historical monuments of Central Kazakhstan was collected by the expedition
of the academician A.I. Schrenk, who conducted geographic, botanical and topographical studies in the
steppes in 1840-1843. He visited the deep places of Kokchetav, Ulytau, Dzhezkazgan, Sarysu, Bayanaul,
Karkaraly, Ayaguz and partly Kokpekty districts. During his expeditions the well-known scientist repeatedly
mentioned local historical and cultural and architectural monuments, ancient settlements, Chud’ graves, and
compiled a brief description of them. Special attention was paid to the burial mounds, stone statues of mau-
soleums and tombs.

A.L Shrenk archive, which includes 54 storage units, in addition to his manuscripts and diaries, contains
notes and drawings of the surveyor-topographer, teacher of the Omsk cadet corps Nifantiev, topographer
Sobolev, interpreters Frolov and Lobanov, who participated in his expedition [29].

Judging from the photographs taken by the professor F.K. Kessler and teacher of the Omsk cadet corps
Boulanger, represented bronze cannons were massive in shape and beautifully preserved. Among them there
were two powerful square-shaped picks with two working ends, one flat celt, one celt of elongated form,
three bronze picks with a bushing, a peshny (scrap) with a bushing and one working end, a battle ax with
beveled sides and a loop, a bronze dagger with a rounded pommel, six bronze knives of various types, one
bronze spearhead, ten bronze arrowheads of socketed and petiolate, one adzo, one chisel, three awls.
A.N. Bakhirev and A.I. Shrenk collections testify that the excavators extracted exceptionally large bronze
objects from the ancient tombs, they were apparently not interested in small objects. Most of the collection of
bronze objects from Saryarka is kept in the Hermitage.

In 1849 and 1851, for the purpose of investigating the geological structure of the region, an expedition
was sent to the eastern and central part of Kazakhstan under the direction of the mining engineer captain
A. Vlangali. The main objects of research were ancient mines. The expedition was especially interested in
the issues of economic development of metal by ancient inhabitants. In his work A. Vlangali reported that
«the people who lived before in this part of Central Asia probably had the concept of ores, because in many
parts of the steppe there are huge differences in which there were ore deposits».

As the result of the research on the Kalmak-Tolog mountain A. Vlangali discovered «... carved images
of marals, goats, horses, etc» [30]. Further on, based on the information of the staff captain, a number of in-
teresting studies were being carried out. Some of the data of A. Vlangali were used in addition to the funda-
mental work of the German geographer on the geography of Asian Russia, professor of the Berlin University
K. Ritter [31]. The compilers of this work were the famous scientist and traveler N.N. Semenov, as well as
the prominent figure in the Siberian region, the scientist and traveler G.N. Potanin. This work contains in-
formation about the inscriptions found in the Bukhtarma cave in the east of Kazakhstan and drawings on the
Kalmak-tologomountain [31].

A few years later, the study of the rock drawings of the Kalmak-tologo mountain was resumed, and the
updated information of A. Vlangali was reflected in the collective article of A.N. Sedelnikov,
T.N. Belonogov and P.P. Stolpiansky. Having conducted additional researches of this monument, the scien-
tists expanded the research area and conducted work on separate groups of the rock paintings in the vicinity
of the village of Bukhtarma and the village of Bolshoy-Narymsky [32].

The officers and officials, such as S.B. Broniewski, L.N. Guerne, Darto, V. Starkov, M. Krasovsky and
others were also engaged in the study of the province. In one of his works M. Krasovsky gave a description
of the antiquities of Central Kazakhstan. In addition to his own observations, he widely used materials from
the notes of the officers of the Siberian Cossack army. The merit of M. Krasovsky is the assertion about the
need for a comprehensive study of archeological monuments of the central regions of Kazakhstan by study-
ing the issues of the origin and genesis of various types and types of structures found in the region [20].
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Information on archaeological monuments of Kazakhstan is preserved in the notes of S.B. Broniewski,
in which he drew attention to the antiquities of the Karkaraly and Ayaguz districts: «... On the plains ... there
are many stone fortifications in the form of an ellipse. They fell apart all the way to the ground ... They are
big and small, but the figure is quite similar to each other. At the entrances to the interior of the walls were
two round towers, in the middle of the same courtyard are dug thick plates of stones for shooting from
themy. It is nothing but a concentric ring or ellipsoidal fence made of vertical, dug in the ground plates of the
Bronze Age [33].

Thus, by the middle of the XIX century the first information materials were collected on the archaeo-
logical monuments of Central, Northern and Eastern Kazakhstan, which were rather fragmentary and were
not obtained as a result of purposeful research, but in large part in passing. The first excavations carried out
were limited to the search for valuable objects. In general, in this era archaeological research was focused on
the things and objects found, without serious analytical research, there was no method of excavation, and the
level of documentation was quite low. However, there are facts about the monuments registration and their
mapping, this is the main value of the works of the scientists of that time.

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Republic of Kazakhstan at the dawn of independence: socio-political aspect

Today all over the world they recognize the state success of Kazakhstan. They are surprised at the dramatic
changes achieved during the presidency of Nursultan Nazarbayev. Foreign mass media and Russian experts
are increasingly calling the Republic of Kazakhstan a «new leopard» in the center of Asia. The Central Asian
leopard is a direct analogy with the «Asian tigers». Such a comparison of Kazakhstan with these states-
leaders, skillfully combining advanced Western technology with traditional oriental values, is quite logical
and appropriate. But many outside observers have at times a deceptive impression of Kazakhstan's easy victo-
ry. At the beginning of the democratic path, two decades ago, the situation in the newly independent Kazakh-
stan was extremely difficult. Thus, the Kazakh SSR occupied a modest twelfth place in the rating of the eco-
nomic development of the union republics. The incompetent economy, the empty Soviet treasury and an un-
developed political system completed the bleak picture of a low modernization start.

President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Abishevich Nazarbayev was born on July 6, 1940 in
the village of Chemolgan, Kaskelen district, Alma-Ata region. At the end of high school, he was engaged in
construction of the Karaganda Combine the largest in the country. Working and studying the most compli-
cated metallurgical business in Dneprodzerzhinsk, Ukraine, as well as at the factory-technical school in
Temirtau, N.A. Nazarbayev became a professional metallurgist of bottling machines and mining blast fur-
nace, mastered many related professions, having firsthand experience of the work collective, cares and needs
of people.

Deep knowledge of production problems, adherence to principles in defending their own views on their
solution, and high authority in the team contributed to the fact that NA. Nazarbayev for 10 years (1969-
1979) was a party leader at the plant in the city of Temirtau and Karaganda region. In 1979,
N.A. Nazarbayev was elected Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan,
who dealt with economy and industry, and in 1984 is confirmed as Chairman of the Council of Ministers of
Kazakhstan. At the age of 44 N.A.Nazarbayev headed the government. Due to the sense of new, progressive
consistency and firmness in the implementation of state administration he did a lot for the development of
the economy of the republic. However, stagnant phenomena in the economy dictated the need to address
acute problems. Nursultan Nazarbayev took a courageous decision to put them first, to revive the socio-
political life of the society in the conditions of the announced restructuring.

N.A. Nazarbayev understood that a stagnant economy was fraught with dangerous consequences. The
December events of 1986 were dramatic. This was the country's first democratic speech by citizens who re-
sisted for many years the policy of ignoring the will of the people by the leadership of the former Union.
However, the speech was recognized as a manifestation of nationalism, troops were thrown out against the
demonstrators. In the future, thanks to the efforts of NA. Nazarbayev, then a generally recognized leader of
the republic, this stigma was removed from the people of Kazakhstan, all the illegally injured participants in
the December 1986 events were rehabilitated.

In May 1989, N.A. Nazarbayev was elected the first secretary of the Central Committee of the Com-
munist Party of Kazakhstan, from February to April he was also the Chairman of the Supreme Council of the
Republic. In April 1990, Nursultan Abishevich Nazarbayev was elected the President of Kazakhstan by the
Supreme Council.

The processes that led to the collapse of the USSR had a protracted character. N.A. Nazarbayev harshly
assessed the indecisiveness, half-hearted actions carried out during the restructuring, which exacerbated the
situation, and made efforts to reform and renew the Union as a single Eurasian state-territorial formation.
This confirms his active participation in the Novoogarevsky Process as one of the developers of the new un-
ion treaty, which was to be signed on August 20, 1991.

However, the day before, on August 19, there was an event that went down in history as a putsch.
In the beginning of December 1991, the Belovezhskaya meeting was held. The unity of the peoples
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who inhabited the former Soviet Union was rudely destroyed. And as a really thinking politician, who under-
stood the great importance of the common destiny of the Eurasian peoples, N.A. Nazarbayev did not partici-
pate in this meeting.

The choice for Kazakhstan was determined, its independence was proclaimed. The day of December 16,
1991 became the Independence Day of the country. But the political situation remained difficult.

December 21, 1991 in Almaty the heads of the states decided to establish the Commonwealth of Inde-
pendent States with the participation of 11 former union republics. At the same time, important agreements
on cooperation in the defense sphere were signed. Significantly, this was a historical event on the initiative of
N.A. Nazarbayev that happened in Kazakhstan.

On December 1, 1991 Nursultan Abishevich Nazarbayev became the first popularly elected President of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, which was supported by 98.7% of the country's population. In 1995, in a na-
tionwide referendum, the presidential powers of N.A. Nazarbayev was extended until December 2000. In the
elections held on an alternative basis in 1999, N.A. Nazarbayev was again elected the President of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan.

The most complicated problems of socioeconomic and political transformation of society demanded
maximum tension, political will, the highest degree of state approach, the ability to see the future, to calcu-
late the consequences of the undertaken actions a few steps forward. Economic and political reforms in Ka-
zakhstan, carried out under the leadership and with the direct participation of N.A. Nazarbayev as a politi-
cian, scientist and strategist in the historically short period of the development of an independent state has
generally positive results. Since 1997, the country has seen economic growth. In the first half of 2000, GDP
growth exceeded 9%, industrial production - 16, agriculture - 5, investment - 30%. The average wage in May
was $ 100, remaining the highest in the CIS [1].

The development and implementation of a long-term strategy for the transformation of society required
the reliance on science, its potential capabilities, which formed the basis for the most important decisions of
political, economic and social problems, which was reflected in the published N.A. Nazarbayev's mono-
graphs: «The strategy of formation and development of Kazakhstan as a sovereign state», «On the threshold
of the XXI century», «Strategy of resource saving and transition to the market», «Market and socio-
economic developmenty». Eurasian Union: ideas, practice, prospects.

Nursultan Nazarbayev is a Doctor of Economics, Professor, Full Member of the National Academy of
Sciences of Kazakhstan, Academician of the Academy of Social Sciences of the Russian Federation, Honor-
ary Doctor of the Russian Academy of Public Administration under the President of the Russian Federation,
Honorary Professor of Moscow State University, Kazakh State National University, Honorary Member of
the Academy of Sciences of Belarus.

Different people were the first persons of the newly independent states that emerged on the site of the
Soviet Union. Nursultan Nazarbayev, of course, stands out among them as a shining mountain peak. It is suf-
ficient to say that N.A. Nazarbayev is one of the few successful political leaders in the post-Soviet space who
invariably holds the post of President from the moment of gaining independence by the state. But to say only
this, means nothing to say. The thing is not only how long Nursultan Nazarbayev directs the state, but how
effectively he does it.

As a legacy from the Soviet era, Nursultan Nazarbayev inherited a degrading raw material economy,
aggravated social problems, increased external threats due to the collapse of the union state, the emergence
of conflict zones around the perimeter of Kazakhstan's borders. The young independent state faced a com-
plex of extremely difficult tasks.

Then, in the early 1990s, experts predicted a short life for an independent Kazakhstan. Drawing analo-
gies with other CIS countries, they expected instability growth in Kazakhstan. Strong ethnic and regional
heterogeneity seemed to leave Kazakhstan little chance of peaceful development.

Civil wars were going on in Azerbaijan and Tajikistan. Georgia was shaken by a permanent revolution.
It was uneasy in neighboring Uzbekistan. Conflicts broke out between Moldova and Transnistria, Georgia
and Abkhazia, Georgia and South Ossetia. The real war blazed between Armenia and Azerbaijan. In Russia
itself, there were bloody clashes: the political crisis in Moscow ended with shooting from tanks in the par-
liament, and in the North Caucasus a huge abscess was opened, which hardly heals to this day. Already in
the 2000s, the situation in neighboring Kyrgyzstan and Ukraine was shaken.

How in such conditions, Kazakhstan, with its exceptionally diverse ethnic and confessional population,
has become a real island of stability in the CIS open spaces? It's a miracle that political scientists are puz-
zling about and historians who are studying this period (the turn of the XX-XI centuries) will say the same.
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But, no matter how they explained this phenomenon, they will always be forced to note the decisive role of
the First President of Kazakhstan in diverting from the young state those threats that virtually none of the
CIS states have passed and which, at first, it seemed, could not be avoided by Kazakhstan [2].

Of course, some may say that the reason for the state success of the Republic of Kazakhstan is oil and
gas. Kazakhstan is stable by the fact that it has rich hydrocarbon deposits, in the development of which many
influential countries of the world are interested. However, oil wealth can become not only a blessing, but
also a curse. In the modern world, oil is not only an instrument of stabilization, but also an apple of discord.
Recall the periodic battles of the insurgency in Nigeria - they are due to all the same oil. Oil-producing
Azerbaijan went through a civil war.

Thus, «black gold» will never strengthen the state itself. We need the appropriate political will. Only if
it is available, raw materials can become a factor that strengthens the state. And all the time, beginning with
the very first steps towards sovereignty as part of the USSR, the source of this firm political will was the
President of Kazakhstan, Nursultan Nazarbayev.

The main secret of Kazakhstan's success is that at the dawn of independence the state was headed by
one of the most perspicacious politicians of our time. The first President of Kazakhstan, Nursultan
Nazarbayev, sensitively caught the directions of changes in the late Soviet Union, the needs and aspirations
of the Kazakh people and began to build a young state in accordance with this. The wisdom of the leader, his
gift of political foresight and the ability to skilfully guide spontaneous processes into a channel of construc-
tive change allowed Kazakhstan to go through a difficult period of inevitable transformation without losses
and shocks that marked the emergence of other independent states in the expanses of the former Union [3].

Kazakhstan became the first union republic to establish the post of President. It was an extremely far-
sighted step. On April 24, 1990, the new Supreme Council of Kazakhstan, first elected on a democratic basis
in the course of alternative elections, on the first day of its work adopted the Law «On the establishment of
the post of President of the Kazakh SSR and introduction of amendments and additions to the Constitution
(Basic Law) of the Kazakh SSR» and elected Nursultan Nazarbayev to this post .

Establishment of the presidency in Kazakhstan was dictated by the pressing needs of stabilizing the po-
litical system in the conditions of the transition period. When creating the institute of presidency, the speci-
ficity of the Kazakh mentality was fully taken into account. It is the presence of personified higher state
power headed by such authoritative and outstanding personality as Nursultan Abishevich that became the
decisive prerequisite for successful political transit of the republic to the stage of an independent state. The
young Kazakhstani statehood underwent a serious test on the days of the attempted of takeover in Moscow
on August 19-21, 1991. In a complex, dynamically changing environment, in the conditions of information
chaos, N.A. Nazarbayev showed high qualities of a solid state leader, driven solely by responsibility for the
fate of the country and the people. The balanced, precise steps of Nursultan Abishevich helped Kazakhstan
to overcome those troubled days without detriment to national security and public peace. From the test, Ka-
zakhstan came out strong. N.A. Nazarbayev acted in those days as a recognized leader of the nation. On the
first day of the Moscow takeover, when the nature of the events was still unclear, he made a televised ad-
dress in which he called on the people of Kazakhstan to observe peace and order.The next day, on August
20, 1991, Nursultan Nazarbayev issued a new statement in which he gave a clear political and legal assess-
ment of the attempted takeover: the declaration of a state of emergency is not in accordance with the Consti-
tution, decrees and other documents of the Emergency Committee are null and void on the sovereignty of the
republics. In this situation N.A. Nazarbayev acted as a genuine guarantor of the Constitution and sovereignty
of Kazakhstan, a democratically elected head of the republic, acting in the interests of the people and com-
pletely on the basis of legality. The moral and legal strength of Nursultan Abishevich's words in those days
was attached to the institution of presidential power. The firm position of the President of Kazakhstan played
an important role in eliminating the attempt of an unconstitutional takeover in Moscow [4].

The Institute of Presidency in Kazakhstan became the pivot on which the new statehood was built in
conditions of the dying and destruction of the Soviet system. The strength and presence at the head of the
state of such a person as Nursultan Nazarbayev, to a decisive degree ensured the success of the formation of
sovereign Kazakhstan. The special adequacy of the first head of the independent Republic of Kazakhstan
helped to the solution of those issues that the history set for the young state and become the pledge of all
successful state construction of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The President faced complex challenges. The raw orientation of the economy of Kazakhstan, the pres-
sure from outside, the difficulties of transition to market relations - all this required a balanced approach to
taking responsible decisions, a large state mind and subtle political intuition. Nursultan Nazarbayev is en-
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dowed with all these qualities to a high degree. And the powers of the president allowed them to be imple-
mented as effectively as possible for the benefit of Kazakhstan.

One of the tasks facing Kazakhstan was connected with international recognition and settlement of is-
sues related to the «Soviet legacy». It was important for Kazakhstan to secure its part of the property of the
Soviet Union, without which the young state could not adequately ensure its security and its economic inter-
ests in the early stages of its existence. These are armaments, a transport park, communications facilities.

It was necessary to resolve the issue of the former all-Union property. All these issues had to be re-
solved in a complex. And they are under the leadership of N.A. Nazarbayev was successfully solved.

Only the President could have sufficient authority, that in the period of the existence of the USSR, to is-
sue the most important state acts that provided real sovereignty of Kazakhstan. Thus, on August 29, 1991,
N.A. Nazarbayev signed a decree to close the nuclear test site near Semipalatinsk (now Semei). On October
25, 1991, the Presidential Decrees formed the Security Council and the State Defense Committee of the Re-
public. Earlier, the President issued decrees «On the transition of state enterprises and organizations of Union
subordination to the jurisdiction of the Kazakh SSR» and «On the creation of the gold and diamond fund of
the Kazakh SSR». They summed up the material foundation for the state independence of the Republic of
Kazakhstan [5].

