Problem of adaptation oralman in Kazakhstan

The problems associated with adapting of the immigrants are costly to the state and society, both economical-
ly and socio-culturally. Through (by stages and levels) temporary identification of problems of adaptation and
integration of ethnic immigrants urgently requires study. Social time objective and subjective, ie people's
lives depend on what happens in society, but they can control their activities and to interpret what is happen-
ing in terms of their interests or evaluation of the processes. Social time is both collective and individual.
People interpret collective events through the prism of their vicissitudes of life, produce and exchange sym-
bols, values and ways of organizing their time, and because of this change and the groundwork for further de-
velopments. Furthermore, the report looks at how repatriates acquire social, physical, and their time — extend
its boundaries, divide it into certain stages, accelerate it be and how at each stage form a coordinate system
on which we must focus not only to themselves but also to other — family, the younger generation. Drawn
attention to the fact that a significant portion of our compatriots who arrived in the Republic of Kazakhstan,
talk about their professional unclaimed, because they cannot get a job in their specialty and occupy the socio-
economic situation, which they had in the past, prior to migration. Repatriates do not recognize that there is
alarge gap between their professional experience and knowledge gained outside of Kazakhstan, and the
needs of the local labor market as well as the preferences of employers. Incorporation of these features should
help not only them — repatriates, but also to relevant authorities and institutions in overcoming the existing
risks and deficiencies in the successful integration into the community of Kazakhstan.

Methodological potential of the history of everyday life by the estimations

The authors make an attempt to analyze the achievements of the representatives
of Russian historiography in defining of the conceptual and methodological basis of history of everyday life.
As a result of the analysis of scientific problems of article, the authors come to the conclusion that
the Russian authors’ works generally appreciate the heuristic abilities of the new methodological approach
in the study of everyday life of society and the individual.
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Educational resources in historical research: of Kazakhstan
in written sources of the XIX century

In article questions of creation of electronic catalogues and full-text historical databases of scientific and edu-
cational resources of the cultural heritage of Kazakhstan in written sources of the XIX century. These collec-
tions are separated from each other by time and the task is great, given the opportunity to analyze various as-
pects of cultural heritage of Kazakhstan in written sources. The comparison of these ensembles allows you
to vividly reconstruct the peculiarities of the situation and to trace through their history the individual ele-
ments of the cultural heritage in written sources of that period in Kazakhstan. Development of a virtual envi-
ronment through the organization of operational search, data processing and remote access to the required
sources on the basis of new information technologies allow not only to raise the level of scientific research
and education, but also to organize an efficient work to provide users with relevant information.

Key words: cultural heritage; written sources of the XIX century; electronic catalog and database; virtual
library and corporate network; digital environment; electronic collections; methods, algorithms and program
complex; historical full-text scientific and educational collections.

Informatization process deeply affected also modern historical science, led to basic changes of its
information environment and structure. Emergence and accumulation of new types of the resources created
on the basis of information technologies became expression of these changes. Historical information re-
sources are various on a perspective and represent both products for scientific studying, and the products
intended for historical education.

The certain experience of the solution of questions of classification and the description of historical
information resources at the theoretical and applied level connected with discussion of problems of their cre-
ation, preservation, the description, documenting, cataloguing, the analysis, use, etc. has already been gained.
However, complete complex systems of classification and standards of the description of historical infor-
mation resources don't exist. The problem of their creation is caused by a number of factors, among which:
considerable functional and substantial variety of resources; a considerable difference in the description
of traditional and electronic resources, emergence of new types and types of resources; difficulty or impossi-
bility of adaptation traditional (for example, bibliographic) attributes of the description to new types of re-
sources; need of creation of the systems of the description suitable for various purpose (scientific researches,
education, the account in the organizations of storage, cataloguing and documenting).

Current trends of informatization of public life of Kazakhstan, integrative processes in scientific and
educational spheres have more and more broad access for humanists to computers and new information tech-
nology. The increasing development is gained by use of multimedia technologies, technologies of an optical
identification of texts in researching cultural history, archeology, archive science, museum studies, in crea-
tion of electronic educational editions on national history. The state archives and libraries which work main-
ly in financial support of the state and in line with state programs of informatization of the cultural sphere
of the country systematically are engaged in system work on preservation of cultural heritage.

Informatization of historical science and education in Kazakhstan has a positive tendency, however,
it works extremely slowly. In our opinion, basic problems of it are lack of coordination of scientific activities
for application the new information technologies in historical researches and historical education; insuffi-
ciently developed system of preparation of future specialists in the sphere of historical informatics and a cer-
tain inertness of the research associates preferring to be engaged with researching in traditional level; insuffi-
cient information culture of historical scientific community and weak promotion of opportunities of receiv-
ing essentially new results in the application of methods, means, techniques and technologies of historical
informatics; the non developed using environment and use of the computer for printing of scientific works
and searching information in local networks, libraries, archives and the Internet.

For today, one of the most actual problems of historical informatics are development of theoretic-
methodological aspects and technologies of the source study analysis of electronic sources, placed in Internet
networks. Not resolution of these source study questions leads to an exception of research space of source
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materials. Requirement for historians of this case of sources and their judgment are a strategic problem
of scientific and analytical ensuring processes of governmental structure, formation of historical conscious-
ness in the conditions of a new information and innovative paradigm.

Source studying of electronic written sources on the basis of extensive source base of cultural heritage
of Kazakhstan for previous years of formations scientific and educational historical and cultural resources
for researches on the basis of interdisciplinary interaction historical and natural sciences in a domestic histo-
riography are one of topical issues of a modern historiography of Kazakhstan.

The sixth priority Strategy of Kazakhstan in the 50 most competitive countries in the address to the na-
tion, President of the Republic of Kazakhstan N.A. Nazarbayev outlined, «We maintain and develop the cen-
turies-old traditions, language and culture of the Kazakh people, while providing international and intercul-
tural solidarity and progress of a single nation of Kazakhstan». To realize these goals, the results of which
are in the public domain, foreign archives and scientific organizations were received thousands of archival
documents concerning the history and culture of the country. Comprehensive study, the introduction in the
educational process of archival documents of scientific and historical value, historical and cultural heritage
— an important issue on the agenda. From this point of view in contemporary reinterpretation of the histori-
cal realities and values of these fundamental scientific works of the nineteenth century, As well as ensuring
universal accessibility of information affects the goals set by the state program «Cultural heritage»,
«The people in the flow of history». Proposed theme of «Historical research and educational resources
of Kazakhstan in written sources of the XIX century» can be considered one of the major steps towards
achieving these goals above programs.

The idea of the project is to create conditions for the provision of technological scientists, teachers and
students of the Republic of wide access to a wealth of information materials relating to the history, culture,
economy and other aspects of the life of the Kazakh people, and other ethnic groups living in Turkestan
in the past century, is the cornerstone and the main ideas of the study.

The aim of the research is to collect, digitization and preservation of rare books and manuscripts to cre-
ate a digital library, as well as providing users greater access to valuable historical documents in written
sources the XIX centuries.

To achieve the goal, the project will address the following tasks: data collection, analysis and systema-
tization of the material written sources in the XIX century; create electronic version (digitization) and
or agreements for the purchase of ready-made electronic versions and related documents; development of an
electronic catalog and the database structure of rare documents; development of methods, algorithms and
models formation, retrieval and processing of information resources of rare books and manuscripts in the
electronic library; development of software on the basis of «cloud technology».

The research aims at the completion of specialized databases virtual university unique full-text library
of scientific and educational resources on the cultural heritage of Kazakhstan, which are reflected in the writ-
ten sources of the XIX century and the development of a virtual environment through the establishment of an
effective and efficient search of remote access to the necessary sources. In addition, the e-library will be
open to all researchers of the Republic, who is interested in the study of its cultural heritage.

The significance is the need to establish process conditions for a wide range of consumers, access to ra-
re fund relating to the cultural heritage of the Kazakhstan, by digitizing and storing in electronic format.
In use of new information technologies in the creation specialized databases of databases of materials past
of our region, would not only increase the level of research and education, but also to organize the effective
work of collecting, managing, systematization rich cultural heritage and to provide people with relevant
information.

Many of the materials of the past centuries with time subject to deformation and other damage, as a re-
sult come to unsuitability. That is why, digitalized historical documents and manuscripts in electronic format,
and also made technological conditions for the study cultural heritage of the Kazakhstan by means of modern
information technology in virtual IT environments is important.

Conducted a preliminary review of our previous research shows that the main written sources of the
XIX centuries, are the cultural heritage Central Asian Turks, which are given a unique full-text materials are
stored in libraries and archives of the former Soviet Union, and abroad.

These collections are separated from each other by time and excellent on the tasks given an opportunity
to examine various aspects of the cultural heritage in written sources in Central Asia. Comparison of these
ensemble allows to reconstruct the specific situation of the Turkestan Region and traced through the history
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of the creation of the individual elements of the cultural heritage in the written sources of the period
of Kazakhstan and the Central Asian republics as a whole.

Preliminary review of previous research carried out in the world related to the subject in question and
their relationship with the project is to the features, which is expressed in a community studied archival
source, object of study is the same sources, studied from different angles. Some see these written sources
(archives) as «cultural heritage» of Central Asia, while others, especially foreign researchers — as a model
of «colonial archives of Russian Turkestan» [1; 635].

In contrast to other countries, «the Russian colonial archives» of any Soviet or post-Soviet period is not
regarded as colonial. They are still sprayed across territory former Soviet space and wait for the other cur-
rents of mature («vision»).

Research and study of material relating to the cultural heritage of Kazakhstan in the written sources
of the XIX century and stored in the libraries and archives of the former Soviet Union, are expected to be
considered based on the following three types of archives. This is — a collection of published materials,
original documents and photos — «Turkestan Collection» and «Turkestan Albumy.

Turkestan album. The album was created on the orders of the first governor-general of Turkestan Kon-
stantin Petrovich Von Kaufman. Gathering materials for a multivolume edition of more than two years was
carried out in the military-topographical department of Tashkent, where they were printed of each litho-
graphic plate. Album was published in St. Petersburg in 1872 and consists of four parts: archaeological (two
volumes), ethnographic (two volumes), crafts peoples of Central Asia (fishing) and historical, which includes
more than two hundred thousands of photographs with descriptions. In fact, this is the earliest in the history
of the visual panorama of Central Asia that clearly tells us about ethnography, social life, architecture, and
politics of the time.

Each of the six volumes of «Turkestan album» is a huge tome, upholstered in green leather, size 45 by
60 centimeters. Nearly half a century after the publication of «Turkestan Album» has a tremendous scientific
and historical, and artistic value because it contains material about the historical and architectural structures
in Central Asia, about the people's land, their lives and living conditions, and is truly a «golden fund» Cen-
tral Asian documentary photography.

This edition — not just a «rare book». Its circulation, printed a hundred and forty years ago, is un-
known, and a complete set of all volumes and parts of the book is stored today in only three collections:
the National Library of Uzbekistan in Tashkent, in the State Library named after Lenin in Moscow and
the Library of Congress in Washington, DC.

Regardless of the National Library of Uzbekistan in 2001, and the National Library of Congress
in 2007, we completed the full digitization of all the pages of «Turkestan album». Today, these materials
in high resolution are publicly available to everyone. It should also be noted that there are no restrictions
on the use of these photographs related to copyright, and is not all that visual richness of the middle of the
XIX century is available to virtually every person who has access to the Internet.

Turkestan Collection. This work was conceived as a monumental original «encyclopedia» of Central
Asian issues. Acquires and collects all publications relating to Central Asia and its neighboring East edi-
tion. Newspaper articles were cut, pasted on white sheets of paper, magazine articles and books
razbrushyurovyvalis and sheets of paper glued in the frame. All material collected and pasted intertwined
in the same volume, which is in the same binders and supplied with a printed cover sheet printing. All publi-
cations were selected as the output of a light, observing the thus chronological sequence. In 1868 there were
published four volumes of the collection covering material for 1867 Next to 1877 in St. Petersburg, went
volume of the collection, which is sent to the Library. By 1888 he published 416 volumes, including 4713
titles.

It's kind of a huge encyclopedia. All that came out in Russia and abroad on Central Asia for 20 years,
was included in the compilation. Preparation and the publication of a collection of Turkestan continued regu-
larly until 1887 in average annual yield to 20 volumes. Mezhov compiled a collection for 25 years. But the
decision of the administration of Turkestan (the Governor-General 1.0.Rozenbaha) in mind the high cost
of publication of the collection was discontinued. Over the next 20 years Collection not published. Only
in 1907 it was resumed work on its development.

During 1907 in Tashkent published 34 volumes for 1908 - 45 volumes for 1909 - 44 volumes,
etc. There were also possible, collect all the most important materials for the time since 1888. Drafting
a compendium was stopped at 591 volume in 1917. Later, a scientist orientalist, bibliographer EK Boettger
added another 3 volumes.
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Central Scientific Library of NAS RK (now the Scientific Library of RSE «Science horde») was estab-
lished by local lore Filing «Kazakhstan in the pages of «Turkestan collection»» catalog of 20 boxes. In the
following years due to a number of reasons (financial difficulties, the breadth of diversity developed biblio-
graphic subjects, lack of travel on mission to collect materials and additions to the file cabinet, the lack
of equipment for the publication of printed materials) CSL almost 40 years could not bring the pointer to the
publication. All these years the material to function as a service catalogs and was easily accessible broad sci-
entific audience.

CSL published in 2002 an annotated bibliography of, includes 2117 references — books, scientific arti-
cles and reports, travel writing, essays, statistical materials, articles from periodicals of the time, maps, illus-
trative materials [2; 155].

Currently, one of the most important scientific and applied areas of computer science is to optimize the
retrieval of necessary data in a vast array of data virtual libraries, which increases exponentially with each
passing year. This is particularly important in the search of scientific and educational information, where
the search efficiency is particularly relevant [3; 214]. The increase in the volume of publications and infor-
mation complicates the search for relevant information. The development of information technology has led
to a significant increase in the efficiency of production of library and information resources, efficiency
of information retrieval has increased by hundreds and thousands of times. But the creation of own infor-
mation resources (e-catalogs, full-text databases) is quite an expensive process [4; 130].

