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Stages of formation of social harmony in Kazakhstan

The article is devoted to the analysis of the process of forming social harmony during the period of independ-
ent Kazakhstan. The authors focus on the historical experience of this process, emphasizing the main stages
of the country's socio-cultural development and social changes. The article examines and reviews the works
of foreign and domestic scientists. By analyzing the literature on social consent, the article identifies the most
important problems of modern Kazakhstani society and presents mechanisms for further consolidation and
development of social consent. In conclusion, the authors assert that effective management of modern society
requires consideration of the historical context of social harmony and current demands.

Introduction

In its history, Kazakhstan has undergone a challenging path of development to become an independent
country. Throughout the transformation processes, significant events occurred that had a profound impact on
the social and political development of the nation. The complex social and political transformations linked to
the attainment of independence in 1991 have been etched into the country's history as a crucial phenomenon.
One of the most important aspects of this period was the process of forming social harmony, as this phenom-
enon plays a pivotal role in the sustainable development of the nation.

The examination of the dynamics involved in the formation of social harmony in Kazakhstan during the
period of independence is a multifaceted phenomenon requiring consideration from historical, social, and
political perspectives. Through the analysis of the rich historical heritage associated with this period, namely
through research, we can comprehend the changes that have impacted societal stability, understand the cir-
cumstances, and mitigate potential negative events.

The concept of social harmony is considered a multifaceted phenomenon and depends on various fac-
tors, including political stability, ethnic diversity, economic development, and socio-cultural transformation.
From this perspective, this article aims to conduct a historical analysis of the formation of social harmony in
Kazakhstan. It covers events that have contributed to the establishment of social harmony, focusing on key
occurrences during the country's years of independence.

To conduct this analysis, a critical review of current theories, methodologies, and data from recent years
in Kazakhstan and foreign studies was undertaken. The study of the problem of general social harmony re-
quires interdisciplinary connections. It is considered a phenomenon that necessitates consideration not only
from a historical perspective but also from political, social, and cultural studies viewpoints. Such an interdis-

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ciplinary approach not only enables a profound understanding of the history of the formation of social har-
mony in Kazakhstan but also identifies factors that either facilitate or hinder the continuation of this process
in modern times.

Thus, our research on this topic will serve as a basis for comprehending the dynamics of social harmony
in Kazakhstan during the period of independence and for developing various effective strategies aimed at
strengthening social peace in the future.

Research methods

The study of the formation of social harmony in the period of independent Kazakhstan is based on an
interdisciplinary research method and requires an analysis based on historical analysis, social and political
approaches. This research method provides an integrated approach to the main aspects of social harmony and
allows you to take into account historical, socio-cultural and political changes.

The main research method was historical analysis. Here we systematically considered and conducted a
critical analysis of the events and processes associated with the formation of social harmony in Kazakhstan.
To begin with, we will conduct a separate analysis of the most important moments and periods in the history
of the country since the independence of our country in 1991. Here we consider the political, economic and
socio-cultural factors that contributed to the formation of public consciousness and collective identity.

Using the method of sociological analysis, we give an overview of public opinion in Kazakhstan at var-
ious stages during the years of independence. Surveys of public opinion, data on social changes make it pos-
sible to identify trends in the formation of social harmony. It will be important to analyze the changes in rela-
tions between different ethnic groups.

Consideration of important political events and decisions that contributed to the formation of social
harmony allows us to understand the problem in depth. The roles of state institutions, political leaders and
parties in maintaining or, conversely, breaking social peace should be considered in the future. After all, the
consideration of this issue allows us to study both political strategies aimed at uniting society and measures
aimed at resolving disagreements in society.

In order for the study to be complete, it is advisable to use for comparative analysis the measures that
contributed to the formation of social harmony and the experience of other countries that have undergone
similar transformations. Here it is necessary to pay attention to studies that mainly relate to countries that
were colonies and multiethnic, similar to the history of our country.

In order to understand the formation of social harmony in Kazakhstan and to identify the factors that
most influenced this process, it is necessary to use such a mixed research method.

Results

We will consider the issue because of a historical analysis based on studies of the main stages of the
formation of social harmony in independent Kazakhstan. In the early 1990s, after the collapse of the Soviet
Union, the country faced some public difficulties. The course of solving these difficulties prompted us to
look for the basis of our national identity. It can be seen that the country is multinational and, given the geo-
political conditions, this phenomenon has been complex. During the period of consolidation of state power, it
was focused on it as the basis for the sustainable development of social harmony.

Studies based on social analysis show that public opinion was not one-sided during the formation of so-
cial harmony. During the period of economic and social reforms of the 1990s, the situation of the population
in the country worsened. However, in subsequent years, the development of the economy and the increase in
living standards gradually formed social stability, and the number of supporters of state initiatives increased.

The analysis of political processes revealed that the State played a key role in the formation of social
harmony in Kazakhstan. Strategies aimed at internal stability, such as national programs, anti-crisis
measures, and social support policies, have increased public confidence in the authorities and contributed to
the development of social stability.

The main goal in the use of foreign literature in the study was to learn from foreign experience, that is,
to compare. It turned out that in a society that experienced colonialism and was multiethnic; the tendency for
the formation of social harmony was shown to be mutually similar. Successful strategies are aimed at pre-
serving national identity, promoting social justice and effective management of diverse ethnic groups.

Global changes today cannot but affect the formation and stability of social harmony in our country.
Globalization, information technologies, and new changes in the world will definitely contribute to socio-
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cultural processes in Kazakhstan. However, this trend provides new opportunities for maintaining stability in
the country and sustainable development of society.

One of the necessary conditions for the sustainable development of any state is the stabilization of mu-
tual consent of groups in society. In Kazakhstan, this situation has its own specifics. The reason lies in histor-
ical, political, socio-economic and cultural factors.

The formation of social harmony in independent Kazakhstan can be divided into several stages.

The first stage includes the first years of independence, that is, the period from 1991 to 1995. A feature
of this time is the time when Kazakhstan gained independence and began to form as a rule of law. We call it
legal because the main legislative acts that provide legal support for social harmony have been adopted.
These are the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On politi-
cal parties”, the law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On the procedure for organizing and holding peaceful
assemblies in the Republic of Kazakhstan”, the law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On mass media” and
other documents regulating public consent.

The development of civil society and the strengthening of interethnic harmony, which took place from
1996 to 2005, characterize the second stage. In these years, because of the laws adopted in the country as a
rule of law, all conditions for the development of political parties and public associations were created. As a
multinational state, this process has contributed to the development of social harmony.

The third stage in the history of the formation of a public agreement can be attributed to the period from
2006 to the present day. This is the period of implementation of large-scale reforms. Any of the reforms were
aimed at improving the standard of living of the population, ensuring social justice, and developing inter-
ethnic harmony.

Given the development of social harmony in neighboring post-Soviet countries and the events of inter-
ethnic conflicts, stability in this aspect in our country is a process worth studying. The main force that con-
tributed to the formation of social harmony in the country can be called the historically formed factor. A sta-
ble political system also contributed to the historically established tradition of interethnic and Interfaith
Harmony. The creation of the Assembly of peoples of Kazakhstan contributed to the stable peaceful devel-
opment of the interethnic situation in the country. Through this Assembly, the policy of social justice is
maintained in socio-economic terms, ethnic groups in Kazakhstan are on an equal footing with the Kazakh
people.

Taking into account the listed points, it is necessary to emphasize the important role of the state, which
was the basis for all these things. It should be noted that the policy and position of the State play a huge role
in the sustainable development of social harmony.

Discussion

A public agreement is defined as a real or hypothetical agreement or agreement that defines mutual
rights and obligations between the rulers and those under their control. The theory of this concept includes
the greatest theorists of social harmony E. Gellner, Y. Habermas, J. Rawls devoted a lot of work. In their
works, these scientists [1-3] analyze various definitions of social harmony and raise the question of its exist-
ence and role in society. E. Gellner explains social cohesion by defining that “A large part of society belongs
to common values and goals, and they agree with the social institutions and order established in society” [1;
83]. In his concept, he believes that social harmony is a necessary condition for the sustainable development
of society, since it provides social stability. Continuing this game, E. Gellner in the mentioned work high-
lights two main types of social harmony.

The first, consensual agreement is based on a common agreement on core values and the goals of socie-
ty. This type of agreement is considered the most stable type, as it relies on a solid foundation of common
values.

The second, conformist agreement formally agrees with the order established in a society that is often
not accepted as true. It belongs to the unstable type of agreement. This is because it can quickly break down
when acute social conflicts arise [1; 63].

Habermas explains in his work social cohesion as “A form of social integration in which participants
freely discuss and agree on their interests and goals” [2; 23]. According to him, social harmony is the main
condition for the establishment of justice in society. The reason is that they consider it possible to participate
in all its participants in a decision that affects their own interests. Unlike E. Gellner, Y. Habermas divides the
social agreement into two types: in the 1st Democratic agreement, its members can participate in the discus-
sion and all decisions taken. This is considered a typical type. In non-democratic type 2, participants cannot

participate equally in decision-making. This type is an unfair type because one group suppresses another [2;
45].

J. Rawls, however, in his work [3] defines social harmony as “The state of a society made up of people
who come to terms with those institutions, believing that the institutions and orders in society share the good
fairly equally”. In the indicated work, J. As Rawls considers justice as well as consent, he points out both of
the main principles of Justice:

The principle of primary opportunity Justice says that every person, regardless of his or her social
origin, has an equal chance of success in life.

The principle of equitable distribution of goods says that all goods must be divided equally in order for
each person to satisfy their needs [3; 56].

The three scientists mentioned above have common characteristics in their theories regarding social
harmony. These theories consider social harmony as a necessary condition for the sustainable development
of society. However, the theories of the three scientists who gave the example are not without exceptions.
E. Gellner and Y. Habermas said that the full participation of all members of society is of great importance
for the formation of social harmony, and J. Rawls says that without the participation of social consent, the
institutions could distribute the good fairly.

Among domestic scientists, K.K. Abildaev in his work “Formation of public consent in Kazakhstan:
historical experience and modern problems” notes that the historically established tradition of interethnic and
Interfaith Harmony is the most important basis of social harmony in Kazakhstan [4; 28]. In this work, he
widely analyzed the historical context of the formation of social harmony. In his research, he touches on both
the period of social changes that contributed to the process of forming consent, and the specifics of the na-
tional identity of the people.

Baimenov N.B. in her work “Public consent: concept, essence, ways of formation” notes that the for-
mation of social harmony in Kazakhstan took place as a historical process formed under the influence of var-
ious factors [5; 73]. However, in the age of globalization, it is also necessary to solve some of the problems
that guarantee the stability of the agreement. Shows the most important tools for understanding the essence
of the phenomenon of social harmony. The same tools can be used to analyze trends today.

According to Kusainova M.K., the formation of social harmony in Kazakhstan was a natural phenome-
non based on historical, political, socio-economic and cultural factors [6]. Analyzing in depth the stages of
the formation and development of social harmony in Kazakhstan, the author presents in this work the dynam-
ics of changes in this phenomenon.

You can also consider the article by D. Kacheev and S. Samarkin, “Kazakhstan's Model of Public Har-
mony and National Unity in a Changing World”. The article highlights the main stages of forming the model
of social harmony and national unity in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The authors noted that the foundations
of this model were laid long before the declaration of independence of the Republic of Kazakhstan in 1991.
In the 20th century, despite tragic historical events, Kazakhstan became a multi-ethnic society with unique
cultural practices. An important stage was the renaming of the Assembly of Peoples of Kazakhstan to the
Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan in 2007, as well as the consolidation of citizens around the values of
Kazakh culture and the Kazakh language, while preserving the unique national-cultural and linguistic specif-
ics [7].

During the preparation of the article, the authors studied the main regulatory documents regulating na-
tional relations, interethnic interaction, and the religious sphere. These documents play a crucial role in regu-
lating national relations and interethnic interaction, as they define the legal and political foundations for
maintaining harmony and unity in a multi-ethnic and multi-confessional society. Such regulatory documents
may include laws on national relations, rights and guarantees for representatives of various ethnic and reli-
gious groups, as well as mechanisms for conflict resolution and the maintenance of peaceful coexistence.

One can also give an example of an article by Yakusheva Yu.V. “Ethnopolitics and interethnic relations
in the Republic of Kazakhstan in the initial period of state independence” [8], which examines the main stag-
es of the formation of national legislation in the field of ethnic integration and confessional relations in the
Republic of Kazakhstan. The author also analyzes the political and legal regulation of the interethnic sphere
of the republic in the first years of independence, identifies the main features of the formation and develop-
ment of the Kazakh model of interethnic interaction.

We agree with the author of this article, who, as a result of the analysis, identified the following main
features of the formation and development of the Kazakh model of interethnic interaction in the initial period
of state independence:
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1. Creation of a consultative and advisory body under the President of the country — the Assembly of
Peoples of Kazakhstan (APK) in 1995, which was designed to deal with issues of ensuring interethnic har-
mony in the republic.

2. Introduction of new institutional foundations for regulating the processes of interethnic integration
and interreligious relations.

3. Consolidation in the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan of the key elements of the unifica-
tion of all ethnic groups living in the country into a single and cohesive community.

4. Recognition as unconstitutional of any actions capable of violating interethnic harmony, and a ban on
the creation of parties based on racial, ethnic and religious affiliation.

These features reflect the desire to form a model of interethnic interaction based on the principles of
interethnic harmony, integration and respect for cultural diversity in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

In the initial period of state independence, the Republic of Kazakhstan also used state-legal instruments
to maintain ethnic integration and confessional relations:

- Creation of a consultative and advisory body under the President of the country — the Assembly of
Peoples of Kazakhstan (APK), which was called upon to deal with issues of ensuring interethnic harmony in
the republic.

- The introduction of new institutional foundations for regulating the processes of interethnic integration
and interreligious relations.

- Consolidation in the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan of the key elements of uniting all eth-
nic groups living in the country into a single and cohesive community.

- Recognition as unconstitutional of any actions capable of violating interethnic harmony, and a ban on
the creation of parties based on racial, ethnic and religious affiliation.

- Priority was given to the formation of a legal framework aimed at ensuring the rights and freedoms of
all citizens, regardless of their ethnic or religious affiliation.

These tools were aimed at creating an effective mechanism for maintaining interethnic and interfaith
harmony in a young sovereign state and forming a legislative framework to ensure interethnic harmony and
integration in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Conclusion

As we can see, the formation of social harmony in independent Kazakhstan was a complex and multi-
faceted process. There are significant positive changes, such as the development of social harmony, but there
are problems that are waiting to be solved. For the further sustainable development of public consent in Ka-
zakhstan, the following measures should be implemented:

- continue the implementation of reforms to improve the welfare of the population and ensure social
justice;

- maintain the traditions of interethnic and Interfaith Harmony;

- strengthening the role of political parties and public associations in the process of forming social har-
mony;

- creating conditions for the development of independent mass media.

A timely approach to these issues will contribute to the further development of social harmony in Ka-
zakhstan and stability and prosperity of our country.

The formation of social harmony in Kazakhstan is a complex and multifaceted process that has gone
through several stages. At the first stage, in 1991-1995, the main task was to create new State institutions
and ensure stability in the country. At the second stage, in 1996-2005, the emphasis was placed on the de-
velopment of the economy and the social sphere. The third stage, in 2006-2022, saw the strengthening of
civil society and the expansion of public participation in the political life of the country.

At each stage of the formation of social harmony in Kazakhstan, there were achievements and challeng-
es. However, in general, it can be stated that Kazakhstan has made significant progress in this direction. The
country has a multinational and multi-religious community of people who share common values and goals.

The main factors that contributed to the formation of social harmony in Kazakhstan include the follow-
ing:

- A peaceful and bloodless transition to independence;

- The commitment of the country's leadership to the principles of democracy and the rule of law;

- Economic and social development;

- Strengthening civil society.
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In the future, in order to further strengthen social harmony in Kazakhstan, it is necessary to continue
working in the following areas:

- Development of a dialogue between the government and society;

- Implementation of programs on intercultural and interfaith dialogue;

- Promotion of the values of tolerance.

The creation and strengthening of social harmony is an essential condition for the sustainable develop-
ment of Kazakhstan.

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Socio-political life of Kazakhs abroad in the 20th century

The article underscores that the socio-political life of Kazakhs abroad in the 20th century was intimately con-
nected with the collective destiny of the Kazakh populace. Kazakhs overseas, dwelling in emigration, waged
their struggle for the reinstatement of statehood. Throughout the era of Soviet authority, Kazakh public asso-
ciations persisted in playing a significant role in conserving national culture and language. During the period
of restructuring and the dissolution of the USSR, Kazakh public organizations took the lead in the battle for
the independence of Kazakhstan. The socio-political life of Kazakhs overseas exerted a noteworthy influence
on the progression of Kazakhstan, facilitating the preservation of the national identity of the Kazakh people,
their resurgence, and development.

Introduction

The 20th century marked a pivotal moment in the Kazakh people's history. In this era, they encountered
a succession of compelling occurrences that wielded a noteworthy influence on their socio-political exist-
ence. The historical incidents of the preceding century resulted in a segment of our population being com-
pelled to depart from their ancestral territories. The journey of emigration proved arduous and came with
substantial setbacks. The countries of their residence included Afghanistan, Iran, India, Pakistan, Turkey,
Germany, France, and others.

The exploration of Kazakhs abroad in research remains inadequately examined to the present day. The
bulk of modern investigations predominantly emphasize ethnography. Within domestic historical studies, the
political entities of Kazakhs overseas, both in Europe and on a global scale, continue to be extensively un-
charted. Furthermore, the identities of those individuals who played a role in the socio-political structuring of
Kazakhs, assuming leadership roles with a distinct perspective on the future of their people, remain obscure
to a considerable extent.

The socio-political life of Kazakhs overseas in the 20th century evolved within an intricate and para-
doxical framework. It's also worth noting that the socio-political movement of Kazakhs abroad in the 20™
century was closely associated with the idea of a unified Turkestan, which was adhered to by Mustafa
Shokay [1; 72]. The first public and political organizations did not have a clearly defined national character
in the modern sense of the word, and tried to achieve their goals by uniting all the natives of Turkestan. And
the main goal of their activities was seen in the independence of the entire Turkestan [2].

It's worth noting that the study of the socio-political life of Kazakhs overseas, especially in Europe, has
its own peculiarities, and chronologically it can be divided as follows:

- 1900-1940s — the time of the formation of the Diaspora, as well as their political organizations. A
prominent representative was Mustafa Shokay, who for a long time determined the future of not only the Ka-
zakh, but also the entire Turkestan movement, including all the peoples of Central Asia (Kyrgyz, Uzbeks,
Kazakhs, Turkmens, Tajiks, Karakalpaks). With the death of Mustafa Shokay, Turkestanis are deprived of a
leader who tried to unite all Turkestanis [3; 495].

- 1950-1960s — several competing political centers are formed, attempting to unite all Turkestanis.
They also accuse each other of betraying the common Turkestan cause and conspiring with the adversary. As
a result, in the absence of a clear perspective and an authoritative leader of the scale of Mustafa Shokay, the
Turkestan post-war emigration fell apart into three parts: Kazakh, Tatar-Bashkir and Uzbek [3; 501].

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- 1970-1980s — the time of gradual realization of the independent national path of the Kazakhs abroad.
It is during this time that Kazakhs, along with other peoples of Turkestan, choose their own path. However, it
is worth noting that this was not the end of the idea of “United Turkestan”. In our opinion, during this time,
the concept of “United Turkestan” loses its political significance but retains its cultural and humanitarian
importance. This can be observed in the activities of public organizations as well.

The early 1990s had a significant impact on the socio-political landscape of Kazakhs abroad. The at-
tainment of independence by Kazakhstan was widely seen as the realization of the primary objective of their
movement [4]. Subsequently, they actively engaged in fostering economic cooperation between Kazakhstan
and other nations.

This study will delve deeper into the socio-political life of Kazakhs in Turkey and Europe, and the ra-
tionale for this focus is as follows:

1) These countries served as primary hubs for attracting educated and politically active individuals;

2) The state policies of these countries also played a role in their selection and political consolidation.

Kazakhs residing abroad encountered new challenges and difficulties. They had to adapt to unfamiliar
living conditions, safeguard their culture and traditions, and advocate for their rights and interests.

Research methods

The methodological foundation of the research was based on the principles of historicism and objectivi-
ty, a systematic approach enabling the combination of various methods of analysis and synthesis. The study
employed descriptive-narrative, biographical, comparative-historical, retrospective, and other methods of
scientific research [5]. The utilization of these methodologies will enable a comprehensive and in-depth
comprehension of the socio-political existence of Kazakhs abroad during the 20th century.

Discussion

During the 20th century, political developments in Kazakhstan triggered widespread emigration among
Kazakhs. Kazakh refugees found various destinations. Those escaping famine and oppression sought refuge
in Afghanistan, Iran, and China. Meanwhile, individuals from the intelligentsia and political elite, harboring
aspirations for the independence of Turkestan, relocated to Turkey and Europe [3; 483].

Turkey emerged as the principal choice for educated individuals among the Kazakh emigrants who
aligned themselves with the Turkestan concept. This can be elucidated by the consistent independence and
relatively advanced status of Turkey as a Muslim country, situated in close proximity to Europe. Moreover,
Turkey was viewed as a transit hub for emigrants intending to proceed with further relocation to Europe.
Since 1925, Istanbul has served as the residence for the leadership of the Turkestan National Society (TNS),
with the exception of Mustafa Shokay [3; 484]. In the ranks of the TNS there were well-educated Kazakhs,
Bashkirs, Tatars and more traditional Uzbeks, Tajiks [3; 485].

A number of scientific works have been written about the political activities of Mustafa Shokay. The re-
search was conducted not only by domestic scientists, but also by foreign ones. The activities of Mustafa
Shokay had a great influence on the development of the national liberation movement in Turkestan. His ac-
tivity contributed to the awakening of the national consciousness of the Kazakh people and other peoples of
Turkestan. After Mustafa Shokay's death, the activities of the TNS ceased to be active. Veli Kayyum Han
appears on the political scene. He founded the organization the National Committee for the Unification of
Turkestan (NCUT), which was supposed to ensure interaction between the legionnaires and the German
command [3; 495]. Cooperation with Nazi Germany compromised Kayyum Han and his organization. After
the defeat of Germany, the NCUT members were prosecuted, and the soldiers of the Turkestan Legion began
to be transferred to the Soviet Union [3; 496].

By the end of the 1940s, the former allies began to see each other as a threat. Immediately after the end
of the war, the Soviet Union created communist regimes in Eastern Europe, made territorial claims to Tur-
key, put forward political and economic demands to Iran, became active again in China, and even Korea did
not stand aside [6; 6].

In this context, the United States and Great Britain, countries that historically maintained an isolationist
stance toward Central Asia, adjusted their positions following the October Revolution in Russia. Concerned
about the potential spread of communism in those regions, they started backing anti-Soviet forces and organ-
izations. Simultaneously, there was a growing interest in Central Asians who could prove beneficial in the
opposition against the USSR [3; 500].
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The USA, as the main adversary of the USSR, approached this topic with full responsibility. Work on
the transfer of Soviet prisoners of war to the Soviet side was suspended. The Americans are trying to create a
common anti-communist front, which should have included all national organizations stationed in Europe.
To this end, the United States has established contacts with people from the Central Asian region (historical
name — Turkestan). These were the people who had to stay in Germany after the Second World War [7;
124]. They were also well acquainted with the idea of a unified Turkestan by the famous Turkestan figure
Mustafa Shokay.

Already in 1947, the Central Intelligence Agency of the United States (hereinafter — CIA) (eng. — CIA)
was attempting to establish relations with the organization of Wali Kayumkhan. He, in turn, put forward, one
might say, ultimatum conditions. His demands were:

- obtaining guarantees of the independence of Turkestan;

- to recognize the NCUT, of which he himself was chairman, as the sole representative of the whole of
Turkestan [3; 500].

The Americans did not accept his terms. And the personality of Veli Kayyum Han's personality was
controversial for them. Neither his organization nor he himself enjoyed great support of all Turkestanis. And
many Kazakhs abroad categorically refused to join his ranks. There were several reasons for this:
Kayumkhan planned to make Chagatai-Turkic the official language of Turkestan, which caused resistance
from many, including the Kazakh intelligentsia group. The Kazakh group also suspected him of involvement
in Shokay's death [3; 495].

In the early 1950s, the main part of the Kazakh group of Turkestanis was concentrated in different cities
of Germany. On March 20, 1950, the “Turkestan National Committee” was established in Munich — Tiirkeli
(auth. — Country of the Turks)” (TNC). Karys Kanatbay was the first head of the committee [8; 224]. Karys
Kanatbay was a mining engineer by profession. Among the Kazakhs overseas he had a great influence. And
some of them perceived him as the second person after Mustafa Shokay [9; 174]. The political activities of
Karys Kanatbay had a great influence on them. In fact, the organization headed by him was perceived by the
Kazakhs overseas as a government in exile [9; 175].

Former legionnaire Karys Kanatbay, a long-time rival of Kayyum Han, who with his supporters had
split from the party even earlier, with the help of Togan, established the Turkestan National Committee, also
known as the “Tiirkeli Committee” or the “Committee for the Liberation of Turkestan”. The Tiirkeli Com-
mittee cooperated with the Americans, which angered the NCUT and its leader Kayyum Han, who called
Kanatbay “a whiteguard and a traitor”. As a result, in the absence of a clear perspective and an authoritative
leader of the scale of Mustafa Shokay, the Turkestan post-war emigration fell apart into three parts: Uzbek,
Tatar-Bashkir and Kazakh. The Kazakh Tiirkeli Committee, supported by Turkmens and Bashkir Togan, and
the Uzbek Kayumkhan’s NCUT entered into a confrontation for the right to be called upon by the main or-
ganization of Turkestan and thereby close all financial channels. Both organizations were located in Allied-
occupied Germany [3; 501].

The Tiirkeli Committee faced difficulties in uniting all Turkestanis. According to some researchers,
there were no Turkmens, Tajiks, or Uzbeks in the committee [10; 150]. However, Azamat Altay, one of the
committee members, a Kyrgyz by origin, gives the following facts regarding the work of the committee: in
gathering Turkestan citizens in Europe (Munich c., 03/20/1950) about 200 people took part. Among them
were Uzbeks, Turkmens, Kyrgyz, Kazakhs, and Tajiks. At this general Kurultai of Turkestanis, a Kazakh
(auth. — Karys Kanatbay) was elected head, an Uzbek (auth. — Uali Zunun) became his deputy, and | was
elected editor of the Committee's periodical [11]. In addition, among the persons who headed the Turkestan
National Committee in different years was a representative of the Turkmen people — Aman Berdymurat [8;
226]. Most likely, despite the fact that the committee tried to provide all Turkestanis with equal conditions
for joining the organization, the Tiirkeli Committee was unable to unite everyone. But in its ranks were rep-
resentatives of all the peoples of Turkestan. But we do not exclude the possibility that Kazakhs were the ma-
jority in this organization. After all, some recognized the Tiirkeli Committee as a Kazakh political organiza-
tion [3; 501]. The Tiirkeli Committee recognized that the future state of Turkestan would be a federation and
acted in this direction [9; 176]. Since its establishment, the Tiirkeli Committee has established close ties with
the CIA. CIA funds were allocated for the work of the committee [8; 224].

Considering the above, we can see the following picture. By the early 1950s, several Turkestan centers
were functioning in Europe. One of them, the National Committee for the Unification of Turkestan, headed
by Veli Kayyum Han was located in the city of Minden (Westphalia, Germany). NCUT has resumed the
publication of the magazine “Milli Tiirkistan (auth. — National Turkestan)” [3; 501]. The second center of
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Turkestanis — Tiirkeli Committee was headed by Karys Kanatbay. His headquarters were located in Munich
(Bavaria, Germany). The periodical was a magazine “Tiirkeli” [8; 224].