On December 10, 1991 Nursultan Nazarbayev signed the Law of the Republic adopted by the Supreme
Council on changing the name of the state. The new official name came to replace the Kazakh SSR - the Re-
public of Kazakhstan. On December 16, 1991, the President signed the Constitutional Law, in accordance
with which the full state independence of the Republic of Kazakhstan was proclaimed. On March 2, 1992
Kazakhstan became a full member of the United Nations .

In the history of Kazakhstan a new era has begun. And quite rightly it will always be associated with
the name of the First President of the Republic N.A. Nazarbayev. The success of the state building of inde-
pendent Kazakhstan is attended by both personal and institutional aspects. And one is inconceivable without
the other. Personality is connected with the qualities of Nursultan Nazarbayev, who turned out to be the most
suitable person in this position. Now, it is even impossible and frightening to imagine what could happen if
there was no such leader as Nursultan Abishevich in that crucial period in the Kazakh political elite. And it
should always be remembered that he, with his political foresight, was the first to understand that Kazakh-
stan can not do without the institution of the presidency, that without it the process of gaining independence
will be much more difficult [6].

Today all over the world they recognize the state success of Kazakhstan. They are surprised at the dra-
matic changes achieved during the presidency of Nursultan Nazarbayev. Foreign mass media and Russian
experts are increasingly calling the Republic of Kazakhstan a «new leopard» in the center of Asia. The Cen-
tral Asian leopard is a direct analogy with the «Asian tigers». So it is customary to name a group of the most
dynamic countries of the Asia-Pacific region, which amazed the whole world with a record pace of moderni-
zation. Such a comparison of Kazakhstan with these states-leaders, skillfully combining advanced Western
technology with traditional oriental values, is quite logical and appropriate. But many outside observers have
at times a deceptive impression of Kazakhstan's easy victory. They say that an enchanting modernizing leap
was given without any difficulty to all Kazakhstanis and especially to their First President. Of course, this is
not so!

One should not think that a young independent country, even if it is so rich in natural resources as Ka-
zakhstan, was born without suffering, «with a golden spoon in the mouth». Let’s recall that at the beginning
of the democratic path, two decades ago, the situation in the newly independent Kazakhstan was extremely
difficult. Thus, the Kazakh SSR occupied a modest twelfth place in the rating of the economic development
of the union republics. The incompetent economy, the empty Soviet treasury and an undeveloped political
system completed the bleak picture of a low modernization start.

In his message to the people of Kazakhstan, announced at the joint session of the chambers of the Par-
liament of the Republic in February 2005, Nursultan Nazarbayev, without any embellishment, spoke about
the difficulties he had experienced: «<How did we begin? Not long ago, the history of the nineties of the last
century, when ours life changed dramatically when Kazakhstan gained independence, it was special years in
the heat of emotions and emotions, the socio-economic and political situation was simply criticaly» [7].

The first years of independence Nursultan Nazarbayev himself extremely honestly calls the time of sur-
vival. «It was a difficult time», the Kazakh Leader says.- «We survived then». And this is a completely frank
and accurate assessment. How did it happen that the disintegration of the USSR was the most painful for the
Central Asian republics? And, especially, for Kazakhstan? What is the reason? The fact is that their republi-
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can economies, which were planned in the Soviet times, were not self-sufficient. To put it bluntly, the Cen-
tral Asian economies were created from the very beginning as a modest raw material appendage of the entire
vast Soviet Union. Kazakhstan and the Central Asian republics were to give to the big country grain and cot-
ton, ore and metal. In exchange for scheduled ordering, they brought everything they needed from all parts of
the country, from cars and rockets to nails and matches.

But what should independent Kazakhstan do with its smelted metal after the destruction of the Union?
Moreover, most of the large enterprises of KazSSR and the huge defense complex on the territory of the re-
public were managed directly from Moscow. The collapse of the USSR caused a break in economic ties be-
tween the former republics and led to the collapse of the unified financial system of the state. In the early
1990s, hundreds of major city-forming enterprises in Kazakhstan were abandoned. They lost funding and
leadership. An already critical financial situation was aggravated by the growing financial and economic
chaos that began in the very first weeks after the collapse of the USSR. By January 1992, prices for all goods
had grown by an average of 4 times. And they continued to grow wildly. Accordingly, the savings of Soviet
citizens were completely burned. The circulating assets of enterprises were depreciated and turned into dust [8].

In a frank conversation with the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev with
pain in his voice spoke about the difficulties of that terrible time: «In the early 90's we experienced a difficult
period in Kazakhstan, when we simply did not pay pensions - the treasury did not have money. Imagine,
simply did not pay salaries for teachers, doctors - for 5-6 months there was a delay, did not pay even to the
army and police!» This emotional, hard-won evaluation of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan is
confirmed by dry statistics. In 1994, industrial production in Kazakhstan fell by half compared to 1990. And
the volume of agricultural production fell almost a third. The annual rate of inflation was in 1992-1994 and
reached fantastic figures - 1500-1800%. So, inflation in 1992 put a kind of «anti-record» - about three thou-
sand sixty one percent! According to most indicators, the economic situation in Kazakhstan in 1992-1996
was much worse than in Russia.

Especially the situation was alarming in the industrial - northern and north-eastern regions of Kazakh-
stan. In the «dashing nineties» industrial complex of the north of the country experienced a real production
and social collapse. Overnight, the familiar and well-adjusted industrial world could become a prehistoric
chaos for millions of citizens.

But even in the most difficult time of the recent post-Soviet history, when many politicians dropped
their hands, Nursultan Nazarbayev did not lose his temper. The President of Kazakhstan firmly believed in
the happy future of his Motherland. He fully trusted the restraint and natural stamina of his beloved people.
And this mutual indestructible belief in the forces of the First President and the entire multinational Kazakh
people was able to remove from Kazakhstan a terrible tragedy [9].

In fact, at that time Kazakhstan, which had just received its independence, stood on the brink of a hu-
manitarian disaster. What the first President of the Republic of Kazakhstan did during all difficult historical
starts is simply invaluable. Quite frankly, Nursultan Nazarbayev saved his people from a big and terrible ca-
lamity.

It was believed that Kazakhstan would quickly become one of the poorest countries in the third world.
They said, a few years this Central Asian country would still be able to hold out on the sale of raw materials
and Soviet reserves of strength. But soon there will be an alleged imminent industrial and infrastructural col-
lapse. Fortunately, all these apocalyptic predictions did not come true. And this was gained by the Kazakh-
stanis not due to the changeable luck but due to the sober calculation and unbreakable will of the First Presi-
dent of the RK.

It is no longer necessary to paint all the difficulties, troubles and hardships that hit Kazakhstan in the
first years of its independence. None can say better than Nursultan Nazarbayev: «In the years of Independ-
ence we have experienced worse times». In 1991 together with its independence Kazakhstan received a
fragment of the agonizing, collapsed economy, hyperinflation, unemployment, shortages of food and essen-
tial goods. We had a 50 percent decline in industry, GDP fell by 60 percent, agricultural production by 70
percent .Work decreased by several times [10].

Despite all the difficulties, we resolutely and resolutely overcame those difficulties. «But the more dif-
ficult the initial start of Kazakhstan was, the more impressive are the state successes achieved by the country
under the leadership of Nursultan Nazarbayev. Judge for yourself - during the first stage of market transfor-
mations, a sound foundation was laid in the new economy of Kazakhstan. It is enough to look only at the
main achievements of the first stage of the Kazakhstani reforms, which can be conditionally determined from
1992 to 1997. These include: the introduction of the national and the filling of the national market with
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goods. At that difficult time Kazakhstan entered the world community and joined the international financial
institutions. This was a difficult but necessary departure from the principles of the command economy, and,
last but not least, it was possible to maintain the stability of the socio-political situation in the country after
the collapse of the USSR. After such accomplishments, the name of Nursultan Nazarbayev is forever written
down in gold letters in the history of the Kazakh people.

Turkic-khazar raids on the South Caucasus in the VI-VIII centuries

This article is dedicated to the raids of the Turks and Khazars in the South Caucasus in the 6th-8th centuries.
The novelty of this study is the actualization of attention on the regional aspect of wars of the Turks and
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Khazars with Persians and Arabs. The military campaigns of the Turks and Khazars in the South Caucasus
are analyzed. The information of al-Tabari and Ibn al-Asir about the raids of the Khazars to the South Cauca-
sus to the Turks are not reliable. The raids in the V-middle of the VI centuries. carried out the Sabirs and the
Ogurian tribes of the Bulgars. The first Turkic raid in the region was the raid by the Black Sea lands in Egrisi
in 576 AD. The raids of 589 and 626 years were due to the allied duty of the khagan of the Turks to the Em-
peror. The campaign of 628 was already an initiative of the Turkic people and the Yabgu-kagan wanted to
make the Caucasian Albania dependent on itself. The first Khazar raid took place in 684 and affected the en-
tire South Caucasus region. The Khazar kagan set the goal of capturing prey, and not subordination of the re-
gion. The same goals were for the Khazar raids of the 20-iess and 30-ies of VIII century directed against the
Arabs in Armenia and Azerbaijan. The Khazar campaigns made it possible to alleviate the pressure of the Ar-
abs on the Byzantine Empire. Khazars in the VIII century. far from always been the attacking side. The Arab
campaigns against the Khazars were much more than Khazarian on the South Caucasus controlled by the Ar-
abs. Successful actions were the defeat of the Arab army of Jarrah and the capture of Ardabil in 729-730. The
raids of the Khazars in 762 on Georgia and 764 years on Armenia and Azerbaijan were unprovoked. The alli-
ance with Byzantium at that time did not have such significance as before.

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Indicators of a living level of the population of Kazakhstan
for the last ten years of XX ™ century

Social indicators of a living level of the population of Kazakhstan for the last ten years of the 20th century are
considered in this article. One of the most important tasks of social policy is the problem of growth of level
and quality of life of the population. In Kazakhstan, as well as on all former Soviet Union during a transition
period there was a sharp falling of a level of living of the population; all social infrastructure was almost de-
stroyed. Certainly, it was connected with crisis of economy and lack of concrete social policy. The level of
living is rather difficult and many-sided category. In spite of the fact that many elements of living standards
are interconnected among themselves, they have considerable features, specifics and their complex character-
istic requires use of the corresponding system of specific indicators. Due to the lack of a rational way of asso-
ciation of diverse indicators of such system in a certain uniform indicator in domestic and international prac-
tice the impossibility of use of one indicator which is comprehensively characterizing a level of living is rec-
ognized.

Keywords: social structure of society, employment of the population and working condition, income of the
population, compensation, social and consumer services of the population.

The living level of the population as social and economic category represents the level and degree of a
requirements satisfaction of people in material benefits, household and cultural services. Material benefits
are food, clothes, footwear, objects of culture and life, the dwelling.

Household services - in a broad sense - include utilities, including transportation and communications
services, household services, as well as medical services. Services in the field of culture are rendered by cul-
tural institutions, art and education.

The level of living as the characteristic of welfare of the people is the most important element of wider
concept «conduct of lifen. When studying a level of living the following indicators are allocated:

1) general and comprehensive characteristic of social and economic welfare of the population;

2) assessment of extent of social and economic differentiation of society, degree of differences on wel-
fare between separate social, demographic and other national groups;

3) analysis of the nature and degree of influence of various socio-economic factors on the standard of
living, the study of their composition and dynamics;

4) allocation and the characteristic of the lower-income segments of the population needing social and
economic support.

The level of living, its dynamics and differentiation substantially are defined by the level of develop-
ment of productive forces, volume and structure of a national wealth, production and use of gross national
product, the nature of distribution and redistribution of income.

The level of living is rather difficult and many-sided category. In spite of the fact that many elements of
living standards are interconnected among themselves, they have considerable features, specifics and their
complex characteristic requires use of the corresponding system of specific indicators. Due to the lack of a
rational way of association of diverse indicators of such system in a certain uniform indicator in domestic
and international practice the impossibility of use of one indicator which is comprehensively characterizing a
level of living is recognized.

It is possible to divide the indicators used for the characteristic of a level of living with some degree of
convention into three look:

— the first — synthetic cost indexes (GNP, fund of consumption, the total revenues of the population,
etc.);

— the second — the natural indicators measuring the volume of consumption of concrete material benefits
(security with personal property, consumption of food, number of the transported passengers, etc.);

— the third — the indicators showing proportions and structure of distribution of welfare (distribution of
the population on profitable groups, indicators of concentration and differentiation of income and con-
sumption, etc.).
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The level of living, is characterized first of all by consumption indicators, however the level and struc-
ture of consumption are substantially determined by those resources which are at the disposal of the certain
person, family and society in general. Therefore along with indicators actually of consumption of indicators
of a level of living is a part of the system also a number of the indicators characterizing possibilities of con-
sumption. The fund of consumption or income level treats them, for example.

In 1988 Goskomstat of the USSR accepted the «System of statistics of social and economic develop-
ment of the USSRy incorporating section «Social Development and Level of Living of the People». It is the
most in details developed system of indicators from among applied in practice of the state statistics — in it
284 key indicators reduced in 20 theme groups.

. Social structure of society.

. Employment of the population and working condition.

. Participation of workers in government and public life.

. Income of the population.

. Monetary savings of the population.

. Compensation.

. Public funds of consumption.

. Social and consumer services of the population. Including: a) trade, public catering; b) transport and
communication; c) housing and communal services and consumer services of the population; d) healthcare,
physical culture, tourism; social assistance; €) national education; e) culture and art.

9. Consumption of material benefits and services by the population.

10. Property of the population.

11. Budget of family.

12. Budget of time of the population.

13. Moral statistics. Including:

a) Crime;

b) Administrative offenses;

¢) Socially dangerous phenomena promoting commission of crimes and offenses.

The given system of indicators, its volume and, the main thing, the structure including along with wel-
fare measures of the characteristic of social aspects of life are more suitable for the description of an image
rather than actual level of living. Earlier, in the years of «the developed socialism», such approach was very
convenient for justification of essential lag of the USSR on many indicators of a level of living from devel-
oped capitalist and the majority of the European countries of the socialist camp. However in modern condi-
tions to use this system of indicators is impossible, having even removed from it ideological loading and
having allocated only those indicators which characterize a level of living. It is impossible, first of all for the
following reasons: social and economic bases of social development in the country changed, differentiation
considerably increased, moreover, there was even a polarization of the population on a level of living, at last,
there were changes and in practice and methodology of statistics and account.

Therefore, it was necessary and logical to develop a system of indicators of living standards, adapted to
modern socio-economic conditions in Kazakhstan. This system includes the following sections:

1) The generalizing indicators (GNP, fund of consumption, a cost of living index, etc.);

2) Income of the population;

3) Consumption and expenses of the population;

4) Monetary savings of the population;

5) The saved-up property and the dwelling;

6) Social differentiation of the population;

7) lower-income strata.

The standard of living is largely determined by the incomes of the population, the size of which mainly
depends on the degree of satisfaction of personal needs. The main sources of income of the population are:
the salary and other payments which workers receive for the work (in a monetary or natural form); income
from individual work; payments and privileges from public funds of consumption, special funds, annual
payments for life insurance; income from property (for example, payments for use of financial assets, build-
ings, earth, author's rights, patents, etc.); income from personal subsidiary farm, garden, kitchen garden (cost
of net production). Also other sources of income are possible (a prize in a lottery, a prize for a victory in a
competition, a competition, etc.).

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From a legal point of view, the incomes are divided into legal and illegal, received within a hidden
economy. The latter include income received from activities not registered in accordance with the established
procedure, concealed from taxation and control by the state. To measure the level and structure of household
incomes, a number of indicators characterizing them in various aspects are used. One of the main indicators
is the amount of personal income of the population - all types of income of the population, received in cash
or in kind. This indicator can be calculated directly for individual households on the basis of statistics on
family budgets, but it does not reflect either the general or real incomes of the population. Aggregate (total)
income (VOS) is determined by summing the individual incomes and the cost of free or concessional ser-
vices to the public through public consumption funds. The cost of services is determined by calculation [1].

The above figures, calculated in the prices of the current period, are called nominal income indicators.
They do not determine the real content of income, i.e. Do not show how much material goods and services
are available to the population at the current level of income. For the calculation of the price index and tariffs
for paid services, statistical authorities conduct monthly registration of prices for food and non-food prod-
ucts-representatives and services since 1989. The survey is conducted on a fairly wide range of goods (up to
650 positions), sold through various channels. It should be noted, however, that the prices of supply of goods
are recorded, which in many cases differ from the purchase prices.

The result, also called the cost-of-living index, shows how much the population began spending to buy
food, goods and services (that is, consumer spending) in the current period compared to the basic one if the
level of consumption remained unchanged when prices changed, basic. Such a calculation is correct if there
are no significant changes in the structure of consumer spending during the analyzed period.

The subsistence minimum is an indicator of the volume and structure of consumption of the most im-
portant material goods and services at the minimum acceptable level, which provides the conditions for
maintaining the active physical condition of adults, social and physical development of children and adoles-
cents. The budget of the subsistence minimum is the valuation of the subsistence level of the subsistence
minimum; in addition, it includes the costs of taxes and other mandatory payments.

The needs of the population are significantly differentiated depending on its socio-demographic charac-
teristics and living conditions, so the subsistence minimum is calculated not only on average per capita or
family, but also separately for different categories: children (up to 7 years), adolescents (7-15 years), able-
bodied citizens, pensioners. The subsistence minimum of a particular family can be determined on the basis
of its actual composition and magnitude.The basis of all calculations is a set of food for the subsistence min-
imum, including food products, combined into 10 aggregated groups: bakery products; potatoes; vegetables;
fruits and berries; meat products; milk products; fish products; eggs; sugar and confectionery; vegetable oil,
margarine. The cost estimate of the cost of the subsistence minimum budget for food is carried out by evalu-
ating the natural set for each group of goods at the average purchase prices of the corresponding goods. Av-
erage prices are determined by household statistics.

The total amount of the budget of a subsistence minimum includes expenses on nonfoods, services, tax-
es and other obligatory payments besides expenses on food and is defined by adjustment on the basis of the
cost of food set and approximate structure of the budget of a subsistence minimum. The structure of the
budget depends on the size of a household income. For calculations actually developed costs breakdown of
10 % of the least wealthy families in the basic period is used.

The analysis of income of family (household) begins with calculation of their general levels that already
represents the difficult economic task including logical coordination of their results along with computing
operations. Then the role of various sources in formation of income and also factors on which their level and
structure depend are analyzed. Income of different social national groups, the groups differing on the status
in employment, to the structure of families, etc. are compared.