Created powerful tools to find information, such as Google and others, can not meet the needs of the
users because of the huge level of information «garbage» too much information, view which takes a lot
of time and money. User research and educational information needs of accurate, valuable data digital librar-
ies, where the most valuable sources [5; 133].

Of course, modern means of information retrieval gives a huge advantage over traditional. It is above
all increase the speed data retrieval in a huge array of information and diverse and not always systematic.
As studies, if you enter the search in the form of keywords, authors or sources of names and other criteria
often we get a fairly large amount of data processing that take a substantial period of time. But today, a user
requires not only speed data acquisition, but also the accuracy of the data, the concentration of useful infor-
mation and not varied in the desired topic. This is especially true when working with information and library
systems [6; 191].

Comparative analysis of the above archival sources of the XIX century and the information manage-
ment systems of educational and research institutions on the state of historical materials, rare books and
manuscripts show that: many of the materials of the past centuries in time are subject to deformation and
other damage, thereby become useless; efficiency of information retrieval in the electronic, virtual and cor-
porate libraries in the hundreds or thousands of times faster than traditional methods; Modern automation can
significantly expand the boundaries of knowledge dissemination through databases, electronic catalogs and
online access to both intranet and internet networks; Many computerized systems that store, process and
transfer of scientific and educational information are local in nature, allowing through automated library sys-
tem to access databases only in local networks or via the Internet without the organization of a corporate
network; low level of intellectualization interface, making it difficult to work for untrained users; lack of ef-
fective mathematical models, algorithms and methods for parallel processing to speed up your work in cor-
porate networks.

Hence the need for the development of areas associated with the tasks of creating effective methods
of imaging, scanning and processing of rare and valuable information resources, providing them online
access to virtual IT environments and enterprise networks and relevant [7; 240].

In comparison with similar data base and software system is characterized in that: will contain valuable
information about the heritage of the republic in the past century, which has not only a high scientific and
educational value, but cultural and educational value; will have a universal structure and focused on interna-
tional standards describe bibliographic information (MARC and DUBLIN CORE); allow end-users (teach-
ers, assistants, and others.) without special education (the library) to introduce (describe) the source
of information (books, articles, etc.) and enter data in digital libraries and work in the corporate network; will
enable students to have online access to electronic resources, search the complete heterogeneous information
through an electronic catalog and improve information content of the topic; software package will work both
offline and on the corporate network, creating a virtual library that will enable users to quickly provide
the information you need, regardless of their location.
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Scientific novelty of the study is: to develop methods, algorithms and software systems for the for-
mation of the electronic catalog, databases, and operational support, users of rare unique scientific and edu-
cational information about the cultural heritage; development of an electronic library with rare unique scien-
tific and educational information about the cultural heritage of the Central Asian republics, which will be
implemented in a corporate network of university and mode (virtual library) replenished on a regular basis
with new and valuable documents; development of software protection module electronic resources from
unauthorized access to valuable information resources.

The project will: greatly improve the level of research and education at the expense of real-time access
to valuable information sources on the cultural heritage of Kazakhstan; Implementation of the project will
provide valuable information necessary to scientists, teachers and students, which will raise the level of sci-
entific results and the quality of dissertations. The project will have a significant impact on science, technol-
ogy and social services for the following reasons: to provide important information and scientific and educa-
tional institutions, and improving the reliability, simplify the wording of queries in enterprise library net-
works.

The basic methods of solving the problems are historiography, source, archive, because data collection
and comparison of sources will allow for the system analysis of objects providing information, search and
data processing. Due to the fact that the material consists of 594 volumes that need quick and clear naviga-
tion, it all means the digitization and OCR missing parts. Assuming that eventually for users will be devel-
oped software or website to apply graph theory; mathematical optimization techniques: methods of mathe-
matical statistics and Web technology.

Expected results are virtual Library containing valuable information about the heritage of the country,
having a scientific and cultural value; software package that focuses on international communication for-
mats, the creation of a virtual library of rare books, which can provide users with the necessary scientific,
educational, and other information.

Summarizing the above, we can say that The use of new information technologies in the creation of da-
tabases of written source allow not only to raise the level of research and education, but also to organize the
effective work of collecting, managing, rich cultural heritage and to provide people with accurate and rele-
vant information.

Potential consumer results of project are scientists, teachers, students and other categories of citizens
of the republic, who will be able to have access to a wealth of information materials about the history, cul-
ture, economy and other aspects of life of the peoples of Kazakhstan in written sources of last year.

It is emphasized that Zhiyembet's creativity strikes with force of emotional influence, deep search of new mo-
tives and images; special style, philosophical outlook on life, vision of historically intended way of the people
was inherent in it. The conclusion is drawn that Margaska-zhyrau, also as well as Zhiyembet, being
the intermediary between the hansky power and the people, had bright verbal talent, deep knowledge. It is
hoped that the heritage both Zhiyembeta-zhyrau, and Margaska-zhyrau still waits for the researchers.
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Some issues of cooperation between Kazakhstan and the UN
on the implementation of the Millennium Development Goals

This article defines the main objectives, principles and activities of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the frame-
work of the Millennium Declaration, which sets out the basic objectives of the Millennium Development
Goals: eradicating extreme poverty and hunger, universal primary education, gender equality and empower
women, reduce child mortality, maternal health, the fight against diseases of the century, environmental sus-
tainability and global partnership for development. As a regional economic leader, Kazakhstan considers par-
ticipation in international efforts to help the global development of an essential element of its foreign policy.

Key words: Millennium Development Goals, Kazakhstan, UN, sustainable development, global partnership,
international community, healthcare.

In his speech at the 68th session of the UN General Assembly in September, 2013 The Secretary-
General Ban Ki-moon urged the international community to continue to fight poverty, disease and depriva-
tion by expanding philanthropy and innovation in the field of science and technology. However, the UN
chief noted that, despite the progress made, many challenges lie ahead, that is only possible if the global
partnership on the way to further progress towards achieving the Millennium Development Goals [1].

Indeed, enormous progress has been made towards achieving the Millennium Development Goals. Con-
tinue to reduce poverty at the global level; the number of children attending primary school, more than ever;
dramatically reduce child mortality; greatly expanded access to safe drinking water; targeted investments in
malaria, AIDS and tuberculosis have saved millions of lives. MDGs are making a real difference in people's
lives, and in the presence of strong leadership and accountability progress could be even larger in most coun-
tries by the target date, namely by 2015 [2].

However, in the report of the MDG for 2013 emphasized that many advances in the development
achieved in part due to continued economic growth in some developing countries and targeted efforts in crit-
ical areas of the MDGs, such as health care. The increase in multilateral funding, the report says, has helped
expand key programs, in particular, the treatment of people living with HIV / AIDS [3]. In this connection,
the transition to more sustainable development is crucial for the achievement of the MDGs, as well as
to ensure further development and preservation of the natural environment of the ecosystem of the planet
should be protected.

At the national level of the implementation of the MDGs in conjunction with the governments of Mem-
ber States the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) is working actively. In Kazakhstan, in par-
ticular, a core value, which is guided by the UNDP in the implementation of the ideas and principles, is the
concept of human development. This concept implies an all-encompassing unity of political, social, econom-
ic and environmental factors and their influence on the formation of quality of human life, his social abilities
to transform the world and contribute to its realization. The needs to develop human resources and create
conditions for the expansion of human capabilities are a priority for the UN Member States. To identify
global trends in the field of sustainable development in the country, the UN Country Team and the Govern-
ment of the Republic of Kazakhstan publishes an annual report on human development and the Millennium
Development Goals, which are a kind of signal for the Kazakhstani society in terms of identifying potential
threats to the country's sustainable development. These documents are drawn up taking into account the sta-
tistics of the country and produced by a group of Kazakhstani experts specializing in the subject of the re-
port, which is formed by an independent UN position.

As mentioned above, the MDGs — a set of interrelated tasks aimed at solving the problems of poverty
and hunger, illiteracy, gender inequality, child and maternal mortality, HIV / AIDS, tuberculosis, environ-
mental degradation and global partnership for development.

Given the fact that Kazakhstan has already achieved some of the original set of MDG objectives such as
poverty reduction, access to primary education and the promotion of women's rights, the Government of the
country has committed itself on the agenda «MDG Plusy, that is, set additional goals, adapted Kazakhstan
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and based on an analysis of national priorities, national statistics, relevant government programs, as well as
the experience of other countries.

Goal 1: Eradicate extreme poverty and hunger

Target 1. Halve the proportion of people with incomes below the subsistence minimum for the period
from 1990 to 2015.

As indicated in the Report for 2004, Kazakhstan performs a task 1 MDG 1 — to reduce by half the pro-
portion of people living below the subsistence level [4; 7]. However, poverty is still a fairly serious problem
for the country, especially in rural areas. Therefore, in the 2007 report it proposed a new task «MDG 1+»
that is, to halve the number of people living in rural areas with incomes below the subsistence minimum. De-
spite some progress on poverty reduction, a significant portion of the population has low income and at risk
for this indicator to be in the category of the poor population [5; 10]. In fact, 80% of the population have in-
comes which do not exceed double of subsistence minimum. Income from employment of a part of the popu-
lation are so low that they cannot differentiate a decent income sufficient to maintain a decent standard
of living, which significantly reduces the attractiveness of productive employment [5; 15]. There remains
regional differentiation of poverty with greater picture against rural poverty in all regions. Until now, rural
poverty remains at a high level and exceeds the city almost doubled. State social policy for the protection
of vulnerable groups is designed to be an effective strategy mechanism for poverty reduction and should aim
at further strengthening the protection of the most vulnerable social groups, particularly in rural areas, —
the self-employed, large families and single-parent families, the elderly, the disabled and migrants.
To achieve this goal is necessary to provide conditions for the development of entrepreneurship in rural are-
as, to create a favorable legal framework for the employment of migrants and their access to entrepreneurial
activity, the most vulnerable groups must be more fully covered by the social security system services, espe-
cially women, migrants, refugees, young and older people, people with disabilities, it is also necessary
to develop a system of social services with the involvement of NGOs as providers of social services.
Approaches to address these measures are set out in the Strategy «Kazakhstan — 2050» in the «New princi-
ples of social policy» [6; 9].

Target 2. Halve the proportion of people who suffer from hunger for the period between 1990-2015.

In Kazakhstan, the «Target 2» calls for the reduction on an international scale by half the number
of people suffering from hunger, in the framework of MDG 1 «Eradicate extreme poverty and hunger» is
reached. The problem of hunger is currently not relevant for Kazakhstan. In connection with this, «Target 2»
was adapted in 2007 to the national situation in terms of how to reduce by half the proportion of people who
are not receiving a balanced and adequate nutrition [5; 16]. The improvement of nutrition requires a large
proportion of the population, especially at-risk groups, which include children and women of reproductive
age. In particular, some of the children under five years of age have a low overall weight and growth parame-
ters that characterize the status of their lack of power. There remains a high prevalence of deficiency of some
micronutrients, called «hide hunger» among risk groups [5; 17]. Reduction and elimination of micronutrient
deficiencies will significantly improve the health and reduce child and maternal mortality, which is a contri-
bution to the achievement of MDGs 4 and 5. To do this, you need to develop to take on the government level
and put into practice integrated programs for sound nutrition of children under 5 years age and prevention
of malnutrition and nutritional status disorders.

Goal 2: Achieve universal primary education.

Target 3. Ensure that, by 2015, children all children can complete a full course of primary schooling,
girls and boys. According to the report on the MDGs in Kazakhstan for the years 2002 and 2005, «Goal 2»
in its original formulation achieved in the country. On the basis of the priorities of the national policy, statis-
tics, implementation of state programs in the field of education, as well as taking into account the experience
of other countries, it was concluded that the relevance of assessing the state of secondary education in gen-
eral, with an emphasis on quality of education and enrollment of children with special needs and students
from socially vulnerable groups. The Report — 2007 takes into account this conclusion, and to further moni-
tor the achievement of MDG 2 in its extended meaning defined «task 3+», consisting in the provision of uni-
versal secondary education [5; 25]. As the review shows, the current challenge of ensuring universal second-
ary education, along with major achievements, there are many difficulties and unresolved issues with respect
to education policy, quality of education, statistical support, institutionalization, capacity, human resources
and financing of education. For the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan and other responsible parties
to overcome the existing barriers it is advisable to implement a number of strategic actions, including updat-
ing the content of education, the development of a single standard of national education statistics and skills.
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Goal 3: Promote gender equality and empower women.

Target 4. Eliminate gender disparity in primary and secondary education preferably by 2005, and at all
levels of education by 2015.

This goal was achieved in Kazakhstan in relation to the task of eliminating gender disparity in primary
and secondary education. However, it should be recognized that the differences between women and men is
still significant in Kazakhstan. Therefore, the new «Target 4+», adopted in 2007, includes such priorities as
the adoption and implementation of measures to increase the representation of women in government,
providing legislative and executive measures to prevent and eliminate violence against women, a sustainable
gender mainstreaming in national planning and budgeting process, including, and to reduce the wage gap
between men and women. To achieve additional tasks in the area of public administration one of the key rec-
ommendations is the establishment of effective mechanisms for progressive realization adopted the Law
«On State Guarantees of Equal Rights and Equal Opportunities for Men and Women» in 2009 [7]. Political
parties should promote equal representation and equal participation of women in the governing bodies of the
parties should contribute for the equal representation and equal participation of women in political processes.
Although the work on improvement of the legislation on protection of the rights of women to live free from
violence, has not yet fully implemented in practice the mechanisms of its implementation. In this regard, it is
necessary to develop an effective system of application protection orders and state standards of assistance
to victims of violence and perpetrators of violence, using the existing similarities in the subject of interna-
tional experience. This work must be accompanied by the release of the corresponding budgetary resources
for the provision of public services.

Goal 4: Reduce child mortality rates.

Target 5: Reduce by two-thirds of the mortality rate among children under 5 years over the period be-
tween 1990-2015.