The first editor of the magazine “Tiirkeli” was Azamat Altai (real name Kozhamberdy Kudaibergen).
The main audience of the magazine was Turkestanis of Europe (Kazakhs, Karakalpaks, Kyrgyz, Uzbeks,
Tajiks, Turkmens). Information about Alash-Orda and Turkestan mukhtoriyat was published on the pages of
the magazine. The works of the repressed intelligentsia of Turkestan, including the Kazakh intelligentsia,
were also presented to the attention of readers. Among the authors of the articles were well-known members
of the TNC, such as Maulykesh Kaiypaldyuly, Mazhit Aitbaiuly, Murat Tashmurat and others. They pub-
lished their articles under certain pseudonyms. M. Kaiypaldyuly used the name “Asan Kaigy” in his works,
and Mazhit Aitbaiuly used the name “Kobyzshy Korkyt” [12; 51]. Taking into account the historical as well
as mythical role of such personalities as Korkyt and Asan Kaigy in the Kazakh worldview, we can imagine
their desire and goals. Another author Murat Tashmurat was known as “Erkin (A free)” [8; 228].

In September 1950, another Kurultai of the Tiirkeli Committee was held in Munich, where they adopted
the principles of preventing ethnicization and accustoming Turkestanis to a common language based on the
languages (in their opinion, dialects) of the peoples of Turkestan [9; 176].

Both of the above organizations competed with each other. The competition was expressed in gaining
broad support among Turkestanis, as well as among Western countries. The Turkestan National Committee
has established close relations with the United States and even received funding from the CIA [8; 224]. In
turn, the NCUT concluded an agreement with the British Foreign Office (Foreign Office). In exchange for
the actions of organizations against the USSR and conducting anti-communist propaganda in the East, the
British agreed to provide financial assistance to the NCUT [3; 501].

We talked about the failed attempt by the United States to establish ties with the NCUT above. TNC's
cooperation with the American administration has given it great opportunities. The Americans attempted to
create a unified body of representatives of the various peoples of the Soviet Union by promising to give them
a radio station [10; 150]. The radio station was a powerful propaganda tool at the time, and would allow na-
tional organizations to be productive in achieving their goals. At the initiative of the “Free Europe” corpora-
tion (“Free Europe, Ink”), which was established by the CIA in 1949, was founded by the “American Com-
mittee for the Liberation of the Peoples of Russia” (1951). From its very inception, the American Committee
for the Liberation of the Peoples of Russia immediately stated that its purpose was to assist emigration from
the USSR in the struggle to overthrow the Bolshevik regime and liberate their compatriots. In order to cor-
rect the disunity among the emigrant organizations, the following tasks were identified:

- to promote the unification of all national emigrant organizations, which will give them effectiveness
and coordinating leadership, as well as a symbol of resistance to the totalitarian regime;

- to provide the moral and material support that will enable it to firmly declare, on behalf of its peoples,
the truth about living conditions in the Soviet Union. At the same time, this organization must convey to its
compatriots a desire to help them in their struggle for freedom [13; 1064].

In November 1951, a conference was organized in Wiesbaden (Hesse, Germany), which lasted several
days [12; 43]. The main purpose of this event was the creation of a government in exile, as well as the trans-
fer of an anti-communist radio station equipped with modern technology into their hands [10; 150].

The conference was attended by national political organizations of Turkestan, the North Caucasus, as
well as Azerbaijani, Armenian, Belarusian, Georgian, and five Russian organizations [12; 43]. There are 11
national political organizations in total. Everyone had a common goal — the fight against the Soviet regime.
However, there were contradictions between them on the national issue. Therefore, they had no practical
contacts with each other [13; 1064]. All this made the work of the American Committee difficult. It was even
difficult with Russian political organizations. Before Wiesbaden, several conferences were organized in the
German cities of Fussen and Stuttgart [13; 1066]. In some of them, Ukrainians categorically refused to coop-
erate with Russian organizations until they recognize the independence of Ukraine as an established fact [13;
1067]. Also, one of the demands of the head of the NCUT, Veli Kayyum Han, was to obtain guarantees of
the independence of Turkestan [3; 500]. All this led to the fact that the Wiesbaden conference was held with-
out the participation of political organizations of Ukrainians and NGOs. Nevertheless, Turkestanis were not
left without representatives in the conference. The interests of the peoples of Central Asia were represented
by the Tiirkeli Committee headed by Karys Kanatbay. The delegation of the Tiirkeli Committee showed it-
self to be relatively “moderate” [10; 150].

Despite the fact that the participants agreed to certain compromises, the Wiesbaden conference was
very tense [12; 43]. National delegations expressed their position, which often did not correspond to the
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views of Russian political associations. The discussion began with the very name of the new future organiza-
tion — “The Council for the Liberation of the Peoples of Russia”. It was suggested that the word “Russia” be
replaced by “USSR” or “Soviet Union” [13; 1068].

The delegation of Tiirkeli did not stand aside either. Karys Kanatbay stated: “For us Turkestanis, the
name Council for the Liberation of the Peoples of Russia does not fit... Because Turkestan is a definite con-
cept. And our people say: when we say “Russia”, Turkestan automatically becomes part of Russia” [10;
150]. With these words, Karys Kanatbay showed his vision of the future of Turkestan. He wanted to deter-
mine the future position of Turkestan from the very beginning.

After the collapse of communism, it was supposed to create a union state, the fate of which will be de-
cided by the convened All-Russian Constituent Assembly. Regarding this, K. Kanatbay said the following:
“In this case, the people of Turkestan cannot determine their own fate. They should choose their delegates
and send them to Moscow or somewhere else for a meeting. After the overthrow of Bolshevism, the fate of
our peoples (meaning Kazakhs, Uzbeks, Kyrgyz, Turkmens, Tajiks) will be decided by our people at
home...” [10; 150].

The Georgian delegation proposed to supplement a separate paragraph to the text: “Free people who
lost their independence as a result of the occupation of Soviet power, after the liquidation of this power, re-
store their independence automatically” [13; 1068].

Among those who did not connect the future of their people with Russia were both Azerbaijani and
North Caucasian delegations. This led to a very tense meeting in Wiesbaden. Because Russian organizations
considered post-communist Russia within the borders of the USSR. And the future of the peoples inhabiting
this land was connected only with Russia [14].

After that, each group met separately in search of a compromise and was able to reach an agreement.
The final text stated that the national organizations would join the new organization and that all peoples liv-
ing on the territory of the USSR were guaranteed the unconditional right to choose their own destiny in the
future [13; 1068].

On November 7, 1951, the participants of the Wiesbaden conference came to an agreement and adopted
a declaration. “We, representatives of five Russian political organizations, as well as political organizations
of the Georgian, Belarusian, Armenian, Azerbaijani, North Caucasian and Turkestan peoples, urge:

- to unite efforts in the struggle for liberation from the Bolshevik dictatorship of all the peoples of the
Soviet Union;

- to grant the right to self-government;

- to decide their own fate democratically” [12; 43].

The Wiesbaden Conference could not overcome the differences between the national political centers.
After the conference, representatives of Russian political organizations accused the Americans of financial
pressure on emigration [13; 1069]. The majority of Turkestanis, being scrupulous about national self-
determination, did not want to become a single anti-Bolshevik bloc. They didn't care about the liberation of
Russia, much less the restoration of the empire. The Americans did not want to delve into the complexities of
the relationship between Russians and Central Asian migrants. They needed a force capable of resisting
communism and the USSR. The squabbles between the emigrants began to annoy them, and the Americans
and the British gradually curtailed support for both the NCUT and the Tiirkeli Committee [3; 501-502].

It became clear that it was necessary to hold another conference. So on June 21, 1952, delegations of
four Russian and six national organizations from emigration gathered in the city of Starnberg (Bavaria, Ger-
many). The representative of the American side, Isaac Levin, informed the participants about the upcoming
opening of the emigrant radio station. “We will provide you with an excellent and powerful radio station ... if
emigration meets us halfway and joins in the implementation of this very important task», said I. Levin [13;
1069]. Formally, the conference in Starnberg was a success [13; 1070].

In the same year, a radio commission was established under the leadership of former U.S. Ambassador
to the USSR Admiral Alan Kirk. The specialists needed for radio were supposed to be sought among repre-
sentatives of the national emigration. It was planned to open training courses for editors, correspondents and
announcers. Also, a lot of financial support was not ignored. On March 1, 1953, “Liberation” radio station
was established (Radio Liberation), and in 1959 it was renamed “Radio Liberty” [15; 10].

The radio station's capabilities were also available to Turkestanis. The members of the Turkestan Na-
tional Committee — Tiirkeli made a great contribution to the organization of the Turkestan edition of “Radio
Liberty” [16; 11]. It is known that at first Karys Kanatbay advised the work of the radio station. Guided by
the ideas of Mustafa Shokay, he proposed to create a single editorial office for all the peoples of Turkestan,
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which was supposed to disseminate general information in Kazakh, Kyrgyz, Uzbek, Turkmen, and Tajik lan-
guages [15; 12]. Thus, the head of the TNC envisioned the following:

- he was unwilling to recognize the policy of the communist system to dismember Turkestan and alien-
ate related peoples [8; 224];

- The Tiirkeli Committee conducted its activities within the framework of the unity of Turkestan and
wanted to continue it at the radio station;

- There were few people with the necessary competencies among the Turkestan emigration;

- Having united into a single editorial office for the whole of Turkestan, they hoped that their weight on
the radio station would be significant [16; 9]. It is worth noting that there was a shortage of trained authors
and editors in the Russian service [13; 1070].

The administration of Radio Liberty accepted Karys Kanatbay's proposal. Thus began the creation of
the editorial office “Turkestan” and the organization of its work. In our opinion, all this made the editorial
office special. On the occasion of the beginning of broadcasting of the Turkestan editorial office of Radio
“Liberty” in the third issue of Tiirkeli magazine was published a message, where it was said that the radio
programs in the Turkestan language began on March 1, 1953 and will be transmitted every day at 9:20 Cen-
tral European time at 31-49 meter short wave frequencies [8; 226].

K. Kanatbay's proposal led to unexpected difficulties. TNC hoped that by creating a unified Turkestan
editorial office, numerical superiority would be on their side. They represented the editorial staff of 25 em-
ployees. However, according to the internal order of Radio Liberty, each editorial office had to employ only
5 people. Thus, the Turkestan radio editorial office became the only one that broadcasted radio programs in
several languages and had to share airtime among themselves, having the same number of employees as the
others. Hopes that in this way they would dominate the radio did not materialize. This made it difficult for
the newsroom to operate. This situation continued until the late 1960s [8; 225].

Karys Kanatbay also made a suggestion regarding future radio employees [12; 12]. The radio execu-
tives also accepted his staff proposals. Thus, the first employees of the Turkestan radio service were mem-
bers of TNC. The first editor was Maulykesh Kaiypaldyuly (Kazakh), who was known in the literary com-
munity as Asan Kaigy. His deputy was Abdullah Tolegen (Uzbek), who was known as Ali Zunun. The cor-
respondents were: Kozhamberdy Kudaibergen (Kyrgyz) wrote under the pseudonym Azamat Altai, Amman
Berdymurat (Turkmen) wrote under the pseudonym Geoktepe [17; 48]. The third correspondent was Kemal
Altai (Tajik) [18; 44]. All five employees were responsible for preparing radio broadcasts in their national
languages.

Since the founding of Radio Liberty, all conditions have been created for the life and work of employ-
ees. Radio employees are guaranteed U.S. citizenship [18; 43], high salaries, free housing, etc. [8; 247].

In March 1954, the radio consisted of 6 editorial offices and broadcast 7 hours a day in 11 lan-
guages [18; 28]. Including the editorial office of Turkestan, which itself broadcast in several languages. The
messages for the Soviet listeners of Central Asia had their difficulties in preparing from only one edition.
Each of the five employees prepared only 5 minutes of messages in their own language [16; 9]. With the
joint calculation of all information in Kazakh, Kyrgyz, Karakalpak, Uzbek, Tajik, and Turkmen languages,
the editorial broadcast was 30 minutes [17; 48]. As an example, let's take a broadcast in the Kazakh lan-
guage, which, according to the operating mode at that time, broadcast 20 minutes a week (four days of the
week for 5 minutes). There was even a time when information in the Kazakh language was not broadcast [8;
248]. The editorial staff's messages in other languages were at the same level. These broadcasts were no
more than five minutes long and contained only international news and political information [15; 11]. Also,
the radio hosts demanded to focus only on topics that are interesting to listeners of Western countries [18;
101].

We have already mentioned that the first head of the Turkestan editorial office was Maulykesh Kai-
ypaldyuly. He was also a member of the Tiirkeli committee. This man also possessed poetic talent. During
his stay, he published works in Kazakh and Russian languages in magazines in Kazakhstan and Russia. He
graduated from the Faculty of Philosophy of Leningrad State University. Maulykesh was also a translator of
the famous Kazakh poet Zhambyl Zhabaev. He had good friendly relations with poet-writers I. Baizakov,
K. Amanzholov, N. Manashev, G. Slanov, A. Zhumagaliev [12; 51].

During World War I1, he was enlisted in the Red Army and sent to the front. It is known that the war of
the Soviet Union with Nazi Germany was initially unsuccessful for the Soviets. Captured soldiers and offic-
ers of the USSR filled the fascist camps. Stalin's recognition of prisoners of war as “traitors to the Father-
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land” was a strong blow to such citizens as Maulykesh. For them, returning to their homeland was danger-
ous [12; 51].

He was forced to stay in Europe. He was involved in the case of the Tiirkeli — Turkestan National
Committee, established in Munich. He published poems and articles in the magazine “Tiirkeli” under the
pseudonym Asan Kaigy. He graduated from a translation course in Berlin. He then studied German and Eng-
lish philology at the University of Frankfurt am Main. He published literary works in German-language
magazines published in Germany. The author of the novel “The Voice of help from Paradise” (German —
Hilferuf aus dem Paradies), published in German [9; 181]. Since 1953, he headed the Turkestan Radio ser-
vice. The name “Asan Kaigy” was According to acquaintances, was a very reserved man. “He was character-
ized by an original style. He wrote very sharply. He spoke Kazakh and Russian”, recalls former radio em-
ployee Talgat Koszhigit [19]. M. Kaiypaldyuly did not stay long as the editor of the Turkestan service. After
leaving the position of editor, he was a freelance employee for the rest of his life. In 1969, his lifeless body
was found along a railway on the outskirts of Munich. His death was not disclosed by the German police.
The cause of death remained a mystery [15; 13]. Such mysterious deaths among members of a national polit-
ical organization were not uncommon [18; 55].

Another member of the Tiirkeli Committee was Daulet Tagyberli, who also worked for Radio Liberty.
He lived in the south of Kazakhstan before World War Il. During the war he became a prisoner of war in
Germany. After the war he remained in Germany. In the literary environment and on the radio he used the
pseudonym “Manas” [12, 52]. Those who criticized Radio Azattyk suggest that Karys Kanatbay developed
the concept of radio broadcasting of the Turkestan editorial office together with Daulet Tagyberli [20; 46].
Due to health reasons, Daulet Tagyberli retired in 1975. Then he emigrated to the USA and spent the rest of
his life there [15, 13]. After his death he was buried in Berlin, where Mustafa Shokay rests. Next to Daulet
Tagyberli are the graves of other TNC members, including Karys Kanatbay and Maulykesh Kaiypaldyu-
ly [21].

Another well-known member of the Tiirkeli committee was also Zhakyn Bapysh. He was born in 1922
in the Karmakshinsky district of the Kyzylorda region of Kazakhstan [15; 14]. After the second year of study
at the Kyzylorda Pedagogical Institute, in 1940, an 18-year-old boy was drafted into the army. While study-
ing at the junior officers course, the war with Germany began, and he went to the front [12; 53]. During the
war, Zhakyn Bapysh is taken prisoner by the Germans. The time spent in Nazi camps undermines his health.
At the beginning of 1945 he escaped from the camp. Having fallen ill with tuberculosis, he was treated in
hospital for a certain period of time. For this reason, he was unable to participate in the initial activities of the
TNC, but maintained relations with Karys Kanatbay. After recovery, he entered the Radio Engineering Insti-
tute in Nuremberg (Bavaria, Germany) [15; 14]. His enroliment could have been facilitated by K. Kanatbay.

In 1955, he was hired at Radio Liberty. He worked there for 31 years and was one of the longest serving
employees. In 1975 he was appointed head of the Kazakh department of the radio. During the years of his
leadership, the number of employees in the Kazakh editorial office reached seven people. And the editorial
staff prepared 30 minutes of new message every day [8; 248].

Most of the names of the members of the Tiirkeli committee are still unknown. The supporters of the
Tiirkeli committee by the end of the 1960s in the city of Munich were Kazakhs named Kurbysh, Myrzabek,
Sapi, Meiram, Zhumakan, Amirgali. Many were disabled. Besides them, Kazakhs also lived in the city of
Ulm, Frankfurt and the vicinity of Mannheim. All of them remained in Europe after the war. After the war,
dozens of Kazakhs moved to Turkey: Mazhit Ayapbek, Mazhali Zhundibay, Sabyrzhan Ozturk, Murat
Shymkentli, Izbasar Turkestanly, Tlegen (Sultanbek) Atabek, Alim Almat. Another group of Kazakhs emi-
grated to America. All of the people who moved from Germany to Turkey and America were originally sup-
porters of the Tiirkeli committee [8; 229].

The Tiirkeli Committee tried to establish contacts with all Kazakhs abroad. So on July 4, 1952, Karys
Kanatbay, on behalf of the Tiirkeli committee, sent a letter to Kazakh refugees who arrived in Kashmir. In
the letter, he spoke about the activities of the committee and asked about the condition of Kazakh refugees in
India. He also sent several copies of the magazine “Tiirkeli”. It is known that the letter was received by Ka-
zakh refugees. A reply letter on behalf of the refugees was written by refugee representatives Kalibek Hakim
and Hamza Ushar on July 23, 1952 [8; 230]. They told about their difficult situation and asked for help in
emigrating to other countries. The magazine “Tiirkeli” was distributed to refugees in India [8; 145].

Obviously, that the Kazakhs abroad were very hopeful about the Tiirkeli committee. For them, Kazakhs
living in Europe were perceived as a political force capable of attracting the attention of the world communi-
ty to the problem of the Kazakh people. The Kazakhs of Europe were educated and politically organized.

Socio-political life of Kazakhs ...

The members of Tiirkeli had university education, were engaged in literary and journalistic activities. Ka-
zakhs living in Afghanistan, Iran, as well as Kazakh refugees from India and Pakistan did not have such a
level of education [8; 230].

Between 1952-1954, Kazakh refugees from India and Pakistan emigrated to Turkey. They have estab-
lished several organizations in Turkey [22; 141]. Some had connections with the Tiirkeli committee. One of
them was Hassan Oraltay. He publishes a magazine in Izmir “Biiyiik Tiirkeli (The Big Tiirkeli)”. The maga-
zine published materials on the problems of the Kazakh people. Also H. Oraltay writes articles in anti-
communist newspapers and magazines in Turkey [8; 195]. Bashkir intellectual Z.VV. Togan was among the
authors of articles in the “Biiyiik Tiirkeli” magazine. The choice of the magazine's name is not accidental.
The similarity of the content of the magazines “Biiyiik Tiirkeli”, published in 1zmir and “Tiirkeli” published
in Munich is obvious.

By the end of the 1960s, a new wave of Kazakh emigration from Turkey came to Europe. They brought
novelty to the social and political life of Kazakhs in Europe. The composition of the Tiirkeli Committee was
supplemented by Turkish Kazakhs. For example, Hasan Oraltay joined its ranks [8; 197]. At the same time,
the staff of the Turkestan service of Radio “Liberty”” was replenished with new employees. There were quali-
tative and quantitative changes in the work of the editorial office. Among the new specialists were: Talgat
Koszhigit, Hasan Oraltay, Mukhabay Engin, Alikhan Zhanaltay, Abdykaim Kesiji, Abduakap Kara,
Omirkhan Altyn, Nur Kemal Pynar, Gulkhan Gayretolla [12; 58]. For the most part, we are indebted to them
for the existing material on the members of the Turkestan National Committee — Tiirkeli [9; 179].

As a member of the organization, Hasan Oraltay made a number of proposals on the work of the com-
mittee. Tirkeli. With the consent of the committee members, the publication of the committee's magazine
was moved to Izmir. Since 1968, the magazine “Tiirkeli” has been published in Izmir [8; 197]. On the initia-
tive of Hassan Oraltai, in 1967 in Munich, the committee celebrated the 50th anniversary of the national
government of Alash-Orda [8; 231].

On August 25, 1968, Karys Kanatbay called a meeting of the Tiirkeli committee. At this meeting Hasan
Oraltay was elected secretary of the organization. Having participated in political organizations in Turkey, he
acquired the necessary organizational skills [8; 231].

The Tiirkeli Committee played a role in attracting the global community's focus to the events of De-
cember 1986. Committee participants authored articles, addressed the public through radio broadcasts, and
produced literature on the subject [8; 245].

Turkestan National Committee, known as Tiirkeli, holds a significant position in the historical narrative
of the national quest for independence. They embraced the idea of Kazakhstan's independence with enthusi-
asm. The subsequent socio-political evolution of Kazakhs overseas follows an entirely distinct historical tra-
jectory.

Conclusions

The 20th century constituted a period of profound changes and tumult for the Kazakh people. Triggered
by the October Revolution and the Civil War, numerous Kazakhs were compelled to depart from their home-
lands and relocate overseas. Faced with new circumstances, they had to reconstruct their lives and establish
novel social and political organizations.

The socio-political existence of Kazakhs abroad in the first half of the 20th century remained intimately
tied to events in Kazakhstan. Kazakh emigrants actively engaged in the national liberation movement, advo-
cating for the independence of their homeland and participating in European political affairs. They champi-
oned the establishment of an independent Kazakh state.

The second half of the 20th century was a time of gradual integration of Kazakhs overseas into the life
of their new countries. Kazakh emigrants began to create their own cultural and educational organizations, to
deal with issues of preserving national identity.

The socio-political life of Kazakhs abroad in the 20th century showcased diversity and dynamism, re-
flecting both internal and external influences on the Kazakh people's development. Emigrants played a pivot-
al role in Kazakhstan's national liberation movement, contributing to the fortification of national identity and
the unity of the Kazakh people.

The main directions of activity of Kazakh public organizations in the 20th century:

- Preservation of national culture and language;

- The struggle for the independence of Kazakhstan;

- To promote the development of economic cooperation between Kazakhstan and other countries.
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Mustafa Shokay emerged as the principal ideological force and leader not only among Kazakhs but also
among all Turkestanis residing in Europe during that era. His works do not lose their relevance in modern
times. His views on Turkestan for a long time determined the political vector of all foreign Turkestanis. Even
after a long time, the influence of the former remains palpable in Europe and Turkey.

The dissolution of the USSR in 1991 prompted emigrants to conclude their political activities, deeming
their mission fulfilled [3; 507]. Presently, Kazakhs overseas continue to actively contribute to Kazakhstan's
affairs, serving as a crucial factor in fostering bilateral relations between Kazakhstan and their countries of
residence.

Recommendations

- Further investigation into this matter is imperative issue;

- Individual studies on the socio-political life of Kazakh refugees in their respective host countries are
needed;

- It is worth investigating the periodicals of Kazakhs abroad separately, for instance, in domestic schol-
arship, there has been no analysis conducted on the journal Tiirkeli so far;

- it is essential to conduct efforts in searching for archival materials in Germany, Turkey, the USA, and
other countries.

Social and political activities of Zhumabek Tashenev

This article is devoted to the social and political personality of the famous statesman and public figure, one of
the first leaders of the republic during the years of virgin lands development, Tashenev Zhumabek
Akhmetovich. He served as chairman of the presidium of the Supreme Council of the Kazakh SSR, and then
headed the government of the republic. In this regard, the authors of this article attempted a historical study of
the personality of Zh. Tashenev as a socio-political figure, and gave an assessment of his life and work. The
authors describe the role of Zh. Tashenov in the development of the economy and culture of Kazakhstan and
substantiate the need to perpetuate the services of this outstanding statesman and party figure to the country.
The authors conclude that the main merit of Zh. Tashenev was his struggle to preserve the territorial integrity
of Kazakhstan.

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Stages of historical development of the healthcare system in Kazakhstan:
problems and prospects

The most crucial spheres of social life in any state are health care and education, including medical education.
Strengthening and safeguarding the population's health is one of the core priorities of every country's state
policy. The health care system of Kazakhstan, as well as the whole country, during the years of independence
has passed a complex phase of formation and development. Therefore, this research has been conducted to
analyze the way of development of the health care system of the republic during the years of independence.
The authors of the article conducted a review of programme and conceptual documents and their analysis. In
the article the authors have attempted to analyze the path and stages of development of the health care system
of Kazakhstan during the years of independence.

Key words: healthcare, healthcare system, history of healthcare, history of Kazakhstan, state programmes in
the field of healthcare, health policy.

Introduction

Throughout the historical, socio-economic, and cultural development, human society has established a
series of social institutions, including healthcare, reflecting a specific type of civilization and the traditional,
cultural, religious, and value orientations characteristic of that society. The modern era is marked by the in-
creasing significance of the role of healthcare in the lives of populations in all countries, irrespective of their
economic development levels. It is noteworthy that healthcare has always accompanied human civilization in
one form or another, evolving alongside humanity since the time people began treating diseases and attempt-
ing to safeguard their health. The health of each individual, as an integral part of the overall population
health, becomes a factor that not only defines the completeness of their existence but also the potential of
their capabilities. The state of the population's health, in turn, determines the extent of a country's socio-
economic, cultural, and industrial development. From the perspective of sustainable and stable growth in the
well-being of the population, the healthcare sector, representing a unified, developed, socially-oriented sys-
tem aimed at ensuring accessibility, timeliness, quality, and continuity of medical care, stands as one of the
primary priorities in the republic.

Over the course of more than 30 years of Independent Kazakhstan's development, profound changes
have taken place in all sectors, including healthcare. In light of this, in our view, the study of the historical
development of the healthcare system in Kazakhstan is a relevant topic in the present context. The relevance
of this topic is heightened by the fact that the examination of health and healthcare system is the object of
growing public interest and scientific research not only among medical professionals but also among sociol-
ogists, historians, philosophers, political scientists, as well as government officials and policymakers. The
healthcare system itself has become one of the most crucial elements of state policy, ensuring the national
security and labor potential of our country.

In the contemporary period, the challenges of reforming the health care system, state policy in the field
of management and financing, diverse aspects of medical care and population health status are studied in a
number of works by specialists — economists, sociologists, philosophers, legal scholars, and so forth, indi-
cating a widespread scientific interest in the topic and interdisciplinary study of the Kazakhstani health care
system.