In revenue breakdown the following main sources are allocated:

1) compensation and income from an entrepreneurial activity, including separately compensation em-
ployed;

2) Pensions (labor and social);

3) Grants;

4) Grants (by types);

5) Dividends and payments per shares and to other securities and also income from property;

6) Receipts from insurance;

7) Receipts from bank accounts;

8) Receipts from property sale (by types);
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9) Receipts from sale of shares and other securities;

10) Receipts from foreign currency sales;

11) Credits, loans, debts;

12) Other receipts.

The balance of money at the beginning of the analyzed period is also taken into account - the so-called
carry-over sums.

These cash incomes are a mobile part of the aggregate income. This part at the discretion of the owners
is spent on the acquisition of various material benefits, as well as payment for consumer services or can ac-
cumulate in the form of savings. Incomes received in the form of free or partially paid benefits, free services
consumed by the population through public or trust funds, are an immobile part of the aggregate income.
They also determine the standard of living, but are strictly targeted, i.e. cannot be replaced by the amount of
money equivalent to the cost of these services and benefits. Statistical data also for the purpose of studying
of the directions of use of income by the population are analyzed in great detail. The enlarged expenditure
structure for the intended purpose includes the following groups:

1. Purchase of food products and - separately - expenses for public catering.

2. Purchase of non-food products, including: a) clothes, linen, shoes, fabrics; b) durable goods; ¢) hy-
giene products, medicines, building materials, etc.

3. Monetary expenses for payment of services.

4. Other expenses.

5. Accumulation (accounts in banks, purchase of securities, foreign currency, etc.).

6. Cash money.

The analysis is carried out in the context of individual socio-demographic and income groups of the
population, in a territorial aspect, as well as using detailed cost estimates by types and methods of consump-
tion. The values of incomes and expenditures of the population not only characterize the budgets of families,
but are also used to build balances of money incomes and expenditures of the population and to determine
the indicators of the household account in the system of national accounts.

Thus, not only the volume of accumulation towards increase, but also the relation to forms of accumula-
tion of money — first of all in favor of purchase of currency changed.

Let's note that so it turned out that the calculated indicators of level and quality of life standardized and
ranked according to separate characteristics of developed countries of the world (and, first of all, the USA
and Europe) and expressed in a quantitative monetary form, absolutely closed the fact that the quality of life
is a concept multidimensional and not reduced to individual techno-organizational characteristics.

The quality of life and its various indexes are used for the characteristic of welfare and wellbeing of so-
ciety. Unlike «level of living» which characterizes only economic and external living conditions of the per-
son «the quality of life» reflects a condition of the person in economic and social reality of his actual life.
These indicators are close to the Index of Human Development (IHD) admitted to the UN since 1990 which
is calculated as the average weighed longevity, of education and material well-being and allows to range the
countries on the basis of comparison of the actual situation with the best and worst achievements both other
indexes and criteria existing and already rather well tested in world practice.

Under the quality standards of life extremely variable standards, extremely various, multiple-address
and typologically organized for different national groups and under different schemes of work mean. Such
standards include the following indicators:

— Birth rate and mortality;

— Number of marriages and stains;

— Feasibility of the right of the child to live and be brought up in family;

— Prospects of the childhood and life;

— Availability of education;

— Quality of education;

— Variety of educational services;

— Availability of subjects to cultural appointment;

— Development of a social infrastructure and social services;

— Development of a social security system poor and elderly;

— Availability of medical services and their quality;
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— Variety of systems of professionalizing;

— Existence of prospects of employment.

Thus one of the most important tasks of social policy is the problem of growth of level and quality of
life of the population. In Kazakhstan, as well as on all former Soviet Union during a transition period there
was a sharp falling of a level of living of the population; all social infrastructure was almost destroyed. Cer-
tainly, it was connected with crisis of economy and lack of concrete social policy.

According to various estimates (including sociological polls of the population), the size of fall of in-
come for separate categories of the population for years of reforming of economy fluctuates from 5 to
20 times and more than [2]. Decrease in a level of living causes growth of social tension, refusal of support
of reforms from a certain part of the population. Meanwhile, as international experience testifies, success of
social and economic transformations depends in many respects on behavior and active participation of a gen-
eral population. For 1997-2000 rather steady tendency of the sizes of income gained by lower-income strata
remained: according to results of inspections of households, 51-62 % of the population of Kazakhstan had
average monetary per capita income lower than 3000 tenge a month. A third of the population these years
had the average per capita income of 3001-6000 tenge a month, or less than 70 US dollars at the rate of
1997-1998. The difference in income at an urban and rural population is most noticeable. In particular, if in
1999 in the cities the specific weight of the needy population (with the average located per capita income
less than 3000 tenge a month) was 49,1 %, then in the rural zone - 83,3 %, by 2000 respectively - 33,1 % and
73,2 %. Results of the conducted sociological survey confirm these data: income of 3-5 thousand tenge in a
mudflow has 27 % answering in the city - 22,9 %; income to 3 thousand tenge - according to 14,9 % and
11,4 %; 5-8 thousand tenge - 10,8 % and 19,6 %; the people having income of 8-12 thousand tenge in the
village are twice less, than in the city, and income over 16 thousand tenge in the village was not noted by any
of answering. Differentiation on income and on regions is also high. The highest is the average per capita
income of residents of the cities of Almaty and Astana. For March, 2000 monetary income in these cities
made respectively 7061 and 6176 tenge. The lowest income at residents of the Southern Kazakhstan and Al-
maty regions are 2333 and 2027 tenge.

Although nominal cash incomes in 2000 increased almost threefold on average in the republic in 1995,
in 2000, compared to the previous year, this growth amounted to 17.5 %, real incomes for the year increased
only by 3.2 %. Nominal cash incomes of townspeople are twice higher than those of villagers, and in 2000,
respectively, amounted to 4145 and 2044 tenge on average for the month. One of the reasons for such a sig-
nificant gap is the natural forms of economic management common in the countryside in recent years and the
non-monetary forms of exchange that accompany them.

To estimate the average level of incomes of the population, we compare them with the subsistence min-
imum. The average monthly subsistence minimum exceeds the average monthly income per capita by an av-
erage of 1.1 times. The ratio of per capita income of the population to the subsistence level gives an indicator
of the purchasing power of monetary incomes. This ability of the main part of the population in comparison
with the pre-reform period has significantly decreased. As of March 2000, the level of purchasing power was
0.9 times the subsistence level (for comparison: in Russia this figure is 1.41). The change in incomes occurs
simultaneously with the increase in prices, and their material content largely depends on the level and state
of prices for specific goods and services. In recent years, there has been a trend towards a decrease in the rate
of inflation, although of the factors that could worsen the material situation, the respondents most often iden-
tified inflation (36.2 % of the townspeople and 25.7 % of the villagers). However, the growth rates of prices
for socially important goods and services remain quite high. Prices for housing maintenance and utilities re-
main high. The consumer price index in 2000 to the previous one was 13.2 %, and by 1995 - 88.5 %.

Also, prices and tariffs for services grew, which grow much faster than prices for goods: for 1996-1999,
services grew 4-fold, and goods became more expensive only 1.4 times. Passenger transport services went up
by 11.4 %, institutions of culture and sports - by 5.3 %, education - by 3.3 %, housing and communal ser-
vices by 7.8 %, healthcare - by 5.1 %. The growing differentiation of the population in terms of monetary
income has led to an increase in the proportion of the population that has incomes below the subsistence lev-
el. If we compare the level of poverty in the United States, countries of Western Europe, Russia and Kazakh-
stan by the situation for 1996, then for our country this picture is more than depressing. The poverty level in
the United States, Belgium, the Netherlands, and France is about the same level (13-14 %), Russia is roughly
on the same level as countries such as Italy, Spain, Great Britain, Greece (20-22 %), in Denmark (6 %) [3].
In Kazakhstan, the poverty rate is more than twice as high as the US, 1.5 times higher than in Russia, and
almost 6 times higher than in Denmark. The tool for determining the monetary income required for an ade-
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quate standard of living is usually the consumer budget of the minimum standard of living, containing quan-
titative sets of goods and services and valued at retail prices. In the US in 1996, the real cost of living was
almost $ 8,000, which roughly corresponds to the same indicator in the developed countries of Western Eu-
rope. This indicator is more than 300 times higher than the officially established subsistence level in Kazakh-
stan, which in 2000 was equal to 4007 tenge.

Over the years of reforms, the structure of the population's incomes has not undergone significant
changes, as it was ten years ago, the share of income from work is the most significant part, the income from
all types of sales has grown. The structure of incomes in urban and rural areas differs significantly. One of
the most important sources of income for rural residents is the sale of products produced in their own econ-
omy. The share of this income for rural residents is 21 % and for urban residents - 7 %. The share of wages
in the total income of urban residents exceeds the mark of 76 %, and in rural areas - only 59 %.

As can be seen from the structure of the monetary incomes of the population, the basis for the reproduc-
tion of the worker and his family is the salary. The trend of growth in wage differentiation in the social
sphere is related to the existing imbalance in the existing wage system in various sectors financed from
budgets of various levels. Although nominal wages also tended to increase, but the rate of its growth did not
keep pace with the rate of price growth. According to the Ministry of Labor Protection of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, the average monthly real wages of employees have decreased by 50 % since 1991. The mini-
mum wage for the past few years remains very low relative to the size of the subsistence minimum.
Another condition for the polarization of income is an increase in the wage gap. Here you can observe the
following types of differentiation. First, the differences in wages of the main part of employees and admin-
istration in the same enterprise reach 10-20 times. Secondly, sectional differences in wages are 15 times, and
regional - 3 times. Thirdly, the difference in wages between public and private enterprises, including joint
ventures, is 7.2-fold. There is a big difference between the minimum and maximum average monthly accrued
wages of employees by types of economic activity. So, in 2000, the minimum wage was only 15.7 % of the
maximum wage, whereas in 1990 the lowest wage was 54.5 % compared to the highest. The lowest wages
are in those areas that ensure the reproduction of human capital - education, health, social services. The
highest wages are in the mining industry and financial institutions. In Kazakhstan, before the transition, the
distribution of income was more even, this was due to the fact that almost all income in the form of wages or
transfers was received by the population through state bodies. At present, the question of the uneven distribu-
tion of incomes is acute before us. The limits of optimal income differentiation, tested by world practice, are
4-6 times. Thus, the degree of inequality in the 90s among the developed countries was the smallest in Japan
- 4.3 times, in Germany - 5.7, in Italy - 6, in France - 6.5, in the United Kingdom - 6.8, in the United States -
8.9 times. In Kazakhstan, the gap in the level of monetary incomes of 10 % of the wealthiest and poorest
segments of the population in 2000 was 11.9 times, while before the reforming years this figure was 4; if in
the city this coefficient was 10.4 times, in rural areas - 18.4 times. The richest 20 % of the population ac-
counted for 43.1 %, while the less well-off - only 6.1 % of the income.

In developed countries, no more than 50 % of household incomes go to purchase goods and services,
and in our country in 2000, 83 % was spent on consumer spending, which is more than 10 % more than in
1990. Consumer spending includes food expenses - in 2000, 50 % was spent, in 1990 - 30.3 %, for non-food
products, respectively, 26 % and 35 %, for payment of various services - 24 % and 9.4 %. By the share of the
family budget used for food, it is possible to judge the level of well-being. According to international statis-
tics, the family is considered poor if it spends more than 50 % of its income on food. The share of food prod-
ucts in the structure of consumer spending of the villagers is 51 %.

It should be noted that in the structure of consumption there is a shift in costs from the purchase of
goods to pay for services. More than half of the total payment for services goes to utilities, housing mainte-
nance and repairs (51 %). Half of the population, having an average income of up to 3000 tenge per month,
is forced to choose between buying food and essential goods and paying for utilities, the average cost of
which varies between 2-4 thousand tenge. As evidenced by the experience of industrial countries, in order to
stimulate effective demand and economic development, it is necessary to increase wages. At the same time,
the growth of the purchasing power of the population should be accompanied by moderate inflation, which
will not hamper economic development if the growth of wages is countered by an increase in the commodity
mass.

More than a quarter of the costs for services are transport and communications, 11 % for education ser-
vices, 5 % for health, 3 % for individual services. Practically there are no costs for cultural events and leisure
activities, which lead to spiritual improvement of the population. Absolutely nothing remains on the accumu-
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lation of savings on deposits and securities, in such circumstances, the state cannot remove from itself the
solution of most of the problems of life support for the population. If at the present time all the burden of
caring for the increase of «consumer wealth» (primarily housing and communal reforms) on the shoulders of
the population is shifted, the result of this will be a reduction in the real disposable incomes of the popula-
tion, especially the poorest sections of the population will lose much.

The number of economically active population in 2000 remained at the level of about 47.8 % of the to-
tal population. Analysis of data over a number of years shows that the ratio of employed to the entire popula-
tion of the country increases with positive economic growth. According to labor force surveys conducted in a
number of countries, approximately 10 % of the total numbers of economically inactive people are job seek-
ers who do not have the opportunity to start immediately, and those who are desperate to find work [4]. The
number of employed decreased from 1991 to 2000 by 19.6 %, men by 17.3 %, and women by 22.1 %. The
same trend is observed in the ratio of employed to the total population, which decreased from 47.2 % to
46.1 %. And this trend is accompanied by a drop in the total number of residents of the republic by 1,462.1
thousand people, or 1.1 times. It should be noted that the largest part of the employed population by sector -
in the private sector (76.7 %), by industry - in the service sector (59.6 %). As of the end of December 2000,
the number of unemployed was 906.4 thousand people, the unemployed, who were officially registered with
the employment agencies, 231.4 thousand people. The level of officially registered unemployment at the
same time was 3.7 % of the working-age population of the country. In rural areas, as of the end of June 2001,
unemployed people accounted for 38.7 % of the total number. At the same time, in comparison with 1999,
the level of official unemployment increased by 1.3 percentage points, the total number of unemployed de-
creased slightly. It should be noted that the data provided by the Agency on Statistics and the data provided
in the Human Development Report of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 1997 on unemployment have signifi-
cant differences: for example, the difference for 1994 was 42.9 thousand people, in 1995 - 63, 4 thousand, in
1996 - 109,3 thousand people.

In 2000, the total unemployment was 906.4 thousand people, which is equal to 12.8 % of the economi-
cally active population. The modern labor market is characterized by a high level of hidden unemployment.
The average duration of unemployment in mid-2001 was 8.2 months, while the same figure in 1998 was only
6 months. At the same time in search of work for more than 12 months in 2001 there were 73.2 thousand
people (one in three of the registered ones), which is twice as much as at the end of 1998. From 6 to 12
months, 59.4 thousand people (that is, every fourth registered unemployed) were looking for a job, which is
6.8 % less than in the same period last year. The longest unemployment among the CIS countries in Armenia
is 14 months, in Ukraine -11, the lowest in Uzbekistan - 4 months. From the distribution of the unemployed
by duration, it can be seen that it is increasing; this indicates that the employment of people is small, as well
as the small number of people applying to employment agencies. The effectiveness of the employment ser-
vice for the retraining of the unemployed raises serious doubts. So, in 1999, only 12.8 thousand people were
employed, which is 3.6 % of the number of applicants.

Considering the problem of unemployment in Kazakhstan, it is necessary to separately note that at pre-
sent the female and youth human capital is the most vulnerable on the labor market. Thus, at the end of 2000,
women accounted for 57.2 % of the total number of officially registered unemployed, and 29.1 % for young
people (aged 19-29). The level of official unemployment among women is 1.5 times higher than among men
(for 2000, respectively, 4.3 % and 3.0 %), and among youth - 0.6 percentage points higher than the general
official level. Women among job seekers with the assistance of employment services at the beginning of
2000 were 63-57 % in Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, 60-69 % in Belarus and Russia. The share of young people in
the number of unemployed varied from 30-36 % in Kyrgyzstan and Russia, 40-53 % in Belarus, and up to
60-62 % in Tajikistan. State programs should stimulate the creation and transformation of jobs in more
promising and developed sectors of the economy, attracting not only budgetary funds, but also means of
business owners and investors.

Thus, since 1999 GDP growth has been observed and accordingly there have been slow, but progressive
changes towards the growth of the material well-being of the country's population. In 2003-2005, high
growth rates of the economy of Kazakhstan were achieved, raising living standards and welfare of the popu-
lation, against the backdrop of a stable socio-political situation in the society. In 2003-2006, it was planned
to ensure an average annual real increase in gross domestic product of 7-7.5 %. However, the balanced eco-
nomic policy of the Government and dynamic carrying out reforms allowed to provide average annual
growth rate of GDP during 2003-2005 of 9,4 % a year. In 2005, according to preliminary data of the Agency
of the Republic of Kazakhstan on Statistics, GDP growth compared to the previous year was 9.4 %. Ade-
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quate economic growth is increasing the welfare of the people of Kazakhstan. In this area, the goal was to
raise the level of GDP per capita in 2006 to $ 2,600. However, the high growth rates of the economy made it
possible to surpass this figure by the results of 2005. According to preliminary data, per capita GDP in 2005
amounted to 3620 US dollars. In general, for 2003-2005, per capita GDP increased by 1.3 times.

So, in the last decade of the 20th century, the state of human capital in the Republic of Kazakhstan was
characterized by a number of negative phenomena: low incomes of the majority of the population, weak so-
cial protection and labor market regulation, a violation of the connection between the price of labor and the
cost of worker reproduction, lack of guarantees in the spheres of education and health, culture. In turn, the
low quality of human capital has had a negative impact on economic development, destabilizing the socio-
economic situation. Under these conditions, the increase in the level of human capital must be the main
guideline of the state's social and economic policy.

From the history of the formation of a socio-cultural community:
the austro-hungarian experience

The article «From the history of the formation of a socio-cultural community: the austro-hungarian experi-
ence» is concerned with the issues of building a socio-cultural community, the case of Austria-Hungary. The
author focuses on the experience of national construction in Austria-Hungary, which is relevant in the light of
the development of countries that are multi-ethnic and multicultural formations, which include the Republic
of Kazakhstan. The Austro-Hungarian Compromise of 1867, which established the dualist model of Austria-
Hungary, led to the emergence of a unique multi-ethnic European monarchy of a Federal type. Its evolution in
the late XIX-early XX century largely anticipated the problems solving practices of national-territorial Feder-
al structure in modern conditions. This model was based on Federal unity in combination with the internal
administrative and political independence of the subjects. Strict adherence to the division of powers between
Cisleithania and Transleithania with the dominance of the Central Imperial power, in terms of the nineteenth
century, undoubtedly, was evidence of the high legal culture of public education. The authors come to the
conclusion that the Austro-Hungarian experience of forming a socio-cultural community, despite the collapse
of a unified state under the influence of mainly adverse external forces, gives more grounds for positive as-
sessments. The analysis shows that the collapse of a unified state was not predetermined, because in terms of
national construction, and in terms of economic development, the Danube monarchy had no unsolvable fun-
damental contradictions.