The solution of the existing problems regulated by the relevant government decrees and orders of the
Ministry of Healthcare of RK. Unfortunately, their implementation on the ground is not sufficiently clear;
it may be due to a lack of understanding of orders due to insufficient knowledge of health workers the basics
of new perinatal technologies and organizational support. Data obtained as a result of the analysis and evalu-
ation of the status of the MDG 4 in Kazakhstan, allowed the team of UN experts offers the following rec-
ommendations:

— to implement the practice of obstetrics regionalization of perinatal care;

— to implement the practice of the department of pathology of newborns, primary hospitals and institu-

tions engaged in primary health care, WHO program «Integrated Management of Childhood Illnessy;

—conduct a study on the causes of accidents involving a wide range of ministries (health, education,

road transport services, etc.);

— Ministry of Health of the Republic of Kazakhstan the meeting of staff to reduce maternal and infant

mortality carried out taking into account the results of monitoring and evaluation of losses
by BABIES matrix due to the adoption of administrative decisions [5; 38].

Goal 5: Improve maternal health.

Target 6. Reduce by three quarters the maternal mortality ratio (MMR) over the period between 1990—
2015. By 2015, achieve universal access to public services and reproductive health commodities.

The relevance of the question of achieving MDG 5 in Kazakhstan due to the fact that maternal health
indicators in the country are still low, and the maternal mortality rate is much higher than in the countries
of the WHO European Region. To achieve MDG 5, Kazakhstan needs to achieve reduction of IMR from
55 per 100 000 live births in 1990 to 14 in 2015. Within five years, the MMR should be reduced approxi-
mately by half compared with the current figure. For 19 years since 1990, MMR declined by less than
2 times. It is clear that as the MMR each successive reduction shall be given his all with great difficulty.
Some progress in recent years in reducing maternal mortality in Kazakhstan, however, is encouraging.
Achieving MDG 5 will depend on how quickly the legislation in Kazakhstan will change how successfully
pass the structural reforms in health care, and how to be effective management programs to reduce maternal
mortality and their financing. To achieve MDG 5 need to strengthen multi-sectoral approach to the problem
of strengthening maternal health, for which the joint coordinated efforts of education, health care, media and
non-governmental sector is important to achieve a significant improvement in public awareness, especially
young people, in the prevention of unwanted pregnancies, sexually transmitted infections and HIV /AIDS.
MDG 5 can be achieved only if increased investments in sexual and reproductive health; while the available
resources should be distributed in the direction of maximum benefit to the maximum number of people [8].
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Goal 6: Combat HIV / AIDS, malaria, and other diseases

Target 7. Have halted by 2015 and begun to reverse the spread of HIV/AIDS.

At 1 January 2010, 13 784 cases of HIV infection were registered in the Republic of Kazakhstan. Every
year, since 1987, it marked increase in new HIV cases, with the exception of 2009. HIV prevalence among
population aged 1549 years is 0.15%. There is still the main mode of transmission — intravenous drug use
(67.5%), the sexual transmission accounts for 24.4%. HIV is concentrated among injecting drug users
(prevalence 2.9%) [9]. Analysis of the situation shows that although the HIV epidemic in Kazakhstan has
managed to contain the initial stage (HIV is concentrated mainly among injecting drug users), there is a fear
of deterioration, because the behavior, practiced primarily by persons who use drugs intravenously, is not
safe, and the same time the level of awareness of young people about HIV transmission and how to prevent
infection, quite low, and access to treatment is not widespread. Despite considerable progress in confronting
the HIV epidemic, in order to achieve this goal it is necessary to strengthen the work in the following areas:

— strengthen the political commitment to HIV and AIDS;

— to provide access to antiretroviral treatment to all in need;

— to raise awareness of young people;

— ensure that existing programs aimed primarily at preventing infection with the population of the most

vulnerable groups;

— further improvement of the epidemiological surveillance system;

— the strengthening of cooperation with non-governmental organizations.

Target 8. Have halted by 2015 the spread of tuberculosis and begin to reverse the incidence reduction.

In Kazakhstan, tuberculosis is considered a classic, socially mediated disease, and continues to be a se-
rious public health problem. According to the official WHO data, Kazakhstan takes the leading position in
the recorded incidence of tuberculosis (TB), and is one of the 18 priority countries for TB in the WHO Euro-
pean Region. In addition, the prevalence of tuberculosis with multidrug-resistant pathogen (MDR-TB) is one
of the highest in the world [10]. Despite the difficult epidemiological situation, Kazakhstan has an opportuni-
ty to make progress on this task, provided that the Government of Kazakhstan will take measures to achieve
this objective. For this it is necessary to do followings:

— make further efforts to introduce and improve the quality of all components of the basic DOTS strate-

gy (strategy for TB control);

— ensure universal application of the country of the International Standards for TB care in the definition

of TB cases and treatment outcomes;

— ensure that infection control measures for TB at all levels of health care services;

— conduct propaganda significance of the problem of tuberculosis, including the issue of the prevalence

of drug-resistant forms of TB, including governmental, non-governmental and donor organizations;

— strengthen intra- and interagency integration of TB control programs with general health care net-

work, the program for the prevention of HIV / AIDS Control, the prison service [8; 29].

Goal 7: Ensure environmental sustainability.

Target 9. Integrate the principles of sustainable development into country policies and programs and re-
verse the loss of environmental resources.

The lack of an ecosystem approach in developing and implementing economic and social programs, the
principles of integrated and balanced environmental management in Kazakhstan — these problems were cit-
ed as the major in the field of environmental sustainability. Nevertheless, during the reporting period, Ka-
zakhstan has achieved improved performance in a number of positions indicated by these indicators. Specific
measures for the advancement of the regulatory legal framework, streamlining the management structure and
management processes in the field of biodiversity conservation, and active participation in international pro-
jects allow predicting the achievement of designated targets while maintaining the positive dynamics of indi-
cators. In the future, it is necessary to continue work to improve the natural-resource laws in accordance with
the international conventions and regional instruments, the formation of stable mechanisms of cooperation
with the Central Asian states in the development of regional environmental policies for addressing cross-
border environmental problems. It is important to study the international experience of environmental insur-
ance and the creation of extra-budgetary environmental funds with a view to its implementation in Kazakh-
stan [8; 27].

Target 10: Reduce by 2015 half the proportion of people without sustainable access to safe drinking wa-
ter and basic sanitation.
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On water supply Kazakhstan is one of the most water-scarce countries of Eurasia. There is a problem in
providing access to safe water and waste management systems, which is especially important for the health
of the population. To date, at least 10 per cent of households have no running water in their own homes,
about a quarter of the population has no access to adequate sanitation conditions. To improve the situation
it is necessary to consolidate the regulatory Committee on Water Resources of the Ministry of Agriculture
of the Republic of Kazakhstan approval of the technical requirements at the stage of issuing the design as-
signment SNP water systems. It requires solving the issue of the National Programme on Integrated Water
Resources Management in Kazakhstan. The quality of water systems can be improved through the use
of modern energy- and resource-saving technologies, equipment, materials, and water metering systems. It is
necessary to revise downwards the specific water consumption rate of urban and rural population. To im-
prove the mechanism of subsidizing drinking water [8; 36].

Target 11. By 2020 to have achieved a significant improvement in the living conditions of the rural
population living in the most unfavorable social, housing and ecological environment. The report on the Mil-
lennium Development Goals in Kazakhstan in 2010 a solution to this problem seems elusive when it comes
to rural areas. Despite a number of programs implemented by the government in order to strengthen the de-
velopment of rural areas and agriculture, standard of living of the rural population is significantly lower than
the level of life of citizens. There are many reasons, in particular, the residual principle of financing the rural
social sector (which was particularly noticeable during the crisis), inadequate infrastructure, especially
transport and telecommunications systems. Financing of small and remote villages economically unprofita-
ble, leading to their degradation and causes a migration of the population, further exacerbating the problems
of employment and housing. The problem requires a comprehensive understanding and adoption of compre-
hensive solutions involving all levels of government. Particular attention should be given to outreach and
educational activities, the educational aspect. Positive dynamics of indicators based on official statistics, re-
flecting the effectiveness of efforts to address the problem before 2009. However, as can be seen from the
figures, the share of security of the rural population improved sanitation facilities is less than 50% [8; 40].
Some prospects may be linked to the implementation of programs under the «road map», the well-proven
in the crisis both in cities and in rural areas.

Goal 8: Develop a global partnership for development. Partnership at the national and international lev-
el is an important factor in achieving the development goals and objectives. Kazakhstan continues to develop
cooperation and partnership at the international level (including trading, donor and financial institutions) and
in the country — with the private sector and civil society. Kazakhstan is an active participant in various
international organizations, as well as a supporter of various regional and international treaties and agree-
ments. International (external) partnerships concluded by Kazakhstan fully support and promote its devel-
opment. At this stage, the most active ties in trade, investment, finance, information technology and commu-
nications, as well as regional and international cooperation. Partnerships differ in scope and dynamics within
the country. At that time, as a partnership with the private sector is gaining momentum, with the civil society
dialogue is developing slowly. In the future cooperation and collaboration of various organizations within the
country should focus on solving the most important problems: inequality and marginalization, local devel-
opment, employment among young people and women. In the area of partnership with civil society, the main
priority should be the strengthening of the existing (and create new) mechanisms for dialogue and coopera-
tion. One of the perspective directions is an involvement of NGOs in the provision of social services.

Today achievement of the Millennium Development Goals is still an important issue both for Kazakh-
stan and for the international community as a whole, especially in light of the proximity to the target date —
2015 year. The United Nations is working with governments, civil society and other partners in order
to build a dowry MDG momentum and continue working in the framework of an ambitious sustainable de-
velopment in the post-2015 agenda.

In September, 2010 plenary meeting of the General Assembly High-Level MDG United Nations Mem-
ber States of the Organization initiated a series of measures to promote development for the period post-2015
agenda. As a result of the decisions taken was carried out a process of public consultations on the agenda for
the period after 2015, Kazakhstan became one of the 50 countries that participated in the process of national
consultations. According to a survey, he made contributions to more than 1.5 million participants, represent-
ing governments, civil society, private sector, academia and research institutions around the world. At the
national level it was held about 90 consultations, as well as 11 thematic consultations on issues such as ine-
quality, food security and access to drinking water, which in the opinion, scientists will be crucial in the pe-
riod after 2015. Internet portal called "The world we want 2015» (The Future We Want in 2015) brought
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together people in a global discussion, while a survey of public opinion on major issues, entitled
«My World» gripped residents more than 190 countries [2].

Consultations have shown that people want to see based on national policies the global agenda for de-
velopment, providing equal rights and opportunities to build a future, they want to further progress in the
field of education, health, water and sanitation.

These findings were presented to the High-Level Group, operating under the auspices of the UN Secre-
tary General to study the action program in the field of development for the period after 2015, formed in July
2012 as part of the former representatives of civil society and the private sector, as well as world leaders.
This group in May 2013 published its report, which proposes a practically realizable concept of sustainable
development. The panel's recommendations were submitted to the Secretary General and the United Nations
Member States of the Organization.

September 25th, 2013 the Chairman of the 68th session of the General Assembly held a special event,
relating to the Millennium Development Goals. At this meeting, the Secretary General Ban Ki-moon pre-
sented the UN member states a report entitled «Decent Life for All: accelerating the achievement of devel-
opment goals contained in the Millennium Declaration, and to take further measures to implement the United
Nations agenda in the area of development after 2015» [11].

The report of the UN Secretary-General called for a new, wider set of objectives for the period after
2015, to reflect new global realities and challenges. Goals should be measurable and adaptable as global and
local conditions, as well as applicable to all countries. He also pointed to the importance of the rule of law
and properly functioning institutions. Sustainable development, providing economic reforms and opportuni-
ties to snatch people out of poverty, social justice and environmental protection, should be the basis of fol-
low-up, supported by a more rigorous accountability and a sense of shared responsibility. [12] At the UN
Summit on the adoption of the Development Agenda for the period after 2015, addressing the gathering,
the President of Kazakhstan emphasized that our country has achieved significant progress in the implemen-
tation of the eight Millennium Development Goals. In particular, Nursultan Nazarbayev noted that Kazakh-
stan has strengthened the foundations of statehood and created the conditions for the development of civil
society. In addition, the country's GDP has grown 19 times, per capita income has reached 13 thousand dol-
lars. The Head of State also noted the positive health indicators: life expectancy of Kazakhstan exceeds
71 years poverty was reduced 11-fold — from 34 to 3 percent rate of infant and maternal mortality decreased
by 65 percent, significant progress has been made in the fight against AIDS, malaria and tuberculosis. Presi-
dent of the Kazakhstan emphasized that our country reduces greenhouse gas emissions and takes care of the
conservation of biological diversity of the planet [13].

The outcome document of the June, 2012 «Rio + 20» United Nations Conference on Sustainable De-
velopment, entitled «The Future We Want», countries recognized the success of the MDGs in a call to action
to eradicate poverty and promote human development. It was agreed to build the success of the MDGs
through the development of a set of sustainable development goals that were global in nature and are univer-
sally applicable [14].

Analyzing the above, it should be emphasized that many of the provisions of the global strategy for sus-
tainable development adopted in the last century, require a system update and new approaches to meet
the realities and contradictions of the XXI century. Member States need to discuss and adopt a strategy
for sustainable development, and to consider possible options to enhance the exchange of technology.

The importance of studying newspapers in the liberal
opposition direction in Kazakhstan

This article examines the role of the Kazakh newspaper in liberal-opposition directions in the period 2004—
2014 years since independence to the present day, peculiarities, priorities independent information, public
opinion, their influence to the people, signs of democracy, freedom of thought and freedom of speech.
The author analyzes the liberal opposition newspaper since independence to the present day, considering
the scientific papers written on the basis of analysis, analyzes their impact on society, the level of develop-
ment of democracy and their importance in the history of national journalism. At the same time scientist gives
his assessment of the changes in life events of Kazakh people during this period. For the disclosure of scien-
tific and political role, the contribution of the liberal opposition publication in the public interest, the author in
his scientific work widely used publications in the Kazakh and Russian languages, such as: «Zahn», «Zhas
amamm, «Taszhargan», «Ulttayms», «Ala Tau», «social position», as well as fundamental studies of
T. Kaleyeva «Freedom of speech and the right to information on the analytical conclusions» D. Akhmetov
ICBCB: «Freedom of expression — can be the guarantor of the future of the people?» and Internet resources,
showing the level of journalism in Kazakhstan.
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Some fragments of the collectivization of agriculture
in Central Kazakhstan in 1930s

In the article, we only need to put the problem of the study period of collectivization in 1931-1933 years
in Central Kazakhstan on the regional aspect. Among Kazakhstan demographers and historians there are
many disputes about the number of victims of hunger. For a comprehensive and objective examination of the
tragedy of the Kazakh people in the collectivization period proposed regional study of this problem. Based
on analysis of poorly studied archival materials SAKR (the State Archive of the Karaganda region) discusses
some of the fragments of the process of collectivization in the Central region of Kazakhstan and its aftermath.
Archival documents allow deepening the study of the problem and analysis of the sources from the standpoint
of objectivity, documentary. We listed excerpts of archival material in the form in which they made. The need
to find new sources of information offers further organizing documents and determine their representative-
ness.