Materials and methods of research

The issue of researching the history of the development of medicine and health care in the territory of
Kazakhstan at the current stage is causing great interest among researchers-historians. As we know, a new
stage in historiography came from the 90s of the twentieth century, after the collapse of the USSR, since the
moment of acquisition of state sovereignty by the Republic of Kazakhstan. Since in this period the access to
the closed archival sources was opened, conditions for overcoming subjective political and ideological atti-
tudes appear and the opportunities for conducting objective scientific research expand. The history of the
development of medicine and public health care in Kazakhstan from ancient times to the modern times is
dedicated to the collective work of the authors: M.A. Kamaliev, R.K. Bigalieva, T.Kh. Khabieva [1]. Re-
searchers A. Birtanov and E. Birtanov have studied the history of healthcare development of one city [2].
The early 1990s were marked by studies on the history of the development of regional health care. Among
the dissertation works can be noted the work of S.Kh. Dushmanov [3], in which the author considers the his-
tory of health care of Western Kazakhstan since the 18th century. In the period of formation of independence
there was written a dissertation by A.S. Nurgalieva [4] on the history of health care development in East Ka-
zakhstan (20th — 21st centuries), in which the author concentrated attention to the specifics of health care
development in a particular region of the republic, without focusing on the consideration of a holistic picture
of the establishment of health care as a system. Thus, the state's social policy issues, the role of social institu-
tions and health were reflected in the works of Yu.K. Shokamanov [5]. Also, it is necessary to note the PhD
thesis of G.G. Fanilevna [6], which is dedicated to the study of the national health care system of the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan in the 90s. The article by A.K. Turgambaeva, S.E. Ibraev, and O.S. Eskendirov considered
the major stages and prospects of development of the health care development system in Kazakhstan [7].

The methodological framework of the research relies on the principles of historicism, objectivity and
systematicity. The article used general scientific and special historical research methods. The methods of
analysis, synthesis, induction and deduction were used within the framework of general scientific methods.
The primary methods of research are special methods of historical cognition. Among them historical-
comparative, content analysis, historical-genetic, historical-typological, historical-systemic, retrospective
methods are the most significant.

Discussion

The socio-political and socio-economic transformations that occurred in Kazakhstan after the collapse
of the USSR, including the final establishment of the priority of market relations, have also influenced the
system of organizing medical care for the population. The clear management vertical that existed in the past
broke down with the collapse of the command-administrative management system. In an effort to improve
the effectiveness of the health care system and increase the sectoral potential, the state and the institutions of
power tried to change the system of organization, management and financing of health care. Among the
many shortcomings and mistakes made in reforming the country's health care system in previous years, the
main one was the lack of a clear, well-considered and well-founded strategy for the development of the sec-
tor. Consequently, Kazakhstan's healthcare system in the dynamics of its political and economic landscape
was subjected to significant reconstruction and during the period of state sovereignty, subject to historical,
political and socio-economic determinants, experienced three models: budgetary, budget-insurance, pro-
gramme-budgetary with elements of paid medicine at all stages of development [8]. The 1990s systemic so-
cio-economic crisis determined the decrease of many public health and health care indicators. Experiencing
the economic difficulties of the transition period, the country's budget allocated less than 2% to the domestic
health care system. Insufficient funding for health care led to the reduction of medical organizations and
jobs, the ageing of the material and technical base, and a decline in the provision of equipment, apparatus,
medical devices and instruments. The total lack of medicines, dressing materials, inadequate supply of labor-
atories, inability to provide full balanced therapeutic nutrition to patients, and low wages of medical workers
made it impossible to achieve the necessary level of quality and efficiency of medical care [9].

Furthermore, “the State Programme for Reforming and Developing Health Care in the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan for 2005-2010s” and the sectoral “Programme for Developing Cardiology and Cardiac Surgery in
the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2007-2009s” were implemented in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The major
thrusts of these programmes were the implementation of up-to-date diagnostics and treatment technologies,
ensuring accessibility and improvement of the quality of medical services, the development of medical ex-
aminations, and raising the professional level of doctors.
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According to the World Health Organization, Kazakhstan was a country with an extremely strained
medical and demographic situation. In addition, the health care system as a whole had a low rating according
to international standards. Therefore, the promotion of a high-tech healthcare system and improvement of the
quality of medical services was a priority goal of Kazakhstan's policy. In this regard, Kazakhstan adopted a
number of state programmes, legislative acts and institutional initiatives aimed at reforming and developing
the health care system. During the period from 2011s to 2015s, Kazakhstan implemented “The Salamatty
Kazakhstan” State Health Development Programme. Within the framework of this program, maternal and
infant mortality rates were significantly reduced. There were also improvements in indicators related to car-
diological and cardio-surgical care. The state program “Densaulyk” was implemented from 2016 to 2019.
Since July 1, 2017, Compulsory Social Health Insurance (CSHI) has been in effect. CSHI ensures equal ac-
cess to medical services and pharmaceutical products from the Compulsory Social Health Insurance Fund
(CSHIF) for all insured citizens of Kazakhstan, regardless of gender, age, social status, place of residence,
and income. Prior to this, the provision of medical services was funded by state (republican and local) budg-
etary funds, voluntary health insurance funds, and loans from international financial institutions for the im-
plementation of international projects [10; 50].

In particular, the programs “Densaulyk» (2016-2020) and “Salamat Qazagstan” (2011-2015) are ori-
ented towards introducing social services, improving the quality of medical services, increasing accessibility,
and adapting the healthcare system to market conditions dictated by society and modern requirements. The
programs emphasize that achieving these goals in healthcare organizations, development, and functioning are
significantly influenced by the effective implementation of innovations in the working process under the
conditions of a market economy. Additionally, healthcare organizations in Kazakhstan face a serious defi-
ciency, as confirmed by statistical data from past years, in technological, product-related, organizational-
managerial, marketing, and other innovations.

Taking the above into account, from the perspective of medical organizations and the state, if active
corrective measures are not taken in the current situation, the negative consequences in the near future will
become even more significant.

The comprehensive measures implemented have led to improvements in healthcare and demographic
indicators. During the implementation period of the State Program “Salamat Qazagstan™, notable reductions
were observed, including a 15.3% decrease in the overall mortality rate, a 1.9-fold decrease in maternal mor-
tality, and a 1.7-fold decrease in infant mortality. The reduction in maternal, infant, and child mortality rates,
as confirmed by the Interagency Group of United Nations agencies, allowed Kazakhstan to achieve the
fourth and fifth Millennium Development Goals. Over these years, the number of excess hospital beds de-
creased by more than half, corresponding to a decrease in the bed-to-population ratio of 136.4 to 65.6 per
10,000 people for round-the-clock hospital organizations [7; 12].

As we know, in 2021, the healthcare system of Kazakhstan endured a colossal burden due to the high
increase in cases of coronavirus infection. Nevertheless, healthcare professionals continued to provide
planned medical assistance. Overall, Kazakhstan's healthcare underwent several qualitative changes last year,
particularly taking a confident step towards providing financial support to medical workers. To learn more
about the transformations in the domestic medical sphere, read the overview material.

Thus, by the end of 2021, the following medical assistance was provided in Kazakhstan:

2586 medical aviation flights were carried out;

4960 medical services were rendered, including:

2615 patients transported to medical organizations (53%);

254 consultations conducted (5%);

176 surgeries performed (4%);

1915 remote medical services with the involvement of specialized professionals organized (38%).

Medical assistance in the form of medical aviation was provided to 3950 patients, including:

- 966 women with obstetric and gynecological pathology;

- 947 children with pediatric pathologies;

- 679 patients with various injuries (including road traffic accidents — 277));

- 505 patients with diseases of the circulatory system;

- 493 newborns with malformations;

- 360 patients with other diseases.

Eight citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan were transported from foreign clinics in critical condition
(Turkey — 3, UAE — 2, Russia — 2, Georgia — 1). 38 flights were made to provide face-to-face consulta-
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tive assistance by qualified specialists of republican and medical organizations of Nur-Sultan and Almaty
cities. 4 flights were made to transport donor organs to the relevant medical organizations for subsequent
transplantation. The number of visits to health care organizations providing primary health care in the repub-
lic at the end of 2021 was 101,199,905, which is 28.3% more compared to the same period last
year (78,866,841). The number of visits per inhabitant in the republic was 5.20 (4.11 in the same period of
2020). At the inpatient level, the total volume of hospitalizations in 24-hour hospitals increased by 4.9% and
amounted to 2,979,130 cases (of which 2,017,627 on the assets of the CSHI Fund and 961,502 under the
GVFMC budget). As of 1 January 2022, 14,732 infectious disease beds have been deployed to treat patients
with coronavirus infection and pneumonia. The number of intensive care beds in infectious diseases hospitals
totaled 1,674 beds [11].

According to the report of the Minister of Health of the RK A. Giniyat at the meeting of the final Colle-
gium on January 10, 2023, the country noted positive dynamics in the main medical and demographic health
indicators. In connection with summing up the results of the year in March, the total mortality rate of the
population for the eleven months of 2022 compared to 2021 increased by 30% (29.7%). At the same time,
there is a decrease in mortality rates from diseases of the circulatory system by almost 34% (33.7%), cancer
— by 8% (8.3%), mortality from respiratory diseases — by 1.7 times, and mortality from tuberculosis has
decreased by 12.5%. Also, there is a significant reduction in maternal mortality — more than 3 times (2021
— 185 cases, 2022 — 57 cases). According to the minister's report, there are more than 5 thousand (5,695)
PHC organizations in the country (501 in rural areas, 5,194 in cities). In 2022, 9 additional city clinics and
outpatient clinics were put into operation: Karaganda region — 3 clinics;

Mangystau region — 3 (VA — 1, PHC center — 2); Turkestan region — 1 clinic; Astana city — 2
medical outpatient clinics. Additionally, “The Green Corridor” has been implemented to expedite the exami-
nation and treatment in cases of suspected oncological and hematological diseases [12].

Additionally, special attention was given to the training and professional development of healthcare
workers. Thus, in 2022, 4,200 doctors were trained at the expense of the national budget, 138 of them
abroad, and 2,650 paramedical staff were trained. According to the data of health departments, more than
15 thousand doctors were additionally trained at the expense of local executive bodies, including 209 abroad,
as well as more than 29 thousand nurses were trained. Thus, according to the results of 2022, the need for
doctors in rural areas was reduced by 12%, while the total need in the country was 26% [12].

Considering the above, we can highlight the following stages in the historical development of
healthcare in Kazakhstan (Table).

The logical continuation of the initiated reforms has been taken into account and implemented within
the framework of the new State Programme for Health Care Development for 2020-2025. The aim of this
programme is to improve the quality of medical care and to achieve a life expectancy of up to 75 years. The
implementation of the State Programme for 2020 is aimed at achieving 4 target indicators. These include:
increasing life expectancy to 73.21 years, reducing the risk of premature mortality from cardiovascular, on-
cological, chronic respiratory diseases and diabetes to 18.86%, reducing maternal mortality to 17.1 per
100,000 live births, reducing infant mortality to 10.1 per 1,000 live births [13].
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Conclusions

Overall, over the years of implementing healthcare development programs in the Republic of Kazakh-
stan, a positive trend in indicators characterizing the health of the population can be observed, which, in turn,
contributes to improving the quality and increasing the life expectancy of the country's population.
Examining the stages of historical development, improvement in key health indicators and increased funding
in the healthcare sector can be observed. However, despite these results, compared to other countries, life
expectancy and financing remain at a low level.

The strengths of the above programs include: widespread coverage of the population with healthcare
services; effective control of expenses in the healthcare sector; standardization of clinical activities; unified
procurement of pharmaceuticals and medical products; digitization of healthcare; strategic partnership of
medical universities with leading foreign universities. The weaknesses of the health care system are:
insufficient level of health literacy among the population; uncompetitive wages for medical workers in the
public health sector; aging infrastructure of medical organizations and insufficient equipment with medical
equipment; workforce imbalance in the healthcare system; uneven level of service and quality of medical
care; imperfection of information technologies. Nevertheless, the stages of the historical development of the
health care system allow us to draw a conclusion that Kazakhstan's health care system in the future will oc-
cupy a decent place in the world health care system, and the population of Kazakhstan will be provided with
medical care corresponding to the international standard of advanced countries.

Soviet periodicals as a reflection of ideology in respect of childhood
(on the materials of the magazine “Baldyrgan”)

Historical research on childhood in Kazakhstan analyzes and comprehends various phenomena. One such
topic is the influence of the periodical press on the upbringing of the younger generation in the Soviet period.
The influence of the Soviet children's media was enormous. It had to solve a number of problems, such as the
involvement of children in the Pioneer and Komsomol organizations, execution of ideological settings of the
country's leadership, serving the ideas of the Communist Party. The aim of the article: to investigate the
editorial policy and the ideological and thematic content of the children's magazine “Baldyrgan”, which
reflected all the main ideological trends of the study period and was a product of its era. The chronological
framework covers the 60s of the twentieth century.

Results. Thanks to the “Thaw”, children's print production is moving away from Soviet ideological influence
to general cultural influence. The article examines the editorial policy, editorial board and staff, the
relationship between the magazine and the target audience, genre and composition features of the
information. Analyzing the content of the magazine, we conclude that the magazine “Baldyrgan” affordably
explained to the younger generation how to “properly” behave in the Soviet society, helped to learn the basic
moral values, sought to satisfy children's curiosity. Remaining under the influence of communist ideology,
“Baldyrgan” magazine, thanks to its creative editorial board, sought to familiarize children with humanistic
values in a universal sense.

Adaptation of representatives of local authorities in Kazakhstan to the reforms of the
XIX century and problems of historical memory
(on the example of Zhanturin dynasty)

The article analyzes the tendency of adaptation of representatives of local authorities from the Zhanturin dyn-
asty to the reforms carried out by tsarist Russia in Kazakhstan in the XIX century, based on the data of histor-
ical memory.

Radical changes in the structure of Kazakh society as a result of the colonial policy of
the Russian Empire in the 18th — 19th centuries.

Socio-economic transformations in the pre-revolutionary period brought fundamental changes to the social
organization of Kazakh society. The difficult situation that arose during the collapse of the unified Kazakh
Khanate led to a series of foreign policy failures. Of course, the collapse of the Kazakh Khanate and the
colonial policy of Tsarist Russia influenced the ways and methods of farming of the Kazakhs, which also in
turn led to increased influence from the Russian Empire. Also, the world historical process influenced the
decline of the last nomadic state — the Kazakh Khanate. In this regard, the authors of this article examined the
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main factors that influenced the transformation of the nomadic society of the Kazakhs, having both internal
and external reasons. The article shows the contradictions in the development of social relations in a nomadic
society, social stratification, relationships within the nomadic community. The influence of tsarism's policies
on changes in the social structure of Kazakhstan is analyzed.

Creation of a unified information platform as a solution to the problem
of coverage of interethnic relations and national policy in Central Asia.

Issues of interethnic relations and national policy are topical problems in the countries of Central Asia. Quali-
ty research requires relevant scientific data from reliable sources, cooperation with leading scientific organi-
zations and experts in the field of ethnic policy. Up-to-date data obtained as a result of monitoring the envi-
ronment under study, the scientific basis and the involvement of specialists are needed to create an effective
state national policy, which in the future will avoid the mistakes of the past. The author of the publication of-
fers a solution to these problems in the form of creating an Information platform — thematic website dedicated
to the problems of national policy and interethnic relations. This will allow getting the necessary information
for scientific research and using the data in the practical implementation of ethnic policy in Kazakhstan, Uz-
bekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Turkmenistan. Scientific novelty of the research consists in the proposal
to create thematic site that has no analogues in the world aimed at solving the scientific and practical prob-
lems of our time. The source base of the study is represented by special scientific and educational literature
on the subject matter. The research contains practical recommendations for effective state national policy in
the countries of Central Asia. First, it is necessary to comprehensively conduct information education of the
population. Second, it is necessary to pursue a policy of developing national cultures without infringing on
the rights and freedoms of the indigenous population. Third, serious attention must be paid to forecasting the
consequences of national policies and analyzing big data. Fourth, it is necessary to strengthen the interaction
of the state, scientific, cultural, and educational environment to achieve common goals and results.

The Division of the Chagatai Ulus in Foreign Historiography: Religious Factor

There are few specially prepared works in our historiography concerning the history of the Chagatai ulus.
And a number of fundamental works can be found in foreign historiography. From this point of view, the
author tries to show the relevance and novelty of the research topic. The presented publication examines the
factors contributing to the split of the Chagatai ulus, which arose after the Mongol invasion, based on foreign
historiography. Since the study focuses on studying the influence of the religious factor in the division of the
Chagatai ulus, its content touches on the positions of Chagatai in the Tengrian faith, his view of the others
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and Islamic religion, the adoption of Islam by the Chagatai khans, as well as significant events in the history
of the ulus. After Chagatai Khan, a review will be conducted of several khans who carried out important
reforms in the history of the ulus — Algui Khan, Duva Khan, Mubarak Khan, Kebek Khan, and the reasons for
the murder of Tarmashyryn Khan are considered. The author draws attention to some important events in the
history of the Chagatai ulus — the Talas Kurultai, which united the descendants of Genghis, called on the
initiative of Haidu from three ulus, and the resettlement of the Mongol nobility, some tribes to the lands of
Mauerannahr. At the same time, despite the fact that the problem of religion was one of the topical issues, the
religious factor did not play a leading role in the split of the Chagatai ulus. This political crisis was dominated
by the influence of political, social and economic factors.

On the composition of the osteological collection of the Dongal settlement

The Dongal settlement is located 208 km southeast of the city of Karaganda. Based on his materials, a special
type of ceramics was identified, called Dongal. Pottery of this type has features that connect it both with the
previous Sargary-Alekseevsky culture of the final Bronze Age, and with the monuments of the early Iron
Age. This establishes a genetic link between the cultures of the two historical eras. Thus, the Dongal type of
monuments is of particular importance for understanding the cultural and historical processes that took place
during the transition from the Bronze Age to the Early Iron Age. The legitimacy of the allocation of the
Dongal type was confirmed by the discovery of such ceramics not only in Kazakhstan, but also on the
territory of the Russian Altai. In this article, the results of the analysis of the osteological collection of the
Dongal settlement are considered, the composition of the herd is determined. It was established that the first
place in the herd was occupied by small cattle (42.1%). The second place in terms of the number of bones is
occupied by the horse (28.3%), the third place is occupied by cattle — 26.0%. Wild animal species such as
argali, elk, deer, kulan, saiga and wolf have also been identified. Hunting for wild ungulates provided a
significant part of the meat diet of the inhabitants of Dongal — bones from 33 kulans, 16 saiga, 10 argali were
identified. Small cattle were bred for the purpose of obtaining wool, cattle for the purpose of obtaining dairy
products, and the horse was used for riding and as a draft animal.

The role of bais in the socio-political life of Kazakh society

The introduction of the “Temporary Regulations on Management in the Steppe Regions of the Orenburg and
West Siberian General Governments” of 1868 and the penetration of foreign capital into the territory of Ka-
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zakhstan marked the beginning of profound changes in traditional Kazakh society. At the end of the 19th cen-
tury, capitalist relations intensified on the scale of not only the Kazakh steppe, but throughout Russia, the
wave of production intensified, and at the beginning of the 20th century, rich Kazakhs began to pay more at-
tention to trade, as well as production. In this regard, this article examines the role of Kazakh bais in the so-
cio-political life of Kazakh society. The article, based on archival materials from the Orenburg region and the
South Kazakhstan regional archive, analyzes the place and role of the Kazakh bais in Kazakh society and ex-
amines the process of liquidation of the bais.

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Alash Orda and socio-political activities of Seydazim Kadyrbaev

The study of the problems of the history of Kazakhstan in the first two decades of the 20th century is one of
the most relevant, complicated and in many ways contradictory issues of contemporary domestic historical
science. The early 20th century holds a distinctive place in the history of Kazakhstan, closely associated with
the establishment of Alash Orda. Consequently, the aim of this article is to uncover and analyze the signifi-
cance of the democratic ideas of Alash Orda and its adherents. The article delves into key aspects of Alash
Orda's history, exploring the prerequisites leading to its emergence and the nature of its activities. A compre-
hensive examination of Kazakhstan's historical issues is undeniably linked to the elite that was shaping up in
the late 19th to early 20th centuries and the intelligentsia, representing “a heterogeneous layer” in terms of
both origin and perspectives on the development of the Kazakh people. Seydazim Kadyrbaev stands out as
one of the notable figures in the Kazakh intelligentsia. The article analyzes S. Kadyrbaev's contributions to
the Kazakh judicial system, criminal and procedural legislation. The authors tried to trace the life journey of
Alash Orda proponent S. Kadyrbaev and his socio-political activities.

Introduction

In the socio-political history of states, there are periods of extraordinary concentration of events and
tension of ideas around the theme of the fundamental goals and values of the nation, the solvency of the en-
tire process of state development. Such were the periods of Kemalism during the foundation of the Turkish
Republic when a talented and active group of young reformers formed around the leader Mustafa Kemal
Atatiirk, giving rise to a broad societal and political movement for the modernization of all aspects of Turk-
ish life on the remnants of the former empire. Another example is the Meiji Restoration years in Japan when
a wide-ranging movement of elites emerged around the idea of modernizing the once fragmented country,
leading the Land of the Rising Sun to its current prosperity through a series of historical trials. In Kazakh-
stan's political history, such a broad reformist and, given the coverage of the population and the goal of ac-
guiring independence, national liberation movement emerged in the early 20th century and it was associated
with the party “Alash” and the leaders of the government of “Alash-Orda”, which emerged as a result of its
active ascetic and unifying activities among the people. This event was not a one-time and spontaneous ac-
tion of individual people but rather embodied the centuries-old dream of the Kazakh people for freedom and
prosperity, even in the midst of the widespread onset of the modern era.

Today, there is a deliberate effort to revive the historical consciousness of society. Only by knowing the
history of one's people and country do you begin to understand the special value of the Independence gained
at the end of the last century? As it is well known, every land gives birth to its great sons. The Kazakh steppe
also takes pride in illustrious heroes, such as Kenesary Khan, the batyrs Srym, Isatai, Makhambet, and many
others. The history of the Kazakh people demonstrates that the struggle for freedom and the independence of
the country has never ceased. Representatives of the national intelligentsia at the turn of the 19th and 20th
centuries played a significant role in this centuries-old struggle.

In spite of the growing interest in the activities and lives of Alash Orda supporters, there is still a lack of
significant platforms for public dialogue on the influence of the ideas of Alash Orda supporters on the pre-
sent. Currently in Kazakhstan, there is an increasing interest in the intelligentsia of the 20th century, specifi-
cally in the figures of the Alash Orda government (“Supporters of Alash Orda”). They were the organizers of
the autonomous entity bearing the same name, established in 1917 in Semey and lasting until 1920 when it
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was disbanded by Soviet authorities. Later, a significant number of Alash Orda figures fell victim to repres-
sion.

Materials and methods of research

It should be noted that the history of the formation and development of the “Alash” movement, as well
as the destiny of the Alash Republic were addressed in the works of both Russian (A.A. Bashmakov,
I.V. Sablin [1-2]) and Kazakh researchers (M.zh. Suleimenova, D.T. Tolgambaeva [3-4]). Kazakhstani re-
searcher E.A. Abil conducts a detailed historical analysis of all stages of the movement, in parallel disclosing
the political situation in the country in general, highlighting the attitude of Alash activists to the ongoing
changes, their position [5]. In the work of A.K. Tiuebaeva, I.A. Mukhamadeeva attention is given to such
representatives of Kazakh intelligentsia as A. Bokeykhanov, A. Baitursynov, M. Dulatov and others, of
whose activities and ideas have contributed to the awakening of national consciousness of the Kazakh people
and the study is aimed at an objective definition of the role and place of the Alash movement in the state-
legal formation of independent Kazakhstan [6]. Along with this, many authors recognize that the phenome-
non of “Alash” has not yet received proper scientific comprehension as a historical and cultural place, the
heritage of which is still preserved. The methodological foundation of this article is built on traditional meth-
ods of historical research. The authors employed such methods of scientific inquiry as dialectical and logical
analysis, analogy, and a systemic approach, which allowed to comprehensively examine the position of the
Alash movement in the issue of the right of the nation to self-determination in the context of Russian politi-
cal history at the beginning of the 20th century. In the course of the general-scientific and special-historical
methods, and from general-scientific methods analysis and synthesis were used. From the category of spe-
cial-historical methods — historical-retrospective, historical-genetic, historical-typological, historical-
systemic methods.

The results of the study

“The Alash” Party publicly revealed its program in the summer of 1917, outlining the fundamental
principles of the future constitutional structure of Russia and the status of Kazakhstan from the perspective
of Kazakh liberal democrats. Thus, Russia was supposed to become a federative democratic republic. The
supreme authority in the country was to belong to the Constituent Assembly. Legislative powers were solely
in the State Duma, elected through direct, equal, general elections by secret ballot. Executive power was to
be held by the president and the government led by them, accountable to both the Duma and the Constituent
Assembly. In the program of the “Alash” party Kazakhstan was considered as an autonomous republic in the
composition of Russia, including all regions inhabited by Kazakhs. In the section on “Basic Rights”, it was
stated that citizens should possess equal rights regardless of their religious beliefs, nationality, or gender. The
program provided for freedom of assembly, speech, the press, equality of citizens before the law, and invio-
lability of the home. As we can see, “Alash™, as a liberal democratic party, advocated the creation of a secu-
lar democratic state in Kazakhstan. The 11 All-Kazakh Congress, held in Orenburg on December 5-13, 1917,
decided to form a national-territorial autonomy of regions with a Kazakh population — the Autonomy of
Alash with the center in Semipalatinsk. It was planned to convene a National Constituent Assembly to pro-
claim autonomy, followed by the approval of its constitution by the All-Russian Constituent Assembly.
However, the outbreak of the civil war made significant adjustments to these plans. On June 24, 1918, all
decrees of the Soviet government were canceled throughout the whole of the Alash Autonomy, laws and dec-
larations of the Provisional Government on freedom of speech, press, assemblies, unions and personal invio-
lability were put into effect.

The supreme power belonged to the Provisional People's Council (Alash-Orda) chaired by
A. Bokeykhanov. The Military Council with the functions of the military ministry was created to create its
own army. Local power belonged to regional and district zemstvo administrations. By the resolution of
Alash-Orda of June 25, 1918, district and regional councils of Alash-Orda were formed, the composition of
which was to be elected by the zemstvo assemblies, but in wartime conditions was appointed by the govern-
ment. The councils performed the following functions: - recruitment into the Alash army (People's Police); -
tax collection; - Preparation of materials for the convening of the Alash Constituent Assembly; - protection
of public peace and state order; - preparation of materials on the agricultural issue; - monitoring the exact
execution of provisional land use regulations. The relationship between zemstvos and councils was not legal-
ly defined and often these authorities competed with each other, creating difficulties in the management of
autonomy. On June 24, Alash-Orda approved the Rules on temporary land use on the territory of the auton-
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omy, according to which private ownership of land was abolished, and all subsoil, water and natural re-
sources were declared the property of the people and permission for their use was given by Alash-Orda.
Land disputes between Kazakhs were settled by arbitration courts, between Kazakhs and non-Kazakh popu-
lation — by zemstvos.

Despite its short existence, the Alash autonomy and the Alash-Orda movement had a great impact on
the history of Kazakhstan. “Alash” leaders first put forward the idea of creating a sovereign Kazakh state.
“Alash” supporters made great efforts for the growth of self-consciousness and culture of the Kazakh people.
Despite the defeat in the Civil War, the Alash intelligentsia did not abandon the idea of creating Kazakh au-
tonomy within the Soviet state.

By coincidence, the Republic of Alash as a sovereign state existed for a historical moment — just over
two years. But this does not diminish its enduring historical role and significance. The Alash autonomy be-
came the first national territorial entity on the territory of the Russian part of Central Asia in the 20th centu-
ry, which had a very important historical significance. Thus, we can safely say that the formation of the
Alash autonomy largely predetermined the creation of the Kazakh ASSR, which was then transformed into a
union republic, which, in turn, gained independence and is now called the Republic of Kazakhstan [5].