Ideological and methodological concepts in Soviet historiography
of pre-revolutionary history of Kazakhs (1920s — 1940s)

In this article we consider the problems of forming and transforming of the theoretical and ideological ap-
proaches in the Soviet historiography regarding history of traditional Kazakh society. The Authors highlight
that in 1920s in the science of history there was a certain pluralism of the scientific opinions. It is related to
the fact that Soviet government, having neither necessary power nor qualified specialists to erase the pre-
revolutionary historical concepts had to accept the situation in science when the methodology of the «old sci-
entific school» was used at the same time as theoretical layouts and concept conditions of Bolsheviks. In the
historiography of this period, very vital and necessary questions were raised and the made conclusions were
far from Marxism. When studying the social history of Kazakhs the «old school» representatives took into
account the fact that the nomad society was homogeneous, with no class differences. Special attention is paid
to the fact that as the Soviet state was being built the Bolsheviks aspired to change the «appearance» of the
historical science. In 1930s — 1940s it becomes more politicized and the study of social history of Kazakh
society has a class approach concept as a theoretical and methodological set. In accordance with this, the tra-
ditional Kazakh society starts being considered through a prism of the fight between antagonistic forces —
the exploiters and the exploited. In this article it is concluded that one by one the problems of the social histo-
ry of Kazakhs become inessential as in the science of history we can see a common aspiration of the scientists
to concentrate on studying the Soviet society building history.

Keywords: Kazakhstan's history, Biy institutes, simple law, law, practice of law pluralism.

The key moment in the analysis of the history of the theoretical and methodological concepts and ap-
proaches in historiography is the understanding the interdependence of the society and science conditions.
All the fluctuational and quality ideological changes of the society at that moment are usually extrapolated
into the social consciousness and of course into the science. That is why it is quite normal that the flow of
Soviet science and commonwealth development held their ground, generally together.

Objectively, during the Soviet time the government influenced all the spheres of the society’s life.
However, the approval of the socialistic ideology as a sole mindset base did not happen that fast.

The ideas of this article can be used when writing special and generalizing works both historiography
and historical on the history of social relations in Kazakh society. The contents of the article may be interest-
ing for the lecturers and students of Universities, education institutions, working on study of social relations
of Kazakh society problems.

1920s and early 1930s were critical in Soviet historiography. Having neither political force, nor quali-
fied specialists to fight pre-revolutionary historical concepts, Bolsheviks had to accept the situation when the
science could use both «old school» (the positions of which were quite strong at the moment) and theoretical
layouts and concept ideas of Soviet government in terms of materialistic understanding the history. Moreo-
ver, evolutionism was conceived by Bolsheviks; it was elaborated by class struggle and the end point —
communism.

That is why we can witness at the moment the pluralism of scientific opinions. This big variety of opin-
ions was provided by the fact that in Kazakhstan of 1920s truly revolutionary changes were happening: The
political-legislational, materialistic, spiritual base of the culture changed, the social appearance of Kazakh
society and economic basics of its development transformed, they were subjugated to the social-economic
orthodox idea of building communism. Those complicated political and economic processes had complex,
sometimes even contradictory feedback from the society that found its reflection in the literature of that time.

One of the peculiarities of the historiography of that time is that in it, very vital, necessary questions
were raised, and the made conclusions were far from Marxism. Soviet government was quite loyal to this
kind of publications partly because at first, they were created by highly qualified specialists, who used mate-
rials from fieldwork and broad statistic data. At second, not having professionals able to give that proletarian
pushback to the «bourgeois objectivism» it had to tolerate some pluralism and material provision independ-
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ent from the political environment in scientific works. When laying out their aims, scientists often took thesis
into account: «To go objective and methodological path, analyzing the reality with no regard to what conclu-
sions this path may lead and what practical consequences could be created» [1; 3].

The 1920s were times of scientific and cultural experiments, when the followers of the «national» cul-
ture and science were still opponents, not bourgeois representatives and enemies of «proletarian» ideology
adepts. We can confirm the fact that during this period there was a scientific pluralism by arguings between
the scientists which lead to the discussion about Asian production method.

When studying the social and political history of the Kazakh society, the most researchers judged from
the postulate that the generic leaders — biys, foremans, aksakals represented the top of the generic commu-
nity and played a major role in the functioning of the nomad community. Taking into account the fact that
this representative group didn’t just exist, but held their positions among simple nomads during the first dec-
ades of Soviet government.

As the state were building, in accordance with the general line of the Bolsheviks party not only social
and economic but also political and ideological situation were changing. According to this the «appearance»
of the history science changes, it becomes more politicized and approves the class approach when studying
the historical processes both of past and present as a theoretical and methodological position. Gradually the
government starts to control all the spheres of Soviet society life. Enlightener approaches are distinctive to a
number of scientists, who marched in the lockstep of the pre-revolutionary enlightener scientists of XVIII —
XIX cc. and wanted to extrapolate the Soviet reality started to face more and more resistance from the gov-
ernment. For example, in 1927 the chairperson of the SACN" M.M. Tsvibak reporting on a Committee meet-
ing said «We need a class; materialistic approach to the culture history, any other approach is intolerable. We
need a supervision of Soviets over scientific institutions, it is an acknowledged fact, even science Academy —
the higher scientific institution of the Union admits this. The case is that Soviet scientific and cultural build-
ing SACN barriers the tendencies of the old Turkestan local historians, who were breed under the conditions
of the Turkestani work of 1917. They try to reverse the progress; they work in an old way, the Turkestan
way» [2; 95]. As the result, by the middle of 1930s the final change of the discourse happens: rejection of the
old enlightener approach and accepting the class approach, building the historical process up in the context
of the Bolsheviks’ ideas and stopping the discussions.

From the middle 30s a new stage of the Kazakhstan’s history science development began. The Republic
had an objective of institutionalizing the science, preparing new members of the national intellectuals’ com-
munity, who would inject communistic ideals into people’s minds by theoretical proving. Establishing Ka-
zakhstan base of the USSR science academy creation in 1932 became a significant point (KazFAN USSR
from 1938).

The representatives of different fields of humanitarian sciences were at work on development of social
and political Kazakh history’s problems, who built their works based on wide historical and juridical and
ethnographic data with different contents. Firs generalizing researches appear. They uncover problems of
historical development of nomadic tribes, who populated Kazakhstan’s territory until the moment of final
settlement of the Soviet rule. At this point an approach to studying the Soviet period hadn’t been formed yet.
The scientific escapism (conscious leave to the pre-Soviet history period research) is indicative for the re-
searchers.

That is exactly why in 1940s in the Republics agenda there was a question raised about creating such a
textbook on the history of Kazakhstan, which would reflect the patterns of the historical process, which lead
to building a socialistic society.

It is related to the fact that in the second part of 1930s a political campaign against «Pokrovskiy school»
begins. Comments against USSR school history and new history textbooks, told off in a resolution of the
NCU of the USSR and CC of the All-Union Communistic Party dated May 16™ 1934 caused it. Also the crit-
icism towards those textbooks by 1.V. Stalin, A. Zhdanov, S. Kirov caused it too [3]. In particular, the prin-
ciples of exposition of the most important events, textbooks’ structure schematics and the absence of the
chronological sequence in interpretation of society development were criticized. The reviewers considered
that the lacking points were «spread of the erroneous historical points of view amongst some our historians,
which are peculiar to co-called «Pokrovskiy’s school of history». To overcome those «harmful positions» the
central party bodies took an objective of «the fundamental improvement and readjustments» of already pub-

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lished history textbooks. In new editions authors were recommended to pay extra attention to a number of
problems which at that moment yet hadn’t received the correct Marxist-Leninist clarification but at the same
time, having «the most important value for our commonwealth, our party and education of the rising genera-
tions» [3; 21].

Among prioritized themes for the USSR history textbook were traversing the history of the people who
entered the USSR; colonization role of the Russian Tsarism in relation with the concept «Tsarism is impris-
oning the people», conditions and origins of the national liberation movements of the conquered people by
Russian Tsarism, which during this struggle pass the way of the political maturation. Without this «The Oc-
tober revolution, as a revolution that liberated those nations from the nationalistic oppression is still unmoti-
vated just like creating the USSR» [3; 22, 23].

By 1937 46 varieties of the school textbooks were presented to the Governmental commission on com-
petition selection of the best textbook. Jury of the commission highlighted in its resolution: «Spitting-ups of
anti-historical, non-Marxist positions can be seen from the textbook authors when describing the USSR of
the pre-Soviet period. Authors do not see... how the Ukraine was faced with a dilemma of either being con-
sumed by Pan Poland and Sultan Turkey or going under the supervision of the Russian rule. They do not see
that the second perspective was the lesser evil» [4; 2]. According to the opinion of the jury authors were also
mistaken when interpreting peasant’s rebellion before 20" century. Its main idea was that consciousness and
organization of the masses were exaggerated which in terms of Marxist approach couldn’t be without a lead-
ing role of the labour class and Bolshevik parties to appear consolidated against landowners and capitalists.
The commission considered that the idea of the people should be highlighted as a mass which is only able to
unorganized and spontaneous movements in the textbooks [4; 2]. This idea was fastened in a «brief course»
of history of the All-Soviet Communistic Party (b), which established main treatments of the historical
events and processes.

Methodological party-based paradigms and the politic order of the rule deeply influenced the thematics
of the historical works. Histories of the peoples of USSR took a special place in them, which positively in-
fluenced the condition and exploration degree of the most historical lacunas and lead to appearance of differ-
ent works of Soviet scientists on social and political and ethnic history, including Kazakhs [5, 6].

In the late 1930s and 1940s first scientific and reference publications appear on Kazakhstan in which
the above mentioned party-based paradigms received content embodiment [7—13]. In them, Kazakhstan was
pictured as a former colony of the Russian Empire, which managed to «free itself from the enslavers under
leading of Lenin-Stalin party» [7; 6].

In 1933 The Anthropology, Archeology and Ethnography Institute of the AS USSR was created, which
directed the scientists’ efforts to studying the ethnographic and archeological legacy of the multi-national
Soviet State. The workforce capacity of the leading national institution of Kazakhstan was reinforced in the
years of the Great Patriotic War at the expense of evacuated scientists from the central regions of the Union
into the territory of the Republic. These scientists addressed the topic of the national history of the Republic,
in which the problems of the national liberation struggle of the Kazakh people played a great role in 18—19™
centuries found a reflection in the first academic publications on the history of Kazakhstan. In them repre-
sentatives of the exploiter class became national heroes — khans, biys, stem leaders.

However, in the late 1940s the Stalin concept becomes dominating on the national problem. In the arti-
cle «How does socialistic democracy understand the national problemy, written in 1904 in the beginning of
the great man at the helm of the country, everything important was highlighted by the author himself. The
quotation marks regarding the formula of «freewill joining Russia» were put also by 1.V. Stalin. Much later
in the 1940s this work will be used when creating textbook on USSR history with no quotation marks and
highlighting as an acknowledged axiom, which does not need any evidence.

According to this theoretical layout, which was based in a statement of Stalin regarding the «national
problemy», the movement of Georgian nobility against «joining of Georgia to Russia» was defined by
I.V. Stalin as a feudal and monarchic «nationalism». Let’s bring the words of the author to a state: «After
«the joining of Georgia to Russia» the Georgian nobility felt how unprofitable it was to lose old privilege
sand powers which it had during Georgian tsars’ rule and considering that «just citizenship» was insulting
their dignity, wished the «liberation of Georgia» (hereinafter highlighter by the author. — L.S.). By this it
wanted to put Georgian tsars and the nobility into the lead of «Georgia» and forward by this the desti-
ny of the Georgian people to them! This was feudal and monarchic «nationalism» [9; 32].

Stalin’s statement about Georgian «nationalism» was transferred to the history of liberation movements
of all peoples of outskirts of Russian Empire. That is why it is quite normal that this methodological postu-
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late defined the liberation movement of Kazakhs, led by the representatives of Kazakh feudal top — «the
nobility» as reactionary and following narrow-minded clan interests.

A peculiarity of this period is the approval of the class approach, which was to explain all the events of
the historical past. Scientists reject the polemics, which doubts five-part formation scheme. A new change
took place in theorizing in estimating the imperial period of Russia. The colonial past and the peoples enter-
ing the Russian Empire became being considered as «the lesser evil». In addition, by «entering» they usually
mean free-will joining the Empire.

Some authors who did not accord to these clichés were «disclosed» and were accused in cosmopolitism
and nationalism. Others to achieve the government’s agreement had to reconsider their scientific positions,
filling them with canonical sets from the works of Marxism-Leninism classics. Despite this, during the con-
sidered period, some fundamental works were created which can be called etalon in working out the main
problems of Kazakhstan’s history even nowadays.

This situation in the science led to series of disclosure articles addressed the scientists whose works
were interpreted «incorrectly» and «from the nationalistic positions» by the liberation speeches of Kazakhs.
The ideological war against «nationalists» affected Soviet specialists on this topic like E.B. Bekmakhanov,
M.P. Vyatkin in the first place. Exactly at this time, the tone of the works dedicated to the generic leaders
starts to change negatively. Moreover, this topic gradually starts to pale into insignificance not mainly be-
cause of its importance, but more because scientists were likely to join the number of those who are danger-
ous for the official regime.

From that point, some themes in the science started being taboo and others, instead, took a fresh breath
and became trendy. Therefore, in Kazakhstan and in the whole Soviet Union besides military topics the re-
searchers began to refer to labour of the Soviet people in a difficult post-war time, utilizing virgin soils, and
the unity of the working class and peasantry more often. In general, the history of the Soviet state took an
important place in the historiography of those years.

One more «devotiony of the historians was related to studying the history of the CPSU: the works of the
party leaders, conference materials, Party documents etc. We can assume that from this point the history of
the Soviet Union begins to be written under the slogan of «from conference to conference» . The leading
historians in their articles pointer directly that: «History is a party science, and scientists... shouldn’t study
the history for the sake of the history. History is... a science of the past that helps us create a modern party
policy» [10; 70].

This turn in the historical research resulted in appearance of the quotations of Marxist-Leninist classics’
works in the works of scientists. For approval of the quotation method: its use became a sort of «party man-
date» — a permission given to scientists to publish their researches.

Common tendencies in the development of the Soviet science were distinctive to Kazakhstan. Studying
the history of the Soviet society that «under the leadership of the Communistic party achieved great success
in building socialism» etc. always were supported by party bodies and created new ideological clichés.

Gradually the problems of the social history of the traditional institutes of the simple law etc. became
insignificant comparing to the common devotion on studying the history of building the Soviet society, Sovi-
et people’s achievements, the role of the communist party in building the Soviet society eventual history and
others. These problems became the objects of studies of the majority of the dissertation works,
monographies, and publications.

According to the above mentioned it is difficult to talk about evolution in historiography processes in
the Soviet period of 1920s — 1940s. It is partly correct, when problem is related to professional tricks and
methods, customary rules of work with sources etc. However, when it comes to the theoretical and methodo-
logical or ideological contents of the historiography it shows revolutional metamorphoses during all the time
of its existence. Those «changes» can be spotted especially regarding to the institute of the Biys.

At the same time despite a definitely one-legged methodological approach, the works of the Soviet sci-
entists truly deserve attention of the modern humanitarian society. We are talking about the same side of the
legacy as shows huge historical material, which even nowadays actively circulates in a scientific turnover as
a big number of source- and historiography facts and evidences of the objectiveness of the author’s position.
Frequent quotation of the Works of the Soviet researchers is a bright evidence of all above mentioned.

" In this connection in an every number of the «news-bulletin of the AS of the KazSSR. Series of social sciences» in 1976 there was
the obligatory section: «Towards the 25" conference of the CPSUw, or «The historical decisions of the 25™ conference of the CPSU
— bringing into life». In 1981—1984 — «Current problems of the communistic building in light of the decisions of the 25™ confer-
ence of the CPSU».
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These materials after a sting infiltration of the ideological selection, despite huge amounts of works of
the Marxist-Leninists in them did not lose their scientific significance even nowadays. Soviet authors’ works
allow us to look at the obvious, as we thought events through the x-ray of the modern «theoretical concept x-
ray» and get back to them, as they keep cognitive and an actually applied character.

Special contingent in the development of virgin
and fallow lands of Northern Kazakhstan

The article is devoted to the actual topic for the history of Kazakhstan, as the problems of special settlers in
the history of virgin and fallow lands development are traced in a small volume of scientific publications. In
this study, an attempt is made to disclose a «different story», that is, contradict the page of this large-scale re-
form, the use of a special contingent in North Kazakhstan. Comparative analysis of new archival documents
of local storages of Northern Kazakhstan and various historiographic works gives us a great opportunity for
research. The article will be useful for the scientific community and students of specialized specialties of hu-
manitarian faculties of universities, as well as for the general public. The primary sources provide opportuni-
ties to identify new topics for research. The main results of the research work reveal a new topic for us for
further more in-depth research. The contribution of this article to the domestic science is that completely new
archival documents have been introduced, and the topic is new for historians and for other humanitarian fields
of science. In the Soviet and Kazakhstani historiography, the development of virgin and fallow lands is stud-
ied almost identically, as a feat of the displaced peoples into the lands of the northern regions of the republic,
including mainly volunteer Komsomol members. No proper attention was paid to the special settlers, who
were not rehabilitated by that time, and thus were forced to stay on the land of the northern regions of Ka-
zakhstan. The practical significance of the results of the work will be the extension of this topic among the
public and interested persons in the study of historians.

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Politico-legal aspects of states in relation to foreign diasporas

The article considers the problem of the relationship between the modern state and the diaspora usually seen
in the cultural and social (less often historical) and rarely becomes the subject of political and legal studies.
Today the diasporas are playing an increasingly active role not only in the cultural life of the society, their in-
fluence becomes more visible even in such areas as the formation and implementation of foreign policy, the
domestic lobby, the economy and investment. This circumstance requires determining the policy and legal
fields, in which the diasporas act as actors. At present, there is an intensification of national self-awareness
and national self-identification in diasporas. Any country that conducts any diasporal policy today can and
should use the political, cultural and economic potential of diaspora to protect its national interests and devel-
op interstate relations. The growing global diaspora and the contributions they bring to the development have
warranted such high-level attention. The article defines how the recognition of the diaspora at the internation-
al legal and national level has become an important milestone in the overall humanization of law and the
state. This legitimized the right of nations to self-determination and opened the way to active influence on the
political, legal and cultural life of modern states.