Key words: collectivization, hunger, 1930s, Central Kazakhstan, Karaganda region, archival materials, kol-
khoz, collective farm building, dispossession of the kulaks, Soviet power.

The history of the period of collectivization in Kazakhstan requires a regional approach to the study
of materials 20-30s of XX century. This article analyses poorly studied archival materials of the
collectivization history of the Central region of Kazakhstan.

In December 1929, the plenum of the regional committee of Kazakhstan discussed ways of implementa-
tion of decisions of the plenum of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union (b) and decided that a necessary
condition of the implementation of the general line of collectivization is the transition of the nomadic to
a sedentary lifestyle [1]. According to the decision of the regional committee of Kazakhstan 544 000 out
of 566 000 nomadic and semi-nomadic households should have to settle down by January, 1930 [1]. The idea
of collectivization was associated with the transformation of livestock farming into agricultural or stationary
cattle farming.

Activating policy to expand agricultural areas was observed only in nomadic regions, particularly
in Central Kazakhstan. Plans for planting, which dictated by governance did not consider reality.
The increase of the cultivated area according to plan of 5 semi-nomadic and nomadic areas of Karaganda
region amounted to 42%, including Sary-Suuskyi district, where left 500-600 farms out of 7 thousand farms
given to the plan in 2880 hectares instead of 300 ha in 1931, according to T.Ryskulov data. The plan
increased with a significant decrease in the working population and the number of draught animals, in the
absence of seed stock and seed loan. In the report of F.I. Goloschekin on regional asset on collectivization
issue in the Kazakh village, were given the following figures: over 3 years (from 1929 to 1931) Kazakh
crops increased by 100% — from 1265, to 2561,7 thousand hectares. Refuting these data T.Ryskulov wrote:
«Without a doubt there has a huge mistake in the calculations of crops ... Kazakhs only in these latter days
began to move on agriculture, without having any skills in this matter; Kazakh territory is located more in the
arid zone and the soil with lower quality, amount of tractors is still little, almost no agro-technical measures
are carried out. How could the crop area of the Kazakhs double under these conditions?» [2; 323].

Collectivization in Kazakhstan was conducted by violent means. Confirmation of these facts we find
in the archives collection documents. On the forced rate of the collectivization testifies the content of the di-
rective letter of Karkaralinsk Regional Committee of the CPCU (b) from 02.03.1930 year, sent to all regions
of the district, which sets out the following: «... In this regard, your region has special significance as the re-
gion of complete collectivization ... Get furious pace of collectivization. Organize large collective farms.
All malicious counterrevolutionary bais immediately arrested by the operational areas of the United
Government Political Administration (UGPA), transfer the property to the indivisible capital of the newly
organized collective farms» [3].

We found document in the State Archives of the Karaganda region — Memorandum on the political
situation of Karkaralinsk county, where conducting interesting analysis of the period of collectivization with
all the deficiencies and excesses that have been committed as individual employees and entire apparatus
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of Soviet institutions and party organizations. In the archival materials of the SAKR collectivization desig-
nated as collective farm construction. A memorandum on the political situation Karkaralinsk region consists
of 3 parts: 1) on collectivization of the village; 2) on implementation of the sowing and harvesting of seed
stock; 3) on elimination the kulaks as a class. In the archival materials, there are facts and reports with all the
names of participants in the events and comments. We provide excerpts of archival materials in the form
in which they made.

The document describes the natural climatic and specific economic features of aul life of the
Karkaralinsk county: «brokenness of the county by mountains, in the south of anhydrous bare steppes,
the lack of water rainfall, early frosts, etc ... The population Karkaralinsk county most 98% are engaged
in animal husbandry and only in recent years, in some places the areas along the river banks, it was led as
a subsidiary activity, agriculture. One of the difficulties of the collectivization lies in everyday life of village,
which is based on old tribal tradition, through which most of the population is concentrated in certain tribal
groups» [4; 65]. The territory of Kazakhstan is mostly arid area by its characteristics. The document says that
implementation of all decisions of the Communist Party about the collectivization in the district should be
done with care and discretion and weighing of all the economic data of aul everyday. However, despite these
above-mentioned facts, yet neither members of the party nor the Soviet authorities, this issue has not been
sufficiently thought out - weighed in, making a decision about the collectivization of the Communist Party
was adopted as a decision on compulsory collectivization [4; 66]. Thus, in the statement of the executive sec-
retary of the Chetskyi District Committee of the SPCU (b) comrade Dosmakov: «My district will be almost
complete collectivization area, in the mean time this district exclusively nomadic...» [4; 66]. There was not
enough studied the issue of where, which deviation we should organize any kolkhozs, partnerships,which
allows the population engaging exclusively with cattle breeding to organize in an agricultural kolkhoz.
Thus, in the statement of 37 kolkhozs worker wives of Lenin kolkhoz of the Kuuskyi district stated inability
to agricultural labor, general agriculture, require them to separate them from their husbands and take in pro-
duction and livestock cooperatives and the same declaration 20 kolkhozs worker wives of the Enbek kolkhoz
the same district. All the tragedy of collectivization, we see in the following pages of archival materials,
which indicates that the Egendy kolkhoz of Chetskyi district organized without the presence of suitable ara-
ble land for kolkhozs and kolkhozs workers say, we do not know how to be organized, we cannot settle down
in one place, all around, they say, no arable land, no water [4; 66].

The archival materials specified number of bends as violent character as the administrative violation
of Commissioners who did not have a clear idea of collectivization. Here are some fragments from the doc-
uments: districts commissioner Turalykov, holding organization of kolkhozs in the Berkarinsk and Abralinsk
districts made registration for kolkhozs threatened with a revolver; executive secretary of the Abralinsk dis-
trict committee district SPCU (b), Taibekov in mind the reluctance of the population being registred and
composed on the kolkhozs, demanded armed force for the arrest of to actively protesting people against
the forced retraction to the kolkhozs; Chairman of Chetkyi REC (revolutionary executive committee)
Baimagambetov arrived at the tract, said that without the organization of kolkhozs people cannot live, there
is no private property, as it was before and there is no need in it, no matter what kolkhozs should be orga-
nized; authorized of the same REC Baibekov during the meeting on the organization of the kolkhoz, intimi-
dated the population, if they do not register to kolkhoz they will against the Soviet regime [4; 67]. According
to the document a number of such excesses have been set in other districts. It is believed that one of the sig-
nificant deficiencies is the agitation and explanatory campaign was not implemented, county employees did
not know the correct installation, thereby to administrative planted kolkhoz had not elementary notions
of kolhoz building. Giant collective farms were created: in a statement of a board member of District live-
stock union Suleimenov there are merged of 4 collective farms into one farm, herein all the collective farms
merged into one must take all the debts of the collective farm Aktoprak in the amount of 3,000 rubles [4; 68].

The issue of socialization of livestock in the kolkhozs was also not well thought out and only the district
and aul commissars had not clear concept of socialization, but also visited the site district, so in some
disrticts livestock collectivized completely in Chetsk, in other farms by 50% in Berkarinsk and in some
kolkhozs like Kuvskyi was given 8 sheep and one cow on the kolkhoz. The population thus by socialization
of animals is very dissatisfied, and even the poor people say: «All the cattle go to the state and have nothing
to live. Power protects us badly when all the cattle take away for the kolkhoz. The collectivization is the
same as confiscation» [4; 68].

Due to such excesses, according to the materials and the entirely different explanations, farmers literally
twitched and do not know who to listen to and what to do, in panic and they are running from kolkhozs
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or liquidate their animals. Thus, in Chetskyi district after a report of Brigadier komsomol Iskakov said that
half the cattle socialized, and half of the contracts by co-operatives, kolkhoz workers (poor) began to cut cat-
tle. In the same district from the kolkhoz Kopshilik 53 households out of 63 have applied for the release,
from the kolkhoz Ekbendy 34 households out of 49 have applied for the release [4;69].

A great discontent among farmers caused by the use of collective horses by authorizers, brigadiers and
broad members of the kolkhoz on villages. All horses just jaded and they are not suitable for field work.
For example, members of the kolkhoz board of 14 and 15 auls of Abralinsk district driving around the auls
on the issue of socialization of animals went not on its own, but in the socialized horses, driving them to the
case and the protest of the farmers, said that now the whole livestock is managed by the Board and they may
use it as long as they want. Due to these facts, 70 households have applied for the release at the same time
[4; 69].

By collecting seed stock as indicated in the materials, began late in January and February. This question
has not been worked out, so in the field was installed a number of violations of collecting seed stock.
Thus, in Chetskyi district seed stock were collected in villages and farms, where wheat was never sowed,
thus, the households, including the poor were forced to travel 100 km to buy seeds, pay for a peck of corn
1 horse or 1 head of cattle. Further, in the 14 Ne aul of the Kuvskyi district poor, which never sowed wheat,
was proposed to deposit 10 pounds of wheat for seed stock and the poor were forced to buy at 1 ruble per
pound of wheat. In the district the poor Karimov was imposed to make one pood and he was forced to sell
almost all of their livestock as 1 pound estimated at 1 sheep. Plan to collect seed stock for Karkaralinsk dis-
trict was increased. Thus, due to shortage of seed stock in the Berkarinsk district bais whose property is con-
fiscated and poor people was invited make in 3-day period to give 10 pounds from household, and the poor
were forced to sell the last cattle. To fulfill the plan of seed stock rather quickly, some commissioners do not
even waiting for the return of those cattle owners who went to town to sell cattle and buy wheat for seed
stock. We present such a fact as the poor man Akhmetov Rokoba, who was imposed 4 pounds, had to leave
to another district for the wheat. During time when he was unable to return commissioners of the aul council
Kalkamanov and Kosyakov during the absence of Akhmetov confiscated his property, and the protests of the
poor at a meeting of the incorrectness of the inventory, district commissioner didn’t allow to speak, saying
that he would seize all those who would object [4; 70].

According to the documents can be seen growing public outrage of Karkaralinsk county, in connection
with the plan of devasting seed stock collection. The archival materials give the following facts: population
of Chetkyi district 5 aul extremely outraged for large layout of seed stock on the poor. Thus, the poor
Konarbiev Koirbek, who had 2 large and 2 small heads of cattle, 4 large and 2 small horses, 1 large and
1 head of a camel, 36 sheep and 11 goats (who paid agricultural tax for 17 rubles 85 kopecks)has to give 40
poods of wheat to seed stock. He had to sell almost all the cattle because he has to give 1head of cattle for 1
pood of wheat. Also poors Kiembetov, Azhibaev, Abishev Kusainov and others have to do the same [4; 71].

The pursuit of increasing of the sown area this year against the previous year’s 22%, without taking into
account the existing stock of seed, draft animals, agricultural implements and the possibility of cleaning and
seed treatment - has led to the fact that implementation of the plan of sowing for 25,000 hectares is under
great threat. Seed stock is collection from the remnants of crops which local population had, and hence,
it cannot be recognized as a seed material. It consists of a different composition, where there are drought-
resistant and soft and unsuitable climate corns, which certainly 20—30% is unsuitable for sowing [4; 73].
We should also note the statement by the peasants of the village Horoshevskoe receiving part of the seed:
«What is this bread, it is not a bread, this is a sand. What fools sitting in the county that sent seeds that are
not suitable even for food, and not what they sow, how to plant, so do not be born» [4; 73]. Grain which was
difficulty harvested by seed stock turned up unsuitable for planting.

The unpreparedness in the organization of seeding plan, we can see in the following documents SAKR:
«In Khoroshevskyi village was a lack of seed material, and the latter was supposed to give a subsidy from
the city. At the same time, in the same village was grain from the grain procurement campaign. Farmers were
asked to leave the grain in the village not to go after him in the city, but District Sales Department ordered
to take out the grain to town and has already sent 26 carts, which were however returned under our push
back. Farmers affected such bungling (disorder) as a traction drive the desired effect for sowing, for 200
miles, extremely unprofitable [4; 71]. Not all of the seed stock carts reached by time before sowing or even
sent grain, without whom intended. So, in the direction to district land administration in the Chetskyi district
REC commissioner didn’t received a subsidy in the form of 4,000 pounds of seeds without specifying who
designed for the seeds, left without seeds in the time when sowing campaign already begun [4; 74].
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Preparation of draft animals and agricultural implements for sowing campaign, as indicated in
the archive materials, taken into account, but the question about the most rational use of district and regional
organizations had not been worked out. For example, in the Berkarinsk district was organized machine-horse
station, while the draft power and agricultural implements are enough in the district and farmers say what
will do this station wasting money, because we cope with crops by ourselves. In addition, at the same time,
in the Balkhash and Chubartauskyi districts, where there are two sowing jacks Tokraun and Bakanas, and
draft animals and agricultural tools are lacking, machine-horse stations did not organized and implementa-
tion of the plan threatens to stall. So, on the Madaniat kolkhoz of Chubartavskyi district where proposed
to plant 700 hectares according to plans, there is a total of 41 plows and 4 harrows, draft power is exhausted,
in the Jak-saktar kolkhoz the same area expected to sow 500 hectares, has 26 plows and 4 harrows and
the same exhaustion of draft power. On the demand of the kolkhoz to send inventory District Organization
did not respond, and farmers say they do not fulfill the plan of sowing [4; 75].

In other areas, there is an acute lack of agricultural stock, due to non-fulfillment of the plan of factory
for 50% and late accounting in some districts. So count of the number of agricultural implements in Kuu dis-
trict has been made 20 days before planting. It turned out that the collective lack of inventory is 40-50%.
To find out about the availability of equipment courier was sent to the district livestock union, he reported
that there are no implements in the stock, but there is in the Bayan-Aul. At the request of a messenger to give
permission to receive inventory from Bayan-Aul the district livestock union refused, arguing that all agricul-
tural implements may not be enough for all cultivators. This inventory until now still in the Bayan-aul,
although planting has begun [4; 75].