Of course, representatives of national elites have become the main driving force of political and state
changes. Despite numerous difficulties, arrests and imprisonment, they continued to struggle for the for-
mation of their own statehood and the awakening of national consciousness. Among them, Seydazim
Kadyrbaev played an important role and he can be considered one of the great representatives of the Kazakh
intelligentsia of the early twentieth century. He was in the epicenter of important political events, he hap-
pened to participate in processes that were of great importance for the Kazakh statehood.

Seydazim Kadyrbaev, one of the outstanding figures in the history of the Kazakh people, who lived at
the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries, made a significant contribution to the life of the
country, serving in the interests of the nation. The formation of Seydazim Kadyrbaev as a person coincided
with the period when the Russian Empire, and then its immediate continuation, subjugated the Kazakh land
to the entire Soviet power, the previous public political system collapsed, the idea of unity within the country
collapsed, and mutual disagreements broke out. In the twentieth century, Kazakhstan was completely under
the rule of the Russian Empire. Administrative, managerial and judicial reforms have changed the existing
economic and cultural life of Kazakh society. Along with the consequences of the First World War, which
began in 1914, especially with a great burden on the black population, officials trampled on the rights of the
illiterate Kazakh people and committed various violent acts. The policy of the tsarist power, aimed at the
conquest and conquest of the Kazakh land, was carried out not only by demonstrating one-sided military
force, but also by creating educational institutions that represented the interests of the empire, providing
support through cultural and educational orientation. This is due to the fact that in order to increase the
influence of the government in the regions, a need arose for national personnel in the social sector. Through
a new educational model, training educated and literate citizens from the population itself, there was an
intention to use them for their own purposes in the direction of free government of the population. One of the
Kazakh youths who studied at one of the educational institutions created for this purpose was S. Kadyrbaev.

From 1899 to 1901, S. Kadyrbaev studied and received an education at the Turgai two-year Russian
Kazakh school. Having graduated from college with honors, Seydazim Kadyrbaev in the same year entered
the Orenburg Kyrgyz Teachers' School in Orenburg with the aim of further improving his education. He
studied at this educational institution at the expense of the state funds of the Turgai regional administration.
However, S. Kadyrbaev, after graduating from a teacher’s school in 1905, thanks to exemplary discipline and
high academic performance and a high level of proficiency in the Russian language of instruction, which was
in demand at that time, began his first job not as a teacher, but as a translator in the Orenburg regional court
based on characteristics and recommendations inspector of the Orenburg Kyrgyz teacher's school
Andrusevich.

The socio-political vision of Seydazim Kulmukhamedovich Kadyrbaev developed during the period of
increasing colonial activity of the Russian Empire in the Kazakh steppe. According to the reforms on the
management of the Kazakh steppe at the end of the 19th century, the economic and political-social
development of Kazakhstan as part of the Russian Empire was alien to the centuries-old traditions of
nomadic Kazakh society, therefore the Kazakh society was different from its own. The policy of the tsarist
government to colonize the Kazakh steppe did not bypass the spiritual and cultural structure, artificially
imposing restrictions and prohibitions on its development, strengthening the policy of Russification by
eliminating all national characteristics. A large number of educational institutions were opened in the Kazakh
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steppe, representing the interests of the empire in the intensification of colonial policy. As a result, Kazakh
youth, thirsty for knowledge, were forced to study in such educational institutions. These educational
institutions paid great attention to the education of Kazakh children of a religious nature and to the issues of
improving methods of their Russification. One of the Kazakh youths who received education in such
educational institutions was Seydazim Kulmukhamedovich. Seydazim’s grandfather, Kadyrbai Baigozin,
also studied according to the old method, was also fluent in Russian, enjoyed great authority among the
population, and was a rich man. He exercised power over the four volost states of the Turgai region.
Seydazim 's grandson also influenced European education [7; 5].

The opinions of scientists who studied Seydazim Kadyrbay about how he became an expert in law also
echo each other. Seydazim Kadyrbay, who was called the “enemy of the people”, was a famous lawyer of his
time. In 1905-1920, Alash was part of the national liberation movement. When the Soviet government
established itself under pressure, it received amnesty from the Bolshevik system and served in the field of
litigation and law, says researcher Eldos Toktarbai [8]. “Over the years of work in the Commissariat of
Justice, Seydazim developed the “Law on Crime” at the present time (“Criminal Code”), which has become
an invaluable assistant for competent lawyers. “The Law on Crime”, translated by Kadyrbaev, was published
in Orenburg in 1923 in the form of a book and was in great demand in the judicial system, says one of the
researchers of Seydazim’s legacy, Erkyn Musabekov [9]. “Seydazim’s fairness, his efficiency and
organization, based on placing common interests above all else, in a word, the most important thing is not to
sully the purity of conscience in the service”, quotes the writer Kaisar Alim, who studied his actions and
decisions [10]. Realizing the importance of fighting and preventing corruption, nationalist S. Kadyrbai said
of his tough decisions that raised justice: “if we back off now, we'll be soft tomorrow”, it should be so.
However, as poignant as it may sound, Seydazim's softness of heart in everyday life was admired by those
around him. “He was a generous man, prone to song, an orator in a sickle tongue, he was skilled in
conversation, cheerful like a child, he had a kind heart”, said K. Alim in his study [10]. Seydazim Kadyrbai,
an experienced lawyer, jurist, one of the authors of the Charter of the government “Alashorda” adopted on
December 13, 1917 (the law of the first parent of Kazakh autonomy), member of the “National Council”
describes the fighter's life — professionalism, perseverance, compassion, steadfastness, justice, discipline,
glorification of the rule of law, competence and business skills. It is obvious that Seydazim Kadyrbai's
professionalism and professionalism in the legal field has been greatly influenced and influenced by the
extensive experience of the work he has done. During the period from 1922 to 1929 he worked as head of the
department of shipbuilding and control of the People's Commissariat of Justice of the Kazakh ASSR, after
the establishment of Soviet power in the People's Commissariat of Justice (now the Ministry of Justice). At
that time he worked in the periodical press, regularly published publicistic articles [11].

Therefore, S. Kadyrbaev in 1913-1917 held various positions in the judicial bodies of Orenburg, in
1917 — Torgai justice of the peace, regional commissar of the Provisional Government for the Torgai
region. In the same year he was elected as a delegate from the Torgai region to the second All-Kirghiz (All-
Kazakh) Congress, which was held December 5-13, 1917 in Orenburg, where Seydazim Kadyrbaev served
as secretary of the Congress. He was a candidate to the Alashorda government, Alashorda's commissioner for
the Torgai region. He was a member of the Alash party and took part in drafting the Constitution of the
Alash Autonomous Republic.

In the resolution of the 2nd All-Kirghiz Congress the necessity to create a mounted army was empha-
sized, and in 1918 members of the Torgai branch of Alashorda Akhmet Baitursynov, Mirzhakyp Dulatov,
Seydazim Kadyrbaev and Myrzagazy Yespolov, who were in Orsk, started to fulfill this task. About a thou-
sand armed Kazakh dzhigits were collected from the villages, 400 of which were transferred to the military
headquarters of Ataman Dutov's army. In March 1919, a mounted detachment consisting of 250 Kazakh
dzhigits liberated Torgai, but then, as we know, the situation at the front changed in favor of the Red Army.
As a result of disagreements on the issues of future Kazakh autonomy between the leaders of Alashorda and
the military leadership of the so-called White Army (Dutov, Denikin, Kolchak and others), the Alash cavalry
units went over to the side of the Bolsheviks.

In 1918-1920 Seydazim Kadyrbaev together with his fellow countrymen Akhmet Baitursynov and Mir-
zhakyp Dulatov participated in the creation of Torgai regional military department of the Military Council of
Alashorda, was a member of it. Seydazim Kadyrbaev had close friendly relations with Mirzhakyp Dulatov.
They were from one village, grew up together. Mirzhakyp Dulatov had a great influence on his friend and in
many ways contributed to the formation of his views. According to the memories of associates, Seydazim
Kadyrbaev was characterized by honesty and truthfulness in words and deeds, demanding to himself and
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others. He always urged to honestly serve the people, not to be “chameleons, adjusting to the situation con-
venient for themselves”. From 1920 to 1929 Seydazim Kadyrbaev worked in responsible positions in the
People's Commissariat of Justice of the Council of People's Commissars of the Kyrgyz (since 1925 — Ka-
zak) ASSR.

In the 30s it was a hard time of repressions. Seydazim Kadyrbaev was accused for activity in Alashorda
as an anti-Soviet organization, in 1930 was arrested and exiled to Voronezh, where he was convicted and
sentenced to imprisonment. Then the punishment was replaced by exile, and Seydazim Kadyrbaev worked in
that city as a legal adviser of Rossovkhozsnab. Subsequently, he returned to his homeland. But the Soviet
authorities did not forgive his participation in the Alash movement, and in 1937 Seydazim Kadyrbaev was
arrested again and sentenced to execution. The official response of the KGB of the USSR in Voronezh re-
gion on September 5, 1963 to the request of Kadyrbaev's descendants stated that “Kadyrbaev Seydazim
Kulmagambetovich Kadyrbaev was sentenced on October 11, 1938 by the special troika of the UNKVD
Nel3 in Voronezh region. The sentence was executed on October 17, 1938”. Rehabilitated on April 28, 1966.
Thanks to the efforts of grandchildren of Seydazim Kadyrbaev — Zhasulan and Gaukhar Seidakhmetov —
in 2009 at the memorial cemetery Dubovka near the city of Voronezh was immortalized the memory of a
famous figure of Alashorda, a member of the party “Alash” Seydazim Kulmagambetuly Kadyrbaev, installed
a tombstone [12].

Conclusions

Therefore, the figures of Alash-Orda were guided by the principles of democracy and referred to the
liberal-democratic wing of the intelligentsia of the last century. They demanded voting rights for Kazakhs
from Tsarist Russia, and afterwards from the Bolsheviks. Their idea was founded on the basis that within a
federal state there should be an autonomy capable of independent governance and vested with proper politi-
cal rights. Notwithstanding the colonization of Kazakhstan by the Russian Empire, they attempted to advo-
cate the original and prosperous development of the people, awakening in the nomads the aspiration for a
sedentary lifestyle, the adoption of advanced legal foundations of state building and relatively sovereign
governance, encouraging young people to acquire knowledge and preserve the foundations of cultural identi-
ty in the new conditions. Thanks to the beginning of this ascetic wave, a broad enlightenment movement for
the new settlement of the Great Steppe emerged in Kazakhstan, the peak of which was rightly the formation
of the Kazakh Autonomy with the government of “Alash-Orda”. The Alash party united around the most ad-
vanced part of Kazakh society — the intelligentsia, aimed at: asserting national consciousness, searching for
ways to reorganize the traditional society, advocating the interests of their people with the use of new politi-
cal methods and tools of the struggle for independence. Thus, it can be concluded that it was thanks to the
efforts of Kazakh intellectuals that Kazakhs were preserved as a nation, the people could not be completely
assimilated by the colonial authorities, despite the numerous decrees and even repressive acts aimed at sup-
pressing dissent of the subjugated peoples.

Seydazim Kadyrbaev is a distinguished political and public figure of the early twentieth century, who
contributed a significant contribution to the struggle for the independence of the Kazakh people and actively
participated in the shaping of the Alashorda ideology. S. Kadyrbaev's social and political activity was closely
connected with such prominent Kazakh ideologists as A. Bukeikhanov, A. Baitursynov, J. Aimauytov. These
great personalities by their creativity and socio-political activities tried to awaken and form public con-
sciousness in the struggle against imperialist ideology, were able to lead the people in the struggle for these
ideals.

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Continuity of traditions in the spiritual culture of turkic peoples in medieval states
(according to Shajara-i Tarakime data)

The historical connections of Turkic peoples trace back to ancient times, extensively unfolding during the
Middle Ages and subsequent eras. Throughout the entire medieval period, waves of people of Turkic origin
came to lands that were once part of the Western empires. These tribes preserved a long history, traditions
and skills on their way to their new homeland. They not only settled in their new lands, but also developed
their culture, customs and skills in continuity with the world around them. This article is dedicated to the
study of the interrelation of traditions in the spiritual culture of Turkic peoples based on oral historical
traditions and legends in the work “Shajara-i-Tarakime”. We discuss the important aspects of forming the
worldview foundations of Turkic-speaking peoples. Therefore, it is relevant to consider the problem of
studying the ethnic identity of the early Turkic tribes in continuity with the study of ethno-political processes
of the Middle Ages. The study of these historical events will not only help to more deeply reveal the issue of
self-determination but will also allow for the identification of the formation of historical prerequisites for the
beginning of economic, social, cultural, and political interaction of the Turkic peoples.

Key words: Turkic peoples, Oghuz, Moghuls, Timurids, legend, myth, oral tradition, pedigree, genealogy.

Introduction

When discussing the phenomenon of continuity of tradition in the spiritual culture of the Turkic peo-
ples, it is worth paying attention to the versatility of customs and traditions of these peoples. Cultural tradi-
tions and customs in the life of peoples performed the functions of unification and ensured constancy and
stability in relations. Sometimes they limited certain actions that hindered the development of the population.
Consideration of the traditions and customs of peoples continuity through oral data undoubtedly gives inter-
esting discussions and reasonable conclusions. The disclosure of theoretical and methodological issues of
studying historical continuity in the spiritual culture of the Turks is one of the promising directions in the
study of Eurasianism.

Materials and Methods of Research

At the core of attention are the principles of historicism, objectivity, continuity, and scientific
knowledge to elucidate the issues outlined in the research work. By employing the principle of factual
historical-comparative and historical-expert assessment of scientific knowledge, an analysis of oral sources
in Abu-I-Ghazi's work was carried out and an effort was made to uncover the most controversial issues of the
history of this period. The theoretical and methodological foundation of the study was formed by oral data
and legends in the work, as well as medieval works considered by the author that illuminated topics such as
the ethno-political history, culture, and economy of the Turks in antiquity and the Middle Ages, data from
oral traditions, and the works of domestic and foreign researchers. Throughout the research, historical theory
of relativity, analytical investigation, and other research methods were utilized.

The degree of study of the topic

The history of the Eurasian steppe peoples has long captured the attention of both domestic and foreign
scholars, and this interest persists to this day. In Europe, the first information about Turkic peoples reached
the Eastern Roman Empire simultaneously with the incursions of nomadic tribes. Details about the way of
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life, culture, and history of nomadic tribes, which have retained their value to the present day, found reflec-
tion in the reports of Byzantine diplomats and the works of historians.

Oral historical sources and legends are reflected in the work of many medieval authors, who
comprehensively describe the origin of peoples who have lived for centuries in the vast expanses of Eurasia,
their division into various tribes, the history of the origin and development of tribes, life traditions,
relationships with each other. Particular attention is drawn to the data of the medieval historian Abu-l-Ghazi
in the work “Shezhire-i-Tarakim”, which provides information about the origin, socio-political history,
culture, economy of the Turkic peoples of the Eurasian steppes since ancient times. V.V. Bartold believes
that Abu-I-Ghazi work is a special historical work about the Turkmens, which is not found about any of the
other Turkic peoples. However, he prefers to use this work with great caution, since Abu-I-Ghazi, except for
information borrowed from Rashid al-din, wrote exclusively on the basis of oral narratives [1; 584].

The study of the topic can be considered in the following main stages:

1. Research before the entry of the text of the work into scientific circulation (until the end of the XIX
century).

2. The period of the work's fame in the scientific community (XX century from the beginning to 1958);
During this period, the interest of scientists was aroused by the first text of the work in Russian language.
These works were used in research, and some issues were analyzed.

3. The period of growing scientific interest (XX c¢). This period is associated with the coverage of the
work of A.N. Kononov, compiled on the basis of many years of research and morphological analysis of the
text of the work. In complex research, the data of the work was used and, accordingly, based on fundamental
research.

4. The period of the latest views on the work (since 1991). These works were rationally used for writing
the history of the Great Steppe.

Analysis

The oral tradition of the historical and genealogical education of the steppe peoples of Eurasia has been
developing since time immemorial. History, significant events, social life issues, and poems deemed im-
portant by humanity have been passed down orally from generation to generation, and ancient traditions have
been preserved in the memories of elders in the form of familial recollections.

The oral tradition of historical and genealogical education of the steppe peoples of Eurasia has been
developing since time immemorial. History, significant events, problems of social life, poems that humanity
considered important were passed down from generation to generation orally, and ancient traditions were
preserved in the memory of the elders in the form of ancestral memories.

Before the advent of writing in all peoples, elements of historical representations, historical knowledge
were in the form of oral narratives and legends, in the chronicle of ancestors. That is, the characteristic
feature of the oral folk art of the early period is legendary, epic works. Legends, poems, chronicles, which
have now become a valuable source, have been preserved in the memory of the people for several centuries.
In the conditions of nomadic lifestyle, it would be a mistake not to recognize the worthy facets and secrets of
oral history, born of social necessity and developing from the many thousands of years of life experience of
the Turkic-Mongolian peoples who inhabited vast spaces from the Chinese walls to the Volga. Despite the
diversity of the history and culture of the Turkic and Slavic peoples, one can find similarity in their
worldview concepts and beliefs according to their legends, fairy tales, and oral traditions.

According to beliefs, the Turkic peoples had common ideas about the origin of humanity and
distribution on earth with other peoples. In the Bible, there are two main legends about the creation of man
by God. One legend, a folk one, contains a story about God creating a man from dust and the breath of life,
and a wife from his rib: “...and there was no man to till the ground. And the God Yahweh formed man of the
dust of the ground and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life, and man became a living soul... The God
Yahweh said: “It is not good for the man to be alone. I will make a helper suitable for him.” The God Yah-
weh had formed out of the ground all the wild animals and all the birds in the sky. He brought them to the
man to see what he would name them; and whatever the man called each living creature, that was its name.
So the man gave names to all the livestock, the birds in the sky and all the wild animals; but for human no
suitable helper was found like him. So the God Yahweh caused the man to fall into a deep sleep; and while
he was sleeping, he took one of the man’s ribs and then closed up the place with flesh. Then the God Yah-
weh made a woman from the rib he had taken out of the man, and he brought her to the man. The man said:
This is now bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called woman, for she was taken out of
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man. That is why a man leaves his father and mother and is united to his wife, and they become one flesh”
[2; 55].

Another legend belongs to a later layer of biblical texts, is of a theological nature and comes from the
idea that the Israelites developed in the first Babylonian captivity about God as the creator of the universe; in
it, the creation of people completes the six-day creation of the world by God: “then God said, “Let us make
mankind in our image, in our likeness, so that they may rule over the fish in the sea and the birds in the sky,
over the livestock and all the wild animals, and over all the creatures that move along the ground. So God
created mankind in his own image, in the image of God he created them; male and female he created them.
God blessed them and said to them, be fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth and subdue it, rule over
the fish in the sea and the birds in the sky and over every living creature that moves on the ground” [3; 26-
28].

A legend of a religious nature dating back to ancient times, telling about the creation of Adam and his
descendants, is also written by Abu-I-Ghazi. According to the Muslim traditions of writing geneology, the
author cites the famous legend about the creation of man and life on Earth: “The Almighty God said to the
angels: “Having created man from dust and given (him) a soul, I will make (him) my viceroy on earth”.
When he (s0) said, the angels objected: “It is impossible to keep the mountainous nature together with the
lower one, and therefore they (people) will rebel against you, and your creatures will die”. The Almighty
God said: “You do not know what | know. Go and create the image of a man from dust”. By the command of
God, Azrael, peace be upon him, ordered the angels to gather earth from the entire surface of the earth, turn
it into clay, create the image of a man, and place him between Mecca the Great and Taif. A few years later,
the Almighty God gave him a soul, and he lived in this world for a thousand years. The word “Adam” is of
Arabic origin, and in Arabic, it is used to refer to skin. Arabs use the same word to describe the surface of
any object. The angels created the image of man, taking dust not from the bowels of the earth, but from its
surface, and therefore (he) was called Adam” [4; 37]. Abu-l-Ghazi did not describe the legends about how
Adam went to paradise, how he came out of there and how he walked the earth, explaining that these legends
are well known among the people. According to the legend written in the work, before his death, Adam
placed Shayth in his place. Shayth became a prophet and ruler, and before his death, he appointed his son
Anush as his successor. Anush, in turn, when he was about to pass away, appointed Kinan as his successor.
After Kinan, his son Mikhail ascended to the throne. During his reign, the descendants of Adam multiplied.
For this reason, Mikhail went to the country of Babil (Babylon), founded a city there and named it Sus. He
ordered the people to spread throughout the whole earth. After Mikhail, his son Berd ascended the throne,
and after him, Enoch, who was a prophet known by the name Idris. After Idris, Matushaleh sat in his father's
place and then seated his son Leimek. He is the father of the prophet Nuh, and in this sequence he gives the
names of the antediluvian descendants of Adam [4; 38].

Man has always strived to learn the secrets of the world around him, to form a generalized idea of the
world as a whole and of life in this and the other world. Worldview views that give a person a guiding
direction in his spiritual and practical activities, form his value views. Since mythology is the first form of
the worldview proper, its example can be used to identify the main signs, features, peculiarities and similari-
ties of the representation and understanding of peoples. In the legends, ancient legends and mythology of the
Slavs and Turkic peoples, thoughts about the creation of the world, the idea of God and understanding of the
surrounding universe are rarely found. The Slavs imagined the sky as a roof covering the Earth, like a dome.
The sun was understood in different ways: as the face or eye of God, as a window through which God looks
at the Earth. He was represented by a fireball, a bonfire, or an ingot of gold. They believed that this wheel
was from the chariot on which Elijah the prophet rode across the sky. It was likened to a loaf, a dish or a fry-
ing pan. In folklore, the sun appears as a living creature — a bull, a rooster or a man.

In the old days, humanity was perceived in unity with nature, it was considered holy. Celestial bodies
and the surrounding nature were given a special status and were revered. Thus, the Slavs deified the Sun, but
attributed human traits to it. It, like a person, is happy and angry, laughs, sad, sick and cries. It has a mother.
The stars are his sisters, and the month is his brother or sister. The sun kidnaps the girl and takes him as his
wife. It lives at the edge of the world. Western Ukrainians believed that with the advent of humans, the sun
began to decrease. When a person is born, a piece of the sun breaks off and turns into a star, and when he
dies, his star goes out and falls. According to the beliefs of the southern Slavs, there were once several suns,
but they were swallowed by a snake. Only one survived — it was hidden under the wing of a swallow.

The Turks, like the Slavs, still have customs, omens, prohibitions, beliefs and superstitions associated
with celestial bodies. Many Turkic peoples bake “shelpeks”, seven cakes in the shape of the sun: round and
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yellow like the sun. These are the beliefs of pre-Muslim times that have been preserved for many centuries.
This phenomenon is also found among the Slavs: the feast of the Sun — Maslenitsa or Blini Week. Despite
the fact that Maslenitsa has its roots in paganism, it has not lost its significance and has spread along with the
Christian faith. Over the years, Maslenitsa has evolved into a holiday of seeing off Winter and welcoming
Spring, a day of remembrance of ancestors, just as the Turks bake flatbreads to remember their ancestors.

The moon in the pre-Islamic worldview was considered sacramental, sacred. The custom of repentance
on the Moon, expressed in a fixed phrase «Ai# kepjim, jkaHa KepliM, *aHa aija *KapblUTKa» represents a
preamble to the ancient beliefs associated with this celestial body. In the work “Traces of Shamanism among
the Kyrgyz”, Sh. Ualikhanov provides an explanation of shamanic heavenly worship: “Man marveled at the
sun and worshiped it; saw the moon and bowed to it; he worshipped everything in nature, where he noticed
the presence of this inexplicable force, eternal as time, which he called the Blue Sky — Kok Tengri”. Also in
ancient times, Kazakhs worshipped the new moon, sitting on their knees and bending down three times. If it's
summer, picks off the grass and throw it into the fire. And also, looking at the moon, they made wishes [5;
49].

According to the ancient understanding, the change in the phases of the Moon influenced the fate of
man. Subsequently, many superstitions were formed: you can not look at the moon for a long time, reflect
moonlight on the face of a small child, etc. After all, there is an old woman on the moon face who considers
copper to be a whip. If these prohibitions are not observed, this old woman will bring misfortune. It was also
forbidden to perform ablution while looking at the moon. Because it highlights the spirit, and the person who
violated the ban, or faces illness and suffering.

The veneration of nature and its phenomenon is vividly expressed in the legend of the birth of Korkyt
ata. Before the birth of Korkyt, an eclipse of the sun began, the whole world was covered with darkness,
there was a hurricane wind and heavy rain. With the appearance of Korkyt, all the previous commotion
instantly stopped, and the sky cleared. After such a stormy state of nature and the clearing of the sky, the as-
sembled people said: “Since he appeared in the world scaring people, let his name be Korkyt, that is “Fright-
ening”. They associated the name of an unusual child with an event, as he scared everyone with his birth.

In Turkic legends and tales there are often motives of the influence of the Moon and the Sun and the
emergence of life from their radiance. This problem was clearly reflected in the early version of the epic
“Oguz Name”. According to the storyline of the epic, it is described as follows: “One day Oguz Kagan
prayed to God. Night has come. A blue ray fell from the blue sky to the ground. It was clearer than the sun,
bluer than the moon. Oguz Kagan approached him and looked. In the middle of this ray there was a girl, she
was alone”, and it is further said that he married this girl who fell from the sky. This girl gave birth to three
sons. Oguz called them Moon, Sun, Star. His youngest three sons were born to a girl who came out of a tree
bud. “One day Oguz Kagan went hunting. In the middle of the lake he saw a tree. In the bud of this tree he
saw a girl, she was alone. He married this girl. A few days later, a few nights later, she gave birth to three
sons. The first was named Sky, the second — Mountain, the third — Sea” [6; 38]. In the storyline, the
marriage of Oguz to a shining girl descended from the sky, the creation of Oguz from the radiance of the sun,
the naming of his children by celestial bodies and names associated with nature are associated with the cult
of Heaven and Earth. The epic says: “Let the Seas and Rivers splash, let the Sun be our banner, let the Sky
be our tent” [6; 39], — so they asked for the protection of the sun and the sky.

The birth of life under special conditions associated with mysterious forces is found in the work of Abu-
I-Ghazi, in the chapter “The Extraordinary Adventure of Alanhuan” in “Shezhire-i-Turk”. After the death of
her husband Alanhuan Dubun Bayan, there were many people claiming her hand and heart. Alankhua did not
allow any of them to approach her: “As long as I’'m alive, I’ll be alone. I will rule the kingdom myself”. And
one day, early in the morning, a bright ray fell from the sky to the earth. A red-haired man with blue eyes
appeared from the beam. Alanghua became pregnant and gave birth to three sons. From one of them,
Budynjar Munaka, the lineage of Genghis Khan and numerous Mongolian tribes originated. The offspring of
the three sons were called “niruns”. Nirun in translation gives the meaning of the offspring of a beauty.
According to the Mongols, this genus emerged from the sunshine [7; 35-36]. Such motives show the sacred
properties of the blue height, the sky, and are also the motive for the miraculous birth of an unusual
personality, the appearance of clans and tribes associated with heavenly powers.