The entire history of mankind can be viewed from the point of view of the continuous migration of
tribes and peoples. In some epochs, migration was not very significant, but in others it was the most im-
portant factor in the development of civilization. Historical analysis shows that migration has always been
the result of the external expansion of mature social systems with a stable structure, social ties and relation-
ships and the evolution of nomadic tribes and nationalities.

In the modern era, migration assumes the role of an important lever of economic development in a
globalizing world. Millions of people leave the countries where they were born each year and travel thou-
sands of kilometers to find work and a new place of residence.

But migration is also a serious challenge for humanity. Due to migration, the image of countries and cit-
ies changes, they create multicultural communities, which intensify the rapid changes that occur in societies.
Migration from the threat has turned into a boon, countries need to work out a joint strategy and response to
the challenges that we face in the 21st century. Processes taking place in modern world have an impact on
national relations. This determines further theoretical understanding, taking into account such a phenomenon
of the ethno social structure as diaspora. At present, there is an intensification of national self-awareness and
national self-identification in diasporas. Any country that conducts any diasporal policy today can and should
use the political, cultural and economic potential of diaspora to protect its national interests and develop in-
terstate relations. The growing global diaspora and the contributions they bring to the development have
warranted such high-level attention.

The relevance of analyzing the experience of modern states in the sphere of diasporal policy is condi-
tioned by a number of circumstances. Firstly, the development of such a phenomenon as transnational net-
works in a completely different way made it necessary to look at the role and place of diasporas in the sys-
tem of international relations and pay special attention to the economic, sociocultural and socio-political po-
tential of modern diasporas. The approach to the foreign diaspora as an important foreign policy and eco-
nomic resource is becoming increasingly widespread in the international practice of modern states.

Secondly, a comparative analysis of the experience of different states in the sphere of diasporal policy
has a special interest and relevance, both from the theoretical and from the practical point of view. This anal-
ysis will reveal the overall global trend and predict the further development of dialogue between the diaspo-
ras and the state, as well as within the diaspora community.

Thirdly, the analysis of experience shows conceptual approaches and builds models of support and in-
teraction with foreign compatriots.

Using the potential of the foreign diaspora to create a network of economic, social, political and other
ties is a fairly common world practice. But not always the first word belongs to the state. Often the diaspora
itself creates a system of network connections and the state - the historical homeland becomes one of the
links of this international chain.
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It is characteristic that modern states pay more and more attention to the part of the diaspora that main-
tains the closest contacts with the titular state. The experience of China is indicative in this regard. According
to Chinese experts, it is the new Chinese migrants that are now in the focus of attention of their historical
homeland. They are recognized as a highly useful resource for economic construction in China, attracting
foreign investors and business partners.

Within the same diaspora, different social strata can be identified, which, in principle, speaks of the di-
aspora not as a corporate community, but as an alliance of corporations. The diaspora that manages to com-
bine the interests of different social groups within it can survive. First of all, the interests of those who keeps
of the ethnocultural heritage, who provides an economic basis for the survival of the diaspora and who cre-
ates socio-political conditions for the preservation of the diaspora.

Especially the institutions are important that are the connecting links between these groups of interests.
Many actively writing about such a phenomenon as diasporal lobbyism, but they do not write about
diasporal communications and communicators.

Accordinding to Steven Vertovec politically active diaspora communities are the Jewish, Greek, Cuban
and Armenian-American associations that represent some of the strongest lobbies in Washington, DC.
Diasporic Iraqi groups and individuals played crucial roles in encouraging American military intervention in
Iraq in 2003 [1]. Modern diasporas are not only the form and mechanism of the existence of historically es-
tablished communities that are carriers of certain ethno-cultural traditions, but also a political tool. This cir-
cumstance requires the definition of the political and legal framework in which diasporas act as subjects of
politics, as well as the designation of illegitimate, but existing rules of the political game, which the diaspora
are forced to follow.

Recognition at the international legal, later national level of collective rights, which are a kind of peo-
ple's right, has become a significant milestone in the general humanization of law and the state. On the one
hand, it has legitimized the right of nations to self-determination, and on the other hand opened the way to
the subjectivity of those collective subjects of law without being an independent nationality, actively influ-
ence the political, legal and cultural life of modern states. First of all, they include diasporas as special ethno-
cultural entities, the specifics of which are determined by the refusal of its members to assimilate and aimed
at preserving an original culture.

Effective diaspora policy requires the capacity not only to articulate a policy but also to enact it consist-
ently. Most formal diaspora policies are articulated and executed at the national level.But what are the reali-
ties in local government jurisdictions? Diaspora policies may falter because they are insufficiently responsive
to localised needs, and/or the state lacks the capacity and/orpolitical will at the local level to effectively im-
plement them. A variety of institutional innovations can signal a state's engaging in diaspora politics. In di-
aspora studies, interests in diaspora governance tend to focus on how and why homeland states engage their
diaspora communities through various strategies and institutions. Dominant accounts of diaspora politics are
economic reasons, issue of identity, state relations with their diasporas through the lens of political-economic
rationality and regimes.

Theoretically, diasporas have been posited as challenging traditional state institutions of citizenship and
loyalty, and as an important feature of the relationship between domestic and international politics. More
generally, diasporas are increasingly able to promote transnational ties, to act as bridges or as mediators be-
tween their home and host societies, and to transmit the values of pluralism and democracy as well as the
«entrepreneurial spirit and skills that their home countries lack.

It should be noted that the problem of the relationship between the modern state and the diaspora is
usually seen in the cultural and social (less often historical) and rarely becomes the subject of political and
legal studies. It seems that this is due to the scientific tradition of perceiving diasporas as one of the varieties
of relatively closed social groups, and such an approach does not imply its output beyond the concrete - soci-
ological research. However, today the diasporas are playing an increasingly active role not only in the cultur-
al life of the society, their influence becomes more visible even in such areas as the formation and implemen-
tation of foreign policy, the domestic lobby, the economy and investment. This circumstance requires deter-
mining the policy and legal fields, in which the diasporas act as actors, as well as the designations of illegit-
imate, but existing rules of the political game, which diasporal associations are forced to follow. Discussion
about the diaspora is conducted by specialists of different directions and it can be stated that the concept of
«diaspora» is used for such heterogeneous phenomena as ethnic minorities, refugees, labor migrants, etc.
Ultimately, we are talking about any groups living for some reason or other outside their country of origin,
but at the same time retaining their ethnic and religious identity, the idea of having a common historical
origin, a set of interests, cultural values and public solidarity with their nationality [2].
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These facts allow us to consider the diaspora as a special ethnic group that resists assimilation by estab-
lishing certain cultural restrictions related to the use of language, traditions, and so on. National minorities
should also be distinguished from diasporas. The problem of correlation of these concepts is that national
minorities have a special legal status, since they have been assigned to demand from the state recognition of
their rights to identity, and in case of infringement or violation of rights they have the right to their protection
in state and supranational structures. The Diaspora does not have such an opportunity. In particular, as
Yu. Fukanov noted, one of the fundamental foundations of the formation of the diaspora is the concept of a
«National hearthy, a kind of ideological myth according to which representatives of the diaspora consciously
or unconsciously perceive themselves as those who continue not only the traditions, culture, language prac-
tices of their homeland, but also preserves the state idea. It is believed that the diaspora emerges as an at-
tempt to preserve statehood and culture when they are under threat, and therefore there are no factors for the
formation of the diaspora in nations whose state existence has never been threatened: there are no such dias-
poras as the German, English or French [3; 286].

It is worth emphasizing that not only external but also internal functions of the diaspora are important in
the consideration of the relations between the state and the diaspora. These include: 1) preserving the lan-
guage of their people; 2) preservation of ethno-national culture (rituals, traditions, life standards, home way
of life, holidays, literature, etc.); 3) preservation of a certain confessional identity; 4) preservation of ethnic
identity (national identity, ethnic stereotypes, common historical fate)[4; 198].

Growing interest in diasporas by political leaders ensure diasporas as a part of international develop-
ment agenda. My participation in the 16™ International Annual Conference by World Association for Sus-
tainable Development and 5" of International Diaspora hosted by the United Nations Joint Inspection held
10-13 April in Geneva is also one of the examples where diasporas are recognized as key actors not only in
national, bilateral affairs, but also global affairs where diasporas shared experiences and thoughts at high po-
litical level. Engaging diasporas in such important activities mean that we are founding trust building, as
diasporas develop networks, transfer resources and exchange information. In order to develop their potential,
social protection, citizenship, right to vote as well as to build bridges between societies facilitating engagement
is essential. This allows individuals and societies to strengthen their links which will contribute to well-being.

As is often emphasized in the scientific literature, strengthening the status of diasporas in the modern
world is a consequence of a significant, if not colossal, surge in migration processes. If in the XIX-XX centu-
ries the formation of diasporas depended mainly on political processes, often associated with persecution and
the need to search for a «new» homeland, today diaspora growth is ensured through labor and educational
migration [2]. This is connected with the changes in the policy of states towards the diasporas, the develop-
ment of such approaches to migration policy that would not impede the interaction of the diaspora with the
state of origin, the protection of the cultural identity of the diasporas. In our opinion, the problem of the rela-
tionship between the state and the diaspora has a dual character: the relationship between the diaspora and
the state of origin; relations between the diaspora and the host state.

The first aspect, in the establishment between the diaspora and the state of origin, is most often ex-
pressed in the existence of special legislation. For example, in Kazakhstan since 1995 a new stage in the rela-
tions between the Republic of Kazakhstan and representatives of the Kazakh irredent and diaspora has been
established. First of all, the «State Program for Supporting the Kazakh Diaspora», approved by the President
of the Republic of Kazakhstan on December 31, 1996, the «Law on Migration» (1998) and other governmen-
tal acts, decrees and instructions were signed. State quotas for repatriates were established. All of the above-
mentioned problems of the Kazakh diaspora and irredents began to be solved more or less successfully with
the assistance of the Agency for Migration and Demography under the Ministers of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan and the World Association of Kazakhs, who are also closely involved in the immediate problems of re-
patriates in Kazakhstan. The Kazakh diaspora is formed from three countries of exit or former residence: Ka-
zakhstan, Turkey and China, and then spreads around the world. For Kazakhs living in different countries of
the world, trilingualism is more typical: Kazakh, the language of the country of exit and the language of the
host country [4].

The state support of diasporas today is becoming quite an effective and popular direction of foreign policy
activity. On the one hand, it allows the state of origin to improve its image in the world, to form a correspond-
ing symbolic and cultural image. On the other hand, diasporas tend to be more loyal to the state of origin than
citizens, and this kind of relationship favorably correlates with the need of the state of origin to establish profit-
able ties with the host state (a vivid example is Spain and Brazil, Ukraine and Canada, and so on).

The world practice shows that when developing a policy of interaction between the state and its diaspo-
ra, one should pay attention to who the diaspora is, where the diaspora is localized, how and why to involve
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them for the development of state initiatives. The governments of many countries set out to mobilize the di-
aspora by attracting and actively using human, social, financial, cultural and political capital. Many states use
their diasporas as a tool for implementing their external and internal development strategies. Some diaspora
associations influence the formation of the policy of the states-opponents of their countries of origin in favor
of the homeland, influence the governments support or opposition, and provide financial or other assistance
to political parties, movements, and public organizations. The factor of influence of the state of origin on its
diasporas is also used with a legitimate aim and with the aim of lobbying certain foreign policy strategies. In
the political sense, the diaspora, as a rule, depends more on the state of origin than national minorities. First
of all, this is due to the fact that the diasporas are characterized by greater integrity and a high degree of or-
ganization and unity, which allows them to resist assimilation. At the same time, national minorities are more
susceptible to it, which indicates their lack of political and legal interest in constant contact with the country
of origin.

From this position, the diaspora can be viewed as a kind of continuation of the state. Here it appears in
static, since its status, composition and functioning are determined by the political and legal aspects of rela-
tions with the state of origin. On the one hand, this means that the diaspora acts as a kind of «unofficial» in-
stitution of the state, since it can often be used as a foreign policy tool for influencing the governments of
other states. On the other hand, the statics of the diaspora is determined by the fact that it is in the relation-
ship with the state of origin that the basic parameters of its cultural, economic and historical functioning in
another society are determined.

No less important is, in terms of modern states functioning, the second aspect of the problem is the rela-
tionship between the diaspora and the receiving state. In a sense, these relations can be viewed as a continua-
tion of interstate relations, since the use of diasporas as an informal lever to influence the host state is a fairly
common practice. So, Israel traditionally has a powerful lever of influence on the US government at the ex-
pense of the Jewish diaspora. Another interesting example is the example of the activities of the Armenian
Diaspora, which managed to influence the situation in Armenia in the post-conflict period of 1994 when
there was a lack of national consolidation, split and confrontation of the political elite affected by internal
contradictions, which led to the stagnation of economic reforms and thus to a significant slowdown invest-
ment proceeds, and achieve through the successful lobbying in the US government the expansion of official
assistance for Azerbaijan.

However, it would be wrong to reduce the interaction of the diaspora and the receiving state exclusive-
ly in such a narrow context. It seems that the range of relations between these entities is much broader and is
covered by the problem of legal and institutional design of multiculturalism. For example, the legal heritage
and continuity in the legal status of the diasporas was determined in Canada when the 4th volume of the re-
port of the Parliamentary Commission «Cultural contribution of other ethnic groups» was published in 1971,
where the preservation of the Canadian way of life was established through two official languages, but of
any official culture with the same attitude to all existing cultures in the country. In the famous Canadian
Multicultural Law, the Canadian Multicultural Act of 1985, it is written that all individuals receive equal
protection before the law, respecting and evaluating diversity and ethnic origin. The law establishes encour-
agement and assistance to the social, cultural, economic and political growth of the national diasporas of
Canada through the adoption of multiculturalism [5].

The relations between the host state and the diaspora are realized in the context of the principle of mul-
ticulturalism and ensuring the free development of all diasporas and cultures. At the same time, it is worth
noting that not always the state loyally refers to the idea of multiculturalism, which raises significant chal-
lenges for the development of the diaspora and its institutions in it. In this regard, the important role is played
by the impact of the diaspora as an organized and integrated background with national minorities in uphold-
ing their rights to state structures.

From this position, the functioning of the diaspora expresses its dynamics: the diaspora in its relations
with the receiving state appears as a special collective subject of law, which, even without the rights that na-
tional minorities possess, still has powerful levers of influence on the government.

Thus, the functioning of many modern states is inseparably linked with the diasporas as specific ethno-
national political entities. Their interaction should be based on the recognition of the idea of pluralism, which
has both cultural and legal expression. Formulating the legal status of the diaspora, institutionalizing legal
relations between the state and its nation's representatives abroad, developing the diaspora as an «unofficial»
institution of the state, its foreign policy agent expresses the static elements of the relationship between these
two social institutions. The legal registration of the protection of cultural diversity, the influence of the dias-
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pora on the legislative detail of the state, its domestic and foreign policies, principles and activities of the
executive branch disclose the specifics of the dynamics of their mutual relations. The combination of dynam-
ics and static characteristics of interaction between the state and the diaspora is an important methodological
principle, on the basis of which the problems of diasporas in the modern state should be studied.

In conclusion, I would like to say that diasporas are groups participating in the domestic political pro-
cess of the homeland. As such, they seek to advance their identity-based interests, both directly through lob-
bying and indirectly by providing information to the institutional actors. Furthermore, their international lo-
cations are singularly (among groups) important to the homeland government as tools of influence vis-a-vis
foreign governments. Analyzing this relationship between diasporas and homeland governments will expli-
cate the potential efficacy of diasporic activity. Diasporas are among the most prominent actors that link in-
ternational and domestic spheres of politics. Thus if the homeland is in need of diasporic support, and the
diaspora is united about the direction the homeland's for eign policy should take, then the ability of the dias-
pora to influence that direction is enhanced.

The 'weaker' the homeland is both in terms of need for diasporic assets and permeability to societal
pressures, and the more cohesive the diaspora is (in terms of its organized voice and determination to influ-
ence policy), the greater influence the community will exert on the home land. In a nutshell, and quite intui-
tively, if the strength relations between the diaspora and the homeland favor the former, then the diaspora
will be better able to influence the homeland's foreign policy. As migration flows accelerate, and diasporas
increase both in numbers and in political access to their homelands, becomes all the more important in un-
derstanding the future directions of homeland foreign policies.

Understanding this fact is necessary in general to all countries, but especially those who today tend to
occupy a leading place in the modern world politics and should be seen as a tool for promoting national in-
terests in improving the country's foreign policy image.

Soviet and modern Kazakhstani historiography of the problem
of «Women of Kazakhstan during the Great Patriotic War»

The article analyzes the degree of the study of the problem of «Women of Kazakhstan during the Great Patri-
otic War» in the Soviet and modern Kazakhstan historical science. The presented wide stratum of
historiographic material was divided into three large groups: Soviet historiography, modern Kazakhstani his-
toriography and foreign historiography. The authors, comparing the noted historiographic stages, highlight
that during the Soviet period gender studies did not have wide popularity in the USSR. Significant changes
take place in the modern period, when a whole scientific direction appears on the history of women's military
and rear everyday life. However, the authors come to the conclusion that the history of the participation of
women in the Great Patriotic War in Kazakhstan historiography is still a poorly understood aspect and sug-
gest conducting research in this direction.

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From the mirages of social cognition

The article raises the relevant problem of searching for a fundamentally new methodology of social cognition
that will adequately reflect the realities of modern society, which represents a qualitatively different for-
mation in comparison with the previous ones — innovative, highly dynamic, polyphonic, paradoxical and even
absurd. We are at the «threshold» of an unknown social reality. The course of social development itself re-
futes the classical reductionist attitudes of social philosophy and proves their inconsistency in their striving
for absolutism, their lifelessness and even inhumanity and danger, leading to many ideological aberrations,
social tension and social cataclysms. Conclusions are drawn that the society of the twenty-first century needs
qualitatively new paradigms of social cognition and understanding. This is a completely different naturalness,
different sociality, different «humanity».

Keywords: heterology, paradigm, difference, multiplicity, uncertainty, decentration, disequilibrium,
nonclosedness, discontinuity.

The world of today appears before us in an entirely new quality — innovative, dynamic, polyphonic,
paradoxical and even absurd. Compared with the recent past, this is a completely different world. It is a
completely different naturalness, different sociality, different «humanity».