Another issue on which depends the fate of sowing campaign is cleaning and seed treatment issue.
Cleaning of the seed to the latest data held in districts from 30 to 50%, treatment is only in some areas clos-
est to the city. No better was the case with the retention of artificial snow, although this event in Karkaralinsk
district, since the lack of moisture is extremely valuable. Snow retention work was carried out in two districts
in Berkarinsk and Kuvskyi as the next areas of the city, on an area of 1480 hectares according to information
of the district land administration. However, these works were carried out at the end of March, after the last
storm when more snow has not excluded [4; 75].

All this taken together made displeasure of population, skeptical attitude to the promotion of the full
implementation of the plan of agricultural methods of crop conducting activities that are characterized by the
following statements of citizens: in the Chuburtauskyi district horse sweated, draft power is not enough
for plowing the land; in Kuvskyi district for plowing plows are missing; in Chetskyi district there are not
enough draft animals, plows to carry out the plan of sowing campaign, as well as seeds for sowing proved
worthless in quality [4; 76].

In the archival materials can be traced the process of eliminating the kulaks and analysis of the political
status Karkaralinsk district as a whole. «If the above facts of excesses and distortions of the basic settings
of the Communist Party on collectivization, collection of seed stock and sowing campaign had a great impact
on the political situation of aul population towards the direction thereof against the Soviet government and
the Communist Party, is produced by various authorized, team members and other excesses, and even more
true, counterrevolutionary abuse of his position during the decisions of the Party and Soviet power to liqui-
date the kulaks as a class — have more influence on the change in the political status of the village in the
direction of certain counter-revolutionary actions against the Soviet power — robbery, beating the grass-
roots of the Soviet and Party workers, the insurgency and other» [4; 77]. First, as stated in the document,
the district organizations to practical realization of the decisions of the Party on the Elimination of fists, as
a class, have come without proper understanding and without the specific characteristics of the district: no-
madic economy, hence the difficulty of the collectivization of the population, cultural backwardness, not only
non-party masses, but and the Party masses, the birth has not yet outworn traditions of Kazakh village,
the range of distance areas from the district center with poor communications, and, hence, no flexibility and
timeliness of the party leadership on eradication of certain lapses, kinks, distortions, basic settings, abuse and
etc.» [4; 77].

In the materials there presented facts of abuse of his position in the dispossession of some Commission-
ers and with the full knowledge that they carry out a genuine revolutionary party. So, Commissioner of dis-
trict revolutionary executive committee arriving at 18 and 19 aul of Berkarinsk district without having any
right arrested all bais, in the amount of 41 people, beating arrestants by weapon butt, whipping, stripped
to their underwear, explaining this arrest and his actions by saying that these bais could sell cattle and resist
to collective farm building [4; 80]. The rebel mood of the first aul of Chubartauskyi district, it is expected
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to defeat the district center came after the village brigadiers made a number of excesses [4; 81]. Further, as stat-
ed in the document, the political status of the Karkaralinsk county is extremely alarming and in some areas
has anti-Soviet — insurrectionary character and such a state rests, mainly in those excesses, perversions
of party systems, abuses that were committed in the course of all activities of collectivization.

Voluntaristic, simplified approach to settling nomads without taking into account the main factors —
preservation of the proportion between the number of livestock and pasture areas — has led to a huge con-
centration of cattle grazing on small spaces and, as a consequence, to a catastrophic jute (death of livestock
from starvation). The catastrophe in the Kazakh village was inevitable. Reducing of the number of livestock
in Karkaralinsk district of Karaganda region from 1929 to 1933 was almost 54 times, and if we consider
the types of animals, the numbers are even more horrifying: the horse — a reduction of 112 times; cattle —
nearly 22 times; Camels — 35 times; Sheep — 65 times [5; 75]. It is only natural that with such a loss,
in any losses of livestock in traditional pastoral areas as Karkaralinsk district, where the diet is the way
of life was based on livestock, hunger and mass death of the population were inevitable. As provided in the
data, the number of households (households) from 1930 to 1933 decreased by almost 19 times. The docu-
ments do not reflect the reasons for this decline: migration or mortality. Certainly, the comparative analysis
shows these processes in any case linked to the situation of starvation. The data of united state political ad-
ministration reports on migration of 59 938 households from the Karaganda region in 1930 [6; 86]. However,
the Karaganda region on the model of administrative-territorial arrangement of the beginning of the 1930s
included the territory of the Northern and Central Kazakhstan; therefore, to clarify the number of nomads
from Central Kazakhstan region is problematic. Complete data on mortality in the region are also absent.
In May, 1932 T.Ryskulov reported that according to the materials of the migration committee, in
Karkaralinsk district every day from 15 to 20 people died (according to details of district settling committee)
[2; 323]. The Karaganda regional archive shows the sharp decline in population. So, on May 1, 1930
the average household composition of Karkaralinsk district — 4.6 person; on August 15, 1933 — 2.9 person
[7; 83]. The average composition of the family reduced almost 2 times.

This period in the history of the Kazakhs have enough capacious designation, starvation of 1931-1933’s
(and this is the biggest disaster as a result of the violent settling) came in the history of Kazakhstan under
different names: «Uly zhut» (Great jute), «Asharshylyk» (Hunger), «Naubet» «Zobalany (distress, hardship).

According to the above data of archival sources, it is possible to draw some conclusions for the collec-
tivization in the Central region of Kazakhstan: dispossession of the kulaks, the socialization of livestock,
the transition to a settled way led to mass deaths of cattle, ranching management crisis; starvation after
the death of livestock has led to a demographic crisis; violation of the traditional way of life (the appearance
of orphan children, a change in the whole way of life and customs of a traditional society); violation of the
ecosystem as a whole (conversion of dry steppes in the desolate desert); creating giant collective farms, are
not capable of functioning; sower campaign plan failure; mass carting out of the territory; collectivization
by force; grain and dispossession accompanied by excesses (impairment); propaganda team, communicate
the population, did not have a clear idea about collective farm building, i.e. collectivization.

It is worth noting that only because of the nomadic pastoralism was possible to integrate the system
in the arid central region of Kazakhstan. Stereotypes of migratory habits of nomadic structures were consi-
dered as something archaic and backward. However, for centuries the nomadic Kazakhs were engaged in
the conducting nomadic pastoral household to adequately meet the extremely tough climatic characteristics
of the region. Thus, a large-scale plan of forced collectivization led not only to the economic crisis of live-
stock farming households of Central Kazakhstan, but also in environmental, social and demographic conse-
quences in Kazakhstan.

The formation of the security policy mechanism
of Shanghai cooperation organization (2001-2006 yy.)

The authors consider the establishment of an institutional and regulatory framework of the Shanghai
cooperation organization’s security policy. The article examines the security policy and policies aimed
at combating terrorism in 2001-2006. The authors carried out a comparative analysis of the basic documents
of the SCO and determine their value as a long-term package of measures to ensure security in the Central
Asian region. Wherein it compares different redactions of SCO Convention on Combating Terrorism.
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Competence approach as an important condition for the training
of new formation history teachers

The article studies the place and role of the competence approach to the preparation of history teachers, corre-
sponding to modern international standards. Identifying the importance of this approach is based on the anal-
ysis of the working materials of Subject Area Group in History, developed within the framework of the inter-
national educational project TUCAHEA — «Towards a Central Asian Higher Education Area: Tuning Struc-
tures and Building Quality Culture». During the consultations and analysis they worked out the most im-
portant general and subject specific competences, which should have a history teacher, as well as determined
the connection with the learning outcomes.

Key words: competence approach, competitive specialist, Dublin descriptors, tuning educational system, his-
tory teachers.

In the Message «Kazakhstan's way — 2050. The Common Aim, Common Interests, Common future»
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan N.A. Nazarbayev outlined the need for and the importance of be-
coming one of the 30 developed countries of the world as one of the strategic objectives of the State.
This objective is carried out in difficult conditions of global competition, unforeseen situations, and the fi-
nancial crisis in the global markets and in global politics. According to the President the strategic path of our
country is «bond with the creation of new opportunities for the discovery of Kazakhstan’s people potential»
[1]. The Republic of Kazakhstan has great natural wealth, also has rich human potential. In these circum-
stances, especially in the face of global competition, the process of formation of a competitive personality,
professional and specialist in a particular area, which has specific competences, is particularly relevant.

To achieve the assigned objectives of the State Program of Education Development of the Republic
of Kazakhstan for 2011-2020 was indicated that one of the program goals of this sector is the formation
of intellectual, physically and spiritually developed citizen of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the satisfaction
of his needs in education, ensuring success in a rapidly changing world, the development of competitive hu-
man capital for economic prosperity of the country [2]. This process is accompanied by substantial changes
in the organization of educational process, methodology of educational activities, changes in the require-
ments of professional competence of the modern teacher.

The State Program of development of education and science in 2016-2019 years noted that in order
to modernize the content of higher and postgraduate education the main emphasis will be directed to the
formation of professional competencies of graduates that meet the expectations of employers. For this pur-
pose «education programs of undergraduates will include new disciplines, reflecting the innovative technol-
ogy of production and give qualifications that are in demand in the labor market» [3].

Traditionally, the training of future teachers of history began with the determination of the educational
process content and tools for learning of educational material in the process of studying of disciplines of the
educational program. In this case student was assigned to performing only a function of the reproductive na-
ture. The main criterion for the effectiveness of its training was unmistakable reproduction of the studied ma-
terial. This approach which focused on teacher contributions to the development of the program and evalua-
tion of the program in terms of how well the trainees learned the taught material was found ineffective in the
new conditions. The purpose of modern education which is aimed at the training of history teachers of a new
formation has been to increase personal potential of students, forming his abilities to competency activities
in the upcoming professional and social situations.

In pedagogical science the terms «competence» and «competency» is used from the second half of the
XX™ century, but in the XXI* century they became a subject of a special all-round consideration. In this pro-
cess an important role was played by the activity of UNESCO, which outlined the range of competencies that
should be considered by all as the desired educational results. Thus, in the report of the international com-
mission «Education: The Treasure Within», «four pillars» have been formulated, which education is based
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on: learning to know, learning to do, learning to live together, learn to live, which, in fact, identified the ma-
jor global competence [4].

Choice of the competence approach is determined, above all, by its advantages over the knowledge-
based learning model.

Firstly, the competence approach can effectively generate not only knowledge, abilities and skills,
but also personal and professional competence of the future expert. As highlighted in the UNESCO docu-
ments, «it is increasing tendency that entrepreneurs need not a qualification, which in their view is associated
with the ability to carry out certain transactions of a material nature, but a competence, which is seen as
a kind of cocktail (set of) skills peculiar to each individual, which combines qualification in the strict sense
of the word, ... social behavior, ability to work in a team, creativity and love of risk» [5].

Another advantage of the competence approach lies in the fact that in the educational process a priority
is given to the formation of the students' abilities to apply their knowledge in practice in a variety of profes-
sional and life situations. In this regard, of particular importance in training acquires gaming, project, simula-
tion and modeling, research technologies. Finally, in contrast to the knowledge-based model within the com-
petence approach a lot of attention is paid to the formation of the student’s universal competencies that have
a particular importance in today's world of high technology.

In the Republic of Kazakhstan competence approach it has also been identified as the main mechanism
for the modernization of the education system in the basic regulatory documents. In the State compulsory
education standards of higher education (2012) competences are defined "as the ability of students to practi-
cal application of acquired knowledge, abilities and skills which was gained while the educational process
in the professional activity [6].

Another advantage of the competency approach is its focus on the result of education, rather than on
the process. For this purpose, from the beginning there were laid descriptors into educational programs and
training courses, i.e. clear and comparable parameters of describing what the student will know and be able
at the end of the course and the end of the higher education in the institution.

The Bologna process implemented Dublin descriptors, which are an integral part of the European
framework for higher education qualifications. These are three successive stages, as well as generic descrip-
tions of a wide range of learning outcomes of each of the three cycles corresponding to the definitions of the
Bologna process. They are based on the five elements — knowledge and understanding, applying knowledge
and understanding, the ability to make judgments, communication skills. Dublin descriptors are harmonized
requirements for the assessment of learning outcomes at each cycle of higher education and can be used
in national systems of higher education in greater detail. Today the Dublin descriptors are the best of possible
guidance on educational outcomes in each cycle [7].

According to the Bologna Declaration Dublin descriptors qualifications of the first cycle of university
studies suggest that the bachelor graduates are able to [8; 42]:

— Demonstrate knowledge and understanding in the field of study, including elements of the most ad-

vanced knowledge in the field;- To apply this knowledge and understanding in a professional manner;

— To formulate arguments and solve problems in the field of study; to collect and interpret information
to make judgments taking into account social, ethical and scientific considerations;

— Report information, ideas, problems and solutions to both specialists and non-specialists;

— Have the ability in the field of education, which are needed to continue training with a high degree
of autonomy

Dublin descriptors of the second cycle correspond to the acquisition by graduates following abilities
and skills [8; 42]:

— Demonstrate developing knowledge and understanding obtained at the level of higher education,
which are the basis or possibility for original development or application of ideas, often in the context
of scientific research;

—To apply knowledge, understanding and ability to solve problems in new or unfamiliar situations
in the contexts within broader (or multidisciplinary) areas related to the field of study;

— Integrate knowledge, deal with the complexities and make judgments based on incomplete or limited
information, taking into account ethical and social responsibility for the application of these judg-
ments and knowledge;

— Clear and precisely report their conclusions and knowledge and substantiation to specialists and non-
specialists;

— To continue their education on their own.
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Descriptors of the third cycle correspond to the acquisition by PhD graduates following skills and abili-
ties [8; 43]:

— Demonstrate systematic understanding of the field of study, mastery of the skills and research methods

used in this field;

— Plan, design, implement and adjust complex process of scientific research;

—To contribute their own original research in expanding the boundaries of scientific areas that may

merit publication at the national or international level;

— Critically analyze, evaluate and synthesize new and complex ideas;

— Communicate their knowledge and achievements of colleagues, the scientific community and the

general public;

— Promote the development of a society based on knowledge.