In oral traditions and tales, the birth of a child under special conditions that distinguishes his features
and his name, associated with fate, revealing the essence of personality, is one of the leading motives of folk-
lore prose. The historical basis of the idea of the unusual conception and birth of the hero belongs to the
number of archaic, mythological traces. The unusualness inherent in the very nature of the hero can manifest
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itself already in the circumstances of his birth. In the Slavic epic, the most striking example is the miraculous
birth of Volkh, from the union of the young princess Martha Vseslavevna and the Snake. In the South Slavic
epic, a number of characters belong to the “Zmeevichs”, i.e. to the descendants of the Serpents [8; 73-76].
The miraculous birth of some yunaks is preceded by magical actions, which are resorted to by women who
are doomed to infertility or who have lost children. The mother, whose nine children were killed by Gorun-
Kesedzhia, did not cry or complain, but “put a white stone to her heart, carried it for nine months and gave
birth to a boy”. According to another version, she turned to God with a prayer to give her “an unexpected,
unknown child, not told to God”: that's how Marco was born. Another text describes the magical act itself,
the woman became pregnant and gave birth to this boy. According to some versions, Marko Kraljevic is the
son of a pitchfork: King Vukashin forced her into marriage, using the advice of another pitchfork — to take
away her crown and shirt [9; 59].

The motive of the miraculous birth was especially reflected in the oral heroic epics, lyric-epic poems. In
the works of prominent medieval scientists Rashid al-din, Fazlallah and Abu-lI-ghazi, motives of a
miraculous birth are found with the triumph of the Islamic religion. In this matter, the reason was that their
writings were written according to Muslim traditions. But still, in oral sources and in information written on
the basis of legends, we observe a belief in Tengrism, in the unsolved forces of nature. According to Abu-I-
Ghazi, Oguz refused his mother's breast after birth until she converted to Islam.

In the most ancient version of the Uyghur manuscript of the epic “Oguz Name”, the image of Oguz
Khan is conveyed in a mythological interpretation. “Oguz-name” well describes the motives of the
miraculous birth and early growing up of the main character: “Another day, when Kalgan's eyes opened, a
boy was born. This boy had a blue complexion, his mouth was fiery red, his eyes were pink, his hair and
eyebrows were black. The face was more beautiful than angels”, — It is described in the image of a mother,
born from a special sacred light [10; 36]. Such a motive is also found in the Greek legend of Heracles.

In “Oguz-nama”, as in the legends about the batyrs, forty days after birth he became an adult man. His
unusual appearance is described in the epic as follows: “Legs like a buffalo, a belt like a wolf, shoulder
blades like a moose, a bust like a bear. His whole body is covered with hair” [6; 36].

The image of Oguz, in contrast to ordinary people, is conveyed in the form of a resemblance to
predatory animals: “On another day, Ai Kagan's eyes opened — a son was born. The face of this son was
blue, mouth like fire, the red one, the eyes are pink, hair, black eyebrows. He was more beautiful than the
shining angels” [6; 36]. This is how he appears to be born from the Ai-mother. Such information of rapid
maturation indicates the peculiarities of his personality.

The people have preserved unique legends about Korkyt “The Grave of Korkyt”, “Kobyz Korkyt”,
“Korkyt-kui”. According to the legend “Korkyt-kui”, Korkyt ata dreamed of creating a musical instrument
that performs any melody. But it was not so easy to find the right tree for him. In search of a tree, he went
into the forest and met devils there. Korkyt ata, bypassing them, quietly crept up and overheard their conver-
sation. Devils: “Korkyt will not be able to make kobyz, since he does not know that it cannot be made from
ordinary wood. You need to take the trunk of a dry loh-zhide tree, broken by a wild boar, make a groove out
of it, cover it with the skin of a noisy camel, make strings from the tail of a ringing stallion, fix them on a
stand made of a dry piece of pumpkin and rub the strings with glue from the sasyk-kuray plant. That would
be a real kobyz” [11; 37]. According to them, Korkyt made an extraordinary kobyz. According to legend, the
melodies evoked by Korkyt's kobyz had magical powers. According to some legends, when Korkyt played
the kobyz, nature seemed to freeze, flying birds, running animals listened intently to the kui, it seemed as if
time had stopped. According to another legend, when Korkyt played kui, the carpet laid on the water did not
sink, it floated on the surface of the lake. For this reason, Korkyt was considered the spiritual mentor of those
playing the kobyz [12; 296].

The obtained results

An important outcome of the research should be considered the determination of the historical
significance of the continuity of Turkic peoples in spiritual culture. Promoting the idea of identity and unity
in the spiritual life of Turkic peoples in today's complex geopolitical situation contributes to the development
of peace and stability.

Conclusions
The spiritual culture of Turkic peoples has traversed a complex historical path. To this day, Turkic
nations have not lost their traditions, rooted in antiquity. However, in the present-day reality, many Turkic
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traditions and customs have been preserved with some modifications. In the era of contemporary
globalization, the examination of the origins and development of connections among Turkic peoples in the
Eurasian space is one of the most crucial topics in the context of the idea of Eurasianism. Over many
centuries, the Turks have contributed to and enriched each other's cultures. The historical integration of
ethnic communities on the Eurasian steppes has led to the formation of the idea of a Eurasian union.

Therefore, strengthening spiritual closeness, unity, and modernizing common values among Turkic
peoples are pressing issues in the conditions of contemporary globalization. The promotion of universal
cultural values to Turkic nations is an ongoing process that continues to this day. To ensure that its
significance does not fade, it is crucial for the virtuous society to remain united, avoiding destruction and
reproach.

Dynamics of ethno-demographic processes in Akmola region
(according to population censuses data)

The article examines the significance of studying ethnic history and ethno-demographic processes from the
perspective of the implementation of state national policy. The formation dynamics of the ethnic structure of
Akmola region on the materials of the censuses of 1897—-2021 is shown in the context of socio-political and
socio-economic processes that took place at different stages of the history of the Russian Empire, the USSR,
the Republic of Kazakhstan. The novelty of the article is determined by the fact that while there are a number
of works on the history of individual ethnic groups in Akmola region, a general analysis of the ethno-
demographic dynamics and the main stages in the formation of a multiethnic population have not yet been
undertaken. The main factors that defined the formation of the ethnic structure of the region and its subse-
quent changes in the Soviet period were the large-scale resettlement movement, including the cultivation of
the virgin land, external labour migration, political repression and deportations. During the period of inde-
pendence, the redistribution of the population between different parts of Kazakhstan and the strengthening of
the role of Astana and the capital region as the centre of demographic gravity became significant. Moreover,
the statistical indicators were affected by frequent changes in the administrative boundaries of the region. It is
concluded that the ethnic structure of the region remains multi-ethnic and constantly changing, and that eth-
no-demographic tendencies generally correspond to the processes taking place in Kazakhstan as a whole. The
history of individual ethnic groups has been studied unevenly up until now, so further systematic research in-
to the history and cultural heritage of the peoples of Akmola region and Northern Kazakhstan is required.

Secret office work in the system of Soviet administration of Kazakhstan (1920-1930)

In the paper secret office work in the system of Soviet administration of Kazakhstan during the 1920s—-1930s
based on the careful analysis of documents of 719 fund of the Archive of the President of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan is explored and analyzed. The role and significance of secret office work in the system of Soviet
administration, its difference from traditional office work, is one of the topics not taken as an object of re-
search in the national humanitarian sciences. Secret office work, of course, consists of complex processes of
several stages, which include preparation of confidential documents, organization of their movement and
storage. It was natural for secret office work to become a powerful force in the Soviet administration system,
which is closely related to the major political, social, and economic reforms in society. Secret information re-
lated to the strategic directions of the Soviet state such as military, financial and economic, political devel-
opment, was divided into three categories. The procedure for receiving and sending confidential documents
was established by special instructions, and special services were organized. The secret units were under strict
control of the State Political Administration. The use of the pure inspection method in the inspection of the
service turned the secret procedure into a flexible tool of the closed party-soviet management system. This
topic that requires research in an interdisciplinary context was carried out with the help of the analysis of ac-
cessible classified documents in the service of Soviet control bodies.

The Role of Philosophy in Forming Critical Thinking Skills

The article examines the ways and options for the possible development of critical thinking among students
of various universities when studying social and humanitarian disciplines. Emphasis is placed on the
importance of the ability to think critically and make the right choice in any difficult life situation. In this
case, the emphasis is on medical students. The article discusses the points of view of various researchers
dealing with this problem. Of particular interest are the studies in this area by 1.VV. Mushtavinskaya, S.l. Zair-
Bek, 1.0. Zagashev, who present in detail and thoroughly the technology for the development and formation
of critical thinking, pointing out the importance and necessity of such thinking in students. The main attention
is paid to the possibilities of developing critical thinking in the study of philosophy. The various methods
used by the authors are shown — discussions on ethical and socially significant topics, writing of essays on
existential problems, educational conferences, for example, on the philosophy of New Kazakhstan, with
students as speakers, round tables on the problems of finding the meaning of life or euthanasia, and much
more. Attention is drawn to the development of cognitive tasks that allow students to carry out their own
search and come to independent conclusions and decisions. Such tasks can be an original text that requires
comprehension, an ethical dilemma, or a situational task. Based on practical experience, the authors come to
the conclusion that it is necessary to include a critical component in the teaching of social and humanitarian
disciplines in all higher educational institutions, regardless of the profile.

Additionally, acquiring skills in intercultural communication contributes to the successful training of
personnel for working with tourists in the tourism industry, as well as in the design and implementation of
tourism services and facilities.

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unity for Russia. In historical periods of economic and social instability, the role of youth, inherently ready
for innovative (and even revolutionary) activities, significantly increases. Consequently, in such a situation,
the question of the formation and development of civil identity of young Russians becomes especially
acute [1].

In the work of Leshchenko, la.A., the features of contemporary cultural policy and the state of culture in
general in modern Russia are examined. The author illustrates which values, judgments, and actions domi-
nate or are widespread in society, especially among the youth. A conclusion is made about the crisis state of
culture, a humanitarian crisis caused by the loss of ideals and principles that play the role of spiritual founda-
tions, as well as the loss of one's development orientations. Crisis phenomena in culture, spiritual health, and
the absence of a consolidating ideology indicate society's unpreparedness to respond to the challenges of the
times [2].

According to Gafiatulina N.Kh., among the specific characteristics of contemporary development, the
rapid actualization of human potential occupies a special place. It is universally recognized today as the main
factor of development and national security. The article touches upon the problem of decreasing social ac-
tivity among Russian youth as a reaction to the crisis of life activity in conditions of self-isolation. According
to the content analysis of social networks and surveys conducted within them among Russian youth, the con-
ditions of self-isolation during the coronavirus pandemic either significantly changed or reduced the level of
their social activity [3].

In Satsuk N.V.'s article, the issue of contemporary youth's perceptions of family and family values is
examined. This issue is most relevant in the 21st century. Based on a scientific study in the form of a survey,
conclusions were drawn regarding the young generation's attitude towards marriage and family. It revealed
how the current crisis of the family institution manifests, its signs, and characteristics. The article identifies
the views of contemporary young people on family and family values [4].

Zvereva E.B.'s article is dedicated to addressing the issue of the spiritual and moral education of the up-
coming generation. The author examines the primary reasons for the decline in morality in contemporary
society and especially highlights the decreased interest in literary works (or the reading crisis), as well as
analyzes the causes of this phenomenon and the measures proposed by society to overcome this crisis [5].

In the work of Rozhkova L.V., the basic labor values for contemporary youth are: high wages, interest-
ing work, and jobs that offer career and professional growth. Important conditions for obtaining “good work”
include: high qualifications and deep professional knowledge, working with full dedication, and having the
right connections and acquaintances. The labor values and orientations of youth are closely related to the so-
cial transformations occurring in Russian society [6].

Mental health concerns are highly prevalent among youth with physical health concerns, and also ap-
pear to be exacerbated by the COVID-19 pandemic. Physical health concerns appear to constitute risk factors
for heightened mental health responses to the pandemic situation. System planners striving to adapt mental
health services to meet social/physical distancing recommendations are urged to consider youth with physi-
cal health conditions and ensure that adequate integrated mental health and physical health supports are
available to them [7].

Among youth with histories of mental health concerns, the pandemic context poses a significant risk for
exacerbation of need.

Our statements and conclusions are based on empirical data collected during the systematic research of
the authors. The need to delve into this aspect is emphasized because it allows you to penetrate into the hid-
den aspects of the social existence of young people, aspects that are often unattainable with the help of statis-
tical, psychological, educational or economic analytical tools. This allows a deeper understanding of how
young students perceive social justice, and gives an idea of their value orientations and expectations. In addi-
tion, it helps in the early detection of social disorders and diseases among this demographic group [9].

In the work of Beisenova G.Sh. the moral values of the youth of Kazakhstan and the trends affecting it
are considered. Modern Kazakhstani youth at the stage of personal maturity represent social and
demographic groups. During this transition period, their value attitude towards the world changes. However,
it is necessary to highlight the factors of the formation and development of value orientations of Kazakhstani
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youth — personality, age and culture. The formation and development of value orientations of young people
is also influenced by the socio-economic situation of the family, socio-political conditions in society, the
environment and geographical position [10].

In the work of 1. lIbragimov, an analysis of the pedagogical views of Kazakh educators was carried out.
The article allows us to say that moral education is one of the most important aspects of the multifaceted
process of personality formation, the assimilation by a person of moral values, the development of their mor-
al qualities, orientation to the ideal, the ability to live in accordance with spiritual principles, norms and rules
[11].

The article of Ahmadieva N. shows the role of the family in the upbringing of young people, their spir-
itual and moral development, the role of generations in the harmonious development of all generations, as an
example for the older generation. The author comprehensively analyzes this topic, based on the factors of the
national mentality and philosophy of values in the education of the younger generation, specific national tra-
ditions [12].

The combination of these methods enables us to conduct an in-depth and all-encompassing analysis of
the situation confronting the youth of Kazakhstan, identify key problems and needs. This comprehensive ex-
amination lays the groundwork for devising effective strategies and interventions tailored to the specific con-
tours of the challenges and crises faced by young people.

Through the integration of diverse analytical tools and methodologies, we aim to unveil not only the
multifaceted problems but also opportunities for youth development, empowerment, and participation in the
national and global contexts. Our objective is to contribute substantively to the ongoing discourse and prac-
tice, enhancing the wellbeing and prospects of Kazakhstan’s youth amidst the complex interplay of econom-
ic, social, psychological, and cultural factors.

Results

To analyze the contemporary challenges and crises that the youth are facing, we selected three catego-
ries for comparative analysis:

1) Spiritual emptiness;

2) Search for meaning;

3) Spiritual adaptation and growth.

Spiritual emptiness

Kazakhstan: In Kazakhstan, the youth sometimes experience a spiritual emptiness due to the rapid pace
of modernization and globalization, pressurizing traditional values and beliefs. Cultural and spiritual disso-
nance occurs, where young individuals are seeking a balance between preserving national identity and adapt-
ing to the global world.

Global context:

Japan: Japanese youth are also undergoing a spiritual crisis. On one hand, there is a push towards tech-
nological progress and innovation, and on the other, a preservation of traditional spiritual and cultural values,
leading to internal conflicts and a search for new forms of spirituality.

France: French youth confront spiritual emptiness amidst growing secularization and a diversity of cul-
tural and identity expressions. Religious identity and spiritual values are being reconsidered.
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Brazil: In a country where religion and spirituality traditionally play a significant role, the youth are in-
creasingly facing spiritual crises due to social and economic issues. Questions about the meaning of life and
spiritual values are becoming more pertinent.

The spiritual emptiness experienced by youth in different countries has its nuances, conditioned by
unique cultural, historical, and social contexts. While the youth in Kazakhstan are struggling to retain their
cultural and spiritual identity in the face of globalization, young individuals in Japan, France, Brazil, and
other parts of the world are also finding ways to overcome spiritual emptiness, reinterpreting and adapting
traditional spiritual values to contemporary reality.

Search for meaning

Kazakhstan: Kazakh youth, in a transitional sociocultural state, are searching for meaning in a modern,
globalized world. Amidst the merging of Eastern traditions and Western influences, young individuals are
attempting to find their place and define their identity.

Global context:

India: The youth in India acutely feel the collision between deeply rooted cultural and spiritual tradi-
tions and the contemporary, globalized world. Questions about the meaning of life, duty, and destiny are cen-
tral to their spiritual reflections.

USA: In a country where individualism and freedom are key, the youth contemplate existence meaning
within the context of material prosperity, career advancement, and personal happiness. Spiritual search is
often associated with individual development and self-realization.

Nigeria: Amidst social and economic challenges, young Nigerians are seeking meaning in justice, socie-
tal development, and spiritual harmony. Religious and ethnic identities play a significant role in shaping their
worldview.

The specifics of the search for meaning among the youth of different countries vary depending on a
unique mix of traditional cultural foundations and contemporary global influences. In Kazakhstan, this is
manifested in the reinterpretation of national identity; in India, the balance between ancient spiritual tradi-
tions and the modern world; in the USA, an individualized search for meaning; and in Nigeria, reflections on
social justice and spiritual harmony in the context of national challenges.

Spiritual adaptation and growth

Kazakhstan: Kazakh youth are actively seeking ways to adapt and integrate traditional spiritual values
into the modern context. The desire to preserve cultural heritage amidst globalization and modernization ne-
cessitates the rethinking and modification of spiritual practices.

Global context:

Australia: Australian youth, living in a multicultural society, face the challenge of integrating diverse
spiritual traditions. Questions of identity, belonging, and spiritual harmony are acute for the younger genera-
tion.

Egypt: Amidst political and social changes, Egyptian youth are reevaluating the role of religion and
spirituality in their lives. The dynamics between traditional Islamic heritage and contemporary currents ac-
centuate questions of spiritual growth and adaptation.

Canada: Canadian youth, raised in a context of cultural diversity and tolerance, are exploring new forms
of spiritual expression and practice, integrating a variety of spiritual traditions to enrich their inner world.

Spiritual adaptation and growth have their characteristics in different world regions. In Kazakhstan, this
process is associated with preserving national identity; in Australia — with integrating diversity of cultural
and spiritual influences; in Egypt — with reinterpreting religious identity amidst sociopolitical changes; and
in Canada — with seeking spiritual expression in a multicultural society. Each country provides unique con-
ditions and challenges for the spiritual adaptation and growth of youth, leading to a variety of spiritual paths
and practices in the modern world.

To deepen the research, a survey was conducted among the youth of Aktobe city. 50 people participated
in the survey. The questionnaire consisted of 10 open-ended questions.

Survey results. To the question “How do you define your cultural identity in the context of
globalization?” The majority of respondents expressed a sense of a gap between traditional Kazakh values
and the globalized world, pointing to the need to find a balance between these two worlds. To the question
“What are the main problems, in your opinion, facing the youth of Kazakhstan today?” participants often
mentioned economic difficulties, lack of jobs and educational opportunities as key problems. To the question
“What is your attitude to traditional Kazakh values in modern society?” the responses varied, but many
stressed the importance of preserving cultural heritage while adapting to modern realities. To the guestion
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“What factors do you think influence the choice of the life path of young people in Kazakhstan?” the
participants identified factors such as family expectations, education and availability of resources, which
were indicated as influencing this choice. To the question “What ways of finding meaning in life are relevant
to you?” the participants replied that they tend to search for meaning through personal self-expression,
education and social activity, emphasizing the importance of self-realization and contribution to society. To
the question “What challenges are associated with building a personal and professional life?” respondents
expressed concern about economic instability, competition in the labor market and social pressure to
succeed. To the question “What are your expectations for the future in Kazakhstan?” most of the participants
expressed hope for political stability, economic growth and personal development opportunities in
Kazakhstan. When asked “How do you deal with social pressure and expectations?”” many noted that social
pressure and expectations often become a source of stress, while noting the importance of support from
family and friends. To the question “What factors, in your opinion, contribute to spiritual emptiness among
young people?” Factors such as the lack of integrity of cultural and spiritual values, the influence of social
networks and the fast pace of life were pointed out. To the question “How do you see the role of youth in the
socio-political life of the country?” the study participants see youth as a key force in social change,
emphasizing the need for active participation in the political and cultural life of the country.

The study showed that the youth of Aktobe city is facing a number of challenges related to both internal
and global factors. They feel the gap between traditional values and the modern world, are experiencing
economic and social difficulties, and are looking for meaning and direction in a rapidly changing society. At
the same time, they realize the importance of personal contribution to the development of society and strive
for active participation in the socio-political life of Kazakhstan.

Thus, addressing these challenges requires a comprehensive approach, including improving economic
conditions, educational opportunities, support in the search for cultural identity and strengthening social ties.
It also highlights the need to create a space for dialogue and self-expression for young people, which can
contribute to their spiritual and personal development.

Based on the results of comparative analysis and questionnaires, a model of an integrated approach to
solving modern problems among young people was created.

From a philosophical standpoint, addressing contemporary challenges and crises among the youth
necessitates a multi-layered approach that encompasses introspection, reflection, dialogue, and practice. The
model will be grounded in three categories (Fig.).

Spiritual emptiness:

Spiritual emptiness is a state where an individual feels a lack of meaning, purpose, or connection to
deeper aspects of life. In contemporary society, this can be induced by a variety of factors, including globali-
zation, technological advancements, cultural shifts, and so forth.

a. Philosophical reflection:

- Youth can be engaged in the process of philosophical reflection to facilitate the understanding and
analysis of their experiences and emotions. This involves:

- Reading and discussing philosophical texts: Exploring the works of great thinkers can help young
people discover new perspectives and contemplations about life’s meaning, existence, and spirituality.

- Philosophical dialogues: Creating spaces for open and profound discussions where youth can express
their thoughts and feelings, exploring philosophical concepts and ideas.

b. Meditation and mindfulness:

- Meditation practice: Implementing meditative practices to develop inner awareness, attention, and the
ability for self-reflection.

- Mindfulness training: Conducting sessions and workshops on mindfulness to assist young individuals
in staying “here and now”, reducing stress and anxiety.

c. Philosophical integration:

- Integrating spiritual traditions: Exploring how various spiritual and philosophical traditions can offer
pathways to overcoming spiritual emptiness.

- Connecting theory and practice: Merging philosophical dialogues and practical exercises for a com-
prehensive and integrated practice of personal growth.

Development of spiritual approach:

- Individualized path: Supporting each individual in devising their unique journey of spiritual and
philosophical exploration and growth.

- Collective support: Fostering a sense of community and connection among the youth for the exchange
of ideas, experiences, and discoveries in the spiritual journey.

In summary, from a philosophical perspective, overcoming spiritual emptiness requires individual and
collective reflection, profound dialogue, and integrated practices that unite the intellectual and spiritual,
theoretical and practical, personal, and collective aspects.

Search for meaning:

The issue of searching for meaning is driven by the youth’s intrinsic need to understand their role,
purpose, and place in the world. This exploration of individual and collective meaning is often accompanied
by existential crises and spiritual inquiries.

a. Existential dialogue:

- Group discussions: Organizing meetings where young people can share their thoughts, feelings, and
guestions regarding life's meaning, identity, and existence.

- Studies of existential literature: Analyzing the works of existential philosophers and writers to explore
themes related to meaning, freedom, solitude, and responsibility.

b. Creative expression:

- Art therapy and creative workshops: Utilizing art as a medium for self-expression and self-discovery,
assisting young people in exploring and articulating their internal experiences.

- Writing workshops: Providing a space for literary self-expression, where youth can explore and record
their thoughts and emotions related to the search for meaning.

c. Philosophical approaches to the search for meaning:

- Phenomenological investigation: Conducting research and dialogues to explore young people's
personal experiences associated with their search for meaning and identity.

- Ethical dialogue: Examining the ethical and moral aspects of life's meaning, including the role of
values, morality, and ethics in shaping personal identity.

d. Development and support programs:

- Mentorship: Creating mentorship programs where more experienced individuals can support youth in
their journey of self-discovery and development.

- Educational courses: Developing courses and training programs focusing on the development of
critical thinking, self-awareness, and philosophical literature related to the search for meaning.

Every person undergoes their unique existential journey, and philosophical support in this process can
assist young people in finding deep and personal meaning in their existence. Through dialogue, creative
expression, education, and support, young individuals can be encouraged to actively and consciously
participate in their individual and collective search for meaning.
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Spiritual adaptation and growth:

This category encompasses the process through which young individuals adapt to changes and develop
their spirituality, bridging traditional values and contemporary principles.

a. Philosophical exploration:

- Metaphysical inquiry: Delving into philosophical discussions about the nature of reality, existence, the
soul, and spirituality.

- Comparative philosophy: Studying various philosophical traditions to enrich the understanding of
spirituality.

b. Integration of knowledge and wisdom:

- Interdisciplinary approach: Combining philosophy, psychology, religious studies, and other fields for
a profound understanding of spiritual growth.

- Seminars and workshops: Conducting events for deep reflection and knowledge exchange about spir-
itual traditions and practices.

c. Development practices:

- Meditation and contemplation: Introduction to diverse forms of meditation for the development of
spiritual awareness and intuition.

- Rituals and ceremonies: Adapting and creating rituals that reflect individual and collective spirituality.

d. Community and connection:

- Spiritual groups: Forming communities for sharing, support, and collective growth in the spiritual
journey.

- Philosophical dialogues: Regular meetings for deep discussions of philosophical and spiritual ques-
tions.

e. Personal growth:

- Life skills: Teaching skills that assist youth in navigating and integrating spiritual lessons into every-
day life.

Through the combination of philosophical reflection, practical learning, and community participation,
young people can find pathways for adaptation and growth in their spiritual journey, considering traditional
values and contemporary challenges. In this journey, individual and collective self-awareness, as well as the
ability to integrate various forms of knowledge and wisdom, play a pivotal role.

This model of the philosophical approach to addressing contemporary challenges problems youth em-
phasizes the development of critical thinking, spiritual awareness, and ethical responsibility through educa-
tion, dialogue, and practice. It provides tools and resources for individual and collective reflection, adapta-
tion, and growth in a diverse and dynamic world.

Discussion

Spiritual emptiness. This phenomenon, noticed in different countries, is conditioned by rapid changes in
the modern world. Although globalization and technological development bring advantages, they sometimes
leave young people in a state of spiritual imbalance. The model proposed earlier focuses on individual and
collective reflection, as well as a dialogue between traditional and contemporary viewpoints.

Search for meaning. This category reveals the need of young people to understand their role and pur-
pose in a rapidly changing world. From Kazakhstan to Nigeria, young people are seeking meaning, some-
times balancing between traditional beliefs and modern challenges. The model emphasizes the importance of
flexible and inclusive educational and sociocultural platforms to facilitate this search.

Spiritual adaptation and growth. This part of the analysis focuses on the dynamic process of adaptation
and growth necessary for integrating spiritual values into a modern context. Here, the emphasis is on reeval-
uating and modifying spiritual practices, considering the diversity of cultural and spiritual influences.

The main question here is how to effectively integrate these findings and strategies into real practices
and policies aimed at supporting youth. A comprehensive approach is needed that combines education, social
services, cultural initiatives, and mental health.

Interdisciplinary dialogue. Development of platforms for interdisciplinary dialogue among education,
government, business, and civil society for joint analysis and addressing the spiritual crises of youth. Crea-
tion of educational programs that support critical thinking, self-awareness, and spiritual development. Sup-
porting cultural initiatives that reflect and respect the diversity of identities and beliefs. Exploring the role of
technology in shaping and expressing spirituality, and creating platforms for spiritual exchange and growth
in the digital world.

In general, addressing the contemporary challenges and crises of youth requires a deep, multifactorial
analysis and action, taking into account both global and local contexts, as well as material and spiritual as-
pects of human life.

Conclusion

The purpose of this article was clear — to conduct a philosophical analysis of the phenomena occurring
among the youth of Kazakhstan. Through an in-depth review of the literature and comparative research,
guestionnaires, we examined the problems at both the macro and micro levels, taking into account both the
local and global context.