Man and the world... Man in the world... The world in man... The world of man... Even for a philistine,
such topics require a special concentration of thought, maximum imagination, considerable intellectual effort
and stress in developing their own positions and judgments. As for the special «cohorty, the special «caste»
of people, called «brahmanasy in the Indian culture, «philosophers» in the Greek, «khakims» in the Arabic
culture, for them deep reflection is their nature, a natural essence, it is not just questions that require an ob-
ligatory answer, but rather, on the contrary, fixation on a new questioning as the main focus and the meaning
of life.

The man and the world in which he dwells and does he dwell there? Perhaps this is a general illusion or
the Great Buddhist Void? Or is a person, still being in the world, unable to penetrate, explain, understand it?
Hence the understanding of the famous Kantian question, which he posed after the philosophical scandal of
Hume and Berkeley and which has been declared the main philosophical question: What can I (a person)
know (about the world)?

As it is known, the rational development and formulation of the basic question of philosophy — the
question of the relation of thinking to being — accounts for Marxist philosophy. It has two dimensions: onto-
logical and epistemological. For all the importance and seriousness of the ontological aspect, which, perhaps,
will never be resolved, epistemology as the issue of the relation of man to the world has a proper philosophi-
cal context. Moreover, it is the second side of this issue that, in fact, is the first one, capable of resolving the
doubts of the first side. Therefore, from the very beginning of philosophical thought, the issue/problem of
man's cognition of the world is fundamental, as, being especially difficult, it is also the cornerstone, deter-
mining, methodological, from the answer to which the diversity of all philosophical constructions and dis-
courses stems.
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From here, the main Kantian questions are perfectly understandable, answering to which the ancestor of
the German classics with a large degree of skepticism turned over the positions established at that time,
which the pre-Kantian dogmatic and even «despotic» philosophy [1; 74] used. He turned its «face» to the
subject active in the activity.

What can I know? Responding to it, Kant involuntarily returns to the Socratic «kKnow yourself!». But
this by no means sounds like the Socratic refusal of studying nature, of godless natural philosophy. You can
not know the gods in the language of human stupidity.

Kant has it different. Without renouncing the sciences (Kant lived in the era of the European Enlight-
enment), the German philosopher comes to the conclusion that science studies the world
phenomenologically, without going beyond the limits of human imagination, sensually and rationally arrang-
ing everything the human way. Therefore, learning the world, the subject does not work with the world, but
with his attitude to the world, learning himself. As for the reason claiming philosophical reflection, in this
connection he expresses himself in his magnum opus with the self-explanatory title «Critique of Pure Rea-
son»: «By this I don’t mean a critique of books and systems, I am talking about a critique of the faculty of
reason as such, in regard to every attempt it might make to gain knowledge independently of all experience.
That critique will yield a decision about whether any metaphysics is possible, and will settle what its sources
are and what its limits are — all this being extracted from first principles» [1; 76].

Thus, Kant not only actualized the epistemological question, not only placed the active cognitive sub-
ject at the forefront, thereby making the «Copernican revolution», but also drew attention to the importance
of developing an effective, perfect instrument of cognition — the method.

Even ancient philosophers expressed the need for the application of methods of cognition. True, the
branched methodology had not yet developed there, but the philosophical basis for this was already being
laid. As for the theocentric periods, hermeneutics, dogmatics, exegesis were the main methods of cognition,
or rather, of the knowledge of God. But the question of the methodology of cognition became particularly
acute in the era of science-centrism.

It would seem that as early as at the beginning of the Modern Age, there was a final breakthrough in the
epistemological problems, to which the great Newton, who «ripped away the cover» of mysticism from the
world enchanted with the great divine mystery and surrounding the person, made an unprecedented effort
and introduced nature as a huge mechanism started by the Divine Absolute. The optimistic knowledge of
God was replaced by an equally optimistic scientific knowledge, forming an ambivalent relationship between
them. The golden mean in the difficulties of the cognitive process was found: through the discovery of the
laws of nature, man will come to the solution of the Divine Truth.

The Modern Age, therefore, teaches the history of philosophy a new lesson in the original
syncretization of religion, philosophy and science, and the philosopher-worshiper (in one person) firmly be-
lieves that science (along with philosophy and religion) is designed to describe and explain the world by laws
of its own existence.

Such a person's confidence in his own abilities and capabilities, hard won by the tragic history of cogni-
tion, soon began to be replaced by his self-confidence with the explicit position of the anthropic vision of the
world, according to which we «see the universe, because only in such a universe could be an observer, a
man». And this man is none other than the subject of knowledge. Therefore, the world in which man has ap-
peared and lives (at least in the terrestrial galaxy) is arranged in the human way, it meets all human needs,
including cognitive ones. Perhaps, there are different laws in other galaxies, but in ours there are purely hu-
man ones. Undoubtedly, the anthropic principle itself was formulated in the science of the twentieth century
(Brandon Carter), but, apparently, it was this principle of the structure of our universe that was meant by the
science of the Modern Age.

Hence, the reductionist principles of the epistemology of the Modern Age are formed, which are, I
think, conditioned by the natural possibilities of the human mind with its a priori attitudes. Such a human
attitude, for example, includes a linear paradigm, forced to seek its beginning in all processes of the universe,
thereby setting a vector of one-dimensional development.

How can this be explained? Perhaps, as it was noted, this is explained by an already predetermined (a
priori) stereotype of human thought, as Kant believes with his inherent German pedantry, as well as Hegel
after him, leveling the sporadic connections of the world. And maybe our mind (reason) is linear in itself? It
does not exclude the psychological component of man — the desire for hedonism in everything, including
heuristic activity. That is, is the subject geared for comfort and convenience? (By the way, in classical philo-
sophical theories, for some reason, the psychologization of social and philosophical analysis, reducing a per-

son to faceless, soulless atoms, elements, structures, relationships, etc. has always been condemned. Looking
ahead, I would like to note that similar, depersonalizing man's classical interpretations are replaced in post-
nonclassical philosophical constructions and discourses with an understanding of man primarily as a person,
as a carrier of the psyche).

Be that as it may, it turned out that man is inclined to discover a one-line algorithm in everything, to
align all variety and diversity of the surrounding world «in line». Even when it comes to infinity, man
dreams that the boundaries of the beginning and the end are inherent in infinity. (There is a well-known his-
torical fact about which Yu. M. Antonovskiy reports, that after Giordano Bruno spoke about the infinity of
the Universe and the multiplicity of worlds in the era of the European Renaissance, Johannes Kepler «was
dizzy when reading the works of the famous Italian, and secret horror covered him at the thought that he,
perhaps, wanders in a space where there is no center, no beginning and no end» [2; 24].

All this indicates that such a linear attitude of the cognizing subject was closely connected with the
emerging anthropocentric landmarks that dominated and determined the nature of scientific epistemology
until the end of the XIX — early XX centuries and which Friedrich Nietzsche referred to as «human, all too
human» (This was said, of course, with respect to ethical issues, but in epistemology there was an attitude
similar to that).

Such «too human» orientations of the classical scientific paradigm included the following: the sharp
separation of the subject and the object of the cognitive process, the principles of rigid determinism, abso-
luteness, certainty of the results of cognition, epistemological optimism, total metaphysic character, straight-
forwardness, idealization and even conjuncture (it is no coincidence that in regard to the latter social episte-
mology arose in the philosophy of science of the XX century).

«Too human orientations» of the classical epistemology led, in particular, to the fact that the French
scientist Pierre Laplace, having experienced the influence of scientific theories of the Modern Age, especial-
ly the Newtonian theory of universal gravitation, put forward the idea that the universe is a strictly determin-
istic object that excludes all uncertainty. Laplace was sure that all the processes of the universe can be accu-
rately predicted provided that man succeeds in discovering the scientific laws of its functioning and if its ini-
tial parameters in a certain period of time are known. Such a rigid determinism allowed Laplace to go further
and argue that similar laws exist for everything, including for a clear definition, accurate forecasting of social
processes in general, and human behavior in particular, which later became known as Laplacian mechanistic
determinism. This optimistic position and cognitive situation are largely justified if we consider matter as a
lifeless mass, which is driven by some external force, by which classical science based on the Newtonian
mechanics was generally characterized. As it turned out later, classical science was thus based on working
with ideal objects existing in closed, isolated systems.

And social cognition was also subject to the «charm» of the «Laplacian determinism». One of the first
to think about the differences between the sciences about nature and about the person (spirit) was a serious
developer of scientific methodology, one of the founders of the Modern Age, the famous author of «The
Great Instauration» and «The New Organon» Francis Bacon. But it historically emerged that European phil-
osophical thought in the XVII-XIX centuries focused primarily on the need to develop a methodology for
natural science knowledge, identifying any scientific knowledge with it. Hence the universal criteria of sci-
ence in general have grown: objectivity, reliability, verifiability, uniqueness, practicality, rationality.

The question arises: is the linear paradigm of thinking capable of developing an effective methodology
of scientific knowledge? Philosophy, being an endless questioning, continues: and what is meant by scien-
tific knowledge? Hence — is it about natural science or social cognition? And so on. There are more and
more questions. And in order not to go into the «bad infinity» of philosophical questions, it is necessary to
«break this infinity» and have to find answers. This is what science and philosophy are engaged in through-
out the glorious history of their existence.

The philosophical and scientific thought acquired special sharpness and intensity in the end of the XIX
century, when the picture of the world, drawn by classical science, began to be questioned, when new dis-
coveries in natural science occurred, which became known in the history of science as a «crisis of physics».
The Newtonian physics unexpectedly discovered its limitations, non-dialecticism, involuntarily appearing as
a prerequisite for the discovery of the Einstein’s theory of relativity. But while such scientific discoveries
demonstrated only the relativity of cognition, the discovery of the German physicist Werner Heisenberg in
the field of the quantum world pointed to the fundamental unknowability, up to the uncertainty (for the hu-
man mind) of the natural processes of the microcosm. I dare to assume, by the way, that this idea also existed in

the works of the «classic king» Immanuel Kant in the form of a «thing-in-itself», which is a noumenon and is
outside the phenomenal (perceived by man) world. This is what is beyond the limits of scientific reason.

Thanks to W. Heisenberg it turned out that in the world of macrobodies the person is able to determine
their coordinates in space and time, without affecting them in any way. But in the microcosm of quantum
phenomena this is practically impossible, since, by measuring the parameters, we influence the system as a
whole. The very process of measuring, for example, the position of a particle in space, will inevitably affect
its speed, and it is unpredictable, that is, it will not be possible to calculate it. In other words, in order to
measure a certain value of a micro-object, it is necessary to apply a certain energy of the measuring device
for this purpose, and the more accurate measurement is required, the more energy is applied accordingly; the
applied energy acts on the object, affects its parameters, which, in the end, hinders the accurate measure-
ment. In a word, we are talking about a fundamental uncertainty in the knowledge of the elementary physical
world and even about reaching the boundaries of scientific knowledge. Such a discovery certainly questioned
the Laplacian optimism regarding obtaining a rigidly deterministic model of the universe.

Thus, at the turn of the XIX and XX centuries, in all areas of knowledge, both in the natural sciences
and in the humanities, absolutely new trends in development were revealed, which testified to the more com-
plex functioning of the world of nature and society, the presence in it of such factors as relativity, subjectiv-
ism, irrationalism, randomness and even uncertainty. In quantum physics, the antiproton was discovered,
proving the fact that matter exists in two forms — as a particle and an antiparticle. This led to fundamental
changes in the natural scientific picture of the world. And this was further aggravated by cardinal changes in
the world of human activity, conditioned by the same scientific achievements and the complication of the
human world.

As a result, in the middle of the XX century, a post-non-classical picture of the world emerges in all
fields of knowledge, both in the natural sciences and in the humanities, revealing the presence in the world of
such factors as relativity, subjectivism, irrationalism, dissipation, fractality, randomness and even uncertain-
ty. But we must not allow the new frightening postmodernist trend of «inflation of truth», in which the level-
ing of the possibility of cognition of the world in connection with the discovery of relativistic concepts of
truth occurs.

It is about developing new post-non-classical paradigms of cognition. It especially affected the social
and human sciences, focused not just on the explanation or description of man in society, but on his under-
standing. Such new post-non-classical social paradigms include social heterology, whose conception comes
down to debunking the metaphysics of presence and dealing with existence itself. And it is not about not see-
ing in reality any foundation, but to derive it from the most complex dynamics of sociality. If we adhere to
this approach, then being will be regarded as the foundation of things in existence not in the sense of posses-
sion, obtaining, but in the sense of belonging. These are the motives of post-fundamentalism [3].

From here, completely different models of the ontology of the mind are derived, the opposite ideals of
rationality — rationality by means of the divine or natural reason, rationality by means of the human reason or
rationality by means of the whole human consciousness. Thus, classical science stated an absolutely unam-
biguous ontology of the mind, which observes objective physical processes and phenomena that function
according to the laws used to build scientific knowledge. This was the universally accepted classical ideal of
rationality. In the non-classical scientific knowledge that arose in the XX century, there arises the problem of
the ideal of rationality, which is rooted in the latest scientific changes, leading to the introduction of the phe-
nomenon of consciousness into the new ideal of rationality.

In other words, the science of the XX century, and especially of the XXI century, reveals the special
complexity of the phenomenon of consciousness in comparison with the classical ideas about it. The trivial
proof of this is, for example, the attempts of humanity, still not successful, to create an artificial intellect,
which classical natural science optimistically declared. No modern supersophisticated computer has not in
the slightest approached the configuration and functioning of the human brain, even in its simplest functions,
for example, observation.

Observation as the initial function of the human brain in the cognition of the world, as the realization of
certain abstractions of consciousness and simply as a concept today is decisive in modern sciences, not only
physical (the theory of relativity, quantum physics and others) but also humanitarian ones (ontology, anthro-
pology, sociology, psychology).

Modern science is increasingly convinced that all objective physical phenomena and processes must be
considered together with subjective processes, conscious actions of people and phenomena. This will happen
only if the ontology of rationally comprehensible phenomena is expanded, and the entire conscious and men-
tal area is included in them.

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Great ideals in the process of implementing national goals and interests of the country

The essence of the future direction of cohesion, peaceful and stable life, happiness and fortune, friendship and
cordiality of our people is history, the wisdom of the nation, in one word, the spirit of the Great Steppe. The
idea of «Mangilik El» must have its origin in the high humanistic ideals of the nationwide good. In the work
for the elevation of the traditions of the ancestors, the problems of raising their spiritual and cultural value-
oriented noble heritage to the perfection of the spiritual revival of the succession of generations of the present
day are comprehensively studied. As an advantageous search for a nationwide future, an attempt was made to
comprehensively analyze the wise thoughts of the ancestors regarding the ideals and destiny of the people. In
the share of the formed historical tradition in the form of the manifestation of worldview prevalences, a sig-
nificant content of customs, beliefs, and actions done to respect the language of the peoples in the possession
of the Turkic Haganas, which have become today the vital and ethical positions of our people, is shown. The
moral directions in its basis are considered, which became the basis of the succession of generations. Since
ancient history, it is known that our stubborn ancestors with a purposeful spirit, high energy experienced
many difficult historical tests on the way to the interest and destiny of the people. Despite these difficulties,
the great goal was a noble dream of establishing «Mangilik El». Along with this, in the article, special atten-
tion is paid to the place «Mangilik El», as a reflection of ideals and good wishes on the soul of the ordinary
people, who lived in broad steppes with high mountains and endless mirages.

Keywords: Kazakh culture, native language, national consciousness, national interest, universal values, spir-
itual wealth, national welfare, traditions of ancestors, continuity of generations, spiritual revival.

Kazakh culture is very rich, comprehensive, deep and multifaceted. The mechanism of this culture is
the mother tongue. The continuation of the deep thought conveyed in the poems of the poet KadyrMyrz-Ali:
«Mother tongue is your honor, Conscience on your face, Know other languages, but respect your native lan-
guagey, we find in the opinion of the Head of State: «Let the Kazakh speak Kazakh with a Kazakh language,
Kazakh language is our spiritual basis». Consequently, the manifestation of the spirit and support of the
source of national consciousness is the native language.

So, the opinion of Zhusip Balasaguni «the mind is red-tongued, and the language-in a word» penetrates
even deeper into the problem that we are raising. The essence of the multifaceted consideration of the prob-
lem with respect to the dignity of the word in the national frame of mind, inherent in our worldview, on the
scale of the national mentality, from the point of view of originality is the emphasis on the «cognitive» basis
of word combinations that profoundly reveal the main role, place in the deep and diversifying definition of
the term «Mangilik El». «In turn, the concept» is depicted in certain linguistic forms, in accordance with this
is its dictionary meaning (meaning and essence). One of the logical functions of the concept in practice and
in cognition is the division in the mind of the objects necessary for us on some grounds. Thanks to this func-
tion, the concept connects words with certain objects, and this allows them to be used in the process of think-
ing, determining the exact meaning of these words» [1; 443]

«Mangilik El» - a common heritage, even from the history of the ancient world in the worldview of an-
cient ancestors is a noble place of good deeds and sanity in the national mentality. Our ancestor Al-Farabi,
having received spiritual wealth from the spacious Kypchak steppes, including as much as possible taking
the rich heritage of Plato and Aristotle, paid special attention to the wise thoughts of philosophical sayings
and their research. The high cognitive quality of Al-Farabi is evidence of his wisdom.

Wisdom is a concept that originates from ancient Greek philosophy and is widely distributed through-
out the Desht-and-Kipchak. In general, the basis of wisdom is a philosophical category that reveals public
life, its contradictions, deeply important connections between man and society. Hence, wisdom is not a pro-
cess that, based on comprehensive erudition, tries to cover all spheres of science. As said, the ancient Greek
Heraclitus, «erudition does not always lead to the mind». Therefore, the thinker Al-Farabi, who has taken
this as a basis, tries to open social processes on a scientific and philosophical basis in his philosophical and
social and ethical treatises, especially people's lives, their ways of achieving happiness. In his social and eth-
ical treatises Al-Farabi, based on scientific teachings and the highly developed culture of his era, showed that
wisdom can be the mainstay of science and art.
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In this regard, Al-Farabi founded his wise thoughts, adhering to the political and social views of the
great Greek thinkers Plato and Aristotle.