The educational systems of most modern countries, including the Central Asian states, are in the pro-
cess of reformation. Within the framework of the Bologna process, universities seek to ensure harmonization
of educational programs. In this regard, it is particularly important to express the level of education and qual-
ifications in terms of competences and learning outcomes. A key tool for solving this problem is the method-
ology developed in the framework of the international educational project «Tuning of educational struc-
tures». As a symbol of this project was proposed a tuning fork — a tool for tuning musical instruments.

The name «Tuning» was chosen to emphasize that universities do not seek uniformity in their programs
and to harmonize educational programs goals and objectives, curriculum, convergence and common under-
standing of the basic approaches to the organization of educational process. This feature international collab-
orative projects in the field of higher education reform in no way restricts the independence of state admin-
istration bodies and universities themselves, it has become a defining characteristic of «Tuning» project [9].

The «Tuning» project was launched in 2000 as a European Union project designed to link the political
objectives of the Bologna process with the objectives of higher educational institutions of European coun-
tries. In the framework of the project realization were formulated methodological approaches to the design,
development, implementation, evaluation and improvement of the quality of educational programs for the
first, second and third highest levels of education.

Objective factors of Tuning, i.e. tuning the programs of different universities are deepening integration
processes in higher education, the increased need for training of competitive graduates that meet the re-
quirements of the labor market, activation of the mobility of the students themselves, employers' willingness
to participate in the training of future specialists.

The «Tuning» project is a university project, where most of the organizational and analytical work car-
ried out by teachers — participants of the project. In close cooperation of teachers with graduates, employers
and students themselves have been defined lists of general and professional competences in different direc-
tions for their future use in the development and implementation of educational programs at all levels
of higher education.

Direction «History» is implemented in the project Tuning since 2001, almost from the first days of this
project, where over the years have been developed Tuning educational structures in Europe, Tuning in Latin
America, Georgia, Kyrgyzstan and Russian Federation. In 2012, it launched the Tuning in the US, in collab-
oration with the American Historical Association. Currently, African countries, Australia, China, Japan and
India are waiting for tuning of educational systems.

From 2012 to 2015 the Tuning project became developed in Central Asia countries. It was named
TuCAHEA — «Towards a Central Asian Higher Education Area: Tuning Structures and Building Quality
Culture». Tuning approach should help new independent states to develop and implement, evaluate and im-
prove the academic programs of the first, second and third cycle of education programs in the university,
as well as became an important condition for training history teachers of the new formation.

The main objective of the project — to contribute to the development of higher education in Central
Asia area, in accordance with the European space of higher education, to take into account and assess
the specific needs and potentials of the region and partner countries in particular, thus complying with
the higher education needs in particular and society as a whole [10].

A key objective of the project is to expand the use of the competence and the basic tools of improving
the quality of education in the Central Asian countries in the framework of the overall improvement of the
Central Asian higher education system to bring it in line with the European Higher Education Area.
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The direction «History» has been allocated in this project as one of the subject areas. The working
group of the project consisted of university professors, members of scientific centers of five Central Asian
republics. The leaders of a group are historians of the Academician Ye.A. Buketov Karaganda State Univer-
sity. One of the results of the project was the matrix, which reflects the general and subject specific compe-
tences of future historians [11].

The methodology of the Tuning clearly differentiates the concept of «competence» and «learning out-
comesy, in order to demonstrate the role of the teacher and the student in the educational process. Compe-
tence is the aim of the educational program, expressed in language understandable to the employer. Compe-
tence are mastered by students themselves, with many competencies can be developed throughout the educa-
tional process within the framework of the different modules and subjects.

Learning outcomes relate to the elements of the educational program and planned by teacher
as expected and measured «components» of competencies, i.e. the knowledge, skills, experience which a typ-
ical student should receive and be able to demonstrate after familiarization of the educational program ele-
ment (module, discipline).

Tuning suggests that the design of the educational program initially at the input is necessary to conduct
a thorough job of defining and describing the possible competence mastery levels, achievement of learning
outcomes and descriptors for evaluating the system.

Therefore one of the main objectives of the project was to develop an agreed set of common competen-
cies for the different training areas. In order to determine which of the general and specific competencies are
the most important, the project team consulted with and sent questionnaires to representatives of the academ-
ic community (university professors), employers, students and graduates. Employers for domain «History»
were headmasters, archives and museums, heads of government agencies.

Thus, the team drew on the responses of 735 respondents in Central Asia for the selection of generic
competences, including 319 teachers, 86 employers, 218 students, 111 graduates. For the selection of subject
competences in the direction of «History», data are as follows: the total number of respondents was 679 peo-
ple, including teachers — 305 employers — 78 students — 199 graduates — 97 [10].

The four groups offered 30 generic competencies offered 30 generic competences [11]:

. Ability to analyze and synthesize

. Ability to use logical and critical thinking for solving problems
. Ability to model, design and forecast

. Ability to carry out research applying appropriate methods

. Ability to take initiatives and entrepreneurship

. Ability to innovate

. Ability to develop general knowledge

. Ability to learn including autonomous learning

. Ability to communicate interactively and receive feedback
10. Knowledge in professional field

11. Ability to communicate in multicultural context

12. Ability to communicate in official state, Russian and foreign languages
13. Ability to lead people and work in a team

14. Ability to manage information

15. Ability to use information and communication technologies
16. Social responsibility

17. Ability to follow a healthy lifestyle

18. Ecological and environmental responsibility

19. Knowledge of the laws

20. Ability to prevent and resolve conflicts

21. Patriotism and preservation of own cultural values

22. Tolerance and respect for others

23. Commitment to quality results

24. Flexibility

25. Ability in apply knowledge in practice

26. Orientation toward the needs of the user

27. Ability to work autonomously

28. Ability to adapt to change
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29. Ability to make decisions

30. Time-management

As the subject competences they have proposed as follows:

1. Critical understanding of the relationship between current events, processes and the past.

2. Understanding the differences in historiographical observation of different periods and contexts.

3. An understanding of and respect for national and universal values / social and ethical values, includ-
ing tradition and customs.

4. The ability to understand the issues and topics of national historiography.

5. Ability to use the terminology and techniques taken in historical science in the native and foreign
languages.

6. Ability to use tools to search information, such as set bibliographic, archival inventory.

7. The ability to use the technique of selection of historical dates (using statistics, mapping techniques,
etc.).

8. Knowledge of the ancient language.

9. Knowledge of local history stories.

10. Knowledge of national history as a part of world history

11. Knowledge of the history of civilizations and world history.

12. The ability to use the mechanisms of the special sciences / paleography, epigraphy, historical ono-
mastic/ and related / literary criticism, history of language, art history, archeology, anthropology, law, soci-
ology, philosophy, etc. / a historical research.

13. The development of skills and abilities to research activities.

14. Ability to identify the problem and formulate a research

15. Ability to organize and interpret historical information.

16. Ability to comment on, process and annotate historical texts and documents.

17. Ability to retrieve information from various sources, analyze and correlate it with the knowledge
gained during the study of the subject.

18. Ability of logical and imaginative exploration of historical reality.

19. Ability to apply modern methodological the concept of history in professional activities.

20. The ability to acquire new knowledge, using Modern information and communication technologies.

21. Knowledge and application of didactics of history.

Because of the questionnaire, these four categories of interested individuals and according to opinion
of a work group, following most important generic and subject specific competences on course of «History»
identified.

Generic competences:

1. Possession of professional knowledge

2. Capacity for analysis and synthesis

3. Capacity for logical and critical reasoning to solve problems

4. Capacity to learn and self-education

5. Oral and written communication in Native, Russian and foreign languages

Subject specific competences:

1. Knowledge of National History as a part of World History.

2. Critical understanding of the contact between present events, processes and past.

3. Capacity to understand problems and themes of national historiography

4. Developing skills and capacities to research work

5. Capacity to get new knowledge, using modern information communication technologies

These general and subject specific competences more clearly define the subject area of «History», high-
lighting the most important areas of activity of the future historian. Achievement of these competencies is
required for a graduate with a degree in «History», regardless of the profession in the field of history, which
the student chooses in the future. These competencies can call universal to those skilled in the humanities.

Selected competences cannot considered outside the context of social and ideological nature of the sub-
ject «History», which is caused due to socio-economic and socio-political relations and helps to determine
the place of historians in public life and society.

Traditionally the Central Asian countries substantiate the ideological component of historical science.
It plays an important role in the formation of national consciousness and identity.
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The importance of addressing historical education and historical science also defined by the role of his-
tory in shaping national identity arising from consolidating and educational function of history

Competence orientation of the project required the need to develop learning outcomes corresponding
to the selected competencies. Let’s consider the ratio of subject specific competences and learning outcomes
at the three levels of education in the direction of «History».

According to the competence of «Knowledge of domestic history as a part of world history» as the
learning outcomes there were identified the following project participants:

— for the level of «Bachelor»: demonstrate knowledge of national and world history, obtain, collate and
verify critical historical information obtained from various sources, to share national and world history into
stages and evaluate historical events, confirm the arguments and facts in their own estimates of historical
processes;

— for the level of «mastery: demonstrate in-depth knowledge of national history, apply knowledge
of national history in defining its place and role in world history;

— for the level of «PhD»: know the general and specific laws of the world and national history, apply
latest achievements in the study of the humanities general and specific processes of national history as a part
of world history, to use the knowledge of national history in the implementation of research projects at the
comparative study of current events and processes.

According to the competence of «Critical comprehension of relationship between current events and
the past processes» as the learning outcomes there were identified the following project participants:

— for the level of «Bachelor: characterize the relationship and draw parallels between the historical
events of the present, past and future; explain the reasons and to predict the course of historical processes,
to be able to collate and compare historical periods;

— for the level of «master»: demonstrate in-depth knowledge of the methodology of scientific
knowledge; to identify, analyze and synthesize historical facts, phenomena and processes from the perspec-
tive of historical knowledge; to critically assess the course of historical processes in the implementation
of analytical work;

— for the level of «PhD». objectively evaluate current events and processes to apply critical thinking
in the analysis of the main and private issues past and present history; to analyze historical information based
on comprehensive scientific methods to operate modern methodological principles and instructional
techniques in the study of national and world history.

According to the competence of «A4bility to understand the issues and topics of national historiog-
raphyy as the learning outcomes there were identified the following project participants:

— for the level of «Bachelor»: identify key stages in the development of historical thought, to identify
general and particular in the development of foreign and national historiography, to understand, critically
analyze and present the basic historiographical information to demonstrate a methodology for analyzing his-
toriographical sources and scientific literature;

— for the level of «mastery: demonstrate knowledge of modern concepts of domestic achievements
of sources, national historiography, methodology of historical research, to apply the basic theory of scientific
knowledge, self-isolate and solve basic philosophical problems in the study of sources, historiography,
methodology of historical research, to carry out expert and analytical work in the field of sources, historiog-
raphy and methods of historical research;

— for the level of «PhD»: to know the current state of historical research in the world and domestic
science, demonstrate the ability to self-directed learning and the development of new methods of source and
historiographical studies demonstrate the teaching methods of the national historiography, to apply
the methodology of scientific research in the professional field.

According to the competence of «Development of skills and abilities to research activities» as the learn-
ing outcomes there were identified the following project participants:

— for the level of «Bachelor»: represent the essence and content of research, to reproduce the main sci-
entific functions and methods of scientific research, to carry out bibliographical work using modern infor-
mation technology, process the results, analyze and interpret them in the light of available scientific and
source data, demonstrate skills clearance outcome of the work done in the form of reports, course works;

— for the level of «master». be able to classify the different approaches and methods of research, to de-
termine the content of the studied problem, its place and significance in historical knowledge, synthesize,
organize, and theoretically interpret the empirical material to choose appropriate research methods to repre-
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sent the results of the research work done in the form of scientific articles, designed according to the re-
quirements, using modern means of editing and printing;

— for the level of «PhD»: be skilled in conduction of independent scientific research on the chosen
theme, using the methods and methodology of scientific research; generate own new scientific ideas; share
own knowledge and ideas with the scientific community, expanding the boundaries of scientific knowledge;
modify existing and develop new methods, based on the specific tasks of scientific research; summarize the
results of experimental research and analysis in the form of theses, articles, reports; actively use the language
of modern historical science.

According to the competence of «Ability to acquire new knowledge, using modern information and
communication technologies» as the learning outcomes there were identified the following project partici-
pants:

— for the level of «Bachelor»: possess the ability to describe the basic techniques of using ICT in the
study of history; understand the mechanism of the use of ICT and the Internet resources in the search and
retrieval of historical information; apply in practice the possibility of Internet resources and ICT in learning
and teaching of history;

— for the level of «Master»: be able to describe latest achievements in the field of innovative technolo-
gies, use them in research projects;

— for the level of «PhD»: be able to classify the ways of using ICT in the study of history; critically
evaluate sources of information and the possibility of their use in historical research; creatively apply
knowledge of ICT in solving scientific problems.

Therefore, competence approach is an important condition for the preparation of future teachers and
history teachers of the new formation, relevant to international standards. A clear definition of the content
and the ratio of competences and learning outcomes allow us to calculate the trajectory of the educational
program for all three cycles, making transparent and clear to the student goals and objectives, which it faces
in the learning process. In addition, student has an opportunity to actively participate in the educational pro-
cess, the role of self-learning and self-evaluation increases, when the teacher and the student, graduate stu-
dent, doctoral student become partners in training who equally participate in the learning process.

Some results of sociological research

The article from the standpoint of the scientific study considers the topical issues of cultural integration, level
and vectors of its development in the conditions of Kazakhstan. On the basis of scientific data obtained
in the course of scientific and applied project «Vectors of integration of culture of Kazakhstan in world space
and innovative processes in culture» (2012-2014 years, KazNIR of culture, Research Project Manager —
Galiya Temirton) various aspects and cultural integration mechanisms are disclosed, some of the results
of sociological research, characterizing the perception of the general public and expert community cultural
integration processes are given, and the degree of entry of our country into the world cultural processes are
shown, the main indicators of integration on accordance with the opinion of the respondents are found out.
Thus, the article demonstrates some results of the research, representing a valuable material for studying
the processes of cultural integration, to identify its features, characteristics, risks and benefits from the point
of view of the national interests of Kazakhstan.