The study of scientific literature has provided us with a wide range of theoretical approaches, as well as
valuable information from experts in this field. Based on domestic and foreign research, we have identified
problems unique to Kazakhstan, as well as general trends characteristic of young people in a global context.
The comparative analysis highlighted the problem from different angles, revealing the characteristics of the
youth of Kazakhstan in the context of global trends. This approach allowed us to see both general global
trends and unigue aspects inherent only to the youth of Kazakhstan.

Based on the conducted analysis, a model of a comprehensive approach to addressing challenges and
crises among the youth was proposed. This model reflects the totality of our findings and recommendations,
enriched by a multifaceted investigation.

In summary, the study underscores the complexity and multifaceted nature of the problems encountered
by modern youth. However, thanks to a comprehensive approach and a deep understanding of the context,
we can propose strategies and solutions that will contribute to the spiritual, cultural, and social development
of youth, not only in Kazakhstan but globally.

The article reveals the creative spirit of modern sociality, transforming it into a flow of sociems as the contin-
uous formation of social singularities. Modernist worldview guidelines with faith in holistic, metaphysical
ideals are being persistently replaced by fundamentally new cognitive attitudes that represent the latest civili-
zational challenges. The current course of social development has changed the usual rational social schemes,
opposing, destroying, and deconstructing them. In social processes, increasing factors of pan-mythologization
of all areas of social activity, the relativity of spiritual values, subjectivism, irrationalism, randomness, unpre-
dictability, and uncertainty have been revealed. The image of contemporary society is one of flows of inde-
pendent processes and human manifestations of will, fracturing, splitting, multifarious, varied, ludicrous, and
individualistic.

Modern society has moved far away from the classical prose standards, turning to poetry of social
events. However, this is not a romantic message but causes constant anxiety and social tension.

What is driving this modern social shift? The ascent of liberalism, separatism, individualism, and the
inclination toward breaking traditional bonds and connections, along with the diminishing need for an all-
encompassing view of the social landscape, was facilitated by civilizational prerequisites. These prerequi-
sites include significant advancements in the realms of science and technology, notably within the infor-
mation domain. The problem is that this happens less at the local and state levels. After all, the state (contra-
ry to metaphysical intentions) is formed by humans, actors, and societies and does not play the same consoli-
dating, organizing, patriarchal role as the classical sages saw it.

Modern thinkers emphasize the enormous range of social variability. Zh.-L. Nansi, in his work [1-10],
depicts diversity in contemporary society as ensnared in the perceived meaninglessness of human existence.
He characterizes it as a complex and futile arrangement, portraying civilization as an artificial construct de-
void of vitality, estranged from individual lives. Emphasizing a shared coexistence among all humans, Nansi
suggests that the fundamental essence of human life lies in the interconnected essence shared by each indi-
vidual — a co-essence that defines their existence [1; 55]. Every entity is designed to be with other beings;
there is no such thing as a generic being. J.R. Searle believes that social education is a structurally organized
whole, existing and reproduced as such in the minds of individuals [2]. According to B. Latur, society is
made up of a variety of elements that are all interconnected in a network and lack a distinct identity. Latur
uses behavior and cognition to try to comprehend individuals in society. He wishes to accompany them so he
might see life from their viewpoint [3]. Manuel De Landa, when contemplating society, mentions the con-
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cepts of “assembly”, “multiplicity”, and “complexity”. He delves into the genuine interactions among indi-
viduals in the real world, interactions that prove challenging to capture through theories due to their tendency
to revolve around idealized notions and connections.

The functioning of society is carried out in the actions of multiple parts in an “assembly”. Several self-
organizing systems arise through a process called “assembly”, which changes rival modes of existence to
create new forms. When an item is assembled, its form changes to match its surroundings [4; 83]. The result
is that the thing takes on a new form.

Contemporary socio-philosophical discussions highlight individualism and humanism, evident in the
increased focus on examining daily human existence. Daily life unfolds visibly, yet it's also influenced by
events preceding one's awareness. In essence, while traditional views positioned everyday human experience
as a backdrop for individual growth, post-non-classical socio-philosophical perspectives elevate daily living
to the forefront of social life.

Philosophers across various schools such as Marxism, Phenomenological Sociology, Phenomenology,
Existentialism, and Analytical Philosophy, including L. Wittgenstein, J. Austin, A. Lefebvre, K. Kosik,
A. Heller, and M. Foucault, have directed their focus towards the examination of everyday processes. The
hypothesis proposed by Michel de Certeau, a French philosopher, is particularly significant and merits spe-
cial consideration in this regard.

Contemporary social theory aims to humanize society by recognizing its construction through the eve-
ryday actions of its constituents. Understanding ordinary human existence becomes vital in grasping how
these behaviors impact social interactions, sometimes causing perplexity in social dialogues. Conversely,
ancient philosophy leaned heavily on theoretical constructs, shaping the behaviors of particular individuals.

M. de Certeau's book, “The Practice of Everyday Life”, encapsulates his anticipation of a significant
shift in the relationship between social theory and practice through the analysis of daily existence. This per-
spective didn't immediately resonate with the philosopher; it emerged from socio-philosophical movements
in the latter 20th century. These movements questioned whether individuals actively construct social struc-
tures or if these structures are molded by human agency.

As such, a closer understanding of practical problems is necessary for modern social ontology as well as
a new analysis of socio-philosophical obstacles.

This is also relevant for the conditions of modern Kazakh society, which is facing new global severe
challenges of our time, as stated in the program documents of the Republic of Kazakhstan. President
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev spoke about the need to search for a new paradigm of social action in his Address
to the People of Kazakhstan (September 1, 2020).

Such a social paradigm can be heterological, turned into a living social process (contrary to metaphys-
ics) to get closer to modern human understanding. The first reason such awareness is important to prevent
oneself from reverting to totalitarian ideologies, which are present in “utopian social engineering” initiatives
that aim to change society in accordance with a predetermined blueprint. As per Zh.M. Abdildin, J.S. Mill's
concept maintains relevance in the current context. Abdildin posits that governments or entities aiming to
devalue individuals, even under seemingly noble intentions, will realize the limitations of ordinary individu-
als in achieving exceptional accomplishments. Additionally, a flawless system that sacrifices everything
lacks the essential vitality, stifled to expedite the system's operations, rendering it unsuitable for any pur-
pose [5; 96-97].

Research methods

Many approaches, including social heterology, fractal analysis, theoretical and philosophical generaliza-
tion, heuristic synthesis, and social synergy, have been used to examine modern social dynamics.

Results and discussion

The knowledge of a living individual living in the creative processuality of a particular human life is
addressed by the heterological paradigm of cognition and comprehension of modern social processes, includ-
ing those taking place in Kazakh society. It is founded on:

— extensive social distribution;

— heightened nonlinearity in social progress;

—amplifying decentralization within social life;

— escalating mediation through social media platforms;

— rising liberalization of society's spiritual underpinnings;
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— strengthening the factor of panmythologization of consciousness;

— increasing the degree of virtualization of social space and many others.

A vision of society “from below”, the heterological social paradigm rejects any attempts to idealize so-
cial education or to bind it to a single, absolute, system-forming foundation that is mostly subjectively gener-
ated or wishful thinking. Given the enormous rise in the importance of seemingly trivial, meaningless occur-
rences, this is an inexcusable error in the strain of modern society, which is brought on by turbulence and
uncertainty.

In this heterological-methodological perspective of thought, the cognitive gambit represents the over-
socialization of social life, which has nothing to do with metaphysics, consisting of the social virtualization
of real life and an exaggerated dissolution of social illusions in the game. This comes precisely from “from
below”, from “living” self-organizing social processes. The primary tool of “over-socialization” is infor-
mation. In the period of “developed postmodernity”, the information environment dominates social reality,
dictating to society as a whole and its constituent parts of methods, forms, and images of social behavior,
according to E.V. Piliugina. J. Baudrillard characterizes the images representing the equivalence between
information and the social environment during the shift from modernity to postmodernity as simulacra [6].

Our reality is filled with specters, simulacra, artificial constructs, and manufactured values driven by
trends and a quest for status. We are mired and stuck in the space of social shows (English “show” — dis-
play, performance), which illusorily socializes us in isolation from reality. This is precisely what Slavoj
Zizek means when he writes that today's social reality is torn apart due to its transformation into a virtual
one. But the problem is not with virtuality. On the other hand, the problem lies in the virtual itself: “Virtuali-
ty is very concrete”. However, when everything is taken into account, it is insignificant. This could be re-
garded as a specific effect of the actual, if one so chooses. Moreover, this is the real origin of the problem [7;
173]. To put it another way, social space is “the most acute, problematic aspect of virtuality”, or genuine vir-
tuality. This is the location of rupture's ontology. The chasm between the thing and the real is what mat-
ters [7; 117]. This is a statement of the times that no one has ever thought about. This happened in a string of
social events. Alternatively, humanity has always dreamed of needing information to help a person master
the world, especially since the Enlightenment era. Nevertheless, the fact that we would find ourselves capti-
vated by it, having lost the demarcation line between the real and the virtual, the classical paradigms of cog-
nition could not conceptually foresee. Via social heterology, the essence undergoes transformation into an
event during the process of becoming, achieved by shifting one's perspective on thought and transcending
prior cognitive paradigms. The process of being is, therefore, where the essence of being happens. Any event
has this level of eventfulness.

Nietzsche was incensed by this, observing how common morality disconnects force from its manifesta-
tions. It's akin to separating lightning from its flash and mistaking the latter as an action attributed to a spe-
cific entity named lightning [8; 137]. Living together is a part of a heterological matrix.

Because of its heteronomous nature, the event is linguistic. An event occurs when a being presents itself
in the external world. Being, not being a recognized entity, cannot be identified as a noun. Action constitutes
a part of being. Hegel construed the activity of what exists before as the process of becoming, where the ful-
fillment of preconceived intentions culminates in an outcome. In contrast, the genuine process of evolving
through diversity and difference is termed heterogeneous becoming. This is precisely what F. Nietzsche had
in mind when he challenged the philosophical attitude toward the subject and its predicate [9; 302].
Heidegger's ontological revolution holds that the mystery of mankind is not objective, but rather exists in the
“background” that makes it possible to see this essence of being [10; 408]. “Man is in the lumen of being”.

Existence and Being share an inseparable and ambiguous link. They do not exist independently, yet
they are not mutually exclusive. Existence and being are essentially distinct from one another. A being
“takes place something, and not nothing, to bring existence into existence” [8; 138]. Existence is an activity,
a process of unfolding, a becoming of existence. It is also the detachment from being that makes being pos-
sible. The misconception originates from the long-held belief that existence is a word that can be an object,
substance, idea, or essence. Because of this, there is an onto-hetero-genetic relationship between the virtual
and the actual: through internal difference, the virtual generates the actual. Furthermore, in the process of
actualization — which involves drawing new distinctions — multiplicity is actualized because ontogeny
equals heterogeny [8; 150]. The precise question of how and when the virtual becomes actual is at the heart
of the current socio-philosophical conversation. “Difference is behind everything, but behind difference,
there is nothing”, observes R. Rorti [11].
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The traditional, ontological framework halted rational thought and demanded blind acceptance of the
definitively established. It left out alternative explanations for the many life paths people take. The priority
should be given to “another possibility” instead of adhering to this form of onto-theological thinking [8;
208]. A “possibility-reality” represents an alternative potentiality different from the currently acknowledged
one. Another contributing factor is the temporal variability: the past could have unfolded differently, there
might be various non-linear developmental models in the present, and the future may introduce unknowns.
Coherent virtuality is an additional alternative. In virtual content, distinct contents blend into one another
until they are indistinguishable and the object and subject planes are not clearly separated in comprehen-
sion [12, 216].

In “Difference and Repetition”, Delez clarifies the difference between the virtual and the possible:

1) “The potential” is more important than “the existing”: How can the nonexistent be separated from
what already exists if it is already a potentiality included in the idea before any characteristics make it con-
ceivable? Though it is a notion, existence is apart from conceptions. Though it exists in both time and space,
it does so as an impartial environment; it is not intrinsically formed inside either [12; 217];

2) There could be a virtual identity relationship that resembles a difference. The possibility and the vir-
tual are distinct from one another since the latter refer to the idea's pure multiplicity, which drastically rejects
identification as a prerequisite [12; 217], and the former deals with the concept's essential shape;

3) The relationship between the virtual and the actual eliminates any similarity. Social phenomena are
unique.

As a result, there are two models, two perspectives on being, and two kinds of contrasts between con-
ventional and new ontologies:

— ldentification holds dominance over difference in the realm of onto-theology, much like existence
bows to being as the foundation of identity. Identity serves as the genesis of difference, its progression, cul-
minating in stark opposition and resolution. Differentiations are suppressed, combined, and reconciled within
Hegel's framework into a fundamental unity that is devoid of differences and is firmly based on logic.

— According to the theory, heterological difference goes beyond just defining pre-existing components.
Rather, it is the basis of existence, enabling being to produce its own essence. After constant development,
this substance takes the shape of an occurrence and becomes a phenomena in phenomenology. There is no
previous, complete identity of being that serves as a foundation; identification is not what causes difference.
It turns out that being itself is what makes creatures different from one another, not the differences between
identical beings.

J. Delez explores the symbolic depiction of these dual differences in his book “Nietzsche and Philoso-
phy”, employing F. Nietzsche's insights as an illustration. Nietzsche postulates the existence of two conflict-
ing forces within every individual: the active and the reactive. An active force is flexible; it asserts its indi-
viduality, subdues, pushes the limits of its power, and turns it into a source of satisfaction and approval [13,
130]. Without a doubt, the active force is the creative force. Unlike active parties, reactive forces take action.
Put differently, reactive forces impede the emergence of creativity by opposing it and linking it to previous
events. Nietzsche is notable for taking this position against conventional religions, viewing them as reactive
structures that view variety as a threat to a person's identity.

Adopting Nietzschean ideas is necessary to go from the evaluative stance of the well-known German
cultural rebel to the ontology of today's social environment. This world has become dynamic, unpredictable,
uncertain, and heterogeneous, emerging from the confines of a homogeneous group united by shared values.
A challenge to civilization is what makes things different from one another. It has to do with different from
different.

This implies that the only things left to do are to disassemble, try new things, and produce. Embracing
diversity entails having an open mind. Delez suggests the following method: dive into the layer, investigate
its potentials, identify a suitable position, consider potential shifts away from established territories, explore
possible paths, occasionally establish links between streams, gradually evaluate the degree of intensity while
maintaining a modest region of innovation [8; 214].

As a result, we declare that procedural principles form the basis of reality. Actualization entails creating
new distinctions, thus giving rise to multiplicity, with heterogeneity symbolizing the origin of existence [8;
150]. Being is discursive and different. Being is verbal; it does not belong to the subject but generates it. Be-
ing an event is continuously self-established.

Turning from the philosophical and methodological intentions of the heterological social paradigm to
actual social practice, we note the explicit contradictory complication of post-modern social life, including in
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Kazakh society. These, for instance, are the fundamental paradoxes of every contemporary state, including
Kazakhstan. “First, the relationship between the people and the government is unclear. Next, there's an in-
creasing disconnect between the state and society, leading to the rising prominence of “micro-power” within
governance institutions compared to political power. Additionally, the “network form” of global authority
severs the connection between accountability and decision-making. This results in politically irresponsible
managerial choices at the global level, leading to the erosion of one of democracy's fundamental principles—
the notion of the “common good” [14].

Social heterology suggests starting from living processes, following them, and legitimizing uncertainty
as an inevitable attribute. A profound socio-philosophical concept is required to reflect the picture of modern
society more accurately.

Conclusion

Hence, the post-modern society exhibits explicit heterogeneity, evident through its primary characteris-
tics:

- Sociems, representing the ongoing formation of social singularities.

- Complex differentiation.

- Escalating complexity in proliferation.

- The explicit multi-directional nature of events and processes.

- Polycentration of social space;

- Hidden connections of social processes due to the increasing degree of their mediation;

- Pluralism of worldviews and others.

The traditional tenets of social philosophy are no longer applicable in this context. The social processes
of today are becoming more unpredictable. This social shift can be attributed to the high achievements of
science and technology, especially the information process, which made it possible for liberalism, separa-
tism, individualism, and dynamism toward the breaking of traditional ties and relationships to flourish. It
also resulted in the loss of the need for a comprehensive view of the social landscape.

Prominent modern thinkers emphatically identify a vast range of social variability in society, which in-
dicates the birth of a new social ontology, a new formulation of socio-philosophical problems relating to the
practical life of a person, including everyday modern life.

This is also relevant for the conditions of modern Kazakh society, which is facing new global severe
challenges of our time. The heterological paradigm allows us to get closer to the objective process of social
life, to an understanding of the fundamental interests of a person, which the classical social cognitive para-
digm did not consider, looking at a person “from above”, smoothing out the social picture towards a single
basis. In this context, we're not addressing conflicting social paradigms; rather, we're exploring how they
synergize to address specific problems and investigate diverse facets of social reality. Therefore, if determin-
ing the general, global pattern of social evolution is the aim, then applying the classical paradigm makes
sense. To comprehend the distinct aspects of human existence in today's fast-changing, highly dynamic
world marked by societal upheavals, we need cognitive tools that encompass the human dimension within
social processes — the vital fabric crucial for understanding.

In the tension of modern sociality caused by turbulence and uncertainty, it would be an unforgivable
mistake to ignore seemingly small, insignificant events, which, as practice demonstrates, play a monumental
role in social processes, leading to tragic consequences.

Modern society, including Kazakhstan’s, is in the complex, contradictory dynamics of social processes
uncharacteristic of classical cultures. These are the contradictions of the information society, the problems
and contradictions of modern states, and many others that can only be solved from the position of the hetero-
logical paradigm.

The heterological approach rejects the search for a single internal or external basis in post-classical so-
cial viewpoints, characterizing social action as pluralistic and rejecting a complete ontology. This viewpoint
examines society's inner workings in great detail, emphasizing its variety, individuality, plurality, heteroge-
neity, and cohabitation. It follows their tendencies with a self-developmental framework. Within this hetero-
logical framework, techniques such as fractality, synergetics, and rhizomorphism function. Rather than fo-
cusing just on institutionalized aspects of social history, we believe that this heterological approach is the
most helpful for accurately recognizing and defining the complex modern social processes and making them
simpler to grasp [15; 283].
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In order to fully comprehend contemporary social processes — which are shaped by unique characteris-
tics and traits — post-classical social perspectives need to go deeper. This knowledge is essential for devel-
oping humane and caring plans and strategies that will be further the advancement of mankind in the future.

The status and value of education in the religion of Islam and the cult of sacredness

The article, based on the arguments and specific examples, concludes that the Muslim model of education is
based primarily on the Koran and Sunnah, as well as on the scientific and theoretical achievements of early
Muslim thinkers. Scientists connect the integrity of human life with the philosophical, cultural, ethical, devel-
opmental unity of science and knowledge. The article reveals and analyzes the essence of the values of the
Koran, which have become the basis of education and science in Islamic philosophy. The pedagogical system
of education and training in Islam studies the formation of personality, upbringing and education of a person
of any age within the framework of cultural studies and religious studies. The ultimate goal of education in Is-
lam is the formation of morality. The concept of “adab” covers the spiritual and material essence of a person,
his social relationships. Scientists interpret this concept as worthy behavior, which is formed on the basis of
knowledge from the source of wisdom (hikmat) and believe that the formation and development of higher
qualities protects a person from making mistakes. These are the basic principles of the system of education
and science in the religion of Islam. From a reformist-modernist point of view, the article defines and analyz-
es the values and institutions of Islam related to the basic aspects of the classical period of Muslim civiliza-
tion. The authors of the article analyze the problem of attitude towards the cult of saints and sacred places in
post-classical Islam, as well as the history of the development of education in Islam and the basic principles
of science at the present stage. The article notes that the role of theological schools and the Islamic worldview
of scientists are among the spiritual treasures.

Methodological coordinates of understanding the phenomenon of tolerance and
ethno-confessional identity

In this article, the authors explore the problems associated with the search for the most adequate
methodological approaches to the study of the phenomenon of tolerance and ethno-confessional identity. The
article proposes to analyze the most realistic methodological variations, according to the author. The author's
main attention is paid to the methodological concepts of foreign researchers. The authors believe that,
unfortunately, there are no fundamental scientific papers related to the development of methodological
foundations that allow the most effective investigation of the nature of the phenomenon of ethno-confessional
identity and tolerance in the Kazakh scientific space yet. In addition, the authors note that such research work
is mainly related to scientific research conducted by scientists of the Institute of Philosophy, Political Science
and Religious Studies, as well as individual domestic scientists of the regions. In the presented work, the
authors use a qualitative and quantitative methodology in studying the main contours of the ethno-
confessional palette of society. This approach to the study allowed the authors to study the world around them
as a stable system built in a strictly logical and rational way. The authors argue that the high scientific
effectiveness of the qualitative and quantitative methodology is determined by the possibility of a panoramic
study of the phenomenon of ethnic and confessional consolidation and identity. This article presents some
theoretical and methodological developments carried out within the framework of the implementation of
research work on the intra-university grant project NIR No. 14-VG-23 on the topic “Ethno—confessional
identity of student youth:problems, prospects (on the example of students of the Karaganda University named
after E.A. Buketov)”.

The importance of the Japanese model in the civilizational development of Kazakhstan

The Kazakh state, which has achieved independence, faces the task of preserving national archetypes and
making them compatible with the values of modern world civilization. For Kazakhstan, there is a danger of
getting stuck under the cover of globalization, under the influence of many religious influences that cause
cultural decline, entering the modern era of globalization. Today, Kazakh culture needs to choose a path based
on the traditions of the nation within the framework of civilization, or the process of mass culture. The
purpose of the article is to study the experience of foreign countries for Kazakhstan, which today sets the task
of becoming one of the advanced, competitive countries of the world. In particular, to consider the logic of
the civilizational development of Japan, which was able to reproduce a kind of model of the dynamic
development of modern society in the conditions of technological progress and informatization. At the same
time, it is important that Japan, in the context of globalization, has managed to maintain a balance in
preserving the identity, traditions and innovative trends of culture. Kazakhstan, which has its own
characteristics, also creates a model of its development in the conditions of post-totalitarian transformations.
Programs aimed at preserving the national cultural heritage are being successfully implemented in
Kazakhstan today. At the turn of the XX-XXI centuries, there was a need to effectively create a new image —
a full-fledged part of the civilized world, an advanced innovative country combined with the successful use of
centuries-old history and loyalty to spiritual traditions. To do this, it is necessary to harmoniously combine the
achievements of modern civilization, from technological innovations to political institutions, with the values
of traditional ethnoculture.

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Comparative analysis of the development of world capitals

Knowledge of the history and future of the capital, the attitude of young people to the phenomenality of
Astana, the role of Astana in the life of citizens of the kazakh country, its importance in the state are
determined as an important indicator of the socio-cultural significance of Astana. Interest in the capital
brought new genres and directions (philosophical, cultural, demographic, political science, sociological,
historical and architectural) in the study of the city. The article presents a scientific concept of the formation
and development of world metropolitan cities in domestic cultural studies (by types of world metropolitan
cities, by economic indicators of capitals, by geographical location of metropolitan cities, by multicultural,
architectural appearance, cultural cities). Also, on the basis of comparativist analysis, a description of the
common important parameters in the development of capitals at the present stage (their structure as a capital,
cultural and economic development, architecture, science and education, religious features) was given. In
domestic and foreign studies, a critical analysis of the characteristics given to the socio-cultural phenomenon
of the city by various branches of the humanities was carried out and new methodological directions in the
study of the city (urbanistic, socio-cultural, social ecology, philosophical, existentialist, metaphysical,
semiotic) were revealed. In the presented work, the first comprehensive analysis was made in the fields of
humanitarian sciences related to the issue of cultural and civilizational formation and development of Astana.

Introduction

In the XXI century, comparativism is actively studying modern problems that have global significance.
These are: the global and local world, world domination and global leadership, the new world order and
world-systems, the relationship between world, regional culture and the culture of individual countries, their
political and legal culture, the formation of a new territory for the study of global culture, interethnic law,
global economy, global culture. The study of these topics requires the use of not only general, but also com-
parative analysis to identify specific patterns that are inherent only in individual systems. The individual sys-
tem of different countries (political, legal, economic, financial, etc.) acquires a special character due to the
different form of influence of the specifics of its national culture. Therefore, there is no single universal rule
for all individual systems, one has to reckon with their culture-dependent features, study the local and global
correlation of existing systems.

Comparative studies are defined as comparativistic (from the latin “comparatio” — “equal ratio, rhyme,
comparison, mutual agreement™). Comparativism — comparison, a set of scientific methods of cognition, a
complex scientific method; a separate science with its own subject and methods, an additional discipline
within the framework of the theory of social and humanitarian sciences.

As an alternative method to comparativistic research, we can consider intercultural dialogue, the ex-
change of knowledge between representatives of individual traditions and comparison based on this acquired
knowledge, but in our case there is a question of comparativistic analysis of the cultural status of world capi-
tals.

To study the cultural status of world capitals, it is necessary to dwell on such concepts as “capital” and
study the functional features of cities in the world, the historical and cultural dynamics of the city, etc. “Cul-
ture” is interpreted as “the world of art”, “the essence of enlightenment intelligence”, a form of life of socie-
ty, a part of public life [1]. Graham Evans in his book “Cultural planning: the urban renaissance” [2], Charles
Landry's “The Creative City. A Toolkit for Urban Innovators™ [3], Richard Florida's works “The Rise of the
Creative Class and How It’s Transforming Work, Leisure, Community and Everyday Life” [4] formulated,
analytically studied and analyzed the social aspects of the city.

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Comparative analysis of the development...

The role of culture in the development of society, the state, the city is special. This is due to the fact that
each city differs in its mental, figurative, symbolic, that is, cultural significance. In the modern era of global,
high-level civilizational development, in the context of the economic development of each country, the role
of culture in raising the international level is great. The concepts of “culture”, “city”, “society” are inextrica-
bly linked.

The Center for the study of urban culture in large megacities (World Cities Culture Report) divides cul-
tural infrastructure into formal, that is, institutional, and informal (not specifically institutionally approved).
Culture is created through special infrastructure (cultural institutions, artists, cultural events, etc.).

In cities, the development of infrastructure, symbolic significance, ecosystem and growth of cultural
universality are important. The emergence of cities brings to life new mechanisms and structures of commu-
nication (writing, architectonics, cultural and historical products). Researchers of the XXI century also con-
sider modern cities to be the place of accumulation of new global forces and conflicts between the economy,
politics and power, education and traditions. The development of cultural and creative infrastructure has led
to a high-quality living system of modern “creative cities” [5].

Before conducting a comparativistic analysis of cultural and civilizational trends in capitals, it is neces-
sary to determine the cultural aspects, function, and character of world metropolitan cities. The city is an
endless communicative space, a zone of communication. Jose-Ortega-I-Gasset said that “the city begins with
a gathering square”. It is the most effective place for the storage and transfer of cultural information. Muse-
ums, libraries, theaters, and universities play the role of transporting and storing information in the city.

Experimental

The methodological basis of the article is a set of theoretical and methodological principles and direc-
tions in the study of the city phenomenon as a whole territorial, social and cultural structure. In defining this
research problem, the author relies on and uses the following general scientific principles of research: the
principle of objectivity, integrity, and consistency, as well as comparative, historical, hermeneutic, cultural
relativistic, and social research methods.

Results and Discussion

Since the mid-nineteenth century, geographers' interest in the study of capitals has increased in the field
of urban studies. In particular, the German geographer I. Kohl was the first to evaluate the geographical con-
ditions of all European capitals in his work “geographical position of European capitals” [6].