Al-Farabi comprehensively explored human society, based on wisdom. He even supplemented the
judgments of Aristotle and in his own way analyzed the human society. In his opinion, the larger the society,
the higher it develops. Because the mutual community of people, the division of labor, spiritual relations
complement each other, and as Plato said, it allows the wise to rule the society, the state. And now, the rea-
son for the fact that the society is considered incomplete are people who have temporarily stopped on the
way, that is, groups to which nomads are constantly wandering from one place to another. In such places
there may be few people. Consequently, there are many obstacles to the development of scientific culture.
But, Al-Farabi pays special attention to the developed society. Because the most important problem in socie-
ty - spiritual and cultural wealth is in the first place. Farabi, being a native of the widespread nomadic society
of the Kypchak steppes of Kazakhs, does not agree with Plato's view that the best organizers of society can
only be Greeks. Although Farabi says this frankly, here we particularly feel that he wanted to emphasize the
high level of development of people and cities, the culture and art of his native Sahara. An obvious proof of
this is the idea of «Mangilik El».

Speaking of the «common problems of the inhabitants of a virtuous city», shows two ways of recogniz-
ing them: the first is acceptance, recognition of things as a concrete existence. The second is recognition in
the form of similarity or imitation. As an example, cognition of people. The disciples of these wise men
know things in the same way as the sage learns them. And some learn, they will learn objects by means of
imitation, because they are by their ability of thinking not able to recognize their specific image. The cog-
nizable subject becomes an «object of knowledge», and knowledge given to the sage is considered «the best
knowledge». But in cognition in the way of imitation, the more concepts from the cognizable object become
more remote, the more the notions of knowledge become more remote. Therefore, it is appropriate that any
subject in different nations is depicted in different ways. Therefore, despite the fact that the happiness and
purpose of a virtuous city and its inhabitants are alone, religions may well be different.

In some cases, there is a category of people who, because of the scarcity of the notion of controversial
problems, without distinguishing the concept among themselves, all makes a lie. When they rise higher in the
knowledge of the truth, because of the scarcity of the concept, evading the other side, they bring a false truth
to the real truth. In their concepts, it is true that truth is, but in its cognition, human reason and sanity are
powerless. Therefore, they do not refer their reasoning to the truth.

Al-Farabi raises the question of an ignorant or wandering city in front of a virtuous city based on nega-
tive religious views. In some cases, living souls confront each other. Every living soul has the opportunity to
defeat the world opposing them, using every opportunity to live life interestingly. Al-Farabi compares this
with the actions of strong animals and weak animals. People are exactly the same. They live and rejoice be-
cause of the achievement of victory as a result of mutual enmity. Or people use each other as slaves. Accord-
ing to Al-Farabi, some people, willingly using the opportunity given to them, think that, for their own good,
they must constantly fight against others. So the happiest is the person who defeated his enemies. All this is
the reason for the ignorant views of the inhabitants of the city.

The worst view among people is the negation of the relationship. Even if there is a connection, one of
them was considered a winner and the other a loser. Or the cause of the connection is the force that forced
them. As soon as this power is destroyed, people again begin to quarrel.

People support unification only after believing that they can not achieve their goals and needs without
mutual assistance. Some consider such assistance to be a compelled force and the enslavement of a certain
group of people, and then the submission of the next group with the help of the same group. Who is strong,
he can subdue any group.

In some cases, there are disagreements in understanding the relationship, the peaceful relations among
people. One of them is the community of ancestors - the connecting link of peaceful relations, it is based on
the goal of defeating others, not giving them the opportunity to win. And the origin of man in the beginning
is strong, the more it moves away, the weaker it gets, then it breaks, and then hostility and rivalry begin.
They can unite only in case of external necessity.

Now, some of them recognize the kinship, the tradition of marriage as the connecting link of the rela-
tionship. Sometimes communication is considered a submission to the first ruler, who reunited people, con-
tributed to their victory. If we consider on the other hand, the bond is based on an oath, a promise, given pub-
licly and personally to a person at some difficult moments, mutual consent, union, etc. This, in turn, is re-
flected in various relationships that arise between people [2; 369].
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In addition, communication is when each people should be isolated from each other by means of three
kinds of unity (customs, natural quality, language).

Some of them believe that communication begins with the community of the house, then becomes more
complex, the location of the common city grows into a community of the earth. Another factor that should be
taken into account, according to the public, in some cases, between small groups, communication occurs. For
example, the «community of work» at work, the commonality of sadness, danger, pleasure and joy, as well
as a community that can not be without each other's help (long journey).

Let us dwell on the treatise of the great scientist «Directing the Way to Happiness». Happiness is the
most useful among noble goals as a result of aspiration, which occurs at the will of a person. Every person
who has achieved happiness must always be happy with him. This reasoning leads to different concepts of
the concept of happiness (for example, wealth, etc.).

According to Al-Farabi, the thirst for happiness requires each person to find a way and means to
achieve the peak of their happiness.

In general, Farabi shows two kinds of situations in human life (which can not be praised and con-
demned, which can be praised or condemned) [3; 5]. The first does not bring happiness to man. In the second
form shows three types of happiness. These are: human actions, human emotions (in the language of Farabi
affections of the soul) and reason. From the very beginning, in the achievement of happiness in man, there
are enough opportunities and abilities to see these three kinds of right or wrong. Analyzing these problems,
the sage on the basis of emotional affects displays human behavior. That is, it concludes that the unity of
good behavior and mind - humanity forms a virtuous person. Farabi gives as an example the habit that is the
cause of the appearance of behavior, the path of studying the arts and health is the guarantee of the achieve-
ment of the perfection of the human body and in the course of a comparative study reveals the content of the
possibility of formation and development of behavior. Hence the individual analysis of the qualities of hu-
manity. These wise thoughts of the sage are a valuable edification for the future generation. In whatever
epoch of humanity, such eternal concepts, philosophical categories as good and evil, justice and injustice,
truth and error, friendship and hostility in determining human qualities were side by side and were selected
from the stage of history.

This work of the sage is based on ethical values. The raised problem was analyzed in terms of good and
bad behavior, humanity, human dignity, which is the most important pillar of morality at the heart of social
life, in the very middle of the world of thinking. These legacies of Al-Farabi are a school of knowledge and
assimilation of morality, created with wisdom. Consider one side as follows.

The history of the past has many different life experiences, they are connected with the dreams and
wishes, goals and interests of humanity in the direction of finding their place in the world - this is a long
road, the edge of which no one has seen and to the edge of which no one has reached. Achievement of hu-
manity of certain achievements in the process of such perfection is the fruit of the power of man. Cross histo-
ry inspires and inspires respect for the person. A person is connected with a person, a person's life, the envi-
ronment can notexist without a relationship. Morality is born from a relationship and ability. Because the
secret of a human being reveals morality. Knowledge of each person of his place in life and respect for noble
qualities are phenomena of morality. Morality is like a poplar, a pillar supporting a pedestal and life, and
thoughts. Moral qualities are a model of growing up, the ability to work. With their help they recognize the
noble appearance of a man.

A conscious person with a deep spiritual world looks at himself, and on others with great responsibility.
Therefore, he further develops his dignity, abilities, values. First of all, he must always assess his work from
the point of view of morality. This is the genius, the thoughts and conclusions of our wise ancestor.

Further, Al-Farabi makes such a generalization that from his good qualities, the right action of a person,
his purity and honesty are born before honor and conscience [3; 19]. Honoring human qualities is the main
principle of humanity. In fact, any good or bad qualities, beauty and homeliness inherent in human behavior,
do not depend on knowledge received from the outside world, primarily from its action. Because only good
qualities and beauty can not be attributed to one person. Analyzing the sage for qualities that will become the
backbone for humanity and nobility, ethical systems of edification are based on moral principles.

As a conclusion to the aforesaid, the scientist stops at wisdom. In his opinion, wisdom (or philosophy)
is when a person's goal is beautifully graceful [3; 35]. Get knowledge based on the knowledge of things that
have the quality of the gift of human activity. Farabi calls this practical and civic philosophy. This, in turn,
includes ethics and politics, similar to the classification of Aristotle. Consequently, wisdom and morality can
not exist in separation, without each other. Because for the sage, «knowledge is power, and, most important-
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ly, high morality is necessary». Therefore, the very wisdom of our brilliant ancestors in the Kazakh steppes
is reflected from the point of view of high moral standards. Most importantly, wisdom is measured by the
mind. Farabi shows that people only with the help of reason assimilate philosophy and only thanks to this
philosophy become happy [3; 37].

Our ancestor in his social and ethical views of the concept of happiness in relation to a person's person-
ality is associated with his morality. In a word, happiness is the harmony of philosophical consciousness,
profound wisdom, and also good behavior. Including behavior - the spiritual wealth of the human soul, per-
fected by natural means. It is always known in the actions of people. In his ethical teachings the sage puts
above all things, mind and morality, they are considered to be his main integral part. In his opinion, a virtu-
ous person is an intelligent person, that is, a highly moral person. Such a person, having learned human val-
ues in himself, having mastered them, develops on the basis of his further development. For this, a person,
first of all, pays special attention to being honest with himself. This is where the source of the most essential
advantages to date lies.

In the society in which we live today, Al-Farabi's thoughts about wisdom play a big role. Because in the
direction of the future on the issue of spiritual revival, it requires not only the ability of a sensible organiza-
tion of intelligence, most importantly, it is aimed at ensuring that the intellectual consciousness of a person's
judicious ability is high. In general, the development, preservation of history, view, attitude of the local peo-
ple to it, are closely related to the role as an orientation to the future. We can say that the people stood at the
origins of their own history. Consequently, the harmony of life in any society arises from the essence of the
relationship between people. And when the actions of man in such relations are in harmony with charity,
then such right actions lead to spiritual sources. The essence of this spiritual perfection, intends to treat with
respect to historical values and education, which begin with the «true meaning» of charity and good deeds.
Noble quality, in turn, is passed on to the child from a small age by the example and instruction of his par-
ents and surrounding people, in a word, receives spiritual food from a humane atmosphere formed in society.
The whole life activity of man, in the final analysis, is a proof of his human being.

Thus, according to al-Farabi, awarded the title of «second teacher» in the history of world philosophy,
to improve and develop society - «the main condition for achieving happiness». The highest concept in the
ethics of Farabi is happiness, that is, all the good deeds that occur in life, find their meaning in the essence of
this happiness. Hence, this good is considered a necessary well-being only for the person himself. In general,
each person differently talks about happiness. For example, if we consider the notion of happiness from the
point of view of intellect (Latin intellectus - to understand, to realize, to recognize, the mind), then its mean-
ing will be: «the fulfillment of man's desire, to be delighted», «the bird of happiness has come», «happiness
fell out to be happy», the dawn of happiness «or» the joyful day «camey, to be in the arms of happiness, that
is, to reach the intended goal, to be delighted. We well know that all this arises from the altruistic knowledge
(in Latin, alter - otherwise, different), that is, from the moral view of the service for the sake of the people's
good. At its origins there is a special feeling of man - a category of arrogance - a struggle on the way to high
goals and ideals and high goals set for themselves. One of the manifestations of a happy feeling, happiness
achieved - the correspondence of the actions of our ancestors to their goals, to be «appropriate to the pur-
pose». Here lies the reason that we clearly point out the idea of «Mangilik El», considered as its source. Be-
cause if we look at synonymous words for the word «happinessy, it is luck, wealth, wealth and agreement.
We can be sure that these are concepts reflecting the modern life of our multinational state, our country.

Not only in different periods of history through ideological values, having their own deep content based
on the life example and experience, formed and developed in the spiritual worldview of humanity, but all the
time the spiritual world was propagated with moral knowledge oriented to the future with succession of gen-
erations. Moral knowledge played the role of directing the polar star of cultural and spiritual heritage.

We see harmony with the idea in the work of Zhusip Balasaguni «Quttybilik» as a continuation of Al-
Farabi's «View of the inhabitants of a virtuous city». It is to entice mankind to such noble qualities as morali-
ty, righteousness. Zhusip Balasaguni in his work was able to show his philosophical ideas about the
art of managing the people, the affairs of governing the country from the point of view of mutual conversa-
tion: Kuntudy - justice, Aitoldy - good, fortune, Agdlmish - mind, sanity, Odmarmish - contentment.
Even in those days, special attention was paid to the fact that the most important condition, the wealth
of mankind, is knowledge, which brings immense benefit to the people and this is the only way leading
to happiness. It must be here that the beginning of the general direction, actions, which our country has start-
ed today, lies.
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This is in harmony with the deontological (in Greek, deon - duty and logos - the word), that is, with the
sense of duty of each person, differing in moral characteristics before their native land, populated area,
homeland, native places, parents.

If we look at concepts that are related to the concept of good, then this is wealth and good, the state and
development, the benefits and honor, the consent and good deeds, benevolence and abundance. Each of them
is a fiery word with a deep meaning that elevates one's own authority, shows glory, idealizes the honors of
any nation, any people. It should be that almost all these concepts have become a true manifestation of the
desire, inspiration for the great ideals in the formation of the national consciousness on the basis of wise
thinking abilities, world outlook in the works of poets and zhyrau, biys and orators. Powerful thoughts of
wise men in history, their experienced examples are learned in harmony with the continuity of generations in
the spiritual heritage of heroic personalities, leaders who ruled the country, heroic ancestors who defended
the interests of the country and the people. We, as if from the concept of «Mangilik El» know the trend of
this harmony, correspondence. Such desires of the ancestors as to make the people happy, to point the way to
a long life, harmonizing with beneficent deeds, to awaken the enthusiasm for knowledge, to give the right
orientation, to always be able to adhere to the purity of honor, to know mentally the words of wise men har-
moniously combined with the instructions based on perception. At first glance, these goals are like a fiery
speech. Nevertheless, as the saying «good word - half happinessy, it is clear that the meaning of this is the
intention, the desire to take a place in the heart of the future generation, that is, perhaps, the desire to make
the people happy, the country found its importance. This was the goal to firmly adhere to such principles.

One of the following concepts is benevolence. In the philosophical dictionary such a definition is given
to benefaction: «... a moral and ethical category to which, from the point of view of morality, an article eval-
uates the actions of people (groups, classes) and social phenomena. Benevolence refers to concepts that soci-
ety (class) considers as worthy examples of suitable morality» [1; 494].

Al-Farabi wrote in his treatise «Directing the Way to Happiness»: «To be faithful, truthful before one's
own conscience arises only from noble virtues, noble human behavior. But if a person does not have all this,
he takes himself into the ranks of people with noble virtues, noble behavior, then he had a false opinion
about himself then» [3; 19].

Therefore, good deed is to be inspired by life, to strive for life, the source of love in infinity. Must be
evidence of this is the desire to live in the tradition of ancestors, be able to enjoy the environment, the natural
world, a sense of praising their dignity. In a word, good deeds are kindness, loyalty, prosperity, glory, deed.
And beneficent actions reason in harmony with reason, sanity and reason.

The honor of every man is judged by his own will. Hence, each person should not exceed the limits of
his will, his right. Every useful act is correct, a harmless act is wrong. Those who commit the first of these
are people who have reached the universal level, they are reasonable, kind, and in every business everyone
does with the mind, they get down to business only after everyone thinks and measures everything well.
Such actions will never lead to repentance. Here lies the main basis of humanity, morality. Therefore, the
connection between each other, the similarity of Sharia law and traditions and customs of the Kazakh people,
based on such principles and rules, is associated with such qualities as humanity, morality, which never lose
their power. Honor, conscience, pride, all the dignity and spiritual wealth of our people - a quality that en-
tered into flesh and blood. The virtues inherent in men are loyalty, conscientiousness, courtesy. Therefore it
is clear as a month that every person who has preserved and defended his personal dignity, honor and con-
science, every citizen, being conscientious, righteous, knowledgeable, truthful, just, communicative, reso-
lutely supporting good deeds, never devising evil, showing concern for the people, with burning force direct-
ing his mind to foresight, at the same level will protect the interests and existence of the people. To this the
meaning of the philosophical system of ancestors' thinking tends, which may well be a precept for the future
generation.

Thus, the tradition of ancestors left the future generation a good example of good deeds, wise words and
instructive edification. Apparently not everyone gets the share of art of persuasion with an oratorical lan-
guage of such noble qualities as heroism and perseverance, devotion and justice, a passion for freedom and
love for one's native land. We feel that the authoritative role that is rarely found in life has been played by
wise sages. They resolutely, fairly told the truth at least to the khan, even to the people. We want to say what
the wise biys could say were able to hear the understanding words of the khans, the people, undoubtedly,
point to their exceptional wisdom. From what we could see with our eyes in the form of beneficence from
the spiritual legacies that summed up the experience of life with the soul that always knew how to set great
ideals above all for people with an unbending character who lived in the boundless steppe.

This article is a continuation of the publication «Female and male as key constants of human existence: the
experience of logical reconstruction». It substantiates the position that the passing of the fateful childhood
through the beautiful youth, humanity has entered a new stage, namely postpatriarhat or neomatriarhat that
synthesizes the best of previous eras on a large scale. In a statement of this futurological project the standard
philosophical and culturological methodology of the analysis in civilization and regional perspectives is ap-
plied (in the context of the Kazakh philosophy, language and ethnic mentality). For its justification the com-
parative analysis of the international universal concept «an» ([ an]), which rise to parent language of archaic
communities, is carried out also. Thus, the provision of neomatriarchy as new step of mankind’s spiritual evo-
lution is reasoned.

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The spiritual foundations of the human capital formation
in the context of modernization of the public consciousness

The article raises the problems of the formation of human capital in the context of a philosophical understand-
ing of the complex process of modernizing public consciousness. The role and importance of spiritual values
in the education of an independent and responsible person as the main condition of necessary social transfor-
mations is argued. A socio-philosophical analysis of the concept of human capital as an important factor in
modern social development is proposed. The authors emphasize that educational and professional activities at
the university should help young people realize the justice and expediency of the demands placed on them,
transform firstly ethical norms that are external to them in their own life principles, as well as the formation
in the youth of a humanistic worldview and the ability to moral and volitional regulation of their behavior. In
the opinion of the authors, one should also take into account the fact that the essence of individual freedom is
able to manifest itself through a conscious attitude toward one's life choice. Freedom has a cause for itself and
has no cause outside of itself. Considering the formation of new economic relations, the transformation of so-
cial ties, the authors of the article determine the range of issues related to the role of spiritual factors in cur-
rent processes, and argue that understanding the need to offer a spiritual renewal program should determine
the nature of the relevant studies.

The approach, established in modern social cognition, to understanding human capital pays attention,
first of all, to economic factors and operates with economic concepts and categories. This approach proposes
to define human capital, on the one hand, as a combination of the productive abilities of a modern worker, on
the other, as an investment of the state, enterprise, and the person himself for the formation and continuous
improvement of these abilities. But it is due to the fact that a concrete person is the backbone in the for-
mation of various qualities of human capital, it is necessary to proceed from the fact that, in essence, human
capital is a very complex, «polyphonic» phenomenon. In other words, today's definition of human capital as
a set of acquired knowledge, skills, motivations and energy that people are endowed with and that can be
used for a certain period of time for the production of goods and services, no longer satisfies the new realities
of social activity.