Key words: Kazakhstan culture, vectors of integration, outer cultural space, originality, unitization, dialogue
of cultures.

Introduction. Particularity of complex sociological research «Culture of Kazakhstan: Vectors of integra-
tion into the global community ...» was detailed and phased study of perception of cultural integration of Ka-
zakhstan, its stages, processes, advantages and disadvantages, risks and significance for the development
of Kazakhstan for four years (2011, 2013-2014). In a comprehensive study interesting results, which are
a valuable material for studying the processes of cultural integration, identify its features, characteristics,
risks, and benefits from national interests of Kazakhstan were obtained.

In the survey took part experts, representatives and professionals in the field of culture, as well as the
respondents are not related to the culture. On the first stage, Kazakhstani respondents from 10 regions of the
country; the second — from all regions of Kazakhstan and from over 36 countries of the CIS and foreign
countries; in the third stage, expert survey among scientists, cultural workers and intellectuals, political
scientists, sociologists, public officials, public figures and experts in the field of information technology and
etc., from 12 countries, including Kazakhstan, the Russian Federation, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, Belarus,
Georgia, Moldova, Belgium, Singapore, South Korea, Switzerland, Japan.

Vectors of cultural integration. The results of the first year of the study (phase) showed that the Ka-
zakhs correctly understand the evidence that symptoms of modernity began the processes of globalization
and integration, constantly expanding and has a huge impact on the existence of human communities. The-
se states of the national culture interact with the universal world process. Perhaps, that's why 70% of re-
spondents understand the cultural integration as a process of deepening of cultural interaction and mutual
influence between states, national cultural groups and history and cultural area. Only 30% of the total num-
ber of respondents associated with the processes of negotiation forms of culture and communication of cul-
tural institutions [1].

Under the conditions of transparency, the national communities, the states actively join with political,
economic and cultural cooperation. At the same time, trend development towards anti-total integration,
which is expressed in the desire to preserve national identity. Although the majority of respondents (65%)
responded positively to the question: What promotes cultural integration? as opportunities for dialogue, 8%
were convinced that the processes of cultural integration will lead to disruption of national identity.

The results obtained in the second stage of the study are somewhat different from the starting value
judgment respondents. On this question was answered as follows (in % ratio) (Fig. 1):

In the context of the country CIS respondents believe that cultural integration is primarily contributes to
the unity of the diversity, whereas the respondents of Kazakhstan and foreign countries respondents are
of the opinion that the cultural integration contributes to the dialog maintenance [2].

The comparative analysis of the results of the first two phases of the study indicates a transformation
of attitudes of the respondents (representatives of different countries) on the vectors of cultural integration
in the direction of reducing the positive ratings and negative growth. Perhaps, this is due to the fact that
an active discussion of processes of cultural integration in the general public has become more critical and
thus formed the basis for a more skeptical view and value judgments of the respondents [3].

The global cultural process integration. For any country that pursues certain objectives entry into the
global cultural process an important step. A positive process associated with the promotion of the achieve-
ments of national culture abroad and the convergence of the aims and objectives of Kazakhstan and world
culture by the opinion of the dominant number of respondents. The results of the second phase of the study
showed a slight dynamics of respondents' opinions regarding the outcomes of entering into the world cultural
process. On the question: In your opinion, what to a greater extent involves entering into a world cultural
process? (% of respondents) given the following answers (Fig. 2):

Almost half of the respondents believe that integration into the global cultural process primarily in-
volves the promotion of national culture in abroad. To a large extent this view is inherent to the Kazakhs
(every second).

About a third of respondents believe that entry into the world cultural space means borrowing the expe-
rience of foreign cultural organizations in addressing the challenges facing the national culture. Such a ra-
tional approach is characteristic to the respondents from foreign countries.

A quarter of respondents believe that the entry into the global cultural process involves the convergence
of the aims and objectives of Kazakhstan and world culture. This position typical to the respondents from
the CIS countries, except of Kazakhstan.
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The key indicators of cultural integration. One of the main objectives of the study was to determine
the main indicators of integration in accordance with the opinion of the respondents. More than half of re-
spondents believe that the main indicator of integration is to follow the fundamental principles of interna-
tional relations. This figure among the respondents in the CIS countries in 1.1 times higher than among
the Kazakhs and the respondents from foreign countries. Every fourth respondent is a key indicator of inte-
gration refers to the desire to fit into the system of civilized nations. This opinion is more characteristic to the
Kazakhs and respondents from foreign countries (indicator 2.4 times and 2 times higher than similar).
Opinion of respondents by country (% of respondents) (Fig. 3):

Every eleventh respondent indicator of integration refers to the alienation of part of their sovereignty
to supranational bodies. Such a view is most characteristic of the respondents from the CIS countries (eve-
ry eighth), the rate of 1.5 times and 1.4 times higher than those among local and foreign respondents (CIS
countries).

The comparative analysis of the responses for 2012—-2013 captures the positive trend in the estimates
and opinions on the key indicators of integration. Accordingly, we can conclude that the dominant majority
of respondents positively tuned to the processes of cultural integration, considering it impossible to interna-
tional relations without mutual integration, including cultural, and thus Kazakhstan will be among the civi-
lized nations. Only one tenth of the survey participants relates to the cultural integration of Kazakhstan as
negative, because they believe that will happen erosion of national identity and the integration process would
entail the alienation of sovereignty and dependence of cultural foundations of Kazakhstan on global integra-
tion trends.

Expert opinion. On the final stage the significant difference of sociological research of the project is the
expert survey instead of the traditional mass survey. It is this fact has allowed identifying more clearly the
perception and attitude towards cultural integration of Kazakhstan. To identify the key vectors of cultural
development and its integration into the global cultural space.

The results of the survey showed some interesting differences in the perception of cultural integration
among the Kazakh experts and their colleagues from near and far abroad. Thus, among the majority of do-
mestic respondents (55.5%) dominates the view that cultural integration is primarily a strategy of cultural
policy, which is based on a form of organization of interactions between cultures of different communities
through a common planning, designing, conceptualizing the process of creating a common cultural space.
It is noteworthy that a similar view is held by only one-sixth of foreign experts.

About a quarter of Kazakh experts (22.2%) and the same number of foreign (23.6%) believe that cultur-
al integration — a functional interdependence between different elements of culture.

Almost one in six national experts (18.5%) indicates that cultural integration is a «social integration»
and refers to the correspondence between cultural norms and the actual behavior of a culture, as well as logi-
cal, aesthetic coherence between cultural values. Among the foreign experts similar perception of cultural
integration is typical only for each of the eighth-ninth respondents.

Analysis of the results shows that the perception of cultural integration among domestic and foreign
participants of the expert survey significantly differs. So, if among foreign experts (35.4%) dominated the

perception of cultural integration as the relationship of various parts of the culture, when they come together
in a kind of integrity of the main elements of culture and difference of minority, non-principal elements.
Noteworthy is the fact that this view tend to only 27 (!) respondents of Kazakh experts. It will be recalled
that local experts are more impressed by the perception of cultural integration as a strategy for cultural policy [4].

It can be assumed that similar polarity of perspectives on cultural integration due to the fact that at the
time of the expert survey in the Kazakh society actively discussed the draft of the concept of cultural policy.
In this context, cultural integration is closely linked to the formation and conceptual content of the document
of state importance [5]. Obviously, for domestic experts important is the fact that the potential filling of the
cultural integration as such, as well as the definition of its key areas and forms directly related to and de-
pendent on the state policy in the field of culture. Thus, the processes taking place in the sphere of culture do
not occur randomly, but are adjusted and controlled by the instruments of state power [6].

It is understandable that the modern form of state participation in culture is a cultural policy, which
includes the coordination and regulation of cultural activities related to the preservation and operation of his-
torical and cultural heritage. Thus ensuring equal access for all to culture, art, and support all types of crea-
tive work, as well as the cultural presence in other countries and the impact. Apart from the fact that the state
provides financial (budget), administrative, legal and moral support for virtually all types of cultural activi-
ties, its cultural features designed to meet the needs of people and society. The cultural activities, including
the cultural integration are the content of cultural policy [7].

Currently, the post-Soviet integration processes occur, for example, the creation of the Eurasian Union.
Formation of a single economic space agenda of which the issues of cultural integration of partner countries,
as well as ways and means for its implementation, which in turn, makes it necessary to identify
the advantages and disadvantages of the processes of cultural integration in the logical continuation of the
study.

This article discusses the concept of «heart», which regulates the blood and soul, faith and reason corrects the
errors of the mind. A task of mind- understand existence, and the problem of heart-take it or reject. In the
heart there is faith and heresy. Heart — the source of the spiritual world. Heart- is a feeling which helps
a person to understand the metaphysical world beyond the mind. It also provides the views and opinions
of Islamic scholars on the concept of «heart». To understand why it was created and live in the present, one
must get rid of bad feelings, that is, to cleanse his heart. Man is man through the heart. Also refers to the
superiority of the heart over the mind and the connection with the soul on the basis of a treatise by Abul
Kasim Mahmud Ahmed Ibn Imad ad-Din al-Farabi (Al-Faryabi).
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The Role of Cognitive Styles in the Process
of Educational-Learning Activity

The given article examines the role of cognitive styles of students in the process of their educational-learning
activities. The urgency of researches in this direction is proved. Understanding of cognitive style in foreign
and Russian psychology is presented. The general characteristic of cognitive styles such as «Field dependence-
field independence», «Impulsiveness-reflexivity», «Tolerance-intolerance to unreal experience» is given.
It outlined the main approaches to the study of cognitive styles — analytical, integrative and structured.
The role of each style in the process of educational-learning activity of students is shown. In this research the
correlation of the given cognitive styles is revealed.

Key words: educational-learning activity, cognitive style, field dependence-field independence, impulsive-
ness-reflexivity, tolerance-intolerance to unreal experience.

In psychology cognitive styles have special status as they provide communication between knowledge
and the person, realise mediating, backbone function. Interest to their studying is connected with possibility
of understanding, and consequently and increases the efficiency of educational-learning activity because the
way of interaction of a student and educational situation depends on his/her cognitive and psychological
properties [1; 20].

The term «cognitive style» was introduced into psychology in 50-60 of the XX-th century. During this
period the American scientists (Gardner, Holzman, Klein, Lipton, Spence, 1959; Kagan, 1966; etc.) studied
actively how people learn their surround world. Specific features of perception, analysis, structuration and
categorisation of information became the subject of their researches. These features have been named «cog-
nitive style». They were essentially divided from specific features in success of intellectual activity. Thus,
cognitive style was considered as formally-dynamic characteristic of intellectual activity but not substantial
(productive).

Though «cognitive» is translated as «learningy, but «learning style» and «cognitive style» are not syno-
nyms in the conceptual device of domestic psychology. «Learningstyle» is a reflection of the validity in the
form of an informative image (touch, perception, mnemonic and thinking). The content of an informative
image is on the first place. «Cognitive style» characterises mental mechanisms of processing of the infor-
mation while making an informative image. On the first place there is a process of constructing an informa-
tive image [2; 19, 20].

In one of the first definitions of cognitive styles G. Witkins characterised them as steady learning pref-
erences of the concrete person in primary use of certain ways of processing of the information [3]. These
ways correspond to psychological possibilities and propensities of the concrete person.

Later cognitive styles were defined as individually original ways of processing of the information on the
environment in the form of individual distinctions in perception, the analysis, structuration, a categorisation,
event estimation [2; 20].
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T.A. Guseva agrees that cognitive style characterises specific features of learning processes of the per-
son (perception, thinking) [4].

I.V. Ravich-Shcherbo defines cognitive style through category of individuality. Cognitive styles appear
as steady specific features of learning strategy, as the formal characteristic of individuality [5; 11].

M.A. Holodnaja gives an often-used modern definition: «cognitive style is an individually-original way
of processing of the information which characterises specificity of mentality of the concrete person and dis-
tinctive features of its intellectual behavior» [2; 16].

M.A. Holodnoj's position consists in understanding cognitive styles as metacognitive abilities, whichare
caused by features of the organization of mental experience of the person [2; 226].

For today there are some various approaches to studying cognitive styles. The first of them — analyti-
cal. This approach considers and describes separate cognitive styles, their parametres, and the links between
the parametres are established. The analytical tendency last decade has considerably gained strength. There
is also an opposite, integrative tendency. It assumes to unite all the styles in one structure. Representatives
of the third, structural approach, aspire to show different parametres cognitive styles as components of the
general structure [1; 20].

By the present moment there are 10 mostly well studied cognitive styles. Among them: field dependence
— field independence; impulsiveness — reflexivity; tolerance — intolerance to unreal experience.

Field dependence — field independence

Field independence is considered as a possibility of a person to overcome the influence of a stimulus
fields. On the contrary, dependence from the context testifies about field dependence of the person [6; 221].

The value of the given style for educational-learning activity is brightly found out in numerous re-
searches. So, if for mastering learning material (for example a text) it is needed to be restructured, supporting
on the inference type of questions, independent style is more successful and effective. Field dependence
leads to deterioration of understanding of a material. This results comes from the fact that pupils with field
dependent style are not inclined to a hypothetical-deductive way of semantic reorganization of a material.
While writing lectures and scientific texts independent students work more on restructuring the text. They
reduce the number of words, rephrase the thoughts, structuring the text by dividing it into paragraphs, under-
line, use colours and so on. Also field independent students understand the text better than field dependent
ones if it is given in the form of isolated fragments [2; 53—54]. This cognitive style has significant correlation
connections with sensations, selectivity of attention, thinking (in particular with ability to allocation of ab-
stract connection), convergent abilities, learning [1; 23]. Field independent students are more successful aca-
demically. They easily generalise and transfer knowledge, choose more rational strategy of storing and re-
production of the material [2; 54]. Field independence corresponds with high indicators of spatial abilities,
formal thinking, high level of creativity, memory processes, success of training to technical trades. The given
style has significant correlation connections with 44 % of the studied functions and indicators [7; 118].

Field independent pupils are active participants of educational process. It is connected with the leading
part of internal motivation in their training. On the contrary, field dependent pupils are trained more success-
fully in the conditions of external, and negative motivation.

As a whole while getting older and more educated style of field independence increases. By 17it be-
comes style of peculiarity [3].