American urbanist Scott Campbell analyzes the differences between metropolitan cities and non-
metropolitan cities, the specifics of capitals as follows: “the capital is the place where the government is lo-
cated, where decisions are made regarding the existence and prospects of the ruling country. The status of the
capital provides the city with a full-fledged place for safe and effective decision-making for a long time” [7].

Economic changes can undermine the traditional role of metropolitan cities. The international economic
market is turning global cities into controlling centers of financial capital [8].

Currently, 20 European cities are awarded the title of “cultural capital” (Athens (1985), Flor-
ence (1986), Amsterdam (1987), Berlin (1988), Paris (1989), Glasgow (1990), Dublin (1991), Ma-
drid (1992), Antwerp (1993), etc.). Each of these cities has its own direction of development and purpose.

The program “cultural capital” is not only a kind of competition between beautiful cities, but also an
opportunity to use culture and declare the importance of culture. Through this program, the impact of cities
on cultural, social and economic development is determined.

A similar European experience will spread around the world, and in October 2005 Athens will host a
Congress dedicated to the 20-year history of the “cultural capital” program.

In the 90s of the XX century, according to this program, projects came to life: the Arab cultural capital,
the cultural capital of America. In addition, within the framework of the cultural policy of the Russian Feder-
ation, cultural exchange projects are being implemented under the “cultural capital” program.

The project “cultural capital” takes place around the world. In the process of globalization, the rele-
vance of this project is growing. This is due to the fact that the presentation of cultural values, national cul-
ture through the cultural capital forms a cultural identity and expands the intercultural space to the interna-
tional level. The status of the cultural capital also pays great attention to the development of the tourism in-
dustry.

E. Rudan notes that culture and tourism are closely related [9]. In addition, G. Maciocco and
S. Serreli [10] noted the negative impact of cultural tourism on local culture. That is, tourism also leads to
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the destruction of the identity of the local cultural heritage. And other authors wanted to determine the role of
culture and art in the development of tourism in the city. C. Law [11] wrote: “museums, art galleries, cultural
heritage, special celebrations, art festivals are the terms cultural tourism and cultural city”. H. Briassoulis and
J. Straaten [12], R. Chawla [13] stressed the importance of culture and art in the development of the city.

According to world experience, the center, competently using the cultural and creative sector of the
city, will have good indicators:

- creating a quality infrastructure;

- development of the process of attracting investments to the city;

- a radical change in the image of the city in the eyes of residents;

- increase in the number of highly qualified specialists.

The capital of the state is the largest city in the country. In the capitals of states, the highest bodies of
power and government are located. In comparativistic analysis of state capitals [14], comparative analysis
alone is not sufficient.

It is necessary to identify similarities and differences in the cultural development of world cities and re-
veal common problems in the development of the culture of capitals.

Today, there are a lot of records devoted to the history and architecture of specific capitals, but the bib-
liographic list of theoretical texts dedicated precisely to metropolitan cities is short. Different aspects of met-
ropolitan life are mastered through different disciplines: architect, historian, political scientist, specialists in
urban planning and sociologists. All these works deal with various aspects of metropolitan cities; however,
there is no unambiguous, clearly formulated theory about the development of capitals.

It is believed that in comparativism, the general laws of the historical process, which allow us to talk
about typological similarity, lead to the emergence of a similar phenomenon in different national cultures.
Separately, in this study, we identify the influence of certain social, economic, cultural, national similarities
and differences in the development of the cultural status of world capitals (Washington, Moscow, Astana).
Thus, the meaning of comparative research is not only an empirical determination of a specific form of
communication, it is based on conclusions about socio-cultural phenomena.

In the development of capitals, there are many similar factors affecting the development of the state, in-
cluding economic, cultural and religious, educational. The development of the cultural and economic infra-
structure of these capitals differs significantly from each other. This is due to the many centuries — old his-
tory of the capitals of these states.

In this work, Astana is the object of analysis of various areas of its existence, it is shown as a complex,
multifaceted phenomenon in content. Having studied and identified the main features and attributes of Asta-
na, highlighting its cultural, political, economic and civilizational aspects, we conclude that Astana, as a
model of realization, being free from foreign influence, demonstrates its idea and beauty from time and
space.

Many urbanists devote their research to identifying a specific capital, the specifics of the cultural and
historical processes taking place in it. Famous thinkers in their works analyze the topic of the capital status of
cities, the dependence of the fate of the city on such a status and make predictions related to the future of
such cities. The works of O. Spengler, A. Levinson, M. Weber, V.l. Medvedev, A.A. Aldashev are very val-
uable in this direction.

According to the established tradition, Astana is considered not only as the main city of any state, but
also as the center of the economy, culture and civilization, as the initiator of innovative activities in the coun-
try. Astana as a multifaceted phenomenon requires the presence of many approaches to the study of itself. In
this work, we will conduct a comparative analysis of capitals as a symbol of statehood, identity, and cultural
diversity.

To do this, we need to establish a range of issues to be considered and find answers to two important
guestions:

1. Why did we choose these three capitals?

2. What are the main capital features of these cities?

For comparativistic analysis, we have chosen the capital of the leading world states that influence glob-
al development.

We will try to understand on the basis of the influence of what factor the city becomes the capital, fo-
cusing on the capital as a being, as a reality. On what basis does the city have certain privileges and the right
to function as a center, capital?
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The capitals of Washington, Astana and Moscow were established as the center (capital) of the state in
various historical periods (Moscow XV-XVI, Washington XVIII — early XX, Astana —late XX century).

Metropolitan cities, which are becoming the object of study, are the main city of their state, the place
where the government and other higher bodies of state power are located. Washington is home to all US fed-
eral authorities. The state authorities of Kazakhstan are located in Astana. Moscow is also an independent
subject of the Federation. The Constitutional Court in Russia was transferred from Moscow to St. Petersburg.
In addition, there are also capitals where the state body is not located (Amsterdam, the capital of the Nether-
lands, Porto Novo, the capital of Benin, Sucre, the capital of Bolivia, Thilisi, the capital of Georgia). Wash-
ington, Moscow and Astana are considered the administrative center of the state.

The inhabitants of these three capitals (Washington, Moscow, Astana) are always distinguished by their
diversity. For example, in Washington, along with the white population, there are quite a lot of African
Americans here. According to the census taken in recent years, both Asians and representatives of other rac-
es, including mixed ones, live in Washington. The ethnic composition of the inhabitants of Moscow and the
capital is also multinational.

The largest number of supporters of the Washington religion is considered to be Christianity, which in-
cludes Catholics, American Baptists, Southern Baptists, Orthodox and other Christians. In second place in
terms of number is Islam, followed by Judaism. In addition, there are many residents in the US capital who
do not profess any religion at all. Moscow has all the main world religions. More than 1,000 religious organ-
izations of more than 50 different religious faiths are officially registered in the city. As of November 1,
2014, the religious Square in Astana has 49 religious organizations and their divisions, which are characteris-
tic of 14 denominations.

Washington is famous for its cultural development. The construction project of the city is carefully
thought out, all the architecture, especially new ones, is under close supervision. Several styles are clearly
visible here, including new greek, new gothic, new classical patterns, and modern architecture. In areas some
distance from the center, there are also buildings in Victorian, Georgian styles and in the pale style.

The capital of the Russian Federation, Moscow, has preserved a humber of valuable architectural mon-
uments included in the UNESCO World Heritage list. Among the more famous objects — the ensemble of the
Moscow Kremlin and Red Square, The Church of The Ascension in Kolomensk, the architectural complex of
monasteries in Moscow (Andronikov, Donskoy, Novodevichyevo, etc.), the ensemble of the Manor Row
(Kuskovo, Ostankino, Tsaritsyno, Kuzminki, etc.), the Pashkov house, the Bolshoi Theater and others. In
smaller areas, there are buildings typical of different eras, cultures and styles. Classicism, eclecticism, mo-
dernity are the main styles of Moscow architecture.

The architectural style of Astana combines the best traditions of eastern and European culture. The ar-
chitectural ensembles created according to the Kurokawa project combine modern design and Asian Color.

The characteristics of the symbols that form the basis of the architectural model of these three capitals
(Washington, Moscow, Astana) are those that correspond to the process of gaining national independence, its
development and characterize statehood.

The concept of creating a Capitol represents an associative return to the culture of Ancient Rome. The
young American state, thus based on legitimacy (Roman law) and omnipotence, is a continuation of an an-
cient tradition. Capitol — in 1793-1865 the greatest building of the American capital, built according to the
project of William Thornton. The Capitol (“United States Capitol”) — the symbol of American statehood —
is one of the five most famous monuments of the countries.

The Moscow Kremlin is a symbol of Russian statehood, one of the largest architectural ensembles in
the world, a historical relic, a rich treasure trove of monuments of culture and art.

Among all the architectural projects of Astana, a special place is occupied by Baiterek. It is a 97-meter
metal structure with a large gilded glass ball at the top. As written on the plaque describing the history of
Baiterek, its structural idea depends on the first president of independent Kazakhstan, Nursultan Nazarbayev.
The meaning of the word “Baiterek” means “Tree of life”, it depicts one of the Universal mythological con-
cepts. By its location and compositional execution, Baiterek expresses the understanding of the world by the
ancient nomadic tribes. According to this understanding, a World river flows at the confluence of the worlds,
on the banks of which the tree of life has grown, which, penetrating the earth with its roots, aspires to heav-
en. Every year, a sacred bird laid eggs on this tree, and it was eaten by a dragon that lived at the foot of Bait-
erek... Such a cycle symbolically symbolizes the change of the year. For the people of Kazakhstan, Baiterek
is primarily a symbol of independence, as well as Astana.
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According to the American scientist Anaker Shonin, the capital is not only the main city of the state,
where the authorities are concentrated; it is an energy node that ensures the growth and development of polit-
ical, social, economic, cultural and other relations of all state scales [15].

The peculiarity of the architectural style is that it is a necessary part of the General History of any coun-
try, an indicator of the state in society, which allows you to imagine a holistic picture of the social process.
Architecture, reflecting our understanding of the world, is a visible and direct image of the political, social,
economic relations of society, a means of their reverse uniqueness, meaningfulness and understanding in the
footsteps. However, this brief definition does not reflect all the meaning of the concept of “Astana”. The fa-
mous researcher A.G. Levinson proposes to analyze the concepts of “Astana” and “center” as follows: “...the
center is a representative system, a cluster of complexity, specificity and diversity. An open, complex, multi-
layered unit of different components combined” [16]. Through such an analysis, the author clearly demon-
strates the need for an integrated approach to determining the essence of the concept of “capital” and the
need to understand each component of its description. In the development of the above-mentioned capitals of
the country (Washington, Moscow, Astana), the development of culture, ecosystem and unique architectural
style is carried out as a factor of economic growth and social integration.

In world capitals, culture is seen as the heart of public policy. According to the politicians of all cities, it
is necessary to strategically implement culture in the city authorities, to develop it as a central part. Culture
plays a high role in the development of capitals. For example, if we take the cities of the world apart from
these three capitals, New York puts culture in the 2nd category of strategy, which is higher than the entire
region. In Shanghai, Culture is a source of urban unification. In Tokyo, culture is shown as a tool for starting
the country into the future. In some cities, the role of culture as a supporter of economic strategy prevails. In
London and Paris, the sphere of creativity is solving various difficulties in the economic situation, and also
affects the growth of new jobs. Cultural creativity is considered an important tool in urban regeneration.

Only the mutual influence of all components of the capital allows us to analyze and perceive a city of a
special status. Only a complete complex of the capital's sign allows you to understand all the depths of the
dichotomy “capital as a cultural center”, study and master the existing phenomenon.

Washington, Moscow, Astana combine in themselves the title of the capital of the state and the cultural,
scientific, educational, economic center of the country. When it comes to problems and difficulties of a polit-
ical nature, as a rule, the state is understood behind the capital. The capitals are major financial centers and
international official centers, as well as the center of management of a large part of the country's economy.

For example, half of the banks registered in Russia are located in Moscow. And the central offices of
many large companies are also located in the capital.

The economy of Washington is engaged in the area of Public Administration, and in the provision of
services. The high indicator of the population is in the management area, that is, federal employees.

The economy of Astana consists of trade, transportation and Communication, Construction. The contri-
bution to economic development on the territory of the state is high.

Having considered and analyzed the main factors of development and formation of the capital city, we
can draw the following conclusions: capital is a product of great thought and culture, has a specificity in all
indicators, it is “free from the requirements of time, above the flow of formation™ [17].

The project “cultural capital” occupies a leading position in the world. In the process of globalization,
the relevance of this project is growing. This is due to the fact that the presentation of cultural values, nation-
al culture through the cultural capital forms cultural identity and expands the intercultural space to the inter-
national level. The status of the cultural capital also pays great attention to the development of the tourism
industry.

Today, there are a lot of records devoted to the history and architecture of specific capitals, but the bib-
liographic list of theoretical texts dedicated precisely to metropolitan cities is short. Different aspects of met-
ropolitan life are mastered through different disciplines: architect, historian, political scientist, specialists in
urban planning and sociologists. All these works deal with different facets of metropolitan cities, however,
there is no unambiguous, clearly formulated theory about the development of capitals.

Capitals are often seen as a separate administrative center. However, Astana is a symbolic embodiment
of national ideology, an image of the state's attitude to urbanization, a catalyst for the country's economic
development and, historically, a link between various local cultures and a “community of thought” of the
national state.

There are many different types of metropolitan cities. Belonging to the classic metropolitan cities —
London and Paris: centers with a powerful government, the capitals of the former colonial empires, architec-
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ture with a clear view. Ottawa or Canberra are simple administrative centers of powerful countries. Montevi-
deo or Jakarta are prestigious cities in weak countries. Washington and Berlin are hybrid capitals of a con-
tradictory nature. If we look at the parameters of the Capitals in comparison, Bern and Mexico City are op-
posite in size, Beijing and Dublin are opposite in demographic, Ottawa and Singapore are opposite in geo-
graphical size.

In terms of political characteristics, Democratic Stockholm and the opposite type of government are ab-
solute monarchical Riyadh, or communist Pyongyang; France's centralized Paris can be compared to Swit-
zerland's decentralized Bern. The history of the transformation of the city into the capital plays a certain role.
For example, the historic, imperial capital London can be compared to Brasilia. London and Paris, which
were formed as capitals from the very beginning and still serve as capitals today, can be contrasted with the
replaced capitals Bonn, Canberra, Brasilia, New Delhi, Ankara, or with the former capitals Constantinople,
Petersburg, Calcutta, Philadelphia, Rio de Janeiro, Bonn.

The capitals also differ in terms of economic indicators. In terms of the well-being of their state, the cit-
ies of London, Tokyo and Washington appear at the opposite level to the cities of Mogadishu, Maputo and
Dhaka. The capitals of economically dominant countries in terms of State Development are the cities of
Montevideo, Paris, London, Copenhagen, Mexico City and Bangkok. In their countries, the capitals of the
second city level are Ottawa, Bonn, Canberra, Ankara, Bern, Pretoria, Brasilia. In the Metropolitan City,
London and Tokyo are recognized as the economic cornerstone of their country. Ottawa and Canberra show
a high level of government employment services.

An important feature is also the geographical location of metropolitan cities. For example, Rome and
Madrid are Capitals located in the geographical center of the state. The cities of Berlin, Moscow, Beijing,
Washington are located in the geographical periphery. London, Washington and Tokyo are the capitals lo-
cated in the Central Transport Zone.

In many countries, in addition to political capitals, which serve as the main economic or cultural envi-
ronment, there are also informal ones. For example, New York, Shanghai, Calcutta, Bombay, Istanbul, Mi-
lan, Frankfurt am Main, Toronto, Sao Paulo and Rio de Janeiro, Johannesburg.

In some countries, the role of capital is played by several cities in the state. This is called multitasking.
For example, in the Netherlands, Amsterdam (National, Constitutional) and The Hague (where there is a
government, parliament, the Supreme Court and the Queen); in Israel, Jerusalem (where there are parliament
and government residences) and Tel Aviv (where there are foreign embassies and ministries), in Palestine,
Gaza and Ramallah (the capital on the West Bank of Jordan and in the Gaza; In Cote d'ivoire, Yamusukro
(residence of Parliament and government) and Abidjan (with embassies and ministries); in Sri Lanka, Sri
Jayavardenepura-Cotte (legislative) and Colombo (administrative); in Malaysia, the administrative capital
Pattrajaya and legislative Kuala Lumpur; in Swaziland, the official capital Mbabane, royal and legislative
Lobamba; in Bolivia, the constitutional and judicial capital Sucre and administrative and legislative La Paz;
in Chile, the official capital is Santiago and the Legislature is Valparaiso (where the National Congress is
held); in Benin, the official capital is Porto Novo, and in fact Cotonou; In Bhutan, the official capital is
Thimphu, in fact — the old capital of Punakha and many others.

There are three capitals in Germany and South Africa. The official capital of South Africa is Pretoria
(Tshwane), the legislative power is in Cape Town, and the judicial power is in Bloemfontein. The political
capital of Germany — Berlin, the judicial — Karlsruhe, most of the ministries and embassies are still located
in Bonn, the former capital of Germany. States such as Nauru, Tokelau and Niue on some islands did not
have capitals [18].

There are also capitals that have become the cultural center of the country: the capitals of multilingual
countries Ottawa, Bern, New Delhi and the former Soviet Union, Moscow or the capitals of monolingual
countries Paris, the capitals as historical religious centers Rome, Jerusalem or secular cities Washington, Ot-
tawa, Bonn, Astana are becoming the main cultural center.

Many European capitals, full of attractions, in their architectural appearance of which there is a reflec-
tion of antiquity and modernity, are considered tourist centers. For example, Rome — the capital of Italy has
been considered the bearer of greatness and omnipotence for thousands of years.

Rome is a treasure of World Culture, the heart of Catholicism. Rome is the main political, cultural, im-
portant economic center of the country, the oldest city in the world and rich in historical and cultural monu-
ments, which bears the title of “Eternal City” (111 century BC). Within the borders of Rome there is the Vati-
can. The Vatican is a city-state that has been the center of World Catholicism for several centuries, where the
famous Peter's Cathedral, palaces owned by the Pope are located.
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Objects of cultural heritage in the architecture of Brasilia are characterized by Utopia and universality.
Brasilia liberates the country from colonial exploitation and promotes its economic development. Architect
Oscar Niemeyer gave the architecture of Brasilia an elegant and unique character. The construction of Brasil-
ia became a symbol of pride, hope, United Brazilians, demonstrated the power of the country to the entire
world. Brasilia is the first experience to create a bioclimatic project. Within ten years, Brasilia was recog-
nized as the city of the future.

The US city of New York, located in the eastern part of North America, is known as the “capital of the
world” (nineteenth century) and is the unofficial capital of the United States. This city is considered the fi-
nancial and economic center of the world. In the first half of the twentieth century, it became a global indus-
trial commodity and Communication Center. The construction of the UN headquarters in New York City has
increased its political importance at the world level [19].

According to the 2020 plan, Shanghai city, an important center of cultural cities, is one of the fastest
growing cities in the world. Compared to New York, the cultural sectors occupy different areas. It is im-
portant that the activities of the city authorities of cultural policy intersect with other regions. Promoting cul-
ture, gives aesthetic development and other positive results. In Bogota and Johannesburg, for example, cul-
ture is viewed as part of Health and social development. It also sees it as the key to improving the lives of the
marginalized stratum of society. And for Sydney, combining the land where the Aborigines live and the ur-
ban culture is considered one of the most important goals. Amsterdam and Singapore regard culture as an
important part of the education system from school age. Paris exalts the role of culture in economic devel-
opment. And Shanghai sees itself as a source that ensures social harmony and stability in the face of rapidly
accelerating economic and social changes.

Canberra is not the largest city in Australia, but the capital of the state. The concept of a city-garden
was taken as the basis for the design of Canberra. The houses of the Administrative Center are the residence
of the Australian government, parliament, the Supreme Court, ministries and agencies. There are also public
and cultural institutions of State importance (the National Gallery of Australia and the National Museum of
Australia). The architectural image of Canberra was created according to the project “genuine natural capi-
tal”.

In European culture, the historical and cultural value of the city lies in the fact that it is considered as a
raw material in the economy and an effective source of Finance in production. According to scientists, in
countries that have just entered the process of industrialization and urbanization, the phenomenon of megaci-
ties is clearly observed. Therefore, they often have an imbalance between settlements.

Taking into account the United States, federal courts, military departments and bases, a mint and repre-
sentative offices of many companies are located in different cities of the country. A similar situation is wide-
spread in Germany. Similar situations are common in countries with developed decentralization models. In
such countries, the main decisions are made in one center and implemented locally. Despite the decentraliza-
tion and decentralization of economic activities, the capital remains the center of state and government af-
fairs [20].

In the era of globalization, culture is creating world cities. Not cities within one country, but the world
of cities is competing with each other for permission to hold large-scale international sports and cultural
events. Culture and economic success are considered in close relationship. London, New York and Paris are
high-class cities in terms of culture. This is because they view culture as an important part of the economy.
Being rich in culture is a source of economic success. The city was created for educated, creative people.
Working forces with higher education improve the country's situation by making a creative environment.
This situation is also observed in the developing cities of Shanghai and Istanbul.

The capital is the center of attention of world capitals and the forces of foreign states, and at the same
time the nationalist force that opposes them. Here we see the paradox of the capital because the capitals re-
flect the characteristics of each state in the period of globalization. The main task of capital is to distract lo-
cal and international opposing forces. According to Anthony King, “the most successful capital in its space
harmoniously combines the national style and modern global style”.

Metropolitan cities should be rich cities of great symbolic importance. Capitals are subject to the influ-
ence of the global market, world culture and information. That is why the capitals put national culture in the
first place, promoting local and territorial interests.

In conducting a comparativistic analysis of the role of cultural development in world capitals, types of
metropolitan cities, the works of Scott Campbell, S.A. Tarkhov were taken as a basis. Now the development
of culture occupies a central place in urban politics. The European Union and UNESCO intend to use culture
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in the development of the city. Taking into account Europe, Australia, Asia and North America, the culture
of the city was effectively used in urban strategic works, in national and international contexts. Among them,
the cultural role of the capitals of the country stands out.

The main methodological approaches and research attitudes in the context
of the formation of a new culture of social activity

In this article, the author explores the most productive methodological developments from his point of view,
which allow a more comprehensive look at the nature of the cultural foundations of social activity. The author
suggests the advantages and disadvantages of a number of methodological approaches, gives an assessment of
their scientific effectiveness. Analyzing these approaches, the author speaks about the need to adjust them in
accordance with the demands of time, the risks of modern transformational processes. The main conclusion
reached by the author is related to the assessment of cultural diversity as the most important factor and condi-
tion for the comprehensive development of society in general and man in particular. The author offers a histo-
ry of research on methodological approaches, which, from his point of view, give a fairly complete picture of
the nature and content of the cultural foundations of various forms of social activity. The most effective
methodological constructs will make it possible to determine the main priorities for correcting, reforming so-
cial activity, deepening its ideological foundations and forming a wide variety of concepts and discursive
practices. This formulation of the question corresponds to the main research trends, ensures the correct vecto-
rality of cognitive activity in this problematic space. The author pays special attention to the correlation of
different cultures as the most important factor in further development. However, in practice, this diversity
sometimes leads to opposition, sometimes reaching a high level of aggression and rejection. The author de-
fines his position by assessing tolerance as the most important condition for the humanistic development of
society.

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VR and AR technologies in contemporary cultural space

The article deals with the topics related to the application of virtual and augmented reality technologies in the
sphere of culture and art. The essence characteristics of VR and AR-technologies are given. The essence of
the concept of “immersiveness” is revealed. Techno-technological aspects of VR and AR technology in the
modern cultural space are as well as cultural aspects. The main regularities and peculiarities of virtual and
augmented reality technologies' interaction with the sectors of cultural space open both for immersive influ-
ence and for the use of one or another visualization technique — with cinematography, museum business,
tourism, theatre, fine arts — were revealed. The factors determining the nature of mutual influence between
culture and the latest technologies have been analyzed. Besides, the article presents a number of tasks per-
formed with the use of immersive technologies and examples of their use in the “Arte-fact” program. The
problematic points in the application of VR and AR technologies have been identified, concerning both socio-
ethical and marketing factors. The conclusion is made that the use of the latest technologies in the cultural
sphere contributes to overcoming the boundaries between the various sectors of creative activity, creates the
prerequisites for transforming culture into a single information and semantic space.

Introduction

At the current stage of social development, the cultural sector is in active interaction with advanced in-
formation technology. The work of the majority of cultural institutions is based on an Event Strategy imple-
mented with the help of internet channels and digital marketing. The media, internet, social networks, digital-
ization of information flows, and interactive advertising techniques are all transforming the cultural sphere
into a single information space, a system of intra- and inter-branch communications subject to common rules.

The IT space combines communication and telecommunication services, electronic hardware and soft-
ware production, creation of web services, consulting, etc. The rapid development of the IT industry is due to
the increasing cultural level of the mass audience and the gradual growth of public demand for cultural prod-
ucts and services. Thanks to the IT infrastructure, people's sustained interest in creative innovation is sus-
tained.

The interaction between the sphere of culture and the technological environment is natural: culture is
the sum of all material and cultural values created by mankind, and technology is part of this sum as its most
important component. The development of technology depends on, and is at the same time directly influ-
enced by, the level of culture achieved at a given time. The technological environment is constantly expand-
ing. More recently, it has been enriched by virtual and augmented reality technologies.

Experimental

The term “virtual reality” began to spread around the world in the mid-1980s [1], the term “augmented
reality” in the early 1990s [2].

Virtual reality (VR) is a digital world synthesized and visualized by a computer [3]. The virtual reality
(augmented reality, AR) is a three-dimensional system of combining the virtual and the real [4].

VR technology is a set of devices and procedures for their use that allow a person to be immersed in a
virtual world, in an artificially shaped environment. The dominant technical means by which this task is ac-
complished are helmets and virtual reality glasses. Controlled computer simulation also uses virtual rooms,
interactive booths, special VR consoles, sensory suits and gloves.

AR technologies refer to technical ways of supplementing real space with a virtual layer, which are
provided by appropriate technical means — augmented reality glasses, 3D avatars, interactive monitors, pro-
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jectors that create holograms or overlay visualized objects, pictures, texts, diagrams on the screen in order to
convey certain information or evoke certain emotions in users. The headsets used in AR technologies are
constantly being improved. For example, in 2014, Google tested the GoogleGlass mini-computer embedded
in the frame of AR glasses [5]. In 2016, Microsoft introduced the HoloLens, a model of so-called “smart
glasses” [6].

AR occurs when sensory data is introduced into the user's visual field in order to supplement their in-
formation about their surroundings, to change their perception of their surroundings. AR is a mixed reality, a
hybrid of VR and RR elements. In modeling augmented reality, elements of the present, objectively existing
reality are sometimes removed [7].

The difference between virtual reality and augmented reality is captured quite clearly. It is only possible
to enter VR with a special headset. VR “disconnects” the user from objective matter, “taking” them into a
digital universe [8; 22]. Unlike VR, AR does not completely block objective reality, only adding elements of
the digital system to it [4], [7]. Thus, virtual reality is a new artificial world; augmented reality is individual
artificial details and links introduced into the perception of the present reality (PR).

The differences between VR and AR do not equal their lack of common characteristics. Both VR and
AR mimic the human experience, but the human response to that experience is quite organic: the neurons of
the human brain respond to virtual objects in the same way as they do to reality objects [9]. Both VR and AR
interact with real time, and the objects included in virtual and augmented reality can “behave” both accord-
ing to the real laws of physics and in defiance of them.