In our choice of the strategy of modern civilization development, from our point of view, the emphasis
should be on each personachieving a universal level of personal self-development. This should be postulated
as the final result of the economic functioning of social production and at the same time as the most im-
portant resource and means for the progressive development of society. Therefore, the modern social policy
of any state striving for genuine civilized development cannot do without a holistic conceptual vision of
a new strategy for the formation of human capital. The vector of this strategy should be directed to the transi-
tion from the preparation of a person with a given set of abilities to activity, to the formation of a person who
has a universal capacity for action. The most important condition for this ability is the ability of
peoplethemselves to choose the most reasonable way of achieving their individual and social well-being, op-
posing all possible destructive challenges of modern civilization. To create the conditions that help develop
this skill, from our point of view, at all levels of social practice it is necessary to implement the principle that
recognizes for each member of society the ability to independently master a universal, activity-focused way
of interconnection with the surrounding world that will enable each person to become an active participant in
modern social transformations.

The process of formation of human capital in modern Kazakhstan's social philosophy is seen as a stra-
tegically important sphere of life for Kazakhstani society. This is due to the worldwide trend of scientific,
technical and socio-economic development, characterized by increased human activity in all spheres of soci-
ety, and with the state program of industrial and innovative development adopted in Kazakhstan. Under these
conditions, the idea that the effectiveness of economic development and the further progress of social pro-
duction «depends more on the evolution of the constituent people than on the patterns of economic develop-
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ment proper» [1; 3] is becoming more urgent. In particular, Kazakh philosophers pay attention to the fact that
the main goal of economic and social progress is not to accelerate the development of a market economy, but
to provide opportunities for each person to realize his potential and lead a healthy, creative, active life, when
the improvement of personal qualities becomes a pledge and the content of the progress of all mankind. «It is
the person, and not factories, equipment and other funds that should be regarded as the most valuable re-
source of the postindustrial society. This dictates treating a person not as a factor, but as a powerful socio-
psychological resource for improving production and development of society» [1; 3].

And the solution of these tasks is impossible without using the entire spiritual wealth of philosophy. It
is impossible not to agree with V.S. Solovyov is that philosophy makes a man completely human. This is
because the bearer of a philosophical worldview can only be a concrete person, a living person who has his
own judgment for each question, not learned from books, not afraid to say this out loud, argue and defend
it. In philosophy there is no place for a dry, lifeless, official exposition of ready-made knowledge, but there
is always an open space of conversation, dialogue, discussions, during which the «eternal» questions of life
resonate with the burning issues of modernity [2; 359]. Philosophy is always pushing the boundaries of the
world outlook, finding an unusual focus of vision, discovering for oneself and for yourself all the depth,
complexity, and multi-soundness of existence. Therefore, when we are engaged in philosophy, we are en-
gaged in liberating ourselves from the violent power of external forms and assessments, we do not agree with
any arrangement of our life in which the person's ability to be completely human, free in his views on the
world and responsible for his being in the world is suppressed.

The whole history of philosophy convincingly shows that the formulation and solution of a particu-
lar problem is inseparable from the specific historical, social, cultural conditions of
life philosopher. Moreover, philosophy itself, which develops as a real life process, is filled with burning
questions that generate living philosophical creativity. It is in philosophy as a theoretically fundamental
worldview that the fullness of the human attitude to the world is achieved. In philosophy, the researcher is no
longer interested in the subject «in itself», but in the subject for man and in relation to man, in connection with
it, with his spiritual search and practical intentions. And here every result of the movement of thought acquires a
philosophical meaning only when it is associated with vital inquiry and the immediate experience of life, the
general context of human existence, the interests of a particular person. Philosophical attitude is a special form
of human attitude to the world. And when philosophy connects a person to his needs and interests, on the one
hand, and the world understood not «by itself», but as the world of human life - on the other, only then phi-
losophy retains its meaning and its right to exist. Thus, philosophical research, like human thought itself, is not
something independent of the world and independent in relation to the broader and general process of human
life activity, but there is a critical-creative comprehension of life in concepts.

Any truly philosophical problem, in essence, is always a problem more than philosophical, if by philoso-
phy we mean a certain special area of spiritual activity, is the problem of human life activity, human life. The
search for the life foundations of the problem, its first sources, in our opinion, is the most important method-
ological principle of philosophical knowledge. This search, and only it, allows us to determine that point in
the spiritual space where philosophy not only enters into a living and direct contact with reality, with the very
reality of human existence, but where it is born as a philosophy, that is, as a specifically human spiritual activ-
ity. At this point the problem, theoretically formulated by means of philosophical analysis, is brought into
direct connection with the problem of the meaning and essence of human existence. And if such a connection
is not established, this means either that not every problem bears a philosophical depth, or that not every theo-
retical thinking can rise to the level of a philosophical worldview. Only when the philosophy of human exist-
ence is connected with the human being of philosophy can we assert that the philosophical formulation of the
problem makes sense only as a method and an attempt to humanistically comprehend the world, to understand
it in connection with man, as a way and an attempt to spiritualize the reality of human existence.

A.A. Khamidov, referring to the understanding of human capital in a philosophical sense, proposes to
distinguish in human capital two hypostases: 1) subjective and 2) social. In the first incarnation, human capi-
tal is the fullness of the attributes of a person's subjective sufficiency. Therefore, the development and im-
provement of human capital is an ontological end in itself of the subject, implying harmonization with the
development and perfection of all others. In its second incarnation, human capital appears as a certainty for
the available society. Since any society is specifically historical, self-centered, and tends to subordinate the
vital activities of its constituent entities to the tasks of their reproduction and development, then not all at-
tributes of the subjective hypostasis of human capital are in demand and supported by the available socium
[1;217]. How, then, is it possible to form, develop and improve human capital in such a divi-
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sion? A.A. Khamidov, like many other modern philosophers, links this path, first of all, with cardinal im-
provement of the education system, with the advent of a radically renewed unified educational and educa-
tional complex. The priority of the educational and educational sphere in the formation of human capital, he
notes, is related to its ability to exert a close to total influence on both the individual and all spheres of socie-
ty. «After all, it forms all members of society, regardless of their status and position in social stratification.
Through it passes each ... individual, before occupying this or that place in material production, in science,
politics, etc., including the very system of education. The system of education and upbringing should awaken
the desire and the will of the trainees to develop the right worldview and universal human values. Only thus
an educated and educated person is a person, which metaphorically and metaphysically can be called the
human capital of humanity» [1; 262].

It is philosophy that can help to find the answer to the most important question for contemporary public
consciousness about the sources of spirituality that should be oriented to the polyethnic and multicultural peo-
ple of Kazakhstan for gaining national dignity and self-awareness that would be adequate to the realities of the
third millennium. In order for the unified people of Kazakhstan and, first of all, the young generation to con-
solidate around the idea of modernizing the country, it is required not only to determine their involvement in
the spiritual riches of Kazakhstan, but also to introduce them into the practice of social activity, showing sin-
cere concern for their preservation and augmentation at all levels our social organization.

Proposed by N.A. Nazarbayev's strategy of modernizing public consciousness provides an opportunity
to connect the horizons of the past, present and future for decades to come. The main elements of moderniz-
ing the consciousness of both society and Kazakhstan are based on the national identity, culture, education,
which will rightfully become the factors of the nation's success and ensure Kazakhstan's entry into the thirty
of the world's competitive countries.The main task of the representatives of social and humanitarian
knowledge in this situation is the preparation of works of an ideological nature that make it possible to form the
young generation's readiness to confront the challenges of the time, relying on a solid spiritual foundation.

One of the priorities for achieving this strategic goal should be the upbringing of a generation well
versed in the traditions of a native culture that loves the history of its people - a generation that can be trusted
by the future of the country. One can agree with the fact that an active and purposeful young generation is
growing in our country, fluent in several languages, mastering modern information technologies. But it is
also important to remember that the younger generation, not having learned the spiritual values of their peo-
ple, lessons from their own history, can be overwhelmed by the wave of globalization and go on about the
various dogmatic trends. That is why the first condition of modernization of a new type is the preservation of
one's own culture, one's own national code.

Therefore, we cannot do without the formation of a new worldview culture of attitudes to the required
changes in social development, culture, without which it is impossible to join in the internal, spiritual, infi-
nite dimension of freedom and the meaning of one's participation in the modernization processes, Encourag-
ing self-understanding and mutual understanding, a new worldview culture in a modernizing society will
contribute to the acquisition of individual and national identities, while preserving the universal values of
spiritual harmony. To do this, the existing Kazakhstani humanitarian fund has all the necessary samples of
the spiritual and moral strategy.

The policy of innovation development is oriented towards the implementation of this strategy in the
modern educational space, since without the implementation of the state-wide formation of a free creative
personality that actively uses the spiritual heritage in developing its self-awareness, one can not be sure of
the success of Kazakhstan's modernization. It is the modern education system that should offer new formats
for the educational activities of young people, in which the achievement of social and personal success by
each young person is the result of diligence and positive life guidelines, the formation of innovative behav-
ior among young people in Kazakhstan. It is young people, due to their sensitivity to everything new, adapt-
ability to life changes, creative intellectual energy and readiness for socially active activity, the youth can be-
come a conductor and accelerator of introducing new ideas, initiatives and technologies into practice [3].

At the same time, it is important to form a commitment to the principles of meritocracy («the power of
the worthy») among young people. The main attribute of the modern professional career of a young special-
ist should be the recognition of his social success solely on personal merit. Young people must move for-
ward, having positive ideals and being equal to the best, those who have risen to the peak of success due to
their own talent, efficiency and personal responsibility.

An important condition for formationsense of social responsibility among the youth is
to strengthen the spiritual and moral values Nationwide patriotic ideas «Mangilik El» and family welfare
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values. Young people should become carriers of a new ecological ethic, take care of their native land and its
natural resources of great importance for young people should be the principle of responsibility for one's
health, rejection of bad habits, and the maintenance of a healthy lifestyle.

Therefore, there is a need to provide such knowledge and practical recommendations that would target
every person, especially a young specialist, to educate yourself as an individual who is able to actively and
independently analyze, evaluate, draw conclusions, make adequate, objective decisions that can participate in
building open, democratic, legal society, the distinctive features of which are a dynamic social structure, high
mobility, the ability to innovate and criticism.

Modern higher professional education is called upon to train specialists who not only have the compe-
tencies necessary for the technological implementation of professional activity but also professionals with
the necessary level of a new quality culture in which the essential human forces, their spiritual and moral
potential, harmonizing attitude of the spirit, consciousness and being rights.

Educational and professional activities in the university should help young people realize the justice and
expediency of the demands placed on them, the transformation of ethical norms that are external to them in
their own life principles, and the formation of a humanistic worldview and the ability to morally and voli-
tional regulation of their behavior. In addition, a necessary condition for self-actualization and spiritual and
moral development of students is their appeal to the samples reflecting the true values of national and univer-
sal culture.

Kazakhstan's acquisition of political independence, the formation of new economic relations, the trans-
formation of social ties have raised many questions about the role of spiritual factors in these processes be-
fore the representatives of social and humanitarian knowledge. Understanding the need to offer a program of
spiritual renewal adequate to political and socio-economic changes should determine the nature of the rele-
vant studies.

The awakening of interest in the problem of spiritual modernization, the real need of the rebellious soul
of our contemporary to find its way into the incomprehensibility of the chaos of new relations and other val-
ues, to find a higher goal (rather than the bustle of everyday life), to find the true meaning of its vital activity.
Spirituality does not oppose the materiality of the world, it does not oppose the inner world of man to the
external (natural, social) conditions of its existence, but is the manifestation of universal unity, the manifesta-
tion of the One particular person in its meaning of the essential function. «Recognition of spirituality as
beingness is the «fusion of the World and Man» in the long and difficult process of self-improvement of
man. The process of formation of the spirituality of the individual is a constant transformation of man, whose
goal is to acquire a state of subtle perception and internal combustion, thanks to which the integrity and puri-
fication of man is achieved.

Orientation of man to the external world, to the cognition and change of this world, being built in an
end in itself, into an immutable principle, impoverishes a person, leads to «cramming consciousness with the
framework of empirical reality» to oblivion of the spiritual depths of the human being. All this, in the end,
becomes the cause of human unfreedom, irrationality, immorality, meaningless existence and suffering. The
restoration of the primordial integrity of human existence, the identification of the «inner man» within our-
selves in the modern world is feasible only on the basis of spiritual practices offered as an accomplished ex-
perience of the spiritual ascetics of mankind. At the same time, it is no longer a matter of utilitarian activity
to transform the world of objects and not even of creativity as the creation of something new in the surround-
ing reality: the task of transformation - the radical transformation of man himself - comes to the fore.

One of the threats of the modern world is the alienation of peoples from their ethnic roots, threatening
the gradual loss of the identity and uniqueness of national cultures. Overcoming this threat is the essence of
the revival of national cultures, which in the current situation presupposes both the creation of conditions and
a mechanism for the formation of a national culture as a coherent system, unique and unique, capable of self-
development and self-reproduction, and the establishment of a cultural environment that includes not only
the objective world of the values of traditional culture, but also human activity, the person himself - the
thinking and creating. An important condition for the implementation of these requirements in the general
context of the emergence of new national relations is the mandatory change in the worldview matrix, the
paradigm of consciousness, the categorical structure and way of thinking that determine the type and mode
of human being in culture. This, in turn, is impossible without a transition to a methodology based on the
recognition of the multidimensionality and self-worth of various forms of national and cultural life that over-
comes a different kind of local cultural centrism. The key issue of this methodology is the attitude to the his-
torical past of the people, which regardless of the emotional form of its perception has a self-worth as a fact
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of the history of the people. It is necessary to master the legacy of the past «constructively, i.e. to implement
positive continuity. And to master in the subject-personal aspect of social development, which will allow to
determine correctly when answering the question: what is the significance of this heritage for the reform of
society. The cultivation of the totalitarian forms of socialist culture led to the destruction of the ethnic core of
the personally significant content of culture, which ultimately resulted in the formation in the human mind of
a sufficiently stable marginal complex: the loss of the personality of one's own self, a sense of national digni-
ty, responsibility and shame for the fate of its people; automation of the individual, loss of social ties, aliena-
tion from society. The revival of the national culture resists the dehumanization of man as a real possibility
of the individual's self-attachment to the spiritual values of his people and the universal culture, when condi-
tions arise in which the culture and spirituality of the individual are not reduced only to the totality of moral-
ly beneficial qualities that they acquire (kindness, conscience, honesty, etc.), but act as ways of constituting
the personality of itself, the choice of its own image (the acquisition of self-identity, the meaning of individ-
ual existence), its fate.

B. Kasenov, exploring the historical aspect of the formation of a new Kazakhstani patriotism, comes to
his own assertion that the Kazakhstani patriotic namys, «his true essence, his being within him are
formed ... in the spiritual world of man - in the fiction of the person as a fatal love affair among all feelings -
a feeling for the Motherland» [4; 26]. The highest moral demands of Kazakhstan's patriotic namys, without
which its real implementation is impossible in B. Kasenov, first of all, they are named: «proud national Ka-
zakh honor, in an organic relationship with all nations that makes up the patriotic Honor of the Kazakh peo-
ple; proud national Kazakh conscience, in an organic relationship with all nations that make up the patriotic
Conscience of the Kazakh people; proud dignity (as a unity of conscience and honor) of the Kazakhs, in
an organic relationship with all nations, constituting patriotic dignity of the Kazakh people» [4; 29].

It is no accident that B. Kasenov in his study turns to the active aspect of the formation of patriotism in
the context of an important social process - the professional self-determination of young people. In fact, the
professional activity of a person in the modern world has largely become the prism through which beliefs, atti-
tudes, and moods of a person are refracted. And in what spiritual atmosphere there is a choice and participa-
tion in the comprehension of professional activity, a dialectically contradictory, ambiguous process of maturing
the personal patriotic namys depends. Creating an atmosphere of «creative spiritual revolution (continuous
inspiration)» we promote not a formal but creative, competitive, free innovative process of «the development of
patriotic namys in the system of profession and activity from beginning to end» [4; 44]. But such an atmos-
phere does not arise by itself, will not become a passive consequence of ready-made circumstances, conditions
imposed on a person from the outside or only from above descended. It will become possible as a result of the
constant overcoming of the situation of subordination of a person to a limited and unworthy economic, legal,
political momentary order. The more urgent is the individual and social need for carrying out such work for
each of us, in the course of which, overcoming our limitations and our unworthiness, we will be ready to re-
solve the urgent social and historical tasks.

The nature of individual freedom is able to manifest itself through a conscious attitude to one’s own life
choices. Freedom is a cause by itself and has no cause outside of itself. While the social reality of modemn
society produces mainly the type of person who is active outwardly, but inwardly passive, Philosophy insists on
recognizing spiritual values as moral and mentalpowers. Possessing these powers, a person, while taking part
in various types of social activity, is ready to accept responsibility for further social development.

Root causes of religious extremism (philosophical aspects)

The article considers the concepts of «religious sect» and «extremismy» in the social and philosophical as-
pects. The possible ways of development of sects, mechanisms of recruiting people and creating separate
communities for destructive influence on people are in full disclosure. The article describes traditional and
non-traditional religions and defines the danger of destructive cults with various methods of psychological in-
fluence and psychological manipulation. Religious sects, distinguished by their closeness, immersion in their
idea, which is far from religion, are considered as a path to extremism and terrorism, because they differ in
their reactionary essence, they have negative features and a complex hierarchical structure. The author pro-
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vides a description of religious sects, noting that the teachings and activities of destructive sects exclude ra-
tional comprehension, have a negative effect on the spiritual life of people, and are aimed at destroying per-
sonality. Religious extremism, based on religious opposition associations that are at variance with the society,
requires comprehensive study. The author views the religious sect as a public danger and believes that it is the
sect that can propagandize extremism and terrorism, ideologically intoxicating people on the basis of reli-
gious fanaticism. Sectarian preachers, deftly using a certain situation, as well as lack of religious immunity of
a person, his credulity, mental and moral instability, try to instill in him a sectarian radical doctrine which
claims exclusivity, «divine truthy», the ultimate verity. The author, delimiting religious organizations and reli-
gious sects, describes the main features and the acting mechanism of the latter.

Keywords: sect, extremism, terrorism, politics, legal consciousness, moral consciousness, religion, authoritar-
ianism.