Impulsiveness — Reflexivity

Impulsiveness is considered as fast promotion of a hypothesis and fast decision-making in the condi-
tions of uncertainty without the careful analysis of all possible variants. Reflexivity means slow reaction
in the same conditions at repeated check and specification of hypotheses, the careful preliminary analysis
of possible options of the decision [6; 222].

The given style makes essential impact on educational-learning activity and has significant correlation
connections with 33% of the studied functions and indicators. So, person of reflexivity carefully and system-
atically collect great volume of the information before making decision. Impulsive person do not incline
to gathering and analyzing the information. As a result their decisions are based on an insufficient informa-
tional basis [2; 79]. This cognitive style correlates with thinking, namely with ability to allocation of abstract
relations, logical judgments, spatial thinking. It is closely connected with convergent abilities, indicators
of divergent thinking (fluency and a elaborated), ability to learning [1; 23]. Also connections of reflexivity
cognitive style with a finding and application of more productive ways of the decision of problems have been
established; with field independence; high educational progress [2; 82]. Moreover, it was found out that
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training directly influences impulsiveness level, namely — impulsiveness decreases at mastering scanning
strategy by the student [3].

As a whole impulsiveness — reflexivitycan be considered as an indirect measure of correlation ofpro
forma, control and executive stages in structure of intellectual activity [2; 83].

Tolerance to unreal experience

This cognitive style, as well as previous one, is shown in uncertain situations. It represents readiness for
acceptance of the information which does not correspond or contradicts the experience of the person [2; 71].

As wide definition of tolerance to uncertainty foreign psychology uses the following definition: ability
of the person to accept conflict and tension which arise in a dual situation, to resist unlinked and discrepancy
of the information, to accept unknown, not to feel uncomfortable before uncertainty. In Russian psychology
tolerance appears as the integrated personal characteristic including psychological stability, system of values,
personal attitudes and various individual properties [8; 75].

The term «intolerance to uncertainty» is used today in two aspects. First, for a designation of an indi-
vidual tendency to perceive and interpret available situation or environment as threat or a discomfort source.
Secondly, to indicate the trend to perceive and interpret the future as a source of discomfort.

One of the first who introduced the construction of tolerance-intolerance to uncertainty was E.Frenkel-
Brunswick. She investigated the subjectivity of human perception in the ambiguous conditions of stimulation
and showed the importance of the decision point in the formation of the image [8; 76]. Her reference to the
construction of cognitive style tolerance-intolerance to uncertainty became later and preferable direction in
research of the authoritative person. In her works the author has shown that intolerance to uncertainty is the
characteristic of a cognitive style of the authoritative (rigid) person [9; 51].

The term «tolerancey is actively used in researches of thinking. In foreign psychology there are special
constructions — tolerance to contradictions and tolerance of thinking. They connect internal regulation
of cognitive strategies.

Soviet psychology investigated intelligent strategy based on the activity approach. O.K. Tikhomirov's
school showed the unity of indirect activity and dynamic aspect of removal of uncertainty in the mental
operations of the subject [10; 69].

Conceptual scheme by S. Bohner represents a particular interest. In it properties of cognitive style are
presented as primary characteristics of tolerance-intolerance, and property of the person — as secondary.
Thus, tolerance — intolerance to uncertainty is the characteristic of a cognitive style as well as of a person
[9; 52].

For today in a number of researches it is established that people with high tolerance estimate a situation
under its actual characteristics, without orientation to its «commonness», «expectancy». People with low tol-
erance resist to cognitive experience if it contradicts their knowledge. So, during experiments on sorting
of objects it has been revealed that people with low tolerance group them in the standard, expected bases
[2; 73].

As a whole, the tolerant person is described as accepting the novelty and uncertainty of the situation,
and is capable to operate productively in these conditions. Intolerant person does not accept the novelty
of the situation, in a broader sense — the diversity of the world. In this regard, the possibility of multiple in-
terpretations of incentives he/she is stressed. Uncertain situations are understood as negative, which should
be avoided. The possibility of uncertainty is interpreted as «dishonesty» or «abnormality». Conservatism,
dogmatism, inflexibility, preference of predictability, clearness, a regularity, aversion of variability
and originality are peculiar for intolerant person [8; 76].

Learning-educational activity of students is characterized by some uncertainty, that is, contains a variety
of ways and means of setting goals, planning and organization of activity, its self-monitoring and self- esti-
mation. So, the student should be aware of their own motivations, to understand what the motives are really
effective. At lecture he should decide, what positions are important and useful for him/her. By preparing
for a practical training it is necessary to define, what sources will be more suitable, informative, he must be
able to highlight the main thing in them. This sort of uncertainty increases at a writing control and term pa-
pers, scientific projects. Also the student should plan the activity to keep within the terms appointed by the
teacher. It means that the student should consider the specific features, correctly distribute the time, build
rational sequence of actions, be able to reconstruct the work plan at change of objective and subjective cir-
cumstances. During the period semester and total control uncertainty appears in the form of tests where it is
necessary to choose the correct from a number of answers. In the given conditions tolerance to uncertainty as
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readiness for changes, novelty, independence can play a positive role in increase of efficiency of learning-
educational activity.

In the majority of works cognitive styles are presented as bipolar constructions. M.A. Holodnaja has
proved a phenomenon of splitting of poles and has offered quadripolar structure of cognitive styles. So, at
studying «field dependence — field independence» it was shown that both poles include «the fixed» and
«mobile» people. Thus, there are groups «fixed field dependent», «mobile field dependent», «fixed field in-
dependent», «mobile field independent» people. Mobile field independent examinees appear the most pro-
ductive in the decision of the experimental problems, capable to pass to field dependent behavior if it is nec-
essary for successful performance of the task.

Splitting of poles is investigated also on an example cognitive style «impulsiveness-reflexivity». People
can be referred to the impulsive «fast accurate» and «fast and inaccurate». On a pole reflexivity there are
«slow accurate» and «slow inaccurate» people. The most productive appear as representatives of a pole
of impulsiveness («fast accuratey), and reflexivity («slow accurate»).

Key criterion of splitting of poles of the specified styles is involuntary intellectual control. It regulates
the processing of information on a subconscious level. Involuntary intellectual control is shown in the field
of attention (distribution and focusing), perceptions (accuracy of identification of objects), thinking
(involvement of concept system in the process of information processing), instrumental behavior (braking
of actions) and so on.

The generated mechanisms of involuntary intellectual control are found in «mobile field independenty,
«fast accurate» and «slow accurate» subjects and testify about their intellectual maturity. For this reason, the
policy data can be consideredas cognitive styles. Other poles are probably not the style but different manifes-
tations of cognitive deficits, as characterized by aborted involuntary intellectual control [2; 222].

Researches in the field of splitting of poles of style «tolerance to unreal experience» have not been done yet.

Thus, cognitive styles are highly organized mechanism of regulation of intellectual activity. Their influ-
ence is found out in a wide spectrum of situations, including educational.

In the light of the aforesaid, we decided to find out how these cognitive styles correlated among them-
selves.

We have conducted research with participation of 110 first-year students at the age of 18—19 years old.
They are trained at faculties: philosophy and psychology, foreign languages, philology, biology and geogra-
phy, chemistry.

As methodical toolkit we used:

1. The test «<AKT-70» by K.U. Ettrih [11]. The test is directed on diagnostics of cognitive style of «field
dependence-field independence». With its help you can define the degree of orientation of the person at mak-
ing decision on the base of knowledge and experience he has got or on external reference in the case they
contradict his experience.

2. The test «Comparison of similar drawings» by J. Kagan [12]. The test is applied to diagnostics
of cognitive style of «impulsiveness — reflexivity». This style characterizes individual distinctions of people
in propensity to make decisions quickly or slowly. «Impulsive» examinees are inclined to react quickly in
a situation of a plural choice, thus hypotheses are put forward without sufficient analysis of all possible deci-
sions. For «reflectivity» examinees slow rate of reaction in a similar situation is peculiar. Hypotheses are
checked and repeatedly specified, the decision is accepted on the basis of the careful analysis of signs of all
offered objects.

3. «A new questionnaire of tolerance-intolerance to uncertainty» by T.V. Kornilova [8]. The technique
is applied to diagnostics cognitive style «tolerance to unreal experience». People with high tolerance assess
the situation according to its actual characteristics, without taking into account its «commonness»
and«expectancy» is peculiar. People with low tolerance are resistant to cognitive experience if the data con-
tradicts his/her knowledge.

In a questionnaire «field dependence-field independence» (the test «<AKT-70» by K.U. Ettrih) the fol-
lowing data has been obtained. In all examinees only 7 people (6,7 %) are characterized as field independent,
93,3 % of first-year students is inherent cognitive style of field dependence.

Then we have addressed to studying cognitive style of «impulsiveness — reflexivity» (the test «Com-
parison of similar drawings» by J. Karan). We remind that people can be impulsive «fast accurate» and «fast
inaccurate». On a pole of reflexivity, there are «slow accurate» and «slow inaccurate» students. The result
of the specified 4 groups in our research was as follows.
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The greatest quantity of students are inherent cognitive style of «slow accurate» (42,7%). They incline
to the detailed preliminary analysis of options of decisions, to finding of more productive decisions.
They make the decision slowly, but make less mistakes. The group following in number — «fastinaccurate»
(29,1%). These students are inclined to make quick decisions and to operate, without considering all spec-
trum of possible decisions, without aspiring to find the optimum. That is why they are often mistaken. Least
of students are «fast accurate» (16,5%) and «slow inaccurate» (11,7%). «Fast accurate» pupils are not in-
clined to collect and analyze preliminary the necessary information, find the decision quickly, and are sel-
dom mistaken. «Slow inaccurate» are opposite, despite that that they carefully collected a lot of information,
they are often mistaken.

Let us remind that, according to M.A. Holodnaya, it is possible to consider cognitive styles such poles
as«fast accurate» and «slow accurate». These styles testify intellectual maturity of the person. Poles
«fast inaccurate» and «slow inaccurate» are not styles, they are various manifestations of cognitive deficien-
cy. They testify about unshaped involuntary intellectual control [2; 222].

Studying of tolerance-intolerance of first-year students by T.V. Kornilova's technique was the next step.
High level of tolerance to unreal experience, uncertainty (59,2%) is inherent to the greatest quantity of stu-
dents. It reflects their acceptance of changes, readiness for novelty, preference of more challenges, aspiration
to independence. The group of students following in number possesses average tolerance (37,9%). Features
described above are expressed in their average degree. Least number of students show low level of tolerance
(2,9%). They prefer clearness, orderliness, do not accept uncertainty, try to conform to the rules and
principlesalways, various ways, opinions they tend to divide into correct and wrong.

Further, we have revealed interrelations between the three cognitive styles.

Field independent and highly tolerant students are «fast accurate» (75%). «Fast inaccurate» among
them only 25%. On the contrary, field independent students with average tolerance 100% out of 100% are
«fast inaccurate». The fact that attracts attention is that all field independent students settle down on
an impulsiveness pole.

Among the field dependent students style of «fast accurate» is presented to a less degree. With highly
tolerant students it is observed at 15,8%. There are statistically significant distinctions with the group of field
independent and highly tolerant first-year students (@, = 2,467, ¢, = 2,31 at p = 0,01). It means that among
field independent students with high tolerance there are significantly more «fast accurate» than among field
dependent and high tolerance students. Style «fast accurate» is also inherent to 13,9% of field dependent stu-
dents with the tolerance of average level. None of the first-year student with low tolerance and field depend-
ence uses the given style.

Fast accurate is about the same percentage of the field independent and field dependent students with
high tolerance and field dependence with an average tolerance (25%, 24,6% and 27,8%). The largest per-
centage of fast inaccurate is among the field independence students with an average tolerance (100%) and
among the field dependence students with low tolerance (66,7%).

Cognitive style of «slow accuratey is revealed only in the field dependent students. It is the most weight
in percentage terms. So, among the first-year students with high tolerance the given style is presented at
45,6%, approximately the same number of students with average tolerance (47,2%), the percentage of stu-
dents with low tolerance is bit less than them (33,3%).

Least of allis slow inaccurate field dependent students. Among with high tolerance there are only 14%,
among the first-year students with average tolerance — 11,1%.

It is noteworthy that in the group of the field dependent students represented both poles — impulsivity
and reflectivity are presented.

Thus, productive cognitive styles («fast accurate» and «slow accurate») use 59,2% of all the examinees
(16,5% and 42,7% accordingly). And fast accurate are mostly field independence and high tolerance students
(75%). Slow accurate are mostly students of field dependence of high, medium and low tolerance (45,6%,
47,2% and 33,3%).

40,8% of students (29,1% and 11,7% accordingly) are on the poles «fast accurate» and «slow inaccu-
rate». This considerable part of samplelack of effective cognitive styles, and show the absence of involuntary
intellectual control. Among the students of field independence fast inaccurate are all 100% first-year students
with an average tolerance. Among the students of field dependence highest percentage (66,7%) of those who
is inherent low level of tolerance. Least of all there are slow inaccurate field dependence students. Among
the students with high tolerance there are 14%, among the first-year students with average tolerance —
11,1%.
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As a result of the conducted research the following conclusions have been made:

1. 93,3% of first-year students inherent cognitive style «field dependence», 6,7% of students are charac-
terized as a field independent.

2.42,7% of the respondents have a cognitive style «slow accurate». «Fast inaccurate» are 29,1%
of freshmen. Least of all 16,5% of students are fast accurate and 11,7% are slow inaccurate Thus, 59,2% of
students use productive cognitive styles. 40,8% of students has not generated involuntary intellectual control.

3.59,2% of students possess high level of tolerance to uncertainty, the average level — at 37,9%, low
tolerance is inherent only to 2,9% of the sample.

In the of independent highly tolerant of students productive style of «fast accurate» (75%). No freshman
with low tolerance and field dependence does not use this style.

4. The productive style of «fast accurate» is dominates (75%) among the field independent students
with high tolerance. Not one of a first-year student with low tolerance and field dependence uses the given
style.

5. Cognitive style of «slow accurate» is revealed only among the field dependent students. Among first-
year students with high tolerance the given style is presented at 45,6%, with average tolerance — at 47,2%.

Acquirement by students productive cognitive styles will positively affect educational and learning,
search and research, creative activity.