VR and AR technologies are sometimes referred to as “augmented reality technologies” [10]. This
phrase refers to the full or partial presence of users in an alternative space and the associated change in their
consciousness, emotional experience and baggage of impressions. By “living in” the virtual=environment,
the exploiter begins to interact with the objects within it; the effect of presence emerges. From this point of
view, VR and AR technologies can be interpreted as “presentation techniques” [11]. Despite its virtual na-
ture, this “presentation” can have quite definite qualitative parameters, affecting the emotional and intellec-
tual mood of the audience, evoking a variety of associations in them.

Results and Discussion

According to the universal logic of all development, ascending from simple forms and entities to more
complex ones, VR and AR were initially “tested” in devices with entertainment and gaming functions. For
example, in 1996, the AR media franchise Pokémon (Pocket Monster) was created and became popular in
countries where the public had access to the purchase of a headset reproducing augmented reality [12; 400-
401].

In part of the mass consciousness, virtual and augmented reality technologies are still associated with
the entertainment industry, and the emergence of VR and AR content reflecting cultural and educational
themes is often perceived as a continuation of trends entrenched in the entertainment business. However, it
would not be quite right to draw simplistic parallels between the cultural sphere and leisure commerce. Cul-
ture and the arts have higher demands on the quality of content than showbiz, which is oriented towards re-
duced taste patterns.

One of the criteria for a creative act that differs from an entertainment event is immersiveness — the
author's desire to create an effect of presence in the artistic reality he has created, to immerse the reader,
viewer or listener in it, to influence their consciousness by “shaking” or changing it. Immersiveness has al-
ways existed in one form or another. For centuries, its depth has been a measure of the talent of literary, pic-
torial, musical and theatrical works, and has determined the extent of the public response they have generat-
ed.

Over time, immersiveness has changed its forms, methods and means of expression. The current stage
of cultural development is characterized by an increase in immersiveness, with creators paying particular
attention to new ideas, special effects, breakthrough techniques and technologies — anything that enhances
the interaction between the creator and his audience, that can give the recipient a sense of involvement in the
creative act. VR and AR technologies are at the forefront of innovation.

The current state of VR and AR technologies does not yet allow them to have an all-encompassing im-
pact on cultural development. It is difficult to imagine their profound implementation in such cultural sectors
as literature, librarianship, book publishing, translation, folklore, and musical art. However, in some cultural
sectors products of which are compatible with volumetric visualization, virtual and augmented reality tech-
nologies are quite successful. This is the case, first and foremost, with cinema.
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Virtual cinema has developed differently in different countries. VR filmmaking has made great strides
in the United States. This is largely due to the long-established practice of combining directorial and produc-
tion efforts there. It's no coincidence that, among the first films made in VR format, the films made by fa-
mous Hollywood figures resonated the most. In 2016, for example, Kathryn Bigelow released a VR docu-
mentary called The Protectors, which focused on current environmental issues. Two years later, director
Robert Rodriguez made his mark with the action film The Limit, essentially the first action-packed VR
film [13].

Before the exacerbation of the Covid-19 pandemic, virtual filmmaking was developing dynamically in
France, where VR film makers enjoy state support. In 2019, a number of French VR films were included in
the schedule of screenings at the world's largest film forum in Cannes. In 2020, about a dozen VR film pro-
jects were presented at the French documentary film festival in Biarritz. Unfortunately for connoisseurs of
French VR cinema, its quantitative and qualitative growth has been negatively affected by the Covid-19 pan-
demic [14].

In the years leading up to the pandemic, filmmakers in Italy, Spain, Germany, Russia and China have
developed their own VR productions. It should be noted that practically no VR project is without some ele-
ments of international cooperation. Suffice it to say that VR-helmets required for the creation of virtual reali-
ty are so far produced only on a licensing basis.

An important prerequisite for the promotion of VR cinema is the development of an appropriate infra-
structure. It largely depends on the relationship between cinemas, distributors and audiences. This relation-
ship proves to be quite stable when it comes to smaller venues and releases. Virtual cinema production is
readily accepted by art house cinema chains such as AlamoDrafthouse in the US and YourScreen in the
UK [15]. In the UK, where the creative industries are given special attention, the spread of VR cinema is fa-
cilitated by the attention to this issue from the state department of culture [16; 40].

In 2015-2016, screenings of virtual films and spots were included in regional or interregional film
events held in Toronto, Geneva, Leipzig, Melbourne, Dubai, Minsk [17].

In June 2016, a virtual cinema festival was held in Moscow. It gave an extra boost to the development
of VR cinema in Russia. In 2018, an immersive cinema called AtmaSphere 360 was opened in Moscow. Un-
der the dome of the spherical screen, which surrounds the audience on all sides, they began to show movies
in VR-format [18].

Virtual cinema is divided into interactive and panoramic films. Interactive films involve the direct par-
ticipation of the viewer in the development of the plot by choosing from the options for the unfolding of
events provided by the authors. An example of such cinema is the adventure film “Kessler Effect”, made by
the Russian director A. Utkin. Even some documentaries, such as Lake Baikal: The Spirit of Winter, have
been produced in an interactive format. This film is marked by the presence of a bright author's style. The
director G. Molodtsov used complex computer technology to shoot it [13].

Panoramic film production is a 360-degree view, a stereoscopic unfolding of all aspects of cinema. De-
spite their entertainment potential and appeal to moviegoers, panoramic films are still quantitatively inferior
to interactive films. The situation will change when the budgets of panoramic projects are optimized.

The main advantage of virtual cinema compared to conventional films is in overcoming the barrier be-
tween the viewer and the screen, in the pronounced effect of immersing the viewer in the screen action, and
in enhancing spectacle. However, VR cinema is in its infancy, so a lot of attention is being paid to dynamic
genres such as action movies, sci-fi and horror movies, which contain a lot of mesmerizing attraction for the
viewer. There is no harm in that: once silent, and then sound black and white cinema was nothing more than
an entertainment attraction, which in order to become art, had to go a certain way. Virtual cinema should fol-
low a similar path, with the passage of time mastering dramaturgy, comedy, historical themes and detective
stories.

Virtual cinema is slowly but surely finding its own unique language and mastering the means of artistic
expression that are available only to it. Three-dimensional reality and a 360-dimensional view allow a new
approach to filming, the use of sound and light, film editing, and focusing the audience's attention. Here,
“there is simply no frame that we are used to in traditional cinema” [13], here much depends on the profes-
sional skills of directors and cameramen, on their ability to influence the audience’s attention from the first
seconds of filming.

VR cinema, like the conventional 2D film industry, is an indivisible fusion of three elements: art, tech-
nology and business. To make this fusion balanced and harmonious is not easy task, because VR technology

is still taking its first steps, the search for the means of expression in the creation of VR films is far from
over, and producers are forced to experiment with schemes and methods of distribution of VR products.

In order to effectively reach audiences, VR filmmakers have to take care of both content quality and
technical innovations, working with engineering services to commission them to design new stereoscopic
cameras, accessories and headsets. The directors and operators of virtual cinema have had to spend a lot of
time experimenting with technical optics, selecting lenses of various formats, and matching them with their
cameras. This work is aimed not only at ensuring the high quality of VR images, but also their unconditional
compatibility with the formats of the helmets and platforms where they will be shown. The success of VR
film projects can only be achieved through the coordinated interaction of creative teams, which, in addition
to producers, directors, cameramen, editors, designers, and sound directors, must include specialists in 3D-
graphics and interactive technology.

An important prerequisite for a successful VR film project is a well-designed creative and technical
plan. This plan includes, among other things, post-production activities, which are already scheduled at the
scriptwriting stage. Successful promotion of VR film projects is impossible without interaction with spon-
sors. These sponsors are venture and specialized funds, state, regional or private organizations interested in
promoting or testing certain programmes, ideas and brands. Some funds can be received from manufacturers
of VR-helmets, from people who own cinema chains. Crowdfunding is not uncommon. An encouraging fac-
tor for VR filmmaking collectives has been the emergence of special programmes for the development of
virtual reality technologies — “Oculus VR for Good” and “Vive Arts” [13].

It is worth noting that a large number of VR documentaries contain a geographical, tourist component.
Their authors are aware that a significant part of today's audience is not interested in documentaries in and of
themselves, but in travel, tourism and the natural, landscape and climatic diversity of the planet. Often such
spots are commissioned by TV channels, which have a stable place in their broadcasting schedules for travel
programmes.

Many VR video projects dedicated to virtual excursions have marketing overtones. Often, the creation
of virtual models of various tourist sites is initiated by administrative, transport and infrastructure, cultural
and sports authorities. An illustrative example is the project “Virtual Sochi” implemented in 2014 by the
Russian company NextSpace, one of the leaders in the field of software and interactive visualization. This
project was commissioned by the Organizing Committee for the Winter Olympic Games in Sochi. More than
10,000 buildings and structures, including all key sports, road infrastructure, and social facilities were en-
tered into the virtual space [19; 103].

Back in 2010-2012, augmented reality applications appeared on the consumer market in a number of
countries, making it possible to view the sights of Tuscany, London, Basel and other places of interest
online. At the same time, an AR project called Archaeoguide was created with the participation of Greek ar-
chaeologists to act as a personal tour guide for visitors to cultural and historical sites in Europe. The app in-
cludes data on interesting archaeological sites, historical information, etc. [20; 110]. In 2016, the Russian
studio “AR Production” created an augmented reality navigator for Cyprus [21; 194].

There are now quite a few virtual guides created on the basis of high-quality 360-degree photos and
videos and included in the structure of information portals of various cities, regions and countries. Today, it
is not difficult to find specialized websites that function as virtual reality guides. With their help, anyone can,
without leaving the walls of their flat, take a virtual trip to almost any country in the world. During the peri-
od of preventive restrictions against Covid-19, the importance of such guides increases considerably.

Virtual guides are also useful for those planning a real trip to popular tourist destinations. When prepar-
ing for a trip, a potential voyager can use information and technology to test the hospitality potential of fu-
ture destinations in advance, assessing the strengths and weaknesses of hotels, retail establishments, catering
establishments, infrastructure, and transport. According to one researcher, “the demonstration of the final
tour product helps the tourist to form his attitude to the purchase and, if he has formed positive associations,
encourages him to buy the tour” [22].

The advantages of VR tourism are not only access to remote viewing of tourist attractions, but also the
opportunity to learn about the history and culture of particular countries, regions and cities, to find out what
the places of interest looked like in previous centuries and the way of life of the inhabitants.

Virtual tourism is suitable for people who want to explore the world around them, but are unable to re-
alize their aspirations due to a lack of material resources or physical limitations caused by illness, injury or
similar reasons. Virtual tourism is travel that is free from categories such as distance, distance and transport
costs.
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VR and AR content dedicated to tourist destinations is a good help for tour operators. It allows them to
save time and financial costs in analyzing destinations, transfers, accommodation conditions in different
countries and cities, levels of service at different resorts. Travel agencies interested in maintaining a stable
rating could attract new clients by using VR and AR technologies in their office work, exhibitions, an-
nouncements and other promotional activities.

The use of the latest technology has become an urgent issue for museums. Museums, main purpose of
which is the preservation of cultural heritage, should keep pace with the times, develop together with the
whole society, offering it comprehensible and interesting forms of communication. There are no other ways
out of the “conceptual crisis of contemporary museums” [23] mentioned by the experts. The reasons for this
crisis are the methodological turbulence experienced by historical science, the inertia of positivist notions
among museum workers, the detachment from dialogue with visitors, and the archaic language means by
which the museum heritage is presented.

Today, museums are faced with new imperatives that demand more modern rhythms, pace, and respon-
siveness. Museums can no longer do without interactive techniques, of which virtual and augmented reality
technologies are a part, enabling museums to connect museum exhibits with multimedia, to update museums'
communicative baggage, and to enhance interaction with their audiences.

The display of museum relics on a touch screen does not diminish their cultural value; on the contrary,
it helps to illuminate additional, previously hidden semantic nuances in them. Virtual and augmented reality
can provide clearer and deeper information about the exhibits than even 20-30 years ago. Museum exhibi-
tions are becoming a space in which visitors can immerse themselves in a fascinating journey, generating
new cultural meanings and semantic associations, and helping them to learn something important about the
past and reflect on the present and future.

A striking example of the new attitude to museum work was the creation of the world's first interactive
children's museum “My Future Profession” in the Kazakh capital, Astana. Its project was developed in 2015
by the Moscow studio AR Production, commissioned by the Palace of Schoolchildren in Astana. A team of
specialists in virtual and augmented technologies developed the software for the exhibition, which is dedicat-
ed to popular professions in Kazakhstan and contains 30 interactive compositions, which are placed on an
area of 330 square metres.

The main part of the exhibition was made up of augmented reality objects, functioning thanks to special
markers on the wall screens, 3D reality glasses used by visitors and joysticks for interacting with the panels.
Augmented reality is represented by a large number of scenes shot in 3D. In order to increase the interest of
young audiences and engage them in exploring the virtual exhibits, a gaming model of visitor interaction
with the exhibit panels has been implemented. The special value of the museum lies in the fact that school-
children not only learn about different professions, but also interact directly with modern interactive technol-
ogies, gaining knowledge about advanced spheres of social development and discovering new life pro-
spects [24].

The main point of using VR and AR technology in museums is to remove barriers to access to exhibits.
The interested audience is provided with a virtual way to experience museum collections. Using mobile ap-
plications, this is made possible by the cooperation of IT companies with cultural bodies, including muse-
ums. An example of this is the initiative by Google, which in 2016 entered into partnership agreements with
natural history museums around the world. The Google Street View app has been used to launch free online
tours [25].

More than thirty of these tours are 360-degree videos, compatible with VR gadgets. Users are now able
to remotely experience the collections at the Natural History Museum in London, the Darwin Museum in
Moscow, the New York Museum of Natural History and other internationally renowned museum complexes.
Twenty virtual “expeditions” involving museum materials have been opened specifically for educational in-
stitutions [26].

The need to attract the latest technologies for the development of museums is recognized by the gov-
ernments of different countries. For example, the Ministry of Culture of the Russian Federation supported a
group of specialists who, in 2017, developed and implemented a platform and infrastructure project to create
the Artifact programme, which acts as an interactive guide to Russian museums. A special place in the pro-
gramme is given to artificial intelligence, which allows for image recognition and thus ensures the inclusion
of AR technologies.

In addition to exhibitions from major museums in Moscow, such as the Tretyakov Gallery, the Russian
Museum, the Pushkin State Museum of Fine Arts, the programme supported by the Russian Ministry of Cul-
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ture includes 3D digitized museum collections from Vologda, Arkhangelsk, Kirov, Nizhny Novgorod, No-
vocherkassk, Totma, Yaroslavl and other cities. The Artifact Programme was originally designed to include
as many Russian museums as possible. To date, that number has approached 160 [22].

Museums join the Artefact programme by adding their own content to the single basic platform, which
is transformed into an augmented reality using a predetermined electronic algorithm. No special program-
ming knowledge or material costs are required of museum workers. At the same time, museums retain their
inherent thematic and style features. The existence of a single project platform allows individual museums to
integrate the experience of other institutions and give life to their own ideas on its basis. Conditions are cre-
ated to equalize the status of various museums by such criteria as accessibility, recognition and attractive-
ness. Thanks to VR and AR technologies, a fragmented conglomerate of museums is transformed into an
integral space held together by common cultural development strategies and the common rhythm of techno-
logical progress.

The Artifact app allows users who have downloaded it to their smartphone in app form to get the infor-
mation they need about both individual exhibits and entire exhibitions. The app can be launched not only
inside but also outside the museum. Thanks to augmented reality, the amount of information received does
not change depending on the location of use. Virtual and augmented reality makes it possible for people who
are not indifferent to cultural heritage to see lost architectural masterpieces or unfinished projects like the
Palace of Soviets in Moscow that nearly didn't appear in the 1930s.

Often, AR technology offers museum visitors several content options at once. Using their smartphones,
they can learn about the history of museum objects, their condition before and after restoration, and their al-
ternate versions. Art objects and historical relics are presented to the audience in three-dimensional, stereo-
scopic form. Some artefacts can be seen in X-rays or ultraviolet [27]. While receiving information about the
museum objects, listening to the narration of the audio guide, the user of the smartphone app can at the same
time “move” from one museum to another if desired. The blurring of boundaries between virtual museums
and virtual tourism illustrates the thesis that the latest technology contributes to the transformation of the
sphere of culture into a single space, a system of common communications.

Virtual and augmented reality is increasingly being used in the visual arts and theatre. The immersive-
ness of these art forms has always been high, and modern computer innovations have raised it even higher.
The creators of today's immersive art focus on the merging of real and virtual worlds, on the blurring of the
boundaries between them. This approach is designed to induce subtle emotional states, to expand the possi-
bilities of human consciousness.

The first experiences with immersive innovations in theatre art are associated with the director Julie
Martin, who in 1994 staged “Dancing in Cyberspace”, where acrobats and dancers were immersed in a virtu-
al atmosphere created by projecting virtual objects onto the stage [28].

In the 2000s, theatres began to open which purposely departed from traditional stage productions in fa-
vour of interactive audience involvement in the theatrical action. The immersion effect is achieved by aban-
doning the usual theatrical paraphernalia — rows of seats, intermissions and the stage itself. The canva of
immersion performances is revealed not in an ordinary auditorium, but in a room or several rooms at once,
where there is no distance or space barriers between the collective of actors and the audience — the audience
can interact directly with the actors, thereby conducting a “personal” storyline.

In 2007, a virtual theatre in London, Secret Cinema, stood out in its use of immersive technologies; it
began broadcasting virtual stories with 360-degree video projections and other special effects. The basic idea
behind Secret Cinema is to blur the boundaries between objective reality and the virtual world as much as
possible. The basis of the theatre's production strategy is the preparation of gigantic productions which in-
clude complex sets and a huge number of performers. The theatrical action takes place in abandoned ware-
houses and factories, with the audience drawn into the action as direct participants. Secret Cinema extrava-
ganzas recreate the fantasy worlds of the bestsellers Star Wars, Blade Runner, Back to the Future and oth-
ers [29].

Fabien Riggall, founder of Secret Cinema, said that he “wanted to live inside films since he was a
child”. Turning a childhood dream into a well-established business, he incorporated the screening of short
videos into the format of theatrical events, incorporating elements of music festivals and club parties. One of
the reasons for creating Secret Cinema for Riggall was the “growth of digital culture”, which did not cancel
the public's appetite for the unusual, but only supplemented and “warmed up” it: “People want mystery, they
want to experience something unpredictable, and | think that's why Secret Cinema deserves the right to ex-
ist” [30].
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The immersive theatre Sleep No More, established in New York in 2011, is also very well known. The
theatre rents an old hotel for its interactive shows. All the performances of Sleep No More reflect a simulated
reality, which for the audience turns into an opportunity to “choose their own adventure”, to visit a virtual
Wonderland, to interact with the characters of the production, to help solve mysteries. Each spectator can
move at his or her own pace and view the scenes they like for as long as they like. Surrealistic and emotion-
ally intense productions let theatre-goers into the world of Shakespeare, Carroll, Webber and other play-
wrights of the past [31], reimagined in the spirit of the 21st century.

Following London and New York, immersive performances have continued in other major cities around
the world. In particular, an innovative musical Black Russian was staged in Moscow in September 2016. It
was directed by Maxim Didenko, a specialist in theatrical phantasmagoria. Staged in a specially rented man-
sion, the musical was received by audiences as “a hellish mixture of Russian classics and theatrical art house,
a web of double, triple, infinite meanings” [32]. Moscow then produced a whole series of immersive perfor-
mances based on non-standard technological solutions.

Many contemporary painters, graphic artists and designers aim to introduce innovative techniques.
They periodically organize exhibitions, shows, and installations where various means of visualization are
combined. The shows are often bizarre combinations of moving pictures, 3D video clips, mirror mazes, vari-
ous lighting effects, music or voice accompaniment, projections of visitors' movements, etc. Among the most
high-profile installations is Androyd Jones, whose fame in many countries is due to his exhibition “Samska-
ra” (Unconscious Impressions).

The Japanese immersive project “teamLab”, famous for its unusual shows and installations in which art,
science, technology, design and the natural world merge, has gained considerable popularity with interna-
tional audiences. Digital technology has enabled teamLab to create artifacts that transcend the boundaries
between physical phenomena and the phenomena of human consciousness [33].

The Mexican group Meon Wolf, consisting of two hundred creative individuals — painters, graphic art-
ists, sculptors, architects, photographers, videographers, specialists in VR and AR-technologies — have also
noted their unconventional approaches to art. A special feature of Meon Wolf's creative method is the crea-
tion of installations that expressively combine fantastical-surrealistic, fairy-tale-magical, mysteriously-
hypnotic subjects and motifs [34].

The number of personalities realizing their creative potential in immersive art is constantly increasing.
Among them there are leaders whose ideas and projects are of interest all over the world — Miguel Cheva-
lier, Vincent Howze, Rachel Rossin, Refik Anadol. These internationally born artists live in the United
States. Their experiments are cloaked in large-scale digital installations, exploring themes such as the intan-
gible in art, and the relationship between nature and architecture, painting and sculpture. In developing these
themes, art is transferred into the digital world, virtual cities, continents and entire galaxies are created; using
in-situ techniques involving digital tools, 3D and laser cutting, the architectural history of various places is
revisited and images are generated questioning all stereotypical perceptions of the surrounding reality. The
artists named are known for their exhibitions in museums, galleries and art centres, as well as for their origi-
nal ideas implemented in various sectors of public and architectural space, thereby leading to the materializa-
tion of virtual images [35].

The successes of some serve as a stimulus for the activation of others. Creative breakthroughs by repre-
sentatives of American immersive art resonate in various countries around the world, including Russia. For
example, in 2018, the Moscow-based new technologies studio Great Gonzo began to practice virtual painting
shows, offering visitors to public events to “get inside” a particular painting masterpiece with a VR hel-
met [16; 43].

Moscow VR-cinema AtmaSphere 360 has not limited its functions to video screenings, but has become
a multidisciplinary creative art location, a platform for daring artistic experiments. Virtual films are often
combined here with motion graphics, digital art, live shows, different types of animation, etc. “Atmosphere
360 is not so much a cinema as a multimedia hall, where, on the basis of VR and AR technologies, the in-
teraction between various means of visualization, different artistic genres and styles is being “polished”.
Elena Kosolapova, curator of Atmosphere 360, put it like this: “Atmosphere 360 is an audacious experiment,
an attempt to create a new format of museum, theatre and cinema, where emotions can move in waves from
creators to consumers and back. An ordinary space becomes a living, breathing, vibrating organism: artists
present their vision of reality, and the audience comes into contact with digital art and penetrates the virtual
space” [18].
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It can be considered an indisputable thesis that linking culture with advanced information technology
gives it the widest possible perspectives. At the same time, it would be wrong to move away from realism,
closing our eyes to the factors that hinder such a connection, that hold it back. They concern the development
of both the sphere of culture and modern technologies.

The impact of virtual and augmented reality on the consciousness and psyche of users has not yet been
sufficiently studied. This issue has a social and ethical dimension. It is particularly relevant for children and
adolescents. More research is needed on the ethical and age-specific aspects of users' interaction with virtual
reality. Experts in VR and AR technology have spoken of the great usefulness of such research. In particular,
British scientist Ben Kenwright points to problems such as hacking, the existence of ways to “immorally ex-
ploit technology”, and the adaptation of socially immature minds in “complex interactive virtual worlds”.
According to him, “ethical issues arise because virtual reality technologies are widespread and difficult to
classify and identify, and because it is difficult to predict the short- and long-term consequences of their
use” [8; 20-21].

From a technological point of view, the high cost of introducing new VR and AR developments into
production remains a tangible problem. They are largely based on the enthusiasm of enthusiastic people,
which is not always supported by sufficient organizational and financial support from large companies, cor-
porations and investment funds, which has led to the problem of the high cost of VR and AR hardware.

At present, the development of VR and AR technologies is associated with the search for breakthrough
solutions in improving and reducing the cost of broadcasting devices and headsets, and in developing their
latest models. This search is primarily focused on functional and aesthetic improvements to VR helmets and
AR glasses. In recent years, Valve, Facebook, Sony, Google and other computer technology companies have
begun to develop and produce affordable VR and AR devices. The emphasis is on displays with high screen
resolution [36]. However, despite certain advances in the improvement of devices, due to the inertia of the
consumer market, hardware that is perceived by consumers as expensive, bulky, uncomfortable and unattrac-
tive in terms of design still prevails. The audience's reserved attitude towards VR helmets and VR glasses
reduces the motivation of directors and producers working in VR filmmaking to create feature-length films,
limiting their efforts to “short films”.

The promotion of virtual and augmented reality techniques is hampered by the lack of trained profes-
sionals who could work not only on the software, but also on the content and scenarios of VR and AR prod-
ucts. In order to eliminate the human resources problem in this area, it is necessary to train professionals in
universities. The first steps in this direction have been taken in various countries. For example, in Russia, in
2019, the Higher Engineering School based at MEPhI introduced a master's educational programme “Virtual
and Augmented Reality Technologies for the Design of Technological Systems” [22]. However, there is still
a lot of work to be done to train a sufficient number of specialists in the new field.

The practical difficulties that have recently arisen in the global VR and AR market have a lot to do with
the Covid-19 pandemic. A number of things — social isolation, the shift of many institutions and companies
to remote working, the widespread use of remote methods of communication, etc. — increases audience at-
tention to VR and AR experiments, which would seem to increase the consumption of VR video content, and
with it the demand for VR helmets. But VR specialists do not confirm this trend. For example, A. Ivash-
entsev, organizer of the independent media association Mixed Reality Conference, is convinced that VR-
helmets are not sufficiently distributed among the mass audience, which amounts to low figures in the con-
sumption of VR-content [13].

One problem is that many tour operators and cultural and sporting institutions are understandably unen-
thusiastic about the mass distribution of VR and AR equipment to ordinary users.

There are other problems as well. The encouraging trend in the market for VR and AR products should
not detract from their analysis. The Covid-19 pandemic is dictating harsh conditions to the computer tech-
nology market, undermining previously established economic ties, preventing new contacts, disrupting the
supply chain for raw materials, components and finished products, imposing restrictions on retail sales, and
zeroing out advertising costs. In other words, the issues surrounding the quality state of VR and AR hard-
ware and its high cost have gone nowhere during the pandemic. For now, advocates of VR and AR technolo-
gy promotion have to work on their belief in a better outlook.

Conclusions
According to M. Nikonov, the creator of RosVR Studio, “when technology provides relatively afforda-
ble prices for VR helmets and high-quality content, demand for VR projects will soar, and it will be the sec-
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ond breath of the VR industry — in the virtual reality format, all the twentieth-century movie patterns will
play out in a new way” [13].

The leap in the development of the VR industry predicted by experts will affect more than just cinema.
Virtual and augmented reality technologies bring a new quality to all branches of culture and art dealing with
visual images. As shown above, VR and AR technologies allow users to virtually visit museums, theatres,
exhibitions, sporting events, and tourist sites, giving them the feeling of being fully present. For many users,
saving time and money is an important benefit.

The IT industry has become a driver of increased cultural demand from different sectors of society. In
turn, the majority of society's access to print, music, video and photography via PCs and smartphones has led
to an ever-growing presence of the IT industry. The use of modern information resources, including VR and
AR technologies, helps users to activate their thinking activity, thereby increasing their control over the per-
ception of external phenomena and processes and improving the quality of decisions made when performing
theoretical and practical tasks.

The application of the latest technologies in the cultural sector facilitates overcoming barriers of mean-
ing and departmental divides between different sectors of creative activity and creates a sustainable basis for
transforming culture into a unified information and meaningful space.
